It clearly declares: «The Earth and its resources, flora
and fauna and other natural resources are considered as national
wealth, and shall be rationally used and protected by the state».

Government policy in this area is to protect air, water, soil, flora and
fauna. In particular, the protection of flora and fauna, preservation of
specific species of endangered animals and plants; a special attention
is given to the nature reserves, wildlife preserves and national parks. An
Environmental Centre «Djeyran» (Goitred gazelle) has been working in
the country. 11 protected natural sites have been created, with the total
area of more than 2 million hectares, that include 9 reserves, of which,
3 are located in the mountains, 3 - on flood plains and other 3 - in the
desert zones. Furthermore, the State provides a protection of mineral
resources, landscapes and monuments of nature.

An
Environmental Centre «Djeyran» (Goitred gazelle) has been working in
the country. 11 protected natural sites have been created, with the total
area of more than 2 million hectares, that include 9 reserves, of which,
3 are located in the mountains, 3 - on flood plains and other 3 - in the
desert zones. Furthermore, the State provides a protection of mineral
resources, landscapes and monuments of nature.

Bukhara region is one of the largest in Uzbekistan by the territory,
with the area of less than that of the Republic of Karakalpakstan and
Navoi region (40.30 thousand sg. km.). It is located in the central
and south-western part of Uzbekistan. About 1.5 million people live
in this region, where the administrative centre is Bukhara city (620
km from Tashkent).

Territory of the region consists of undulating plain with separate
heights, of which the tallest one is Kuldzhuktau (753 m). However,
majority of the area (more than 9 of 10 parts) is occupied by Kyzyl
Kum sand and only in the lower reaches of Zarafshan, in the south,
there are small irrigated oases of Gijduvan, Bukhara and Karakul.

The climate is desert, sharply continental with avery severe winter.
Summer is hot and dry. Water resources are limited. The main rivers
in this area are Amu Darya and Zarafshan.

Kyzyl Kum reserve is located in Bukhara region and an
Environmental Centre “Djeyran” is working there.

The region has undulating plain territory, falling from south to north-
west. East of the region is covered by a part of Mirzachul steppe,
and the west is occupied by the wide valley of Syr Darya.

It is located on the north-west of Uzbekistan, with the area of 6,05
thousand square kilometres. Population of the region is 1.4 million
people, and the administrative centre is Urgench city (1120 km from
Tashkent).

Khorezm region differs from other region of Uzbekistan because
of its natural conditions. Unlike the vast desert spaces of the western
and south-western parts of Uzbekistan, it has a kind of green island
thanks to its cotton and alfalfa, melon, abundant orchards and
vineyards.

The landscape of the region is a low-lying plain, which is part of
the ancient delta of Amu Darya. The climate is sharp continental:
winters are with moderately cold with little snow; summers are hot
and dry.

The only waterway in the region is Amu Darya river. Within the
territory of the region it has a wide flood plain and low-banks that are
often flooded at high water.
