The Fergana Valley, owing to its geographical position and
the unique environment, had all conditions for development of
agriculture and cattle-breeding from the most ancient times.
The presence of the rivers and springs allowed ancient farmers
to develop irrigated agriculture on plain areas, while cattle-
breeding has been widely developed on hillsides, plateaus, and
in oases. The Syr-Darya River is formed by merging of waters
of Naryn and Karadarya rivers and flows down towards “the
Hojand Gates” splitting the valley onto two parts - northern and
southern. The mountainous springs originate in the Turkistan-
Alay range on south, and in the Chatkal-Kurama range on the
northwest and flow towards Syr-Darya. Some of them form
oases on their way down. One of them, the Margilansay oasis, is
located in central part of Southern Fergana. It is watered by the
Margilansay River, one of the tributaries of the Shahimardan
River, which originates in the Alay Mountains and flows down
towards the Central Fergana. When they reach the plain of
Southern Fergana, these springs form several oases and micro-
oases in their valleys. The largest oasis in the Shahimardan
Watershed is the Margilansay Oasis with length of 45 km and
width of 20 km. The Symtepa micro-oasis is formed on the
territory of the modern city of Fergana, which is surrounded by
the low hills of Kirgili on the north and northwest. Margilansay
goes out to the wide plain bending around these hills. Another
micro-oasis on the territory of the modern city of Margilan is
also formed here.

In Fergana the first attributes of irrigated agriculture are
dated the mid 2nd millennium B.C. During the early period
only the most fertile lands in river and tributary basins were
used for agricultural needs. This conclusion is completely
confirmed by the palaeo-geographic studies conducted in the
Fergana Valley.

By the end of the 2nd millennium B.C. there were several
farmers’ settlements in river and lake basins of Fergana. At
present about 80 farmers’ settlements of the Chust Culture
are known in the Ferghana Valley. First of all the ancient
farmers had occupied the most fertile lands of river basins.
The Margilansay is one of those rivers.

The early rudiments of statehood and political associations
were formed in the ancient historical and cultural regions of
Uzbekistan such as Bactria, Sogd, and Fergana in the 2nd
millennium B.C. These political formations united from one up
to three irrigational districts. The centres of such a formation
in the Fergana Valley were Dalverzin and Chust. In the 10th-
9th centuries B.C. as a result of serious political changes the
large centralized state associations started to develop. In rivers
basins the rural settlements, which further become urbanized,
began to be created. During this period the Fergana farmers
have transformed the middle and the into
irrigational channels which allowed occupying virgin lands.

Only centralized states were able to carry out such large-
scale works. Hundreds of hectares of lands were occupied for
agricultural use during this period in the foothill and delta
parts of the Margilansay River. Although the ruins of farmers’
settlements are not yet found here, the large-scale irrigational
works done in the ancient times certify their existence in the
past.

The archaeological and geographic investigations carried
out in the Shahimardan and Margilansay basins (Southern
Fergana) during the last years have allowed receiving the new
data confirming this assumption. As it is known, the part of
slopes of the Margilansay basin has been turned to agricultural
use in the beginning of the second half of the 2nd millennium
B.C. In the 10th-9th centuries B.C. the areas of irrigated
agriculture have extended. The lower reaches of Margilansay
started to be used during this period, in particular, beginning
from the 9th—8th centuries B.C. the area located on the territory
of Mashad Quarter of the modern city of Margilan, and its
vicinity was turned into use.

The Symtepa, an urban settlement, was established in
the 4th century B.C. on the left bank of Margilansay; it had
a monumental architecture and a well-developed craft. The
pottery found here at this site certifies the development of
the urban culture. The Symtepa ceramics made on potter’s
wheel with its refinement and high manufacturing techniques
considerably differ from the utensils produced by rural masters.
And use of mud-bricks in construction of buildings certifies
that in the 4th-2nd centuries B.C. the Symtepa site was an
administrative ccntre of the Margilansay oasis.

In the 3rd-1st centuries B.C. and in the beginning of the
hundreds of hectares of lands
were occupied by farmers in the lower reaches of Margilansay.
The area was turned into a blossoming oasis when the lower
reaches of Margilansay and Isfayramsay started to be used for
agriculture. Gradually, settlements and towns appeared in the
centre of the oasis.

A town occupying more than 20 hectares was established
2000 years ago on territory of modern Margilan. The city
fortress and wall have completely been collapsed during the
centuries. Its fortress probably was built on a raised place where
now there is the Mashad cemetery located. The excavations
uncovered remains of mud-walls and mud-bricks. The studies
of historical topography and archaeological excavations
uncover the two-thousand-year history of Margilan.

The city of Margilan, being located on territory of the
Mashad Quarter, occupied the area from Mashad cemetery to
the Kyzlartepa Site. The studies show that the cultural layers
of the 1st century B.C. - 1st century A.D. were spread on the
area more than 20 hectares. Since the 2nd century A.D. the city
began to extend towards southeast and northwest. A temple of

fire located on the territory the modern Tashlaktepa Quarter
is dated by this period (Kyzlartepa). The temple has been
constructed on a suburb of the ancient city, on a special mud-
platform 3 m height. It consisted of two parts: a square room
sized 6 x 6 m and a surrounded corridor. In the central room
the altar where was the sacred fire was placed. This temple
functioned at least two hundred years. The altar of fire was
periodically repaired, cleared of ashes, and the ashes were
put under layers of stamped clay. For this reason the floor has
risen for 1,4 m high. The temple has stopped functioning at
the end of the 4th - beginning of the 5th century A.D., which
is apparently related to the in-migration of alien tribes here as
a result of the Great Migration of tribes in Eurasia in the end
of the Antiquity and in the early Middle Ages. Later, a pottery
furnace was constructed on the place of the temple.

The archaeological finds on territory of Margilan and
ethnographic observations confirm the existence of various
religious beliefs here. The fire-worshippers were the dominant
religious group among Margilanis in the beginning of the
current era. The temple of fire certifies this. The worship of
fire was kept in this society even during the blossoming of
Islam.

Some images on the red-slip pottery found in Margilan
testify the religious views of the ancient Ferganis in the 1st
century A.D. The ornamentation in the form of wavy lines,
points, circles and crosses is interpreted as mountains, rain and
the sun, which were treated by Ferganis as sacred elements.
The numerous ethnographic materials also confirm this. For
example, until recently the south Ferganis used to worship
the Ulug-Tag peak loeated in eastern part of the Tuyamuyun
Mountains. They used to make sacrifices on the peak just
before the arrival of spring. The mountain worship was a
widely spread phenomenon among the ancient Turkic people.

The ancient Margilanis worshipped to spirits of died
ancestors and considered them as their patrons. They kept the
utensils and weapons of their cherished ancestors for a long
time. This is confirmed by the 1st century pottery found on
the territory of Margilan; the broken utensils stuck together,
restored and re-used again. This way they tried to keep memory
of their ancestors.

Relations between the East and the West during the ancient
times have received a new impulse. The findings of pottery
vessels of Fergana type dated to the 2nd-4th centuries were
found in the Ganges oasis and in the ancient Khorezm which
certifies that Ferganis had trade relations with other countries
on along the Great Silk Road. In turn it is confirmed also by
the findings of the Chinese mirrors and perfumery accessories
in the territory of Fergana.

Margilan is located on the Fergana part of the Great Silk
Road and from the ancient times and during centuries has been

one of the major cities of Central Asia. It was the centre of
the developed craft and trade. Caravans of merchants from
China came here via Osh and Kuva, and from the states of the
Mediterranean, the Black Sea, India and Iran, they went via
Samarkand and Hojand.

There is a poor record about the ancient and medieval past
of this city in written sources. That is why the basic data are
given with archaeology.

The earliest written information about the Fergana Valley -
known in China under the name of Davan (Taiyuan) - appears
in the Chinese sources from the 2nd century B.C., after the
Han Emperor’s envoy Chan Xian has visited Central Asia and
has left the description of its people. In the historical annals
“Shi-ji'” where there are data on a political and cultural life
of Fergana in 138-90 B.C., there are only the names of two
towns are given - Ershi and Yuchen - although it is mentioned
that there were 70 towns in the Davan State, that testifies
the development of the urban life in this region during the
period of Antiquity. The annals inform about some facts of
ancient history of this region. According to Chan Xian the
Chinese Emperor in 105 B.C. has sent his ambassador Che
Lee to Fergana. Having passed the precious gifts through the
ambassador the Emperor also has ordered to obtain in Davan
the thoroughbred “heavenly” horses for which cultivation this
country was famous. They became the reason of long war of
China with Davan.

There are different points of view about the location of
the ancient capital of Davan, the town of Ershi. The majority
of researchers tend to consider that Ershi was located in the
Andijan area near the modern city of Marhamat on the place
of the Mingtepa site. However the newest researches allow
considering that this town was located at the ancient settlement
of Eski Ahsi (Ahsiket), located on right bank of the Syr-Darya
River in the Namangan area.

As the independent state Fergana is mentioned under the
name of “Bohan”, “Ninyuan” and “Polona” in the Early
Medieval Chinese sources. During this period the Fergana
governors referred as “ikhshids”.

During the early Middle Ages the interrelations of people
began to extend even more. On the east the Sogdian-Turkic
dealers through China reached Korea and Japan, on the West
- the states of the Black Sea coast and the Mediterranean, on
the south - Iran, India and Ceylon.

Silk fabrics, precious stones, golden and silver jewellery,
colored glass, and also medicine, paints, rare birds,
thoroughbred horses, various drinks and fruits were transported
on the Great Silk Road. Numerous religious missionaries,
goldsmiths, musicians, actors and artists moved on this
legendary route. Magnificent feasts of Chinese emperors were
always accompanied by performances of dancers and singers

from Central Asia. The assets of the Central Asian governors
and rich people were judged by the amount of the Chinese
silk they had. At this time the Sogdian was the language of
international trade and dialogue. All this led to strengthening of
the political and economic relations, to integration of cultures
and development of a public life.

As a result of the Arab invasion in the beginning of the
8th century into Fergana, a decline of the socioeconomic and
cultural life is observed: books created in local languages are
burnt, monumental temples are demolished, and works ofart are
destroyed. But Arabs did not manage to completely eradicate
the customs of local people. The next centuries which are
passing in an atmosphere of distribution of the Arab scicnce
and culture, the contribution of Margilan to a world civilization
continues to be high. Margilan continued to remain one of the
important points on the Great Silk Road.

There is a lot of data on Margilan contained in written
sources dated from the 11th century. The data of written
sources are supplemented also by numismatic materials. It is
known that coins were always minted in a capital of an area.
The main part of coins with the name “Fergana” was minted in
Uzgen as it became the political capital of Fergana in the 11th
century. Starting from the 11th—12th centuries on coins minted
in Margilan there were two words “Fergana” and “Marginan”,
which certifies the functioning of a mint in Margilan which,
most likely, was placed in a palace of a governor. It gives the
grounds to consider that in the 11th—12th centuries Margilan
played a significant role in the political life of the Fergana
Valley.

As a result of archaeological researches it has been proved,
that before the Mongolian invasion the city of Margilan
extended its borders on the east and northeast. On a place of
the modern crossroad of Margilan-Namangan and Margilan-
Kuva highways the architectural ruins of a public bath made
of burnt brick have been found and dated to 11—13th centuries.

They were constructed in the Eastern classical
style and represented a complex engineering construction. It is
known from written sources, that on the East a public bath was
used not only for bathing, but it also was a place where large
commercial transactions between merchants arrived from the
distant countries made. A big attention in the Central Asian
cities was paid to cleanliness. Written sources inform that in
the 10—12th centuries the special officials, muhtasibs were
responsible for cleanliness in cities; they also continuously
watched after cleanliness of city squares, streets, ponds, water
channels, markets, and public baths. In the Muslim World, in
particular in Central Asia, streets, ponds and water channels
were considered as sacred as mosques.

from Central Asia. The assets of the Central Asian governors
and rich people were judged by the amount of the Chinese
silk they had. At this time the Sogdian was the language of
international trade and dialogue. All this led to strengthening of
the political and economic relations, to integration of cultures
and development of a public life.

As a result of the Arab invasion in the beginning of the
8th century into Fergana, a decline of the socioeconomic and
cultural life is observed: books created in local languages are
burnt, monumental temples are demolished, and works of art are
destroyed. But Arabs did not manage to completely eradicate
the customs of local people. The next centuries which are
passing in an atmosphere of distribution of the Arab science
and culture, the contribution of Margilan to a world civilization
continues to be high. Margilan continued to remain one of the
important points on the Great Silk Road.

There is a lot of data on Margilan contained in written
sources dated from the 11th century. The data of written
sources are supplemented also by numismatic materials. It is
known that coins were always minted in a capital of an area.
The main part of coins with the name “Fergana” was minted in
Uzgen as it became the political capital of Fergana in the 11th
century. Starting from the 11th—2th centuries on coins minted
in Margilan there were two words “Fergana” and “Marginan”,
which certifies the functioning of a mint in Margilan which,
most likely, was placed in a palace of a governor. It gives the
grounds to consider that in the 11th—12th centuries Margilan
played a significant role in the political life of the Fergana
Valley.

As a result of archaeological researches it has been proved,
that before the Mongolian invasion the city of Margilan
extended its borders on the east and northeast. On a place of
the modern crossroad of Margilan-Namangan and Margilan-
Kuva highways the architectural ruins of a public bath made
of burnt brick have been found and dated to 11-13th centuries.

sciences were developed. Central Asia became the motherland
ofsuch great thinkers as Muhammad Khorezmi, Ahmad Fergani,
Abu Nasr Farabi, Ibn Sina, Abu Rayhan Biruni, Ahmad Yassavi,
and Burhanuddin Marginani. Numerous inventions in fields of
astronomy, mathematics, geometry, geography, mineralogy,
history, theology and other sciences were made here.

One of the great thinkers from Margilan was Burhanuddin
Marginani (1123-1197), have essentially
contributed to studying the Islamic Law (figh). As a great
Islamic lawyer and the expert of the figh, he has proved that
for the sake of the societal interests it is possible to change
the Sharia instructions according to events and development
occurred during the life of that society. An important place is
given to socio-economic relations, legal questions of property
rights, financial activity of the state, citizen rights and legal
proceedings. He has legally proved the societal development.
In his work “Hidaya” there are valuable data on history of the
Islamic Law, where also the legal and moral problems of a
society, fundamentals of a family, the problems of the state
building are comprehensively enlightened.

At the end of the 12th - beginning of 13th century Central
Asia, in particular Fergana was a part of the Khorezmshahs
State. During this period the Mongol invasion to Fergana
began. Within 1219-1220 the army of Chingizkhan grasps
all Central Asia, including the Fergana Valley. The resisted
cities were burnt; the part of population was ruthlessly killed.
Handicraftsmen and known masters were withdrawn for slavery
to Mongolia. Margilan was ruined: the mosques, medresehs,
baths, temples were destroyed and there come political disorder
and socio-economic stagnation.

However, at the end ofthe century the life started recovery and

whose works

entered the society entered the stage of intensive development
with Amir Temur coming to power.

Since 1370s the Fergana Valley, including the city of
Margilan, was a part of Amir Temur’s state and Temurides.
The Margilan beks and the population of city accepted active
participation in a political life of the country. Dominated over
Amir Temur’s empire the control system was based on transfer
by sovereigns of separate areas in possession of members
of imperial family - his sons and grandsons, ruled during
Temurides.

In 1459 Abu Said has given the Central Asian possession
to his sons. Fergana valley was given to Umar Shaykh Mirza.
In complex political conditions of the second half of the
15th century during rivalry between separate representatives
of Temuride dynasties, the Fergana lands were extended at
Umar Shaykh and this region kept its independence. After the
death of Umar Shaykh in 1494, the internal political forces
and governors of the neighbouring possessions started active
actions. The young successor of the throne Mirza Babur was

able to take the power after his father, only owing to support of
the largest representative of the Fergana clcrgy Khoja Mawlana,
and also owing to vigorous actions of Qazi, the closest friend
of his father Umar Shaykh.

In the mid 1499 Mirza Babur has detained a number of the
Fergana cities. However he could not put resolute impact to
the enemies, and in the beginning of 1500 his possessions were
limited to the left bank of Fergana.

In 1504 the entire Fergana Valley was occupied by Sheybani-
Khan, who has passed the ruling to Sultan Janibck.

In 1570s onto the political arena in Fergana came Sultan
Said Bakhadurkhan, who in 1570 has announced the allocation
of the Mawlana’s property (vaqgf) to Munir Marginani. In the
15-16th centuries the system of administration, where the
extensive empire of Timurides has been divided into separate
areas and was given to possession on a suyurgal basis, stirred
centralization of the country. This happened also to Fergana,
isolated from economically connected areas of
Mawerannahr. However the dynasty conflicts in political history
did not considerably affect the economic life of the Fergana
cities including Margilan. The structure of these cities did not
differ from other Central Asian cities. In sources of that time

which was

Margilan is often mentioned as the centre of crafts and trade.
In vicinities of city the agriculture was highly developed. The
sources inform about the products of agriculture and gardening,
in particular the Margilan pomegranates, which were famous
then on the entire East.

In the 17th century Fergana was the most eastern area in
the structure of the Bukhara Emirate. During the periods of
ruling of Imamquli-khan, Abdul Aziz-khan and Subhanquli-
khan Fergana, including Margilan, was governed by local
possessors - hakims.

In the 18th century Fergana gains independence from the
Bukhara Emirate, and the Kokand Khanate arises here. The
founder of this state was Rahim-biy from the Ming tribe.
Almost all Muslim historians and some Russian authors
connect a dynasty of the Kokand khans with Babur and Amir
Temur through the Altun-Beshik legend.

Originally the Kokand Khanate included the territory of
Kokand and Hojand. After occupation of Hojand, Rahim-biy
has extended his authority to Margilan and Andizhan.

After several Kokand khans in 1770 the throne was taken
by the Governor Narbuta-biy, who has appointed his elder son
Madamin-bek as hakim of Margilan.

In 1840s the Bukhara Emir Nasrulla has occupied Kokand
and has appointed his vassal Ibrahim onto the throne. Kokand
revolted against Ibrahim, who fled back to Bukhara.

At this time the various branches of locally developed
handicraft were concentrated in Margilan. According to
Russian ambassador Phillip Nazarov, who was in the Kokand

Khanate in 1813-1814 and personally visited Margilan, here
there were “various factories, where fabrics were manufactured
and transferred to Bukhara and Kashgar”. Similar data are also
available for other authors of the 19th century. According to
Orientalist Kun, Margilan was considered as the main market of
the Kokand silks, and in the city there were a lot of silk-weaving
workshops. The officer of the Russian Army Khoroshhin, who
has visited the Kokand Khanate in the cortege of the Russian
Embassy informs that in the Kokand Khanate the most unique
branch of economy was the silk and semi-silk manufacture.

The trade, especially with Bukhara, Khiva, Kashgar, India,
Afghanistan, Iran, and Russia was very important in the life of
the Margilan.

From the Kokand Khanate to Kashgar traders usually took
iron, red leather, muslin, silk fabrics, cotton fabrics, opium,
and gold. And from Kashgar to Kokand Khanate they annually
brought tea, white felt, alum, grocery products. Their certain
part got on the markets of Margilan. A big caravan way from
Osh to Dzhizak, which was convenient for driving on wheels,
used to pass through Fergana. This road took also to Margilan,
Kokand and Hojand.

Tax gatherings from cities were defined from number of
houses, small shops and some kinds of craft manufacture.
Each bek used to gather kharaj from population belonging to
him. Gathering of kharaj in Margilan and in other cities of the
Kokand Khanate managed by sarkar, appointed by the city bek.
Sarkar employed mirabs, assistants. The number of assistants
depended on the number of sites of the land belonging to the
city. Each such site was managed by an arig-aqsagal. However,
the traditions of management and tax administration were
destroyed by the Russian Empire’s occupation of Turkistan.

The important changes in the history of city of Margilan
during the last quarter of the 19th century were related to
occupation of the Kokand Khanate by the Russian Empire
in 1876, when Margilan, which used to be the centre of the
Margilan Beklik, now became the Margilan District of the
Fergana Province in the Turkistan Gcneral-Governorship.

From now on Margilan has lost its the value as an
administrative centre. The colonial administration has
established the new centre 12 km far from Margilan. Here they
have built a small town called New Margilan. Since then the
ancient centre began to refer as Old Margilan.

In 1907 New Margilan has been renamed into Skobelev.
Although Old Margilan has lost its value as an administrative
centre, it could keep the socio-economic value.

At this time Margilan still remained the largest city not only
in the Fergana Valley, but also in all Turkistan. It has been
surrounded by high mud walls and located in a very convenient
and beautiful place, around and inside of it there were a lot of
gardens and ponds.

Margilan since the olden days was the trading, craft and
cultural centre, and its population was actively engaged in trade
and craft manufacture such as silk production, melon growing,
gardening, pottery-making, weaving, and minting. The market
of Margilan was the second-largest after the Kokand market
and differed by cheapness and comfortable location.

Like in the past, Margilan has been closely connected by
trade relations with Kashgar. The goods brought from Kashgar
usually kept in the markets of Kokand and Margilan and
disseminated from there across all Turkistan.

During this period the traditional silk-production
continued to prosper. For expansion of manufacture
the Margilan silk there was established a laboratory on
cultivation of silk worm in New Margilan. Margilan used to
produce the best quality silk in the Fergana Valley. In the
process of development of silk production and increasing
its quality the local traditions were widely used along with

the scientific researches. The silk fabrics produced here
were taken out to Marseilles (France), Istanbul and to the
European part of Russia. Besides that, India and lIran had

the great demand for silk of Margilan.

In solving the socio-economic problems the important role
was played by charities of businessmen and influential people.
According to Muhammad Aziz Margilani, the officer of the city
administration, the local rich businessmen built public baths,
garikhanas (religious schools), mosques, secular schools, and
repaired old market places. Muhammad Aziz Margilani named
15 influential people and described their charitable activities.

The population of the city grew form year to year. In 1910
it reached 47152. The means allocated by the general public
of the Margilan District did not cover the needs of all people.
There was one drug store, one 20-bed hospital, and one 10-bed
hospital for women and children served by two pharmacists
and a doctor.

Owing to clean air the morbidity was very low; inhabitants
from the nearby cities, in particular from New Margilan used
to come to Old Margilan for treatment.

In Margilan, compared to other cities, there were fewer
industrial objects - just 4 cotton and silk enterprises as well
as the affiliated office of the Russian-Chinese Bank. The large
commercial and industrial in such cities like Kokand, Andijan,
and Namangan were owned by representatives of Moscow
firms as well as by local Jews. In Margilan the main part of the
owners were mainly Margilanis.

Margilan used to be one of the centres of political life in
the country. The city population actively participated in the
revolt of 1873-1876 under the leadership of Pulatkhan and in
the revolt of 1916, which occupied the entire Turkistan as a
reaction to the Nikolay Il Decree on sending local residents for
rear works to Russia.

The events of 1917-1918 in Tashkent and Kokand have also
written the new pages in the history of Margilan.

After gaining the power by bolsheviks on 1st November,
1917 in Tashkent, the Turkistani national progressive forces
disagreeing with the Soviets’ politics, which was against the
people’s interests, have established the Turkistan Autonomous
Republic in Kokand. This was the first democratic and national
principles-based state. The Republic was the result of the
struggle for independence of the Turkistani people.

People of Margilan took active part in these historical
events. The city of Margilan located 80 km far from Kokand
had close relations from ancient times. The jadids, progressive
forces, and religious scholars along with traders, craftsmen and
businessmen actively participated in the inter-relations of these
two historical cities. That’s why the Margilanis like all other
people of Turkistan have supported the Turkistan Autonomy.

The Government of the Turkistan Autonomy consisting of 8
members of the Turkistan Temporary Republic was organized
at the Il Extreme Congress of the Turkistan Autonomy on 28
November, 1917. There were 2 representatives from Margilan
such as Miradil Mirzaahmedov and Sabirjan Yusupov, along
with the other 30 members of the National Meeting elected at
the Congress.

Abidjan Mahmudov, the known representative of the
Jadid Movement of Turkistan, a successful businessman, the
publisher and the known public activist, was born in Margilan,
and then moved to Kokand. He has obtained religious education
in medreseh, and later graduated from the Mining Faculty at
the St.-Petersburg University. When he returned to Kokand
he participated in the opening of several oil deposits. He has
financed and took part in the Jadid Movement in the Fergana
Valley. He has opened a typography in 1914, which was passed
to the Government of the Turkistan Autonomy at the end of
1917. he was the publisher and the editor of such newspapers
as “Sadai-Fargana” (1914), “Tirik Soz” (1917), and Russian-
language “Ferganskoye Echo” (1914).

A. Mahmudov used to write critical articles and disseminated
the ideas of education, liberation from the colonialism. He was
known among the people as “Abidjan Chataq” (Bad Abidjan).
In 1917 A. Makhmudov worked as Vice-President of the
Municipal Duma of Kokand, in 1917-1918 as Minister of Food
in the government of the Turkistan Autonomy.

Formation of the independent government received a big
response in the region. Numerous demonstrations in support of
the Autonomy were held in various cities of Turkistan.

However, the bolsheviks mistrusted the three and a half
month-old government.

On 30th January, 1918 the Soviet of the National Commissars
of Turkistan has declared the beginning of military actions
with the purpose of overthrowing the government of the

Autonomy. The Martial Law has been declared in the Fergana
Valley on 14th February, 1918. During the three days starting
on 19th February, the Red Army soldiers attacked Kokand
with artillery. The city was completely ruined.

Although the Government of the Turkistan Autonomy has
existed for only 72 days, it has attracted people to struggle for
the national independence. Overthrowing of the independent
government has been apprehended by the Turkistanis as one
more certification of the aggressive plans of the Soviet Russia
towards Turkistan. Turkistanis, having understood that it was
not possible to peacefully achieve the national independence,
have launched military actions against the Soviet regime at the
end of February, 1918. The Margilani Jigits, young men, were
the forwarders in the struggle against the Red Army, which
took place around Kokand and Margilan.

Madaminbek (1892-1920) was an important leader in this
movement continued for several years. At the end of 1924
the military and political situation has changed in favour the
Soviets.

The national-territorial delimitation was carried out at the
end of 1924. The Declaration about establishing the Uzbek
Soviet Socialist Republic was announced at the Congress of
Soviets held in Bukhara on 13-17 February, 1925. Yuldash
Akhunbabayev (1885-1943), who was born inJuybazar village,
the suburb of Margilan, was elected as Chair of the Praesidium
of the Central Electoral Committee.

The first administrative reform was carricd out in the Uzbek
SSR on 29th January, 1925. The Fergana Vilayat (Province)
became one of the 7 newly formed provinces of the Uzbek SSR.
On September, 29th, 1926 the uniform administrative division
and the first economic division into districts was carried out.
The Republic was divided onto 10 Provinces, one of which
became the Province of Kokand. Totally there were 87 districts,
where 11 were the districts of the Kokand (Fergana) Province
including the Margilan District. Margilan considered as the
administrative centre of the Margilan District in structure of
which there were 25 rural areas such as Aqtepa, Arabmazar,
Agshaykh, Beshman, Varzik, Gandumdan, Durman, Zarkent,
Ingichka, Qarakocha, Qaratepa, Katta Baltakol, Qumariq,
Qagir, langar, Naiman, Ramazan, Tajik, Oqcha, Khanabad,
Khanarig, Shamirza, Shahartepa, and Yazyavan. These areas
consisted of 98 kishlaks (villages).

According to data of the All-Union Census carried out in
1926, the population of the city of Margilan totalled 43965.

Land and water reform has been carried out in 1927-1929 in
Margilan as well as in entire Uzbekistan. During its realization the
Soviet Authority started campaign to eradication of the rich class
of farmers, “kulaks”. Margilan which was considered as a large
agricultural and craft centre, with all its businessmen, farmers and
craftsmen living in suburbs became victims of repressions.

In such conditions the Margilani farmers expressed their
spontaneous disagreement with the Soviet regime. According
to the archive data the situation in the Fergana Province became
very complicated from 1-15 February. The political instability
escalated and reached the level of an armed revolt. There
were 1850 people participated in 3 demonstrations against the
Soviet Power in the Baghdad District, and 2500 people who
took part in 5 demonstrations in the Margilan District on 15-
20 February.

The measures undertaken by the Soviet authority could not
stop demonstrations against creation of collective farms in the
Fergana district including Margilan. All demonstrations have
been suppressed and the participants, who were mainly farmers
and prosperous people. And various measures of punishment
have been applied to them like sending to jails in Northern
Caucasus, Siberia, Ukraine and other places. Repressions did
not bypass the farmers of Margilan. In 1931 in the Fergana
Province 8343 people including 793 from Margilan were sent
to jail. This was more than 10 percent of the total Margilan
population.

Repressions of 1935-1939 did not also bypass the Fergana
Province, in particular Margilan. Farmers, workers, and clerics
have been repressed along with political and public activists,
workers in the economy sector, well-known representatives of
intelligence, etc. There were a lot of Margilanis among them.

In 1930 division into districts has been abolished. The new
Fergana Province was established on 15 January, 1938 along
with the other 5 new provinces of the Uzbek SSR. Later the
Margilan District with its administrative centre in the city of
Margilan entered the Fergana Province, status of which has
been lifted up to the level of the province-level city.

Margilan as an important economic center of the Fergana
Valley since 1920s has been developing in conditions of
the planned and strictly centralized national economy.
However, owing to hard-working people of Margilan the city
infrastructure has developed.

The first silk-weaving factory in the Fergana Valley was
built in 1927 in the south-east Margilan (in the Ming-Havuz
Plain), which gave the first product in 1928-1929. Besides
that there were two electric stations, the cotton factory, the
central mechanic workshop, the typography, the bakery and
the lemonade plant in Margilan. A bit later the skin-working
factory, the wood and shoe plants were built here. Thus, in
1940-1941 there were a lot of industrial objects in Margilan.

The production of the atlas fabrics has been developing in
Margilan from ancient times and was distributed worldwide
from this city. The silk fabrics of Margilan were sold in Iran,
Egypt, Greece, India and Kashgar. Besides that the crafts like
traditional hat-makers and iron-workers were highly developed
here.

In the beginning of the 20th century there were hundreds of
atlas-weavers, who have united into several weaving firms and
later created the united craft cooperation in 1939.

The milk factories, the electric stations, and the typography
have been reconstructed and extended. In 1944 the Pedagogical
Institute was opened in Margilan.

Margilanis have shown hospitality and mercy by giving
shelter to evacuated families and orphans.

14 in Margilan.

After the Second World War most sectors of the economy
have been changed. The life conditions in the city of Margilan
during those days were very controversial. These were the
consequences ofthe Soviet society and the nature of the socialist
system. The positive and negative sides of development in the
city were occurring side by side. The hard political, ideological
and economic control with the chauvinistic politics had negative
impact on the recovery and development of the economy and
cultural life of the city.

In 1970 in Margilan a new weaving factory was
launched. 25 million meters of high-quality atlas estimated 148
million roubles were produced on the Margilan Silk-weaving
Factory in 1974. The Atlas Company was created in 1963 on
the basis of the Margilan craft firms, where 8100 people used
to work there at that time. Later the industry in the city rapidly
developed. The central mechanical workshop was re-made into
a large mechanical plant. The art weaving factory and the steel
plant were created on the basis of the local industry. At that
time there were a lot of large industrial enterprises like the
mechanical plant, wood factory, milk and bread factories, and
the service factory.

In conclusion one can say that from the last quarter of the
19th century until the end of the 20th century there were certain
changes occurred in the life of the city of Margilan. Although
there were colonial politics and pressure of the Communist
ideology, the ordinary Margilanis worked on construction
works of houses, roads, at plants and factories, schools,
hospitals, cotton fields and gardens.

The city of Margilan entered the new stage of development

during the period of Independence.

Margilan received the new impulse of economic

development during Independence; there were built tens

of administrative and cultural buildings in the city. The
Pedagogical and Medical Colleges were built in its central
part. The Marginani Memorial Complex became the centre
of spiritual life. New streets, gardens, squares and irrigation
network were constructed.

The city of Margilan is situated in the south-eastern part of
the Fergana Valley. It occupies the territory of 4083 hectares,
its population is 190200. There are more than 30 nationalities
live in the city. The climate here is continental, the winter is
mild and the summer is hot. There are 105900 people able to
work live in the city, while 80700 of them have jobs.

Currently there are 20 large industrial enterprises, 8 auto-
transportation companies and 17 building organizations in the
city. In particular, there are such organizations as “Ferganasut”,
“Dustlik-Margilan” JV,

“Havva” paper factory, and a lot small enterprises work here.

mechanical plant, wood factory,
The Fergana “Azot” (Nitrogen) industrial enterprise located
near Margilan produces mineral and chemical fertilizers.

Margilan is known as the “capital of silk”.The organizations
working in the field of silk production such as “Turan
shayisi”, “Tikuvchi”, Staining-Silk”, “Margilan-Textile” are
the leading enterprises among all industrial objects of the
city. The Industrial enterprise “Khan Atlas” is the largest silk
producing factory in entire CIS.

The souvenir factory “Yadgarlik” is the only factory in Central
Asia where the traditional ways of silk production are kept.
The factory products like original silk fabrics are well-known
outside of Uzbekistan. These fabrics received several prizes on
international competitions. There are tens of fabric types which
are being produced here, in particular, avr, atlas, adras fabrics,
etc. the number of decoration styles are more than thousand.
The weavers make beautiful hand-made carpets, which are
highly demanded on the market. The suzanes are made of the
waste products from carpet weaving. All this is being produced
on the traditional old machines. This unique organization is a
kind of a living museum. Only 10 machines use electricity in the
factory, the rest are hand working machines. The dynasties of
ancient craftsmen recover the ancient technologies and design.
The fabric types are named according to their ornamental design
- “Lala” (the tulip), “Tavus” (the peasant), Guzal” (beautiful), etc.

The hand-made silk production was restored during the

Germany, Japan, etc. Such craftsmen as T. Mirzaahmedov,

were demonstrated on international exhibitions
Ya. Abdujabbarov, and A. Madaliev are highly valued by the
Uzbek Government and UNESCO.

The craft production and traditional weaving are developed
in the city. The production of traditional hats, tandyrs (mud
ovens), and copper work are very well-known. The “Kasib”
center for craftwork under the direction of Ya. Abdujabbarov
and D. Umaraliev is actively working here. The main task
of the center is to recover and develop the traditional craft
types - silk-weaving, jewellery, etc, which were well-known
in Margilan from ancient times. The dynasties of craftsmen
continue traditions of ancient masters. A nice gift was prepared
by the Mizraahedov family, whose ancestors were involved
in production of atlas fabrics - they have developed a new
sample atlas fabric called “The stars of Margilan”.

An illustrated journal in German called “The city of silk
Margilan is 2000 years old” was published in Berlin, Germany
in 2007 with support of our Embassy in Berlin. The journal
describes the contribution of Margilan to the development
of the world civilization; the UNESCO also recognized the
contribution of Margilan and supported celebrations of the
2000-anniversary of the city. The journal “city of silk Margilan
is 2000 years old” is illustrated with pictures showing the
contemporary days as well as its history, architectural sites,
samples of craftwork made by Margilani craftsmen.

The geographic location of Margilan and its economical
potential attract foreign investors and business partners. The
city transportation system is well developed. The highway
connecting with China, Tashkent, Osh, and Kokand passes
through Margilan. There

Now in city there are 7 working hospitals equipped with
the modern medical equipment.

The sports and physical training sphere of the city is
represented by the “Atlaschi” and “Turan” stadiums, numerous
sports halls, sport schools, where more than 40 thousand
young sportsmen are studying.

A photo-competition devoted to the 2000th
anniversary of Margilan was held in the Athens, Greece in
2006. the cultural heritage of Margilan was demonstrated
on the exhibition "History of People of Central Asia” held
in Maebashi city, Japan. The traditional applied art samples
like famous Margilan atlas and adras were shown at the
presentation. The Japanese experts noted that there are many
similarities between Uzbekistan and Japan and those two
cities - Margilan and Maebashi - are the famous centres of
traditional craft, which have the rich historical heritage.

The hakim of Margilan has visited Korea at the end of
October - beginning of September, 2006, where there was a
presentation of the historical, cultural, and economic potential
of the city. The foreign investors and partners were attracted
by the industrial potential of the city, in particular, by the silk
and textile production. The presentation has also described the
opportunities of creating the industrial zones. As a result of
that visit the Hakim of Margilan and the Tanyang city mayor
have signed the document about the intentions of these two
cities to create relations, in particular, the economic relations
with investment of more than 2 million USD for creation of
the industrial zone in Margilan by the “Tong Sung Korea”
company.

The international scientific conference on “The role of
Samarkand and Margilan in history of the world civilization”
was held in the head quarters of UNESCO in Paris on May
2007. This forum was devoted to the 2750th anniversary of
Samarkand and to the 2000th anniversary of Margilan. The
Director-General of the UNESCO Koichiro Matsuura and
the Vice Director-General of the UNESCO I. Venkatachelum
congratulated people with these jubilees.

Margilan meets its jubilee with the new successes in
economic development, cultural and humanitarian relations
with most countries. We are sure that the ancient history

The Fergana Valley is considered to be the pearl of Uzbekistan
and from ancient times was famous for its endless agricultural
fields, gardens, sweet fruits, natural resources, and silk and
atlas fabrics. The fact that the Great Silk Road passed through
the Valley’s cities, in particular through Margilan was very
important for the socioeconomic and cultural development of
this city. Margilan had unique architectural traditions.

In the 15th century Babur, mentioning Margilan in the list of
the largest cities of Fergana, noted that “it was a good town full
of good things”. In the 17th century the city of Margilan was
a typical late medieval town, where the specific architecture
continued developing until the beginning of the 20th century.

The wall surrounding the rectangular territory of the city
(2x2 km) had lost its functionality in the beginning of the 19th
century. That’s why the travelers visited the city of Margilan
wrote that it did not have a fortress. In 1842-1845, during the
rule of Shir-Alikhan Margilan has developed a lot. Now it had
a round-shape plan with 8 km in diameter, where the ancient
rectangular nucleus had slightly shifted to the north from the
centre. The city was surrounded by the new powerful fortress
with 70 cm of thickness on top and about two metres at the
bottom and had 12 gates: the Maaz lbn Jabbar, the Nadyrmat,
the Tashlag, the Khatun-Aryq, the Bakhrin, the Gulchaman, the
Mashad, the Ishan-Darvaza, the Altyaryq-Darvaza, the Sary-
Mazar, the Surkhtepa and the Chimion. The main streets taking
to the ancient part of the city, its historical nucleus, used to pass
through those gates.

The most important monumental buildings such as the Ruler
Palace (the Orda), largest medresehs, khanaga, and mosques
were located in the centre of the city. These were mainly one-
or two-storied buildings made of fired bricks, which had inner
halls built across the perimeter. They distinguished by their sizes,
expressiveness of architecture and bright mosaic decoration of
facades on the background of one-storied mud-buildings. The
architecture of residential quarters was brought to life by the
public centers with ponds (havuz) and quarter mosques.

According to the Valley’s map, made by Russian topographers
in the last quarter of the 19th century Margilan was surrounded
by such suburbs as Uqchi, Juy-Bazar, Penikent, Qandahar,
Tashlag, Surkhtepa, Aryg-Buyi, Arvat, Ingichke, Ankhar, etc.
Margilan was full of green gardens. The best garden was the
Khan Garden constructed according to European style with
wide alleys, where there were grouped the best kinds of fruit
trees. The garden had a nice summer pavilion in built in the
Eastern style.

At the end of the 19th century the Margilani traders used
markets, offices and

to actively build shops, new houses,

workplaces; they also financed construction of quarter
mosques and medresehs.

From the ancient times in Fergana like in entire Central Asia
the use building materials and constructions were dictated by
the continental climate and the high seismic nature of the region.
In constructions people usually used flat wood covers, which
were supported by wooden columns in ayvans and wide rooms.
It is known that during the Islamic Period the zoomorphic and
anthropomorphic images were replaced by the main three types
of ornamentation, the geometric (called girih), the vegetative
(islimi), and the epigraphic (khattati).

In the
architecture typical for the entire Fergana region was developed

18th century the specific school of traditional
in Margilan. The walls of a Fergana house were very solid
and their thickness reached 60-79 cm. They were constructed
within the Mawerannahr system of double wooden carcass
called “gosh sinch” with mud filling; this allowed building
numerous deep niches for house utensils inside the walls. The
solid construction of walls was also necessary to support the
strong and thus heavy roofs, which was dictated by frequent
precipitations in the region.

According to their structure the residential houses of
Margilan consisted of two halls built across the perimeter: the
outside hall - tashqari, and the inside hall - ichkari. The first
hall (tashqgari) was considered to be for men, their residence,
reception of official visitors and friends. In the ishkari, which
was considered to be the women part of the house, the life of
a family was going. Here there were the main living rooms,
kitchen, storage places, etc. The design of the living rooms
depended on the social and financial level of the owner.

In front of living rooms across the southern hall fa<pade
there was a large terrace called “pesh-ayvan”. The artistic
attractiveness of the ayvan interiors and rooms was reached
by top cover constructions like semi-cylindrical shapes called
“vassa”, the plafonds called “hauzak”, etc.

In religious and public constructions and houses of rich
people the wooden ceilings were painted, where the paintings
together with gypsum-made wall decorations formed the main
specific Fergana decoration type of the interiors.

The flat clay roof, the shady courtyard protected from heat
by a canopy from a vineyard, and pond, surrounded by trees
created a special microclimate of the Fergana dwelling.

Sites of home ownerships in district were more spacious, and
consequently constructions had more free arrangement around
of a court yard.

In the other cities of the Fergana Valley the reception halls of

guest-houses were richer decorated. However, in Margilan the

the guest-houses were less decorated.

The niches were made large ones for the

household utensils and the small ones, which had various
shapes and sizes were used for dishes and called “kosamon”.
Special compositions were made by those small niches on the
upper parts of walls.

In the ancient times Fergana was a part of the Great Silk Road
from China to the Rome Empire. The Fergana Valley, which
was closed by mountains on north and south, was linked with
Central Asian plains on the west through the narrow passage
and with Kashgar on the east via the Terek-Davan mountainous
pass. The local culture had close ties with Western China, in
particular with Kashgar. Therefore in the architecture of the
Valley one can find a lot of similarities to the architecture of
Kashgar, and even more some analogies of architectural details
called “kashgarcha” (the Kashgar Style) for earlier stages of
history can be found in China.

There were many sacrcd monuments in Margilan. However
because of the usage and also because of atheistic ideology
during the Soviet regime only a few of them are kept. These are
several quarter mosques, the Friday Mosque, the minaret and
several memorial complexes built in the suburbs of Margilan.
Most of them were built at the end of the 19th - beginning of
the 20th centuries and had local specifics.

Almost in each quarter of Margilan there were mosques with
outside halls, ponds and hall constructions. A mosque used to be
not only the place for prayers but also the community centre of
a quarter with all its constructions. There were 38 garikhanas,
38 medresehs, and 12 schools at the mosques of Margilan in
1913.

Only some of the buildings dated to the 18th - beginning
of 20th centuries are kept at present. All of them besides their
individual specifics had also the generalities.

The building of a mosque was consisted of a closed room,
the winter hall and an open aivan (veranda) surrounding it from
one, two or three sides. The walls of a mosque fixed on the socle
made of bricks, were built of double wooden carcass, filled
with mud bricks. The flat roof of the hall was supported by
wooden columns. A padding made of reed was put on the upper
part of ceiling, which then the covered by mud. According to
V.L. Voronina “...the best samples of households and mosques
expressed the tastes and demands of people... they were built
and designed by experienced masters, who used to build rich
houses...”.

The quarter mosques usually had halls with complexes of
necessary constructions like bath, taharatkhana (place to make

sacred washing), maktab (schools), and several hujras (student
bedrooms), which were built along the perimeter of halls. A
pond surrounded by big trees was the must-have attribute of a
mosque.

The local characteristics of architecture like close-by located
aivans and winter halls, which had rectangular plans oriented
from north to south - while main fai*ades of buildings opening
towards halls were oriented to the east - are coming out on the
background of regional similarities. Sometimes ayvans covered
larger area than winter halls.

One of such constructions was the Chakar Mosque built at the
end of the 19th century on the place of the old ruined mosque. Its
aivan, open on the eastern and partly southern sides, is located
next to the covered hall. The aivan has octahedral columns with
large painted stalactite capitols. The bases of the columns are
also made of wood. The central part of ceiling is slightly lifted
than the other part, where a plafond designed with the “girih”
geometric decoration is located.

The Arifbayvachcha Mosque, traditional for the Margilan
architecture, is located in the north-eastern part of the city, in
the Padajuy Mahalla (Quarter). It was built with the support of
the local prosperous man - cotton trader Arifbay in 1910. Its
rectangular plan (30,7x9 meters) includes similar rectangular
closed hall and aivan. Both parts of the building are oriented
The
bases of columns are made of lime blocks. The building was

from north to south and their facades are on the east.

traditionally covered with a flat wooden ceiling supported by
columns. The interiors of the hall and the aivan each have carved
mihrab niches. Initially the ceilings were covered by beautiful
polychrome vegetative-shape painting with red, green, blue,
and orange colours.

The Hoja Parsa Mosque, built in the Hoja Parsa Mahalla, the
old part of Margilan, was one the best architecturally designed
constructions in the city. The building date- 1869 - was initially
written on the building wall, which now lost. Its walls are made
of double wooden carcass filled with mud and fixed on a socle
made of bricks. The two columns support two wooden poles of
the ceiling, which form six rectangular sections on the ceiling.
The wooden columns have nice carvings. The octahedral cores
have stalactite capitols and apple-shape bases. Carved leaf-
shaped relief details (the madohil style) are partly covering the
column bases. The vertical, horizontal and inclined surfaces of
the multi-story plafond are designed with exceptional carvings
and paintings.

The aivan columns like in the hall have stalactite capitols
and ball-shaped bases with the madohil carving. The beautiful
paintings cover the frizz and cornice of the aivan. The painting

Another building, unique to Margilan, is the Shirmanpaz
Mosque located in the quarter of bakers. According to old
people, the building was built in 1906 with financial support of
Mulla Alimbay on a place of an old mosque. It has a rectangular
plan (13x18,5 meters) and consists of the winter hall and the
F-shaped aivan with columns. The ceiling of the rectangular
(6,8x13,7 meters) winter hall is supported by two column. The
western wall of the winter hall and the aivan each has a carved
mihrab. The painted ceiling of the hall is divided onto five
sections. The central section is lifted for 40 cm over the other
sections. Here, near the mihrab there is a sunlight window built
for light and ventilation. The highly artistic paintings of the wall
which used natural colours of red. blue, and green increase the
value of the building.

very valuable mosque since it has kept the traditional type of
a Friday mosque and as a sample of highly artistic design by
local masters.

In the Fergana Valley, including Margilan, there are a lot of
such complexes as mazar-ziyaratgahs (holy cemeteries). Along
with the general Mawerannahr historical trends in architecture
formation these ziyartgahs also have their own local specifics.
These specific features are observed at the architecture of
mausoleums, ziyratkhanas, and their dome darvazakhanas built
in Margilan. These are single-room buildings with portals and
domes, the portals of which have the features specific to this
region only - on top of portals there are patterned lattices called
“panjara”, the edges of portals are teeth-shaped called “kungra”,
and the corner bastions called “guldasta”. These constructions
are beautiful with their grace and fragility of shapes not with
their monumental power. The portal decorations were made of
cast and carved gypsum, usually with incrustations of gypsum
of a different colour. The Hoja Maaz (Magiz) Complex located
at the Hasti-Maaz Cemetery of the Surkhtepa village in the
south-eastern suburb of Margilan is one of those buildings. The
Complex included the entrance (darvazakhana), the Hoja Maaz
Mausoleum, the Muyi-Mubarak Ziyaratkhana, the Afag Hoja
Mosque, and the Mosque with a Large Summer Aivan.

The Hoja Maaz Mausoleum situated inside the cemetery is
considered the earliest construction of the Complex date to the
15th—16th centuries.

At present the building has lost its initial decoration and the
upper part of the portal. The mausoleum used to be an interesting
and well-kept construction with specific features.

One of the early constructions of the cemetery was the
Chillakhana.
the Mausoleum. The Chillakhana was 1,3 meters lower the

It was built 15 meters far to the north-east from

surface.

The Muyi Mibarak Ziyaratkhana is located on the southern
part ofthe cemetery. The simplicity of decoration, the cleanliness
of the shapes and the nobleness of the proportions allow dating
the Mausoleum to the first half of the 18th century.

There is another fragment of a complex-ziyaratgah, which
has kept the specific local architecture in Margilan. It is the
Kaftarlik Complex, which includes the Pir Siddig mausoleum
built in 1742. According to local people, this mausoleum is
related to the legend in which the Holy Pir Siddiq has hidden in
a cave while he was running away from his enemies. Pigeons
appeared there have twisted jacks and have immured the
entrance to the cave. Persecutors, who reached the cave and
saw the pigeons sitting in the jacks, decided that a man could

not hide here, and they have passed by. Thus, the local people

had a cult of reverence the pigeons, which is related with this
monument.

The Kaftarlik Mosque consists of the covered hall and the
columned aivan. The surface of walls of aivan is decorated
with a bicoloured decor with carved gypsum and called
“girma”. The mihrab niche is also decorated. The four columns
of aivan with stalactite capitols supported the ceiling, which
were richly painted by a poly-chrome pattern. This building
faced to eastward (towards the quarter) also served as a querter
mosque.

The minaret is loeated in nine meters to the east from the
mosque. It is built of brick of the European format using the
special solution called “ganchhak”. Above the cylindrical tower
there is a six-arch lantern covered by a dome. There is a date of
construction of the minaret (1907) carved above the doorway.

There were 38 medresehs in Margilan in 1913. Only two of
them are kept at present.

One of the first constructions of the 19th century was the
Medreseh Qazi Quzzat. Later, the Said Ahmad Haji Medreseh
was built at the end of the 19th century; and finally, the Gazi
Mosque and Medreseh were built at the beginning of the 20th
century.

The Medieval architecture of Margilan is a very interesting
and specific chapter of history of architecture in Central Asia.

Throughout the ages the city of Margilan used to be one the
leading centres of education Central Asia. Here there were a lot
of medresehs and niaktabs like in other cities of our region.

In the 19th century there were several types of educational
institutions in Margilan such as medresehs, maktabs, garikhanas,
etc. Medresehs were considered the highest Islamic educational
institutions, while the maktabs functioned at private houses,
mosques, etc.

The maktabs usually taught writing, learning the Koran

sections by heart, literature, arithmetic, etc. There were
different schools for boys and girls. There were a lot of schools
in Margilan, which certifies the high level of literacy in this
city.

During the colonial regime there were 25 medresehs in
Margilan and there were 1245 boys and 330 girls studying at
the primary schools in 1908.

Margilan is the homeland for many scholars and educators
whose works are kept in the libraries of Tashkent, Moscow, St.
Petersburg, and other cities of the world. In particular, there
are two very valuable manuscripts on history of the Kokand
the ‘Badavlat-namc” and the “Maktubchai-Khan”

The darbazes (rope-walkers) were very popular
walk on ropes which was very attractive. The rope-walkers’
performances were usually accompanied by musician, clown,
and singer performances.

Traditional races called “ulaq” were also very popular in
Margilan, where young men demonstrated their skills to ride
a horse. The races usually were held on occasions of national
holydays, family ceremonies, weddings, etc. The organizers put
expensive prizes out.

The applied art of Margilan was developed throughout
centuries. The location of Margilan on the Greta Silk Road had
a positive impact on this process.

The pottery art is considered the most ancient traditional
applied art. The first stone utensils were invented in the earliest
stages of the societal history; later the invention of the fire
gave an impulse for development of the labour tools. The
earliest samples of pottery appeared in the Fergana Valley in
the 6 th millennium B.C. At this time the cut straw was added
to clay to make it more elastic and special additions called
“shamot” added to clay to make it more thermo resistant. The
shape, quality and design of clay products, which used to be
the main type of household utensils, developed throughout
history. Of course, the pottery craft differed in design, colour,
glaze quality, ornamentation, etc. from place to place. In the
17th—19th centuries the pottery was considered to be the main
house utensils. For the Fergana Valley, including Margilan, the
glazed pottery of blue, white, green colours were very popular,
while glazes of yellow-red-Bordeaux red colours were typical
for Tashkent, Bukhara, and Samarkand. Almost all the pottery
vessels had the same type; the clay “khums” were used for
storage of wheat.

from Russia began to squeeze and displace the local pottery
products. Although the development of pottery-making slowed
down, the local masters learned to make Russian-like products
and increased the assortment of the pottery. They started to
make huge flower vases, various dishes for fruits and food.

In the 19th—20th century the main tools of a potter was the
potter’s wheel and only in the mountainous areas the pottery
was hand-made. In the ancient times part of pottery dishes was
designed with various shapes and signs. The ornamentation was
done with special tools. The main pottery centres in Fergana
were Rishtan, Margilan, Kokand, and Namangan. The pottery
products from Fergana were also demonstrated in 1899 on the
International Exhibition in Paris. Their design and colours were
similar to those brought from Europe and made of majolica. The
issue of exporting the pottery products to Russia was seriously
discussed. However, the long distance and the fragility of the
products prevented exporting them to foreign countries. The
potters of Margilan, Rishtan, and Namangan used to use the
artistic methods of decoration of masters from Samarkand,
Gijduvan, Uratube, Tashkent, etc.

The production of fabrics is also considered to be the most
ancient traditional craft.

Fabrics always used to be the best goods on the market. China
was the main fabric producer. In the 5th—6th centuries people
of Fergana started to produce fabrics. The silk fabrics and wall
covers have begun to be produced during those periods.

The weaving was divided onto two types - cotton production,
which was very popular and silk production. Usually women
were involved in cotton production while men used to produce
silk fabrics. Almost every family had weaving machines for
cotton and semi-silk (“alacha”) production.

The city of Margilan used to be the centre of silk production
from ancient times and it was the centre of silk masters.

In 1896 there were 600 silk production enterprises while 238
of them were located in Margilan. Margilan was considered the
main city of the first stage processing of silk in entire Turkistan.
After the initial processing, the silk fibre was exported from
Fergana to the Western and cities such as Milan, Marseilles,
Lyon, and the Central Russian towns.

The most famous masters of silk-weaving lived and worked
here in Margilan. Therefore, a lot people, who wanted to study
the secrets of silk-production used to come to this city.

The silk fabrics of Margilan attracted traders from China,
Iran and other countries with their color ramps and design.

One of the historians lived in the 10th century wrote that
“one piece of Margilan silk fora dress valued an annual income
of the city of Isfahan”.

Especially, the fabrics with the “abr” (Persian air, cloud)
decoration were very distinct in the Fergana Valley because
of their lightness, harmony of colors, and beauty. Besides that
there were sich fabrics as “begasam”, “banoras”, silk, semi-
silk, and atlas.

Only the natural colors were used for painting the fabrics.
Stamping the ornament is a traditional way of painting silk
fabrics. In the first half of the 19th century the stuffed fabrics
became very popular.

The “adras” produced in Margilan was made of natural silk.
In the second half of the 19th century seven types of dyes were
used to produce the “abr” type fabric. In the 20th century the
number of colours reduced to two.

In the 20th century there were about 100 craftsmen working
silk. During 1910—20s there were 4 silk
enterprises in the city, but later in 1963 the famous “Atlas” silk

with industrial
factory was established. The eight-time ornamentation of the
atlas considered the best quality atlas.

The begasam fabric is also considered an ancient fabric.
After special processing one side of the beqasam fabric becomes
smooth and plain. Such types of begasam as “aq chivik”, “alti
katak”, “marmar”, etc. used to be produced in Margilan.

The natural colours made of pomegranate, onion, nuts cover
are used as dyes.

From the first half of the 20th century the silk fabrics mainly
were produced at the factories and the house machines were
forbidden by the Soviet regime as remains from the past. As a
result the local people stopped producing the traditional fabrics
such as “adras”, “beqsam™”, and silk. With the Independence of
Uzbekistan the traditions of applied art started recovering. The
“Yadgarlik” Company established in Margilan contributes a lot
to restoring the ancient traditions of silk production.

Today there are a lot types of atlas are being produced in
Margilan and the traditional methods of dyeing are being
implemented. Such fabrics as atlas, adras, beqasam, and others
have kept their popularity in Uzbekistan and moreover, they
are gaining prizes at international exhibitions in Canada, Japan,
India, Irag, France.

When one sees the Uzbek traditional cloth he definitely

A bride had more than 10 mursaks made of expensive fabrics
which she took as a gift from her family. Besides there were
other women cloth types like “kamzol”, “nimcha”, “chapan”.
Chapans were made of adras, begasam, shahi. Kamzol was
made of beqasam and other fabrics, while nimcha was made
other thick non-silk fabrics. The national and traditional cloths
are still popular among Uzbeks.

The art of stamping from ancient times is considered the pearl
of the traditional applied art. The production of metal products
was number one production in the 17th—20th centuries.

More 72% of all metal utensils were produced by craftsmen.
There were 19 fields in processing metal. Usually the house,
agriculture, and construction utensils were produced. Besides,
the tools for potters, mill-workers, builders were produced.

Although the stamping metal was limited in the Fergana
Valley, its metal products differed with their ornamentation,
design, and decoration. Metal carving in the Fergana Valley
differed with its clear and deep ornamentations of different
sizes. The water jugs in shape of a duck made by the Margilani
craftsmen were not produced outside of Margilan.

Metal in hands of a master who used just simple tools became
a masterpiece. The craftsmen produced copper dishes, tea-pots,
cups, water jugs, samovars, sunduks, plates, etc.

In the second half of the 19th century the ornamentation of
metal objects was highly developed, where the most popular
design styles were the “katak”, “chiziqcha”, etc. besides that,
the masters learned to paint the metal objects on top of carving.
This method was introduced by the Karshi craftsmen and further
developed by the Ferganis.

The copper products produced by three workers - first the
copper-maker made the object, then the stamp-maker put on
the stamps and carvings, and finally the cast-worker made the
additional decorations.

Until the 19th century the painted ornaments also were
used besides the carved decorations. The objects were made
mainly in shapes of dots and lines. In the beginning of the 20th
century craftsmen started using precious stones and colourful
glasses. Besides the vegetative ornaments they began to use
the zoomorphic images. Usually they put images of birds, fish,
butterfly, snake trace, etc.

Masters-chasers of Fergana Valley including Margilan,
reviving traditions of earlier epochs, began to put images of
monuments of architecture on metal objects. Their products
differed with richness of patterns and beauty of execution.

Another specific feature of the Fergana craftsmen was
making two-story objects.

mythological animals. The famous ornamentation of Margilanis
was the almond-style decoration called “galampir” (the pepper).
The masters decorated their products with galampir on one side
and with the Chinese dragon on the other side.

The craft products made in our country are similar to those
made in Turkey, lIran, Caucasus, and India. This certifies the
cultural and trade relations between these people.

The thinnest and the tenderest sphere of the applied art is
jewellery, which has a long history. From ancient times the
jewellers continuing our traditions were very famous for their
valuable products. Almost all of the cities of the Fergana Valley
were well-known for their jewellery.

Traditionally, such jewellery as the “bargak”, the “bulak”,
bracelets,
like
“nozik” (neck), “badamay”, “tahyaduzi” (head), “kalitbayi”,

rings, the Kashgar earrings; the body jewellery

“zebigardon”, neck “tumar”, side “tumar”, pearls,
“kamarband” (belt), “tuf’, “sachpapuk” (hairs) were used to be
put on here.

The jewellers used such precious stones as turquoise, pearl,
mother-of-pearl, emerald, coral, ruby and ordinary stones.

Jewelry articles were covered with thin uniform layer of
silver or enamel and were decorated with the carved patterns
of different types. The masters of the Fergana Valley, including
Margilan, would make jewelry using their samples at the will
of customers.

Big changes also occurred during the years of Independence
in the jewelry craft. A valuable contribution to restoration and
continuation of ancient jewelry traditions is being made by the
modern famous masters.

The embroidery is considered one of the most ancient
and at the same time the youngest types of the applied art.
The embroidered in our region suzanes, chayshabs, paalaks,
gulkorpas, skullcaps are well-known outside of the country.

There are specific techniques of embroidery and design in
the each region of Uzbekistan. Such types of embroidering as
basma, yorma, iragi, duaruya, ilmaq, bahmalchak, and papap
were mainly used. Only rooms of brides were decorated by the
types of embroidered products like ruyja (Fergana), chayshab
(Tashkent), jayposh (Bukhara) beginning from the mid 19th
century. For walls the pallak, gulkorpa, suzane, for upper parts
of walls the zardevar, kirpech, for covering the object the
bugjama, for praying namaz the jaynamaz were used.

Ususally the Islamic and complex geometric ornamentations
were used in the embroidery.

The famous Uzbek skullcaps are considered as the pearl of

the art embroidery. The Uzbeks used to embroider skullcaps
from the ancient times. Like all other embroidered products,
the skullcaps are also differed in techniques of embroidery
and design from region to region. In the Fergana Valley men
ususally put on the Chust-type skullcaps. These skullcaps
were decorated with the “qalampir” or the “badam” ornaments
which were embroidered with thin white threads on a black
background. The Margilan skullcaps differed form the Chust
ones with longer and thinner “galampir” ornaments.

Another field of embroidery in the fergana Valley was the
embroidery of the “jiyak” braids. There were special machines
for making jiyaks.

Today, the
embroidery is continuing to be developed by the craftsmen,

complicated and labor-consuming art of
who keep the traditions and enrich them all the time. Of course,
these successes can be observed in carpet-making, wood and
stone carving, and other types of the applied art developed from
ancient times.

The culture activists, writers, and intelligentsia of Margilan
should be paid a special attention. The system of education and
traditional knowledge in spheres of culture and art are kept by
their efforts and passed through to the next generations.

Such famous hafizes (traditional singers) as Abdurazzaq Ata,
Madalikhan Hafiz (Madalibek Rahmatullayev)

lived and worked at that time in Margilan. The expedition of

Hasan Qari,

the Moscow firm “Robert-Kerntz” has recorded the songs of
the cycle “Abdurahmanbegi” by Madalibek Rahmatullayev in
1912.

The local rich people have organized a theater on their own
finances, when the art of cinema came to Central Asia at the
beginning of the 20th century. Books on literature, poetry, and
religion were published at the private typography opened by
the local repesentative Hajimuhammad Azimjan Margilani. For
instance, the work by Farididdin Attar “Mantiq ut Tayr”, the
poetry collection by Hafiz Sherazi, works of Harun ar-Rashid
were published at this typography. Besides that, there were 16
continuously working book markets for local publications in
Margilan.

Margilan is an important cultural centre of the Fergana
Valley.

At present there are the Culture Park, two Culture Houses,
the Nurkhan People’s Theater are functioning in Margilan. The
newspapers such as “Margilan Haqiqati”, and “Margilan Atlasi”
are being published here.

The culture activists born and grown in Margilan have made
valuable contribution to the development of the Uzbek art. In

particular, the Margilani humorists, actors, poets, musicians,

dancers, lived in the 20th century have deserved respect of our
people.

The biggest representative of the Uzbek traditional theater,
master of dance and the famous “qgizigchi” (humorist) People’s
Artist of Uzbekistan Yusufjan qiziq Shakarjanov (1886-1959),
and his students Akhunjan qiziqg Huzurjanov (1903-1967) and
Usman Qari Rayimbekov were famous not only in our country
but also in entire Turkistan. Yusufjan qgizig has established the
group “Qiziqchi” in Margilan in 1918. Such genre masters as
Sulayman Mirzarahimov, Mamatbuva Hafiz, Khudaybergan
Hafiz, and Atahoja Raggas used to work in this group. Later
Yusufjan qiziq became the teacher of the globally known
Margilani singer Tamara Khanum.

Such masters as Usta Alim Kamilov and Yusufjan Shakarjanov
have deeply understood and were involved in various fields of
the traditional art.

Yusufjan Shakarjanov became a dancer when he was 11 years
old, and when he was 15 he became the humorist and used to
demonstrate his skills all over the Valley. Later with his group
he was very popular not only in Central Asia but also in the
neighboring states. Together with his group he was invited to
Kashgar, Iran, Turkey, and Afghanistan. Having studied the big,
small and the theatrical dances he has made a big contribution
to the development of the Uzbek national choreography.

Yusufjan gizig and Atahoja Qaqgqas together have recovered
the dance called “The Ship”. Ysufjan qiziq and Atahoja Raggas
used to demontsrate their skills to soldiers while fighting against
the bolsheviks.

The famous singer, the master of national music and dances,
one of the establishers of the Uzbek scene dance, the People’s
Artist of Uzbekistan Usta Alim Kamilov (1875-1953) studied
to play “dayra” at master Masaid in Margilan. Initially, the
Margilan performers used to serve at weddings and holidays,
later they performed at chaykhanas (teahouses). Usta Alim hs
made a valuable contribution into the development of the art
of Uzbek dance. He has taught such famous dancers as tamara
Khanum and Mukarrama Turgunbayeva. In collaboration with
Tamara Khanum he has prepared most old Uzbek dances for
the scene, and he has adapted some of them for the dancers
of ensembles. Usta Alim participated ar work of the Olympiad
of National Theaters held in Moscow in 1930 and at the First
Decade of the Uzbek art held in Moscow in 1937. he also has
demonstrated the rich opportunities of the dayra abroad. Usta
Alim Kamilov, Tamara Khanum and others were the winners
of the First International Festival of Dance held in London in
1935. Tamara Khanum has performed the “Big game” dance
accompanied by the dayra of Usta Alim. The gypsum-made

Later, she used
to work in the Margilan group of Yusufjan giziq, and finally
she has received the honorable title of the People’s Artist of
Uzbekistan. Tamara Khanum and Muhitdin Qari Yakubov have
demontrated the Uzbek art at the exhibition of applied art held
in 1925 in Paris. The joined performance by Usta Alim Kamilov,
Tuhtasin Jalilov, Abduqgadir Ismailov at the First International
Festival of Traditional Dance and Music held in London in 1935
was honored by a gold medal. The English has named Tamara
“the Eastern Pearl”. She has also attracted attention
of all people on the First Decade of the Uzbek Art held in
Moscow in 1937. The Margilan actors under the leadership of

Khanum

Tamara Khanum have demonstrated their skills to builders of
the Great Fergana Canal excavated during August-September
1939. Tamara Khanum had more than 500 songs and 86 dances
of various people of the world.

Gavhar Rahimova (1911-2003), sister of Tamara Khanum
have also made a valuable contribution to the development of
the Uzbek art.

Gavhar Rahimova grew in the Margilan Orphanage and used
to participate at the section of musician-girls playing dutars
(instrument) under the guidance of Usta Alim Kamilov. There
she has learned the principles of dance at her sister Tamara
Khanum. She used to work as actress, dancer, and ballet master
in Military Theaters in Kokand, Samarkand, and Andijan.
During the World War Il she worked at the State Women
Military Ensemble. She has organized the ensemble “Lazgi”.
Gahvar Rahimova has created her own dances “Ufari Sakhta”,
“Bukharacha”,

Samasi”, “Lazgi Salami” and it was a big contribution to the

“Uygurcha”, “Azarbayjancha”, “Andijan
dedvelopment of the Uzbek dance culture.

the organizer and head of the Uzbek opera studio in Moscow.
He has played an important role in formation of the Uzbek
state philharmony. Although he was very famous among the
people and was appointed to high positions, he was jailed and
repressed.

Mukarrama Turgunbayeva, who is the founder of the Uzbek
mass scene dance, was a famous dancer and ballet master.
Her teachers were Usta Alim Kamilov and Tamara Khanum.
The People’s Artist of Uzbekistan Mukarrama Turgunbayeva
has established the famous ensemble “Bahar” in 1957. in the
beginning of 1950s she was the most well-known dancer and
leading ballet master. She was known also as a solo singer and
as the author of numerous mass dances.

The first Uzbek dancer among the Margilani artists, who
came to the professional scene, Nurkhan (Nurkhan
Yuldashhojayeva; 1913-1929). Nurkhan started her activity in

the field of art very early. Starting from 1928, when she was

15, she worked as dancer at the concert-ethnographic ensemble
of Muhitdin Qari Yakubov. She was killed by her conservative
relatives in 1929, when she travelling with the ensemble in
Margilan.

Uzaqov (1904-1963).

The famous hafiz and singer Jurakhan Sultanov took his first

methods at Madali Hafiz. At Baltabay Rajabov and Mamatbuva
Hafiz he learned the art of singing so-called heavy songs (big
songs). The methods of performing magam (traditional method
of singing) were taught by Hafiz Mulla Toychi. From 1926
he was a member of the Uzbek State Concert-Ethnographic
Group under the leadership of Muhitdin Qari Yakubov. During
1928-1932 he used to work with the Margilan Theater, later
on he worked in Tashkent. Jurakhan Sultanov was known as

the “Teacher of the Big Song”. Besides that, together with his

student Mamurjan Uzaqov, who cooperated with him for more
than 25 years,they were also known as the masters of singing
the yalla and performing the askiya (humorist talk). Together
they have created a specific field with new interpretations of
this genre. Jurakhan Sultanov’s songs were based on traditional
melodies and ways of preforming.

The famous Hafiz Mamurjan Uzagov started singing under
the influence of such masters as Mamatbuva Hafiz, Baltabay
Rajabov, and Hamraqul Qari. He learned to play dutar and
sing yalla songs at Hasan Qari, and to perform the heavy songs
- at Jurakhan Sultanov. Initially, he was serving at weddings
and chaykhanas. Later he worked in the Margilan Theater and
the Mugimi Theater as a singer. Mamurjan Uzagqov had a very
wide-diapason voice.

The People’s Artist of Uzbekistan Babarahim Mirzayev
(1907-1957), who was form Margilan, was known for his songs
about tragic events. Such famous Margilani artists as Berta
Davidova (1922-2007), Saodat Qabulova (born in 1925) also
had played important roles among Margilani artists.

Berta Davidova was known first as a non-professional singer,
but after studying at Yu. Rajabi, Sh. Sahibov, M. Yusupov, I
Ikramov, and B. Davidova, she became a professional singer.
During 1960-1987 she was the solo singer at the “Magam”.
Berta Davidova had a very beautiful voice and her songs had
very deep philosophic contents. Such songs from her repertoire
as “Munajat”, “Bayat 1, Il, V”, “Talqin Bayat”, “Nasri Bayat”
from cycle “Nava”; “Nasri Ushshaq”, “Uffari Ushshaq” from
magam Rast; “Sarakhbari Aramijan”, “Uffari Aramijan” from
Dugah; and also “Samargand Ushshagi” had a very high
professionalism of performing.

Saadat Qabulova is considered a famous opera singer. She
has studied the secrets of traditional singing and the musical
heritage at J. Sultanov, T. Jalilov, and H. Tuhtatsinov. Saadat
Qabulova has opened a new era in the Uzbek art of singing.
Her performance uses mixed national and European methods.
For many years she used to sing as a solo singer at the Navai
Theater of Opera and Ballet. Performing at concerts is also
another side of her activity. She became the Laureate of the
World Festival of Youth held in Moscow in 1957.

Such talented singers as People’s artists Yulduz Usmanova,
Saultanali Mannapov, deserved artists of Uzbekistan Yulduz
Abdullayeva, Ilham Ibragimov with their unique voices took
their own places in the hearts of many people.

As we see, Margilan meets its 2000th anniversary as a city
famous in all Central Asia with its architectural art, poets and

writers, well-known culture activists.
