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INTRODUCTION (Annotation of the dissertation of the doctor of
philosophy (Ph.D.))

Significance and necessity of the dissertation topic. Works based on the
teachings of maturidi that have been written in different regions of the world during
the middle ages, play an essential role in rational and precise understanding the
religion of Islam. Currently, a large amount of the population of Central Asia, South
Asia, Asia Minor and one-fifth of the Arab world are considered as the followers of
this doctrine. Religious beliefs of these populous continents have been shaped based
on this doctrine for centuries. It is important to study the teachings of maturidt in
depth, which is the main belief of the inhabitants of these regions, in order to reveal
the ideological basis that counter to various sects and categories for more than a
thousand years.

Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani (722-792/1322-1390), a scholar who lived in
Transoxiana (Ma Wara’ al-Nahr) during the Timurid epoch, also made a significant
contribution to the development of the teachings of maturidi. His works proceeding
on this doctrine were addressed as the main handbook in the madrasas (Islamic
schools) of several Islamic states like the Ottoman Empire, The Baburid state,
Transoxiana and some adjoining neighboring regions nearby for almost five
centuries. The fact that more than 200 commentaries and glosses, which have been
inscribed over these works by famous scholars over the past period show their great
importance. The teachings of maturidi has been studied not only in the Muslim
world, but also among numerous Islamic research centers of Western countries such
as the United States, Great Britain and Germany. However, the importance of the
works of scholars in the field of educational policy and their contribution to theology
has not yet been fully studied. The study of the scholar’s scientific legacy provides
a scientific basis to clarify the nature of current global issues on interpretation of
lexis like “faith” (ole¥), “caliphate” (4-83a1)) and “unbelief” (L4S1)) by today’s
misguided sects and movements.

In Uzbekistan, there is increasing progress in the sphere of Islamic studies,
including Islamic sources and teachings, relied on a scientific basis. Nevertheless, to
conduct a number of other scientific studies, the research of primary sources related
to the teachings of maturidi, remains as one of the innermost studies of today.
Because “...The teachings of maturidi always pay an immense concentration on the
human mind and his ability to acquire knowledge based on the inspiration of
religious tolerance which is in process of the public phase. This is in turn, had a vital
role in spreading the reputation of this doctrine. The need still exists for such
ideological thoughts today among humanity”*3. Therefore, the study of the life and
scientific heritage of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani, one of the famous successors of the
teachings of maturidi, allows us to draw well-founded conclusions about the stages
of this doctrine in the Timurids period and later.

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Moreover, this research is significant in carrying out implementation of some
of the state legislation documents encompassing the Resolution of the President of
the Republic of Uzbekistan Sh.M. Mirziyoyev No. PQ-2995 of May 24, 2017 “On
measures to further improve the system of preservation, research and promotion of
ancient written sources” and No. PF-4947 of February 7, 2017 “On the Strategy for
further development of the Republic of Uzbekistan, Resolution of the Cabinet
Ministers of June 24, 2019 No 519 “On enrichment of the library fund of the Imam
Bukhari International Research Center under the Cabinet of Ministers of the
Republic of Uzbekistan with foreign literature” and other normative legal acts on
the subject.

The Relevance of the research values with the main priorities of the
scientific and technological development in the country. The dissertation was
conducted in accordance with the precedence of the Republican development of
science and technology 1. “Spiritual, moral and cultural development of a democratic
and legal society, the formation of an innovative economy”’.

Problem development status. It is proven that numerous philosophers and
thinkers of Oriental world such as Taqi al-Din Ahmad al-Magqrizi (766-845/1365-
1442), Shihab al-Din Ahmad al-‘Asqalani (773-852/1371-1449), Jamal al-Din
Yisuf ibn Tagribirdi (d. 874/1470), Shams al-Din Muhammad al-Sakhaw1 (831-
902/1428-1497), Jalal al-Din ‘Abd al-Rahman al-Suyuti (849-911/1445-1505),
‘Isam al-Din Ahmad Tashkubrizadah (901-968/1495-1561), Taqt al-Din ibn ‘Abd
al-Qadir al-Tamimi (d. 1005/1596-1597), Hajji Khalifa (1017-1068/1608-1657),
Shihab al-Din ‘Abd al-Hay al-Dimashqt (1032-1089/1623-1678), Shams al-Din
Muhammad al-Shawkani (1172-1255/1759-1839), Muhammad ‘Abd al-Hay al-
Laknawi (1264-1304/1847-1889), Isma‘il Pasha al-Baghdadi (d. 1339/1920) and
Khayr al-Din al-Ziriklt (1310-1396/1893-1976) had their portion over this
autobiographical area and gave in their bibliographical works short information
about the life and work of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazan*.

Furthermore, among the modern Arab scholars Dr. ‘Abd al-Rahman ‘Umayra
and Dr. Ibrahim Shams al-Din, studied expedited the text of Sa‘d al-Din al-

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Taftazant’s “Sharh al-Magasid”. Ziauddin Qalish and Hassan ibn Sa'id Fifi also
studied the scholar's work on the science of maturity, while Abdulfattah Isa Barbari
defended his doctoral dissertation on Hashiya ala al-Kashshaf. In addition, Islamic
scholars such as Sonmez Kutlu, Musa Samil Yiiksel from Turkey and Toshihiko
Izutsu from Japan have conducted general research on the written heritage of the
scholar in their research®.

While, European and Russian orientalists R. Sayfullina wrote scientific articles
on the philosophical views of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani and V. Madelung on the work
of the scholars, C. Gilliot conducted research on the teachings of maturidi. E. Elder
translated “Sharh al-‘Aqa’id” into English*®,

Scholars and researchers of Uzbekistan such as Sheikh Muhammad Sodiq
Muhammad Yisuf, U. Uvatov, D. Yusupova, H. Aminov, Sh. Ziyodov, S. Oqilov,
N. Nasrullayev, H. Sagdiev and A. Allaqulov can be mentioned among those who
addressed the personality and scientific heritage of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani in their
researches and monographs*’. However, despite this, the works that have been done

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for over the rich sources of the scientific bibliography inherited by Sa‘d al-Din al-
Taftazani is insufficient. That is, most of the above work consists of specific articles
about the scholar and general biographical information. In addition, two of these
studies are devoted to the study of the text of the work “Sharh al-Maqasid”. In this
regard, the scholar’s contribution to the teachings of maturidi and the importance of
his scientific legacy in theology have not yet been fully studied.

Relation of the subject of the dissertation with the scientific-research
projects of the higher educational establishments in which the scientific
procedure was carried out. The dissertation was conducted within the research
plan of the International Islamic Academy of Uzbekistan on the topic “Comparative
analysis and modern ideological significance of the ‘aqa’id (theology) texts in
accordance with the principles of Ahl al-Sunnah”.

The objective of the research is to reveal a scientific basis of the contribution
of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani to the development of the teachings of maturidi during
the Timurid epoch.

The research tasks:

to study the socio-political and spiritual environment of Transoxiana in the
Timurid period,;

to study the state of the teachings of maturidi and the scientific heritage of local
scholars in the field;

to determine the role of the scholar in the development of Islamic sciences
through the study of the scientific heritage of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani,

codicological analysis of manuscripts of the scholar’s works on theology;

to identify written commentaries, glosses and scholiums on “Sharh al-‘Aqa’id
al-Nasafiyah” (hereafter: Sharh al-‘Aqa’id), “Maqasid al-talibin f1 ‘ilm usil al-din”
(hereafter: Magasid al-talibin), “Sharh al-Maqasid”, “Ghayat tahdhib al-kalam fi
tahrir al-mantiq wa-al-kalam” (hereafter: Ghayat tahdhib al-kalam);

to study the scholar’s method of classification and substantiation of doctrinal
issues;

to determine the contribution to the development of the teachings of maturidi
through a comparative study of the analysis of the subject of “al-Tman” (faith) in the
interpretation of the scholar;

explain the role and significance of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani’s views in the
work of later scholars, and draw conclusions and recommendations.

The research object is the teachings of maturidi during the Timurid epoch.

Research subjects are the manuscripts of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani’s works on
theology and actual issues of belief.

Research methods. Comparison, analysis, description and other methods of
scientific knowledge were used in the preparation of the dissertation. The principles
of research in Islamic studies are based on research methods such as methodical,
historicity, religious tolerance, objectivity, respect for Islam, and intolerance for
religious bigotry.

The scientific novelty of the research is as follows:

Nasafi’s work ““Aqa’id” and its commentaries. Ph.D. Thesis (in Uzbek). — T., 2018. — 153 p.
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the teachings of Maturidi went through the stages of “foundation”, “formation”,
“development” and the forth “wide-spreading” in which the creedal works of Sa‘d
al-Din al-Taftazani were of pivotal importance. It has been proved that the works
and manuals of the scholar were introduced by Shams al-Din Muhammad ibn
Hamzah al-Fanarial-Hanafi (751-834/1350-1431), Sheikh al-Islam (highest ranking
individual in the religious bureaucracy) of Ottoman Empire as a basic textbook in
official educational institutions;

as for the issues of “al-Mi'raj” (ascension of the Prophet p.b.u.h. into heaven),
the scholar maintains that all bodies are structurally similar, and a man can also
ascend to heaven as other bodies. By this, he furthered his scientific and theoretical
hypothesis related to modern astrophysics and chemistry. It has been established that
the laws on the exact and natural sciences were referred to in the teachings of
Maturidi;

when Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani’s books are compared with “Kitab al-Tawhid”
by Abi Mansir al-Maturidi (243-332/857-944), it can clearly be seen that the
scholar adds four issues, such as “total and detailed faith (al-tman)”, “imitative and
investigative faith”, “whether faith increases or decreases”, “whether the faith of the
common people is equal or not equal to the faith of the prophets” to five other issues,
such as the “definition of faith”, “pillars of faith”, “concepts of faith and Islam”,
“exception in faith”, “whether faith is created or not” are covered in “Kitab al-
Tawhid”; thus, the scholar increases the overall number to nine and classifies them
in a logical sequence;

even though the scholar was Hanafi-Maturidi, but the fact that the written
heritage of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani is equally important not only for the hanafi, but
also for the shafi’1, malikt and hanbali madhabs can be seen by the example of
seventeen scholars such as Zayn al-Din Al-Qasim ibn Qutliibugha al-Hanaft (802-
879/1399-1474), Badr al-Din Muhammad ibn Abu Bakr al-Iskandari (763-
827/1362-1424), Jalal al-Din ‘Abd al-Rahman ibn Abt Bakr al-Suytiti al-Shafi’1 and
others who lived in the 8"-9%/14™-15" centuries.

Practical results of the research are as follows:

while studying the legacy of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani,a number of works by the
scholar have been discovered, such as “Risalah fi Tahqiq al-Iman”, “Risalah-i
Tajwid” and additional ten manuscripts of commentaries and glosses on “Sharh al-
‘Aqga’id”, “Sharh al-Magqasid”, “Ghayat Tahdhib al-Kalam”, particulary a
commentary on “Sharh al-Maqasid” by Malik Ahmad (d. 1067/1657) which is kept
under the number Ne 4156 in Houghton Library in Cambridge;

a scholarly critical analysis about the scientific visions of other scholars who
lived up to his time based on the classification and substantiation of theological
issues and their unique methodology has been found;

in the works of the scholar, it is proved that the teachings of maturidi were
enriched in terms of style and subject matter by adding 4 to the 5 issues mentioned
in the book “Kitab al-Tawhid” related to the subject of “faith”;

since Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani’s teachings of maturidi and ash‘ari are
considered within the madhabs of Ahl al-Sunnah and it has been revealed that his
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scientific legacy is equally important for all four madhabs including hanaft, shafi’,
malikt and hanbali.

Reliability of research results. The reliability of the results of the research is
reflected in the collections of materials of national and international scientific-
methodical and scientific-practical conferences, special journals listed in the Higher
Attestation Commission of the Republic of Uzbekistan and articles published in
foreign scientific journals, Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazan1’s “Sharh al-‘Aqa’id”, “Sharh al-
Magqasid”, “Ghayat tahdhib al-kalam” are based on the text of manuscripts and
lithographs, are based on evidence, use of modern comparative-historical methods
and the results obtained, approved by the competent authorities.

Scientific and practical significance of research outcomes. The scientific
significance of the results of the research is explained by the fact that Sa‘d al-Din al-
Taftazani’s works on the teachings of maturidi make it easier to correctly interpret,
understand and comprehend the basics of Islam in society, especially among youth,
and use it to improve methodological approaches and theoretical concepts of Islamic
theology.

The practical significance of the results of the dissertation is based on the
correct formation of the religious culture of the youth in Uzbekistan, improving the
implementation of state programs to prevent and combat destructive ideas such as
fundamentalism, extremism and terrorism entering the world through Islamic
networks.

Implementation of research outcomes. Proposed suggestions and
conclusions of the research outcomes are followed by:

the textbook “The History of the teachings of maturidi” chronicles the fact that

the teachings of maturidi were divided into four phases: “founding”, “forming,
“developing”, “wide-spreading” in its period and in the last “wide-spreading” phase,
Taftazani’s works on theology played a critical role (The reference of the Committee
on Religious Affairs under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan
No. 2410 of April 13, 2020). The obtained scientific results serve to form an exact
opinion in the society about the teachings of Islam and to strengthen the ideological
immunity against destructive ideas;

the textbook “Science of Kalam and the History of Schools of Theology”
chronicles the fact that comparing Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani’s books with “Kitab al-
Tawhid” of Abti Mansiir al-Maturidi (243-332/857-944), the scholar added 4 issues
such as “total and detailed faith (al-iman)”, “imitative and investigative faith”,
“whether faith increases or decreases”, “whether the faith of the common people is
equal or not equal comparing to the faith of the prophets” to 5 issues such as
“definition of faith”, “pillars of faith”, “concepts of faith and Islam”, “exception in
faith”, “whether faith is created or not” were covered in “Kitab al-Tawhid”, and
increased their number to 9 (The reference of The Muslim Board of Uzbekistan
2020). These analyses have at the same time made it possible to shed light on the
originality of some of the existing doctrinal issues and the misinterpretations given
by misguided movements;

the rich scientific works inherited from Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani, particularly
based on the teachings of maturidi, was used to prepare the scripts owning
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continuously series entitled “Our Great Ancestors” on the TV channel “Madaniyat
va Ma’rifat” of Uzbekistan National Television; to prepare programs about Abu
Mansir al-Maturidi and the teachings of maturidi at “Ziyo-media” center and to
prepare special radio programs about works of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazant and his
scientific output. (The reference of the TV channel “Madaniyat va ma’rifat” No. 01-
06-83 dated June 22, 2020). The programs helped citizens to be acquainted with new
scientific information about the work of scientists, increase their historical
knowledge and instill in them a sense of national pride.

Approbation of research results. The results of this research were discussed
at 2 international and 6 republican scientific-practical conferences.

Publication of research results. 15 research papers on the topic of research,
including 6 articles (5 in national and 1 in foreign journals) were published,
recommended for publication of the main scientific results of doctoral dissertations
of the Higher Attestation Commission of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

The structure and scope of the dissertation. The content of the dissertation
consists of an introduction, three chapters, and a conclusion, a list of sources and
references, as well as appendices, the volume of which is in total of 207 pages.

MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

The introductory part is based on the relevance and necessity of the dissertation
topic. The purpose, tasks, object and subject of research, correspondence to priorities
of development of science and technologies are specified. It also provides
information on the scientific novelty, structure, practical results of the research, the
reliability, theoretical and practical significance of the results, their implementation
and publication.

The first chapter, entitled “Scientific and theoretical foundations of the
study of the teachings of maturidi in the Timurid epoch” consists of three
paragraphs. In the first paragraph of the first chapter, entitled “Socio-political and
spiritual environment of the Timurid epoch” describes the socio-political and
spiritual environment in the country together with the awareness for science and its
historical values. During making survey over the life periods of scientific effort of
any philosopher, it is important to focus on their socio-political horizon in which he
lived. Because the environment in which he lived has a special part in the formation
of that person as a scholar in his field. In this regard, the study of the influence of
these processes in the life and work of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazant (722-792/1322-
1390) requires a spotlight on the period in which he lived. His scientific doings dates
back to the 8™/14™ century — the “Second Oriental Renaissance”. It was the period
which great political and social changes took place in Transoxiana. In particular, the
resistance of the local population to the tyranny of the Mongol invaders intensified,
and the conflict between the two sides increased. As a result, under the leadership of
Amir Timur (736-807/1336-1405), almost a century and a half of Mongol rule (618-
772/1221-1370) was abolished in the region and he established the kingdom of
Timurids in the 35th year.
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Amir Timur was not only a great commandant and a political leader, but also a
mature scientist in the field of sciences of his time. He was well aware of the
incomparable importance of science in the development of the country and treated
scientists and scholars with due respect. He said, “All my success in the kingdom
and the conquest of strongholds was due to the prayers of Sheikh Shams al-Din al-
Fahuri, the generosity of Sheikh Zayn al-Din Al-Khawafi and the blessings of Mir
Sayyid Baraka™®. For that reason, he tried to get together famous thinkers in his
palace. Among the scholars working in the palace were Mawlana ‘Abd al-Jabbar al-
Khwarizmi, Mawlana Shams al-Din al-Munshi, Mawlana ‘Abd Allah al-Lisan,
Mawlana Bahr al-Din Ahmad, Mawlana Nu‘man al-Din Al-Khwarizmi, Khwaja
Afdal, Mawlana Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani, Mawlana ‘Ala’ al-Din al-Kashi and
others*. He created all the conditions for these scientists to work freely in their
fields. However, this scientific environment ended with the death of Amir Timur.

After the death of Amir Timur, tensions in the country intensified, and the
large-scale turmoil in the country, which lasted for almost five years, began to end
with the conquest of the capital Samarkand in 811/1409 by Shahrukh Mirza (778-
851/1377-1447). He appointed his son Mirza Ulugh Beg (796-853/1394-1449) as
the ruler of the capital and headed for Herat. After several years of effort, by the
820/1420s, he had taken control of most of Amir Timur’s legacy, without Syria and
Arabia®.

Mirza Ulugh Beg was also a scientist of his time and recognized the role of
science and scientists in society. As a result, during his reign, the scientific
environment in Samarkand was re-formed. However, with his death, the atmosphere
also disintegrated, and scientists began to move from the capital to other countries.
An example of this is his disciple ‘AlT ibn Muhammad al-Qushjt (805-879/1403-
1474).

Sultan Abu Sa‘ld, one of the Timurid rulers, defeated Sultan ‘Abd Allah in
855/1451 and captured the whole of Transoxiana. He captured Herat in 857/1457
and managed to reunite Khorasan and Transoxiana. The ruler himself was a man of
knowledge, who respected the scholars. This is evidenced by the fact that he visited
the graves of Sheikh Abt al-Fadl Hasan, Mawlana Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani, Sheikh
Lugman al-Paranda and Jawanmard Khassab in Sarakhs before conquering
Mazandaran®. Indeed, after the reign of Sultan Abu Sa‘id (855-873/1451-1469),
attention to science and scholars again declined in Transoxiana. Of course, such
socio-political processes influenced the work of thinkers who lived and worked at
that time.

In the second paragraph of the first chapter, entitled “The State of the teachings
of maturidi”, the state of the teachings of maturidi in the Timurid epoch was
premeditated. Determining the status and position of the teachings of maturidi in the
Timurid epoch requires the study of its evolutionary stages. In particular, the well-

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known French orientalist professor C. Gilliot singled out three stages of
development of the teachings of maturidi, saying that its last — the third stage dates
back to the 5"/11" century®2. However, his memoir did not periodically fully cover
the historical events and factors that played an important role in the development of
the doctrine. Consequently, a more detailed scientific study of the history of this
doctrine revealed that, firstly, the school of the teachings of maturidi covered a
somewhat wider period, and secondly, that it had gone through four stages of
evolution. Famous historian Wali al-Din‘Abd al-Rahman ibn Muhammad al-
Khadramt (732-808/1332-1406) in his work “Al-Mugaddimah” identified that the
work of some scholars was the basis for the development of the teaching of ash‘art®,
In this regard, the approach of this thinker in the chronology of the teachings of
maturidi, that is, the contribution of scientists, was based on the primary character
and historical events as an additional factor.

The period of the first two stages of evolution — “founding” and “forming” —
was recorded during the lifetime of Abii Mansur al-Maturidi and his disciples. In
particular, the last of the Imam’s disciples to die was Abi Muhammad ‘Abd al-
Karim ibn Misa al-Bazdawi (d. 390/1000), according to which this period was
defined as 332-390/944-1000. The “developing” stage of the doctrine was set at 391-
750/1001-1349 and the “wide-spreading” stage at 751/1350. The chronology of the
last two stages is relative in nature, and is based on important historical events and
the writing of works by school representatives and the geographical distribution of
the teaching.

As a special feature of the widespread stage (after 750/1350) had risen to the
state level, fully integrated into its education system and Maturidi schools of kalam
were established in various parts of the world. Hanafi-maturidi scholars wrote
refutation works on the deviated sects. Most importantly, it can be said that both the
teachings of maturidi and ash‘ar are from the Ahl al-Sunnah, and that the differences
between them have been studied in a comparative manner.

At this stage, the teachings of maturidi rose to the state level for the second
time. Consequently, there is some difference between the doctrine being raised to
the state level for the first time and this second time. That is, in the first uprising,
individual rulers followed this sect, while in this second uprising; representatives of
the entire ruling dynasty were in that sect. Of course, this is the greatest historical
event in the history of doctrine. In particular, the hanafi madhab was at the state level
during the reigns of the Timurids, Shaybanids, Ashtarkhanids, Mangit and Kungrad
dynasties that ruled in Transoxiana.

The dynasty of the Ottoman Empire (1299-1924) played an important role in
this regard, and its rulers themselves were of the hanafi-maturidi madhab®*. Sa‘d al-
Din al-Taftazani played an important role in the formation of a school of teachings
of maturidi in the territory of the empire. Shams al-Din Muhammad ibn Hamzah al-

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Fanari™ was the first to appoint “Sheikh al-Islam” to the post established in the
history of the Ottoman Empire®. He was a hanafi-maturidi scholar and, at the same
time was engaged in copying of the books of the scholar®’. As a result, in the central
region of the empire, on the one hand, a school of the teachings of maturidi was
formed, and on the other hand, the works of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazan1i’s works as a
basic textbook in state madrassas such as Sultaniya in the imperial territory. Scholars
in the region have paid special attention to the scholar’s very huge heritage for
centuries, as evidenced by the fact that his books contain commentaries, glosses and
scholiums. By the way, well-known French orientalist professor C. Gilliot also noted
the important role of the scholar’s work “Sharh al-‘Aga’id” in the spread of the
teachings of maturidi®®, while the famous German orientalist professor W. Madelung
said that the name “Maturidiya” was introduced by Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazant>.

Because of the formation of the Babur dynasty (1526-1858), the hanafi-
maturidi madhab in India officially rose to the state level and a separate Maturidi
school was formed. For example, ‘Abd al-Hakim ibn Muhammad al-Siyalktt (968-
1067/1561-1656), the author of one of the most famous and widespread glosses on
“Sharh al-‘Aqa’id”, was a hanafi-maturidi scholar and a well-known ruler of the
dynasty, Shah Jahan (1038-1068/1628-1658)%°.

Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani is an example of a scholar who critically studied the
teachings of maturidi and ash‘ar1 during this period. In his book “Sharh al-Maqasid”,
the scholar emphasizes that both of them belong to the Ahl al-Sunnah, despite the
differences between these teachings on some issues®®. “Sharh al-Magqasid” is the first
and so far the only source in this regard. Due to this, the work is an equally important
source for the representatives of the two schools, and it is used effectively. Scholars
such as Malik Ahmad ibn ‘Abd al-Malik Bir Muhammad al-Fartuqt (d. 1067/1657)
who wrote a commentary on it have emphasized the uniqueness of the book®?.

The third paragraph of the first chapter, entitled “Analysis of the works of
Transoxianan scholars on the teachings of maturidi”, analyzes the scientific
heritage of Transoxiana scholars on the teachings of maturidi, in the 8"-9"/14t-15%
centuries. Seven of the Transoxiana hanafi-maturidi scholars who lived and worked
in this period were identified and a total of twelve of their works were studied in
detail. Three of them belong to the category of “text”, four to the category of
“substantiated refutation” and five to the category of “commentary”. Such scholars
as Shams al-Din Muhammad ibn Ashraf al-Samarqandt (d. 702/1303), Abu al-
Barakat ‘Abd Allah ibn Ahmad Al-Nasafi (620-710/1223-1311) and Sadr al-Shari‘a

‘Ubayd Allah ibn Mas’iid al-Bukhart (d. 747/1346) were simultaneously involved
in the science of al-kalam. They wrote a work in the style of “text” and commented
on it themselves. This indicates that at that time a certain author wrote a work in the
style of “text” and interpreted it himself. Indeed, this can be seen in the work of Sa‘d
al-Din al-Taftazani.

While some of these works were written in this country, some were written as
a refutation of the problems that existed in those regions and the views of heretical
currents during the travels of Transoxianan scholars to different lands. In particular,
Sadr al-Shari‘a ‘Ubayd Allah ibn Mas’tid al-Bukhari (d. 747/1346) wrote “Ta‘d1l al-
‘ultm f1 al-kalam” in this region. For example, his books on the science of al-kalam
contain information about the science of al-kalam. However, the study also revealed
that the scientist himself had written a separate commentary on the work, and a
unigque ancient copy that was copied by a student in 758/1357 was found in the
Landberg Fund of the Berlin State Library®3. In addition, a well-known scholar of
the hanaft madhab, Sheikh of Nagshbandi order, Khwaja Muhammad Parsa al-
Bukhari (749-823/1348-1420) also wrote the work “I‘tigadat” in this field. He noted
that he had written this pamphlet as a rebuttal to some heretics in Samarkand,
Bukhara and Transoxiana, that is, to the heretics, and that the people of this city and
region and all Muslims should continue in the Sunnah of the Prophet (PBUH). He
prayed that they would not do so, and that he would protect those who went astray
from their heresies and evils®.

‘Ala’ al-Din Muhammad ibn Muhammad al-Bukhart (779-841/1377-1438)
who was a student of al-Taftazani wrote such works as “Risalah f1 al-i‘tiqad”,
“Fadihah al-mulhidin wa nasthah al-muwahhidin”, “Muljimah al-mujassimah”. In
particular, in the preface to “Muljimah al-mujassimah”, the scholar states that he
went to Baghdad in 832/1428-1429, told the story where the misconceptions of Abii
al-‘Abbas Ahmad ibn ‘Abd al-Halim (661-728/1263-1328) spread, and he and his
followers went astray. For this reason, he stated that he finished this book as a
refutation of Ibn Taymiyyah’s views®. All this indicates that there was a separate
scientific school in the region where the teachings of maturidi emerged.

The second chapter, entitled “Source analysis of the works of Sa‘d al-Din al-
Taftazani” consists of three paragraphs. In the first paragraph of the second chapter,
entitled “The life and scientific legacy of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani”, the life and
legacy of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazant are analyzed on the basis of sources. The full
name of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazant is Mas‘td ibn Qadi Fakhr al-Din ‘Umar ibn Mawla
‘Azim Burhan al-Din ‘Abd Allah ibn Imam Rabbani Shams al-Haqq Shams al-Din
Qar1 al-Samarqandi al-Harawi al-Taftazani al-Khurasant al-Hanafi (722-792/1322-

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1390) born in an educated family®. The name of the scholar is Abi Sa‘id®’, and he
is known not only in the Islamic world as “al-Sheikh Sa‘duddin”®, “Sa‘d al-Imam
al-‘Allama al-Faqth al-Adib al-HanafT” (the blessed Imam of the scholars of hanafi
jurisprudence) but he is also known by such names as “‘Alim al-Sharq” (scholar of
the East), “habr al-ummah, shams al-a’immah” (scholar of the Ummah, the sun of
the Imams)®, “al-‘Allama al-thant” (second scholar). In additions, his geometry,
mathematics, philosophy, recognized him as a scientist who made great
contributions to world science with his many encyclopedic works on the exact and
human sciences, such as logics and literature.

Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani’s interest in science and his supernatural mind have
become unbeatable, and it continues to this day in the madrassa and teacher-student
education system. Throughout his life, the scientist had been in the cities of his time,
which were considered the centers of science due to various socio-political situations
and for the purpose of acquiring knowledge, studied under many famous scientists
and participated directly in various scientific conferences. Although scholar himself
did not mention his teachers, in the sources he studied ¢ Adud al-Din ‘Abd al-Rahman
al-‘Ij1 (680-756/1281-1355), Diya’ al-Din al-Qazwini (d. 780/1378), Qutb al-Din
Muhammad al-Razi 694-766/1295-1365), Ahmad al-QusT (d. 803/1401), Mawlana
Baha’ ad-Din al-Samarqandt al-Hanafi, Nasir al-Din al-Tirmidhi, ‘Ala’ al-Din al-
Sighnaqi, Baha’ ad-Din al-Halwani. In particular, the famous historian Shihab al-
Din ‘Abd al-Hay al-Dimashqt noted that his teacher ‘Adud al-Din al-‘IjT was
educated in the classroom and that his supernatural abilities were emphasized™. At
the age of sixteen in Samarkand, in 738/1338, the scholar wrote his first work - a
commentary on the book “al-Tasrif” on the grammar of the Arabic language by
‘Adud al-Din ‘Abd al-Wahhab al-Zanjani (d. 392/1001). From this, it is clear that he
was quick to acquire knowledge from a young age and reached the level of a
scientist.

Amir Timur, who knew Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazan1’s great scholarship, invited
him twice to work in the palace. The scholar himself rejected the first offer because
he was embarking on a journey to Hijaz. However, when Amir Timur invited him a
second time, al-Taftazani could not turn it down and visited Samarkand. In addition,
the famous hanafi scholar Tagiyuddin al-Tamimi in his work “al-Tabaqat al-
saniyah” narrated a historical event about the respect of Amir Timur for the
scholar’.

Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani was a great scholar in the fields of Arabic grammar,
maani, bayan, usil al-figh and fura‘ al-figh (hanafi and shafi’1), logic, ‘aqida, tafsir
and others. During the study, it was found that the scholar had 41 works in total,
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which were classified into 12 disciplines. Of these, 20 were published, 8 manuscripts
were found, and 10 were not identified. However, this information does not lead to
the conclusion that the scholar has no other books. In particular, it became clear from
these works that he was a great hanafi-maturidi scholar who conducted research
work in Arabic, Old Turkic and Persian languages.

In the second paragraph of the second chapter, entitled “Codicology and
general content of the manuscripts of the books of the scholar on the science of al-
kalam”, the manuscripts of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani’s works on the science of al-
kalam are studied from the source point of view. Six books have been identified of
the scholar on theology, which can be classified into two - “text” and “commentary”
according to the method of writing. In particular, “Sharh al-‘Aqa’id”, “Sharh al-
Magasid” in the style of commentary, “Magasid al-talibin”, “Ghayat tahdhib al-
kalam” 1s written in text style. However, “Al-Risalah f1 al- kalam”, “Risalah f1 tahqiq
al-iman” were not found during the research. For example, they have been used as
basic textbooks in educational institutions to this day. The famous French Islamic
Professor C. Gilliot also made a special point stated this’?. Due to these factors, their
manuscripts are widely distributed around the world.

The first work of the scholar in the science of al-kalam was “Sharh al-‘Aqa’id”,
which is a commentary on the treatise of “al-‘Aqa’id” by Abt Hafs ‘Umar al-Nasafi
(461-537/1068-1142). It was found that it has 89 manuscripts in the Main fund of
Institute of Oriental Studies and 11 manuscripts in the Depositary of sources IIAU.
In particular, manuscripts with inventory numbers 4111/ and 10683/I are included
in The Main fund of Institute of Oriental Studies. “al-‘Aqa’id” contains 88 doctrinal
issues, which are not divided into chapters on topics. The same situation is preserved
in this commentary. Among the issues that the scholar added in his commentary
were “classification of Shari‘a sciences and evidence”, “bookkeeping of the science
of al-kalam”, “detailed and general faith, whether the faith of ordinary people is
equal to the faith of the prophets, and whether faith is a creature or not”. It has been
translated and published in several languages such as Ottoman Turkish, Russian,
English and Urdu. In the course of this research, a comparative analysis of the
manuscript and some editions of the work revealed that some of the doctrinal issues
and sentences in it were omitted for various reasons. In particular, the issue of
“caliphate “was removed from its copy published in 1317/1899 in the official
publication of the Ottoman Empire “Dar Saodat”’®. This was due to a conspiracy
between Ottoman Sultan ‘Abd al-Hamid (1258-1336/1842-1918) and the Arabs,
which arose by the British™.

His second work on theology is “Maqasid al-talibin”, and during this study it
was discovered that its oldest manuscript, copied in 784/1382, is kept under
inventory 001729 in Shahid ‘Ali Pasha Foundation of the Sulaymaniyah Library. At
this point, its manuscript, which is kept under inventory 867Y in the Princeton

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University Library, was examined”™. The doctrinal issues in it are divided into six
sections based on a certain logical sequence called “goal” (maqsad), which are “al-
mabadi’” (principles), “al-umiir al-‘ammah” (general issues), “al-a‘rad” (accident),
“al-a‘yan” (substance), “al-i1lahiyah” (theology) and “al-sam‘lyah”. The work has
not been published in separately, but about the purpose of writing it, the scholar said,
“I want to tell you about the best things that minds have corrected and generalized
concepts in this summary of the purposes of the word. | also want to simplify the
rules of the Islamic faith”.

Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani’s third work on the science of al-kalam, “Sharh al-
Magqasid”, is a commentary on his work, “Maqasid al-talibin”. The main reason for
the scholar to comment on his work was the decline in the level of knowledge in this
field at that time, which he himself said, “I am witnessing the causes of the crisis of
science, the reduction and collapse of its support”. During the research, it was found
out that the oldest manuscript copy of which was copied in 784/1382 is kept in Yusuf
Aga library 004709 and 2 manuscripts are kept in the Main fund of Institute of
Oriental Studies. In this regard, a copy of the inventory 2576 stored in The Main
fund of Institute of Oriental Studies was examined. The commentary retains the
order of the original text, except that the doctrinal issues are proved by evidence,
and the opinions of the heretical currents within them are analyzed and refuted on a
scientific basis.

Al-Taftazant’s fourth work on the science of al-kalam is “Ghayat tahdhib al-
kalam”, which has 33 manuscripts in the Main fund of Institute of Oriental Studies
and 3 in in the Depositary of sources IHIAU. A copy of it kept in the main fund of the
Main fund of Institute of Oriental Studies with inventory 8125/I1 was examined. It
is structurally composed of an introduction, parts of logic and speech, and a
conclusion. In turn, the part of the kalam is divided into six chapters, in which 89
doctrinal issues are described. In particular, the well-known scholar Hajji Khalifa
(1017-1068/1608-1657) noted that the kalam part of the work is a short form of the
author's work “Magqasid al-talibin™"®.

The third paragraph of the second chapter, entitled “Commentaries and glosses
on the creedal works of the scholar”, examines the commentaries, glosses and
scholiums of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani’s works on theology. In the course of the
research, it was revealed that “Sharh al-‘Aqa’id” was written by 97 scholars of the
hanafi, shafi’t and maliki schools of thought who lived and worked in different
centuries. An important aspect of the matter is that among them are such scholars as
‘Izz al-Din Muhammad al-Hamaw1 (749-819/1348-1416) and Mawla Muhammad
ibn Qadi Manyas (d. 800/1398), who were contemporaries of Sa‘d al-Din al-
Taftazani. Major state leaders also studied it separately, and some scholars wrote
commentaries and glosses on those rulers. In particular, Sultan Bayazid II (885-
917/1481-1512), ruler of the Ottoman Empire, was taught “Sharh al-‘Aqa’id” by his
teacher, Mawla Salah al-Din, and he also wrote a gloss on the work at the suggestion
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of this student’’. In addition, Muhammad Al-Qasim ibn Muhammad Salih al-
Bukhari wrote a gloss on “Hashiyat al-Khayali Sharh al-‘Aqa’id al-Nasafiyah”,
naming it after Imam Qulikhan ibn Din Muhammad (1589-1650), a representative
of the Ashtarkhanid dynasty’®. Teachers taught it as a textbook in the medieval
Bukhara madrasa in the education system. The students also independently read the
work with commentaries and glosses by scholars such as Ramadan Afandi ibn
Muhammad (d. 1025/1616), Mulla Ahmad and Ilyas al-Brusawi (d. 891/1486),
Shams al-Din Ahmad al-Khayali (d. 860/1456), ‘Abd al-Hakim ibn Muhammad Al-
Siyalkiiti (968-1067/1561-1656), Mulla Al-Qasim, Kamal al-Din Isma‘1l ibn Bali al-
Qirmanit (d. 975/1567), Qul Ahmad ibn Muhammad al-Hawamidi (d. 950/1543),
Ahmad ibn Muhammad al-Shalabi (d. 1021/1612), Akhiind Sheikh, ‘Abd al-
Rahman and ‘Ismat Allah’. It was also found at the world-renowned Darul Uloom
Deoband — it has been used as a basic guide since 1866.

Although the names of 16 of the commentaries and glosses written on “Sharh
al-Maqasid” have been identified, not all of the works have survived to this day.
Well-known hanafi scholars such as Khidr Shah ibn ‘Abd al-Latif al-Riim1 (d.
853/1450) and Ilyas ibn Ibrahtm al-Sinabi1 (d. 891/1486), who lived close to the
scholar, also wrote glosses on it. Scholars such as Malik Ahmad ibn ‘Abd al-Malik
Bir Muhammad al-Fartigi who wrote a commentary on it emphasized the uniqueness
of the book.

The authors of 88 commentaries, glosses and scholiums on “Ghayat tahdhib al-
kalam” have been identified. In particular, scholars such as ‘Abd al-Qadir ibn
Muhammad Sa‘id al-Sanandajt (1211-1304/1796-1887) wrote a commentary and a
gloss on the treatise at the same time. This work was also widely used as a textbook
in the medieval Bukhara madrasah education system with six commentaries written
by scholars such as Jalal al-Din Muhammad al-Dawwant (830-918/1427-1512),
Khwaja Jamal al-Din Muhammad ibn Mahmid al-Shahristani, Akhund Yisuf al-
Qarabaghi, Qadi Mubarak and Khani ‘Ulim®. It was also found at the world-
renowned Darul Uloom Deoband - it has been used as a basic guide since 1866. The
commentaries, glosses, and scholiums on these works were also classified into three
categories: published, manuscript, and unidentified.

In the third chapter, entitled “The role of Sa‘d al-Din al-TaftazanT’s scientific
heritage in the teachings of maturidi” consists of three paragraphs. The first
paragraph of this chapter, entitled “The scholar’s method of classifying and proving
creedal issues”, contains an analysis of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani’s method of
classifying and proving creedal issues. An analysis of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazant’s
written legacy reveals that there are four aspects to theology’s methodology:
classifying doctrinal issues by subject, classifying and defining Shari‘a rulings,
categorizing Shari‘a matters into doctrinal and figh categories, and interpreting

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doctrinal evidence. In particular, he first divided the ideological issues into six
sections in his “Maqasid al-talibin” and “Ghayat tahdhib al-kalam”.

The essence of the question of the classification and definition of Shari‘a
rulings is that some of them are directly related to the criterion of one's staying in or
leaving the religion. For example, some hanafi scholars, such as Sa‘d al-Din al-
Taftazani, have divided the haram into two, such as “43 s) )2l (original haram) and
“a3ly al ol =21 (non-original haram). Indeed, such a classification of this ruling is
important in terms of belief. This is because there is a general doctrinal rule in the
Shari‘a sources that “knowing that what is haram is halal makes a person apostate.
Accordingly, the scholar states in his book “Sharh al-‘Aga’id” that it is kufr to
consider a work that is originally haram and that its impurity is proven to be lawful
as evidence to be halal cited the rule®. The separation of doctrinal and
jurisprudential issues has led to mutual debates and contradictions, and this situation
can be observed even today. The essence of the matter is that while these issues
differ from each other, they will have to be cited in their own sources. Indeed, due
to various factors, some jurisprudential issues have also been included in the
doctrinal texts. Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani said: Attempts were made to warn them®?.

Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazan1 divided the evidence into two parts, the narrative and
the mental®. This means that the scholar supported and acknowledged the teachings
of maturidi as well as the method of the mutakallim. In general, he cited logic as a
mental argument to illuminate doctrinal issues, and the Qur’an, verbal and spiritual
consensus, and popular hadiths, consensus, and works as narrative evidence.
However, depending on the situation, it can be observed that the scholar made
effective use of both metaphorical and intellectual evidence in one place and only
one in another in order to shed light on a particular doctrinal issue in his written
sources. For example, in cases where it is not possible to reconcile the doctrinal
evidence, Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazant chose to refer the truth of the matter to the
knowledge of Allah.

The second paragraph, entitled “Analysis of the subject of “al-iman” in the
interpretation of the scholar”, provides a comparative analysis of the views of the
scholar on the subject of “al-iman” (faith). All issues in the science of al-kalam are
directly related to the subject of “faith”, which is the basis of faith, and therefore this
concept is primary. In this regard, it is expedient to determine the weight of the
scholar’s contribution to the teachings of maturidi through a comparative analysis
of the works of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani on theology and the book “Kitab al-
Tawhid”. In particular, the scholar summarizes nine issues related to the subject of
faith, including “collective and detailed faith”, “imitation and real faith”, “whether
faith increases or decreases”, “the faith of ordinary people and the faith of the
prophets is equal or no equal”. It was found that four issues were not mentioned in
“Kitab al-Tawhid”. In illuminating the subject, he classified the views of the
categories in this regard into certain logical categories, and refuted their arguments
with metaphorical and mental arguments, as the case may be. In the process, he

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emphasized that the teachings of ash‘arm was also from the Ahl al-Sunnah. In this
respect, his works differ from the book “Kitab al-Tawhid”. In short, Sa‘d al-Din al-
Taftazani contributed to the development of the teachings of maturidi in his “Sharh
al-‘Aqa’id”, “Magqasid al-talibin”, “Sharh al-Maqasid”, “Ghayat tahdhib al-kalam”
and on the other hand, he enriched it with his method of narrating and proving his
doctrinal themes.

The third paragraph, entitled “The influence of Sa ‘d al-Din al-Taftazani’s views
on the work of scholars of later periods” analyzes the impact of Sa‘d al-Din al-
Taftazani’s scientific views on the activities of scholars of later periods. The
scientific views and works of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani were widely used not only by
scholars who lived in later centuries, but also by contemporary scholars throughout
their works to support their ideas. Here the subject was studied based on the work of
18 most famous scientists who lived in the 8"-9"/14™-15" centuries. It was found
that they made an effective use of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani’s works, either directly
or anonymously, to support their views. In particular, Jalal al-Din ‘Abd al-Rahman
al-Suytitt (849-911/1445-1505), a well-known shafi’l scholar, quoted the most
quotations in his work “Nawahid al-abkar and shawarid al-atkar” as “al-Taftazan1”
and “al-Sheikh Sa‘duddin”. Indeed, the main factor was the strength of the scholar’s
scientific potential. In particular, the news that he had begun to write a work that
intrigued his students and contemporary scholars, and its completion was eagerly
awaited. In particular, Abi al-‘Ismat Mas’iid ibn Muhammad al-Ghujdawant (d.
772/1370) began to comment on the commentary on “Al-Jami‘ al-kabir” by Kamal
al-Din Muhammad al-Khallati (d. 652/1254), and at the same time the scholar wrote
a summary of this commentary by Abi al-‘Ismat Mas’ud. At that time, those around
him had told Abi al-‘Ismat Mas’id that his commentary had been left behind, and
that instead Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani’s summary had become popular and widely
circulated. Indeed, it is clear from the historical event that the work of the scientist
had a great influence®*. Accordingly, among those who used his works were hanafi-
maturidi scholars as well as representatives of the shafi’i, maliki and hanbali
madhabs. Even Shia sources refer to the scholar’s legacy. This is an important sign
of the high status of Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani not only in the Ahl al-Sunnah, but also
in the entire Islamic world.

CONCLUSION

The following conclusions can be drawn from the research conducted on the
implementation of the tasks of the dissertation:

1. Amir Timur expelled the Mongol invaders from Transoxiana and put an end
to the political disunity. Amir Timur carried out extensive reforms in various spheres
of society in order to establish peace and prosperity in all countries of the kingdom.
In particular, he correctly assessed the importance of science in the development of
the country and the role of Islam in society, and invited to the research center dozens
of prominent scholars of that time, such as Mawlana ‘Abd al-Jabbar al-Khwarizmi,
Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani, al-Sayyid al-Sharif ‘Alr al-Jurjani and provided good

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conditions for them to do their scientific activities. Indeed, Amir Temur and the
Timurids followed the hanafi madhab. Therefore, he considered his pir of Shari‘a
leaders such as Sheikh Shams al-Din al-Fahiiri, Sheikh Zayn al-Din Al-Khawaffi,
Mir Sayyid Baraka, and relied on their advice in his work. The Timurids, such as
Shahrukh Mirza, Mirza Ulugh Beg, Sultan Abii Sa‘id, Babiir Mirza, who achieved
great success, also paid special attention to this aspect of the issue.

2. During this period, the teachings of maturidi moved in a period of
“widespread “in terms of its historical evolution, in which the scholar Sa‘d al-Din
al-Taftazan and his disciples made a special contribution, which can be compared
to the great deeds of Imam Abii Hanifah and his disciples, in particular Imam Abu
Yusuf. Also, Scholars from Transoxiana such as Shams al-Din Muhammad al-
Samarqandi, Hafiz al-Din ‘Abd Allah al-Nasafi, Hisam al-Din Husayn al-Bukharf,
Shuja‘ al-Din Hibat Allah al-Tarazi, Sadr al-Shari‘a ‘Ubayd Allah al-Bukhari, ‘Ala’
al-Din Muhammad al-Bukhari, Khoja Muhammad Parsa wrote 12 works on the
teachings of maturidi in this period. Of these, three belong to the “text”, four to the
“evidence-based denial” and five to the “commentary”. This indicates that the
teachings of maturidi had a strong position in the region even at that time.

3. Educated by famous thinkers, Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani was recognized as a
scholar who wrote in Arabic, Persian, and Old Turkic languages in almost all fields
of science of his time. In particular, 41 of his works were identified and classified
into twelve disciplines. Many of them, such as “Sharh al-‘Aqa’id”, “Sharh al-
Magqasid”, “Ghayat tahdhib al-kalam” was taught as a basic textbook in madrassas
in Transoxiana, its environs and the Ottoman Empire, but are now taught in
international Islamic schools like Darul Uloom Deoband.

4. Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani defended the teachings of maturidi and contributed
to its development with works on the science of al-kalam, such as in “Sharh al-
‘Aqga’id”, “Maqasid al-Talibin”, “Sharh al-Maqasid”, “Ghayat tahdhib al-kalam”,
“Al-Risalah f1 al- kalam”, “Risalah fi tahqiq al-iman”. In these works, he is
considered as a great scholar who separated the science of al-kalam from philosophy
and managed to preserve not only the teachings of maturidi but also the purity of the
Islamic creed among the people. For this reason, in the Islamic world, scholars who
lived before him are called “mutagaddimun” and those who lived later are called
“muta’akhkhirun”.

5. “Sharh al-‘Aqa’id” and “Sharh al-Maqasid” are in the style of commentary
and “Magqasid al-talibin”, “Ghayat tahdhib al-kalam” are in the style of the text,
which has always been the focus of scholars. This is evidenced by 97 commentaries,
glosses and scholiums on “Sharh al-‘Aqa’id”, 16 on “Sharh al-Magasid”, and 88 on
“Ghayat tahdhib al-kalam” that were founded during the research. In fact, their
number may be greater than this.

6. Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazani’s ideas had a great influence not only on his
contemporaries but also on the activities of hanafi, shafi’1, maliki, hanbali scholars
who lived in the following centuries. In particular, scholars have quoted in many
places directly in their works from his views and books to support themselves ideas.
The main reason for this is that the scholar followed the conceptual solutions, ideas
and ethics of science on madhabs, the correct interpretation of the evidence and the
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creedal problems. In particular, the scholar scientifically substantiated that the
teachings of maturidi and ash‘arT are from the Ahl as-Sunnah, noting that although
there are some differences between them, only the learned scholars of the two sides
do not accuse each other of misguidance. As a result, the age-old debate between
these two schools was brought to an end and a separate writing series of works on
different issues on them. In addition, the existence of manuscripts of “Sharh al-
‘Aqa’id”, “Sharh al-Magqasid” and “Ghayat tahdhib al-kalam” copied from different
periods are material proof that the works have always been read as an important
source in their field.

7. As Sa‘d al-Din al-Taftazan1’s works on theology are studied, they serve as
an important scientific source not only in history but also in refuting the
misconceptions of the misguided sects encountered today. Thus, they allow for a
scientific study of the intellectual connection between the categories that have gone
down in history and those of modern sects, their commonalities and differences.

Based on the analyzing issues in the research, the following recommendations
have been developed:

1. To study the work “Sharh al-Maqasid” in cooperation with the International
Islamic Academy of Uzbekistan and the Institute of Astronomy and Nuclear Physics
of the Academy of Sciences of Uzbekistan in the field of astronomy, astrophysics,
chemistry, geometry and reveal its importance in the natural sciences.

2. To include “Sharh al-‘Aqa’id” as a basic textbook and “Sharh al-Maqasid”
as an additional textbook in the bachelor’s program of the International Islamic
Academy of Uzbekistan and religious educational institutions.

3. To translate “Sharh al-‘Aqa’id” into Uzbek with commentary and to publish
its Arabic critical text in order to give the public a correct idea of some doctrinal
concepts that are misinterpreted by religious movements.

4. In cooperation with “Ziyo Media” center and experts in the field, prepare a
series of TV programs using the written heritage of the scholar, aimed at
scientifically revealing the true meaning of such concepts as “faith”, “takfir “and
“caliphate”, which are misinterpreted by today’s deviations.
