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INTRODUCTION (Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) dissertation annotation)

Actuality of the dissertation subject. The world scientific community
recognizes hadith scholars of Transoxiana and their contribution to the
development of Islamic civilization. In particular, Imam Bukhari, who had such
honorary titles as "Sultan of muhadditheen", "Emir of the believers in the hadith
science", and he was highly recognized for his scientific work and crucial views on
the science of "jarh and ta’dil" (a branch of science that studies whether the
narrations of the narrators should be accepted or rejected) and "ilal al-hadith™
(which studies the mistakes of trustworthy narrator in his narrations of hadith). In
this regard, the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan Sh.Mirziyoyev by saying
in his speech at the 72nd session of the UN General Assembly: "One of such great
scholars, Imam Bukhari, he is recognized worldwide as the author of "Sahih
Bukhari", the second most sacred book in Islam after the Qur'an"!, emphasizes the
Importance of the great scholars’ scientific legacy.

In the world, especially in the Islamic world, hadith studies and its fields of
study of the reliability levels of hadith narrators and narrations are being analyzed
in depth. Such studies have been systematically conducted in major research
centres in Egypt, Turkey, Saudi Arabia, Jordan, Pakistan, the United Kingdom,
Germany and many other countries. In this sense, since the Middle Ages, hadith
scholars put attention to the “al-Tarikh al-kabir” because if its role as a main
source among them. However, in nowadays information society, there are cases of
misinterpretation of hadiths due to the lack of comprehensive and adequate
attention to this issue. By analysing the methods and information related to the
selection of narrators and narrations in this work, it will be possible to avoid
disputes over the hadith, which are causing some controversy in the Muslim
community.

In recent years, it has been paying great attention to the study of the scientific
and educational heritage of Imam Bukhari in Uzbekistan. As a result of ongoing
reforms the Imam Bukhari International scientific-research centre was established,
where his books such "Khalqu af'al al-ibad"”, "Sulasiyat al-Bukhari", "Birr al-
walidayn™ and "al-Tarikh as-saghir" were translated from Arabic into modern
Uzbek language, as well as several scientific studies are being researched. In the
case of controversy and disputes over the science of hadith, Imam Bukhari's work
“al-Tarikh al-kabir” which was created due to his hard work on the science of
hadith and which helps to distinguish between reliable and unreliable hadith
narrators, has been neglected by the scholars. By analysing the methods and
information related to the selection of narrators and narrations in this work, it
becomes possible to study the narrators of the hadith, to distinguish them, and to
understand the hadiths in general.

This research is important in the implementation of the tasks set out in the

The Relevance of the research to the priorities of the development of
science and technology of the Republic of Uzbekistan. The dissertation has been
carried out following the primary directions of the development of science and
technologies in the Republic I. "Spiritual, moral and cultural development of a
democratic and legal society, the formation of an innovative economy".

Problem development status. The life and scientific legacy of Imam
Bukhari, in particular, his work "al-Tarikh al-kabir" are being studied with great
interest by researchers of the East and the West. This research was founded by the
author's contemporaries. Muhaddith Ibn Abu Hatim’s (d. 327/938) “Bayan khatai
Muhammad ibn Imail al-Bukhari fi Tarikhih” ( o ¢ B dielen) (n 2eae Uad ol
42, ) - Explanation of Muhammad ibn Ismail al-Bukhari’s mistake in his book of
Tarikh) is one of them. In this book, Ibn Abu Hatim identifies and corrects the
mistakes made by Imam Bukhari in presenting the personal information of the
narrators®. The research covering the “al-Tarikh al-kabir” can be divided into the
following 3 groups:

The first group consists of descriptive and bibliographic research on the work,
which includes books on hadith by hadith scholars Hakim Naysaburi, 1bn Rajab
Hanbali, Khatib Baghdadi and Shamsiddin Zahabi, and works on the history and
sources of Arabic literature by orientalists K. Brockelman and F. Sezgin. K.
Melchert, one of the Western scholars, in his article on Imam Bukhari and the early
hadith critics, described the order of "al-Tarikh al-kabir", the author of "al-Tarikh
al-awsat" (-s¥) &l - Middle History), "al-Zuafa al-saghir" (Useall slinzll - g
small book on weak narrators) and Ahmad ibn Hanbal's book "al-Ilal wa ma'rifa

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al-rijal" (Ja_! 4 2a s JWll — knowledge of ilal and narrators)2.

This group also includes articles by Turkish researchers Ali Yardim and
Yusuf Ziya Keskin. In particular, Ali Yardim provided bibliographic information
about the work, while Yusuf Ziya Keskin examined the objections to the work and
found that they did not correspond to the manuscripts of “al-Tarikh al-kabir” that
have survived to the present day. In conclusion, notes that they are based on
previous copies of the work, and Imam Bukhari himself corrected the existing
shortcomings and mistakes®.

The second group includes research aimed at shedding light on Imam
Bukhari's legacy in the science of hadith and his method of sorting narrators and
narrations. In particular, in his article on the criticism of the hadith text, J. Brown,
a Western scholar, cites "al-Tarikh al-kabir" as a source for "jarh and ta'dil" and
uses the narrations quoted in it to explain the hadith scholar's method of criticizing
the hadith text. Muhammad Ali Qasim Umari, one of the Muslim scholars of the
East, refers to the method of Imam Bukhari in "jarh and ta'dil" and uses "al-Tarikh
al-kabir" as the basis for its coverage. On the other hand, Abdullah ibn Fawzan
published an article on narrators, whom were narrated by Imam Bukhari and were
mentioned in Imam Muslim’s Sahih. This article explains 19 narrators and their
narrations which were criticized by Imam al-Bukhari in the "al-Tarikh al-kabir",
"al-Zuafa al-saghir" and Imam Tirmizi’s "al-llal al-kabir" (L=S)) Jl=ll — the Great
book of ilal). Turkish scholar Mustafa Tash's book on the definition of Imam
Bukhari’s method of "“jarh and ta’dil" is one of the most important works
belonging to this group. It examines the narrators mentioned in “al-Tarikh al-
kabir”, “al-Tarikh al-awsat”, and “al-Zuafo al-saghir”, and compares them with
the assessments given by other hadith scholars to the narrators whom the scholar
evaluates whether "jarh™ or "ta'dil".

The third group includes research on the science of hadith cited in "al-Tarikh
al-kabir". Sakhawi and Abdulhay Laknawi debated the use of the terms such
"munkar al-hadith" (&uasll )Sie - meaning the narrator is accused), "fihi nazar" (4@

Is accused) and gave their conclusions on the matter. Ahmad Abdullah Ahmad, a
contemporary researcher, studied the reflection of Imam Bukhari's views on ilal al-
hadith in "al-Tarikh al-kabir". It identifies phrases used by Imam Bukhari to
indicate the "ilal" of the hadiths and analyses their places of use. Abdul Rahman
ibn Sulaiman al-Sha'i, on the other hand, identifies and examines 125 narrations
that are considered "la yutabau alayhi" in the book and gives important
conclusions about Imam Bukhari's method in this regard. Muhammad Nu'man
gives information about the methodology about narrators' "jarh and ta'dil" and
"ilm ar-ruwat" (35,0 ale - the science of narrators). While Abdul Hizr Jasim
Hammadi analyzed the narrations about the military campaigns in the work, Zaffar
Qahtan Abdul Sattar Ali analysed the information about the professions of the
narrators in “al-Tarikh al-kabir” and concluded that there were 95 professions in
the time of Imam Bukhari. While Abdul Qadir Mustafa Muhammadi tried to
explain Imam Bukhari's method by identifying the narrators who were "wounded"
with the term "fihi nazar" and comparing them with the assessments given to them
by other hadith scholars, Raid Yusuf Jahhad refers to the narrators who were
"wounded" with the phrase "yatakallamuna fihi". Awati Fatima Zahra identifies
the terms and phrases used in the book to illustrate the illa of the narrations and
analyses the examples associated with each of them. After that, she focused on
identifying the most reliable of these narrations. Sahwanuddin Abdul Hasib
publishes an article on the “illa” of the hadiths in the book. It focuses on the
author's methodology on resolving the conflict between narrators and hadiths.
Yahya Husayn Ahmad's article on the authors' methods of praising the narrators in
"al-Tarikh al-kabir", "al-Jarh wa al-ta'dil", and “al-Sigat” (3& — a book on
trustworthy narrators) provides valuable information about Imam al-Bukhari’s
methodology?®.

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The works of researchers of Uzbekistan are fitting to the first group. In
particular, scholars such as U.Uvatov, B.Eshonjonov, R.Obidov, D.Rahimjonov,
D.Muratov, M.Alimova, A.Zohidi, Sh.Kamoliddinov, N.Mirmahmud, Sheikh
Muhammad Sodiq Muhammad Yusuf, J.Hamroqulov, Sh.Umarov, and N.Odilov
are published their research on Bukfari’s works, and partly gave information about
"Al-Tarikh al-kabir" among Imam Bukhari scientific works’. However, the
muhaddith Bukhari's "al-Tarikh al-kabir» has not been specifically studied
entirely. Through this dissertation, the spiritual heritage of Imam Bukhari could be
shown out, and supplemented other scientific works on the role of "al-Tarikh al-
kabir" among the sources of hadith science.

Relation of the topic of the dissertation to the plans of research work of
the higher education institution where the dissertation was completed. The
dissertation was carried out in accordance with an article "Program of measures to
improve the field of Islamic studies” of the plan of research work of the
International Islamic Academy of Uzbekistan for the years between 2019-2025.

The objective of the research is to reveal that Imam Bukhari's book “Al-
Tarikh al-kabir” is an important source for the study of narrators and narrations in
the science of hadith.

The research tasks are as following:

- to determine the importance of research the fields "jarh and ta'dil", and "ilal
al-hadith" in the selection of hadiths;

- explaining Imam Bukhari's method of arranging narrators and narrations in
“al-Tarikh al-kabir”;

- to identificate the sources of "al-Tarikh al-kabir";

- to describe the narrators who were wounded in "al-Tarikh al-kabir";

- scientific justification of the methods of "ittisal al-sanad” in "al-Tarikh al-
kabir";

-to explain the role of "tafarrud al-rawi" in determining the "ilal" of the
hadiths;

- to identify Imam Bukhari's approach to the “mushkil al-hadith™ and develop
proposals and recommendations from abovementioned issues.

The object of the research is Imam Bukhari’s book "al-Tarikh al-kabir".

Subjects of the research are the "jarh and ta'dil" of the narrators of the
hadith and the information about "ilal al-hadith” in "al-Tarikh al-kabir".

Research methods. In the dissertation used the following research methods:
complex approach, dialectical, historical, logical, analysis, synthesis and
comparative analysis of scientific knowledge.

The scientific novelty of the research is as followings:

It had proved that because of including the basic principles necessary to
determine the reliability of the narrator such as personality, teachers and disciples,
whether didn’t lie in his life, the strength of his memory, the period and place of
residence, that is why this book "al-Tarikh al-kabir" is considered as a main source
of "jarh and ta’dil" and “ilal al-hadith”;

it has been proven that since "al-Tarikh al-kabir" is an important source in
determining reliability of the narrators, depending on this Imam Bukhari's famous
work “al-Jami’ al-sahih” was recognized by the muhaddiths as the most reliable
collection;

Imam Bukhari used 13 various terms related to "jarh" and 8 types of "ta 'dil"
in a total of 600 places, by classifying 107 narrators as reliable and 493 as weak,
and judging more than 13 thousand narrators who were not rated as "jarh™ or
"ta’dil" in the work revealed to be generally considered as “reliable”;

as result of an in-depth study of 38 narrations it was revealed that Imam
Tirmizi used in his "al-Sunan™ the book "al-Tarikh al-kabir" as the basis for
selecting narrators and narrations, due to determine their reliability or weakness,
and showed out Imam Bukhari's methods of "jarh and ta'dil".

The practical results of the research are as follows:

it is explained that the emergence and development of the fields of hadith
science "jarh and ta'dil" and "ilal al-hadith” related to the selection of narrators
and narrations were based on the activities of hadith scholars to give scientific
refutations to various religious and political groups;

it is revealed that "al-Tarikh al-kabir" was written as a result of Imam
Bukhari's research on narrators and narrations, and was one of the main sources
used by other hadith scholars in the selection of hadiths and had a direct impact on
the structure of hadith collections;

as "al-Tarikh al-kabir" contains important information about 13,593 narrators,
it was a basic source for a number of famous works in this issue, including Imam
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Muslim's "al-Kuna wa al-asma", Ibn Abu Hatim's "al-Jarh wa al-za 'dil", "al-llal"
and Imam Tirmizi's "al-1lal al-kabir", and "al-Ilal al-saghir";

The methods of the muhaddith Bukhari on sorting hadiths and resolving
disputes between narrations have been identified and it is based on the possibility
of developing practical proposals and recommendations for the study and
development of the enlightenment bases of preventing misunderstanding and
misinterpretation of hadiths.

Reliability of the research results is based on the creation of a
methodological framework, using of several scientific research methods developed
in Eastern and Western schools of Islamic studies. This is confirmed by the fact
that it was relied on primary sources, such as Ibn Abu Hatim's "al-Jarh wa al-
ta’dil", Imam Tirmizi's "al-llal al-kabir", as well as the "Sihahi Sitta" (43wl Flsall
— six most trustworthy books)?8.

The scientific and practical significance of the results of the dissertation.
The scientific significance of the research is explained by the fact that the scientific
and theoretical views expressed in the play serve as a source for the creation of
textbooks, lecture notes on the study of the science and collections of hadith.

The practical significance of the results of the research is can be used to
enrich the content of such disciplines as "Hadith studies”, "Hadith terminology",
"Hadith narrators, jarh and ta'dil science", "Science of isnad analysis and analysis"
that taught in higher and secondary special religious schools and on the
improvement of textbooks and manuals and optional courses, seminars and special
courses in the field.

Implementation of the research outcomes. On basis of the results obtained
in a result of the analysis of the importance of hadiths in the struggle against
religious fanaticism:

the scientific conclusions that because of including the basic principles
necessary to determine the reliability of the narrator such as personality, teachers
and disciples, whether didn’t lie in his life, the strength of his memory, the period
and place of residence, that is why this book "al-Tarikh al-kabir" is considered as a
main source of "jarh and ta’dil" and “ilal al-hadith” were incorporated into the
content of the textbook “Hadisshunoslik” (Hadith studies), (Act No. 4797 of
September 22, 2020 of the Committee on Religious Affairs under the Cabinet of
Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan). The application of these scientific results
has formed the perception and skills of the general public, especially young people,
that "al-Tarikh al-kabir" is the main source for studying the views of Imam
Bukhari on the science of hadith;

The scientific results that it has been proven that since "al-Tarikh al-kabir" is
an important source in determining reliability of the narrators, depending on this
Imam Bukhari's famous work “al-Jami’ al-sahih” was recognized by the

Republic of Uzbekistan). As a result, it served to broaden students' understanding
of Imam Bukhari's methods of terminology;

The scientific results that as an in-depth study of 38 narrations it was revealed
that Imam Tirmizi used in his "al-Sunan" the book "al-Tarikh al-kabir" as the basis
for selecting narrators and narrations, due to determine their reliability or
weakness, and showed out Imam Bukhari's methods of "jarh and ta'dil" were
incorporated into the content of the book "Ikki ulug’ donishmand'(The two great
wisdom) (Hakim Tirmizi, Abu Isa Tirmizi) (Reference No. 03-26/22 of November
20, of 2020 of the Imam Tirmizi International scientific-research center). As a
result, the teacher-student relationship between Imam Bukhari and Imam Tirmizi
of the general public played an important role in further developing their
knowledge of their role in the development of the science of hadith;

the scientific results that Imam Bukhari used 13 varies terms related to "jarh"
and 8 types of "ta’dil" in a total of 600 places, by classifying 107 narrators as
reliable and 493 as weak, and judging more than 13 thousand narrators who were
not rated as "jarh™ or "ta’dil" in the work revealed to be generally considered as
"reliable" were used in the book "O ‘rta asr Sharq allomalari va mutafakkirlarning
tarixiy-falsafiy merosi" (Historical and philosophical heritage of medieval eastern
scientists and wisdoms), prepared by order of the International scientific-research
Center of Imam Bukhari (Reference No. 02/343 of November 5, 2020 of the Imam
Bukhari International scientific-research center under the Cabinet of Ministers of
the Republic of Uzbekistan). As a result, the work played an important role in the
study of Imam Bukhari's methods of hadith science, and methods’ correct
interpretation and dissemination to the general public, as well as in the prevention
of disputes over the misinterpretation of hadiths.

The approbation of the research results. The results of this research were
discussed at 2 international and 4 national scientific conferences.

Publication of the research results. 15 scientific works on the subject of
research, including 9 articles in scientific publications that recommended by the
Higher Attestation Commission of the Republic of Uzbekistan, including 2 in
foreign journals were published.

The structure and scope of the dissertation. The dissertation consists of the
parts such as an introduction, three chapters, conclusion, bibliography and
applications. Dissertation consists of 146 pages.

THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

In the introduction part, the actuality and necessity of the theme of the
dissertation was proved and the degree of the study of the problem analyzed. The
connectivity of the dissertation with the primary directions of the development of
science and technologies in the Republic and with the plans of the scientific-
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research works of the educational organization, in which the dissertation has been
carried out, was shown. The purpose, tasks, object, subject and methods of the
dissertation were defined, its scientific novelty was given. The authenticity of the
results of the dissertation, its scientific and practical importance, practical results of
the dissertation, application of the results into practice, its approbation, declaration
and structure and volume also was given.

In the first chapter of the dissertation which entitled *'Scientific-theoretical
Issues of studying narrators and narrations in the hadith science' the origin
and development of "jarh and ta'dil" and "ilal al-hadith", the method of arranging
the hadith narrators and narrations in "al-Tarikh al-kabir" and the sources on
which the book is based are scientifically described. In particular, the isnad, which
Is an integral part of the hadith, plays an important role in determining its
authenticity. Indeed, it is the way in which the hadith reaches the Prophet (PBUH)
and it is determined that the hadith can be the basis for a sharia ruling according to
the level of the personal qualities of the narrators in the isnad.

In the science of hadith, the branch of "jarh and ta'dil", which studies the
personal positive and negative qualities of the narrators in the isnad, and "ilal al-
hadith", which deals with the detection of errors in the narration of reliable
narrators, are of great importance. These two sciences are the main tool in
analyzing the narrations and distinguishing the reliable ones.

The word "jarh" (z_») in the dictionary means to “injure” someone, to
"rebuke" him. In the science of hadith, the narrator or witness is told to attribute
personal negative qualities that cause his narration or instruction to be ignored or
not followed. "Ta'dil" is derived from the word "addala™, which means to say that
"to be just", apposite of lie®. As a term of hadith, it is an antonym of "jarh™ and is
used to emphasize that a narrator or witness has personal positive qualities. "Jarh
and ta'dil", as a branch of hadith science, deals with the assessment of the
reliability of narrators on the basis of special criteria and rules.

“llal al-hadith" is a branch of science that studies the mistakes made by
narrators in narrating hadiths, which are considered reliable on the basis of the
criteria of "jarh and ta'dil". In this regard, the muhaddith Hakim Naysaburi says:
“This is because the hadiths of those who have been narrated are ignored. The
"illat" of the hadith (the hidden reason that affects the authenticity of the hadith) is
often found in the narrations of trustworthy people ..."*°. From these definitions, it
is clear that in order for hadiths to be considered flawed, they must appear to be
trustworthy, that is, they must have been narrated from trustworthy narrators, and
the existing "illat" must reduce the hadith to a weak level.

The Origin of the "jarh and ta'dil" according to "fitna" which narrated by
Muhammad ibn Sirin (d. 111/728) "After the "fitna", they say, "Tell me who your

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narrator is? If the narrator was from the ahli Sunnah, they would accept the
narration, and narrations of the people of bid'ah would not accepted"!!. On the
basis of Imam Muslim's narration in the introduction to Sahih that Abdullah ibn
Abbas (d. 68/687) did not accept the narrator's unsubstantiated narration!? and the
death of this Companion, and the events that led to the death of Uthman ibn Affan
can be concluded.

The foundations of "ilal al-hadith" also date back to the time of the
Companions, and Aisha bint Abu Bakr rejected the narration from Abdullah ibn
Umar because it did not correspond to the content of the Qur'anic verse and the
narration she heard from the Prophet (PBUH)®. In this narration, the most
important rule that distinguishes "ilal al-hadith" from "jarh and ta'dil" is that
"illat™ is found in the narrations of trustworthy people.

From the beginning of the 2nd century/1st quarter of the 8th century, in the
period of the great Tabeis "jarh and ta'dil" and “ilal al-hadith" were separated
from the science of hadith and had begun studying the narrators’ "zabt" (strength
of memory), "adalat" (honesty, piety, that he was not a heretic), that he could
understand the meaning of his own narration, and that his errors in the narrations
were also specifically studied'®. Terms and expressions referring to the narrator’s
"adalat” such as "siga" (reliable), "saduqg" (truthful) and "zabt" such as "tu'rafu
and tunkaru" (sometimes narrated by ma'ruf, sometimes munkar, that is, narrated
by ignorant hadiths), "wahama" (misguided) also began to be used®®.

The middle of the 2nd century / the 4th quarter of the 8th century was marked
by the rise of "jarh and ta'dil" and "ilal al-hadith" to a new, higher level, as well as
other branches of hadith science. Originally set up in Medina and the cities of Kufa
and Basra in Irag, these sciences spread to all major cities of the Islamic world by
the time of the tabiin. Hadith scholars who studied the isnad and described the
cases of the narrators and identified the flaws in the narrations emerged. As a result
of their scientific activity, new ones have been added to the criteria used in the
study of narrators. Including Shu'ba ibn Hajjaj (d. 160/777), Yahya Qattan (d.
245/851) and Yahya ibn Main (d. 233/847) are can be mentioned?®.

Imam Bukhari's three works related to the science of hadith, which is called
"history"!” are known. They are named as "major", "middle" and "minor" as "al-

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Tarikh al-kabir", "al-Tarikh al-awsat", and "al-Tarikh as-saghir". These works are
among the sources for the study of the personal positive and negative qualities of
the narrators and differ from each other in size and order. In "al-Tarikh al-kabir",
the names of the narrators are arranged in alphabetical order, while in the other two
works, the dates of the narrators' deaths are arranged in chronological order.

"Al-Tarikh al-kabir" directly influenced the views of hadith scholars such as
Imam Muslim, Ibn Abu Hatim, and Imam Tirmizi on the "ilm ar-ruwat”, “jarh and
ta'dil”, and “ilal al-hadith”, and for their works on the hadith science!®. The names
of the narrators are arranged as AAA, AAB, AAC, ABA, ABB, ABC, ACA, ACB,
ACC according to the place of the capital letter in the Arabic alphabet (the narrator
whose name, father and grandfather's name begin with the letter "alif", followed by
his name, his father's name begins with the letter "alif" and his grandfather's name
begins with the letter "ba").

In "al-Tarikh al-kabir", the narrators named Muhammad are mentioned
before the others, that is, at the beginning of the book, and it is stated that this is
due to the author's respect for the name of the Prophet (PBUH). At the same time,
each chapter opens by Companions names related to this chapter. This can be said
to be due to their place in the science of hadith.

Where narrators of the same name make up at least two, the author opens a
chapter for them. In order to prevent Imam Bukhari's abundance of information
and the expansion of the work, he narrows the information about the narrators to
such an extent that it does not reduce them to the level of "ignorant™ and details
where it is necessary to sort the narrations of a particular narrator. Analysis of the
opinions of the muhadditheen about the narrators and chooses their trustworthiness
among them in different places.

In the book, along with the information about the isnad of the hadith, he
narrates the narrations of the narrators and the flawed hadiths, and interprets the
incomprehensible words and phrases in them?®,

To date, 11 manuscripts of "al-Tarikh al-kabir" are known and are stored in
various libraries around the world. Based on these copies, it was published by the
scientific community in 8 volumes under the editorship of Dr. Muhammad
Abdulmuinkhan from 1941 to 1964. It was later reprinted in Beirut in 1974% and
in Cairo in 19862 on the basis of this publication. Another study of the work was
done by Mustafa Abdulkadir Ahmad Ata and published in 2001 in Beirut?.

The book has been narrated by many hadith scholars, including Abulhasan
Muhammad ibn Sahl ibn Kurdi Basri Fasavi (d. 304/916), Ahmad ibn Abdul
Wahab ibn Muhammad ibn Musa Gundajani (d. unknown), Jalil Abulhasan Abdul

Imam Bukhari wrote the work based on the narrations of the narrators, “jarh
and ta'dil" and "ilal al-hadith"”, and there is no record that he received information
from any source. The sources of the work on the names, nicknames and nicknames
of the narrators are the narrations of Abdullah ibn Muhammad Absi, Musaddad ibn
Musrahad, Abdullah ibn Salih, and Sufyan al-Sawri, Shu'ba, Ibn Mubarak, and Ali
ibn Madini. Among the sources on the whereabouts of the narrators mentioned in
the work are the hadith teachers Harun, Ali ibn Madini, Muhammad ibn Ishag, and
Yahya ibn Said Qattan, Ali ibn Madini, Ahmad ibn Hanbal, Sufyan ibn Uyayna,
and Abdur-Rahman as the basis for "jarh and ta'dil" narrated by lbn Mahdi,
Abdullah ibn Mubarak and Yahya ibn Main. Imam Bukhari's sources on "ilal al-
hadith" include the views of his teachers, such as Yahya ibn Main, Ali ibn Madini,
and Ahmad ibn Hanbal.

The second chapter of the dissertation, entitled **Coverage of the Science of
"jarh and ta'dil"* in Imam Bukhari's ""Al-Tarikh al-kabir"', identifies the terms
used by Imam Bukhari for "Jarh and ta'dil" and analyzes the author's methods of
their use. At the same time, by analysing inclusion of narrators’ narrations in the
collections of "Sihahi sitta" who were "wounded" or "praised” in the book it was
evaluated its impact the views of the hadith scholars.

In the “al-Tarikh al-kabir” narrators were "wounded" using terms such as _S
<wasll — (munkar al-hadith — who’s hadith is denied), <uasl &5 i (matruk al-hadith
— who’s hadith is abandoned), = )5S (sakatu anhu — they were silent about it),
_ki 4 (fihi nazar — there are different opinions about it), 4 o sS4 (yatakallamuna
fihi — they say negative things about it), 2k o« (laysa bil-gawi — not strong), o
Iy (laysa bizak — not s0), —w=a (zaif - weak), 5 o« (laysa bishay — not worth
anything), «ilse calba «ilae o2ie (indahu ajaib, sahib ajaib — he has wonderful
narrations), <uwall cald (zahib al-hadith — who’s hadith is abandoned), <'S (kazzab
- liar) va &3 (layin - gentle) and by recording that some narrators are from "al-
gadariyah” or "al-kharijiyah" or "al-murjiiyah™” or "al-zindiga" or "Shiah" or "al-
mu taziliya™. Among narrations of narrators who "wounded” as "munkar al-
hadith", "matruk al-hadith", "sakatu anhu", "zahib al-hadith" and "kazzab" does
not reach the level of "sahih” or "hasan”. Among the narrators in “al-Tarikh al-
kabir” are "fihi nazar", "yatakallamuna fihi", "laysa bil-gawi", "laysa bizak",
"zaif", "laysa bishay", "sahibu ajaib™ and "layin". Although all the narrations of the
narrators who have been narrated under such terms do not meet the conditions of
the sahih hadith of Imam Bukhari in “al-Jami’ al-sahih”, other collections of the
“Sihahi sitta” can be considered "sahih™ and "hasan™ in the eyes of the authors.

There are various controversies over the use of these terms. For example, in
the “Fath al-mughis”, the muhaddith Sakhawi refers to Imam Bukhari's method of

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using the terms "sakatu anhu" and "fihi nazar" and suggests that he used them in
relation to the "abandoned narrator of the hadith"?*. However, it has been found
that the narrations of the narrators, who are considered to be “sakatu anhu" in Al-
Tarikh al-kabir, are included in the "sunan" of hadith scholars such as Imam
Tirmizi and Ibn Majah. This shows that the narrations of the narrators, which are
"Jarh" with these expressions, may reach the level of "hasan" even if they are
weakly accepted by Imam Bukhari, and the value of the muhaddithin is not a basis
for rejecting them.

In order to show the level of trustworthiness narrators and narrations used
terms as "4&" (siga — reliable), "&sx=" (saduq — truthful), "< (sabt — fixed, firm),
"=lLa" (salih — righteous, good-natured), "kis" (hafiz — possessor of strong
memory), "= <" (marziyyan — agreed), "<uasll Cag 2" (ma ruf al-hadith — who's
hadith is known) va "4 b ¥" (la ba'sa bihi — does not have any bad aspect).
Narrators evaluated by them are 107 men.

The work does not contain a judgment of “jarh or ta'dil” on about 13,000
narrators, and there are various opinions about their level in the views of the
muhaddiths. Muhaddiths and modern scholars such as Ali ibn Muhammad al-Fasi
(562/1167-628/1230), Abdullah ibn Yusuf Jadi (d. 1959), and Amr Abdulmun'im
Salim (d. 1967) have argued that it means they are "ignorant"?. It confirmed by
narration of Abdullah ibn Ahmad al-Yarbu'i al-Ishbili that Imam Bukhari's told "If
| say "fihi nazar" about someone, it confirms the saying, "It is not probable"?°.
However, this record is not found in the manuscripts of the work that have
survived to the present day. At the same time, Abdulfattah Abu Ghudda notes that,
muhaddiths such as Munziri, al-Zahabi, 1bn Qayyum, Ibn Abdulhadi, Zaylai, lbn
Kathir, Zarkashi, Haysami, and Ibn Hajar commented that Imam Bukhari's failure
to rule on the narrators was considered trustworthy by the muhaddiths?’.

From the 296 narrators mentioned in Ibn Adi's "Asami man rawa anhum
Muhammad ibn Isma'il al-Bukhari min mashayihih fi jamiihi al-sahih", the first 80
were selected, and they are included in "al-Tarikh al-kabir". After studying if they
mentioned with "jarh™ or "ta'dil", it was found that 51 of them were mentioned in
the play and were not evaluated by the muhaddithin. It is clear that the narrators
who did not mention the ruling of "jarh" or "ta'dil" by Imam Bukhari are
trustworthy people.

The third chapter of the dissertation, entitled ""Imam Bukhari's methods of
distinguishing defective hadiths', the methods of the muhaddith on "ittisal al-

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sanad", the role of "tafarrud al-rawi" in determining the fault of the hadiths, and
the way in which the muhaddith dealt with the "mushkil al-hadith" are analyzed.

Imam Bukhari's views on "ittisal al-sanad" differ from those of other hadith
scholars in that in order to find the isnad to be continuous, it is necessary to have
reliable information that the narrator met someone above him in the chain of
narration. Some hadith scholars, such as Ibn Salah and Ibn Hajar, who commented
on his method in this regard, considered the chain of isnad only when there was
evidence that Imam Bukhari considered ittisal as-sanad in "al-Jami' al-sahih" to be
one of the conditions of authentic hadith noted that it was uninterrupted?®.

Imam Bukhari, in "al-Tarikh al-kabir", used the words "samia" (heard), " ‘an"
(from), "raa" (seen), "adraka" (reached), "lagia™ (met), "lam yasma™ (not heard),
"mursal” (narrated by a follower directly from the Prophet (PBUH), "mungati’"
(narrated by a person he has never heard of) in order to show that the narrators in
the chain of isnad directly accepted the narrations or that there was a break. Each
of them has been used with special care and has played an important role in
determining the style of the muhaddithin in this regard. In particular, the word
"samia”, which is used in more than 6,000 places, was used to indicate that the
narrator heard and accepted the narration directly, as well as to express its
reflection in the form of "lam yasma ™. This word is also used to denote the layer
of the narrator. In particular, the play shows that about 30 narrators heard hadiths
from the Prophet (PBUH) and that they were Companions®®. The author
emphasizes at this point that the narrator heard the words of the Prophet (PBUH).
This shows that the narrator saw the Prophet (PBUH) among the Companions and
heard his words. Not all the Companions who saw him narrated the hadith.

While the auxiliary " ‘an™ was used in the play to indicate the possibility that
the narrator narrated a hadith from the sheikhs he narrated or not, the word "raa"
was used to indicate that the narrator was a Companion or a follower. In particular,
it was found that the word "raa" was used in the play to indicate that a total of 7
narrators were from the Companions®. However, the word "raa" was also used to
indicate that several narrators saw the Companions and did not hear the narration
from them. For example, the biography of Ismail ibn Abu Khalid states that he
"heard" from Ibn Abu Awfi, Amr ibn Harith, and saw Anas and Kahil®!.

The word "adraka" was used by the narrator to indicate that he had seen a
"grown-up" person or had not heard the narration while living in a city. For
example, although Muhammad ibn Khatib was a member of the Companions, he
did not hear the words of the Prophet (PBUH) and did not narrate from him.

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The word "lagia™ (encountered) is used 12 times in "al-Tarikh al-kabir", 11 of
which are accompanied by the word "sama’"'32, which means that the narrator saw
the person narrating it and heard a hadith from him.

The term "mursal™ is one of the terms used to describe the breaking of a
stigma. The term is mentioned in more than 550 places in the play, sometimes used
to indicate that the narrator narrated from others in a "mursal” manner, while in
other places it is used to indicate that the isnad of the narration has been broken.

Imam Bukhari also paid special attention to the issue of "tafarrud”, which
caused the narrations to be considered flawed. In this regard, the author, like the
early hadith scholars, did not use the term, but used expressions such as "la
yutabau alayhi”, "la yutabau ala hadisihi”, most of which are "zaif", "matruk",
"majhul™ and "maskut” (default). Although was used in relation to the narrations of
the narrators, it can be seen that in some places “siga” was also used in relation to
the narrations of the narrators. The Muhaddith's assessment of a hadith as "la
yutabau alayhi” is not the main criterion for its acceptance or rejection, but is
influenced by many factors, such as the narrator's level of authenticity and its
conformity to other narrations.

In the book, the text of the hadith contradicts the famous Sunnah narrated
from the Prophet (PBUH), the word of the Companion contradicts the famous
hadeeth narrated from the Prophet (PBUH), and the narrator contradicts his own
narration. Imam al-Bukhari also pointed out that the "mursal” is more reliable
among the "mursal" and "muttasil" ways in the hadith isnad, such as the
contradiction between two narrations from the same Companion and the
contradiction of the hadith with history, in order to quote his narration in the
biographies of the narrators. In particular, the play uses phrases such as "al-
mursalu asahhu", "wa haza maa irsalihi asahhu" can be seen.

In "al-Tarikh al-kabir", there are many examples of the text of a hadith being
considered "flawed" and rejected because it contradicts the famous Sunnah
narrated from the Prophet (PBUH). For example, in the biography of Muhammad
ibn Ishag ibn Talha, he narrated from Abu Burda, his father, and his Prophet
(PBUH) that he said: "Surely my Ummah is a mercy-stricken Ummah. The
torments that befell him have already been done in this world. The author also
mentions that Abu Burda narrated this hadith to Umar and that Umar recorded it.
He cites 13 other narrations from Abu Burda and refutes them because they
contradict the hadith of Imam Bukhari about the intercession of the Prophet
(PBUH) and the suffering of some people in the Hereafter and their subsequent
expulsion (from Hell)®. It is clear that Imam Bukhari found this narration to be
flawed because it contradicted the famous Sunnah, although it was narrated by
many narrators.

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It can also be seen in the book that Imam Bukhari rejected the hadiths because
they did not correspond to historical events. In particular, in the autobiography of
Muhammad ibn Abdullah, he quotes from Muttalib and Abu Huraira. It is narrated
that Abu Huraira entered the house of Rugayyah, the daughter of the Prophet
(PBUH) and the wife of 'Uthmaan, and saw a comb in his hand. After that, Imam
Bukhari said that this narration does not correspond to the historical truth, because
Rugayyah died during the battle of Badr and Abu Huraira came to Madinah after
the battle of Khaibar®4. Referring to this narration in “al-Tarikh al-awsat”, he says
that Abu Hurayra migrated to Madinah five years later, during the Battle of
Khaibar. However, he states that it is not known whether Muttalib heard from Abu
Huraira and Muhammad from Muttalib (narrated) and that this narration is not
documented. It is narrated on the authority of Arak ibn Malik that Abu Huraira
himself said that the Prophet (PBUH) came to Madinah during the Khaibar®.

CONCLUSIONS

The following conclusions were drawn from the research and analysis carried
out within the framework of the goals and objectives set out in the dissertation:

1. The importance of "jarh and ta'dil" and "ilal al-hadith” in the selection of
hadiths is great, and each of them is an independent field that plays a specific role
in this process. In particular, while "jarh and ta'dil" assess the reliability or
unreliability of the narrators in the chain of isnad, "ilal al-hadith™ examines the
errors in the narration of the trustworthy narrators. The hadith scholars attribute the
emergence of "jarh and ta'dil" to the "fitna" that took place in the early Islamic
period and was characterized by the death of Uthman ibn Affan. After this
incident, it was learned that the narrators were trustworthy and did not belong to
any religious-political groups. The formation of “ilal al-hadith” is due to the fact
that the narrators forget the hadiths over time or mixed other words to them, and
Aisha bint Abu Bakr is the founder of this science. He said that the narration of
Abdullah ibn Umar, one of the most trustworthy of the Companions, was "flawed"
because it did not correspond to the verse of the Qur'an and the hadith he had
heard, and that the narrator had made a mistake. As a result of the emergence of
the chain of stigma and the scientific activity of the muhaddiths, the rules and
criteria for these sciences began to be developed. By the middle of the Il century /
the second half of the VIII century they were formed as branches of science with
special categories.

2. In "al-Tarikh al-kabir", Imam Bukhari summarizes the biographies of the
narrators, their narrations, their levels in "jarh and ta'dil", and the results of
important practical research on “ilal al-hadith”, based on the position of the first
letter of most of the narrators sorted in the Arabic alphabet. However, at the
beginning of the book there is a narrator named Muhammad and the Companions

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at the beginning of each chapter, which is a unique method of Imam Bukhari.
Although it contains information on almost all branches of the science of narrators,
the main focus is on recording the information needed to sort the narrations of the
narrators.

3. Although hadith scholars such as Lays ibn Sa'd, Abdullah ibn Mubarak,
and Ahmad ibn Hanbal wrote works on the evaluation of narrators and narrators
before Imam Bukhari, they are not quoted in “al-Tarikh al-kabir”. Rather, he
emphasizes summarizing the narrations he has heard directly from his teachers and
recording the conclusions he draws after studying them. It should be noted at this
point that the muhaddithin, Yahya ibn Main, Ali ibn Madini, and Ahmad ibn
Hanbal, were more likely to refer to the narrators when issuing the ruling "jarh and
ta'dil”.

4. A study of the narrators of "al-Tarikh al-kabir" revealed that Imam Bukhari
had "jarh" them in 13 terms and by referring them to various religious and political
groups and non-ahl al-sunnah wa al-jama'ah sects. Due to the fact that the work
was created as a result of many years of scientific research and research and
contains the most important and reliable information about the narrators, Imam
Muslim's "al-Kuna wa al-asma", Ibn Abu Hatim's "al-Jarh wa al-za 'dil", "al- llal"
and a number of books by Imam Tirmizi, such as "al-Ilal al-kabir" and "al-llal as-
saghir”. At the same time, Imam Bukhari's views on the narrators' "jarh" had a
direct effect on the authors of the "Sihahi sitta” including the hadiths in their
collections and classifying them as "sahih™ or "hasan".

5. Imam Bukhari's method of "praising™ the narrators is unique, and in “al-
Tarikh al-kabir”, using 8 terms of “praising”, 107 narrators were positively
evaluated. The term "ma'ruf al-hadith" is one of the terms specific to the
muhaddithin and is rarely used by the muhaddithin. Such evaluated narrators are
considered reliable and their narrations can reach the level of "sahih". Imam
Bukhari did not sign terms of "jarh" or "ta'dil" to his teachers whose narrations
were included in "al-Jami' al-sahih", nor to the narrators who were not accused by
any muhaddith.

6. The method of the muhaddith on “ittisal al-sanad” (continuity of isnad) is
unique in that he requires the narrators of "muan'an" narration to meet each other
and hear the narration directly in order to find it to be reliable. This is confirmed by
the fact that the words used in the play to indicate the issue of "ittisal al-sanad" are
similar to each other, but the muhaddith used them with an emphasis on the
subtleties between them. In particular, Imam Bukhari divided the Companions into
groups such as those who saw the Prophet (PBUH), lived at the same time as him,
and heard his hadiths. These words were also used to describe the tabagah of the
narrator, which led to the recognition of the work as an important source on the
tabaqgah of the narrators.

7. The muhaddith has taken a special approach in defining the flaws of the
hadiths, emphasizing the "tafarrud al-rawi". In particular, he considered the
narrator's narration of a hadith that was not narrated by others to be a "flaw" of this
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hadith. Unlike other hadiths, Imam Bukhari used the terms "la yutabau alayhi" and
"la yutabau ala hadisih" instead of the terms "stranger” or "individual™ in relation
to such narrations. Although the assessment of the narrations as “la yutabau
alayhi” lowers their level, there is no reason to consider them weak and reject
them. Indeed, in the play, along with the weak narrators, it was also used against
the narrations of the Companions and the "siga™ narrators, which are not supported
by other chains of disgrace.

8. The method of the "mushkil al-hadith" in "al-Tarikh al-kabir" is manifested
when the muhaddith cites narrations that contradict each other in the text and
isnad, and distinguishes between the reliable ones. In quoting Bukhari's examples
of contradictions in the isnad, Imam Bukhari emphasized the exceptions, the
inconsistency of the narrations with the verses of the Qur'an, the famous hadiths
and historical facts from the Prophet (PBUH), the narrator's contradiction to his
own narration, and the incompatibility of two narrations was found to be defective
due to such properties.

On the basis of the analyzed problems and the obtained conclusions, the
following recommendations were developed:

1. Based on the important work of "al-Tarikh al-kabir" in determining the
reliability of hadiths, it is possible to prepare a monograph entitled "Narrators of
hadith and methods of narration in the works of Imam Bukhari".

2. Considering the work is the main source of Imam Bukhari's views on the
science of hadith, it is possible to make a scientific, and explanatory translation of
"al-Tarikh al-kabir" into Uzbek in cooperation with the Imam Bukhari
International scientific-research centre’s scholars.

3. Taking into account the great influence of the source on the science of
hadith, the formation of the views of hadith scholars and the creation of collections
of hadith, the Center for Advanced Training under the International Islamic
Academy of Uzbekistan and its regional branches on the topic "Imam Bukhari's
method of jarh and ta'dil".
