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INTRODUCTION (Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) dissertation annotation)

Relevance and necessity of the dissertation topic. Today special attention is
paid to the scientific study of the Qur'an "Ulum al-Qur'an” (a5 o)_&!) - complex
research in the field of Qur'anic sciences throughout the world. One of the most
Important branches of Qur'anic studies is Qiraat of the Qur'an in various styles of the
Arabic language, and the Tajweed - the study of the rules of correct recitation. These
sciences were systematized by Islamic scholars for centuries, and their foundations
and rules were fully formed. In fact, the Qur'an has been revealed in literary Arabic in
accordance with the dialects of the language, and the practice of reciting on the basis
of various recitations was introduced for the convenience of the readers, as well as
the order of expressing the letters for correct pronunciation. The teacher-student
tradition, which has been going on orally and in writing for fifteen centuries, testifies
the importance of these practices and rules.

There are special schools and centers in the world that study the rules of
Tajweed and Qiraat of the Qur'an. In addition to the study of the practical aspects of
Qiraat and Tajweed in scientific institutions of a number of countries, such as Egypt,
Saudi Arabia, the United Arab Emirates, and Iran, its theoretical aspects are also
studied. They study the scientific literature that has existed for more than a thousand
years, as well as the works of such great scholars as Imam Jazari, who lived and
worked in Movarounnahr during the reign of Amir Temur. The fact that works
written in the Middle Ages and recent periods in our country are widespread in the
Central Asian region and are taught among the main literature testifies to their value.
However, the fact that the books of scholars who lived after the 19th century have not
been specifically studied suggests that these works should be paid special attention.

Since the emergence of Islam in Uzbekistan, great importance has been attached
to the study of the holy book - Qur’an, the in-depth study of its giraat. As a result,
such books as «Al-Gunya fi-lI-giraat» by Abu Nasr as-Samarkandi al Haddadi, who
was famous in the Muslim world in the Middle Ages (died in 1009), «Kitab al-lyjaz»
by Abulhasan Ali al-Mugaddasi (died in 1291) appeared. This tradition, which is
studied in the in the dissertation, was actively continued in the late XIX and early XX
centuries. As a result, such books as «Tahsil at-tajvid», «Tuhfat al-atfol», «Ashal at-
tajweed», «Tuhfat as-sibyon», «Fath at-tajweed», «Muntahab at-tajweed», «Jome’ al-
gori», «Naqd at-tajweed», «Wazih at-tajweed», «At-tajweed al-Muhammadi» came
into being. The remarkable thing is that they are narrated not only in prose but also in
poetic style. This in turn reflects the scientific value of the given period. However,
these works have not been involved in specific research up to these days. It is natural
that their study will further enrich the current scientific research on the Qur'an.

During the recent years, Uzbekistan has created ample conditions for in-depth
study of sciences related to Islamic sources. Particular attention has been paid to the
history of the sciences of Qiraat and Tajweed and the analysis of their sources. The
main factor here is the idea of "Listening to the Qur'an, being able to hear it is high
spirituality, enlightenment"* It should be noted that in Movarounnahr, the sciences of

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recitation and Tajweed were as developed as other fields. In the late 19th and early
20th centuries, a number of important sources on Tajweed were created in
Turkestan.”® They contain valuable information not only about the rules of resiting
the Qur'an, but also about the scientific environment of that time, the activities of
scholars, people's worldviews and interests, and the inclusion of the Turkish language
in the books of Tajweed. This requires the study of the Qur'anic traditions of our
ancestors.

Correspondence of the research to the priority directions of the
development of science and technology in the Republic.

The degree to which the problem has been studied. The source basis of the
research is comprised by the works on Qiraat and Tajweed.

A number of studies on the science of Tajweed have been conducted by Western
scholars. In particular researches of Christina Nelson and Dr.Abdul Majidkhan were
dedicated to the theoretical and practical aspects of Tajweed, as well as the
instructions needed to recite the Qur’an in accordance with Tajweed rules.*!

In the writings of such researchers of the Commonwealth of Independent States
as Ch.A.Stori, S.M.Prozorov, A.B.Khalidov, E.A.Rezvan, G.R.Aganina,
Z.A.Imamutdinova, R.R.Safiullina, M.F. Murtazin and others provide information
about the rules of correct reading of the Qur'an, the denominators and the qualities of
the letters.*

We should also mention that the sciences of Qur’an and the rules of reciting it
are widely covered in the works of such Arab scholars and researchers as Muhammad
ibn al-Jazari, Jalaliddin al-Suyuti, Ibn Agila al-Makki, Abu 'Amr al-Dani, lbn
Mujahid, Shamsiddin al-Dhahabi, Ali Qari, IImiddin al-Sahawi, and Abu al-Abbas al-
Qastalan.”®

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Scientists and researchers of our country have also done a lot of work in this
direction. In particular, the fourth chapter of the book "Science of the Qur'an" by
Sheikh Muhammad Sadiq Muhammad Yusuf is devoted to Qiraat and Tajweed. In
R.Obidov's monograph "Spiritual and historical significance of the Quran" and
"Services of Central Asian scholars in the field of interpretation”, D.Makhsudov's
"Introduction to the science of interpretation” the types of Qiraat are distinguished.
We should also mention A.Abdullaev's textbook "Qur'anology", "Science of the
Qur'an" written by the team of authors, and the information provided by
H.Karomatov and B.Hasanov in the study of the Qur'an and Qur'anic sciences.**

As a result of the growing demand for the study of Tajweed during the years of
independence, tajweeds created in Turkic in the early twentieth century, in particular,
pamphlets and scientific articles of such enlighteners as enlighteners Munavvarqori
Abdurashidkhonov and Abduvahid qori Abdurauf ugli published on this science were
published. The enlightenment work and political activity of Munavvar Qori were
revealed by S.Azamkhodjaev and others®.

Such researchers as A.Hikmat, A.Minovarov, A.Salohiddin, R.Mirzakasim also
published pamphlets entitled "Tajvid". Rules for reciting the Qur'an in accordance
with Tajweed, the denominators and adjectives of the letters are explained in detail
with examples in M.Alikhodja's "Rules of teaching the Qur'an", G.Qudratilloh's
"Methods of teaching and memorizing the Qur'an”, J.Nematov's "Tartil" (Rules of
reading the Qur'an) and "Tartil bases al-Mugaddima al-Jazariya commentary", the
works of O. Yunuskhan ugli and Z. Rahim "Rules of Tajweed", O.Muhammad

Yusuf’s "Mufassal Tajweed".*®

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In addition to the above mentioned, it should be noted that the sources of
Tajweed science created in Turkestan in the late XIX - early XX centuries have not
yet been comprehensively studied, and the issues covered in them have not been
presented to the scientific community. As part of the study, more than 10 manuscripts
and lithographs of the late XIX - early XX centuries, stored in the fund of the
Institute of Oriental Studies*” named after Abu Rayhon Beruni of the Academy of
Sciences of the Republic of Uzbekistan, were widely used.*®

The relevance of the research to the research plans of the higher education
institution where the dissertation has been completed. The dissertation has been
completed within the framework of the "Program of measures to improve the field of
Islamic studies" in the plan of research work of the International Islamic Academy of
Uzbekistan for 2019-2025.

The purpose of the study is to reveal the importance of sources on the science
of Tajweed, created in the Turkestan region in the late XIX - early XX centuries.

The objectives of the study are:

To reveal the theoretical and methodological bases of the study of Tajweed and
Qiraat;

To carry out an analysis of the formation and development of the sciences of
Tajweed and Qiraat in Movarounnahr;

To study the development of Tajweed science in Turkestan Late XIX - early XX
centuries;

To study the life and scientific activity of scholars who worked on the science of
Qiraat;

To identify the science of Qiraat in Turkestan and the local styles and
approaches formed;

Implementation of sources on the science of Tajweed and their codicological
description, written in Turkestan in the late XIX - early XX centuries;

Comparative analysis of works on the science of Tajweed created in late XIX -
early XX centuries;

To identify the specific features of the rules of Tajweed in the sources of
recitation created in Turkestan and to introduce suggestions and recommendations.

The object of research is the science of Tajweed in Turkestan.

The subject of the research is the treatises on Tajweed created in Turkestan, as
well as views and rules put forward.

Research methods. Scientific description, comparative analysis, as well as
palaeographic and codicologic methods were used in the study of manuscript and
lithographic sources.

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Scientific innovations of the research include:

It was proven that in Central Asia the science of recitation of the Qur'an was
widely developed in Movarounnahr. The works (“Qawoid al-Qur’an”, “Durra al-
farid”, “Majma al-ajib”) of as such prominent scholars as Hafiz Dostmuhammad,
Hafiz Badriddin Bukhari, Yormuhammad Samarkandi who were born and formed in
Central Asia in the Middle Ages were widely used as the main textbooks.

It was grounded on the basis of sources that special schools, which specialized
in teaching seven types of recitation (7 giraats) in the Islamic world called
Shotibiykhana, operated in Turkestan at the end of the 19th century. According to
sources, in one of such famous schools in Bukhara, Abdullah Khoja Alam Bukhari
and Fakhriddin Bukhari, the leading representatives of the science of recitation,
worked as teachers;

Manuscripts also prove that 200 copies of “Hirz al-Amoniy”, one of the most
important manuals in the science of recitation not only in the region but also in the
whole Muslim world, published in Tashkent in 1914 with three commentaries, were
sent to the holy cities of Mecca and Medina for use by specialists and students.

Although the name of the author of Nazm al-Qawaid, a popular 19th-century
work in madrasahs in Central Asia, and its written date vary in different sources, it
was proven that the author’s name is Muhammad Zahid al-Harawi, that it was written
at the end of the XVII century, and was translated into Turkic in verse at the
beginning of the XIX century.

The practical results of the research are as follows:

Information on the life and work of scientists who lived and worked in the field
of Tajweed in the late X1X - early XX centuries was collected;

The work in verse created on Tajweed and Qiraat "Tajvid Umm al-Kitab™ of a
Bukhara writer Akmalkhantora Tashkendi, created in the territory of what is now
Uzbekistan in the late 19th and early 20th includes (1840-1884), the books "Hujjat al-
waqifin" by Bukhara writer, calligrapher and reciter Abdurahim Qurro Torobi (1837-
1905) and "Tajvid al-Qur'an al-Majid" by Jadid enlightener Siddigi Ajzi Samarkandi
(1864-1927) were identified and introduced into scientific use;

It has been found that Jadid thinkers of the early twentieth century focused on
the sciences of Qiraat and Tajweed and created tajweed pamphlets for children.

Information on the life and work of scientists who lived and worked in the field
of Tajweed in the late X1X - early XX centuries was collected;

Reliability of research results. The reliability of the results of the study is
based on the fact that the views and conclusions on the sciences of Qiraat and
Tajweed are based on manuscripts and lithographs kept in the Manuscripts Fund of
the Academy of Sciences of Uzbekistan (10)* and the International Islamic Academy
of Uzbekistan (5)°°.*"

Although it is known from the catalogs that other manuscripts in the country

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also contain pamphlets in these areas, they did not belong to the authors of the late
XIX - early XX centuries, and the authors of the pamphlets are unknown, so we had
to rely on sources in the Manuscripts Fund.>®

Scientific and practical significance of research results. The scientific
significance of the research is explained by the fact that its results can be used to
improve the theoretical conclusions about the life of the Qaris (reciters) who worked
in the late XIX - early XX centuries and their scientific heritage.

The practical significance of the research results is explained by the study of
the history of statehood in Uzbekistan, the study of written cultural heritage,
transmission to the younger generation, the development of training courses of
programs for imams and otinoyis (women clerics), improving the implementation of
state programs of the field.

Implementation of research results. On the basis of the scientific results of the
analysis of sources on the science of tajweed created in the territory of Turkestan in
the late XIX - early XX centuries the following were found out:

In the Middle Ages, the science of recitation of the Qur'an was widely developed
in Movarounnahr. Such scolars as Masumkhoja Keshi, Hafiz Dostmuhammad, Hafiz
Badriddin Bukhari, Yormuhammad Samarkandi, who had in-depth knowledge in
seven different readings of the Qur’an, emerged from the region. The scientific
conclusions that they were taught as a basic textbook are included in the content of
the book "Vozih at-tajvid" by Abdulvahid gori Abdurrauf oglu (reference of the
Committee on Religious Affairs under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan No. 5177 of October 16, 2020). As a result, theoretical knowledge of
correct reading and pronunciation has been enriched and knowledge about the
prominent scholars has been formed;

At the end of the 19th century, special schools called "Shotibiykhona”, which
were specialized in teaching seven famous in the Islamic world types of recitations,
operated in Turkestan. Such local scholars as Abdullah Hodja Alam Bukhari and
Fakhriddin Bukhari worked at one those schools in Bukhara. These ideas have been
embedded in the content of the textbooks "Recitation of the Qur'an and Tajweed",
"Development of Tajweed science in Movarounnahr”, "Life and work of scholars
engaged in the science of Qiraat" and "Guide to the subject of recitation and
Tajweed" for students of educational institutions of the Muslim Religious Board of
Uzbekistan on special order. (Reference of the Religious Board of Muslims of
Uzbekistan No. 2192 of November 6, 2020).

The information on the author of “Nazm al-Qawaid”, a popular 19th-century
book in madrasahs of Central Asia, and the date it was published vary in different
sources. In spite of this it was proven that the author of the work is Muhammad Zahid
al-Harawi and it was translated in verse into the Turkic language and the information
about this included in the book "Scholars of the Great Country" on the basis of the
order (reference book of the International Research Center of Imam Termezi dated
November 18, 2020 No 03-26/21). As a result it served to the scientific and cultural
community, in particular, has served to inform young people and improve the

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professional skills of the people of the field.

Approbation of research results. The results of this research have been
discussed at 5 international and 5 national scientific conferences.

Publication of research results. 23 scientific works on the topic of the
dissertation, including 13 articles in scientific publications recommended for
publication of the main results of doctoral dissertations of the Higher Attestation
Commission of the Republic of Uzbekistan, including 9 in national and 4 in foreign
journals have been published.

The structure and scope of the dissertation. The content of the dissertation
consists of an introduction, three chapters, each consisting of three paragraphs, a list
of sources and references used, and appendices. The volume of the dissertation is 137
pages.

MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

The introductory part is based on the relevance and necessity of the chosen
topic, it also analyzes the level of study of the problem, shows the priorities of
research in the development of science and technology of the Republic and the plans
of research work of the higher education institution where the dissertation was
conducted, and information on the scientific novelty of the research, the reliability,
scientific and practical significance of the research results, the practical results of the
research, its implementation, approbation, publication and the structure and scope of
the dissertation.The structure and scope of the dissertation. The dissertation consists
of an introduction, three chapters, each consisting of three paragraphs, a list of
sources and references used, and appendices. The volume of the dissertation,
including appendices, is 166 pages.

The first chapter, entitled «History of the Formation of the Sciences of
Tajweed and Qiraat and the Theoretical Foundations of Their Study» shows the
role and importance of «Quranic studies» among other Islamic disciplines. In
addition, the history of the sciences of giraat and tajweed in Movarounnahr is covered
on a scientific basis, including information on the sources created in this field in the
region.

The first paragraph of this chapter is entitled «Theoretical and Methodological
Foundations of the Study of Tajweed and Qiraat» The sciences of Islamic studies
include Hadith, Fikh, Kalam, and Faroez, as well as the sciences aimed at a
comprehensive study of the Qur'an. These sciences are collectively referred to as the
«sciences of the Qur'an.» These include Tafsir, Usul at-tafsir, Nasih and Mansukh
ilmi, Qiraat and Tajweed.

Different readings of the Qur'an originated in the first period of its revelation.
Indeed, the Qur'an was revealed in accordance with the dialects of the Arabic
language. The revelation of the Qur'an in seven letters is one of the most delicate
topics. This issue has been studied and interpreted differently by later scholars on the
basis of different approaches. In particular, Hafiz Abu Hatim ibn Hibban Busti states
that people have put forward thirty-five different views on the subject®®. Scholars

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who have carefully studied this information have come to the conclusion that the
revelation of the Qur'an in seven letters is the seven differences in the pronunciation
of some of its words and letters®. Over the centuries, Mutawatir, Famous, and Shaz
forms of Qur'anic recitation have been formed. The manuscript kept in the
Manuscripts Fund of the Institute of Oriental Studies named after Abu Rayhan Beruni
of the Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Uzbekistan states that Surat al-Fatihah
in Shaz reciting should be read in the following form®.

The founders of the Shaz recitation were Hasan Basri (d. 110/728), Ibn
Muhaysin (d. 123/740), Amash (d. 148/766), and Yahya Yazidi (d. 202/818)°.

In the course of time, the concept of «seven letters» gave way to «seven
readings». During the years of independence in Uzbekistan, the development of the
field of Quranic studies has laid the foundation for the consistent study of the history
of the sciences of recitation and tajweed. This is mentioned in the introductory part of
the dissertation. This chapter mainly analyzes the theoretical and methodological
aspects of the scientific study of the history of the sciences of recitation and tajweed.

The second paragraph of the first chapter is entitled «Formation and
Development of the Science of Tajweed and Qiraat in Movarounnahr», which
analyzes the spread of the science of tajweed in the region, the scientific activity of
famous reciters and Qur’an scholars.

The set of rules for the correct recitation of the Qur'an - the science of tajweed -
became widespread as soon as Islam entered the territory of Movarounnahr. Among
the sheikhs of Muhammad ibn Ismail Bukhari (810-870), the Sultan of the Hadith,
were mature representatives of the science of giraat. In particular, Ubaydullah ibn
Musa Abbasi (738-828) can be called one of such scholars. He is a student of such
famous scholars of giraat as Hamza Zayyat (700-773) and Imam Kisa'i (d. 805), the
scholars of seven recitations. Abul-Qasim Haysam Bukhari was also a scholar of
recitation, and he became famous in the 50s of the ninth century, during the time of
Imam Bukhari.

According to the researcher D.Yusupova, during the Timurids, Mawlana
Mu'iniddin Farahi (d. 1501), Amir Ikhtiyoriddin Hasan Turbati, Mawlana Mu'iniddin
Waz, Jamoliddin Atoullah (d. 1499), Amir Sayyid Asliddin Abdullah Husseini
(d. 1478), Hafiz Ghiyas (d.1468) were the leading scholars of the religious sciences®’.

During the reign of Amir Temur, Samarkand was visited by the famous giraat
scholar Shamsiddin Jazari (1350-1430), where he conducted scientific work for some
time. In addition to teaching students from his famous poetic work on the science of
tajweed, Mugaddimat al-Jazariya, he also gave ljazas (permission) to recite the
Qur'an. In the 16th century, a Samarkand scholar, Yormuhammad Samarkandi, wrote
a work on the sciences of Qur’an and tajweed, «Qawaid al-Qur'an». It details the
style and rules of recitation of Imam Asim and his narrators. Manuscripts of this

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source are kept in the Manuscripts Fund of the Institute of Oriental Studies of the
Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Uzbekistan. Mawlana Ali al-Qari used this
work in his commentary on «Mugaddimat al-Jazariya».

Hafiz Badriddin Bukhari, better known as Hafiz Kalon, wrote a work on the
science of recitation, «Durrat al-Farid». Hafiz Dost Muhammad ibn Yadgar Waziri,
who lived and worked in the 17 th century, wrote seven, ten, and sixteen recitations
in his book «Majma al-ajayib». Muhammad Bagi ibn Tursun Muhammad ibn
Babajan ibn Mawlana created a complete commentary on the verse of Imam Shatibi
in Persian, dedicated to Miran Bukhari Soktari Subhanqulikhan. This work was
published in 1914 in Tashkent with the commentaries of Mawlana Ali al-Qari and
Muhammad Sho’la. The great poet Alisher Navoi also had knowledge of the Qur'an,
in particular, the sciences of giraat and tajweed.

The spread of the sciences of giraat and tajweed in Movarounnahr was also due
to the fact that some rulers knew them at the level of specialists, paid special attention
to them and raised their development to the level of state policy. In particular,
HafiziKalon in his work «al-Mufrada al-mufida», written in 927/1521, gave
information about the Shaybani ruler Ubaydullah Khan's knowledge of Tafsir,
Hadith, Figh, Sarw and Nahf*®.

In the third paragraph of the first chapter, entitled «Specific Methods of Works
on the Science of Tajweed Written Before the XIX Century», the sources on the
science of Qiraat and tajweed are involved in scientific analysis. Among the Islamic
sciences, such as tafsir, hadith, kalam, and figh, the sciences of giraat and tajweed
have a special place. The emergence and formation of these sciences regarding the
rules of correct reading of the Qur'an dates back to the early days of Islam. In the
process of formation as a science of recitation and tajweed, qori-specialists who were
specially engaged in them also emerged. In addition to passing on their knowledge in
this area to the next generation on the basis of the disciple tradition, they have also
left a huge scientific legacy related to these sciences. As a result, popular sources on
the sciences of giraat and tajweedemerged in the Muslim world. The period under
study - from the end of the XIX century to the beginning of the XX century in the
Movarounnahr region created a number of famous and scientifically significant books
on the sciences of giraat and tajweed, most of which served as the main source for
works written during the period. Some of them have been discussed in this part.

One of the most famous representatives of the sciences of giraat and tajweed,
Shamsiddin al-Jazari (751-833 / 1350-1429), wrote a two-volume work entitled
«Goyat an-nihaya fiy tabagat al-qurra». It contains information about 3955 reciters of
the Qur'an and teachers of recitation™. Shamsiddin al-Zahabi (673-748/ 1274-1348)
mentioned in 1242 Qur'an garis and giraat teachers in his book «Ma'rifat al-qurra al-
kibor ala-t-tabagat wa-l-asar»*’. It can be said that about a third of these qaris left a
significant scientific legacy. Among them there were scholars from Movarounnahr as
well, but not all of their works have survived to our time. Some of these works
became famous at that time, while the rest remained in manuscript form. For
example, according to the author of Ghayat an-Nihaya, a scholar of recitation named

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Yusuf ibn Muhammad al-Kharazmi wrote a book on the subject called «at-Tagrib».
However, in the course of the research, no information was found on that manuscripts
being kept in any of the manuscript fundsof the world.

Hundreds of scholars from Movarounnahr have worked in the field of the
sciences of giraat and tajweed, devoted to the rules of correct reading of the Qur'an.
Most of the rare manuscripts in the main fund of the Institute of Oriental Studies
named after Abu Rayhon Beruni of the Academy of Sciences of the Republic of
Uzbekistan are works on the science of tajweed. However, there is almost no general
information about them. According to preliminary estimates, 141 Arabic sources and
182 Persian and Turkic sources are manuscripts on the science of Tajweed. Though
most of them are copies of «Hirz al-amani wa wajh at-tahani» written bylmam
Shatibi (1144-1194), «Al-Mugaddima» written by Shamsiddin al-Jazari (1350-1429)
in Arabic, and «Qawaid al-Qur’an» written by a local scholar Mirza Zahid (18th
century) in Persian, it should be noted that there are a number of sources that have not
yet been studied, and remain unknown to the world scientific community, which are
not available in other manuscript collections of the world. They also have not been
given a perfect scientific description. Most of the sources on Tajweed are manuscripts
of «Qawaid al-Qur'an» by Mirza Zahid. During the close acquaintance with this
source, it was determined that there is a need for special scientific research on it.

According to the card indexes, 63 copies of this work are kept in the Main Fund.
Most of them were written in the 19th century. In addition, the Dublet Foundation
also has at least 60 copies of it. More than 10 copies of the work can be found in the
Hamid Suleiman Foundation. The author's name is given in the manuscripts in the
form of Mirzo Zahid, Zahid, Zahidi, Mulla Zahid, Mawlana Zahid. Information about
him is almost non-existent in the sources. Experts who created a brief scientific
description of the manuscripts of the Dublet Foundation noted that the author of
«Nazm al-Qawaid» was Mirza Zahid Hirawi, who died in 1690°. He was
Muhammad Zahid ibn Muhammad Aslam al-Harawi, one of the leading scholars of
the time. Because he worked as a muhtasib in Kabul, the words Mir and Mirza were
used with his name. He is also known for his commentaries on such famous works on
theology as «Al-Shamsiya», «Al-Mawagqif», and «Tahzib al-Mantig». Lithographs of
these comments were published several times®. Sources also say that he wrote a
work entitled «Risala tasdir at-tasawwur wa-t-tasdik»®. In the course of research, it
was found that this work became more famous in Khorasan, rather than in
Mowarounnahr.

Another source on the science of Tajweed is called «Qawaid al-Qur'an». The
author of the work is a 16th century scholar Yormuhammad ibn Khudoydod
Samarkandi. There are about 15 copies of this book which is dedicated to the
Shaybani ruler Ubaydullah Khan. Scholars living in Turkestan in the XIX-XX
centuries used «Qawaid al-Qur'an» as the main source in the creation of treatises on

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Tajweed. In particular, the chapter «Ashal at-Tajweed» written by Mir Ziya Jizahi
and published in Samarkand in 1913, entitled «The statement of Reading by
Following the Letters» is exactly the same as the chapter «Dar bayoni rioyat kardani
huruf» of «Qawaid al-Qur'an» can be seen.

It is known that the works «ad-Durrat al-farida» and «Anis al-qurro» were
written by a scholar from Bukhara known as Hafiz Kalon. The author is one of the
scholars who carried out scientific work in Bukhara during the reign of
Ubaydullakhan®.

Another work by Hafizi Kalon, which is kept in the manuscripts fund of the
Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Uzbekistan under number 452945, is called
«Anis al-qurro». Its manuscript was written in 1521 and may also be an autograph.

Muhammad Sadiq ibn Abdulbagi Fergani, a Fergana scholar who created under
the pseudonym Sidqi, wrote a book entitled Riyaz al-Abrarin 1591. The 41-page
manuscript is a unique Persian source on the science of reciting the Qur'an®.

A number of manuscript collections around the world contain many manuscript
sources created by Movarounnahr scholars, which have not been put into scientific
circulation and whose descriptions have not been created. Among them, the works of
Islamic sciences, in particular, the science of Tajweed, are of special interest. The
Tajweed works created in Movarounnahr and which have come down to us are
mainly 16th century sources. By the 19th century, a number of short treatises had
been written on the subject, especially poetry and prose in Persian and Turkic,
intended for beginners to the science of Tajweed. In the early twentieth century, more
than a dozen of these works were published in lithography. At the same time, it
should be noted that the life and scientific activity of the authors of these books, the
specific features of their works have not yet been studied on a scientific basis. Their
study is of great practical importance in the process of filling in some of the still
unopened pages of the history of the science in Central Asia and its center, ancient
Turkestan - Uzbekistan. By studying these works, one can get a full picture of the
invaluable contributions of our ancestors to Islamic civilization.

The second chapter of the dissertation is entitled «The role of Tajweed and
Qiraat in the Religious and Enlightenment Environment of Turkestan in the late
XIX - early XX Centuries» The first paragraph of this chapter, entitled
«Development of the science of Tajweed in Turkestan in the late XIX - early XX
Centuries» provides a scientific analysis of the peculiarities of the development of
Tajweed in the area during the named period.

In the 19th century, Central Asia was ruled by three khanates. During this
period, the Kungrad dynasty in the Khiva khanate, the Minglar dynasty in the Kokand
khanate, and the Mangit dynasty in the Bukhara emirate came to power. The reforms
carried out by the enlightened khans and emirs in the cultural and enlightenment
spheres have led to a positive attitude towards science and scientists. National revival
and positive changes began to be felt in almost all areas. Especially in the Muslim
society, the Qur'an and the sciences related to it had a special place, and the activity
of the reciters (garis) and garikhanas (reciting schools) improved significantly under

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the supervision ofthe rulers.

Munis Khorezmi (1778-1829) mentions Muhammad Amin, the founder of the
Kungrad dynasty, and describes him as «He was generous in reverence and
glorification of the ulama and fuzala (the scholars and educated).»®® Regarding
Muhammad Rahim | (1806-1825), he says, «Reaching his adolescence and
discernment of right and wrong he developed knowledge and was inclined to a close
relationship of religion and science.®’” In addition, it is said in «Firdavs al-lgbal» That
Muhammad Rahimkhan | paid special attention to the science of recitation, including
personally examining the recitation of students, taught the science of Tajweed in the
palace mosque, in general, giraat and tajweedwere given a state importance.®

In the late 18th and early 19th centuries, the Bukhara Emirate was ruled by Amir
Shah Murad (1785-1800), known by his penname Masum (Innocent). He was
educated in a madrasah in his youtt and memorized the Qur'an completely.®® He was
well acquainted with the famous work «Shotibi belonging to «Ten Qiraats». Sources
mention that Haydar (1800-1826), one of the rulers of Bukhara, was one of the qgaris
who memorized the Qur'an in full. In particular, in the work «Gulshani Muluk» it is
stated:
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«He loved people, was wise, pure, pious, a memorizer of Kalamullah (the
Qur’an). He taught four hundred mullahs (students of Qur’an) every day, in addition
to his royal duties. «’® The fact that the rulers were personally engaged in the sciences
of recitation and tajweed shows that there was a high interest in these sciences in the
region.

The second paragraph of this chapter, entitled «The life and scientific activity of
scholars engaged in the science of reading in the late XIX - early XX centuries»
analyzes the activities of scientists in the field in this area.

Polotjon Domulla Kayumov's (1885-1964) work «Tazkirai Qayyumiy» tells
about a number of creative poets, their life and scientific activity, and gives examples
of his poems.” The information given in the book tells us that the poets also took an
active part in the social life of their time.

Polatjon Domulla Qayyumov said, «A person who learns the science of reciting
the Qur'an is called a qgari,» and gave his idea who should be given the title of
«qari».” Elsewhere, it is mentioned that a person who learns the Qur'an from a
master with tajweed is called a gari.” According to him «gari» meant not only one
who memorized the Qur'an, but also the one who was aware of the science of
recitation and followed it. Among the poets and writers whose names are mentioned
in Tazkirai Qayyumi, some qaris were paid special attention. In particular, most of

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them were from the Fergana Valley, and the rest are from other regions of
Uzbekistan.

This section of the dissertation summarizes and analyzes information about the
poets whose names appear in a number of treatises and manuscripts.

The third paragraph of the second chapter is entitled «Comparative Analysis of
Local Styles and Approaches Formed in the Region». It discusses the methods of
memorizing the Qur'an and the specific approaches of the reciters in this regard. At
the same time, it was found out from primary sources of this section that in the XIX
and early XX centuries in the madrasahs of Bukhara the work «Shotibiy» was taught
as the main guidebook. The peculiarities of the licenses issued to students in the
Central Asian universities operating until the beginning of the XX century were
analyzed. The methods and approaches of the reciters of the region in the science of
recitation, in particular, their special study of such issues as pausing between verses -
«wagf and ibtido», «zallat al-gari» were highlighted on the basis of the sources.

The third chapter of the dissertation, entitled «Comparative Study of Sources on
the Science of Tajweed Created in Turkestan in the late X1X - early XX centuries»,is
devoted to the codicologic features of the sources created during this period, their
scientific significance.

The first paragraph of this chapter is entitled «Sources on the Science of
Tajweed Written in Turkestan in the late XIX - early XX Centuries and their
Codicological Description.» It contains information about the writer Akmalkhan Tora
Tashkendi, who lived in Tashkent in the XIX century and wrote in Arabic, Persian
and Turkic languages. After all, his life and scientific activity, in particular his
contribution to the field of poetry, his scientific legacy has not yet been fully
explored. Therefore, in this paragraph it was considered necessary to provide detailed
information about him, about his manzuma called «Tajwid umm al-Kitab».

A number of books on the science of Tajweed have been written in Turkestan,
most of which have been published in lithographs in large numbers. Akmalkhan Tora
Tashkendi's poem «Tajvid umm al-Kitab» is one of such works. This work, dedicated
to the rules of Tajweed of Sura-i-al-Fatiha, was published in 1895 in Tashkent and
Bukhara together with the book «al-Mugaddima al-Jazariya». It should be noted that
this work consists of 24 beits written in Arabic, the first and second bytes are
sermons, the third beit is the introductory part, the fourth and twenty-third beits are
the main part, and the twenty-fourth beit is the conclusion.

The works of Domla Sayfullah ugli Abdunnosir (Tuhfat at-Talibin), Hafiz
Abdullah (Margub al-qgari), Ismail qori Bukhari (Qawaid al-giraat), who lived and
worked in the period mentioned in this paragraph, have also been scientifically
analyzed. At the same time, it should be noted that it has studied a number of
unexplored sources on the science of tajweed, created in the XIX century. In
particular, some information about the poem «Tajweed umm al-Kitab» written by
Akmalkhan Tora Tashkendi in Arabic has not been yet known to the scientific
community.

The second paragraph of this chapter, entitled «Comparative analysis of works
on the science of Tajweed in the late XIX - early XX centuries» is devoted to the
comparative analysis of lithographic sources.
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At the end of the XIX - beginning of the XX century the first national printing
centers appeared in the Turkestan region. Thisled to the spread of works on the
sciences of recitation and tajweed, along with other books. One of the books of
tajweed created in the early twentieth century, «\Vozih at-tajweed» was published in
1903 in the printing house named after I1I’in in Tashkent. This source was created by
one of the prominent scholars of the time, Abdulvahid Qori Tashkendi (1855-1937).
He is the calligrapher and publisher of three national reprints of the Qur'an, known as
Abdulwahid in his time.

«Wazih at-Tajweed» is a 122-beit poem, and the author published the year of its
writing in alphabetical order by the title of the work. This corresponds to 1321 AH.
The author writes: «I asked the Master of Mind about the year the work was written.
This is determined by the name of Wazih at-Tajwid». He said, «I finished these rules
in Turkicin verse. Students will understand it easily», he said. The author's statement
that «This work, entitled «Wazih at-Tajweed», was in fact translated from the books
of Tajweed in Arabic and Persian», indicates that Arabic and Persian sources were
widely used in the writing of this poem.

Abdurrahim Qurro Torobi is another scholar who lived and worked in the late
19th and early 20th centuries. Information about his life and activities is almost non-
existent in the modern scientific literature, and rare in sources. Information about him
can be found mainly in the works of Muhammad Sharif Sadri Zia Bukhari (1865-
1932). Abdurahim Qurro Torobi was born in the Khayrabad district of Bukhara and
served as an imam in the Ark mosque during the reigns of Amir Muzaffar, Amir
Abdullah and Amir Alimkhan. At the same time, Jafar Khoja also served as the
librarian of the madrasa library. Because he worked in the ark, the children of princes
and officials learned from him the science of calligraphy and tajweed. Since he knew
the Qur'an completely and perfectly by heart, he also took on a responsible task, such
as guiding the reciters in the territory of the khanate. Sadri Ziyo described him as
«the scribe of the Qur'an and the teacher of the students of Bukhara Tajweed.»

Abdurahim Qurro Torobiwas a famous calligrapher of his time, and according to
Sadri Ziya, he wrote 250 copies of the Qur'an, and almost the same amount
ofhaftiyak book «Dalail al-Khairat» and a collection of prayers and supplications.
This shows that he was a skilled calligrapher in copying books written in Naskh
script.”* It is also known that he wrote a work on the «wagfs» of the Qur'an, entitled
Hujjat al-Wagifin. In the science of Tajweed, the «waqfs» of the Qur'an represent the
rules of pausing between verses or within them. In the above-mentioned work, the
places of «waqf» of each verse are mentioned one by one, and its levels are
determined using special letters used in the science of tajweed.

During this period, a well-known enlightener, scholar, a representative of the
Tashkent dynasty of reciters Alimkhan ibn Musakhan Tashkendy wrote a book of
poetry and prose, consisting of two parts on the rules of reading the Qur’an. This
work was published in 1903 at the II’in Printing House in Tashkent. It is clear from
this that although it was called «Olimiya», in fact the title of the book was «Fath at-
tajweed». However, this title does not appear anywhere in the booklet. Perhaps it is

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the name given by the publisher of the pamphlet.”>One manuscript copy of this work
Is kept in the Manuscripts Fund of the Academy of Sciences of the Republic of
Uzbekistan. In this copy, the title of the work is given as «Tajweedi Olimiya».”

There is almost no information about Alimkhan ibn MusahanTashkendy in the
sources. The above copy states that he wrote «Olimiya» on the fifth day of the month
of Safar, 1321 AH, and that it consists of 190 beits.”” This date falls on May 31, 1903
AD. This means that the year the author finished writing it, he managed to publish it
at the II’in Printing Center in Tashkent. The copy kept in the Manuscripts Fund of the
Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Uzbekistan was published much later, on
July 7, 1939. On page 01a of this work the following is inscribed: This book from my
uncle Mirza Abdullah, one of the sons of Alouddin Makhzum, belongs to Nodirkhan.
«Tajvidi Olimiya», 1939, 07.07. This indicates that the calligrapher's name might
have been Mirza Abdullah.

In this section, the work of the well-known Jadid enlightener Siddiqi Ajzi (1864-
1927) on the science of Tajweed, entitled «Tajweed al-Qur'an al-Majid», has also
been studied on a scientific basis for the first time.

The third paragraph, entitled «Peculiarities of the Description of the Rules of
Tajweed in the Sources of Recitation in Turkestan» analyzes the curricula and books
of recitation and tajweed, their structure, the method of narration of the rules of
tajweed.

The peculiarity of the textbooks on the science of tajweed created during this
period is reflected in the fact that they were designed in the form of questions and
answers for beginners. Tajweed books written in Turkestan werepubllshed in large
numbers and were widespread among the people. « (= X e (alp 23305 Jaadl
u\)sl\\)m» This shows that along with the intelligentsia, the common people were also
actively engaged in the science of tajweed. In fact, some sources on the science of
tajweed mention a fatwa stating, «It is obligatory for everyone who recites the Qur'an
to perform tajweed».

Mir Ziya Jizahi's book «Ashal at-tajweed» was published in 1913 in Samarkand.
A manuscript copy of this work is kept in the Manuscripts Fund of the Institute of
Oriental Studies of the Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Uzbekistan under
number 9698. o

On the title page of the work « «3ksii Oal Ji55 (Recite the Qur'an with «tartil»!
(piece by piece) (Muzzammil, 4) and the Hadith « i) (s sazia | 51l 43) 53 () &) e (1a
- «If anyone interprets the Qur'an according to his own opinion, in hell his place will
be prepared» are written.

And on the front page of «Muntakhab at-Tajweed» « 5 fake ubﬂ\ a3 G 04
PO EY Oal Slag 5kl M}s;.’ u}m\.ﬂ\ u\)sl\ dlasd u\)sl\ 36) s o.l\_ud\ M\(The best of you
are those who learn and who teach the Qur’an. The very best of prayer is reciting the
Qur'an. Those who memorize the Qur'an and follow its teaching and carry it duly in
words and deeds are the people of Allah and His special servants.

Studying the scientific heritage of the ancestors in the science of tajweed is an
Important task today. Indeed, the study of the science of tajweed is a necessary

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practice for every reader of the Qur'an in order to avoid mistakes that may distort the
content of the holy Qur'an.
CONCLUSION

1. Qaris — specialist in the science of recitation appeared in the early Islamic
period. Indeed. The Qur'an was revealed in seven letters and read in this way. The
concept of ‘seven letters’, which signifies the diversity of types of recitation (giraat),
emerged during this period. It was based on popular dialects of the Arabicanguage.
This shows that the sciences of giraat and tajweed originated in the time of the
Sahabas (companions). In the course of time, as these sciences developed, the types
of «seven readings», «ten readings» and «fourteen readings» were formed. The
scholars of recitation and tajweed not only passed on their knowledge to the next
generation on the basis of the teacher-disciple tradition, but also left a great scientific
legacy in the form of books. During the period of the end of the 19th century and the
beginning of the 20th century, a number of important works on the sciences of
recitation and tajweed were created in the Turkestan region, most of which served as
the main guide for the works written during this period.

2. There are many manuscripts of Maworaunnahr scholars in the world's
manuscript funds, which have not yet been studied and their scientific descriptions
have not been created. Sources related to the Islamic sciences, especially the science
of Tajweed, are also an important part of this heritage. Tajweed books which have
survived to the present days, were mainly written in the region in the 16th century.
By the 19th century, short treatises, poetry and prose books in Persian and Turkic
began to be written on the subject. As a result of public awareness and the idea of
developing the national language by Jadid thinkers, the tradition of writing books in
Turkic and Persian, not in Arabic, was formed during this period. In the early
twentieth century, more than a dozen of them were published in lithography.
However, the life and work of their authors, the peculiarities of the books have not
yet been fully explored. Their scientific study plays an important role in the study of
some aspects of the history of Uzbekistan. In particular, it allows us to get a full
picture of the invaluable contributions of our ancestors to Islamic civilization.

3. It is impossible to imagine a Muslim society without the Qur’an and related
sciences. As a positive attitude of local rulers towards the Qur'an and its sciences,
attention to garisas well as their work increased. During the research it was found out
that the rulers of Khiva khanate and Bukhara emirate were personally engaged in the
sciences of giraat and tajweed.

4. The reciters and specialists in the science of recitation were mainly reared in
reciting schools (garihanas). At the same time, there were «shatibiykhona»
specializing in the special study of Imam Shatibi's work «Shatibi». During the
research, on the basis of primary sources, the names of such scholars as Atoullah
Khoja Alam Bukhari and Domla Fakhriddin Bukhari, who taught students at this
school in Bukhara, were identified. It was revealed on the basis of scientific evidence
that the regional education system had educational institutions specializing in the
study of individual books.

5. In the works of Polatjon Domulla Qayyumov «Tazkirai Qayyumiy» and other
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scientists who lived and worked in the early twentieth century, the names of a number
of poets are mentioned; valuable information about their life and work is given;
examples of their poems are given. This shows that the gariswere also active in social
life. In particular, the book «Tazkirai Qayyumiy» lists 14 such reciters.

6. The study of the sciences of recitation and tajweed, specific methods of
memorizing the Qur'an were developed in the region. The study focused on these
methods of memorizing the Qur'an, the importance of Qur'anic teachers in this
regard, and the history of the Qur'an. Some teacher qoris had permission documents,
which has increased the level of reliability and accuracy of the science of recitation
and had a great impact on their enjoying public respect and esteem. During the study,
the manuscripts of the licenses issued by Mullo Mute'ullah Hanafi and Abdulkadir
Qashgari were identified and analyzed.

7. Books on the sciences of recitation and tajweed created in Turkestan in the
late XIX - early XX centuries served as the main source for works written during this
period. In particular, it was found that the work of the 16th century scholar
Yormuhammad Samarkandi «Qawaid al-Qur'an» kept in the Main Fund of the
Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Uzbekistan was the source for the book
«Ashal at-tajweed» written in the XIX century. At the same time, it was revealed that
the author of «Qawaid al-Qur'an» was Muhammad Zahid Hirawi, the work was
written not in the XIX century, but in 1101/1690, and in the early twentieth century it
was translated into Turkic under the name «Manzumat al-Qawaid».

8. By the 19th century, a number of short treatises, in particular, poetry and
prose in Persian and Turkic, were created. In the early twentieth century, more than a
dozen of them were published in lithography. The study includes «Tajwid Umm al-
Kitab», «Tajwid al-Qur'an al-Majid», «Ashal at-Tajvid», «Tashil at-Tajvid»,
«Muntahab at-Tajvid», «Margub al-Qari». and the peculiarities of works such as
Wazih at-Tajweed, the life and scientific activity of their authors.

Based on the results and conclusions of the research, the following
suggestions and recommendations were made:

Taking into consideration the fact that seven types of recitation developed in the
Middle Ages in Movarounnahr and many Tajweed scholars were reared in the region,
it would be a good idea to publish a monograph entitled "The Science of Qiraat and
Tajweed in Movarounnahr".

On the basis of books written in the late X1X - early XX centuries, it would be
good to improve the educational and normative documents - curricula and programs,
teaching materials of religious educational institutions on the sciences of the Qur'an,
to add to the program the topic "Science of Qiraat in Movarounnahr."

It would be a good idea to create a scientific-annotated catalog of pamphlets on
the science of Tajweed and recitation kept in the library of the Institute of Oriental
Studies named after Abu Rayhon Beruni, the International Islamic Academy of
Uzbekistan, the Treasury of Sources, the Office of Muslims of Uzbekistan.
