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INTRODUCTION (Abstract of the PhD dissertation)

The actuality of the dissertation subject. Hajj; has a special place in the
history of scientific and cultural ties between the Muslim peoples of the world.
Although the Hajj pilgrimage has common procedures for all Muslims, there have
been regional features of its organization throughout history. The organization of
pilgrimages in Central Asia in the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries and
during the years of Soviet rule, despite the impact of various political changes,
played a unique role in the socio-economic, scientific and cultural life of Muslims
in the region. In this regard, at a time when the process of integration of the
world’s nations is in full swing, it is important to study the religious, social and
political processes of the past on the basis of scientific and just principles.

A number of scientific centers and universities around the world are
conducting specific research on the history of the pilgrimage of Muslim peoples,
and the organization of pilgrimages in different regions. It is essential to point out
that, while research in Russia focuses on the regulation of pilgrimage in the
Russian Empire in the late 19th and early 20th centuries, research in Europe
focuses on the history of political processes related to the organization of
pilgrimage. In this regard, the history of pilgrimages in the late 19" — 80s of the
20" century, the activities of the pilgrimage routes, takiyas’ (takiyas — served as a
hotel and caravanserai for pilgrims on the pilgrimage routes) activities, the fact that
the history of the political and social processes associated with the organization of
pilgrimages in Central Asia during these years of Soviet rule varies from other
periods allows for its extensive study.

As a result of the reforms carried out in Uzbekistan in recent years in the field
of religion, there is a wider opportunity for an objective assessment of historical
processes, including that there are more chances to study Islam and its history. As
a result, historians and Islamic scholars have studied some aspects of the attitude
towards Islam in the Russian Empire and the Soviet era. In this sense, the study of
the history and evolution of pilgrimage, which has a special place in the history of
Islam and the religious life of the peoples of Central Asia, is of great importance.
The quota for Hajj and Umrah pilgrims has been increased in Uzbekistan over the
past four years: "During the communist regime of seventy years, only 130 people
from Uzbekistan performed the Hajj, but today every year more than five thousand
Uzbeks achieve their noble dream and perform Muslim duty"!. In this regard, the
study of these issues justifies the relevance of the topic, the need for a fair
understanding of the scale of achievements, an objective assessment of it and the
definition of future prospects.

This dissertation research serves to a certain extent in the implementation of
the tasks set out in the Decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated
April 16, 2018 No. DP-5416 "On measures to radically improve the activities of
the religious and enlightenment sphere", May 24, 2017 No. RP-2995, Resolutions

The Relevance of the research to the priorities of the development of
science and technology of the Republic of Uzbekistan. The dissertation is
carried out in accordance with the priority direction of the development of science
and technology of the republic I. "Formation of a system of innovative ideas and
ways to implement them in the social, legal, economic, cultural, spiritual and
educational development of an informed society and democratic state".

Level of study of the problem. Based on a systematic analysis of the
scientific literature, the research of the authors who studied the problem can be
periodically divided into three main groups:

In the literature of the first group, the pilgrimage of Turkestan Muslims
during the reign of the Russian Empire and the Turkestan-Hijaz> Hajj pilgrimage
routes are analyzed from the territorial-statistical point of view?.

The second group of literature was created during the Soviet era, and most
of the study in the 1920s and 1980s was atheistic in nature. They mainly provide
information on the religious policy, religious customs and traditions of the Russian
Empire and the Soviet government, and partially there was data about the
pilgrimages of Central Asian Muslims *,

The third group that includes foreign research, including Russian researchers
V.Litvinov,  A.Sibgatullina, R.A.Silantev, L.A.Koroleva, A.A.Korolev,
V.Akhmadullin, V.Yakupov, S.Borozdin, M.Fedotkin’s investigations provide
information about the pilgrimage of Muslims of Uzbekistan in the late 19" and 20
centuries. Also, Western scholars such as Daniel Brover, Nile Green, Elien Kane,
R.D.Mc Chesney have conducted research considering the pilgrimage routes of
Central Asian Muslims. The French scholar Thierry Zarkone explored Central
Asian Sufis and their pilgrimages and mainly focused on a mystical point of view
in his research. N.Norihiro, a Japanese scholar, provides valuable information on
the geopolitics of the colonial countries and the work of Asian Muslims on the
pilgrimage. Among Arab scholars Majid bin Abdulaziz al-Turki, focuses on the
history and processes of political relations between the governments of Russia and
Saudi Arabia. From the scientists of the Commonwealth of Independent States

such scholars as B.Kasimov, Sh.Yusupov, H.Umurov, Z.Yunuszoda, H.Djalilova,
Sh.Ziyodov, and Sh.Tosheva. Sh.Kamoliddinov's has researched takiyas on the
pilgrimage routes, in particular, Uzbek takiyas in Turkey and Palestine and their
activities were studied in his scientific works. A. Salmonov studied the religious
policy of the Soviets in Uzbekistan in 1917-1950 and the activities of religious
organizations®.

It should be noted that the issues related to the pilgrimage of Central Asian
Muslims from the late 19" century to the 80s of the 20th century, the activities of
takiyas on the roads, the organization of pilgrimages during the years of Soviet rule
have not been studied in a complex way. This scientific problem is considered as
one of the most significant issues that needs to be resolved. This problem is studied
not only in history, but also in the fields of Islamic history, political science,
religion, sociology, international relations, and through its interdisciplinary study it
is supplemented by a scientific work on the peculiarities of the organization of
pilgrimages in Central Asia in the late 19" — 80s of the 20™ centuries.

The relevance of the topic of the dissertation to the research work of the
higher education institution where the research was conducted. The
dissertation was completed at the International Islamic Academy of Uzbekistan A-
1-051 — "Problems of Islamic studies in the framework of a scientific project on the
formation of a healthy faith in the younger generation on the basis of primary
sources and a systematic analysis of the religious and enlightenment heritage of
our ancestors."

The purpose of the research is to reveal the peculiarities of the
organization of pilgrimages in Central Asia.

Empire in the late 19" - 80s of the 20™ centuries;

analysis of the stages and causes of changes in the Central Asian-Hijaz
pilgrimage routes and directions in the late 19™ - 80s of the 20" centuries;

a special study of the organization of pilgrimages during the end of the 19
and the beginning of the 20™ centuries and its economic aspects, medical and
epidemiological measures, as well as the activities of takiyas dedicated to
Turkestan pilgrims on the pilgrimage routes;

hajj pilgrimages of Central Asian Muslims in the early years of the Soviet
era, revealing the content of the political processes associated with the
government's ban on Hajj;

to depict the changes in the organization of pilgrimages for Central Asian
Muslims in the second half of the twentieth century, and to make suggestions and
recommendations, showing the role of travel in the relations of the Spiritual
Administration of the Muslims of Central Asia and Kazakhstan with the Muslim
world.

The object of the research is selected as the organization of pilgrimages in
Central Asia.

The subject of the research is the changes and peculiarities in the
organization of pilgrimages during the years of the Russian Empire and Soviet
rule, as well as issues related to the pilgrimage routes and services to pilgrims.

Research methods. The dissertation uses a complex approach, historical,
logical, interdisciplinary and gender approach to scientific knowledge, interview,
comparative and statistical analysis.

The scientific novelty of the research is:

in addition to being a means of pilgrimage from Central Asia to Mecca and
Medina, it was found that the sale of local silk products by pilgrims and the
organization of scientific exchanges between scholars had a direct impact on the
strengthening of trade, cultural and educational ties between Muslim nations;

it was found that in 1908-1909 a businessman from Tashkent Saidgani
Saidazimbaev developed and implemented a new project of safe pilgrimage for the
first time with favorable conditions in order to solve the problems of road, food
and health services of Central Asian pilgrims during the pilgrimage;

in Istanbul, Bursa, Adana, Antakiya, Aleppo, Baghdad, Jerusalem, Cairo,
Jeddah, Mecca and Madinah, 43 takiyas were identified for pilgrims at the expense
of the Central Asian foundations, and it has been proved that they served not only
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as a peculiar guest house, but also as a place of material and spiritual assistance to
pilgrims from Turkestan;

the leadership of the Spiritual Administration of the Muslims of Central Asia
and Kazakhstan (o= 4e il i olilkdlas (line) )8 5 Ll U,40) took an active
diplomatic initiative because of the Soviet Union's lack of official ties with Saudi
Arabia and international Muslim organizations, and in agreement with Saudi
Arabia, the Organization of the Islamic World and the Organization of the Islamic
Conference, has proven to have successfully resolved the visa, customs and hotel
issues faced by Soviet Muslims during the Hajj.

The practical results of the research are as follows:

the influence and importance of pilgrimages in the enlightenment movement
and the process of renewal in Turkestan in the late 19" and early 20™ centuries are
highlighted;

the pilgrimage routes used by the Muslims of Central Asia in the late 19™
and early 20" centuries, the formation and development of new routes, and the
process of reform were considered in historical terms;

takiyas that were established for pilgrims from Turkestan at the end of the
19 century and the beginning of the 20™ century, were identified, and their current
significance as Uzbek heritage abroad was highlighted;

the role and importance of Hajj in the relations of the Spiritual
Administration of the Muslims of Central Asia and Kazakhstan with the Muslim
world in the fields of science, education and culture have been studied on the basis
of concrete facts.

Reliability of the research results. Dissertation is confirmed by the fact that
it is based on primary sources, documents and periodicals such as Manuscripts and
lithographs of the Institute of Oriental Studies named after Abu Rayhan Beruni of
the Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Uzbekistan on the pilgrimage of
Central Asian Muslims in the late 19" - early 20" centuries, National Archives of
Uzbekistan and the Ottoman State Archives under the President of the Republic of
Turkey’.

The scientific and practical significance of the results of the dissertation.
The research is of scientific significance as it serves as a source for promising
research on cultural heritage, the Uzbek people, history of statehood, Islamic
history and source studies.

The results of the research are used in research on "Islamic history and
source studies", "History of Uzbekistan", "Islamic studies", in popular science
pamphlets and lectures on special courses for universities, in the preparation of
curricula and bibliographic collections of foreign cultural heritage of Uzbekistan,
catalogs, book-albums determine the practical significance of the dissertation.

Implementation of research results. Based on the results of the study of
the peculiarities of the organization of pilgrimages in Central Asia in the late 19" —

Republic of Uzbekistan No. 6249 of December 10, 2020). As a result, the
application of these scientific findings served to shape the perception of the public,
especially the youth, about the limitations of religious traditions during the Soviet
era;

Scientific and theoretical conclusions on the successful solution of problems
concerning that the leadership of the Spiritual Administration of the Muslims of
Central Asia and Kazakhstan (s 4 )83b by s lilabua glive) 3@ 5 Ll U, 5l) took an
active diplomatic initiative because of the Soviet Union's lack of official ties with
Saudi Arabia and international Muslim organizations, and in agreement with Saudi
Arabia, the Organization of the Islamic World and the Organization of the Islamic
Conference, has proven to have successfully resolved the visa, customs and hotel
issues faced by Soviet Muslims during the Hajj are embeddened in the Hajj award
prepared by Imam Bukhari International Research Center “Mabrur is a paradise”
and included in the content of the book-album “Uzbekistan is a Forgiving Land”
prepared on the basis of an order (Act No. 02/353 of December 4, 2020 of the
Imam Bukhari International Research Center of the Republic of Uzbekistan). As a
result, there is an opportunity to introduce the role and importance of pilgrimage in
our recent history to the public;

Information and scientific conclusions on the property of the foundation,
established by the Central Asians in Mecca and Medina for the pilgrims, were used
in the preparation of an annotated catalog of documents in the fund 1-323, called
"Collection of foundation documents." Moreover, data and scientific conclusions
of safe pilgrimage with favorable conditions in order to solve the problems of road,
food and medical services of Central Asian pilgrims during the pilgrimage, were
used in the preparation of expositions of the Museum of the National Archives of
Uzbekistan (Reference No. 01-26 / 489 of the National Archive of Uzbekistan
dated December 4, 2020). As a result, this catalog plays an important practical role
in maintaining and providing users with unique archival documents on the history
of Central Asia, stored in the National Archive Fund. In the future it is planned to
place the electronic form of this catalog on the site of the archive;

Founded in the past centuries in Istanbul, Bursa, Adana, Antakiya, Aleppo,
Baghdad, Jerusalem, Cairo, Jeddah, Mecca and Madinah at the expense of the
Central Asian foundations, Scientific and theoretical conclusions that it was also an
important tool in diplomatic relations between the Ottoman Empire were used in
the preparation of the script for the program "Taqdimot" (Presentation) on the TV
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channel "History of Uzbekistan"(Reference of the National Television and Radio
Company of Uzbekistan No. 02-40-1264 dated December 7, 2020). As a result, it
has served to awaken in young people the study of the material and spiritual
heritage of their ancestors, and understanding of national identity, and a sense of
national pride.

The approbation of research results. The results of this research were
discussed at 4 international and 3 national scientific conferences.

Publication of research results. 16 scientific papers on the research topic,
including 9 articles in scientific publications recommended for publication of the
main scientific results of dissertations of the Higher Attestation Commission of the
Republic of Uzbekistan, including 2 in foreign journals.

The structure and scope of the dissertation. The dissertation consists of an
introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a list of sources and references,
appendices. The volume of the dissertation is 144 pages.

THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

The introductory part is based on the relevance and necessity of the
dissertation topic and analyzes the level of study of the problem. There was the
connection of the research with the priorities of the development of science and
technology of the republic and the plans of research work of the higher education
institution where the dissertation was completed. Moreover, the purpose, tasks,
object, subject and methods of research are defined, scientific novelty of research
is declared, reliability, scientific and practical value of research results are
specified, practical results of research, implementation, approbation, publication
and structure and volume of dissertation are provided

The first chapter of the dissertation, entitled “Scientific and theoretical
bases of studying the history of pilgrimage of Central Asian Muslims in the
late 19™ - 80s of the 20" century” analyzes the sources of pilgrimage, the Russian
Empire's policy of Hajj in Turkestan, and the reasons for the change of routes and
directions of Hajj pilgrimage.

The problems of pilgrimage of Central Asian Muslims, and political, social,
cultural and religious relations are reflected in various sources. Research sources
can be divided into four groups:

The main sources of work for the first group are archival documents on the
subject, including materials related to pilgrimages in the National Archives of
Uzbekistan, in particular, government orders stored in the funds of the "Court of
the Governor-General of Turkestan" (Fund 1.1), "Sirdarya Regional
Administration" (Fund I.17), "Samarkand District Administration of Samarkand
Region" (Fund 1.20), "Collection of Foundation Documents" ( 1.323), Council for
Religious Affairs under the Cabinet of Ministers of the USSR (Fund R.2654).

Also, documents that belong to the Ottoman State Archives under the
President of the Republic of Turkey, “the Ottoman Ministry of Internal Affairs”
("Dahiliye Nezareti Belgeleri"), the "Chapter Higher Letters Department of
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Important Letters Office" (“Babi1 ali Evrak Odasi Sadaret Evraki Mektubi
Miihimme Kalemi fonu™) and other funds were used.

The sources of the second group contain the memories of pilgrimage and
Hajj memoirs written by Turkestan scholars and poets in the late 19" and early 20%
centuries. During the study, author addressed to almost 10 memoirs written by
Turkestan scholars and poets in the late 19" - early 20" centuries, including Mirza
Alim Mahdum Haji Tashkendi's "Dar bayoni rohi haj", Rahmatullah Qori Vozeh's
"Gharaib ul-khabar fiy ajoib us-safar", Furqat's "Haj safari hotiralari" and
Mahmudhoja Behbudi's "Sayohat hotiralari"® (“Memories of Travel”).

The main sources of work for the third group were the press materials stored
in the fund "Rare books and publications" of the National Library of Uzbekistan
named after A. Navoi. In particular, official newspapers published in Turkestan,
such as “Turkestanskie vedomosti”, “Turkiston viloyatining gazeti”, “Okraina”,
“Turkestanskiy kurer”, “Turkiston viloyatining gazeti”, “Golos pravdi”, “Sadoi
Farg’ona”, “Ishtirokiyun”, “Tarjimon”, articles, news and announcements
published in such newspapers as "Turkiston", " Qizil O’zbekiston " were analyzed,
and issues related to the pilgrimage of Central Asian Muslims during the Russian
Empire and the Soviet Union were covered.

The fourth group of sources includes information on the pilgrimage,
pilgrimage routes and medical and epidemiological measures of Turkestan
Muslims during the reign of the Russian Empire in the late 19" and early 20"
centuries’ Reports of Uzbek Muslims on the Hajj during the Soviet era'® have been
compared with archival documents and newspaper articles.

In the late 19" and the 1980s, the study of the pilgrimage of Central Asian
Muslims focused on the issue and the historical principle in assessing its socio-
political and cultural significance. In determining the methodological basis of the
dissertation, well-known source scholars theoretical conclusions were effectively
used the theoretical conclusions, in particular, the French scientist M.Blok, English
scientist A. Toynbee, Russian scientists: I[.Kovalchenko, E.Senyavskaya,
M.Chernomorsky, L.Mazur, A.Lubsky., the scientists of the republic,
S.Shadmanova, G.Jalalova!'.

The laws and regulations adopted in the first decades of the establishment of

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the Governor-General of Turkestan did not contain any rules for the pilgrimage of
the Muslims of the region. This is because, in the last quarter of the 19th century,
the whole world, especially the Middle East region, was struggling with plague. In
some circles of the imperial government, measures were taken to ban the
pilgrimage altogether. From October 12, 1876 to March 20, 1878, the pilgrimage
of Turkestan Muslims to Mecca was suspended'®. The reason for this was the war
between the Russian Empire and the Ottomans in 1877-1878. The government of
the Russian Empire also banned travel to Mecca as a punishment after the rebellion
Dukchi Eshan in 1898. In 1900, such a ban was lifted!.

The administration of the Russian Empire tried to control the Hajj as much
as possible, considering it as a key tool in the development of the ideas of Turkism
and new Islamism, which were widespread in the Islamic world in the late
nineteenth and early twentieth centuries in the minds of Turkestan Muslims. In this
regard, the experience of the first issuance of exit passports by the Russian Empire
was used to regulate and control the pilgrimage of Turkestan Muslims. In
particular, the Governor-General of Turkestan planeds to issue three types of
passports: "A", "B" and "V". Category "B" passports are issued to local Turkestans
for up to 3 years to travel abroad, namely to visit holy places abroad.

In the political and cultural relations of the Bukhara Emirate and the Khiva
Khanate with the Ottoman Empire, pilgrimages have played a special role. In
particular, in 1887, Ishaq Khan Tora, a cousin of the Khiva khan, spent a few days
in Istanbul during a pilgrimage and was officially welcomed by the Ottoman
government'®, In the late 19th and early 20th centuries, pilgrimages also played an
important role in the foreign trade relations of the Central Asian population. Until
the early twentieth century, silk and silk products brought for sale by Turkestan
pilgrims were exempted from customs duties by the Ottoman government'®,

From the end of the 19" century to the beginning of the 20™ century, Central
Asian Muslims mainly used the following three ways:

a) Iranian crossings. By the end of the 19th century, the land route was rarely
used by Central Asian pilgrim caravans. Sources from the period say that the route
through Iran and Baghdad was largely retired by Central Asian Shiites. They went
to Mecca and Medina through Bukhara, Charjou, Merv, Sarakhs, Mashhad,
Tehran, Qom, Kermanshah, Baghdad, Kazimayn, Kufa, and Damascus.

b) Turkestan-Istanbul-Hijaz checkpoint. In the late 19" and early 20®
centuries, pilgrims from Turkestan first traveled by rail to Krasnovodsk, to the
shores of the Caspian Sea, in the streamer through the sea, from there it was
possible to travel by train to Rostov !° Rostov and Odessa, or from Tashkent to
Tula and from there to Odessa as a result of the construction of a new Turkestan
railway starting from Tashkent. From Odessa to Istanbul, the Central Asians used
three routes to Mecca: The first is Istanbul, Bursa, Izmir, the Mediterranean Islands

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Cairo, the Red Sea, Jeddah, Mecca and Medina. Some pilgrims also visited
Jerusalem before going to Hijaz; the second went to Istanbul, the Aegean Sea, the
Mediterrancan, Alexandria, Cairo, the Red Sea, Yanbu, Jeddah, Mecca; the third,
starting from Istanbul, Izmir, the Mediterranean islands (Rhodes and Cyprus),
Beirut, Jaffa and Damascus, and reaching Madinah by the Hijaz railway, passing
through the cities of Amman, Ma'an, Tabuk, and Madoin. The southern, northern,
and land routes of pilgrimage connecting Central Asia to the Hijaz served as an
important tool in the relations of the people of the region with Afghanistan, Iran,
India, and the Ottoman Sultanate.

c) The sea route from Turkestan through Afghanistan, India and the Indian
Ocean. Pilgrims on horseback from Bukhara or Samarkand via Charjou to Mazar-i-
Sharif, Tashkurgan, Chorikor, Kabul, Ghazni, Kandahar, and Quetta took a
passenger train from Quetta to the port of Karachi. From Karachi they traveled by
steamboat to Bombay via the Indian Ocean, the Red Sea to Jeddah and from there
to Mecca. This southern road through Afghanistan was relatively cheap compared
to other roads, and was convenient because the large cities along the road were
relatively scarce.

The southern, northern, and land routes of pilgrimage connecting Central
Asia to the Hijaz served as an important tool in the relations of the people of the
region with Afghanistan, Iran, India, and the Ottoman Empire.

The second chapter of the dissertation, entitled "Organizational issues of
pilgrimage in the late 19th - early 20th centuries and the role of takiyas in this
process', deals with the organization of the pilgrimage of Central Asian Muslims
and medical and epidemiological measures, as well as the activities of Turkestan
takiyas and foundations. .

Though the Emirate of Bukhara and the Governor-General of Turkestan
established the practice of issuing passports abroad in the late 19" and early 20
centuries, most pilgrims crossed the border on undocumented, uncontrolled Hajj
routes from Afghanistan and India, but also from the Black Sea and Mediterranean
routes. However, the pilgrims faced many difficulties on these roads without
documents. In particular, in 1895, the Turkestan press published a report on behalf
of a group of pilgrims from Andijan, Margilan and Kokand, and according to the
report, the pilgrims arrived in Jeddah via Afghanistan and India in five months
with various difficulties because they could not get their passports abroad. On the
way back, they asked for a passport from the Russian Consulate in Jeddah to go
through Istanbul, but there was no positive result'®. . Such cases were more
common among pilgrims in the Governor-General of Turkestan than in the
Bukhara and Khiva khanates. After the construction of the Tashkent-Samara
railway, it has become easier for many pilgrims to visit. From Tashkent to Odessa,
pilgrims were transported in separate carriages without stopping. Three times a
week from Tashkent, 2 second-class wagons from Samara every day, in addition,
about a thousand third-class wagons took Muslims to Odessa, 60% of these
wagons departed from Tashkent, 20% from Samara, and the rest from Kabulsay,

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Turkestan, Orenburg and Penza!”. . 1, 2, 3 class carriages of the mail train arrived
in Odessa in 8.5 days, 12 days in the 4 class carriages of the freight train'®. Except
travel and shelter problems the pilgrims from Tashkent to Istanbul faced food
trouble as well. In order to overcome these problems, in the early twentieth century
in the organization of pilgrimages of Turkestan Muslims organized a pilgrimage
designed in accordance with the rules of Islam which was established by local
entrepreneurs S. Saidazimbaev. The agency headed by Saidazimbaev also opened a
small station for Muslims at Tashkent station'”. A “chayxana” (teahouse), a
medical examination department at the Tashkent railway station, and in Odessa a
pharmacy, shops, restaurants, and a caravanserai (hotel) that had canteens and all
comfort which was worth 75,861 rubles, were established?.

In the second quarter of the 19" century, new problems began to arise during
the Hajj season. The most dangerous of these problems was plague. According to
official sources of the Russian Empire, as a result of the plague that lasted from
May 24 to July 8, 1893 in the Hijaz, about 50,000 pilgrims fell ill. Of these, about
700 were pilgrims from the Russian Empire and the Emirate of Bukhara?!.

As a result of the sharp increase in the flow of pilgrims, in the cities on the
pilgrimage routes, at the expense of pilgrims and the Ottoman sultanate, takiyas
were built, which served as a kind of guest house or pilgrimage. These chairs
provided opportunities for passengers to relax both spiritually and physically.
Takiyas are mainly located in Istanbul, Adana, Antakiya, Bursa, Jerusalem,
Baghdad, Aleppo, Cairo, Jeddah, Mecca and Medina of the Minor Asia. These
takiyas have played an important role in history not only religiously, but also
socially and politically. In particular, the Bukhara takiya and the Uskudar Uzbek
takiya in Istanbul served as a kind of politically and diplomatically active
consulate.

In Mecca, 27 takiyas have been identified, which are intended to remain
during the observance of the pilgrimage prayers of pilgrims from Turkestan,
organized by various sponsors and rulers. Most of the takiyas, founded by the
people of Turkistan, are located in the Ajyad, Misfala neighborhoods of the city of
Mecca. In particular, there were operating takiyas that were known as Niyaz
Muhammad Samarkandi, Muhammad Zokir Bukhari®’, Akbarkhoja Tashkendi,
Mullo Mirhodi Bukhari, Parviz Namangani®® Abdulazimkhoja Andijani,
Burhaniddin Bukhari, Kosa, Maqsud Marginoni, Musa Marhiboni and Mari
Margani, famous in the Ajyod mahalla near the Masjid ul-Haram. In Misfala
neighborhood, which is a little further away from Masjid ul-Haram, than Ajyod,

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there were “Bostanu-1-Bukhariya” (“Bukhara Garden”), Azimkhoja Bukhari, Kosa
Ibrahim Andijani, Arslan Kokani takiya, Sohibnazar Namangani, Mirzo Rahim
Andijani, Muhammad Margilani, Mullo Jurabek takiya, Chust takiya, Margilan
and Kokand takiya and takiyas belonging to ones who are from Turkistan such as
Turgun ibn Amin Turkestani. Also, the takiya which was founded by the Emir of
Bukhara Sayyid Abdullah Khan in 1901 for women and men on pilgrimage from
the Emirate of Bukhara, was located in Barhatu Arab in the Shamiya district of
Mecca, and was known as "Ribatu amir ul-Bukhara" ("Rabati of the Emir of
Bukhara")?*. In addition to these foundations, it has been established that some of
the property in the cities of Turkestan has been endowed for pilgrimages in Mecca
and Medina and for needy pilgrims. Particularly, land, palaces and shops in
Bukhara and its environs have been established for pilgrims and students who are
struggling with money?.

The third chapter of the dissertation is entitled "Pilgrimages of Central Asian
Muslims in the Soviet Period". This chapter analyzes the process and reasons for
the prohibition of Hajj in 1917-1930, changes in the religious policy of the Soviet
government and the organization of Hajj, as well as the role and importance of Hajj
in the relations of Central Asian Muslims with the Islamic world.

Although the Soviet government did not openly express its opposition to the
Hajj in the 1920s, it published various articles in the press on the relapsing and
return of the local population from the Hajj, and used local and foreign believers in
this regard. In particular, in the first quarter of the twentieth century, religious and
political instability in the Hijaz region was exaggerated, and attempts were made to
prevent the population of Turkestan from performing Hajj. Specifically, in the
1919 issue of “Ishtirokiyun” newspaper, there was an announcement of the fatwa
which was issued in Arabic and Uzbek languages stating that one of the fards of
Islam was the temporary exclusion of Hajj from Muslims signed by Muhammad
Barakatullah Bhavfali Hindi, Qazi Abdurashid Ibrahim, Sheikh Sa'id al-Asli al-
Shami and Mulla Muhammad Sultan Khojandi, as the cities of Mecca and
Madinah were captured by the British, French, Italians and some Arabs®®.

In the 1920s, the Soviet government tried to take state control of
pilgrimages. Abdulvahid Qori Abdurauf Qoriev (1859-1937), participated as a
representative of the Tashkent Religious Board on behalf of the Muslims of
Central Asia, of the Soviet delegation at the "Conference on Visiting, Improvement
and Construction of Shrines" which was organized in June 1926 in Mecca at the
initiative of King Abdulaziz ibn Saud?’. Also, on April 26, 1928, the USSR
Council of People's Commissars passed a resolution "On the transportation of
Muslim pilgrims from the ports of the USSR - the ports of Hijaz" and the Muslims
of the USSR arrived at the port of Jeddah in May 1928 on steamboats "Tobolsk"

and "Theodore Nette"?®. Although steamship lot was introduced, the mass seizure
of people's property under the pretext of the First World War and the famines,
immigration processes, and collectivization policies of the 1920s drastically
reduced the costly pilgrimage among Central Asians.

By 1930-32, the fact that no Muslim from the Soviet Union had traveled to
Mecca and Medina to perform the Hajj had caused serious protests against the
USSR in other Muslim countries %°.

On August 25, 1944, the head of the Spiritual Administration of the Muslims
of Central Asia and Kazakhstan, Eshan Babakhan, sent an application to the
Chairman of the Council for Religious Affairs of the USSR 1.V Polyanski. Thus,
the Spiritual Administration of the Muslims of Central Asia and Kazakhstan has
received hundreds of applications from citizens wishing to go on Hajj. The Council
of Religious Affairs under the Council of People's Commissars of the USSR
prepared passports for 3 people from Uzbekistan, 1 person from Tajikistan and 2
people from Kazakhstan from the Spiritual Administration of Muslims of Central
Asia and Kazakhstan and allowed them to go on pilgrimage*®. The pilgrims, led by
Muradhoja Salikhov, left Tashkent on November 7, 1944 to travel to Mecca and
Medina via Turkmenistan, Mashhad, Tehran, and Baghdad.

The death of VI Stalin in March 1953slightly changed the situation in the
union. All 16 pilgrims from the Central Asian and Kazakh Muslim Religious
Board, the official Muslim organization of Uzbekistan, Kazakhstan, Tajikistan,
Kyrgyzstan and Turkmenistan, were registered as working groups, unlike last
year's pilgrims. According to archival documents, 5 Uzbeks were Imams and well-
known Reciters (those who have learned Qur’an), 1 was a doctor, 1 was an
inspector of the Central Asian Muslim Religious Board, and the remaining 5 were
unidentified®!. The documents and requirements for Hajj have also become more
complex and changing from year to year. For example, in 1955, a questionnaire,
reference book, autobiography, the relevant conclusion (recommendation) on the
appropriateness of the issuance of a permit to leave the country by a representative
of the Council of Religious Affairs in the Uzbek SSR, medical certificate of
airworthiness and resistance to high temperatures in a hot climate country,
certificate of monthly salary, 12 photographs (without hat) measuring 6 X 6 cm, a
certificate of the visitor’s height, eye color, hair and other aspects were provided*.

Women can also be found among those who have applied to go on Hajj. In
1958, Bibiosha Adgarhojaeva (64 years old), Bahriniso Rahimnazarova (with her
husband) and Tojinisa Boybabaeva from Andijan region, and in 1959 Gavhar

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Muratova (72 years old) from Samarkand applied to the Religious Supervision for
Hajj**. However, there are no women among the pilgrims in these years and in the
years to come.

The importance of the pilgrimages of Central Asian Muslims between 1960
and 1980 in relations with the Middle East and Arab countries was revealed. The
Soviet government did not have direct contact with religious scholars and
international Islamic organizations in the Middle East. In particular, during his
visits to Central Asia, the pilgrims met with prominent scholars of the Arab-
Muslim world, as well as leaders of prestigious religious universities. Furthermore,
the sides discussed issues of cooperation in teaching students studying in religious
schools in Uzbekistan. Although the Union has close diplomatic relations with
Muslim countries such as Indonesia, Syria, Lebanon, Iraq, Jordan, Egypt, Libya,
Tunisia, Algeria, Sudan, and Yemen, official contacts with clerics and religious
organizations, Central Asian and Kazakh Muslim Religious Board conducted
official contacts with religious scholars and religious organizations of these
countries. During the visit, the pilgrims interacted with prominent figures of the
Islamic world, scholars and politicians, and various agreements were reached.
Particularly, in 1962, a group of pilgrims led by Ismail Mahdum Sattiev met and
talked with King Saud ibn Abdulaziz (1902-1969) of Saudi Arabia in Mina and
gave him various gifts**. Meetings with the kings of Saudi Arabia continued during
the Hajj seasons in later years. In particular, during his travels in 1966, 1969, 1970,
1972, he met with King Faisal ibn Abdulaziz (1906-1975)%.

Although the Office of Muslims of Central Asia and Kazakhstan has not had
direct official contacts with the Saudi government, official letters sent to the Saudi
government through the secretaries of the Islamic World Union can be found
among the archival documents. For example, in March 1975, on the occasion of the
death of King Faisal ibn Abdulaziz of Saudi Arabia, Z. Babakhanov, Chairman of
the Spiritual Administration of Muslims of Central Asia and Kazakhstan, sent a
letter of condolences to Sheikh Muhammad Salih Qazzaz, Secretary General of the
Islamic World Association®®. Z. Bobokhonov and A.Aliakbarov took part in the
conference "Booklet of Mosques" organized by the Association of the Islamic
World in Mecca on September 20-25, 1975. During the conference, the pilgrims
also met and talked with the then Secretary General of the Organization of the
Islamic Conference, Inomullah Khan of Pakistan (1912-2013). During the meeting,
Inomullah Khan announced that he planned to visit the Soviet Union in May
1975%7.

In order to advance the limited religious education provided by the Soviet
government, the leaders of the Spiritual Administration of the Muslims of Central
Asia and Kazakhstan made effective use of the pilgrimage. During the visits, they
met with prominent scholars of the Arab-Muslim world, as well as leaders of

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prestigious religious universities to discuss cooperation in teaching students
studying in religious schools in Uzbekistan. In the 1960s, Soviet pilgrims met with
Al-Azhar University officials during their travels because they had obtained a
Saudi visa from the Saudi embassy in Cairo. In particular, on their return from a
pilgrimage in 1967, the group of pilgrims of the Soviet Union led by I.Sattiev met
Sheikh ul-Azhar Hasan Mamun (1894-1973)%, during the 1970 Hajj pilgrimage
led by Z.Babakhanov, the group met and talked with Sheikh ul-Azhar Muhammad
Fahhom (1894-1980)%°. Moreover, the Religious Control Authority also held
various levels of dialogue with Saudi officials on education issues, despite the lack
of diplomatic relations with Saudi Arabia during the hajj.

CONCLUSIONS

The dissertation studies the peculiarities of the organization of pilgrimages
in Central Asia in the late 19" — early 80s of the 20™ centuries, and within the
framework of the stated goals and objectives, the following scientific and
theoretical conclusions were drawn:

1. Pilgrimages and memoirs of the pilgrimage, written by Central Asian
scholars, poets and enlighteners in the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries,
can be divided entirely into works of religious content and enlightenment.
Furthermore, the memories of the pilgrimage in the spirit of enlightenment played
an important role in the formation and development of the reform movement in
Turkestan. The memories of the pilgrimages of such enlighteners as Zokirjon
Kholmuhammad oglu Furkat, Mahmudhoja Behbudi, Haji Muin can be recognized
not only as memories of the pilgrimage, but also as important sources calling for
national awakening.

2. At the end of the 19" and the beginning of the 20™ centuries, the
administration of the Russian Empire tried to control the Hajj as much as possible,
considering Hajj as a key tool in the development of Islamic and Turkic ideas in
the minds of Turkestan Muslims. In this regard, for the first time in the history of
Turkestan, the experience of issuing exit passports was used by the Russian
Empire to regulate and control the pilgrimage of Turkestan Muslims. Later, this
practice was introduced in the Bukhara Emirate and Khiva Khanate. Pilgrimages
have played a special role in the political and cultural relations of the Bukhara
Emirate and the Khiva Khanate with the Ottoman Empire. In this regard, it is worth
noting the importance of pilgrimage in the history of diplomatic relations of
Uzbekistan. At the same time, pilgrimages served as an important tool in the
foreign relations of political forces in Turkestan against the colonial policy of the
Russian Empire.

3. The end of the 19" century — the beginning of the 20" century was a
period of peculiar innovations and changes in the organization of pilgrimages of
Central Asian Muslims. Although the process of adaptation of the local population
to the various procedures established by the Russian Empire to control the pilgrims

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was somewhat difficult, Turkestan’s people, along with all other peoples, tried to
make effective use of modern development. As a result of the spread of various
infectious diseases during the pilgrimage, medical checkpoints have been
established in the border areas of the Governor-General of Turkestan and the
Emirate of Bukhara, and modern medical examination practices have been set up.
Furthermore, the experience of local entrepreneur S. Saidazimbaev in the field of
pilgrimage tourism that was developed in accordance with the rules of Islam, and
his practical efforts had important role in the organization of pilgrimages of
Central Asian Muslims.

4. The dynamics of change in the routes used by Central Asian pilgrims for
pilgrimage in the late 19th and early 20th centuries can be seen in three directions:
The first line — 1s the use of the Indian and Indian Oceans, which by the end of the
19th century saw a sharp decline in the demand for this road due to the increased
risk of land routes (roads passing through Iran and Iraq) and the development of
sea routes; the second line — after the conquest of Central Asia by the Russian
Empire, the use of the sea route through India and the Indian Ocean, which became
the main pilgrimage route for local pilgrims, decreased as a result of pressure from
the imperial administration; the third line — as a result of the complete construction
of the Central Asian railway in the early twentieth century, pilgrims used the routes
passing through the territories of the Russian Empire.

5. In the late 19™ and early 20" centuries, the Central Asian-Hijaz pilgrimage
routes in Istanbul, Bursa, Adana, Antakiya, Aleppo, Baghdad, Jerusalem, Cairo,
Jeddah, Mecca, and Medina served as a kind of guest house for pilgrims. Most of
these takiyas were built at the expense of Turkestan foundations, and were used in
Central Asia, that were named as “Uzbek”, “Bukhara”, “Naqgshbandi”,
“Marginoniy”, “Bukhari”, “Samarkandiy”, “Tashkendi”, “Andijani”, “Khokandiy”,
"Namangani".

6. Although the Soviet government did not openly express its opposition to
the pilgrimage in the early years, it published various articles in the press on the
relapsing and return of the local population from the pilgrimage, and in this regard,
local and foreign believers were also used. The destruction of private property, the
policy of farming, led to a sharp decline in the number of pilgrimages of Central
Asian Muslims since the 1920s. The Soviet government began to place artificial
barriers to pilgrimage, along with all religious ceremonies, and from the 1930s
onwards, the pilgrimage of Central Asian Muslims was completely restricted.

7. In the 1944-80s of the twentieth century, the Soviet government tried to
change the negative attitude of the Muslim world towards the USSR through
pilgrimages and to use pilgrims in its policy in the Middle East. Pilgrimages have
played an important role in the international relations of the Spiritual
Administration of the Muslims of Central Asia and Kazakhstan, especially in
scientific and cultural relations with the countries of the Middle East. In particular,
during the pilgrimages, cooperation was established in the field of religious
education with the “Al-Azhar” University of Egypt and the Islamic University of
Medina. Despite non-existence of diplomatic relations between the Soviet Union
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and the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, Hajj pilgrimages carried out by Central Asian
and Kazakh Muslims. In particular, in this regard, the Chairman of the Religious
Board Z. Bobokhonov, and Head of the International Relations Department 1. M.
Sattiev's efforts to address the problems faced by Soviet Muslims during the Hajj
pilgrimage, as well as their meetings with Saudi kings Abdulaziz ibn Saud, Faisal
ibn Abdulaziz, and other royal officials, and their contacts with them on behalf of
the entire Union in science, education, and religion were diplomatic achievements.
Although no official contacts have been established between the Soviet Union and
international Islamic organizations, the Muslim Board of Central Asia and
Kazakhstan has established close ties with the Islamic World Association, the
International Muslim Youth Association, and the Islamic Conference through
pilgrimages. At various conferences and meetings organized by these
organizations, the leadership of the Religious Board, Z.Boboxonov, Yu. Shokirov,
I.Sattiev, G.Abdullayevs were active on behalf of the Soviet Union.

Based on the results and conclusions of the study, the following
suggestions and recommendations were made:

1. It is necessary to organize and publish the collection of the international
scientific-practical conference named "The role of Hajj in relations of Uzbekistan
with Muslim countries: past and present";
