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INTRODUCTION (Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) dissertation annotation)

Actuality and necessity of the dissertation: There is a growing focus in the
world on Islamic finance and its fundamentals. It is essential to show the core of the
regulation of financial relations, which is the main means of communication of
society and is the most widely used among people, property relations regarding the
Islamic financial system and to solve existing problems. In this regard, one of the
vital tasks is to find a solution to modern problems based on the Hanafi school,
systematizing the rules of financial and property issues in the classical sources of
Figh (3:1aiaall d¢aall Call),

Islamic finance and its sources are being studied in a number of scientific
institutions around the world. They are specifically investigating the Islamic
financial system, its foundations, sources and order of its application in the Middle
Ages. Such studies also focus on materials related to trade (&), lease agreements
(3,YY), partnership (A<_4ll), mudaraba (b=4ll), waqf (<85l)), and zakat (3S)V).
Moreover, sources on Islamic finance written in the field of jurisprudence in
Transoxiana are also being studied. Considering the importance of sources in the
field of financial relations in this region, there is a need to conduct large-scale work
on their introduction into scientific circulation.

In order to educate the younger generation in the spirit of national traditions,
significant work has been carried out in Uzbekistan to study and promote the
scientific and spiritual heritage of great scientists in recent years: The main purpose
of this is that even if there is a single page of manuscript related to our history,
culture and religion, we should collect them, introduce them to our people and
youth, to show them what a great and unique heritage we have, and to raise our
children to be worthy of this great heritage”.! In this regard, the study of the rules of
Hanafi Figh, which have long been used in the regulation of trade and financial
relations in the country, based on the work of Shamsu-I-aimma Sarakhsi’s "Mabsut"
(dseall AUS) and its financial relations, provides opportunity to apply to these issues
not only scientifically but also practically.

Current research is important in the implementation of the tasks set out in the
decrees of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan No. PD-4947 of February 7,
2017 "On the Action Strategy for the further development of the Republic of
Uzbekistan", PD-5416 of April 16, 2018 "On measures to radically improve the
activities of the religious and educational sphere", and President resolutions No. PR-
2995 of May 24, 2017 "On measures to further improve the system of preservation,
research and promotion of ancient written sources™ and No. PR-3080 of June 23,
2017 "On the establishment of the Center of Islamic Civilization in Uzbekistan
under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan”.

Correspondence of the research to the priorities of the development of
science and technology of the republic: The dissertation is carried out in
accordance with the priority direction of the development of science and technology

Level of study of the problem: Shamsu-I-aimma Sarakhsi’s "Mabsut"? has
been studied as a source of Islamic law by Western scholars such as Joseph Schacht,
Christopher Melchert, Wael Hallag, and Jonathan Brown.®

Researchers from the Commonwealth of Independent States, such as
academician Vasily Bartold, Stanislav Prozorov, Leonid Syukiyenen, and Isakhan
Mukhan?, provided important information about the life and work of the scholar.

Among the Muslim scholars of the East, such scholars as Muhammad
Hamidullah, Dr. Halit Chelish, Baitullah Aktash, Yusuf Ziya Kevakchi, Yunus
Vehbi Yavuz, Sabri Ormon, Dr. Umar Abdulaziz Ani, Sa'd ibn Hamdon Lihyani,
have done special research on the work “Mabsut”.

The Figh issues in the work have been studied separately in the researches of
such scholars as Mustafa Ahmad Zarga, Wahba Zuhaili, Muhammad Tagi Osmani®.

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Although the work of Shamsu-l-aimma Sarakhsi in Uzbekistan has not been
studied as a separate study, a number of scholars and experts have provided
Important information considering it. Scientific works written by such researchers as
A.Juzjani, A.Muminov, I.Bekmirzaev, Sh.Ziyodov, H.Aminov, B.Juraev® can be
included into this kind of works. The scholar's life and scientific legacy have also
attracted the attention of influential religious figures. These include scientific works
written by the scholar Sheikh Muhammad Sadik Muhammad Yusuf’.

Although the listed works have partially studied the life and work of Shamsu-
Aimma Sarakhsi, his works, and some of his views on Islamic finance, the scholar's
work "Mabsut" and its financial relations have not been studied as a separate object
of study yet. Thus, this is a key factor in determining the relevance of the current
scientific work.

Relation of the topic of the dissertation to the plans of research work of the
higher education institution where the dissertation was completed: The
dissertation was completed within the framework of the research project A-1-051 -
"Formation of a healthy faith in the younger generation on the basis of systematic
analysis of the problems of Islamic studies, primary sources and religious and
enlightenment heritage of our ancestors."

The purpose of the research is to reveal the significance of the fatwas on
financial issues cited in Shamsu-l-aimma Sarakhsi’s work titled “Mabsut”.

The tasks of the research are :

To reveal the role of Shamsu-l-aimma Sarakhsi in the development of the
Hanafi school of Transoxiana;

Carrying out source analysis of manuscripts of the work "Mabsut" stored in
world funds and determining its specific features;

To give a scientific explanation of the method that was used to explain Figh
issues by the scholar;

To scientifically substantiate the conditions for concluding trade, financial
agreements in the Hanafi school, the types of contracts, the reasons for the violation
of trade, the factors that prevent it, and the diversity of views on trade agreements in
the sources;

To show the peculiarities of Sarakhsi's fatwas regarding the trade;

Development of proposals and recommendations for the study of theoretical
issues and practical solutions of fatwas on Islamic finance, as well as the specifics of
their teaching in the work "Mabsut".

The object of research is the work of Shamsu-I-aimma Sarakhsi’s work titled
"Mabsut".

The subject of research is the information on financial issues in Shamsu-I-
aimma Sarakhsi's work “Mabsut”.

Research methods: The dissertation uses research methods such as complex
approach, dialectical, historical, logical, analysis, synthesis and comparative analysis
of scientific knowledge.

The scientific novelty of the research is:

Shamsul Aimma Sarakhsi's “Mabsut”, which was the first to apply the rules of
jurisprudence, issued fatwas forbidding caution in contracts, not to enter into
agreements with conflicting and uncertain terms which lead to avoid disagreements
in trade and arguments between sellers and buyers;

The information that the first rules in “Mabsut”, "Tradition is also the basis
for determining the principles of Islam" and "Customs used by human beings are a
Shari‘ah document and must be followed," were defined as the main principles of
Islamic trade in Transoxiana, and their adoption to the society's tradition of property
relations had led to further liberalization of trade relations;

One of the biggest bans on Islamic finance today, the Gharaar Agreement (an
agreement with unclear terms) was first described in Mabsut and was widely
introduced in later jurisprudential sources, and it influenced the cessation of such
vague agreements among Muslim communities;

The financial transactions through check books, electronic money transfers
and plastic cards that have been used widely currently, was used in Transoxiana in
the 11th century in the form of trade, debt repayment, and ordering products through
the "bitogatu-I-itiman" (trust card) as it was mentioned in Imam Sarakhsi's work.

The practical results of the research are as follows:

The study examines the practical significance of the fatwas in Shamsu-I-aimma
Sarakhsi's work “Mabsut”, namely, this work is the primary and basic source for the
Hanafi scholars, who revealed the role of the Islamic economy and the solution of
current financial problems, and which is widespread in Transoxiana and is still the
main sect of Muslims in Uzbekistan. Moreover, it is established from the sources
that most of the works related to Hanafi Figh written after the author contain
references to the work "Mabsut";

It is highlighted that the use of the words "sold" and "accepted™ in the past
tense in the financial agreements in ‘“Mabsut” emphasizes its importance in
resolving current problems, disputes and misunderstandings between the seller and
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the buyer;

In addition to summarizing the fatwas of Hanafi jurisprudence, more than 20
examples have shown that Sarakhsi was one of the scholars who had his own views
on "usul al-figh", and his work was a source that has developed rules that could also
be used as a basis for solving existing problems.

Reliability of research results: The study used manuscripts numbered 3183,
3114, 5957, 5880, 5981, 2706, 6762 of Shamsu-l-aimma Sarakhsi's work "Mabsut",
which are kept in the main fund of the Manuscripts Department of the Institute of
Oriental Studies of the Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Uzbekistan.
Furthermore, reliance on objectivity, neutrality, historical methods, the applicability
of recommendations to practice, the validation of research results by the competent
authorities were explained.

Scientific and practical significance of research results: The scientific
significance of the research is explained by the fact that it serves as a source for the
creation of textbooks and lecture notes on the study of Figh and Islamic finance
from the analytical considerations, theoretical conclusions and recommendations.

The practical significance of the research is that it serves as a practical guide
for Islamic scholars, historians, specialists in Islamic economics and economists in
higher and secondary special education institutions. Additionally, the results of the
research can be used in the teaching of “Islamic Studies"”, "Islamic Figh", "Islamic
Economics”, "Islamic History and Source Studies" and the development of new
textbooks, manuals and special courses on them.

Implementation of research results: Based on the proposals developed for
the study of financial issues in Shamsul Aimma Sarahsi’s “Mabsut™:

Shamsul Aimma Sarakhsi's “Mabsut”, which was the first to apply the rules
of jurisprudence, issued fatwas forbidding caution in contracts, not to enter into
agreements with conflicting and uncertain terms which lead to avoid disagreements
in trade and arguments between sellers and buyers. This data was included in the
manuals prepared for religious educators titled "Fundamentals of strengthening
ideological immunity” and "Fundamentals of issuing fatwas" and the textbook
"Sources of jurisprudential books and issues of the Hanafi school” (Reference No.
02-03/654 of February 1, 2021 of the Committee of Religious Affairs Cabinet of
Ministers Republic of Uzbekistan). As a result, an important contribution was made
to the development of measures to improve the skills of imams and religious
workers studying at the training centers of the International Islamic Academy of
Uzbekistan, as well as to teaching the basics of Figh, jurisprudence and fatwas to the
Academy’s students;

The information that the first rules in “Mabsut”, "Tradition is also the basis
for determining the principles of Islam" and "Customs used by human beings are a
Shari‘ah document and must be followed," were defined as the main principles of
Islamic trade in Transoxiana, and their adoption to the society's tradition of property
relations had led to further liberalization of trade relations was included in the book
"History of the Bukhara education system", published on the order of the Center for
Islamic Civilization in Uzbekistan under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan (Reference of the Center of Islamic Civilization in Uzbekistan under the
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Cabinet of Ministers No. 46/21 of January 22, 2021). As a result, the public was
introduced with the system of education in the ancient Bukhara madrassas and
scientific institutions, the importance of the history of teaching Figh, the role of the
scientific heritage of Shamsul Aimma Sarahsi in the Bukhara’s education system,
fatwas on financial issues and their connection to current days;

One of the biggest bans on Islamic finance today, the Gharaar Agreement (an
agreement with unclear terms) was first described in Mabsut and was widely
introduced in later jurisprudential sources, and it influenced the cessation of such
vague agreements among Muslim communities. These results are included in the
book "Definition of Imam Bukhari", published by order of the International
Research Center of Imam Bukhari (Act No. 02/167 of May 18, 2021 of the Imam
Bukhari International Research Center). As a result, it served as the basis for the
scholarly work of Sarakhsi, who was one of the representatives of Hanafi
jurisprudence in Transoxiana, his life, scientific heritage, method of studying
jurisprudential problems, and scientific works on the study of fatwas on property
Issues on the basis of hadith;

The financial transactions through check books, electronic money transfers
and plastic cards that have been used widely currently, was used in Transoxiana in
the 11th century in the form of trade, debt repayment, and ordering products through
the "bitogatu-I-itiman" (trust card) as it was mentioned in Imam Sarakhsi's work.
These findings were used in the preparation of the script for the program “Buyuk
yurt allomalari” (Scientists of the Great Country) on the TV channel “O’zbekiston
tarixi” (History of Uzbekistan) (Reference of the National Television and Radio
Company of Uzbekistan No. 02-40-95 dated January 21, 2021). As a result,
information about the life, work and scientific activities of Shamsul Aimma
Sarakhsi, along with new scientific conclusions about his scientific heritage, helped
to form in citizens an understanding of financial fatwas in “Mabsut” and increase
their historical knowledge.

Approbation of research results: The results of this research were tested at
overall 9, namely, at 7 national and 2 national scientific conferences.

Publication of research results: A total of 17 scientific papers on the topic of
the dissertation were published. Of these, 8 articles were published in the
publications recommended for publication of the main results of doctoral
dissertations of the Higher Attestation Commission of the Republic of Uzbekistan,
including 4 in national and 4 (2 on the basis of Scopus) in foreign journals.

The structure and scope of the dissertation: The content of the dissertation
consists of an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a list of references. The
volume of the main text of the dissertation is 135 pages.

MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

In the introductory part, based on the relevance of the selected topic, the
goals and objectives of the research, the object and subject of study are defined. The
relevance of the research to the priorities of science and technology, the scientific
novelty and practical results of the work are described. Theoretical and practical
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significance of results is revealed, based on the reliability of the obtained results.
Information on the implementation of research results in practice, approbation of the
work, results, published works and the structure of the dissertation was provided.

In the first chapter of the dissertation, entitled **The role of Shamsu-l-aimma
Sarakhsi's scientific heritage in the development of the Transoxiana Hanafi
school of Figh in the 11th -12th centuries™, the role of Shamsu-Il-aimma Sarakhsi
in the development of the Hanafi school of Transoxiana, the source analysis of the
work "Mabsut", the scholar's method of describing jurisprudential issues are
illustrated. In particular, the fagihs (an Islamic jurist) of Transoxiana have made a
worthy contribution to the development of Figh science. Any scholar who conducts
research about the development of science in this period should not avoid to mention
Sarakhsi, who is well known by the nickname "Shamsu-l-aimma" (“The Sun of
Imams"). This is because this scholar was one of the representatives of the Hanafi
school who was able to perfectly express the figh solutions of the social problems of
his time. His work "Mabsut" has not lost its significance not only in the time of the
scholar, but also in the solution of modern Figh issues.

The fact that the scientist was imprisoned in the prison of "O'zkent", now
Uzgen city, by the rulers of that period between 466-480 / 1073-1087 did not stop
him from scientific and enlightenment work. On the contrary, the greatest work of
Sarakhsi "Mabsut" was written during this 14-year period.®

Shamsu-l-aimma Sarakhsi was a great imam, fagih, nazar (thinker), and
mutakallim (speaker). He was considered to be the owner of the original and subtle
details. Most scholars have acknowledged that he was a mujtahid on matters®. When
the scholar was sitting in a learning circle, one of the people in the circle said,
"Imam al-Shafi'i has memorized three hundred kurras matters”, and Sarakhsi's
answer was, "Imam Shafi'i had memorized the zakat of what | had memorized".

In addition, many scholars have highlighted Sarakhsi’s place in the science of
jurisprudence and his talent separately. Particularly, Al-Mubhit al-Burhani referred to
him as "Sarakhsi - the sun of Sheikh Imams" and quoted from his works.

Ibn Abidin's commentary'® on the differences and advantages of the work
“Mabsut” from other books on the Hanafi sect focuses on three issues:

Sarakhsi divided the coverage of issues in the Hanafi sect into three categories:

1. “Masailu-l-usul” (“Original Issues”). In some places it is also called ‘Zahiru-
r-rivaya’. These narrations were narrated directly by Imam A'zam and his two
disciples, Imam Abu Yusuf and Imam Muhammad. They are also called the three
imams and the three scholars. Sometimes Imam Zufar and Imam Hasan can be
mentioned with them?®?,

2. The reason why the original issues are called "Zahiru-r-riwa'a" is that they
weree narrated from Imam Muhammad in a consensual manner through the most
trustworthy people, thus they are considered in the sense of the most superior and

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most powerful narration. Furthermore, the term was also stated in six famous works

of Muhammad ibn Hasan Shaybani: "Al-Mabsut", "az-Ziyodot", "al-Jome'u-s-sagir",
"al-Jome'u-l-kabir", "as-Siyarus-sagir", "as-Siyarul-kabir"2,

3. Even though Masoilu-n-Nawadir (Rare Matters) was also narrated directly
from the three Imams, it comes from sources other than the above-mentioned six
sources. They are found in the works of Kaysaniyyat, Haruniyyat, Jurjaniyyat,
Rugayyat. What remains unchanged on the disputed issues are, of course, the
narrations on the original issues. They are preferred, because they are chronically
strong and noteworthy*3,

4. These were fatwas and events, and the questions were introduced by the
disciples of the above-mentioned scholars as well as by their disciples in response to
the questions that had arisen in the new era. One of the most important of these
works is "Nawazil" by Abu al-Lays Samarkandi, as well as "Al-Kofiy" by Hakim al-
Shahid?.

Although the scholar is a representative of the Hanafi sect, he compared his
views, or more precisely, the conclusions he made were not only on the basis of the
Hanafi sect, but also with the rulings of other sects' jurisprudence. He gained
attention of the majority as he was able to interpret the evidence presented by the
Hanafi scholars before him in more clear and easy way®. He is considered as one of
the most famous scholars of Transoxiana Hanafi Figh who lived and worked in the
11" century. His works were valued not only as a solution to the social problems of
that time, but they are still considered to be important guide for fatwas issued on
Figh issues today.

Many Islamic scholars have written works known as “Mabsut”. For instance,
two students of Imam A'zam: "Mabsut" by Abu Yusuf (died in 182 AH) and
Muhammad ibn Hasan (died in 189 AH). This work is a source in the series of
works "Zahiru-r-rivaya" ("The appearance of the narration™), which is considered as
the main book of the Hanafi sect. Muhammad ibn Hasan narrated "Mabsut" in
various series, and Abu Sulayman Juzjani's version was one of the most famous
ones. Imam Shafi'i also praised and memorized Muhammad ibn Hasan's “Mabsut”.
This work is called “Kitabu’l-Asl”. It is called as "Mabsut" because the books in the
"Zahiru-r-Rivaya" series are the largest'®. Also, Abu Lays Samarkandi (died in 375
AH), Sayyid Abu Shuja, Nasir al-Din Samarkandi (died in 556 AH), Shamsu-I-
aimma Halvani (died in 448 AH), Khoharzoda (died in 483 AH), Abul-Yusr
Muhammad ibn Muhammad Pazdavi (died in 493 AH) and Fakhru-I-Islam Ali ibn
Muhammad Pazdavi (died in 482 AH) had works called "Mabsut" that were related
to Hanafi sect. Moreover, it is said that the "Mabsut" was written related to Shafi'i
sect by the scholars such as Abu Asim Ibadi (died in 485 AH), Abu Hafs Shafi'i
(died in 243 AH), and related to the Maliki sect by the scholars Abu Bakr Bayhaqi
(died in 458 AH), Ibn Arafa Tunisi (died in803 AH). Additionally, there are

Abdullah Muhammad ibn Ismail Bukhari - on the science of hadith, Abu Ali ibn
Qasim Razi and Nasiriddin Samarkandi - on linguistics'’.

The work of "Mabsut™ was very popular in classical Figh, thus as it was
famous, it was copied and handwritten in many replicas. Particularly, a number of
manuscripts of the work are kept in the fund of the Institute of Oriental Studies
named after Abu Rayhon Beruni of the Academy of Sciences of Uzbekistan.
Namely, the fund has manuscripts on various copies and parts of the work under the
numbers 3183, 3114, 5957, 5880, 5981, 2706, 676218,

Manuscripts of this work are also preserved in the funds of a number of foreign
countries. One of them is kept under number 152 at the Institute of Arabic
Manuscripts in Cairo. The Haram Library in Mecca, Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, also
has another copy of this work numbered 154. There are manuscripts number 715 in
the Asad Efendi Library, number 1017 in the Otif Efendi Library, number 381 in the
Hakim Ogli Foundation, number 1031 in the Hagia Sophia Library and number 642
in the Kuprili Library in Istanbul, Turkey.

The most important aspect of the style used by Shamsu-l-aimma is also
determined by this. His debates on Figh are mainly derived from three sources:

1. Texts of the Qur'an and Hadith.

2. The views of the Hanafi scholars - Imam A'zam Abu Hanifa and his
disciples.

3. The views of the scholar, based on his own views arising from the existing
reality, which do not contradict the content of the texts of the Qur'an and hadith, and
do not deviate from the principles of the Hanafi sect.

In the second chapter of the dissertation, entitled “Illustration of issues of
trade and financial transactions in Islam in the work “Mabsut’”’, information is
provided on the conditions for concluding trade and financial agreements in the
Hanafi sect, the specifics of Sarakhsi's fatwas on trade, and the description of fatwas
on financial agreements in “Mabsut”. It should be noted that the Hanafis were able
to make perfect and precise judgments about the bay-trade. Obviously, the scholar of
this sect, the founder of the Sarakhsi sect, was well acquainted with the trade
procedures, folk customs, and production. It is worth mentioning that for the first
time in the history of the Hanafi sect, such contracts as salam, murabaha, tavliya,
and vazia, which exist in commerce, were revealed to the finest details.

The types of trade can be described as follows:

Mugoyaza - exchange. Exchange of goods for goods without money.

Absolute bay (general trade) - is the usual type of trade.

Salam or salaf - is the purchase of a commodity on credit. In this case, the
buyer pays in advance for the goods and the goods are delivered to him on the
condition of a certain period.

Sarf - is the sale of money, that is, the exchange of one currency for another. It
Is not possible to borrow in this type of trade. Trade should be hand-in-hand.

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Murobaha - a trader buys a good (wholesale or retail the same judgment) and
sells it at a certain profit. In this case, the profit is determined by market demand and
supply.

Tawliya - is the sale of goods at the price at which one buys them without
benefiting another.

Vazia - is the sale of goods for less than the purchase price.

According to the Hanafi sect, only acceptance and approval are required for
trade to be valid. According to other sects, the mental existence of two conditioners
and a commodity is required. In Hanafiism, however, these conditions are justified
by the fact that they exist in reality and that there is no need to include them as a
condition of trade. There are also different views of different sects on what approval
and acceptance should be, and according to Sarakhsi, approval and acceptance
should only be applied in the past tense. Later, some scholars suggested that "in this
case, one should look at the tradition,” and this was mentioned as a Figh rule.
According to Sarakhsi, the issues of honesty in terms of clarity, justice and Sharia in
trade were conditioned as necessary principles. In Sarakhsi's "Mabsut" it is observed
that these basic principles were followed consistently*®.

Since the main relations between people are trade and commerce, in Islamic
Figh (jurisprudence), economic and property relations are considered as one of the
most essential relations in society.

In Islam shariah (law), unlike other teachings, economic and property
relations are approached seriously. The main reason for this is to maintain honesty.
Obviously, Islamic teaching directly requires this foundation. For this reason in his
work, Sarakhsi focused on the issue of “riba" (usury) and described its negative
Impact on society and its various causes of disagreement in detail.

An in-depth study of each issue and attention to even the most delicate aspects
demonstrates the scholar's unique style in this regard. Several other chapters of
Mabsut deal with financial issues, such as marriage, talaq (divorce), itag (freeing the
slave), makotib (to free a slave in exchange for earning a certain amount of money),
lagit (lost thing), bay (trade), spending, rent, mudaraba, musharaka and others. li is
important that, the scholar revealed not only the chapters that were directly related to
financial issues, but also the financial aspects of all issues to the finer points.

Shamsu-l-aimma's decisions on financial matters were not fundamentally
different from the views of other Hanafi Fagihs. Sarakhsi, as in all matters, had
preserved the tradition of Hanafi-based editing and quoting in financial matters.
Particularly, he explained the problem, firstly, based on the verses of the Qur'an, if
there were any. After that, he referred to the hadiths. Eventually, he cites the works
based on the lives of the great Companions as a proof. The above-mentioned
resources were taken as the primary source of the problem under study, and then the
author quoted the views of Imam A'zam and his disciples, as well as the Hanafi
scholars of the preceding period, and sometimes the founders of other sects and their
disciples.

It is important to note that the scientist had not accepted every opinion as it

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was stated. On the contrary, he drew attention to the level of knowledge of the
narrators, and to the contradictions in the narrations. None of his interpretations
consisted of rules that contradict the Hanafi tradition. If the scholar relied on
someone's opinion or interpretation, he had definitely emphasized it.

Reflections of the Hanafi rules on financial relations, the issues related to the
regulation of rent, salam, guarantee agreements, and the role of Figh rules in Islamic
finance in the sources in the work "Mabsut" were depicted in the third chapter of the
dissertation, entitled "The role of the work in solving modern financial
problems".

Currently, to sign agreements related to Islamic finance is becoming a
tradition for people. Such agreements should be based on the solution of Figh works
that are recognized in an up to date manner. In this regard, Sarakhsi's “Mabsut” is
essential as an important source. The work is still included in the curriculum of
Islamic universities in foreign countries. Consequently, this work by Sarakhsi has
been published several times in recent years.

Since all of Sarakhsi’s disciples had taught their students Figh from this
source, there were many manuscripts of it. Besides that, scholars of the later period
of figh referred to the evidence contained in “Mabsut” in their books. The work was
one of the main sources of Figh lessons in madrassas in the region’s history.

The main reason that the value of Sarakhsi's work has not become less is that
it was written based on the sources that were included in the books of "Zahiru-r-
rivaya " (“The appearance of the narration™). As the laws applied in the commercial
section of the work are being examined, it can be observed that each of them has a
social significance. The interpretations provided in the work are of great historical
significance in the Islamic world. Therefore, although it is not obvious that the
scholar expressed his opinion considering tradition that did not contradict the texts
of the Qur'an and the hadith, it can be proved that the tradition was widely used in
matters of common property.

The solution to the financial problems mentioned in the work “Mabsut” is
important for today's Muslim society. After all, now leasing by individuals and legal
entities have become a separate business activity. The terms of the lease are
explained in detail in the work. In this regard, Sarakhsi compares the solutions not
only of the Hanafi sources themselves, but also of other sects. This indicates that his
level of being Faqgih is high. The evidence which was presented on the sale of salam
Is also important in solving current day problems.

It is possible to discover not only the historical significance of “Mabsut”, but
also its necessity in the present. Therefore, this is also an important aspect of the
study of the work.

Despite the fact that Sarakhsi lived in the X century, the rich scientific
heritage he left has not lost its relevance today. Only the work "Mabsut" studied in
the current study summarized the scientific solutions that are appropriate for all
periods with its meaningful coverage. The work is one of the most comprehensive
and reliable sources on Islamic Figh, as well as Hanafi Figh in Transoxiana. Over
time, the essence of the sources used to replace the Figh issues raised in it has not
fallen short of its relevance. “Mabsut” is an important work that should be studied
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not only for its historical significance, but also for its current essence.

An action that is recognized as an unacceptable shortcoming in the conclusion
of financial contracts is called as "g’arar" (decision), and Sarakhsi's description of
this issue is widely used in modern sources. Furthermore, since the definition of
“decision” given by a scientist differs from others in its short phrases, content, and
essence, researchers often try to use its definition.

The fatwas on financial issues cited in “Mabsut” are important in finding
solutions to modern problems. Particularly, in the evidence presented on the terms of
salam, spending, rent, exclusion agreements this work is also important to solve
modern problems. After all, these types of financial agreements have become a
separate business activity for individuals and legal entities. The terms of these
financial agreements are illustrated in detail in the work. In this regard, Sarakhsi
compared the solutions of not only the Hanafi sources themselves, but also of other
sects.

CONCLUSION

After the completion of the dissertation "Financial issues in the work of
Shamsu-l-aimma Sarakhsi's "Mabsut™ the following conclusions were made:

1. The role of Shamsul Aaimma Sarakhsi as a fagih of the Hanafi school in
the 11" -12™ centuries, especially to show that he was one of the great scholars of
the Hanafi school of Transoxiana, and in this regard, the study of the classification
of sources directly related to Hanafi sect revealed that Sarakhsi was one of the most
productive faqihs among the Hanafi scholars of Transoxiana. Moreover, his “Usulu-
s-Sarakhsi” is also an important source on the method written by the Hanafis of
Transoxiana. The scholar's work "Mabsut™ is still studied as an important source in
the solution of Figh issues. The work was far ahead of the Figh sources of the time
considering its volume and breadth. The scholar's other works or commentaries on
works written before him also serve as an important source in Hanafi jurisprudence.

2. Regarding the codicological and source analysis of “Mabsut* preserved in
world funds, it should be noted that this work has become an important source of a
large volume that was introduced to the world at a time when rare solutions based on
the Hanafi school might have been lost. Therefore, this work of the scholar played
an important role in the development of Hanafi Figh in the later period. The fact that
there are references to this work in several dozen jurisprudential sources is proof of
this point. This important source in Hanafiism is the first example of comparative
Figh in which not only the commentaries of the scholars of this sect, but also the
solutions of the representatives of other sects were cited at the same time. In this
regard, it can be said that this source had opened a new school for the fagihs of the
later period.

3. To study the method used by the scholar in narrating Figh issues, to
compare the place of "Mabsut" in Hanafi jurisprudence, as well as the areas and
description of Figh topics in the work, in particular, a study of his views on
economic and property relations revealed that Sarakhsi's level of fagih belonged to
the third class. Such mujtahids did not appear in the time of the Hanafi sects, but
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provided solutions to the problems that were observed in later periods. Sarakhsi is
considered to be one of them, particularly, one of the most famous of them. The
period in which he lived was mainly a period of the stable development of the
Karakhanids, and the political and social life of the country influenced the views of
the fagihs. The scholar expressed his views not based on compromise with the ruling
class of the period in which he lived, but relying on direct Islamic principles.

4. According to the Hanafi sect, Shamsu-Il-aimma conducted disputes on Figh
matters concerning the terms of trade and financial agreements on the following
basis: Texts of the Qur'an and Hadith; Hanafi scholars - Imam A'zam Abu Hanifa
and his disciples; the views of the scholar, based on his own views arising from the
existing reality, that do not contradict the content of the texts of the Qur'an and
hadith, and do not deviate from the principles of the Hanafi sect. Sarakhsi addresses
to the extremely delicate issues that most printers had not paid attention. Moreover,
he distinguished each issue from the obligatory limit to the permissible limit. The
scientist tried to draw conclusions by looking at each issue broadly.

5. An analysis of Sarakhsi's fatwas on trade, in general, deals with trade issues
in “Mabsut”, and in most places, it can be observed that transactions that are not in
the texts of the Qur'an and hadith are regulated by customs. This same rule can serve
as an evidence for radicals who, without a deep knowledge of Islam, claim that the
solution to all problems in society should be based on the Qur'an only, that currently
exists not only in Uzbekistan, but also in most countries around the world.

6. Currently, it is essential to highlight the fatwas on financial agreements and
their peculiarities in the work of "Mabsut", the importance of studying of Sarakhsi's
heritage in this regard, the current role of “Mabsut” in Islamic Figh, the use of
financial issues, the importance of studying the spiritual heritage of the scholar, as
well as the importance of this source today. Shamsul Aaimma Sarakhsi is one of the
most famous scholars of Hanafi Figh who lived and worked in the 11th century in
Transoxiana. His works are valued not only as a solution to the social problems of
that time, but also as an important guide for fatwas issued on Figh issues today.
Consequently, one of the tasks facing Islamic scholars today is to study the sources
described by ancestors in the past.

7. In the work "Mabsut" there is a commentary on the general financial
relations of the Hanafi sect. Each of these comments is socially significant. This
defines the work’s current position on Islamic Figh. Obviously, some issues,
including the judgments in the chapter on slaves, may seem private and irrelevant to
today’s society. Because currently, slavery does not exist in the form of property.
However, it is ordinary that the historical data presented here mean that in the
Islamic world, special rights for slaves are also provided in Figh. Such judgments
have historical significance. On the other hand, in general, the principle of justice in
these judgments can be applied to other matters as well. For example, the mujtahid
seems to have expressed his views relating to traditions that did not contradict the
texts of the Qur'an and the hadith. Therefore, it can be evidence of the widespread
use of tradition (partial use) in the matter of common property.

8. The greetings, guarantees, and financial solutions mentioned in “Mabsut”
are important for today's Muslim society. Since, currently leasing by individuals and
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legal entities has become a separate business activity. The terms of the lease are
explained in detail in the work. In this regard, Sarakhsi compares the solutions not
only of the Hanafi sources themselves, but also of other sects. This indicates that his
level of being fagih is advanced. The evidence presented on the sale of salam is also
important in solving modern problems. Particularly, the uncertainties of this type of
trade and the solutions given to them by Sarakhsi have been used in today's Islamic
finance and banking system.

9. The significance of the provisions of the financial agreement set out in
“Mabsut” can also be explored today. An important aspect of the study of the work
was also revealed in this. From the time of Sarakhsi to the present day, his work on
the science of Figh has not lost its significance, as the fatwas in it play an important
role in today's financial and property relations that can be seen in the fact that
financial transactions were carried out through "G'arar Agreement" (an agreement
with unclear terms) and a "power of attorney" in the form of a letter used at that
time. Moreover, the methods used by Sarakhsi in issuing fatwas, as well as the rules
of jurisprudence in the relationship, are of great importance in finding solutions to
today's problems. Considering this point, it is recognized that the work "Mabsut™ is
an important source in the field of Figh and serves as one of the most effective and
convenient sources for finding solutions to modern problems.

Based on the results and conclusions of the research, the following
suggestions and recommendations were made:

1. To prepare a monograph entitled "Shamsu-l-aimma Sarakhsi's
jurisprudential rules on financial issues in "Mabsut" and their significance today",
considering the importance of defining the principles of Islamic finance in Shamsul
Aimma Sarakhsi's work "Mabsut".

2. To develop and publish scientific translation of "Mabsut” into Uzbek in
cooperation with the International Islamic Academy of Uzbekistan, taking into
account the fact that the work is the main source of Sarakhsi's views on the science
of jurisprudence.

3. Publication of a manual on the financial issues raised in the work "Mabsut"
and their solution "The role of Mabsut in finding figh solutions to modern financial
issues" for students of "Islamic Economics and Tourism™ direction of the
International Islamic Academy of Uzbekistan.
