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INTRODUCTION (abstract of PhD thesis)

The actuality and relevance of the dissertation theme. Ensuring gender
equality in all spheres of society by creating equal rights and opportunities for
women and men in the world has been identified as an important aspect of
guaranteeing the rights of women in the socio-political sphere. In particular, in
the framework of the UN "On the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination
against Women", "On Women's Political Rights" and the UNDP project "Gender
and Development” on the basis of international experience in the field of
women's orientation and participation in socio-political spheres is being
determined. These international legal instruments highlight the need for states
around the world to take targeted measures to increase the socio-economic role of
women in society.

Ensuring gender equality in the world and expanding the rights and
opportunities of all women, eliminating all forms of discrimination against
women, ensuring full and effective participation of women and equal
opportunities for leadership at all levels of political, economic and social
decision-making is crucial. Special attention is paid to the introduction of the
principles of gender equality in the decision-making programs and in the field of
science, to the elimination of gender inequality in the division of knowledge
between the sexes as a research area of great scientific and practical importance.

Extensive measures are being taken in the country to protect the
constitutional rights and interests of women, to make them equal, active and
creative members of society, to create equal opportunities for women in the
public service, to prevent discrimination and violence against women. Issues of
"Providing material, psychological, medical assistance to disadvantaged women,
providing them with housing and employment, strengthening family values,
ensuring the stability of the spiritual environment in the family" - increasing
political activity has been identified as a priority, and these tasks require the
improvement of legislation in this area on the basis of international standards.

This dissertation research to some extent serves to implement the tasks set

identify problems of gender equality in the context of the COVID-19
pandemic in Uzbekistan and develop legal solutions;

development of proposals to improve gender equality in the field of personal
and political rights in Uzbekistan;

development of legal bases for ensuring gender equality in the field of
economic and social rights, proposals for their adaptation to international
standards.

The object of the research is a system of legal relations related to the
improvement of the constitutional legal framework for ensuring gender equality in
the Republic of Uzbekistan.

The subject of the research is normative legal acts ensuring gender equality
in Uzbekistan, law enforcement practice, legislation and practice of foreign
countries, as well as conceptual approaches, scientific and theoretical views and
legal categories existing in the Constitutional Law.

Research methods. In this study, the methods of historical, systemic-
structural, comparative-legal, logical, complex study of scientific sources,
induction, deduction, interview and analysis of survey results from qualitative
methods, and analysis of statistical data from gquantitative methods were used.

Scientific novelty of the research is following:

any discrimination, exclusion or restriction aimed at non-recognition of the
rights and freedoms of women and men in all spheres of life and activity, including
discrimination on the basis of marital status, pregnancy, family obligations, as well
as sexual harassment, different payment for equal employment and qualifications
was justified as a direct discrimination on the basis of sex;

measures to identify differences in the regulation of relations related to the
tasks of childbirth and breastfeeding are based on the fact that they do not
discriminate on the basis of gender;

the lack of gender expertise of media products and insufficient coverage of
women contribution to the society development in print and electronic media was
justified;

it was justified that women and men have equal rights and responsibilities in
domestic labor;

employers are obliged to create safe working conditions that ensure the
protection of the life and health of women and men, including the maintenance of
reproductive functions, in order to realize equal rights and opportunities for
women and men in labor relations.

Practical results of the research include the following:

the concept of gender, gender mainstreaming was developed,;

It was justified that the draft Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On Non-
Governmental Organizations"” and the Public Chamber under the President of the
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Republic of Uzbekistan must include as one of their main objectives the need to
ensure gender equality in all spheres in the country, public hearings and monitoring
of women's rights in the private and public sectors;

prevention of the use of domestic violence, the need to involve professional
mediators in family disputes and their public associations on the basis of the state
social order was justified;

the need to protect society from information that promotes, approves,
reinforces gender stereotypes, aimed at direct and indirect discrimination on
gender, the need to limit the dissemination of such information through the media
was justified;

it was justified that the Children Ombudsman's responsibilities should include
preventive measures that prevent the birth of children, including abortions based
on the sex of the fetus.

minors as an equal responsibility of the parents if if there is no possibility to save
the marriage (family).

Reliability of research results. The reliability of the research determined by
results is based on the methods used in the work, the scientific and theoretical
approaches used in it, the mutual analysis of international experience and national
legislation, the implementation of conclusions, proposals and recommendations,
the results published in leading national and foreign publications, approved by the
authorities.

Scientific and practical significance of research results. The scientific
significance of the results of the research is based on the scientific-theoretical
conclusions, proposals and recommendations to conduct research on improving the
organizational and legal framework for gender equality in Uzbekistan,
interpretation of relevant legislation, improvement of national legislation and the
teaching of legal disciplines such as “Constitutional law” and "Current scientific
and practical problems of Constitutional law" that can be used in the preparation of
methodological recommendations.

The practical significance of the research results is determined by the fact that
it can be used to improve the normative and legal acts regulating gender equality,
law enforcement practice, as well as research in the family field.

Republic of Uzbekistan until 2030". (Reference of the Committee on Women and
Gender Equality of the Senate of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan No.
1 dated June 2, 2021). The implementation of this proposal contributed to an
increase in the role of media products and electronic media in the development of
the gender policy.

domestic labor was taken into account in the development of Article 24 of the Law
of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On guarantees of equal rights and opportunities for
women and men" (Reference of the Committee on Democratic Institutions, Non-
Governmental Organizations and Citizens' Self-Government Bodies of the
Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan No. 05 / 1-
04-253 dated December 1, 2020). The implementation of this proposal has served
to ensure gender equality in family relationships;

the proposal that employers should create safe working conditions for women
while maintaining working conditions was taken into account in the development
of Article 21 of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On guarantees of equal
rights and opportunities for women and men" (Reference of the Committee on
Democratic Institutions, Non-Governmental Organizations and Citizens' Self-
Government Bodies of the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic
of Uzbekistan No. 05 / 1-04-253 dated December 1, 2020). The implementation of
this proposal served to ensure gender equality in labor relations.

Approbation of the results of the research. The results of this research were
tested at 4 scientific conferences, including 3 international and 2 national scientific
conferences, roundtables and seminars.

The structure and volume of the dissertation. The content of the
dissertation consists of an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, bibliography,
and annex. The volume of the dissertation is 156 pages.
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THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

The introduction of the dissertation includes the relevance and necessity of
the research topic, its dependence on the main priorities of science and technology
development, review of foreign research on the topic, the degree of study of the
problem, the relationship of the topic with the research institution, its goals and
objectives, object and subject, methods, scientific novelty and practical result,
reliability of scientific results, scientific and practical significance, introduction,
approbation, publication of results, volume and structure of the dissertation.

The first chapter of the dissertation is entitled ""The legal nature of gender
equality and the historical stages of its formation'*, which analyzes the legal nature
and theoretical foundations of gender equality, the history of gender equality and
development trends.

The dissertant emphasizes the concept of gender, gender equality, its essence, the
need to analyze scientific research related to the understanding of these concepts, the
application of concepts such as "equality" and "equity" before advancing the
theoretical and legal views on equality of rights and freedoms of men and women the
analysis of the boundaries, as well as the need to determine whether these concepts are
related to gender and sex.

A number of theories related to gender equality have been studied in the
dissertation, such as biological, psychological, anthropological, sociological, economic
theories; socialist, liberal and radical feminist theories; theories of production and
property relations, family structure and household, social and work roles and
traditional, transitional and egalitarian theories. Dissertant concludes that the legal
reforms in the field of gender equality in Uzbekistan are conceptually in line with the
theory of transition.

A detailed analysis of the views of many well-known scholars and researchers
(M.V. Baglay, B.C. Nersesyants, M.N. Kozyuk, Abu Nasr Farobi, Olympia De Guj)
on understanding concepts of "equality” and “equity" in the modern legal literature
and determining their relationship , concluded that equality in its purest form is the
formal form of equality of one subject in relation to another, expressed in the equating
of each individual characteristic of a subject with respect to another subject, and thus
reflecting their mutual identity.

The researcher explores the scientific and theoretical perspectives on the current
understanding of the term “gender” in terms of equality of women and men, and the
views on gender equality put forward in European countries in the 1970s (Robert
Stoller, Anthony Giddens) in the second half by scientists (Friedman B., Walt M.,
Bryson V., Reuter V., Shuler M., Harris D., Polenina C.B., Bondar N. S., Mamut JI S.,
Lukasheva E.A. .) The differences between the views put forward, while analyzing the
approaches, have focused mainly on the study of the nature of the social state and its
role in solving gender problems.

At a time when the process of globalization and human rights issues have been
hotly debated at the international level in recent years, foreign scholars on gender
equality and its provision in various socio-economic spheres (G.Stoet, DCGeary,
M.Verloo, Ross K., Padovani C. (ed.), Engelli 1., Mazur A., Coe IR, Wiley R., Becker



LG, Andersson e., Glas S., Spierings N., Scheepers P., Breda T.)) have been mainly
sociological. In the last five years, research has focused on gender equality in the
health care system (GRGupta), analysis of the interdependence of GDP and gender
inequality (A.Falk, J.Hermle), the negative impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on
gender equality (TM Alon), the current state of gender equality in science, medicine,
and global health, and work devoted to problems (G. Shannon) and others.

According to the dissertant, ensuring gender equality primarily serves to ensure
the social balance associated with women's education, career choice, promotion. From
a sociological point of view, the equal opportunities of men and women in everything
serve to shift from a social history to a cultural one to enhance the role of women in
society, who make up almost half of society.

By analyzing the content of gender discrimination, the researcher finds that
formal discrimination is expressed in inequality (both legal and factual) resulting from
objective differences of people and is reinforced in the public consciousness or law.
The most common form of official discrimination has been shown to include racial,
sexual, ethnic, and religious discrimination.

Any discrimination comes in two forms: positive and negative. Positive
discrimination is the introduction of a system of benefits for a particular group of
people who have been discriminated against in order to ensure equal opportunities (but
not rights) for all. Representatives of this group include orphans and children without
parental care, preferential access to higher education, as well as special legal regulation
of labor relations for women, people with children, and others.

Dissertant shows gender as a system that focuses on a particular socialization,
showing that this system is built through the division of labor, cultural norms, roles and
stereotypes accepted in society, it is a means of understanding social processes in any
period and society.

Trends in the study of gender equality are also changing, including the historical
roots of the gender equality index (S. Dilli), the stages of development of gender
equality in sports (M. Smith and M. Wrynn), the foundations of gender equality in
labor relations (C. Sweetman) , analyzing gender issues in education (E.Unterhalter)
shows that new trends in gender equality are constantly evolving on the basis of
innovative development.

The researcher analyzes the historical stages of the development of gender
equality in the example of Egypt, Greece, Ancient Rome, Ancient Turan (Avesto),
emphasizing the role of Islamic teachings in ensuring and promoting women's rights.

While there is a concept of equality between women and men in Islam, the
uniqueness of such an approach is that in Islam it is recognized that men and women
have equal personal, social, economic and political rights. In short, Islamic teaching is
important to humanity in that it defines the role of women in society, their importance,
the protection and preservation of motherhood, the duties of men to women, and the
status of women.

It is based on concrete facts that the historical development of gender equality in
Uzbekistan can be studied in 3 stages. The first stage - the representation of women as
a public association in 1991-2003 - is characterized by the creation of the initial
organizational and legal framework for the protection of women's personal, political,
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social and economic rights during the establishment of the Women's Committee. The
second phase, 2004-2016, improved women's participation in government and society,
including the introduction of a 30 per cent quota for women candidates to be elected to
representative bodies and the systematic handling of women's issues in neighborhood
offices. The third stage - the adoption of 24 normative-legal acts in the interests of
women on the basis of international standards from 2017 to the present, the
implementation of public policy aimed at comprehensively addressing the long-
awaited problems of family gender equality.

The second chapter of the dissertation is entitled ""Organizational and legal
foundations for gender equality"’, which is devoted to the national legal foundations
of gender equality, international legal framework, comparative and legal analysis of
organizational and legal issues of gender equality in developed countries.

In our national legislation, women's rights are guaranteed at the constitutional
level. Article 46 of the Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan states that “women
and men have equal rights." At the same time, our legislation guarantees the legal
protection of motherhood and childhood, including the provision of paid maternity
leave and other benefits for pregnant women, as well as the reduction of working hours
for mothers with young children.

The doctrine of equal opportunities for women and men has been mentioned in
the Article 46 of the Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan and the Law of the
Republic of Uzbekistan "On the Guarantee of Equal Rights and Opportunities for
Women and Men", Article 2 of the Civil Code, Article 6 of the Labor Code, and
Article 2 of the Family Code.

Over the past three years, the country has adopted more than 20 normative legal
acts on the protection of women's constitutional rights and interests, including 2 laws,
6 presidential decrees and resolutions, 16 resolutions of Cabinet of Ministers. For the
first time, a Senate Committee on Women and Gender Equality was established.

According to the dissertant, with the special normative legal documents adopted
in recent years the intended reduction or non-recognition of the constitutional rights
and responsibilities of women and men in all spheres of life and activity of society is to
be accepted as an direct discrimination and the situation, criterion or practice that
would put the persons of other gender in a relatively uncomfortable position should be
considered as an indirect discrimination.

Analyzing the national legal foundations for ensuring gender equality by
dissertant, the Action Strategy for 2017-2021 has opened the door to new opportunities
for our women. This strategic document envisages increasing the socio-political
activity of women, further improving the state policy to strengthen the role of women
in the state and society, on the basis of this strategic document to ensure women's
constitutional rights and interests, ensuring gender equality and increasing the role of
women in society has become a priority of state policy.

According to data released by the Gender Commission, as of 2020, 14,774
protective orders had been given by organs of internal affairs, to women who had been
subjected to oppression and violence. This was mainly due to the city of Tashkent,
Samarkand, Tashkent, Fergana, Kashkadarya, Andijan regions and the Republic of
Karakalpakstan. Of the cases of oppression and violence against women, 6,281 were



psychological, 6,836 were physical, 1,480 were oppression, 121 were economic, and
56 were sexual.

Dissertant has analyzed the reflection of the fundamental principles of ensuring
gender equality in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights 1948, the International
Covenant on Social, Economic and Cultural Rights 1966, and the Convention on the
Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women 1979, in the provisions of
national legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

Dissertant has analyzed the researches on importance of international legal
standards in ensuring gender equality and its impact on national legislation (P. B.
Sarsembaeva, PA Torosyan, Fagan C., Rubery J.F.D. Blau, L.M. Kahn). These
researches supported the view that, the emergence of international organizations and
special international documents was due to the fact that over time women have been
unequal with men, which was densely connected with the existence of traditional
stereotypes, cultural, traditional, religious customs and beliefs that discriminated
women.

According to the researcher's analysis, the equality of women and men is now
recognized by all countries of the world, but there are still many prejudices and
stereotypes in society, which leads to gender inequality.

However, despite the fact that the state has adopted such principles as equality
between men and women in the constitutions of the state, and the prohibition of
discrimination on the basis of gender in accordance with the recommendations of the
international community, as a result of the fact that stereotypes are still going on,
gender equality is not fully ensured.

Although the dissertation focuses on important principles such as gender equality
and the inadmissibility of gender discrimination, the implementation of international
documentation standards, including international standards for gender equality, has not
been fully implemented, indicating that a national mechanism for protection against
gender discrimination is incomplete.

The third chapter of the dissertation is entitled **Prospects for improving the
constitutional legal foundations for gender equality in Uzbekistan™ and analyzes
issues such as improving the constitutional legal foundations for gender equality in
Uzbekistan in the field of personal and political rights, economic and social rights,
dedicated to the analysis of issues such as gender equality in the context of the
COVID-19 pandemic in Uzbekistan.

According to a study published by the UN, during the COVID-19 period, the
labor rights of female doctors and nurses working in medical institutions and
employees of other medical institutions were grossly violated. In the second case,
they chose to become unemployed in the future, refusing to perform their labor
activities due to pressure from men.

The situation of women has worsened due to the 2020 coronavirus pandemic.
According to the UN, the pandemic will put another 47 million women and girls
below the poverty line. The risk that the pandemic will not end in the world in
2021 also poses the risk that these violence and economic hardships will be
accompanied by a stronger wave.
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Analyzes show that in developed democratic states, various liability measures
are established for offenses related to domestic violence. Under the influence of the
pandemic, women turned to special services for the following main problems:
domestic violence; intimidation in the cyber world; child marriage; sexual
harassment and violence.

According to the dissertant, it is not expedient to identify problems of gender
equality only from appeals to the call center. Based on the national mentality of the
peoples of Central Asia, it can be said that appealing to special authorities in cases
of domestic violence is considered by the society as threat to family values formed
over thousands of years.

A number of studies on gender equality during the pandemic period have been
conducted in the short term, the dissertant analyzed the research in the following
areas: Impact on women's labor rights (T.M.Alon), increase in female mortality (R.
Adams), gender inequalities in COVID-19 research authorship (A.Pinho Gomez),
increased women’s family responsibilities (K.Power), negative impact on women’s
nutrition (S. Ragasa, [.Lambrext), impact on women’s research activities (J.Malish),
imbalance of working hours between men and women (S. Colinz), the question of the
responsibility of states for gender inequality (N. Fortier), the impact on women's
education (d’Orville H.), the impact of "lockdown” on women's rights in Germany
(Czymara C. S., Langenkamp A., Cano T.), challenges for the female academic
during the COVID-19 pandemic (B.P.Gabster R.Cui, H.Ding, F.Zhu), housing
ownership and career issues (M.Oleshuk).

According to the dissertant, one of the main factors threatening gender equality
during the pandemic is the problem of domestic violence. The basic instinct of the
patriarchal family, formed over thousands of years, is that men try to forcefully
control a woman’s actions, facial expressions, limiting a woman’s personal life and
individual freedom. Scientists see the human right to be happy and free as an integral
part of the right to life.

Therefore, during the pandemic, it is proposed to digitize the current procedure
for issuing protection orders to women and reduce the 24-hour ordering period to 12
hours by studying the living conditions of the victim. This procedure provides that
after consideration of the issue of ordering by the inspector of prevention, the basic
information on the protection order is automatically sent to the mobile phone of the
husband in the form of SMS-notification.

Research on men and women’s use of the internet has shown that men spend
more time online than women. Women spend more time on social media, online
shopping and email. In particular, women generally spend an average of five hours a
week on social media, 36 minutes more per week than men, and young women
between the ages of 16 and 20 - more than others. It is important to better understand
how these trends differ between developing and developed countries, as they affect
the impact of policies and programs.

Dissertant proposes to develop a Concept for Improving Women’s Internet
Literacy in order to support women’s entrepreneurship in a pandemic situation,
analyzing in practice the cases of restriction of women’s right to the access for
information in recent years.



According to the Belgian experience, it is expedient to establish a Public Fund
for Social Support of Women under the Federation of Trade Unions of Uzbekistan. At
the same time, it is proposed to appoint a special pension from the public fund for
women who have not reached the retirement age due to force majeure.

The researcher notes that third-generation right is exercised by the public or the
nation, not by an individual, and suggests that it is appropriate to develop a gender
mainstreaming policy to ensure the right of individuals and citizens to protection
against discrimination on the basis of gender.

Gender mainstreaming is a comprehensive approach to the problem of gender
equality, which means the need to include gender equality in all systems of modern
society, taking into account the social, cultural, economic and political differences
between men and women in all spheres of activity.

According to the researcher, while the norms of the Labor Code are aimed at
ensuring equal rights and equal opportunities for women and men in the field of labor
relations, there are a number of provisions that violate the principles of gender
equality. At the same time, researcher argued that labor relations for women and men
are not free from norms that need to define guarantees of equal rights and
opportunities in the process of hiring and in the process of conducting labor activities.

CONCLUSION

As a result of the research on "Constitutional and legal foundations for ensuring
gender equality in the Republic of Uzbekistan™ the following practical proposals and
recommendations were developed:

I. Scientific and theoretical conclusions

1. Analysis of the theoretical and legal basis of the concept of gender, "gender is
a system aimed at the socialization of women and men in society, which is built on the
division of labor, cultural norms, roles and stereotypes in society."

2. The third-generation right is exercised not by the individual but by the public
or the nation. Therefore, it is expedient to develop a policy of gender mainstreaming
in Uzbekistan to ensure the right of individuals and citizens to protection against
discrimination on the basis of gender.

3. Gender mainstreaming is a comprehensive approach to the problem of gender
equality, which means the need to include gender equality in all systems of modern
society, taking into account the social, cultural, economic and political differences
between men and women in all spheres of activity.

4. It is expedient to increase the position of non-governmental non-profit
organizations and civil society institutions in improving the position of Uzbekistan in
international rankings and indices on gender equality. It is expedient to establish the
practice of allocating social orders, subsidies and grants to NGOs on the basis of
social partnership on important issues such as employment of women, protection of
women from violence, ensuring the rights of women to education.

5. In the practice of European countries, the fight against gender discrimination
has not always been positive. There have also been cases of citizens abusing their
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rights by making unfounded claims to employers in the hope of receiving financial
compensation under the pretext of gender equality. Therefore, in the legal regulation
of these processes it is necessary to take into account all the features of the experience
of developed countries.

6. It should be noted that new forms of guaranteeing women's equality rights are
also developing in European countries. At the same time, there are issues of digital
gender inequality associated with the lack of access to information for women in the
field of IT and modern workplaces.

Il. Proposals and recommendations for improving the constitutional and
legal foundations for gender equality in Uzbekistan:

7. It is proposed to oblige the state to create mechanisms to ensure gender
equality, to take measures to address issues related to gender equality and to make the
following amendments to the Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan on the basis
of analysis and international experience:

a) It is proposed to amend Article 46 of the Constitution of the Republic of
Uzbekistan as Part 2 in the following wording:

"The state guarantees gender equality in all spheres of society."

b) It is expedient to analyze the importance of "fatherhood" from a scientific
point of view in accordance with the social status of motherhood in the family. Today,
in the family, as parents have equal responsibility for the upbringing of children and
household chores, as well as for the fulfillment of family responsibilities, fatherhood,
like motherhood, must have equal rights and opportunities to enjoy social security
benefits guaranteed by the state.

Therefore, it is proposed to supplement Part 2 of Article 65 of the Constitution of
the Republic of Uzbekistan with the following wording: "Fatherhood-motherhood
and childhood shall be protected by the state."

8. It is proposed to include to the draft Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On
Non-Governmental Organizations™ and the Public Chamber under the President of the
Republic of Uzbekistan as one of their main objectives the need to ensure gender
equality in all spheres in the country, public hearings and monitoring of women's
rights in the private and public sectors, to form a package of social orders in this area.

9. In order to support women's entrepreneurship, it is proposed to develop a
Concept for improving Women's Internet literacy. The proposed strategy will
change the guarantees of the exercise of certain constitutional rights by women in the
use of the Internet in the search, reception, transmission, production and dissemination
of information.

10. Most of the Rehabilitation and adaptation centers for women who are victims
of domestic violence are located far from populated areas. In some cases, victims are
required to walk up to 70 km to reach the centers. Therefore, it is proposed to
integrate the hotline number “1146” of the Ministry of Mahalla and Family Support
with the number “1002” of the Ministry of Internal Affairs, the number “1003” of the
Ambulance Service and the number on women's issues “1211” of the Federation of



Trade Unions of Uzbekistan. In doing so, depending on the nature of the problem, the
shelter determines whether other specialized services should be consulted.

11. As of March 2021, it is proposed to develop and introduce special methods
of legal and psychological assistance for men, as 806 men also applied to
rehabilitation and adaptation centers.

12. Family mediation should be widely introduced. It is advisable to involve
representatives of the religious sphere, psychologists, lawyers and economists as
mediators, depending on the religious affiliation of the husband or wife.

Therefore, professional mediators and their public associations should be
involved in the prevention of domestic violence by issuing a state social order.

13. It is expedient to establish a Public Fund for Social Support of Women under
the Federation of Trade Unions of Uzbekistan. At the same time, it is proposed to
appoint a special pension from the public fund for women who have not reached the
retirement age due to force majeure.

14. During the pandemic, it is proposed to digitize the current procedure for
Issuing protection orders to women and to reduce the 24-hour period for issuing
protection orders to 12 hours by studying the living conditions of the victim. This
procedure provides that after consideration of the issue of ordering by the inspector of
prevention, the basic information on the protection order is automatically sent to the
mobile phone of the land in the form of SMS-notification.

15. It is proposed to state Article 9 of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On
guarantees of equal rights and opportunities for women and men" in the following
wording:

Article 9. The main directions of state policy in the field of equal rights and
opportunities for women and men

The main directions of state policy in the field of equal rights and opportunities
for women and men are:

protection of society from information that promotes, approves, strengthens
gender stereotypes, aimed at direct and indirect discrimination on gender, combating
the dissemination of such information through the media;

16. "Human life" defined by Article 24 of the Constitution of the Republic of
Uzbekistan - as the historical development of the human person, the fetus has the right
to live in the form of biological and physiological beings from the 21st day. In this
sense, by revising the norms in the legislation on the recognition of the fetus as a
criminal object, early identification of the sex of the fetus and its abortion should be
considered an attempt on human life.

17. It is expedient to include in the responsibilities of the Ombudsman for
Children the implementation of preventive measures aimed at preventing the birth of
children, including selective abortions.

18. In our opinion, the inclusion of the word "change™ in the passport of a citizen
who is getting married by the Civil Registry Office has no legal basis to consider this
passport as an invalid passport. Therefore, it is proposed by the law enforcement
agencies to abolish the practice of applying administrative liability for failure to
change the passport within one month when changing the surname of the husband or
wife,
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In order to guarantee the personal right of husband and wife to choose a surname
in the Civil Registry Offices and to digitize activities in the field, it is advisable to
enter the information of the husband or wife who changed their surname on the basis
of interdepartmental electronic document exchange system. To do this, it is necessary
to integrate the electronic platform of the Civil Registry Office into the electronic
system of the Main Department of Migration and Citizenship of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

19. It is proposed to state Article 20 of the Family Code of the Republic of
Uzbekistan in the following wording:

“At the time of marriage, the husband and wife voluntarily choose the common
surname of the husband or wife, or chooses the joint surname of the husband and wife
as a common surname or each of them retains his pre-marital surname.

The fact that one of the spouses changes his or her last name does not change
the last name of the other. ”

20. It is proposed to critically review the activities of the "Women's Wing" of
political parties, ensure cooperation between the reserve of candidates and incumbent
deputies, actively integrate the best practices of women leaders and leading higher
education institutions in the activities of political parties, to create a new mechanism
for the preparation of women eligible to run for parliament.

21. Taking into account the national identity of the peoples of Central Asia, it is
expedient to analyze, first of all, negative habits related to consciousness among men
and women in such areas as family, labor, public administration. It is proposed to
include the following concepts in the laws of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On
guarantees of equal rights and opportunities for women and men" and "On protection
of women from oppression and violence":

“gender stereotypes are a set of negative perceptions generalized by society
about the characteristics that women and men have or should have, as well as the
gender roles they play or should play.”

22. In Uzbekistan and many other countries, cases of domestic violence and
harassment, as well as the tendency of “victim-blaming” are widespread. Through
this, a “culture of violence” has been formed in our society, where the person
responsible for the violence is left out and the women victims are blamed. These
phenomena hinder the implementation of constitutional norms on gender equality in
practice. The inclusion of this concept in the law serves to ensure the constitutional
principle of gender equality and helps to apply the law in these matters based on a
uniform approach. In this context, it is proposed to state Article 3 of the Law of the
Republic of Uzbekistan "On protection of women from oppression and violence™ in
the following wording:

Article 3. Basic concepts

The following basic concepts are applied in this Law:

domestic violence - can be defined as an illegal act(inaction) of family
relationship members that include physical, sexual, economic or psychological abuse
or threats of abuse that influence on the life, health, sexual integrity, honor, dignity of
women and men’s rights and freedoms protected by law.



harassment - can consist of direct and indirect actions of a person towards
women and men: in the form of physical assault or pinching, verbal insult or threat,
malicious words and rude jokes, in the form of various tricks or intimidation, in
obscene letters or calls, in manifestation of offensive photographs or sexually explicit
gestures, in lying about someone or other similar acts.

victimblaming - the identification of a female victim of harassment and violence
as the perpetrator or culprit of such pressure.

23. In conducting gender statistics, it is advisable to allow independent activities
of citizens' self-government bodies, non-governmental non-profit organizations and
other institutions of civil society. Therefore, it is proposed to state Article 8 of the
Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On guarantees of equal rights and opportunities
for women and men" in the following wording:

“Gender indicators can also be implemented independently by citizens' self-
government bodies, non-governmental non-profit organizations and other civil society
institutions.

Types, forms of presentation, coverage of gender indicators are approved by the
State Statistics Committee.

24. Socio-economic independence of women is developing in the context of
improving gender equality in the world. In most cases, women are prevented from
getting an education, choosing a job, and pursuing a career by their husbands or
relatives. As a result, women become economically dependent on family members.

Therefore, the person who resigned from the place of work (source of income) at
the request of the husband (wife) and who is in a difficult financial situation it is
expedient to legally strengthen the right to receive alimony, provided that it is at the
expense of employment assistance centers.

25. If we analyze the cases of discrimination observed in the employment of
women, they can mainly point to factors such as marital status, age, childbearing
plans, pregnancy. It is advisable to develop new methods of assessing the impact of
questions asked by the employer on the privacy of men and women in hiring process.

Therefore, it is proposed to introduce a mandatory representation of women in
the commission for employment in government agencies.

26. It is proposed to state Article 21 of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan
"On guarantees of equal rights and opportunities for women and men™ in the
following edition:

“In order to ensure equal rights and opportunities for women and men in labor
relations, the employer shall ensure:

to consider women's candidates in the first place in hiring process, to make
demands on them on the basis of their position or professional duties; ”

27. Today, in the field of family relations and the upbringing of children,
guarantees of equal rights and opportunities for women and men are important not
only within the family, but also in cases where the marital relationship has ended.

The legal protection of divorced women and their minor children needs to be
strengthened. Therefore, the legislation should include the obligation to provide
housing for minors as an equal responsibility of the parents in the event of inability to
maintain the marriage (family). This proposal is designed in terms of gender equality
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In ensuring the spouses’ constitutional obligations related to the care and upbringing
of their minor children. Through this norm, the state aims to impose equal
responsibilities on husband and wife in providing housing for their children until they
reach adulthood.

28. A legal procedure should be established to ensure gender-based analysis of
each program, TV series, advertisement, and national cinema before broadcasting
with the help of a special Arts Council.

29. In order to promote the responsibilities and duties of fatherhood to the
younger generation, it is necessary to establish Father's Day in the Republic of
Uzbekistan.

30. In order to increase the number of women judges and their activity, it is
proposed to allocate a special quota for women in the Higher School of Judges and to
establish a “School of Young Judges” at the Tashkent State University of Law with
the participation of women practitioners and scholars.
