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INTRODUCTION (Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) dissertation annotation)

As a result of globalization processes in the world the teaching of sufism is
also expanding in harmony with the religion of Islam. The sufism (—<i) and its
ideas as having effect on the development and progress of Islamic civilization
possess the immense potential of educating the people in the mood of peace,
justice and humanism. The nagshbandiya which is considered as one of the most
famous tarigats of Sufism effects a great deal in the development of ethics and
weltanschauung of Muslims. The silsila of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya 4sxiuias)
(422233« which is considered as the large denomination of tarigat of nagshbandiya
has a great significance in not only the spiritual-psychological, but also in the
socio-political and cultural lives of the clergy.

The processes related with the tarigat of Sufism in the world and their
activities are studied as the priority themes. There are studies conducted related
with the teaching of Sufism in the several scientific centers in the world, the
significance of the nagshbandiya among the tariqats, its inter-connectedness with
the socio-political processes, its dissemination, spiritual silsila, the mutual relations
of the representatives of tarigat, the dissemination of the makhfi and jahri
appearances of the zikr. By the study of the newly established nagshbandiya-
mujaddidiya direction of the tarigat of nagshbandiya in India in the 17" century
and the aspects initiating these processes the ratio of these researches are
enhancing.

Lately in Uzbekistan the activities of the tarigat of nagshbandiya and the
study of its scienctific-spiritual legacy are becoming one of the essential issues.
The special attention is paid to the study of the history of Seven pirs in Bukhara
and the renovation of their shrines.

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study of the centers of the nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya tariga and the process
of its spread in Central Asia in the XVI11-XIX centuries;

identification of shrines and shrines associated with nagshbandiya-
mujaddidiya;

to determine the lineage and genealogy of the pir and murids of the tariga
operating in Central Asia;

identify information about the Sufi Allahyar and his disciples and reveal the
tariga and murshid-murid traditions of the tariga;

identification of local networks of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya in Central Asia;

identification of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya mystical centers in the XVIII-
XIX centuries and development of proposals and recommendations.

The object of the research. The nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya tarigat of sufism
in Central Asia in the 18-19™ centuries.

The subject of the research. Consists of some peculiarities of tarigat of
nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya in Central Asia, their genealogy, centers and the
problems related with their shrines.

Methods of research. During the conduct of the research the methods such as
characterization, generalization, comparison, systematicity, comparison-historism,
historical periodicity, microhistorical analysis were used.

The scientific novelty of the research work is as follows:

As a result of the support of the tarigat by the rulers considered as the active
representatives of the nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya (4323« 411383 jn Central Asia in
the 18-19" centuries it was revealed that the new tasawwuf centers related with the
name of Chungaymish in Samarkand and Jumabazar, Karrukh in Herat were
formed and the waqgf properties were allotted for their constant activity;

It was proven that the epigraphically writings on the gravestones of the
representatives of the tasawwuf are the source of information not only signifying
the burial of certain personalia, but also are the source of valuable information on
the life and scientific activity, family, master and disciples of that certain person;

the silsila acitivity of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya and the initiation of mutual
systematic relations with the shaykhs of tarigat in 18-19th centuries, its
reanimation as a result of religious policy of the rulers and the reforms and its wide
dissemination in the region of Central Asia was revealed;

the further development of education in the region, in order to prevent the
reduction of the education process in some regions, the establishment of new
madrassas in Movaraunnakhr and Khorasan by the shaykhs of nagshbandiya-
mujaddidiya, the organization of the systematic activities of mudarrises and their
sponsorship of the students to write the independent textbooks for the sciences of
"Sufism" and "Fikh" were argued.

The practical result of research are as follows:

A total of 10 manuscripts were identified on the coverage of the life and
activities of disciples of tarigat, who worked in the tarigat of nagshbandiya-
mujaddidiya which existed in the 18-19" centuries in Central Asia;
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The history, sets, 6 wagfnamas, 6 irshadnamas, 10 seals related to the spread
of tarigat nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya throughout the vast territory of and its
manifestations were identified and put into scientific circulation;

4 architectural monuments related with the tarigat of nagshbandiya-
mujaddidiya and the history of 14 shrines already removed from the pages of the
history were identified and their being main scientific-enlightenment center in the
dissemination of the tarigat among the vast regions were identified;

The data revealing the life and activities of the representatives of Sufism
which were functioning in the tarigat which were not existing in the manuscript
sources were proven through the 12 epigraphical monuments.

Reliability of the research results. The trustiness of the results of the
research are defined by the application of the scientific opinions and methodology
of the scholars of East and West, relying on the manuscript sources and documents
in the evaluation of the historical and scientific process, especially by the
comparison with the Inventory items 530, 1590, 2085/11, 11308, 12240 kept in the
Manuscripts fund of the Orientalistics institute named after Abu Rayhan Beruni;
3201, 8902/2 kept in the Hamid Sulaymanov depository; 5653/2, 48, 955 kept in
Samarkand state united historical-architectural and literary museum-sanctuary; Inv.
Ne kp 10634-pf 1728 in Kokand literature museum fund; 1-18, Folio 1, case 9828,
N-323, Folio 1, case 1194/5 in National Archive fund of Uzbekistan; also among
foreign funds comparing with the rare “Mirat-us-salikiyn” which is kept under the
inventory numbers 1705-261/39, 1710-261/44 in the library fund of Orif Hikmat
under the library of Abdulazizkhan, the articles printed according to the theme of
the dissertation in the local and foreign scientific outlets recommended for the
publication of the scientific results by the SAC and the wide discussion of the
lectures held in the scientific and scientific-applied conferences, also the
application of the proposals and recommendations derived from the results of the
research into the practice, the confirmation of the obtained results by the
plenipotentiary institutions.

The scientific and practical significance of the findings of research. The
scientific results of the research are explained by the scientific characterization and
cataloging of manuscripts and lithography books on the history of sufism of the
18-19'" centuries, historical documents, various treatises on the subject, as well as
the possibility of using them in the development of a scenario in the preparation of
video films within the framework of life and activities of the representatives of
tarigat propagating the tourism, in the identification of the place names.

The practical significance of the results of the dissertation is determined by
the fact that it serves to study the history of statehood, sufism, samples of material
and spiritual heritage in Central Asia, the increasing of museums under the open
sky, the renewal of existing exhibitions in museums, the implementation of the
programs dedicated to the further development of tourist service and new tourist
centers.
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Implementation of the findings of the research. Based on the results
obtained on the analysis of the tarigat of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya in Central
Asia in the 18-19™ centuries:

As a result of the support of the tarigat by the rulers who were the active
representatives of nagshbandiya-mujaddidya (4223« 4aiisi) in Central Asia in 18-
19" centuries the scientific conclusions on the formation of new sufi centers in
Chungaymish and Jumabazar of Samargand, related with the name of Karrukh in
Herat, and the allotment of the waqf land properties for their constant activities
were implemented into the contents of the books “Khojagon nagshbandiya”, Seven
pirs (murshids of the world) based on the orders (Reference Act No-2112 of the
Board of Muslims of Uzbekistan dated 30 October 2020 ). As a result it paved way
to the acquaintance with the history of the leaders of the tarigat of tasawwuf, the
traditions of the sightseeing of the holy shrines, the spiritual perfection of the youth
and the formation of their upbringing;

The scientific conclusions on the epigraphically writings on the gravestones
of the representatives of the tasawwuf are the source of information not only
signifying the burial of certain personalia, but also are the source of valuable
information on the life and scientific activity, family, master and disciples of that
certain person were implemented into the contents of the book “History of
education system of Bukhara” prepared upon order (Reference Act No 528/21 of
the Center of Islamic civilization under the Chamber of Ministers of the Republic
of Uzbekistan dated 8 Oktober 2021). As a result it served to the clarification of
the history of the history of holy shrines related with the tarigat of nagshbandiya-
mujaddidiya existing in Central Asia and the rare historical heritage, including the
history of epigraphical monuments;

The scientific conclusions on the silsila acitivity of nagshbandiya-
mujaddidiya and the initiation of mutual systematic relations with the shaykhs of
tarigat in 18- 19th centuries, its reanimation as a result of religious policy of the
rulers and the reforms and its wide dissemination in the region of Central Asia
were implemented in the contents of the books “Vakhshuvor” which was prepared
upon order. (Reference Act No 0112-044976 of the Ministry of Culture of the
Republic of Uzbekistan dated from 9 November 2020). As a result, the history of
the sites of cultural heritage served as the manual for the staff of the scientific-
research organizations processing the manuscrips and historical documents;

The scientific conclusions on arguing the further development of education in
the region, in order to prevent the reduction of the education process in some
regions, the establishment of new madrassas in Movaraunnakhr and Khorasan by
the shaykhs of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya, the organization of the systematic
activities of mudarrises and their sponsorship of the students to write the
independent textbooks for the sciences of Sufism and Islamic jurisprudence were
used in the preparation of the scenario of series-programs such as “Historical
question” broadcasted by the “O’zbekiston tarixi” TV channel within the
“O’zbekiston” broadcasting company. (Reference Act No 03-20-982 dated from 19
October 2020 of the “O’zbekiston” broadcasting company). As a result it served to
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convey the valuable information to population on the tarigat of nagshbandiya-
mujaddidiya, history of its representatives and activities, the gathering of more
historical facts by the viewers.

Approbation of the results of the research. Approbation of the results of
research were discussed in two international and 7 state scientific-practical
conferences.

The publication of the results of the research. Related to the theme of
research 15 scientific articles, including 6 articles in the publications recommended
by the Supreme Attestation Commission of the Republic of Uzbekistan for the
publication of the results of dissertations (4 national and 2 foreign magazines) were
published.

The structure and scope of the dissertation. The structure of dissertation
consists of contents, introduction, three chapters, main conclusions, list of
references and 5 annex, having 149 pages.

MAIN CONTENTS OF DISSERTATION

In the Introduction part the information on the relevance and necessity of the
research topic is substantiated and the level of the study of the problem is analyzed,
the priority directions of the research on the development of the science and
technology in the state and the relevance of the scientific-research institution to the
plans of scientific-research work carried out, the aims, tasks, object, subject and
methods of the research are defined, the scientific novelty of the research is
revealed, the trustworthiness of the research results, scientific-practical
significance is indicated, practical results, their implementation, announcement and
the structure of dissertation, the structure and size of the announcement and the
volume are presented.

The first chapter of the dissertation called “The scientific-theoretical basis
of the study of the history of the teaching of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya in the
18-19™" centuries”, consists of three paragraphs, in which the history of the study
of the tarigat, the territories in Uzbekistan and partly in some neighboring states
where the teaching was disseminated, the historical edifices in shrines and
epigraphic monuments were studied.

The first paragraph of the first chapter is dedicated to the issues of the
“Methods applied in the study of tarigat of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya and its
history”. In the following paragraph at the same time in general being dedicated to
the results of scientific works and researches related to the offshoots of
nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya in Central Asia also analyses the complex studies
conducted in correlation with the history of nagshbandiya. Each research in the
science of history is based on certain methods and methods are applied to
according to the research themes, their materials and other peculiarities. The
teaching of Sufism and its study played leading role in the activities of the scholars
of foreign countries and that’s why the researchers of the sphere used to apply
certain methods in the study and analysis of irfani literature.
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In the past in this regard some information by the scientists of Russia and
Western scholar have expressed certain comments, opinions on this tarigat were
expressed. For example, we are informed with some facts that Arthur Conolly
(1807-1842) had conveyed the info on Muhammad Islam shaykh Karrukhi the
representative of tarigat of Sufi Allahyar. Among contemporary scholars from the
West such as A. von Kiigelgen, H. Algar, M. Khodkevich, J.G.J. Ter Khaar, V. E.
Fyusfeld, A. F.Buehler in their scientific researches revealed the issues related with
the nagshbandiya- mujaddidiya, the history of tarigat and its peculiarities.

The expert of Sufism Hamid Algar in his studies started from fraternity, that’s
the commenting on the history of tarigat and the observation of it. Bernd Radtke
studying the written sources, initiated the essential analytical theme. With the help
of inductive method, he staunchly concludes for the history of Sufism in Central
Asia that the researcher transfers from the individuality to generality indicating that
there were no schools of Sufism in these places till the Mongol invasion.

The 18-19™ centuries was the period of the blossoming of nagshbandiya-
mujaddidiya in Central Asia. According to the Anke von Kiigelgen there were no
unigue centralization and unique leadership of the tarigat in this period. The
requirement for the existence of competition among the numerous Sufi groups
within the framework of unique mystical traditions was linked to diverse traditions
stipulated by the period. Anke von Kiigelgen mentions that there were no single
laws-orders defining the spiritual-enlightenment-religious life of the sufi
communities within the framework of one tradition. While on group of mujaddidis
makes khufi zikr, another group makes jahri zikr and sang pious songs*.

There are comments-opinions in the researches of Oleg Yarosh, Alexander
Papas on the dissemination of the tarigat into the regions of Asia and Africa, the
history of the genealogy of nagshbandiya-hagganiya. In the studies of the
abovementioned researchers there is a prevalence of application of methods of
historical-comparativism, historical-systematicity, scientific, retrospective,
historical periodization. There is an attempt in the research to use these methods up
to the possible degree. Among them there is a special attention was paid to the
usage of scientific studies conducted by scholars such as Devin Di Wuis, A.
Hismatullin, N. Tosun, B. Bobojonov, A. Muminov in the sphere of Sufism, the
methods and the experiences applied by them.

The second paragraph of the first chapter called “The explanation of sources
on the teaching of nagshbandiya-mujadaidiya”, includes the treatises such as
“Lutfi buzurg”, “Tarikhi Humuli”, “Mahazin ut-taqva”, “Toohfat-ul-ahbab”,
“Toohfat ul-ansab”, “Hazarat ul-qods”, “Tazkirai Majzoob Namangani”, “Tarikhi
Bukhara va tarjimat ul-ulama”, “Nazimat ul-quds min hadayiq ul-uns” based on
the sources written in the 18-19" centuries related to the development of tarigat in
Central Asia introduced to as nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya in the history of Sufism
formed as an opposition to religious policies and reforms of Akbar Shah in the

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lands of India (1542-1605) in the beginning of the 17" century and founded by
Mujaddid alf sani — Ahmad Farugi Sirhindi (1564-1624) and its functioning in
certain centers, also the development and dissemination in the soils of
Movarounnahr®. The history of mysticism in autographs of “Ravoyih ul-quds” and
“Mir‘at us-solikin written by Mirzo Maqsud Dahbedi, the formation of the
nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya sect until the end of the XIX century, the mystical
activity of 45 Shaikhs in Central Asia, Mirza Junaydullah Haziq Spiritual series of
the sect, 68 Shaikhs, 13 statesmen and 27 names of places in the work “The story
of Islam”, the dates of construction of architectural monuments related to the sect
in “Tazkirai olimoni Samarkand” by Mavlono Nuriddin Mahjuri, “Manoqgibi
Islam” It has been proven that the Shaikh covered pir-murid relations. The history
of the study of these treatises, the characteristics of the source and its description
are presented. Besides to that within the framework of the theme attention was also
paid to irshadnamas, waqgf documents. Included there, it is possible to have an
information through the waqgf document kept in the National archive fund of
Uzbekistan numbered 11-18, register-1, folio-9828 on the construction of mosque,
khanagah, special madrasa to teach the students in the contemporary Chungaymish
village and its vicinities by Sufi Allahyar and this document was written during the
life Sufi Allahyar (1123/1711), at the same time of being one of the rare historical
documents depicting directly his activities in Chungaymish, it is one of the
significant primary sources revealing the lands and the property belonging to the
this madrasa, unfolding its activities.

The third paragraph of the first chapter “The architectural and epigraphical
monuments related to nagshbandiya-mujaddiddiya” is dedicated to the
characterization and analysis of shrines having links to nagsahbandiya-
mujaddidiya, holy sites, cemeteries and architectural and epigraphical monuments.
Generally these monuments are related to the 18-19" centuries having links to
name of one of the prominent shaykhs of the tarigat Sufi Allahyar — the disciples of
the shaykh, especially direct descendants are buried in Vakhshuvar (Surkhandarya
reg.), Chungaymish (Nurobod dist.), Eshon mozor (Kattagurghon), Mavlana
Ibrahim khoja (Samarkand city), Karrukhi (Taylaq dist.), Uzbek khoja (Urgut
dist.), Ataullah Hukandi (Ferghana reg.), Azizi Ghuzari (Ghuzar dist. Kashkadarya
reg.), Mausoleum of Haziq (Kitab dist.) and these sites being the localities
transformed into shrines, these graves have gravestones presenting the information
related to the history of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya, its centers and wide
dissemination. Among the shaykhs who had followed path of Sufi Allahyar,
Mavlana Ataullah Hukandi expanding his activities in Ferghana is considered as
the student of the Islam shaykh Karrukhi who was the disciple of Sufi Allahyar. He
was the holder of miraculous deed and his disciple was Mirza Junaydullah Hazig.
In this paragraph the information was obtained on the edifices, building which

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were the products of the improvement activities of Sufi Allahyar. Based on the
data appearing in the grave the names, date of death, personal qualities, and the
places of burial of personalities related to the tarigat of Sufism were identified. The
genealogical arguments made the restoring of nasabnamas or the chain of
genealogy possible. By means of the study of the cemeteries and the epitaphies the
clarification of names of several personalities (Qamariddin Ghuzari, Atoulloh
Hukandi, Mavlana Mirmuhammad Ibrahim Khoja Samarkandi, Mirza Abul Fath)
related to tarigat, but unknown in the history of Sufism was introduced.

The second chapter “Dissemination and centers of the silsila of the
naqgshbandiya-mujaddiddiya” consists of three paragraphs and is dedicated to
the tasks of study and analysis of the dissemination of the silsila of nagshbandiya-
mujaddidiya and its centers in Central Asia. The first paragraph of this chapter
called “The genealogy of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya in Central Asia” reveals the
genealogy of the tarigat. The four genealogical chains through the means of Abu
Bakr, Umar, Usman and Ali from Muhammad (S.A.V.) are spreaded to the Muslim
world and the basis of this bond indicates that the root of these sufi tarigats is
linked to our Prophet (S.A.V.) In the sources by means of Abu Bakr Siddiq starts
the silsila of naghbandiya, from Umar ibn Khattab suhravardiya-kubraviya, from
Usman starts chishtiya-ishqgiya and from Hazrati Ali gadiriya-jahriya. Among them
there are names of Sufi Allahyar and his masters Khoja Habibullah Bukhari and
Shaykh Sufi Navruz Shahrsabzi, Mirza Jon Jonan, Musakhankhoja Dakhbedi and
afterwards the personalities listed down in the silsila link are indicated. The links
and bonds in the silsila and genealogy are derived from the genealogy tree,
manaqib and tazkiras. The paragraph is devoted to the fact of the reception of
irshad from khalifa Ghayibnazar, also to the obtaining the permission from Sufi
Muhammad Riza, Musakhankhoja Dakhbedi, khalifa Ashur®, Sufi Dehgan by
Muhammad Islam Shaykh and his silsila circle. Khalifa Qamariddin Azizi Ghuzari
(1767-1863), the disciple of Muhammad Islam shaykh Karrukhi was the adherent
of the “nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya-sufiya-islamiya™ silsila. It is noteworthy that
Muhammad Musakhankhoja ibn Isokhojai Dahbedi (1708-1776), the prominent
representative of the Dahbedi khojas in nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya was important
figure in the second half of the 18" century having many disciples and followers.
Muhammad Musakhankhoja had impacted on the society and political processes
by his means of him and of his disciples.

The second paragraph of the second chapter is called “The centers of
mujaddidiya in Central Asia” is about the centers pof mujaddidiya in Central Asia,
according to which besides to historical cities such as Bukhara, Samarkand and
Karshi there were sufi centers in several small, medium towns, localities such as
Katlos, Miyangal, Chungaymish, Vakhshuvor, Kulab, Karrukh, Langar, Dahbed
Sarmej, Jumabazar. These centers are related with the activities of Sufi Allahyar,
his masters, shaykh Habibullah, Sufi Navruz Shakhrisabzi and their disciples. In

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the madrasa of Chungaymish the students were taken under strict control for the
maintenance of the uninterrupted attendance of the students. Included there, if the
students was missing the lesson due to excuses, the teacher was sending to him
another student and if he doesn’t come even in this case, he was informing father
of the student on the issue. It was mentioned that the students who had received the
schooling in the Chungaymish madrasa misses the lessons for two months and ten
days, the mutawalli of the madrasa, the mutawalli of madrasa obtained the right to
admit new student instead of this student’.

The third paragraph of this chapter called “The holy shrines and sites related
with the nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya” is devoted to the characterization of the holy
shrines and the sites related to the nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya. These holy shrines
and sites include the Makhdumi Azam in Dahbed, Sufi Allahyar holy shrine in the
Vakhuvar village of Oltinsay district of Surkhandarya region, and the
Chungaymish and the Onaziyorat located on the edges and beginning of the Hissar
mountains related with the name of the above-mentioned shaykh, Islam shaykh
Karrukhi in the Karrukh town of Herat, holy shrine of Sayyidoyi Karrukhi in Herat
city, holy shrine of Mavlana Nematullah in Andhund, Darulaman Balkhi shrine in
Balkh, Abul Hasan Dehai Sarimazar in Fayzabad district in the proximities of
Dushanbe, shrine of Mirza Junaydullah Haziq in Kitab district of Qashqgadarya. All
such shrines are also significant from the viewpoint of being formed for the
duration of several years and interrelated directly with the tarigat of nagshbandiya-
mujaddidiya. Included there, due to the dwelling of Sufi Allahyar in Chungaymish
village from 1702 till the end of 1712, the construction of khanagahs, mosques and
madrasas by him and as a result of the introduction of the rare documents during
the study of research it was possible to obtain valuable information on the activities
of madrasa.

Starting from the times of the reign of Afghan Shah Temurshah a lot of
attention was paid to the shrine of Islam shaykh in Karrukh. This is indicated by the
creation of all the necessary facilities for the Islam shaykh and his activities by
Temurshah, the development activities and the waqgf properties allotted for the
region. Based on the information by Mirza Alim Mushrif, it becomes evident that
after the death® of the khan of Kokand Khudayarkhan was buried in this cemetery.

Due to the fact that Mirza Junaydullah Hazig hasd passed his youth among
the religious and scientific scholars, in the circle of the representatives of the
Sufism (sarghalga), his scientific creations are multifaceted, and it is noteworthy
that he wrote in three languages. He wrote under the penname “Haziq” creating the
“Divan”, as an answer to “Yusuf and Zulaykha” Abdurakhman Jami he wrote the
treatise under the same name?, classified the books such as “Tanbehnama” °. In the
field of medicine he also had some works, if one among them his commentary

“Tahqiq ul-qavaid” to the treatise of famous medical scientist Umar Chaghmini,
shows his activities being multifarious, his translation of part of the prominent
“Rawzat us-safa” into Uzbek also shows him being the expert in translation.
Junaydullah Haziq by means of his master Ataullah Hokandi is linked to the silsila
of his father Islam shaykh, presented his activities in the field of the teaching of
sufi.

The third chapter “The representatives of the teaching of nagshbandiya-
mujaddidiya in Central Asia”, consists of three paragraphs. The first paragraph
of the third chapter called “The pirs of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya in Central Asia”
Is dedicated to the lives and activities of the pirs of tarigat in Central Asia such as
Sufi Allahyar va Musakhankhoja Dahbedi and other representatives of Sufism who
had worked in their silsila. Derived from the data and the arguments in the sources
of 18-19" centuries introduced within the framework of the life, activities of the
pirs who had worked in the branches of the two prominent representatives of this
tarigat — Sufi Allahyar and Musakhankhoja Dahbedi, their role in the society and
disciples were studied and scientifically researched on. Sufi Allahyar’s disciple
Sufi Ghoyibnazar Miyanqali was also one of the prominent pirs, his disciple
Muhammad Islam shaykh Karrukhi (1726-1807) was the direct eyewitness of the
historical events of the middle part and the second half of the 18™ century. He was
the prisoner of the armies of Nadirshah, being transferred from Herat to Mashhad,
afterwards he was brought by Muhammad Rakhimkhan of Manghits to Bukhara
and there he was the holder of several military ranks. While he was living in
Ghazgan was introduced to Sufism and raised by several pirs upon coming to
Bukhara he was elevated to the level shaykh and he himself has grown several
disciples in nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya. Considered as one of the khojas of Dahbed
and being prominent in the history of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya Musakhankhoja
Dahbedi was well-known by his deeds and among his disciples he tutored
apprentice-learners such as Muhammad Siddig, Khudayar, Makhmud, Muhammad
Yusuf!t. One of his disciples Muhammad Amin (1739-1814) was reputed under
the name Piri Dastgir, who had tutored the Emir Khaydar. One of his prominent
disciples Muhammad Husayn (1168/1754-1250/1834) made emir of Bukhara Emir
Nasrullah as his apprentice.

The second paragraph “The silsilas in tarigat and the traditions of master-
apprentice” Of the third chapter is dedicated to the study of silsila in tarigat and the
traditions of master and apprentices. In the abovementioned paragraph the issues of
genealogy, silsila, spiritual-psychological attitude, genealogical chains and circles
are mentioned. At the same time with the linkage of this silsila to the prominent
personalia in the Islamic world and by their means to the khulafai rashiduns to our
prophet Sallallahu alaykhi vasallam and the attention mostly paid to different
branches and genealogical lines, their silsila and genealogical Kkinship are
considered. In the silsila the fact of apprentisage of the emirs of Bukhara to pirs in

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nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya and the extent of their connection to certain pirs is
indicated.

The teaching of nagshbandiya in relation to other tarigats ignores the living at
the expense of others on the account of others requiring the labour by the person,
relying on himself. In this matter the shaykhs who are the members of this silsila
when narrating the basics of tarigat from the tongue of Rasulullah sallallahu
alaykhi vasallam!? at the same time with the branch of silsila being precise,
trustworthy, their acting based on the “Irshadnama” document confirmed by the
previous master and the silsila of tarigat of nagshbandiya-mujaddidya in Central
Asia extending up to 18™ centuries stepping certain phases, it is possible to see the
diverse Dbranches disseminated to the different regions in the silsila of
nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya until reaching to this period. It becomes clear that in
the tarigat of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya which was functioning in the 18-19"
centuries in Central Asia, two branches, that’s the branches of Sufi Allahyar and
Musakhankhoja Dahbedi occupy an important role.

In the silsila chain we can see the rulers of the emirate of Bukhara becoming
the member of the tarigat of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya and their becoming the
apprentices to the pirs of tarigat. One of the emirs of Bukhara, founder of the
Manghit dynasty Muhammad Rakhimkhan was the disciple of the Janmuhammad
Kulabi. Great representative of the Manghit dynasty who had nickname Emir
Mas’um - Emir Shamurad had two masters, one of them was mulla shaykh Safar,
the second was Miyan Fazl Ahmad. His son Sayyid Amir Haydar was the disciple
of the his father’s pir Miyan Fazl Ahmad at the same time with the Muhammad
Amin Dahbedi. While khalifa Muhammad Husayn was the master of the Emir
Nasrullah who was the son of Emir Haydar, his son Emir Muzaffar’s pir was
Umarkhan. Muhammad Islam shaykh was the leader of the Afghan shah
Temurshah. The master of the khan of Kokand Khudayarkhan was the descendant
of khalifa Allahberdi, the son of Islam shaykh Karrukhi.

For example, the master of gazi, mufti Abu Tahir Khoja Samarkandi’s master
was Muhammad Amin Dahbedi, and the master of the gazi Abdulghaffar Bukhari
was Muhammad Islam shaykh. Another disciple of the Muhammad Islam Shaykh
was gazi Muhammad Salih Bukhari.

In the third pragraph of the third chapter named “The local branches of
tariqat” special attention was paid to the pirs, shaykhs who were working in the
local branches of the tarigats. The leaders of the local branches, sufis such as
Mavlana Uzbek Khoja Shakhrisabzi-Urguti, Musakhan Sarmeji, Muhammad
Sharif Bukhari, Ataulloh Hukandi, Mirza Abul Fath were founding the branches of
nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya in their respective regions, propagating the main
principle in Sufism, that’s reaching to love of Allah by means of irfani way and
were performing the diverse activities and were making the large masses to follow
them.

It was identified that Uzbek khoja had established khanagah, mosque and
langar in the vicinities of Balandgishloq of the (contemporary) Urgut district, the

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representatives of the silsila such as Muhammad Shokirkhoja Eshon Hadi khoja,
Muhammad Porso khoja, Allahberdikhan were iving in the khanagah and they
were buried in the cemetery near the khanagah. It was revealed that shaykh Mirza
Abul Hasan (1802-1863) who was in closer realtions with the Mavlana Uzbek
khoja had compiled the “Divan” under the pseudonym “Saqib” and his disciple
Jununi (is real name Sayyid Qalandarshah ibn Shah Sahib) was also writing under
the pseudonym ‘“Nadiri” wrote the treatises such as “Ma’dan ul-hal”,
“Vasiyatnama”, “Ganj ul-ashigin”, “Divani Nadiri”, “Zavq ul-muhib”,
“Musammat”. It was revealed that there were khanagahs, mosques built by the
masters of tarigat, the continuers of this silsila Abul Fath (1826-1888) and Abul
Turab (1845-1918) in Jumabazar (contemporary Taylaq district). Also, it was
established that the mausoleum was built by Abul Turab in 1895, Musakhan who
had workied in another branch of the silsila had his origins in the Sarmej village
dependency of Nur citadel®®*, and his being the descendant of the shaykh
Khudaydodi Vali, his working in the position of “Shaykhulislam™ in fulfillment of
the order of ruler of Bukhara and his death in 1835. The Musakhan Sarmeji’s
father by means of Hasan khoja was linked to Hazrat Ali (karramallahu vajhahu)
and his descendants, that’s his son Yahya khoja, his son Jaloliddin khoja, his son
being Nizamiddin khoja was established on the basis of historical documents.

CONCLUSION

1. In the study of the doctrine and history of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya,
the application of such methods as historical-comparative, historical-systematic,
retrospective, historical chronology has led in the study of the subject. Although
many sources on the history and historiography of the study of the nagshbandiya-
mujaddidiya tariga in Central Asia have been included in the scientific circulation,
the availability of sources and documents on the history of the tariga that need to
be studied has shown that new research is being conducted. In the course of
research, it became clear that the rare historical documents that illuminate the
activities of this tariga, epigraphic monuments contain a series of mujaddidiya.

2. The tasks of studying the tarigat of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya within
the framework of the curriculum of history the scholars had relied on the written
sources such as “Lutfi buzurg”, “Tarikhi Humuli”, “Mahazin ut-tagwa”, “Toohfat
ul-ahbab”, “Toohfat wul-ansab”, “Hazarat ul-quds”, “Tazkirai Majzoob
Namangani”, “Tarikhi Bukhari va tarjimat ul-ulama”, “Nasimat ul-quds min
hadayiqg ul-uns” in Arabic, Persian-Tajik, Turkic.

3. In the written sources of the 18-19™ centuries, diverse historical
documents, archive materials, also the epigraphical monuments the history of
tarigat, the information on the lives of the shaykhs and their activities are in
different levels, sometimes unnecessary, it is possible to analyse them
comparatively after the conduct of the systematization in the united medium. These
sources and the information in them served to fulfill each other.

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4. An analysis of the sources on the nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya tariga
series and genealogy revealed that the Sufi Allahyar branch of the Central Asian
series was scattered. Due to the fact that the representatives of this network operate
in different regions, there is no single source of information about the series. The
complete recovery of the Mujaddids can be achieved by replenishing the Sufi
Allahyar network with Jonmuhammad Kulabi, Sufi Ghoibnazar Miyoknoli,
Muhammad Islam Shaikh Karrukhi, Dorulmon Balkhi, Qamariddin Khuzari,
Atoullah Hogandi, Mirza Junaydullah Hazig, Abul Hasan.

5. The shrines of the taiga also operated in such areas as Karshi, Guzar,
Kattakurgan, Urgut, Taylak, which are outside the central cities of Movarounnahr.
According to the inscriptions on the tombstone in Mir Jandi ota cemetery in Guzar,
Azizi Guzari, a representative of the Sufi Allahyar branch of the nagshbandiya-
mujaddidiya, and Mawlana Atoullah in the cemetery in Kushtepa district of
Fergana region. Goyibnazar Miyonkoli worked in Kattakurgan, Mavlono Uzbek
khoja Shahrisabzi in Urgut district, Mirzo Abul Fath in Taylak district and were
buried in these areas.

6. The centers of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya in Chungaymish,
Vakhshuvar, Karrukh, Jumabazar are significant in that they are home to such
influential tariga as Sufi Allahyar, Muhammad Islam Shaikh Karrukhi, Abul Fath.
It was found out that these sect centers also have shrines and shrines with the
murshids of the tariga. During the operation of the centers, khanagah, mosque,
chillaxona, mausoleum and similar structures were built, which led to the activity
of many murids of the tariga.

7. The Sufi Allahyar and Musakhanhoja Dahbedi series of tariga
operating in Central Asia spread over a wide area. In the XVIII century in the
series there are representatives of the lineage, who grew up among the sayyid,
khoja or people. By the end of the 19th century, there was a tendency for a series
of tariga be continued by a single generation. In particular, nagshbandiya-
mujaddidiya murshid Muhammad Husayn gave permission to his son Abdusattar,
he gave permission to his son Eshmuhammad, he gave permission to his son
Ubaydullah, and Mirza Abul Hasan, who also worked in the Sufi Allahyar branch
of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya, gave permission to his son Mirza Abul Fath.
allowed.

8. In the XVII-XIX centuries in the nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya tariga,
which covered almost the entire territory of Central Asia, there was a tendency to
follow the rules of etiquette, strictly follow the instructions of teachers, pay special
attention to the education of murids, establish friendly relations with modern
murshids focused.

9. The historical merits of such representatives as Mirza Junaydullah
Hazig, Mirza Maqgsud Dahbedi, who worked in the nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya
tariga, are that they preserve the continuity of the tariga and ensure its survival.
They left a scientific and enlightenment legacy, such as “Mir'at us-solikin”, and
ensured the continuity of the tariga.
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Based on the results and conclusions obtained during the process of research
proposals and recommendations:

1. Publication of the “Encyclopedia of Sufism” in collaboration with experts
in the field, reflecting the life and work of scholars of the nagshbandiya tariga.

2. Cataloging of rare manuscript sources, books, historical documents, seals,
epigraphic monuments on the history of mystical sects in the Center of Islamic
Civilization in Uzbekistan under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan.

3. Forming a museum of mysticism in the youth by establishing a museum at
the shrine of Sufi Allahyar in Chunkaymish and Vakhshuvor, reflecting the history
of nagshbandiya-mujaddidiya, Enrichment with material and spiritual resources
and the formation of human qualities in mysticism in young people through the
organization of visits of schoolchildren in the framework of educational classes of
the State Committee for Tourism Development in cooperation with the Ministry of
Public Education.
