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INTRODUCTION (abstract of PhD thesis)

The importance of the dissertation topic and demand for it. In the world,
the issues of human rights, the right to fair labor, which is an integral part of it, and
the imposition of special responsibilities on states in this process is becoming
increasingly global and relevant. This is particularly evident in the issues of
ensuring gender equality, protecting the rights of young people to work, and
preventing child labor and forced labor. In particular, in the UN Resolution
71/237 of 21 December 2016 on International Migration and Development, it is
stated that efforts of states in labour are insufficient, and this sphere is one of the
most pressing issues in the life of individuals, society and the state!. In this regard,
the international community emphasizes the need to further enhance international
cooperation in labor in all countries, to carry out legal reforms aimed at protecting
the rights and legitimate interests of employees.

Particular attention is paid to the development of national legislation to
improve the constitutional protection of labor rights, increase the role of law
enforcement agencies in this area, identify specific areas of legal regulation of the
participation of non-governmental organizations and other civil society institutions.
In particular, the legal regulation of issues related to the guarantee of the rights of
minors in the field of labor, improving the institutional framework of institutions
that ensure the labor rights of women and people with disabilities at the national
level, the introduction of smart regulation models in the industry, as well as the
development of effective mechanisms for the legal settlement of labor disputes and
strengthening the implementation of international standards in national legislation
Is becoming increasingly important.

In Uzbekistan, special attention is paid to increasing the role of the
prosecutor’s office in ensuring the constitutional right of citizens to work clearly
and uniformly, protection of employees’ interests in court, resume, strengthening
the impact of prosecutorial control documents on the recovery of unpaid wages, as
well as the harmonization of national legislation with international standards,
several systematic and targeted measures are being implemented. In particular,
large-scale work is being carried out to ensure the free choice of profession and
fair working conditions for citizens, recognize the existence of problems related to
forced labor, in particular child labor, and their elimination, pay special attention to
the employment of persons included in the “Youth Notebook”, “Women’s
Notebook”, “Iron Notebook”, improving public administration in this area,
ratification of ILO conventions in the field of labor, creating effective legal
mechanisms to protect the rights of employees.

If we pay attention to the figures, we can see that in recent several
significant changes have taken place in the labor market in our country. In
particular, the number of employed increased 1.5 times (from 8.8 million
to 13.5 million), the number of employers increased 4.5 times (from 203.2
thousand to 928.9 thousand)?. These indicators require the improvement of the

legislation governing labor relations, taking into account the requirements for the
active development of the relationship between employer and employee.

As noted by the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan Shavkat Mirziyoyev,
“Creation of new jobs and employment of the population, first of all, graduates of
secondary special and higher education institutions, ensuring labor market balance and
infrastructure development, reduce unemployment, creation of conditions for full
implementation of labor and entrepreneurial activity of the able-bodied population,
improving the quality of the workforce, expanding the system of vocational training,
retraining and advanced training of people in need of work™ is identified as one of the
priorities in the development of the social sphere, and the study of this area is gaining
importance.

This dissertation research will to some extent serve to ensure the
unconditional fulfillment by the relevant authorities of the tasks set out in the
Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan (1992), Labor Code (1995), Laws On
the Prosecutor’s Office (2001), On Trade Unions (2019), On Employment (2020),
On Private Employment Agencies (2018), Decrees of the President of the Republic
of Uzbekistan “On measures to further improve public policy in the field of
employment and radically increase the efficiency of labor bodies” (2017), “On
strengthening the role of the prosecutor’s office in the implementation of socio-
economic reforms, modernization of the country, ensuring reliable protection of
human rights and freedoms” (2017), Resolution “On measures to organize the
activities of the Ministry of Employment and Labor Relations of the Republic of
Uzbekistan” (2017) and other normative legal acts on the subject.

The compliance of the research with the priority directions of scientific
and technological development of the republic. This research work corresponds to

l. “Formation of a system of innovative ideas and ways to implement them in the social,
legal, economic, cultural, spiritual and educational development of an informed society
and a democratic state”.

The extent of the study of research problems. The research is the first
comprehensive scientific research in our country, aimed at improving the role of
prosecutors in ensuring the constitutional right of citizens to work. Some aspects of this
topic are covered in the scientific works and textbooks of some legal scholars. In
particular, the works dedicated to the constitutional basis for the protection of
human and civil rights by the prosecutor’s office of the Republic of Uzbekistan
were studied by A.A. Azizkhojayev, A.T. Tulaganov, A.H. Saidov, D.Q.
Akhmedov, J. Ibodullayev, Z. Ibragimov, I.R. Bekov, O.T. Khusanov, R.Q.
Qayumov, S. Sultonov, U. Tadjikhanov? and several other scholars.

Issues of ensuring the rights of citizens in the field of labor are studied in the
scientific works of national scholars A.A. Inoyatov, G.D. Sattarova, Z.S. Rasulov, M.A.
Usmanova, M.A. Rakhimov, M.Yu. Gasanov, Sh.A. Ismoilov, Y. Tursunov.

The research aims at the development of proposals and recommendations
aimed at improving the role of the prosecutor’s office in ensuring the constitutional
rights of citizens to work in the Republic of Uzbekistan.

The objectives of the research are as follows:

study of the legal nature, specificity of the right of citizens to work in the
system of constitutional rights;

development of proposals and recommendations on the definition and
application of constitutional and legal mechanisms to ensure the right of citizens to
work;

to determine the specifics of cooperation of the prosecutor’s office with
other public authorities in the exercise and protection of the constitutional right to
work;

to study the best foreign experience in the protection and enforcement of the
constitutional right to work by the prosecutor’s office and to prepare substantiated
proposals for their implementation in our country;

study of mechanisms for the protection of citizens’ rights in services
provided by non-governmental organizations in the field of employment;

development of proposals for the improvement of national legislation based
on the study of ways to ensure and protect the constitutional right to work through
the means of prosecutorial control;

development of proposals for normative legal acts on the improvement of
mechanisms for protection and provision of the right to work by the prosecutor's
office.

The object of the research is the system of legal relations related to
improving the role of the prosecutor’s office in ensuring the constitutional rights of
citizens to work in the Republic of Uzbekistan.

The subject of the research is the normative legal acts ensuring the
constitutional rights of citizens to work in the Republic of Uzbekistan, law
enforcement practice, legislation and practice of foreign countries, as well as
scientific-theoretical views and legal categories.

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The research methods. In this study, the methods of analysis, generalization,
comparative-legal, logical, historical, statistical, sociological, system-structural, the
formal-legal study of scientific knowledge were used.

The scientific novelty of the research:

it is proved that trade unions and their associations have the right to send
materials to the prosecutor’s office in case of violation of the requirements of
normative legal acts relating to the socio-economic rights and legitimate interests
of employees;

it is proved that employees elected to trade union bodies and not dismissed
from production are not allowed to impose disciplinary sanctions on the initiative
of the employer, to terminate the employment contract with them;

the employer retains his/her place of employment during the performance of
state or public duties, including the exercise of suffrage, deputy duties, summoning
as an inquiry officer, investigator, prosecutor or court witness, victim, expert,
specialist, interpreter, impartial in case of conditional dismissal;

it is proved that such work cannot be considered acceptable if the proposed
work is far from the place of permanent residence and is inconvenient in terms of
transportation;

it is proved that at the expense of the established minimum workplaces of
the employer, employer and his authorized persons who unreasonably refuse to
hire persons sent by local labor bodies and other bodies in the manner prescribed
by law for employment are responsible in the prescribed manner.

The practical results of the research:

it is proved that Article 37 of the Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan
need the disclosure of the content of work in fair working conditions, as well as the
inclusion of norms prohibiting child labor and forced labor;

a scientific definition of the constitutional right to work is proposed, and its
philosophical, socio-economic, psychological and legal aspects are revealed;

for the first time at the constitutional level, the interaction of an individual,
society and the state were combined under the concept of constitutional “freedom
of labor” and the legal basis of economic freedom of the individual was
considered;

a definition of the constitutional right to work, which is the most important
guarantee of freedom of labor is developed,;

the content of the right to work is revealed by analyzing the concepts of
“type of activity and choice of the profession” and “freedom of labor”;

it is proved that trade unions are independent of public authorities and
administration in their activities, including financial activities, are not accountable
to them and are not controlled by them;

it is proved that the right of an unemployed person to a pension is based on
the fact that it comes into force of the eleventh day from the date of registration as
a job seeker;

the right of citizens to work is considered through the institution of the
constitutional status of citizens;
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for the first time, effective legal instruments to ensure the constitutional right
of citizens to work have been developed based on prosecutorial oversight
documents;

the main directions of the prosecutor’s office in constitutional-legal
relations, including in the process of protection of labor rights of citizens as an
authorized representative of the state are proved.

The reliability of research results. The reliability of the research results is
determined by the methods used in the work, the scientific and theoretical
approaches used in it, the conclusions, proposals and recommendations based on
the experience of developed countries and the mutual analysis of national
legislation, the results published in leading national and foreign publications,
approved by the competent authorities.

The scientific and practical significance of the research results. The
scientific significance of the results of the research lies in its scientific
conclusions and practical recommendations in researching the rule-making
activities of the judiciary, as well as can be used in teaching legal disciplines such
as “Constitutional Law”, “Human Rights”, “Law Enforcement Bodies”, “Labor
Law” and in the preparation of methodological recommendations.

The practical significance of the results of the study is determined by the fact that
the regulations governing the activities of the prosecutor’s office can be used to improve
the law enforcement practice, as well as the practice of the prosecutor’s office for clear
and uniform implementation of labor laws.

The implementation of research results. The scientific results of the research
were used as follows:

in case of violation of the requirements of regulatory legal acts relating to the
socio-economic rights and legitimate interests of employees, a proposal on the right of
trade unions and their associations to send materials to the prosecutor’s office is taken
into account in the development of Article 46 of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan
“On Trade Unions” (Reference of the Committee on Democratic Institutions, Non-
Governmental Organizations and Civil Society Institutions of the Legislative Chamber
of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan of April 5, 2021, No. 05/1-01-63). The
implementation of this proposal served to ensure the constitutional labor rights of
employees;

the proposal not to impose disciplinary sanctions on employees elected to trade
union bodies and not dismissed on the initiative of the employer, to terminate their
employment contracts is taken into account in the development of Article 17 of the Law
of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On Trade Unions” (Reference of the Committee on
Democratic  Institutions, Non-Governmental Organizations and Civil Society
Institutions of the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan
of April 5, 2021, No. 05/1-01-63). The implementation of this proposal served to ensure
the constitutional labor rights of employees;

while the employee is performing state or public duties, including when
summoned as a witness, victim, expert, specialist, translator, impartial to the exercise of
the right to vote, the performance of deputy duties, inquiry officer, investigator,
prosecutor or court, a proposal that the employer must dismiss him while retaining his
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job (position) is taken into account in the development of Article 165 of the Labor Code
of the Republic of Uzbekistan (Reference of the Deputy Speaker of the Legislative
Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan of April 5, 2021 No. 02/5-
381). The implementation of this proposal served to ensure the constitutional labor
rights of employees;

a proposal that such work cannot be considered acceptable if the proposed work
is far from the place of permanent residence and is inconvenient in terms of
transportation is taken into account in the development of Article 63 of the Labor Code
of the Republic of Uzbekistan (Reference of the Deputy Speaker of the Legislative
Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan of April 5, 2021 No.
02/5-381). The implementation of this proposal served to ensure the constitutional labor
rights of employees;

the proposal that the employer and his authorized persons, who unreasonably
refused to hire persons sent by local labor bodies and other bodies in the manner
prescribed by law for employment at the expense of the established minimum number
of jobs, be held liable in the prescribed manner is taken into account in the development
of Article 68 of the Labor Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan (Reference of the
Deputy Speaker of the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of
Uzbekistan of April 5, 2021 No. 02/5-381). The implementation of this proposal served
to ensure the constitutional labor rights of employees;

The approbation of the research results. The research results have been
shared at 6 scientific conferences, including 2 international and 2 republican
scientific conferences, round-table discussions and workshops.

The publication of the research results. 6 scientific works — 4 articles in
research journals (1 of them in foreign publications) and 2 scientific articles have
been published on the research results.

The structure and size of the dissertation. The dissertation is made up of
the introduction, three chapters, the conclusion, the bibliography and appendices.
The dissertation consists of 156 pages.

THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

The introductory part of the dissertation provides information on the
relevance and necessity of the research topic, its dependence on the main priorities
of the development of science and technology of the republic, review of foreign
scientific research on the subject, degree of study of the problem, connection of the
topic with the research work of the higher education institution where the
dissertation is being conducted, its goals and objectives, object and subject,
methods, scientific novelty and practical results, reliability, the scientific and
practical significance of research results, implementation, approbation, publication
of results, volume and structure of the dissertation.

The first chapter of the dissertation is entitled “Constitutional and legal
basis of the right to work and carry out labor activities in fair working
conditions”. The legal nature of the right of citizens to work in the system of
constitutional rights, the constitutional and legal mechanisms for ensuring the right
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of citizens to work are analyzed.

The researcher noted the need to analyze the various theoretical views related
to the legal understanding of the concepts of “freedom of labor”, “fair working
conditions” and “right to free labor”, their essence, through the analysis of
scientific research related to the understanding of these concepts.

According to the researcher, the Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan
strengthens effective mechanisms to guarantee the rights and freedoms of
individuals and citizens in the field of labor. In this process, an effective legal
mechanism by the state to guarantee the rights of employees in such relations is to
some extent related to the oversight function of the prosecution.

The full compliance of the constitutional norms on the right to work and
protection against unemployment with the norms reflected in the UN Universal
Declaration of Human Rights, the International Covenant on Economic, Social and
Cultural Rights and the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights is
substantiated with the analysis.

The researcher analyzes the views of legal scholars and researchers
(E.l. Kozlova, O.E. Kutafin, G. Ellinek, B.l. Gabidullin, LLE. Farber, V.M.
Polyakov) on the constitutional-legal classification of economic and social rights in
the modern legal literature, promotes the view that the right to work is one of the
natural rights granted to an individual, which has both economic and social
significance.

The legal essence of the constitutional right of citizens to work as an integral
part of socio-economic rights is determined by the specificity of the mechanisms of
its legal regulation. The existence of a norm on the right to work and fair working
conditions in Article 37 of the Constitution of Uzbekistan is the basis for
recognition as a legal guarantee of freedom of labor.

The researcher analyzed the content of the concepts of the right or freedom to
work based on the research of various scholars (R. Ismoilov, S. Safayev, K.A.
Bekyashev, E.G. Moiseyev, I.A. Danilyuk, T.A. Antonenko, Y.V. Milyavskaya,
E.A. Shuvayev), concluded that the socio-economic aspect of freedom of labor, its
development is associated not only with the termination of forced labor, but also
with the guarantee of the right to work, employment.

According to the researcher, the right to freedom of movement, the
abandonment of the principle of territoriality in the use of public and banking
services, the formation of “flexible” labor relations with the emergence of new
economic activities, freedom of economic activity and the right to free labor
demonstrates once again that they have become interdependent legal institutions.

The researcher concludes that the idea enshrined in Article 13 of the
Constitution of Uzbekistan “Democracy in the Republic of Uzbekistan shall rest on
the principles common to all mankind, according to which the ultimate value is the
human being, his life, freedom, honour, dignity and other inalienable rights”
includes the right to work and carry out labor activities in fair working conditions.

The researcher argued that the freedom of labor enshrined in the Constitution
IS an objectively formed one, which also includes the free exercise of a citizen’s
ability to work.
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The researcher analyzed several theoretical views and the opinions of legal
scholars promote the definition of authorship “The constitutional right to work is
the right of a person to freely choose the type of activity and profession, to work in
fair working conditions that meet the requirements of safety and hygiene, to
receive a salary not less than the minimum consumption costs, to be protected from
unemployment”.

Article 37 of the Constitution of Uzbekistan states that the right to work is the
main content “Everyone shall have the right to work, including the right to choose
their occupation. Every citizen shall be entitled to fair conditions of labour and
protection against unemployment in accordance with the procedure prescribed by
law”.

The researcher proposes to adopt Article 37 of the Constitution in the
following wording, proving that this article does not fully reflect the content and
fundamental conditions of the constitutional right of an individual to work:

“Everyone has the right to work, free choice of profession, free disposal of
their ability to work, work in fair working conditions that meet safety and hygiene
requirements, to receive a salary without any discrimination and in an amount not
less than the minimum consumption costs and protection against unemployment in
the manner prescribed by law

Compulsory labor is prohibited, except in cases of serving a sentence imposed
by a court. Forced child labor is prohibited”.

According to the researcher, the strengthening of freedom of labor in the
legislation must be consistent with the legal and practically strengthened
mechanisms of social protection of employees. One of the elements of social
protection in the exercise of the right of workers to work is the guarantee of
constitutional freedom of labor.

The researcher notes that the constitutional right to work is not just a general
opportunity to work, but a constitutional legal institution based on fair working
conditions, which means a salary not less than the minimum consumption costs
established in Uzbekistan, prohibiting all forms of forced labor except serving a
sentence.

The researcher analyzed the idea that collective law always prevailed over
individual law as a fundamental feature of human rights by European lawyers such
as K. Shaff, J. Hunt, B. Heidinger. “Fair working conditions” implies that the
interests of employees are recognized as the interests of society rather than the
head of the organization.

The researcher concluded that in case of violation of the constitutional rights
of citizens, they should have the right to choose any form of direct protection of
the constitutional right to work, including the judiciary and the prosecutor’s office.
One of the guarantees of the realization of the right of citizens to work is the
provision of free employment services in the selection of work and the rule of law
In the activities of state bodies providing services to citizens in the field of
employment.

Recognizing the issue of employment as an integral part of the right of
citizens to work, the concept “Employment is an activity of citizens that is not
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prohibited by law, related to the satisfaction of their personal and socio-economic
needs, providing them with wages (labor income) and other material income” Was
developed by the researcher.

The second chapter of the dissertation is entitled “Protection of the
constitutional right of citizens to work by the prosecutor’s office”. It focuses on
the role of the prosecutor’s office in the system of separation of powers, the
comparative legal analysis of the main activities of the prosecutor to protect the
basic rights and freedoms of an individual and citizen.

The researcher emphasizes that the role of the prosecutor’s office in ensuring the
constitutional rights and freedoms of citizens is directly related to its role in the system
of state power.

In the world, five concepts on the functioning of the prosecutor’s office
concerning state power have been analyzed. The powers of the prosecutor’s office to
ensure the right of citizens to work in the United States, France, Poland, Belgium,
Japan, Israel, Italy, the People’s Republic of China, the Russian Federation,
Kazakhstan, the legal mechanisms of their use are analyzed. Proposals to improve
national legislation were put forward.

The opinion of the researchers (M. Mashari, A. Govindjee, O. Dapper, M.
Sagandykov) are studied on the role of constitutional and legal principles in the
implementation of state policy to ensure the right of citizens to work. It is emphasized
that international legal norms and the principles of the right to work enshrined in the
Constitution should be one of the main criteria in the development of public policy not
only by public authorities, but also by trade unions and other social institutions.

The researcher emphasizes the need to develop sustainable forms of relations
between the prosecutor’s office and the supervisory authorities in the practice of
prosecutorial supervision. In his opinion, the prosecutor’s office in its activities takes
into account and relies on the ability of regulatory authorities to identify violations of
civil rights and freedoms, their elimination and prevention, assists them in prosecuting
offenders. While the prosecutor’s office cooperates with the supervisory authorities in
the case, its main task is to keep in mind the control and to prioritize the
implementation of laws that protect the rights and freedoms of individuals and citizens.

According to the researcher, in recent years, the role and responsibilities of
prosecutors involved in civil litigation are growing. For example, the participation of
the prosecutor in the civil proceedings for the protection of labor rights and
reinstatement is not limited to the application. His task is to take the measures provided
for in the legislation to eliminate any violations of the law, regardless of who they are.

According to the researcher, timely detection of violations by the prosecutor in
the field of labor and taking measures to eliminate them will stop illegal actions,
prevent their spread. An important role in preventing violations of the rights and
freedoms of citizens is to issue a warning to officials that the law cannot be violated if
the prosecutor has reliable information about the violations being prepared. In case of
damage to citizens, the prosecutor raises the issue of compensation to the guilty
officials, other persons, bodies, and if necessary, submits a claim to the court.
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In the course of the analysis, 13,334 documents were protested in 2019 and
2020 over violations of the law revealed by the prosecutor’s office during inspections
of the implementation of human rights laws, 68,703 people brought to disciplinary,
administrative and financial responsibility based on the prosecutors’ decisions and
recommendations, 1,175 criminal cases have been filed. The hotlines available in the
prosecutor’s office have strictly controlled the complaints of citizens about the
violation of their rights or the restoration of their violated rights, and the problems
identified in the appeals have been legally resolved.

In particular, 12,808 documents of prosecutorial control were used in this
direction in the period of violations. In particular, 128 criminal cases have been filed
by officials on cases of indifference to citizens’ appeals, abuse of office.

The right of every citizen of our country to receive social security in old age,
disability and in other cases provided by law, is enshrined in the Constitution.

According to the results of inspections conducted by the prosecutor’s office
during the period, 1,870 documents of prosecutorial control were used to ensure the
implementation of these constitutional rights in practice.

The researcher notes that these statistics are only part of the measures taken by
the prosecutor’s office to ensure the right to work established by the Constitution, as
the head of the sector in districts, the prosecutor’s office takes practical measures to
ensure economic and social rights.

The third chapter of the dissertation is entitled “Improving the activities of
the prosecutor’s office in ensuring the constitutional right of citizens to
work”. It analyzes the experience of foreign countries in the protection and
enforcement of the right to work by prosecutors, the provision and protection of
constitutional labor rights through the means of prosecutorial control, the
improvement of mechanisms to protect and ensure the right to work by
prosecutors.

In this chapter of the dissertation, the researcher analyzes the functions of
ensuring the rights and freedoms of citizens by prosecutors in foreign countries,
focusing on strengthening this authority at the constitutional level.

The researcher analyzed two main models of prosecution in foreign
countries: the first model as a criminal prosecution body; the second, as a body
that oversees human rights and the rule of law (People’s Republic of China,
Cuba, Democratic People’s Republic of Korea, Vietnam and CIS countries).

The main powers and functions of the prosecutor’s office are mentioned in
Article 103 of the Constitution of Armenia, Article 125 of the Constitution of
Belarus, Article 129 of the Constitution of Brazil, Article 51 of the Constitution
of Hungary, Article 91 of the Constitution of Georgia, Article 112 of the
Constitution of Italy, Article 83 of the Constitution of Kazakhstan, Article 179 of
the Constitution of Mozambique, Article 133 of the Constitution of Azerbaijan,
Article 268 of the Constitution of Paraguay, Article 158 of the Constitution of
Peru, Article 221 of the Constitution of Portugal, Article 137 of the Constitution
of Vietnam, Article 114 of the Constitution of the Democratic People’s Republic
of Korea, Article 127 of the Constitution of Bulgaria. This situation reflects the
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constitutional status of the prosecutor’s office and the constitutional level of its
human rights functions.

According to the researcher, control over the implementation of the Labor
Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan is a large and complex area of activity of the
prosecutor’s office (detection, elimination and prevention of violations of labor
legislation). This type of control activity has a very wide range of effects.

Control over the implementation of labor law as part of prosecutorial
oversight is characterized by features relevant to the whole field, as this part
always means integrity. As in other law enforcement units, the same legal
instruments apply in labor law. Its implementation in practice is subject to the
system in which the control activities are carried out.

According to the researcher, prosecutorial control in labor relations is a
special activity aimed at ensuring the accurate and uniform implementation of
labor legislation by the prosecutor on behalf of the state, timely detection and
elimination of violations in labor, prosecution of perpetrators.

According to statistics, the prosecutor’s office found 2,079 violations of
labor legislation in 2018 and 11,265 in 2019.

In 2019, the prosecutor’s office considered 29,889 appeals on labor laws, of
which 10,629 were satisfied, and the violated rights of 10,896 people were
restored. In 2018, 4.5 billion UZS of overdue salaries of 3,589 citizens were
collected.

Based on the analysis of judicial practice, the researcher notes that the
prosecutor’s office’s activities as a body of state power include ensuring the
constitutional freedom of citizens to work as an element of their constitutional
status, the implementation of this status does not require the emergence of any
legal relationship, as well as the role of the prosecutor’s office in preventive work
on the implementation of labor rights of citizens, consists of the choice of type of
work and profession; ensuring safe working conditions; the payment of labor.

All this does not establish an absolute right to monitor the implementation of
laws in the field of labor protection, and, of course, control over the
implementation of laws by the prosecutor’s office can not go beyond its scope.

The researcher suggested including a sentence “Filing a lawsuit for violation
of labor protection legislation and compensation for damage to life and health of
employees in production” in the sixth paragraph of the second part of Article
28 of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On labor protection” (new edition),
called state control and inspection of compliance with the requirements of labor
protection.

In addition, it was concluded that this article should oblige the district
prosecutor’s office, where the enterprises are located, to report on the control
measures carried out by state technical inspectors on labor and the violations
identified in it.

The analysis of the figures shows that the prosecutor’s office plays an
Important role in the protection of labor rights, especially by restoring the rights of
citizens by applying to the civil courts for reinstatement.
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The analysis of practical documents and appeals from citizens to restore the
violated labor rights show that in recent years in our country there is a violation
of the constitutional rights of citizens to work in the following areas.

First, there are cases of non-employment of graduates of professional
colleges or graduates of higher education institutions, young people entering
work for the first time, a monthly payment to them in an amount less than the
salary paid to other persons for the performance of these duties. In addition, there
are cases when employers delay the employment of pregnant women, women
with young children, and return them as having no vacancies, even if there are
existing ones;

Second, non-compliance with the legal requirements for obtaining the
mandatory consent of trade unions in dismissal, the benefits provided for in the
collective agreement, including additional vacation, reimbursement of meals,
illegal recruitment on weekends or holidays or not paying them the statutory
surcharges;

Third, non-compliance with the schedule of annual leave for work,
unreasonable recall from vacation or make working during this period, non-
observance of rest time, violation of the general working hours established by the
weekly legislation, violation of the procedure for dismissal of an employee,
failure to provide the employee with a workbook under various pretexts, require
additional work to submit documents, non-compliance with the requirements
established by law in the application of additional incentives to employees in the
event of the death of close relatives or family members, illegal use in several
professions and jobs, etc. In this regard, first of all, several questions arise about
the attitude of prosecutors to such violations of labor legislation.

According to the researcher, another important area of activity of the
prosecutor’s office is the constitutional right of citizens — the right to protection
from unemployment and control over the implementation of employment laws.

The prosecutor’s control measures in this direction include the following
Issues:

compliance with the law in the recruitment and dismissal of employees of
enterprises, institutions, organizations;

compliance with the requirements of the law on the employment of citizens
by employers;

compliance with employment legislation.
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According to the researcher, protesting against a document that contradicts
the law in the field of labor should be considered not only a right but also an
obligation of the prosecutor.

CONCLUSION

The following practical suggestions and recommendations were developed as a
result of the research on “Improving the role of prosecutors office in ensuring the
constitutional rights of citizens to work’”:

I. Scientific and theoretical conclusions:

1. For the first time, freedom of labor was defined at the level of the Constitution,
and the new content of the right to work was recognized as the most important
expression of personal freedom in the field of economic activity. The constitutional
right to work is a guarantee of freedom of labor, which lays the foundation for real
mechanisms of social protection of employees. This consolidation in the Constitution of
Uzbekistan has strengthened the constitutional and legal right to the pursuit of
happiness, which in practice is the most important integral part of human rights based
on the laws of a market economy.

2.1t is proved that the recognition of private property by the state was a
necessary condition for the exercise of freedom of labor. The theoretical approach is
that these conceptual relations, enshrined in the Constitution of Uzbekistan, are fully
consistent with human nature and democratic values.

3. The firm position on the inclusion of the right to work as a “second-generation
right” does not fully justify itself. The conditions of the COVID-19 pandemic, or the
ongoing war efforts in various parts of the world, indicate that states are forced to
ensure the right of migrants and refugees to work at the request of the international
community and in some cases third countries.

4. The constitutional and legal mechanisms for the exercise of the right to work
are examined in the dissertation and concluded that the specifics of the right to work are
determined by the constitutional status of the citizen. In the analysis of the subjective
nature of the constitutional right to work, its constitutional and normative content was
revealed as a natural right. At each stage of ensuring the right to work, the role and
place of the prosecutor’s office in protecting the rights of citizens have been clarified.

5. It was concluded that the exercise of the right to work in the dissertation
requires the right to organize public associations (Article 34), the right to apply to the
competent state bodies, institutions or people’s representatives with applications,
proposals and complaints (Article 35) and other rights.

According to the researcher, the establishment of the education, health, housing
and social security systems, which are the fundamental principles of the “social state”,
will lead to a minimization of the role of the state and the complete elimination of the
imbalance between labor and capital.

6. Based on the analysis of constitutional and international legal norms on
freedom of labor, the following scientific and theoretical concepts were developed in
the dissertation:

“The constitutional right to work is the right of a person to freely choose the type
of activity and profession, to work in fair working conditions that meet the requirements
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of safety and hygiene, to receive a salary not less than the minimum consumption costs,
to be protected from unemployment

“The right to work — the ability to personally express the will of a person to want
or refuse to perform a particular job (activity) ”;

“Freedom of labor is the voluntary and independent choice of the individual,
aimed at the independent choice of specific forms of labor ”;

“Fair working conditions — the receipt of wages for work without discrimination
and not less than the minimum consumption costs, a work regime that meets safety and
hygiene requirements”’.

7. Changes in the economic situation in Uzbekistan, the loss of the state’s status
as a superior employer and diversity of forms of ownership served to shift the labor
system from a single-tier system to a multi-tier system, formation of the institute of
freedom of labor. The peculiarity of the state policy on freedom of labor is
characterized by, firstly, the minimal state intervention, and secondly, the right to work
should be a priority of state policy.

8. The powers of the prosecutor’s office in ensuring the labor rights of citizens
have been studied as an integral part of democratic processes that ensure the rule of law
in social relations. It was concluded that these powers are reflected in the construction
of civil society, the protection mechanism of each person and the rule of law in the
state.

I1. Suggestions for improving the normative-legal framework:

9. Article 37 of the Constitution of Uzbekistan states that the right to work is the
main content “Everyone shall have the right to work, including the right to choose their
occupation. Every citizen shall be entitled to fair conditions of labour and protection
against unemployment in accordance with the procedure prescribed by law”.

The researcher proposes to adopt Article 37 of the Constitution in the following
wording, proving that this article does not fully reflect the content and fundamental
conditions of the constitutional right of an individual to work:

“Everyone has the right to work, free choice of profession, free disposal of their
ability to work, work in fair working conditions that meet safety and hygiene
requirements, to receive a salary without any discrimination and in an amount not less
than the minimum consumption costs and protection against unemployment in the
manner prescribed by law

Compulsory labor is prohibited, except in cases of serving a sentence imposed by
a court. Forced child labor is prohibited”.

10. It is proposed to increase the involvement of information technology in the
activities of law enforcement agencies. It is proposed to conduct surveys by employees
of the prosecutor’s office on electronic platforms in the field of labor on compliance
with the law, to create an electronic platform for simultaneous receipt of these appeals
to the labor authorities and the prosecutor’s office. It is advisable to focus on ensuring
electronic cooperation between government agencies, employers and law enforcement
agencies in the field of labor and employment, aimed at preventing violations in the
field of labor.

Therefore, to increase the effectiveness of the prosecutor’s work to ensure the
constitutional labor rights of citizens, it is proposed to open the Office of the Prosecutor
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General and regional offices of the Prosecutor Generals Office of Uzbekistan and
regional prosecutor s offices to ensure the right to work.

11. To increase the effectiveness of the observance of the constitutional labor
rights of citizens, it is proposed to supplement Article 22 of the Law of the Republic of
Uzbekistan on the Prosecutor’s Office with the third part in the following edition:

“In the process of exercising control over the implementation of laws, the
prosecutor shall, within the scope of his authority:

demand oral or written explanations from officials and citizens on violations of
labor rights and forced labor .

In our opinion, prosecutorial control in the field of labor relations should be
understood as a special activity of the prosecutor on behalf of the state aimed at timely
detection and elimination of violations of labor legislation, ensuring accurate and
uniform implementation of labor legislation by prosecuting the perpetrators.

Therefore, it is proposed that the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On the
Prosecutor’s Office” make it the duty of the prosecutor to protest against a document
that contradicts the law in the field of labor.

12. According to the International Labour Organization (ILO), 42 officials,
including heads of organizations, hokims and their deputies, have been prosecuted
under Article 51 of the Code of Administrative Responsibility for forced labor in the
country during the 2020 cotton harvest and relevant documents were submitted to the
courts in 6 cases. It should be noted that the liability for forced labor has been
strengthened in national legislation based on the recommendations made by the ILO. To
further strengthen reforms in this area, it is proposed that the Council of the Federation
of Trade Unions of Uzbekistan and its territorial divisions comply with the
requirements of the collective agreement and labor legislation, in particular, to
strengthen the responsibility of the primary links of trade unions in organizations to
prevent the use of forced labor and the legislative responsibility for immediately
notifying the prosecutor’s office of cases of forced labor.

13. Unreasonable refusal to hire while there are jobs, concealment of existing
vacancies, the conclusion of an employment contract and non-compliance with the
general requirements for it, timely detection of violations of the legislation on
employment of graduates of professional colleges and higher education institutions,
pregnant women and women with young children and in order to introduce a
mechanism to eliminate them immediately, it is proposed to introduce a “mechanism of
mutual electronic information exchange between the State Labor Inspectorate — the
Federation of Trade Unions of Uzbekistan — the Prosecutor’s Office”.

14. To ensure the constitutional labor rights of citizens by fully ensuring the
human rights established by international standards on labor migration and forced labor,
it is proposed to supplement the Code of Administrative Responsibility of the Republic
of Uzbekistan with Article 255! “Prosecutor’s Office”.

In this case, the proceedings under Article 49 of the Code of Administrative
Responsibility “Violation of the legislation on labor and labor protection”, Article
50! “Violation of the legislation on private employment agencies”, Article
51 “Administrative coercion”, is proposed to transfer the powers to the prosecutor’s
office. The implementation of the proposal will make it possible to fully reflect in the
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national legislation the requirements imposed on states by the Conventions of 1930 “On
Forced Labour” No. 29 and “On the Abolition of Forced Labour” No. 105.

15. It is suggested to include a sentence “Filing a lawsuit for violation of labor
protection legislation and compensation for damage to life and health of employees in
production” in the sixth paragraph of the second part of Article 28 of the Law of the
Republic of Uzbekistan “On labor protection” (new edition), called state control and
inspection of compliance with the requirements of labor protection.

In addition, it is proposed to oblige the district prosecutor’s office, where the
enterprises are located, to provide information on the control measures carried out by
state technical inspectors for labor and the violations identified in it.

16. Summarizing the cases identified within the framework of the prosecutor’s
control over the right of citizens to work freely and in fair working conditions, it is
proposed to introduce a procedure for ensuring the participation of the prosecutor in
civil proceedings in disputes over compensation for damage to the employee’s health
(including moral damage) or damage to his property by the employer in the
performance of duties under Article 269 of the Labor Code. The introduction of this
practice will serve to fully ensure the constitutional rights of citizens to work and work
in fair working conditions.

17. The Code of Civil Procedure of the Republic of Uzbekistan and the Law “On
the Prosecutor’s Office” stipulates that a prosecutor may apply (claim) to the court to
protect the violated rights and legally protected interests of the citizen. But the relevant
norm of both laws does not explain the main differences between an application and a
statement of claim.

This situation in practice raises some misunderstandings as to under what
circumstances a prosecutor may apply to the court with an application or a statement of
claim. In our opinion, it would be expedient if the distinction between a statement of
claim and a statement of claim is clearly defined in national law.

18. Chapter 29 of the Code of Civil Procedure of the Republic of Uzbekistan
defines the procedural features of court proceedings on a prosecutor’s application to
declare a legal document illegal. However, in our opinion, it would be expedient to
strengthen the provision in the relevant articles of this chapter on the damage to the
rights and interests of stakeholders as a result of the legal document being declared
illegal or upheld.

19. It is proposed to give the following definition of employment in the Law “On
Employment”. “Employment is an activity of citizens that is not prohibited by law,
related to the satisfaction of their personal and socio-economic needs, providing them
with wages (labor income) and other material income” was developed by the
researcher.

20. It is proposed to include the following norm in Part 3 of Article 18 of the
Law “On Employment”: “In the event of a decision to dismiss workers altogether, the
employer must provide the local labor authority, trade union body or other
representative body of workers with information on the number, categories of workers
and the duration of their employment at least three months in advance should publish
this information in the media .

21. 1t is proposed to give the right to make proposals “trade unions, when
workers in their unions are fired altogether and when there is difficulty in further
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employing them giving local authorities the right to make proposals on their
employment and financial security during their temporary unemployment” to Article
17 of the Law “On Employment” in order to place the mass dismissal in new jobs and
provide them with social protection.
