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INTRODUCTION

Relevance and necessity of the dissertation topic: By the 21st century,
it has been realized that language is the most important tool, the most effective
weapon in ensuring the national longevity of any nation, preserving its ancient
traditions and customs related to its national traditions and way of life. Therefore,
special attention was paid to ethno-linguistics, culture linguistics, area-linguistics,
anthropology, sociolinguistics, ethno-psycholinguistics, social communication
and other special areas of linguistics, and it was recognized that the ethno-
genesis, material and spiritual culture of a nation are related to language.

Indeed, today's globalization process requires each nation to pay serious
attention to preserving its cultural identity, so that the advanced layer of the
nation understands that language is reflected in culture and, conversely, cultural
symbols are expressed in the language system and it should be referred to all
members of the nation. It is necessary to collect and study the national
ethnographic lexicon of the ethnos language, to develop the basis of their
research, to develop a set of national ethnographic concepts, all of which are
factors in the "longevity" of languages. Therefore, it is important to conduct
research aimed at scientifically and theoretically substantiating the problem of
ethnography in world linguistics.

Uzbek linguistics has realized that "every nation, every independent state
must give priority to the protection of its national interests, in this regard, first of
all, the preservation and development of their culture, ancient values, mother
tongue"? effective work has been done in the field of linguoculturology in recent
years. In this regard, it is important to conduct scientific research in the field of
ethnolinguistic, ethnolexicographic study of ethnographic units that reflect the
national consciousness, historical experience, worldview, thinking, national
mentality, reflected in the material and spiritual civilization of the ethnos.

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Bulgarian®, Chuvash’, Mari, Udmurt and other languages has emerged. A
dictionary of ethnographic terms from Turkic languages to Azerbaijani has been
created®. At the same time, significant work is being done in the field of Kazakh
linguistics®. The study of the ethnic composition of the population living in the
study area, their customs and rituals began mainly in the second half of the XIX
century, and this work was first focused on by the Hungarian scientist H.

1 N. Mirzaev is the author of the first research on the
ethnolexics of the Uzbek language and the author of the only dictionary*2. Later,
our science was enriched by the researches of such scientists as Y.Bobojonov,
M.Kakharova, R.Kasimov, G.Adilova, N.Amanturdiev.* Some of the work done
in Uzbek philology folklore and dialectology* is relevant to our topic in terms of
the issues raised and the problems solved. In particular, the integration of the
Uzbek language with other languages, as well as the ethno-lexicon of the
profession, which is shrinking or on the verge of extinction due to scientific and
technological progress, and is almost not lexicalized. very serious issues such as
the spelling of units, their themes, their reflection in dictionaries, the role of
regional ethnographies in the development of literary language were raised in the
work of N. Amanturdiev. Anthropocentric study of language units is reflected in
the research of Russian linguists such as V.M. Alpatov?®, S.G. Vorkachev?,
A.A.Vorozhbitoval’, Y.V. Dorofeev!®, who directed serious focus on to the issues
of personality and language, personality language. P.K.Kastomarov's tries to shed
light on the issues of personality expression, individual language,

Theme Correspondence of the dissertation to the research field of the
Higher Educational Institution.The dissertation was completed in accordance
with the plan of research work of Karakalpak State University in the framework
of research on "Actual problems of Uzbek linguistics."

The aim of the research is to study the history, lexical and semantic
nature of ethnographisms, the factors and basic rules of enrichment of the Uzbek
dialects spoken in Karakalpakstan.

Research objectives:

To identify the groups of rituals related to the stages of human life (such
as infancy, childhood, youth) and anthropocentric coverage of their semantics;

to determine the commonality of ethnographism in the fund of Uzbek
dialects in Karakalpakstan with the lexicon of ceremonies of other Turkic peoples
and conduct anthropocentric analysis of lexis of wedding-related ethnography;

To find out the customs associated with human death and the motives for
their naming;

To conduct anthropocentric analysis of the factors of the emergence of
ethnographies;

To identify the ethnogenetic basis of words that express the customs
associated with the types of professionalism in regional dialects;

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To analyse the historical aspects of words denoting ceremony in these
dialects related to Turkic, and non-Turkic languages.

The object of research is the list of ethnographic vocabulary of Uzbek
dialects collected from different regions of Karakalpakstan, as well as data
collected during the folklore-dialectological expeditions of students of the Faculty
of Uzbek Philology of Karakalpak State University.

The subject of the study is the linguistic features of ethnographies in the
Uzbek dialects of Karakalpakstan. Also, a large part of this research source is our
research, observations and collected materials. In addition, F. Abdullayev, O.
Madrahimov, A. Ishaev, E. Urozov, Yu. ethnographers and archeologists S.P.
Tolstov, G.P. Snesarev, folklorists S.R. Ruzimbaev, H.Abdullaev also used
research materials.

Research methods. the methods of classification, description,
comparison, statistical, semantic, system-structural, comparative-historical
analysis are used in the research.

Scientific novelty of the research:

it has been proven that the ethnographism of Uzbek dialects spoken in
Karakalpakstan arise in connection with changes such as the people's way of life,
socio-political process, an increase in the mutual integration of ethnic units and
the cultural environment. Moreover, it has been verified that these features are
reflected in the language of a particular ethnic or territorial group.

the specific phonetic, lexical-semantic, grammatical features of the
ethnographisms of the studied region, which differ from the language of other
regions of Uzbekistan and other ethnic units of the Uzbek people in terms of
thematic-semantic, genetic structure are revealed,;

phonetic, lexical, grammatical features of ethnographies that differ from
the neighboring region or sister ethnic units, the genetic basis of the lexicon of
certain areas in a particular region and onomasiological differences of
ethnographic species from other regions and regions according to the motives of
naming and similar aspects in the same context have been scientifically proven;

It has been revealed that the stages of the formation and development of
ethnographisms are inextricably linked with the process of birth, puberty,
adulthood and life experience, as well as the gradual development of thinking as a
result of the pursuit of human self-awareness.
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The practical results of the study are as follows:

The role of regional ethnographies in linguistics was determined through
the analysis;

the names of ceremonies performed throughout human life, the reasons
for their naming, anthropocentric research has proved to be an important
contribution to the development of Uzbek linguistics;

regional ethnographies highlight the manifestations of peoples' traditions
and lifestyles;

The materials collected in the dissertation and the conclusions presented
serve as an important source in the compilation of regional dictionaries of
ethnography, as well as in the creation of textbooks and manuals.

The reliability of the research results is determined by the clarity of the
problem, the conclusion of sound scientific conclusions through the analysis of
collected materials, the approach to the analysis of ethnographic dialects of
Uzbek dialects in Karakalpakstan based on the specific nature of the Uzbek
language.

Scientific and practical significance of research results. The scientific
significance of the research results is explained by the theoretical enrichment of
existing scientific views on the problem of ethnography in the Uzbek language
and their anthropocentric interpretation, new scientific and theoretical
conclusions on their specific aspects and semantic features.

The practical significance of the dissertation is determined by the fact that
the results of the research can be used in the teaching of "Dialectology”, "History
of the Uzbek language"”, "Modern Uzbek literary language” in philological
faculties of higher education institutions, special courses and seminars, textbooks
and manuals.

Implementation of research results. The scientific conclusions on the
history, lexical and semantic nature of ethnographies in the Uzbek dialects of
Karakalpakstan have been used in the fundamental project "Methods of
development of the native language and literature in accordance with the new
alphabet and spelling rules of the Karakalpak language™ FZ-2016-0908165532 for
2017-2020 which was implemented by the Karakalpak branch of the Research
Institute of Pedagogical Sciences of Uzbekistan named after T.N. Qori-Niyaziy.
(Reference Ne 89-03-23180f the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special
Education of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated September 17, 2021,). As a result,
the ethnocultural lexicon of the nation reflecting the ancient mentality, traditions
and customs of the people and the features of various changes in the grammatical
structure of the formation of the national language at the stages of language
development are clarified;

The scientific inference on the anthropocentric analysis of the terms used
to describe wedding ceremonies in Uzbek dialects in Karakalpakstan reveals their
commonality with the lexicon of ceremonies of other Turkic peoples, the customs
related to human death and the motives of naming it,in the analyzing the ethno-
genetic base of the words defining the customs related to different types of
professions, in general, the study of historical, lexical-semantic nature, the factor
and way of enrichment of Uzbek dialects in Karakalpakistan are used in the
implementation of the fundamental research project ®A-A1-I'004 — “Female
Image in the imagination of Karakalpaks: ethnological “ aimed for 2015-2017 at
Karakalpak Scientific research institute of Humanity science” (Reference No 89-
03-2318 of the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education of the
Republic of Uzbekistan dated September 17, 2021i). As a result the analysis of
the historical aspects of the ethnogenetic basis of words expressing the customs
associated with the types of professionalism in regional dialects became possible;

Scientific findings on the anthropocentric characterization of ethnographic
features of Uzbek dialects in Karakalpakstan were used in the creation of the
script for the broadcast "Tilge itibar - elge itibar"(‘Care of language is the care of
people’) prepared by the editorial board of the program "Musical Recreation
Programs"of  Karakalpak radio  channel.(Reference  #01-02/318  of
Karakalpakistan TV-radio Chanel dated June 22, 2021) As a result, the content
of literary, artistic, spiritual and educational programs has served to provide the
younger generation with ideas such as the respect to the spirit of national
traditions, customs and values, and understanding of national identity.

The Approbation of research results. The results of the research were
presented and tested in 6 scientific conference reports, including 1 international
and 5 national scientific conferences.

Publication of research results. A total of 13 scientific papers on the
topic of the dissertation were published, including 7 articles in scientific
publications recommended for publication of the main results of doctoral
dissertations by the Higher Attestation Commission of the Republic of
Uzbekistan, including 4 in national and 3 in foreign journals.

The structure and scope of the dissertation. The study consists of an
introduction, three chapters, a conclusion and a list of references, as well as a
dictionary of ethnography (appendix), with a total volume of 157 pages.

MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION
On the basis of anthropocentric description of ethnographies in the
lexicon of Uzbek dialects in Karakalpakstan, their peculiarities are identified in
the introductory part of the dissertation. The thematic-semantic groups and lexical
layers of ethnographies of the region are presented on base of the anthropocentric
paradigm. This topic has not been developed in a monographic plan yet, despite
various scientific researches in the field of world and Uzbek linguistics,
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The first chapter of the work is entitled “Ethnographisms as an Object
of Linguistic Research” and consists of four parts.

The first part is entitled "The emergence and development of
ethnography - the product of a historical process'. Mankind is so ethnically
rich and diverse that it is not clear in science how many peoples and nations still
live on the planet. No matter how much and at what social level, they develop on
the basis of common laws and values in their development, Usually when such
factors are mentioned, science refers to a common language and territory, a single
economic life, national life and culture, national feelings and character. Some
researchers even categorize people and nations on the basis of their religious
beliefs.

Undoubtedly, the formation of customs and traditions of different ethnic
groups in the process of social life has led to their increasing role in the human
way of life. This is undoubtedly reflected in their language. Therefore, the
formation of these lexical units in our language has very ancient roots. Any
language reflects the social life, way of life, life experiences of language speakers
or the people, nations and ethnic groups who communicate in that language for
centuries.

In the 1920s the language of the Uzbeks of Karakalpakstan was first
studied by ED Polivanov® together with the Khorezm oasis. Then research
studies have been conducted by such researchers as G.O. Yunusov, F.Abdullaev,
A.lshaev,  O.Madrahimov, Yu.Jumanazarov, E.Urozov, Z.Dosimov,
H.Boboniyazov, Y.Bobojonov, S.Rahimov, R.Yuldashev. However, the
ethnographic lexicon of dialects was not the object of special research in their
works (except for Y. Bobojonov). The basis of the materials of Y. Bobojonov's
dissertation, as noted in the topic, is the Khorezm region, i.e. the part of the
region inhabited by representatives of the Oghuz dialect. Moreover, the methods
of anthropocentric analysis are not taken into account in the work due to the spirit
of the period. It is noteworthy that the work done in our country on the
ethnographic lexicon of peoples other than the Uzbek people, firstly, is a
demonstration of a fair policy of our state in the field, and secondly, of course,
serves to deepen the study of Uzbek ethnography. Examples of such works are
the linguocultural analysis of ethnography of the Kazakhs of Karakalpakstan by
G.A.Adilova and the dissertation of A.S.Khankhujaeva on the ethnographic
lexicon of weddings and mourning ceremonies on the basis of the Samarkand

dialect of the Tajik language®*. Although the research work of A.S.Khankhujaeva
was carried out in the framework of 10.00.05 - Language and literature of the
peoples of Asia and Africa (Tajik and Tajik literature), in particular, it plays an
important role in their anthropocentric study of the ethnographisms of the Uzbek
language. Indeed, in most cases, the anthropocentric approach based research
does not look for similarities and commonalities between languages (in fact, the
society that owns them - peoples) in the commonality of language materials, but
rather shows that the commonality of peoples' thinking manifests itself in their
language. Unfortunately, most of the work performed in recent years on
ethnographic lexicon is of a review nature, consisting of opinions expressed in the
form of generalized works or their generalizations only, and does not meet the
requirements of scientific ethics.?® The study of ethnographic units specific to the
kin language of Turkmen people is also of great importance in solving related
issues. In this regard the works of G.P.Vasileva, B.R.Logashova can serve as an
important source. 26 The history of the study of Turkmen ethnography has also
been studied thoroughly. %’

The second part of the first chapter is entitled “Peculiarities and Scope of
Ethnographisms”. Words related to the ancient way of life, customs, cultural and
spiritual life of the people have been preserved in the language of people living in
a more specific area. The scope of such words varies, and some are even used in
scientific works and fiction. While some of them are common to literary
languages and dialects, others are specific to dialects in a particular region and are
not found in literary language. For example, a special device designed to put a
baby to sleep is also called a ‘beshik’cradle in literary language and dialects.
However, the expressions in the form of éewux xepmu, 6ewux xemou, Kyiox
muwnamuw t0 engage a child when it is a baby in the cradle. In general, many
such examples can be found. Such words about ethnography are variously
referred to in linguistic works. Because there is no clear boundary between
ethnographisms related to the common language. That is why it was customary to
call them by the names of doublets, dialectisms, ethnographic terms. A similar
situation can be observed in the linguistics of other nations. Russian linguist
F.P.Filin claims that it is not acceptable to include ethnographic terminology in

Because they are
the object of thematic dictionaries. 2

In this section, units of ethnographisms such as capeapoa // capoa, capkeii,
1y8bICKA, NOPKAH//NOPXAH, XAANa//Xaana, Yumur//Yumyx// wymmuk//uymyx,
Kytias uakupou Were analyzed.

The third part is entitled as "Linguistic features of ethnographisms™ and
states that a number of works have been done in Uzbek dialectology on the
linguistic features of the Kipchak dialect of the Uzbek language. In particular, A.
Ishaev studied the Uzbek dialects of Karakalpakstan in detail and added to his
monograph a 5,000-word dictionary on the lexicon of Oguz and Kipchak dialects
in the region. In particular, in his book, the scientist explained the historical and
ethnographic information about the Uzbeks in Karakalpakstan, as well as the
characteristic linguistic features of the dialects on the basis of materials collected
on the phonetic, morphological layers of the language. 2 The ideas put forward
by A. Ishaev can be said to be related to the Kipchak dialects of North Khorezm.
The fact that the representatives of the northern Khorezm dialects are mainly
Kipchaks shows that it is very close to the Uzbek dialects of Karakalpakstan. This
closeness and commonality can be seen, first of all, in the presence of 9 vowels
typical of Kipchak dialects in both regions, in the observance of the law of
synharmonism, in the categories of possessiveness and case. The differences are
explained by the absence of the phenomenon of "x" in the North Khorezm
Kipchak dialects, the weakness of diphthongization. This section also analyzes
out-of-use and new words and archaisms in Karakalpak Uzbek dialects.

The fourth part of the chapter is entitled "Genetic basis of ethnographisms
of Karakalpak dialects™ and is divided into sections such as lexical layer specific
to Iranian languages, lexical layer derived from Arabic, words borrowed from
European languages. In this regard, a number of the words are analyzed, as

As a result, the emergence and development of ethnographies is the

product of a historical process, and their development at any social level is based
on common laws and values. The formation of customs and traditions of different
ethnic groups in the process of social life has led to their increasing role in the
human way of life; the ethnic complexity of the Uzbeks in Karakalpakstan is due
to the fact that the dialects of the region differ from each other in some linguistic
features due to the coexistence of the neighboring Karakalpak, Kazakh and
Turkmen peoples; the fact that the study area has long been located in the
crossroad of civilizations, and today the significant influence of the two Turkic
languages on each other is reflected in the unique lifestyle, culture, holidays,
weddings, ceremonies, customs, national characteristics of the population; the
introduction of Arabic words in the Karakalpak dialects is the result of the
adoption of Islam as a result of the Arab conquest of Khorezm, the teaching of
Arabic in mosques and madrassas, and the transformation of Arabic into a
language of science in addition to religion; the borrowed words from European
and other languages date back to the relation of Khiva khanate with Russia.
Especially in the middle of the 19th century, these relations intensified as a result
of the Russian occupation of Central Asia. Due to these relations, the Uzbek
language, including its dialects, began to borrow many words from Russian and
through it from European languages.

The second chapter, entitled "Factors of the Origin of Ethnographisms,"
shows that ethnographies are the product of a very long period and are a rich
source of material for many disciplines, such as the history of language,
ethnography, and history. The first part of the chapter reveals the historical
factors. The ethnogenetic process of the people of the Lower Amudarya has been
proved by linguistic facts in the following period, as well as the ethnic groups and
peoples who lived and are living in the mentioned area. It is not difficult to feel
how complex it was the formation of the people in this region. The ethnogenesis
of the peoples of the Aral Sea region (Karakalpak, Uzbek, Turkmen) goes back to
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antiquity, which is still not very clear, which is explained by certain historical
conditions. It is known that this region (the Aral Sea region) with its geographical
conditions was a place where various ethnogenetic and cultural relations collided.
The Khorezm oasis is located on the road connecting the western and eastern
countries and other historical and political conditions, and it caused on the one
hand, the merge of the language and culture of the peoples of the Urals, Volga
and Western Siberia, the peoples of Central Asia, Iran, Old Asia, the Caucasus,
and on the other hand, the ethnic groups (language, culture) of India.Indeed, it is
known that in the territory of the Khorezm oasis, in its centuries-long historical
process, lived people who belong to different linguistic families and are
connected to different sources. This has undoubtedly left its mark on the lexicon
of the Khorezm oasis which in particular, includes the dialects in Karakalpakstan
(in general, in most Turkic languages)on its historical toponymy.

The second part of the second chapter is called “Ethnic Factors”. The
emergence of ethnographic lexicon dates back to ancient times. *® The emergence
of all peoples and nations of the world, their professions, labor activity, historical
works and sacred books are reflected in the myths and legends that exist in the
folk tradition of the people. And sometimes it indicates not only the existence of
professional networks, but also their specific religious beliefs. Therefore,
ethnographic lexicon is the oldest layer in the structure of language vocabulary.
In general, the study of ethnography helps to shed light on the issue of
ethnogenesis of the population of a particular region and the Uzbek people.
Indeed, one of the ethnic components of the Uzbek people and others, which
belong to the conglomerate of Oghuz tribes (natural, unsystematic clash of
different units as caém, 6aém, oswap, sxcysanoup, xunux, ousxcanax), as well as
there are place names with dozens of ethnonyms such as xewacac, nyxyc,
Kamaeow, yugyp, maneum, Kauenu, Kynaupom, naumarn belonging to the Kipchak
tribes. Some of the tribal names that make up the ethnic composition of the
Turkmen people, including woedyp, éemym, arusnu, xusupsau, also form a part of
modern place names. In addition, there are ethnonyms specific to the Kazakh
people, as well as names that are not found in the ethnic composition of the
Turkic peoples in general. The names of these tribes, which are common to
Uzbeks and Karakalpaks, indicate that these peoples have been close to each
other since ancient times. Their historical ties go back a very long time.

The third part of the chapter, entitled "Domestic Factors", emphasizes that
one of the most important issues that modern science faces, especially linguistics,
is the preservation of the linguistic analysis and transmission of linguistic riches

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which embody the centuries-old experience of each nation to the next generation.
First of all, every nation is distinguished by its historical and cultural unity. That
Is why some small ethnoses are also distinguished by many national-practical
features, such as types of food, clothing and household items, customs, rituals,
formed over a long historical period. The language of the peoples of the Aral Sea
was formed in a very complex ethnolinguistic context.

Anthropocentric study of the ethnographisms of the Uzbek dialect lexicon
in Karakalpakstan has shown that the alive communication speech of the ethnos is
an area that has not been fully explored. Although the lack of common
ethnographic and dialectal dictionaries of the Uzbek language complicated the
work process, it became clear that the historical factor, ethnic factor, household
factors play an important role in the formation of these units. At the same time,
there are ethnographic intermediate names in the form of syntactic patterns
(phrases, sentences) that do not take the form of a complete lexeme in folk
speech, which play an important role in determining the factors that give rise to
ethnography, imagining the historical process.

The third chapter is entitled "Types of ethnographies according to the
motives of naming" and is divided into 3 paragraphs, based on the scope of the
topic. The words and phrases that express ethnographic meaning are
distinguished by having a certain basis and motive. Motivation is a factor that
determines the appearance of any word, whether it is valid and correct. Therefore,
this component is very important in defining the essence and functions of
ethnographic lexicon. The types of ethnographism found in the Uzbek dialects of
Karakalpakstan are diverse in terms of their motives and cover almost all spheres
of life.

Ethnographisms associated with ceremonies are explained by the fact that
the history, culture, language, customs, art, and applied arts of nations also have
their own characteristics. The ethnographic features of the population of this
region are unique.

Ethnographies associated with customs are a word created in the language
of each nation, the term is associated with the customs of that nation, the needs of
everyday life. This word, the terms are related to a certain period in the history of
this nation and serves to create its history. The words created also represent the
daily activities of the people and the main craft. Therefore, such words have a
very broad meaning. But the lexical units that represent the ceremony can be both
general and specific, depending on the location of the ethnoses and other
characteristics. The commonality is that while living in almost the same area is
the result of influence, its specificity is the result of a combination of different
ethnic groups. Certainly, the existence of various ethnic groups in the Khorezm
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region in the past had to leave a certain trace on the anthropological type, customs
and language of the local population. This phenomenon is especially evident in
the dialect lexicon. 3! In this section, units such as edinu:n caramsw, Koi:3 yvKapwi,
HaH ywamwvi, 2utlag 20pob, Caud U)y8apulil, HAH CbIHOLIPHIW, aA3d, UedOb,
KbIpKbL, UMUHUA, 1yOunei mou, uaut mouvl, eewep, banxkem are analyzed.

In the section "Ritual names related to human age", the names of the
cradle and its instruments, the names of baby clothes, etc. Units such as 6euwwk,
My6dK, KOBvl32a, Opmue, CbMAK, HcYO0d, dn0bKYd, CYHHAM mMOUbl, KOJIbIHbL
xananiaut, Kap3 mouvl, Ka:0a HAHUABAD, KAMIAMANBULGD, KeHdul, YIlbl KeHdul,
KUYy KeHdwl, KeHAWmou, pu.c YakblpblK, WOpa 4YakblpblK, mMou H#C)yeadwvl are
analyzed. So, if you look closely, the ethnography associated with circumcision
itself requires a separate study. For example, if we pay attention to the term
sartarosh(barber): in modern Uzbek literary language and dialects only this word
denoting the concept of hairdresser is used, in the old Uzbek language several
synonyms of it are used. These are: carmonuti, xoorcum, xaxcocom, opouuweap,
ymap, myumapow, eupou, oamiok, xaunok. Salmniy refers to Salman, which
means Salman, where Salman is the famous prophet Salmani Farsi. Dictionaries
also mention that one type of sword is called salmoniy. It is also said that the fee
paid to the barber is salmoniy. The fact that a barber is called opotiuweap(a
beautician) also stems from the point of view of his job. The word opouuweap |
as we understand it, means a beautician,and the designer. For this reason, in
modern Persian, a barber shop is called opouiuweox, opoiuwxona. The oldest
word known to us to describe the concept of a barber is the Khorezmian word ‘Bn
(y) k - barber (English barber )32, Regarding the etymology of this word,
V.S.Rasgorgueva, D.l.Edelman have expressed remarkable ideas. 3% This
linguistic fact testifies to the high medical and hygienic culture of our ancestors in
ancient times. The origin of the word ymap, in our opinion, is connected with the
verb to excel, to do a job well. This view is justified by the fact that in ancient
times a doctor was called a baxshi (teacher, knowledgeable) by educated people.
ymap also treated people with massage in bath -houses. This is also clarified by

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the fact that the word dallok, which means servant in the bathroom, also means
barber.

In the section of "Names" "Mugaddimatu-l-adab” written by Mahmud
Zamakhshari's there is a "Hajj season™ in which the Arabic and Persian xaowcorcom
2SS — 0 s wyumapow, xannox, mysaiiiun, wuaiiu xuxcama (blood-sucking
bottle), muwpam (hajjom nishtari), ucmap, myco, uiico in the sense of razor,
mucann, caneu aghcon in the sense of sharp-stone. Although the word khatna is
related to the Arabic verb khatana, which means to circumcise, its semantic
(spiritual) development is quite deep. The fact that this word means to unite, to
get closer, probably goes back to the beliefs of the ancient Sami. In particular,
circumcision in Jews is performed on the eighth day of the baby's birth. In Islam,
circumcision is one of the innate sunnahs. As a result, it was called circumcision
and circumcision was called circumcision.

It is no coincidence that circumcision has become one of the most
important symbols of Islam. Thus, in the Uzbek language, the phrase " xyrunu
xanonnamox "(purify the hands) appeared. In Persian, the word khatnanokarda,
which means uncircumcised, literally means non-Muslim. In Arabic, circumcised
means mahtun, while uncircumcised means a few words, such as aqglaf, a'zal,
azgal, ansar, ubur, aram. Circumcision is held with a special feast, and in our
country it is called cyrnammpyni, wunpon (phonetic change of the word uyx6yppon.
Let's remember that in the epic "Alpomish" the dancers were izza at the ‘chipron
wedding’), while in the Iranians it is expressed in words such as hatnasuron, in
the Arabic izor, aziyr, aziyra, izor.The circumcised part of the male reproductive
organ is called ghalafa, hashfa, hatnagoh, hatnajoy.

Also the definition of the words denoting ceremonies, such as edpdiu,
0apeas, KOUKap YpolmbIpblld, XOpa3 YPulUMbIPpblul, alMmvlH KAeax, Nbil
MymvluMa, OpomMail /poMan auiaHmsipblid, Colnpa KaKmol, Uyouiel, Kolpk uau
motivl, OvP Uaul Moubl, MYUdn Motibl, NAUAMOGP Uawbl MOLbl, MUHZ Al KOPOb
are included in this section.

The next section reveals the essence of marriage-related ethnographisms.
The lexicon of marriage ceremonies are explained with its importance, scale, and
expressiveness in dialects.The dialects are considered as an integral part that
combine many small ceremonies into its composition. In this context the words
KynaK muwadmuus, amawmupye/ amaxiamox/ aoamax/ aumeln KOUbLI2AH/
aoae&nvl, y8pbl NAmulp, Yalbl NAMuLP, YUKOPAp, namia mou, Kbl3 UbleblH, MOUIbIK
annapviud, KeHdw, YUKOpdp, Kopnd Ouudp//kOpnd utimd, Xxu:Ha uaxap/ Ku:.3
LleHaap, Kbl3 HCUHAP/ Kbl3 UbL2bIH YMbIPLIUMA, HCUH KAuumbl, Yonwvmd, bem avap/
wysauap,Kyoa yakupuk, 4uanan naias, benas nanas, nuxa motu are analyzed.
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The next section entitled "Ethnographisms related to religious rituals"
consists of an analysis of words as yuu, ©iedowvcu, KbipKbl, unmapavix, cd:piuk,
KVPBAHTbIK, U)3 SYHAUK, U UKKU 2VHIUK, scymanvik, etc. The point of view of
classification of these ethnographisms into a) religious ethnographies; b)
religious-colored ethnographisms are emphasized. Ethnographisms are a
reflection of the domestic and cultural life of the region and have been shown to
stand out on a number of fields.

The subchapter of the thesis entitled “Ethnographisms as the reflection
of household and cultural life” prooves the idea that the ethnographisms can
be seen in a number of branches.As well as we directed focus on several terms
denoting the names of celebrations and holidays.

CONCLUSION

1. Ethnographic lexicon is the most stable layer of each dialect and,
consequently, the national language, and a serious study of this layer is always a
topical issue. Because the study of the ethnic composition of each nation,
lifestyle, profession, superstitions, rituals and customs, types of work, clothing,
and others allow us to think about the worldview, the spiritual world of the people

2. After gaining its independence, Uzbekistan has become more interested

in the national values of the people, their study, and attention to our national
language, which has received the status of the state language. In such conditions,
it is possible to first collect and study the ethnographic lexicon of a particular
region, and then to study the formation of the ethnographic layer of the Uzbek
language, its composition, semantic features, phonetic rules, linguistic nature,
methodological features.

3. The dialects of the people living in the territory of Karakalpakstan,
therefore, the dialect of this oasis is also diverse. In addition to the Turkic
(Turkmen, Karakalpak, Kazakh and other peoples, along with the Oghuz and
Kipchak tribes), elements of the ancient Khorezmian language, elements of the
Arabic language, spoke in the gradual development of this diverse oasis dialects
can be found n the dialects of the region. The dialects of words and phrases
belonging to the Arabic, Persian-Tajik languages have been fully mastered in the
ethnographic lexicon historically and etymologically, and adapted to the phonetic,
lexical-grammatical and methodological features of the Uzbek language.

4. The lexical layers vary synchronously and diachronically in regional
dialects. The most active lexical layer is the all-Turkish layer, the secondary
active lexical layer is the Arabic layer, and the third active lexical layer is the
Iranian layer.

5. During the twentieth century, elements of ethnographic lexicon in
European languages managed to penetrate into the dialect to a certain extent
through Russian. Some ethnographic units that began to be used in the language
of the dialect representatives (such as wumenuna(birthday), nama(veil),
aopyuanvnuti(wedding-ring), seuep(party)) are clear evidence of it.
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6. Anthropocentric factors that form the lexicon of the Uzbek dialects in
Karakalpakistan facilitate the interpretation of the rules of grammatical word
formation, lexical-semantic word formation, and phonetic word formation. At the
same time, the fact that the compositional method of grammatical word formation
Is the most widely used in the ethnographic lexicon of the dialect, and the
affixation method is the second most active in terms of activity, and the
interpretation on the basis of anthropocentric paradigm gives effective results.

7. The ethnographic lexicon of Uzbek dialects spoken in Karakalpakstan
includes terms and names in the form of syntactic devices, some of which have
now been stabilized, and some of which are gradually becoming more compact
and stable in the future.

8. Observation of the ethnographic lexicon of the dialect shows that in this
material there are words, names and terms that are not yet found in the dictionary
of literary language, which should be included in the dictionary of literary
language. As, these elements of ethno-lexis semantically and methodologically
help to increase not only the nominative, but also the semantic and
methodological potential of our literary language.

9. The ethnographic lexicon of Uzbek dialects in Karakalpakstan, which is
the subject of this study, contains many Turkic words used in the texts of ancient
Turkic written monuments, which shows that the roots of the ethnographic
lexicon of this dialect go back to ancient times.

10. Historical, ethnic and domestic factors have played an important role
in the development and formation of the source of ethnographism of the region.
As they consist of lexical units belonging to almost all periods of human life.

11. Ethnographisms in dialects are a stable layer of the national language,
formed and developed as a result of the ethnogenesis of the people, lifestyle,
occupation, customs, types of work and the spiritual and cultural outlook of the
nation.
