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INTRODUCTION (Dissertation annotation of Doctor of Philosophy (PhD))

Relevance and necessity of the dissertation topic. In the context of globalization, the
problem of organization of school native language lessons in accordance with the spirit
of the times, in which the creative activation of students' thinking "focuses on the
development of effective and convenient forms of technology, improving the quality
of education, encouraging creative thinking and pragmatic learning"21 are defined in
the UNESCO Concept of International Education. Currently, special attention is paid
to the teaching of mother tongue in schools in Japan, Germany, Great Britain, Finland,
Switzerland, Russia, Hungary, Korea and China, which indicates that improving the
quality of mother tongue education is becoming international.

In world education, the quality of education of students, including schoolchildren,
the formation and improvement of their intellectual abilities, creative thinking is
recognized as one of the conditions for sustainable development of countries. Research
is being conducted to increase students' vocabulary in native language classes, to
develop their speaking competencies, to improve the tools to ensure the effectiveness
of education, to enrich the didactic support of education, to use innovative methods
and tools that meet modern requirements in teaching.

According to statistics, given that more than fifty million people around the world
speak Uzbek, it is important to pay attention not only to the teaching of the Uzbek
language in Uzbekistan, but also to its education outside the country and in neighboring
countries. Special attention is paid to the approach of modern methodology aimed at
strengthening creative activity. In particular, a number of tasks are being carried out to
create Uzbek language programs for foreigners and to establish and expand Uzbek
language centers in those regions to ensure that Uzbeks living abroad receive education
in their native languages. There is a need to further deepen research in the field of
teaching the Uzbek language in Kazakhstan to cover the methodological basis of Uzbek
language teaching.

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The purpose of the study is to improve the methodological framework for
teaching the Uzbek language in Uzbek-language secondary schools in Kazakhstan.

Research objectives:

Identify the pedagogical problem of organizing native language classes in Uzbek-
language secondary schools in Kazakhstan;

To show the current situation in Kazakhstan through the analysis of native
language programs and textbooks for secondary schools with Uzbek language of
instruction;

Disclosure of the principles of organizing native language classes in Uzbek-
language secondary schools in Kazakhstan;

Improving the forms and means of effective organization of mother tongue
lessons in Uzbek-language secondary schools in Kazakhstan;

to develop methodological recommendations for the development of students'
speaking (listening comprehension, reading comprehension, speaking, writing)
competencies in native language classes.

The object of the study was the process of improving the methodological
framework for teaching the mother tongue in secondary schools in Kazakhstan, where
education is conducted in the Uzbek language.

The subject of the research is to improve the content, forms, methods and tools
for the organization of mother tongue education in secondary schools in Kazakhstan,
where education is conducted in the Uzbek language.

Research methods. The dissertation uses methods such as observation, interview,
questionnaire, test, pedagogical experiment, mathematical-statistical (based on the t-
test of the student).

The scientific novelty of the research is:

The means of effective organization of mother tongue lessons in Uzbek-
language secondary schools in Kazakhstan are based on the dialectical laws of the
"thinking-language-speech" trichotomy and the technology of integration;

Education in Kazakhstan has been improved by introducing methodological
recommendations for the development of students' listening comprehension, reading,
speaking and writing competencies in the process of organizing native language classes
in Uzbek-language secondary schools;

ways to improve communicative competencies through the formation and
development of creative thinking based on a cognitive-pragmatic, heuristic, integrative
approach to students living in a foreign language social environment;

In the process of effective organization of mother tongue lessons in Uzbek-
language secondary schools in Kazakhstan, scientific-methodological and didactic
support for the use of creative learning tasks and the organization of educational
activities in collaboration with teacher-student-educational material has been
developed.

The practical results of the study are as follows:

Increasing the intellectual potential of students through the principles of
interdependence and interdisciplinary interdependence (continuity, continuity,
awareness, consistency) in the organization of mother tongue lessons in secondary
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schools with Kazakh language of instruction in Kazakhstan is scientifically and
methodologically based;

Methodological support for the formation and development of students' thinking
In a cognitive-pragmatic way in the teaching of the mother tongue in secondary schools
with Kazakh language of instruction in Kazakhstan has been enriched;

In the process of organizing mother tongue lessons in Uzbek-language secondary
schools in Kazakhstan, recommendations have been developed for creative activation
of students, teaching language features, identifying language phenomena in teaching
materials, optimizing the content of mother tongue science and improving teaching
methods.

Reliability of research results clear problem statement, theoretical data from
reliable sources, compliance of experimental results with modern requirements for
pedagogical research, problem-solving and its solution comparative-critical,
observation, interview, questionnaire, test, pedagogical experiment, mathematical -
determined by means of statistical analysis methods, theoretical ideas and conclusions
are put into practice, the obtained results are confirmed by the competent authorities.

Scientific and practical significance of research results. Scientific significance
of the research results Scientific and pedagogical views on the creative activation of
students in the organization of mother tongue lessons in secondary schools with
Kazakh language of instruction in Kazakhstan, theoretical approaches, specific features
of the educational process, its organization, methods and tools, determined by the use
of methodological recommendations.

Practical significance of the results of the dissertation Theoretical generalizations
and analyzes of the work in conducting lessons on "Methods of teaching the Uzbek
language”, "Methods of organizing creative work" and the creation of textbooks,
manuals, complexes, design of native language classes in Uzbek-language secondary
schools in Kazakhstan. can be used in the process.

Introduction of research results. On the basis of scientific results obtained on
the activation of students in the process of improving the lessons of the native language
in secondary schools in Kazakhstan, where education is conducted in the Uzbek
language:

The research is based on the scientific recommendations of the study on the need
for effective use of integration technology based on the dialectical laws of language,
thinking, mutual understanding of students, the formation of psychological protection
of students, the development of their creative thinking. "Methods of teaching the Uzbek
language" for 3rd year students majoring in 6\V01706-Training of teachers of Uzbek
language and literature in the field of philology of higher education, in the creation of
textbooks "Uzbek language" for grades 5-11 of secondary schools based on the results
of psychological training used in the creation of textbooks (reference number 04-06 /
218 of February 2, 2022 of the South Kazakhstan State Pedagogical University). As a
result, the effectiveness of mother tongue lessons in Uzbek-language secondary
schools in Kazakhstan, the formation of national identity and ideological immunity in
secondary school students, and their pedagogical and psychological readiness have
been achieved;
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Conclusions on the features of the content of mother tongue education in Uzbek-
language secondary schools in Kazakhstan in the current teaching process, student
psychology, the level of compatibility between age and teaching materials and their
role in the development of communicative competencies, interactive methods and
creative tasks., Recommendations on the organization of educational activities on the
basis of teacher-student cooperation were used in the development of programs and
textbooks "Uzbek language" in secondary schools in Kazakhstan with Uzbek language
of instruction, in the development of manuals "Uzbek language (for grades 5-8)" (Act
No. 10 of the Society of Uzbek Ethno-Cultural Associations of the Republic of
Kazakhstan "Dustlik" dated February 12, 2022). As a result, the organizational
components (logical, heuristic, integrative, critical, cognitive-pragmatic) of modern
approaches and principles (such as scientific, membership, sequence, demonstration,
modeling) in the native language classes of secondary schools in Kazakhstan, where
education is conducted in Uzbek, are improved on the basis of; revealing and
developing the creative abilities of students, effective organization of the educational
process;

From the conclusions on the analysis of the current level of technology of
activation of students in the process of organizing native language lessons in secondary
schools in Kazakhstan with Uzbek language of instruction, the search for opportunities
for activation, the development of recommendations on activation technology”,
“Education and Development”, “Nation and Spirituality”(Act No. 04-27-2057 of the
NTRC of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated February 2, 2022). The scientific results
helped to improve students' perceptions and knowledge about the quality and
effectiveness of mother tongue lessons in Uzbek-language secondary schools in
Kazakhstan.

Approbation of research results. The results of the study were discussed in the
form of scientific reports at 19 international and 2 national scientific conferences.

Publication of research results. A total of 29 scientific papers on the topic of the
dissertation were published, including 3 manuals, 7 textbooks, 8 collections of
international conference materials and 2 articles in scientific journals recommended by
the Higher Attestation Commission of the Republic of Uzbekistan for publication of
the main scientific results of doctoral dissertations (including 9 have been published in
foreign journals).

The structure and scope of the dissertation. The dissertation consists of an
introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a list of references and an appendix. The
total volume is 160 pages.

MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

In the introductory part of the work, based on the relevance of the topic, the level
of study of the problem, its relevance to the research plan, purpose, object, subject,
tasks, scientific novelty, theoretical and practical significance, introduction of research
results.

The first chapter of the dissertation is entitled " The issue of teaching the Uzbek
language in secondary schools as a methodological problem." analysis the native
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language program and textbooks for secondary schools, the current state of teaching
the native language in secondary schools in Kazakhstan, where education is conducted
in the Uzbek language. Belonging to the same language family between the Uzbek and
Kazakh languages, in terms of territorial boundaries, the neighborliness of Uzbekistan
and the Republic of Kazakhstan, kinship ties, closeness of social life, interaction of two
peoples' languages, literature, art and culture are specific aspects of common Turkish
spirituality. It is no exaggeration to say that one is. Due to the unbreakable ties between
the Uzbek and Kazakh peoplesso, there are 318 special Kazakh schools for Kazakhs
living in Uzbekistan4i. Many Uzbek families live in the Republic of Kazakhstan,
especially in the southern part of the country. Today, education in more than a thousand
schools in Kazakhstan is conducted in five languages - Kazakh, Uzbek, Russian, Tajik
and Uyghur. The number of schools in the Republic of Kazakhstan specializing in the
pure Uzbek language is 11, and the number of mixed schools with education in the
Uzbek language is 126.

When thinking about the problems of the process of organizing native language
classes in secondary schools in Kazakhstan, where education is conducted in the Uzbek
language, we need to distinguish two aspects:

1. Problems related to the compatibility between the purpose of education, the
content of education, teaching methods, teaching aids and teacher-student relations in
the process of organizing native language classes in secondary schools in Kazakhstan,
where education is conducted in the Uzbek language;

2. Problems related to the process of organizing native language classes in Uzbek-
language secondary schools in Kazakhstan and the social conditions that ensure its
success.

In Uzbekistan, it is possible to increase the effectiveness of mother tongue
education in Uzbek-language secondary schools, to prepare young people for
independent living, interaction, production and social relations. At the same time, in
the organization of mother tongue classes in secondary schools in Kazakhstan, where
education is conducted in the Uzbek language, there are misunderstandings among
specialists, especially school teachers, in distinguishing creative education from
traditional education. In the process of organizing mother tongue lessons in these
schools, problems related to the purpose of education, the content of education, the
compatibility between the design of education and its method, as well as the existence
of social problems that negatively affect education were identified.

The program for Uzbek-language secondary schools in the country includes
"Language and Behavior", "Beauty of Dress", "Family Traditions and Holidays",
"Animal and Plant World", "World of Imagination", "Transport". and road signs”,
“Secrets of the universe”, “Travel and leisure”, “Beautiful places in Kazakhstan”,
“Seven wonders of the world”, “Astana - center of culture and art”, “Internet and social
network”, “Achievements in space conquest”, “Eternal hand is my goal”, etc. It is also
Important to choose topics that are aimed at harmonizing the lifestyles of the Uzbek
and Kazakh peoples, strengthening the friendship between the two peoples.

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A number of tasks such as mastering the norms of oral and written speech,
developing logical thinking, increasing vocabulary, teaching to understand the
opinions of others, developing communicative literacy, accustoming to the rules of
spoken culture related to the original essence. Given that the majority of Kazakh
children in the cities and districts of Kazakhstan speak Kazakh or Russian, and that
most television and radio broadcasts are conducted in these languages, we believe that
the future increase in the number of hours devoted to Uzbek language in schools will
further strengthen fraternal ties.

The most important aspect of the program is that the chapters or sections of Uzbek
language in the classroom are not named in theoretical terms, but chapters and sections
are given specific titles to meet the child's social communicative needs or the national
culture of the people. Thus, the content of education, teaching materials provided in
the native language program and textbooks for secondary schools in Kazakhstan, where
education is conducted in the Uzbek language, correspond to the general purpose of
the subject.

Also, in each of the types of lessons there are a lot of opportunities to involve
students in creative work, their methodologically correct definition, of course, depends
on the skill of the teacher. When we observed the lessons of a group of teachers, it was
found that most of them were conducted in traditional ways. (See Table 1)

Our analysis shows that in the system of teaching the Uzbek language there is a
need to further deepen research on the methodological basis of teaching the Uzbek
language in Kazakhstan.

The second chapter of the work is entitled ""Modern forms and means of
teaching the Uzbek language in secondary schools." This chapter is entitled "Forms
and methods of organizing native language classes in Uzbek-language secondary
schools in Kazakhstan", "Principles of organizing native language classes in Uzbek-
language secondary schools in Kazakhstan™ and "Mother tongue in Uzbek-language
secondary schools in Kazakhstan". three sub-paragraphs. Research is being conducted
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in Kazakhstan to improve the technology of activating students in the organization of
native language classes in Uzbek-language secondary schools. To this end, of course,
emphasis is placed on the possibility of effective use of advanced pedagogical methods
of activating students in mother tongue lessons.

There are specific forms of organizing native language classes in Uzbek-language
secondary schools in Kazakhstan. Forms of organization of such classes - a) class-
lesson form (traditional and non-traditional) and b) extracurricular activities (such as
various conversations, evenings, meetings, competitions, Olympiads, independent
study), which require continuity. .

Enhancing students' vocabulary, feeling and understanding the subtleties,
differences and similarities of words in the organization of native language classes in
secondary schools in Kazakhstan, where education is conducted in the Uzbek language;
correct pronunciation and spelling; to be able to connect words and compose texts from
sentences; finding and correcting spiritual and grammatical errors in connections,
logical errors in texts; expressing an idea in different ways; a number of logical
operations, such as the restoration of the continuation of a broken thought, the correct
assessment of the speech situation and the use of language opportunities in accordance
with it. Also, in the process of organizing native language classes in secondary schools,
in-depth linguistic knowledge should be in the "shadow™ of pragmatic tasks, and the
student's mental activity should not be preoccupied with knowledge of linguistic rules
and language construction.

Texts that are semantically related, psychologically psycho-educational,
pedagogically relevant to the age of the child in the process of organizing native
language classes in these secondary schools; phraseological units, working on proverbs
fosters responsiveness in students, provides oral / written literacy, leads the child to
verbal perfection.

In the organization of mother tongue classes in secondary schools in Kazakhstan
where education is conducted in the Uzbek language: 1) to ensure the harmony of
education, upbringing and development in the teaching of the mother tongue; 2) always
pay attention to the cognitive-pragmatic aspect of teaching the mother tongue (do not
prioritize theoretical knowledge); 3) strict adherence to systematic and consistent
teaching of the mother tongue; 4) wide and appropriate use of texts on spiritual and
educational topics in mother tongue lessons; 5) to teach students to think consciously,
actively and independently in the teaching of the mother tongue; 6) strict adherence to
the principles of teaching the mother tongue, taking into account the educational
environment, the age of the children and their learning opportunities.

The means of effective organization of mother tongue lessons in secondary
schools of the country are systematically developed in accordance with the essence of
the topics in the curriculum and textbooks, in a coherent, integrated (by the teacher),
their methods are designed, the result is well thought out didactic-methodological
integrity.

The third chapter is devoted to the ""Organization of experimental work and
analysis of results', which summarizes the organization of experiments to improve
the effectiveness of mother tongue lessons in secondary schools in Kazakhstan with
Uzbek language of instruction, effectiveness criteria and pedagogical results.
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As a result of the current conditions and our observations, it should be noted that
the consistent development of creative thinking skills, communication skills of students
should be the main goal of mother tongue education in general secondary schools. In
order to do this, it is necessary to achieve that the content of education is defined in
proportion to this goal. The solution to the problem depends on a number of socio-
pedagogical factors. In particular, a) in the system of mother tongue education, in
addition to the general purpose, there is a strict definition of a specific purpose; b)
determination of the content of education in accordance with the needs of the
individual, the state and society, the development of science, technology, production
processes, the important requirements for education and the purpose of education; c)
To determine the main requirements for the education system in the use of bilingual
and multilingual education in secondary schools in Kazakhstan, where education is
conducted in the Uzbek language; g) taking into account changes in the vocabulary of
the Uzbek language during the years of independence; d) creation of a new generation
of textbooks "Uzbek language™ for secondary schools in Kazakhstan, where education
is conducted in the Uzbek language; e) To increase the effectiveness of Uzbek language
classes in Uzbek-language secondary schools in Kazakhstan, the aim is to create an
Information Bank database in accordance with the curriculum and textbooks of the
subject.

It is also necessary to take into account the need to create a didactic basis for
defining the content of mother tongue education in accordance with its purpose, and
the existence of a number of didactic possibilities in defining the content of mother
tongue education in the new era. Similarly, it is appropriate to include the selection of
appropriate content of mother tongue education, defining the scope of social demand,
the purpose, tasks and levels of the structure of the educational process, methods of
describing the content and the task of redefining the system of didactic views. These
scientific-theoretical views include the conceptually based content of the educational
process, criteria and indicators for assessing the quality of educational outcomes,
knowledge and concepts that represent the basis of a particular subject, a certain level
of educational content, form, scope of teaching materials, objectives and the principles
of ensuring the proportionality of its content, a new model of the content of mother
tongue education will be defined. In this process, as noted above, the needs and
capabilities of stakeholders, ie the important needs of the state and society, as well as
the capabilities of students should be taken into account. This, in turn, requires the
definition of its content on the basis of theoretical and practical support of the
educational process.

For secondary schools in Uzbekistan where the language of instruction is Uzbek,
the process of teaching the subject "Uzbek language" is aimed at developing students'
communication skills, independent thinking skills, which increases the need to define
the content of the educational process in accordance with its purpose. In particular, the
new content of Uzbek language education should serve these purposes. The need to
update the content of education is also directly related to the formation of new
pedagogical approaches. Addressing this need to ensure the effectiveness of general
secondary education in Uzbek-language secondary schools in Kazakhstan is of great
didactic importance.
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The system of concepts expressing the goals, objectives, content, means and
methods of teaching the Uzbek language for secondary schools in the country should
be defined on the basis of clear didactic approaches. The results of the analysis of the
results, goals, content and methodological system of the educational process in general
secondary schools in recent years have shown that in determining the purpose of
education and its content, it is necessary to pay more attention to ensuring the balance
of these two concepts. (See Figure 1)

In the typology described, the science teacher should not overlook the fact that
the goal of each lesson cycle is to achieve the intended goal only if the core of the
lesson is the expected result.

In order to increase the effectiveness of mother tongue lessons in secondary
schools in Kazakhstan, where education is conducted in the Uzbek language,
experimental work on the problem of creative organization of lessons was conducted
for four academic years.

All objects of experimental work showed almost the same pedagogical results.

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Evidence gathered in the experimental and control classes confirms that mastery
of mother tongue education in creatively organized classes is higher than in the control
class, and that the experimental class students a) can easily set their own goals in a
given learning situation; b) compose a related speech in accordance with the stated
speech situations; ¢) can prove their point with evidence, etc. Ensuring freedom of
speech and speech development (reproductive Al, productive Al, partial research Al,
creative Al) in the process of designing technologies to activate students to increase
the effectiveness of mother tongue lessons in grades 5-9 in secondary schools with
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Kazakh language of instruction in Kazakhstan scientific ideas of application were
formed.

Experiments showed that the knowledge, skills and abilities of students of
experimental classes, creative activity experience, language sensitivity are highly
developed, the coefficient of mastering the learning material in the experimental groups
increased by 11.7% compared to the control group.

CONCLUSION

As a result of our research on the methodology and practice of teaching the Uzbek
language in secondary schools in Kazakhstan, where education is conducted in the
Uzbek language, we have come to the following conclusions:

1. There is a need to further deepen research on the methodological basis of Uzbek
language education in the Republic of Kazakhstan, focusing on solving problems
related to didactic and social conditions in the organization of mother tongue lessons.

2. Analysis of the basic curriculum of the Uzbek language in secondary schools
with Kazakh language of instruction in Kazakhstan, the Uzbek language curriculum
for grades 5-9, pedagogical-psychological, methodological literature and research
work and innovative teaching ideas. 9th grade Uzbek language lessons were observed
and the didactic and methodological bases of student activation were studied in the
process of designing lessons on the research problem.

3. In our study, the possibilities of modeling the educational process of students
on the basis of innovative approaches, principles of technology of student activation in
the design of Uzbek language lessons in secondary schools with Uzbek language of
instruction in the country were identified. The process of designing technologies for
activating students in Uzbek language classes in Uzbek-language secondary schools in
Kazakhstan (communicative, information work, self-development, socially active
citizenship, national and multicultural, oral / written literacy, awareness and use of
scientific and technical news) ) and ways to improve the use of educational tools and
interactive teaching methods for the development of basic and general competencies
in the subject.

4. In the process of designing technologies for activating students in Uzbek
language classes in Uzbek-language secondary schools in Kazakhstan: ensuring the
expansion of students' vocabulary, appropriate and effective use of lexical units, the
formation of skills, as well as the pragmatic basis for constant creative observation in
speech development.

5. Pragmatism (feeling the subtleties of words, understanding differences and
similarities, achieving correct pronunciation and literacy, accurate assessment of
speech situation and appropriate use of language opportunities, etc.) in the organization
of native language classes in Uzbek-language secondary schools in the country

6. In the organization of mother tongue classes in secondary schools in
Kazakhstan where education is conducted in the Uzbek language: 1) to ensure the
harmony of education, upbringing and development in the teaching of the mother
tongue; 2) always pay attention to the cognitive-pragmatic aspect of teaching the
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mother tongue (do not prioritize theoretical knowledge); 3) strict adherence to
systematic and consistent teaching of the mother tongue; 4) wide and appropriate use
of texts on spiritual and educational topics in mother tongue lessons; 5) to teach
students to be conscious, active and independent in teaching the native language; 6)
Strict adherence to the principles of teaching the mother tongue, taking into account
the educational environment, age and learning opportunities of students.

7. Tools for effective organization of mother tongue lessons in Uzbek-language
secondary schools in the country are systematically, in accordance with the essence of
the topics in the program and textbooks, co-ordinated (by the teacher), their methods
are designed, the results are well thought out didactic-methodological integrity It is
important that the science teacher develops a system of learning tasks aimed at
developing the creative abilities of each student and regularly implements them in the
classroom.

8. Effective organization of mother tongue lessons in Uzbek-language secondary
schools in Kazakhstan continued in grades 5-9: From the 2nd half of the 5th grade, the
simplest forms of learning tasks related to phonetic, lexical and grammatical aspects of
the language were used. ; From the 6th grade onwards, children were taught to group,
compare, and draw independent conclusions through learning tasks, and from the 7th
grade onwards, they were taught to analyze, reunite, apply, and evaluate evidence in
their mother tongue. In grades 8-9, students developed skills such as independent
creative activity, expansion and contraction of artistic, scientific, journalistic texts,
description of the object on the basis of evidence, evaluation of the results of their own
activities and the activities of others.

9. The effectiveness of our experimental work was determined by the fact that the
knowledge, skills and abilities of students of the experimental class, experience of
creative activity, the level of appropriate use of language opportunities, ie the
coefficient of mastering the material increased by 11.7% compared to the control
