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INTRODUCTION (Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) dissertation annotation)

The actuality and necessity of research. It can be seen that the processes
observed at the present stage of development, which are related to missionary
activity on a global scale, or the circumstances close to their content, have occurred
in the past as well. Therefore, there is a need to pay attention to the negative
consequences that occure at present or may occure in the future, as a result of such
activities as religious missionary contrary to legislature, threatening human health
and public safety, use of psychotropic substances, the use of hypnotic technologies.
To this end, it is important to study the missionary process in the prism of history,
to be aware of its consequences, to develop a strategy for today's approach to this
phenomenon.

The analysis of the symbiosis of religion, society and missionary issues shows
that the religious and political situation of each state should be reflected in research
through comprehensive, objective new approaches within the framework of national
interests. Therefore, at a time when the process of missionary work in multi-ethnic
and multi-confessional Uzbekistan is moving towards globalization, comprehensive
strategic analysis of the issues of religion and politics in a new context and with
creative thinking and legal democratic principles in the historical roots of traditional
religion became a main agenda of today. In the above-mentioned scientific works,
the issue of missionary and proselytism is approached mainly in a philosophical,
general context. Today, there is a lack of research on this issue in the perspective of
religion, which is historically illuminated, substantiated on the basis of primary
sources, and specific methodological approaches to the negative consequences in
society. By studying the socio-historical features of missionary work, it serves to
further increase the effectiveness of scientific research in this area.

In the new Uzbekistan, a lot of work is being done to prevent missionary
activity. For instance, adoption of the Law "On Freedom of Conscience and
Religious Organizations"”, implementation of special course named "Sects" by the
Department of "Religious Studies and Comparative Study of World Religions" to
students of the International Islamic Academy of Uzbekistan, organization of the
course "Negative effects of missionary work and proselytism™ to imam-khatibs and
government officials at the Academy, the inclusion of research-related topics in the
training manuals for military personnel. In this regard, with a systematic study of the
history of missionary work, the historical stages of its manifestation in Uzbekistan,
it will be possible to systematically organize work in this area in our country.

Research in a particular manner serves to the implementation of Law of the
Republic of Uzbekistan “On Freedom of Conscience and Religious Organizations”
of July 5, 2021, Decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan
Sh.Mirziyoyev No. PF-4947 dated February 7, 2017 “On The strategy of Activities
of further development of the Republic of Uzbekistan”, Decree of the President of
the Republic of Uzbekistan No. PF-5416 dated April 16, 2017 “On measures to
radically improve the activities of the religious and enlightenment sphere”,
Resolution of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan No. PQ-3160 dated July
28, 2017 “On measures of further improvement of the effectiveness of spiritual and
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educational works and rising the sphere to the higher level” and the Resolution of
the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan No. PQ-5040 dated March 26, 2021 “On
measures to radically improve the system of spiritual and educational work” and
other normative legal acts.

The relevance of the research to the main priorities of the development
of science and technology in the Republic. The dissertation has been carried out
following the primary directions of the development of science and technologies in
the Republic I. “Formation of a system of innovative ideas and ways to implement
them in the social, legal, economic, cultural, spiritual and educational development
of an informed society and democratic state”.

The degree to which the problem has been studied. The researches on the
topic of missionary can be divided into several directions. In the first direction, it is
appropriate to cite the scientific researches of Western and Russian scholars as
F.Johnson, D.Babbington, A.Dvorkin, R.Tucker, N.Trofimchuk, M.Svishchev?®. In
these studies, the missionary activities of traditional religions — Catholicism,
Orthodoxy, classical Protestantism — is assessed as positive, and on contrary sectarian
missionary carried out by new religious movements — as a negative phenomenon.

The authors in the second direction being themselves supporters of a particular
sect, approached any form of missionary work as a positive phenomenon, a religious
duty. Examples of this are the researches of B.Graham, V.Lee, L.Palou, J.Quinn,
P.Wright?’.

In the third direction, missionary work is assessed as an activity that pursues
mainly selfish political goals. Representatives of this direction as Z.Arslanturk,
E.Tashji, S.Haydari, Sh.Gunduz, M.Aydin, G.Erdem discussed socio-historical
meanings, goals, strategy and role of missionary work in global politics?.

In Uzbekistan missionary and proselytism were analyzed as a separate
dissertation by S.Yazdonova, M.Musaev, H.Oblomurodova and E.Akhmedov?°.

A total of 19 scientific papers on the topic
of the dissertation were published, including 5 articles in scientific journals
recommended for publication of the main scientific results of doctoral dissertations
of the Higher Attestation Commission of the Republic of Uzbekistan, including
4 national and 1 foreign journals.

The structure and scope of the dissertation. The content of the dissertation
consists of an introduction, three chapters, eight paragraphs, a conclusion and a list of
references. The total volume of the dissertation is 159 pages.

MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

In the introductory part, based on the relevance of the selected topic, the
goals and objectives of the research, the object and subject of study are defined. The
relevance of the research to the priorities of science and technology, the scientific
novelty and practical results of the work are described. The reliability, scientific and
practical significance of the obtained results are revealed. Information on the
implementation, approbation and publication of research results, the structure and
scope of the dissertation.

In the first chapter of the dissertation, entitled “Theoretical and methodological
bases of the analysis of missionary and proselytism”, the definition and history of
the terms “missionary” and “proselytism”, “religious factor”, “sect”, “totalitarian sect”,
“cult”, “destructive cult”, explanations and commentaries on such notions as “new
religious movements” in the scientific literature, becoming of missionary a threat and a
tool to achieve political goals have been studied.

The dissertation describes the mission from the perspective of religion as a
natural activity specific to all religions with a cosmopolitan character. This activity
was motivated by sacred sources and was regarded as a divine duty. Socio-
politically, missionary serves as an instrument for transmitting the religion and
culture of one nation to other peoples. It is shown that missionary work is sometimes
positive and sometimes negative, depending on the historical situation, the political
and social situation and, most importantly, the goals set for it.
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It is stressed that missionary is mostly practiced by “new religious
movements”, “sects” and “cults”. Science has not yet come to a single conclusion
on the notion of “new religious movement”. In this context, there is a debate among
experts in the field about the interpretation of the term “new”. From the point of
view of most scholars, the term refers to movements that emerged relatively later
than major and ancient religions such as Christianity, Judaism, Islam, Hinduism, and
Buddhism3. Amongst common features of “new religious movements” are offering
innovative religious solutions to the problems of the modern world, appearing as an
alternative to traditional religions, pluralistic and syncretic, demanding strict loyalty
and obedience from their followers, and claiming to replace the family and other
traditional social institutions®2,

The term “sect” is derived from the latin word sequi - “follow”. At first, it did
not take on a negative connotation, but expressed a person’s thinking, lifestyle, as
well as the political party or philosophical school to which the person belonged®:.
“Religious sect” means a group that operates differently from the official beliefs of
the major recognized religious sects. This notion also applies to groups operating
under the banner of religion with no connection to existing religions and
denominations at all. Today, there are about 5,000 sects in the world.

The “cult” is a small but active religious movement that is, as a rule, led by a
charismatic leader. The term was introduced in the middle of the twentieth century
at the suggestion of theologian and sociologist G.P. Becker. Although the word
“cult” is generally synonymous with “sect”, in Western literature “sect” is often used
in a neutral sense and “cult” in a clearly negative sense. A cult is a social group that
is distinguished from others by its unusual religious, spiritual, philosophical beliefs,
or general interest in a particular person, object, or goal®*. Sects engaged in illegal
activities are often referred to as destructive cults. Such structures typically include
Satanists and other new religious movements®,

The dissertation reveals with scientific theories and practical examples that
religion is an integral part of national spirituality, one of the important factors uniting
society, and that it is difficult to ensure national unity in countries that speak the
same language, have a common history and a single state, but believe in different
religions or denominations. In particular, the analysis of the situation in countries
such as Lebanon, Serbia, Slovenia, Croatia, Macedonia, Montenegro, Bosnia and
Herzegovina shows that behind the missionary actions lie selfish political goals
aimed at isolating society on religious grounds.

It is argumented that activities of missionaries in violation of applicable law,
endangering human health and public safety, in particular the use of psychotropic

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substances, the practice of using hypnosis techniques may have potential negative
consequences.

The study analyzes the specific approaches to the missionary and proselytism
practice of worldly religions Buddhism, Christianity and Islam and the stages in the
historical process. In particular, the rise of missionary activity in Buddhism is
associated with the activities of Emperor Ashoka (304-232), a representative of the
Mauryan dynasty that ruled India in the 11 century BC®®. It is revealed that the first
Buddhist missionaries were called “Dharma bhanaks™ and that the eternal wheel of
the Buddhists - dharmachakra - was also interpreted in the sense of missionary work.

Buddhism, originally accepted as a sect of Brahmanism, spread to South,
Southeast, and Central Asia as a separate religion through the efforts of Emperor
Ashoka. Later, during the Kushan period, Buddhism went through the second stage
of its development, reaching China, Korea, and Japan. Three main factors
infkuencing the spread of Buddhist missionary work were the nomadic monks, the
policies of the states (Maurya, Kushan), and the migration processes.

In Christianity, it is believed that missionary work was started by Jesus Christ
and his apostles. All Christian missionary organizations and churches have
organized their activities on the basis of this doctrine, which is given in the New
Testament part of the Bible. The persecution of the first Christians, and the spread
of early Christians around the world, the recognition of Christianity as the state
religion by the Roman Empire, the colonial policy of Western countries, the
expeditions of European missionary theologians played an important role in the
spread of Christian missionary work. Today, 2/3 of all religious missions are carried
out by various branches of Christianity.

In Islam, missionary work was carried out by the Prophet Muhammad (pbuh)
and his followers. In Muslim terminology, the term “da'wah” is used in the
missionary sense. The formation of mystical sects, the activities of Muslim traders
and the military operations carried out by Muslim states played an important role in
the implementation of Islamic missionary work. In the second half of the twentieth
century, the discovery of petroleum deposits in the Gulf states and the enrichment
of countries such as Saudi Arabia, Kuwait, Qatar and the UAE played a major role
in the development of modern Islamic missionary work.

The main actors of missionary work have also changed in the course of
history. From the end of the 19th century to the middle of the 20th century,
Buddhism, Christianity and Islam were the most active missionary religions. Since
the beginning of the twentieth century, this role has completely passed into the hands
of representatives of new religious movements such as neobuddists, jehowas,
Mormons, Scientologists, Satanists, Baha'is, Ahmadis, Krishnas.

In the second chapter of the dissertation, entitled “Features of missionary
methods and tools”, the globalization of missionary work, in particular, the
emergence of international missionary associations within Christianity, historical

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analysis of their activities, classical and modern mechanisms used in missionary
work, “ecumenism’3” and The historical and social features of the “evangelization™3®
movement are revealed.

The World Missionary Conference, held in Edinburgh, Scotland, in 1910, led to
the development of ecumenical ideas in Christianity. The formation of the World Council
of Churches in 1948 paved the way for ecumenical movements to emerge within pure
Protestantism and to have pan-Christian significance. Today, the Assyrian Church, most
of the Eastern Orthodox Churches, the Old Catholic Church, the Lutheran, Anglican,
Mennonite, Methodist, Moravian, and Reformist Churches, Baptists, and Pentecostals
are full members of the Council, participation of Roman Catholic Church although not
being a full member shows that this idea is well-founded.

The Second Vatican Council®, held from 1962 to 1965 at the initiative of
Pope Paul VI, was a turning point in modern Catholic missionary. The most
Important issue on the agenda of this Council was to take religious missions to a new
level. After the Second Vatican Council, the importance of the Council for the
Propagation of the Faith, the main missionary body of Catholicism, was increased,
and in 1988 it was renamed the Council for the Christianization of Nations.

Another characteristic of twentieth-century Christian missionary work is its
activities in the form of global charities and non-governmental organizations.

The dissertation includes analyzes of activities of such organisations as
“Christian Union for Orphans”, “World without Orphans”, “West Africa without
Orphans”, “Look at the World”, “Mercy”, “Orphans of the World”, “International
Engineering Missions”, “Samaritan's Wallet”, “International United Pentecostal
churches”. Such institutions, with their work among children and youth, serve to
“sow the seeds” for the future and to create a sense of gratitude and indebtedness in
the countries, institutions and individuals where they donate. Behind the programs
that at first glance seem to be aimed at human development, peace in the world, non-
discriminatory assistance to the needy and the poor, in most cases, there are selfish
goals, such as the assimilation of foreign religions and worldviews among the
people.

As society develops, so do the methods and tools of missionary work.
Therefore, this chapter provides detailed information on the methods and tools
developed by Christian missionary organizations in carrying out religious
propaganda at different stages of history.

Methods of missionary work are a set of theoretical actions that are developed
on the basis of specific experience and scientific basis and have a systemic character in
order to effectively carry out this practice. The tools of carrying out missionary activity

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are practical actions that facilitate the process of spreading the religious message among
the masses on the basis of existing methods.

Studies show that missionaries have developed systematic advocacy methods
based on historical experience, a scientific-philosophical approach. Christianity, in
particular, has achieved great results in this regard. According to experts, the most
obvious of the methods used by Christian missionaries are adaptation to Christianity,
cultural adaptation, contextualization, and interfaith dialogue*°.

Adaptation to Christianity (Interpretatio Christiana) is the practice by the
Christian Church of adapting cultural elements or historical facts of earlier religions
to the Christian worldview*!. The term usually means to give a Christian form to the
religious and cultural life, beliefs and ideas of non-Christian people. For example,
from the 5th century onwards, the practice of building Christian churches instead of
the temples of the ancient Roman and Greek gods became widespread. According
to some researchers, December 25, which is celebrated by most Christians today as
Christmas, was considered the birthday of the Invincible Sun God in Ancient Rome.

Cultural adaptation (inculturation) is the incorporation of a particular belief or
concept into a local culture*?. A striking example of inculturation is the style of
construction of temples in different countries of the world, the adaptation of religious
terms to the language of indigenous peoples. In particular, in countries such as Japan,
China Christian churches and Muslim mosques are built in the style of local pagodas,
reminiscent of Buddhist pyramids at a glance.

Contextualization means adapting to a broader social context in order to
achieve a broader understanding of the “Bible” in Christianity and better acceptance
by non-Christians*. For example, in translating the words of the Old Testament
Psalms, “Wash me, | am whiter than snow” (50: 7), for those who live in the tropics,
it will be “Wash me, I am whiter than coconut,” because they have never seen snow.

Interfaith dialogue is an indispensable tool for conveying the Bible through
special events and for connecting the Bible and cultures. In other words, the process
of rebuilding the church’s communities according to the Bible takes place both in
the process of entering cultures and in the process of dialogue.

In addition to classical methods as door-to-door “gospeling”, publishing and
distributing Christian literature in local languages, providing charitable assistance,
and sending medical and educational personnel, the modern missionary uses audio,
video, and electronic products, publication of newspapers and magazines,
transmission of TV programs, organization of online training courses on the Internet.

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The “evangelical” movements that emerged in the Protestant world from the
second half of the eighteenth century played an important role in the development
of Christian missionary work. By the 1970s, evangelicals had begun to unite their
like-minded people in different parts of the world and to move globally. To this end,
international congresses on world evangelism began to be held. The congresses in
Lausanne, Switzerland in 1974, Manila in the Philippines in 1989, and Cape Town
in South Africa in 2010 set a strategy for global evangelism.

By the beginning of the twentieth century, evangelicals began to develop the
view that the inculcation of faith from childhood would play an important role in the
future of the individual becoming a true Christian. By 1937, the Children’s
Evangelical Brotherhood was founded by Jess Irvin Overholtzer (1877-1955). The
organization aims to teach children the Christian “gospel” and encourage them to
enroll children in local Christian churches. In April 1994, at a conference in Illinois,
USA, that brought together leaders of children's services from 54 Christian
organizations to discuss ways to engage children ages 4 to 14 in evangelism, the idea
of a “4/14 window” was first put forward. The 4/14 Window is a global Christian
mission to evangelize children between the ages of 4 and 14. Proponents of this view
encourage children from the age of four to convert to Christianity.

Congresses held by evangelical missionaries have developed their own
perennial programs. The largest of these projects is the “10/40 Window™ project.
According to the plan, Christian missionaries in their evangelical activities will pay
special attention to areas located between 10 degrees north latitude and 40 degrees
south longitude. This region of the globe is also fundamental and decisive in the eyes
of classical geopolitics. Today, this region, which also covers part of Central Asia,
has become a major point of action for Christian missions.

As of 2016, there were 619 million evangelicals in the world. The United
States is the country with the largest share of evangelicals in the world. American
evangelicals make up a quarter of the country’s population and are the largest
religious group in the country. As a trans-religious coalition, evangelicals are found
in almost all Protestant denominations*4.

The chapter “Missionary in Uzbekistan: History and Ways to Prevent”
examines the history of missionary work and proselytism in Uzbekistan and its
current manifestations, international experience and rehabilitation practices in the
fight against destructive sects, ways and prospects of overcoming the negative
consequences of missionary work.

The first records of Christian missionaries in modern Uzbekistan were
analyzed on the basis of the works of the French traveler Jean Chardin (1643-1713)
and the English missionary Joseph Wolf. In particular, J.Chardin (1643-1713) in his
book “Chardin's travels across the Caucasus in 1672-1673” tells about the Catholic

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monks of the Teatins*, who lived in the Turkestan region and were mainly engaged
in medicine, and Joseph Wolf called the Jews of Bukhara to Christianity*®.

Based on the analysis of historical sources, it is shown that in the pre-
independence period, four factors played an important role in the emergence and
development of missionary work in the territory of Uzbekistan.

1. Activities of representatives of various denominations of Christianity and
military priests (chaplains) in the ranks of Tsarist soldiers?®”.

2. The resettlement of Russian peasants from the interior provinces of Russia,
representatives of the Korean nation from the Far East (1937) to Central Asia.

3. The resettlement of German, Polish, Estonian, Swedish, Lithuanian,
Latvian and other Western European soldiers from the war-torn areas during the
First and Second World Wars (1939-1945) to Turkestan.

4. Revival of religious propaganda movements in the USSR after 1943 after a
relative easing of policy towards religious organizations at the request of the West.

The processes of political, ideological and spiritual transformation that have
taken place in Uzbekistan since independence, as well as the resulting spiritual
vacuum, have created favorable conditions for the spread of foreign ideas among the
population. In this situation, missionary organizations tried to take advantage of the
process of conversion of the population from an atheistic system to religion - de-
secularization and, in most cases, a chaotic return to Islam - re-Islamization. As a
result, with the financial support of the West, many new religious movements in the
Republic, such as the Protestant organizations, the Baha'is, and Krishnas, were
officially registered and launched a large-scale missionary activity.

In Uzbekistan, missionaries organize their work taking into account local
socio-economic, national, religious, cultural and ethnic characteristics. In particular,
it is observed that they try to use in their propaganda the priority of ordinary human
gualities, such as national holidays in the country and associated wuth them
traditions of kindness, awareness of the needy, support for the needy, relief. The
analysis shows that the psychological factor in people with disabilities, i.e. the need
for the help and constant support of others, leads to the activation of missionary work
among them.

Missionaries are also trying to take advantage of labor migration. The same
conclusion can be drawn from the fact that missionary activities among seasonal
labor migrants are carried out under the banner of helping to find a good job, and
helping family members and relatives staying at home. The fact that such cases are
common among migrant workers in Kazakhstan, South Korea, or Russia supports
this view.

In addition to the above, this chapter provides a detailed analysis of missionary
and sectarian attitudes in international normative documents, in particular the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights and the International Covenant on Civil and Political

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Rights, in the European Union and a number of Western countries. In particular, the
European Federation of Centers for the Study of Sectarianism and Data Collection
(FECRIS) has been operating since 1994 in the fight against sectarianism on the
European continent. When analyzed at the national level, it is observed that France is
in the lead in this regard. The country has an inter-ministerial commission on combating
sects under the Prime Minister, the Association for the Protection of Families and
Individuals from the destructive effects of sects (UNADFI) and several specialized non-
governmental organizations. Gradually, commissions are being set up in all European
countries to study sects, cults and youth religions. The main reason for this is that, as
noted above, Western countries have experienced the negative consequences of
sectarian activity.

In the late 1960s and mid-1970s, anti-cult movements (ACMs) began to be
organized in the West by family members of people affected by various cults to
rehabilitate their loved ones. In the Western literature, “Anticultural movements” are
divided into 4 groups according to their nature®:

1. Anti-cult organizations of a secular nature.

2. Organizations of a religious nature (correct religion, conversion).

3. Organizations that only target specific groups.

4. Organizations that suggest rehabilitation practices.

Rehabilitation of victims of destructive sects is a set of targeted measures
aimed at removing an individual from the sect and forming new values in him.
Rehabilitation includes steps such as rescuing the mind of a person affected by the
cult from destructive influences, returning that person to the previous sphere of
communication, involving him in normal social processes, and re-adapting to
socially accepted norms, values, and beliefs.

The chapter discusses the ways and prospects of overcoming the negative
consequences of missionary work, emphasizing that one of the urgent tasks of today
Is to further strengthen the atmosphere of religious tolerance in the country and to
continue the work to prevent missionary work. In the context of Uzbekistan, it has
been revealed that threats under the guise of religion, in particular, the fight against
missionary work are carried out in two directions - juridical and spiritual.

New approaches to religion and believers in accordance with international and
national legal norms are reflected in the Law on Freedom of Conscience and
Religious Organizations (1991, 1998, 2021). The Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan
“On Freedom of Conscience and Religious Organizations” of June 14, 1991 defines
a citizen's attitude to religion, religious beliefs or renunciation, participation in
prayers, religious rites and ceremonies, study of religion. - to some extent, coercion
is not allowed*®, and the amendments to the law adopted in 1998 and 2021 state that
the state does not allow the practice of missionary work and proselytism in order to
ensure the peaceful coexistence of denominations®.

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The second direction used in the struggle against missionary work in Uzbekistan
Is the spiritual and enlightenment activities that reveal the true nature of this evil and lay
the groundwork for constant and continuous propaganda. It is important to pay attention
to a comprehensive approach to the issue, as well as to ensure that no social stratum or
organization, institution community is excluded from such activities, while ensuring their
consistency and effectiveness in their organization.

It is important that all citizens feel responsible, especially self-governing
bodies, be vigilant in preventing violations related to missionary and proselytizing.
This is because in most cases, missionary communities organize outreach activities
by opening informal churches in homes, conducting door-to-door preaching in
neighborhoods, visiting the homes of people who are inclined to do so, and providing
material or other assistance.

Systematic outreach by educational institutions and communities play an
important role in preventing young people from being influenced by various informal,
non-Islamic religious communities. In this propaganda and explanatory work, it is
necessary to approach the issue, taking into account the legal guarantee of freedom of
conscience in the country, to highlight the real threat of missionary work in real life, and
to draw attention to the fact that such activity is prohibited in Uzbekistan.

CONCLUSION

Based on the results of theoretical and scientific study of the research
problem, the following conclusions were drawn:

1. Missionary work should be given a religious and socio-political content.
From the perspective of theology, missionary work is a natural activity specific to
all religions, which is universal in nature, motivated by sacred sources, and valued
as a divine duty. Socio-politically, missionary work serves as an instrument for
conveying the religion and culture of one nation to other peoples. In the context of
the importance of the factor of religion in human life, missionary activity acquires a
positive or negative character, depending on historical conditions and socio-political
situation. In the context of a multinational and multi-religious Uzbekistan, any type
of missionary work is a factor that negatively affects the environment of social
stability, interethnic and interreligious harmony.

2. Missionary work is a practice common to all religions of a cosmopolitan
nature, especially Christianity. In particular, in the modern world, 2 out of every 3
people engaged in religious preaching have been identified as Christian
missionaries. In the course of history, the active actors of missionary work have
changed. From the end of the 19th century to the middle of the 20th century,
Buddhism, Christianity and Islam were the most active missionary religions, since
the beginning of the twentieth century, new religious movements such as
neobuddists, Jehowas, Mormons, Scientologists, Satanists, Baha'is, Ahmadis, and
Krishnas have dominated the field.

3. While the Christian missionary movement developed in parallel with the
colonization process until the nineteenth century, it has been observed that since the

twentieth century it has become more important to work through global evangelical
movements and international organizations in the form of charities.

4. In addition to classical methods of propaganda, such as door-to-door
missions, publishing and distributing religious literature in local languages,
providing charitable assistance, sending medical and educational personnel,
production of audio, video and electronic products, newspapers and magazines
modern methods such as publishing, broadcasting TV programs, organizing online
training courses on the Internet are used in modern missionary work. At the same
time, missionary organizations pay special attention to the training of priests from
among the indigenous peoples in order to maintain their spheres of influence and
establish a “base point” in a particular area.

5. In the twentieth century, the revival of evangelical movements and
Christian ecumenism ("oikoumeng" - "living world™) gave a strong impetus to the
development of missionary work on a global scale. The World Evangelical
Congresses held in 1974, 1989 and 2010 played an important role in uniting the
global evangelical movements. In particular, the "Lausanne Covenant"”, the "Manila
Manifesto", and the "Cape Town Treaty" adopted at these conferences set out a
strategy for missionary work.

6. In the context of Uzbekistan, it was observed that missionary organizations
tried to carry out their activities in the areas of ethnic diversity, such as the Republic
of Karakalpakstan, Khorezm, Bukhara, Samarkand, Tashkent region. Most of the
missionary work in the republic is carried out by Jehovah's Witnesses, Pentecostals,
Baptists, Adventists, Korean Protestants, Baha'is and Krishnas. The missionaries
also try to take advantage of the existing national holidays in Uzbekistan and the
priority of human qualities such as showing kindness, caring for the needy,
supporting the needy, relieving the burden.

7. In the context of the activation of various sects around the world, along with
the fight against them, the reintegration of former members of cults into societies is
also becoming increasingly important. Anti-cult movements and rehabilitation
centers have been set up to reintegrate people affected by new religious movements
and to re-adapt them from the charismatic, utopian and hypnotic communities to the
real world.

8. In the context of Uzbekistan, the threat of religion, in particular, the fight
against missionary work is carried out in parallel in two directions - juridical and
spiritual. At a time when the struggle for the human mind and heart is taking a
delicate form, it is observed that the officials in the neighborhoods do not have
enough knowledge about the true nature of missionary work. This situation has led
them to unknowingly pave the way for missionary activity, focusing on
administrative methods rather than religious-enlightenment work and appropriate
advocacy activities in working with proselytes.

Based on the results of the dissertation, the following recommendations
can be made:

— in order to promote tolerance, interfaith harmony, to prevent public exposure
to missionaries, the Committee on Religious Affairs, the Uzbek Agency for Youth
Affairs, the Republican Center for Spirituality and Enlightenment to establish sites,
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profiles, pages, anonymous information exchange groups dedicated to revealing the
negative consequences of missionary work on social networks with a large audience of
young people (instagram, telegram, facebook, TikTok, etc.);

— development of mechanisms for targeted work with potential target groups
(persons with disabilities, mixed family members, migrant workers, unemployed,
single women, family members of servicemen) who are prone to missionary
influence, including the orientation of this category of people to the profession, their
employment Provision and implementation of advocacy activities through the
relevant ministries, the State Committee for Family and Women, the Society of the
Disabled of Uzbekistan, the Society of the Blind of Uzbekistan and the Society of
the Deaf in Uzbekistan;

— Establishment of the Center for Interreligious Dialogue and Tolerance in
the form of a non-governmental non-profit organization in order to further
strengthen the atmosphere of interreligious cooperation and mutual respect in the
country. The center includes a museum dedicated to the history of religious tolerance
in Uzbekistan, a library of world religions, a conference hall and an editorial office.
