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INTRODUCTION (Abstract of DSc dissertation)

Actuality and necessity of research. There is a growing interest in the study
of the history of “43S«” — “libraries” in the world, which have made a significant
contribution to the development of human civilization. In the Middle Ages,
libraries operated in the Muslim East under the names “<iSll ) — “Darul kitab”,
“isll 43)3” — “book store”. The greatest achievements of human thinking,
inexhaustible scientific ideas, remarkable technological discoveries have been
made through books. With the help of libraries, humanity has accumulated
experience in all aspects of its multifaceted activities, passed on its knowledge to
future generations, and moved forward. Therefore, the role of libraries in the
Muslim East and in Central Asia, which is an integral part of it, was given special
attention. This can be seen in hundreds of places in the region called “palaces”,
“foundations”, “public”, “private” libraries. Here are preserved works of world
culture, such as astronomy, medicine, geodesy, logic, philosophy, such as “Osman
Mushaf” — olie —asas and ancient manuscripts of other religious sciences, which
are considered as a rare gems of the Islamic world. In this regard, it is important to
scientifically and conceptually reveal the place of libraries with a significant book
fund in different languages in the history of Central Asian librarianship in the XV-
early XX centuries.

Research is being carried out on the characteristics of rare manuscript sources
(s ki) in the world's manuscript collections, such as used papers (—uls<ll),
covers (<), and types of letters (ashall ¢15). In addition to the libraries in the
Muslim East and the rare books in them, research has been conducted on the
inscriptions, seals, owners of the manuscripts, commentaries on them (z_~), and
scholars who have completed the margins (4:3). It should also be noted that in
today's information society, the issue of comprehensive and sufficient attention to
this issue, as well as the issue of digitization of unique works is on the agenda.
Therefore, the weight of existing research will increase with the scientific study of
libraries in the palaces of Amir Temur and the Temurids, Mirzo Ulugbek,
Boysungur Mirzo and the khanates that ruled in Central Asia and their solution to
modern problems.

In the renewed Uzbekistan, the field of Islamic history and source studies is
developing due to a number of scientific studies in the field of religion and
enlightenment. At the same time, it is important to "further strengthen the
international reputation of Uzbekistan as a country that has made a significant
contribution to the development of world science and culture, to preserve, study
and promote the rich written heritage to a new level." ! Today, more than 100,000
manuscripts are stored in the book funds of Uzbekistan. From these rare works one
can find answers to many current problems of our time. At the same time, it is
important to study the history of libraries, to distinguish them, by analyzing the

to cover the state of dynastic and foundation libraries in Bukhara, Khiva and
Kokand khanates through the study of figh sources;

to reveal the role of private libraries in the religious and enlightenment life of
intellectuals and book lovers working in the Turkestan region;

to cover the history of the establishment of non-governmental and private
library treasures in Uzbekistan in XX century;

to determine the history of the formation of special state manuscript funds in
the republic and to develop proposals and recommendations.

The object of research is the history of librarianship in Central Asia in the
XV-early XX centuries.

The subject of the research are manuscripts and seals that illuminate the
history of libraries operating in Central Asia in the XV-early XX centuries.

The analysis of manuscripts copied in the XV-XX centuries and the
information in them proves that there were a palace, public, wagf, and dynastic
libraries in the region, and provides a holistic view of the features of the
development of Islamic history and source studies in these periods;

With the help of manuscripts and seals printed on them, it was found that
along with the palace libraries of Muhammad Porso, Sheikh of Juybor, Bukhara
Qazikalans, Khiva and Kokand rulers in Bukhara, there functioned also a palace,
public, waqgf and dynastic libraries;

Based on the paleographic and codicological analysis of 2605 historical
manuscripts from the libraries of Central Asia, it was found that calligraphers,
bookbinders and stampers played a key role in the development of medieval book
art in the region, who for hundreds of years were engaged in copying and
distributing books in the Arabic alphabet, created by scientists, poets and writers.

As a result of the coverage of dynastic and waqf libraries in Bukhara, Khiva
and Kokand khanates there are revealed 258 historical manuscripts, jurisprudential
sources, special notes, memorabilia and memoirs, sphragistic materials, as well as
records of 134 book owners.
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There were found that manuscripts in the funds of the Institute of Oriental
Studies named after Abu Rayhan Beruni of the Academy of Sciences of the
Republic of Uzbekistan contain records about the seals related to 23 waqgf and 62
book-sales, as well as 48 judges and descendants of judges by Siddigi Khandayliqi,
34 muftis and descendants of muftis, 13 different types of mudaris and qori, 185
seals for private individuals and 4 for officials, as well as 2,605 manuscripts
preserved in Central Asian libraries in the 15" and 20" centuries contained 1,652
types of seal prints;

As a result of classification of 102 works in the library of Yunusjon Ogalik
Doda Muhammad oglu, there were found that 16 of them belong to “History,
historical-geography and biography”, 12 to agiography, 17 to “Sufism”, 3 to
“Kalam”, 2 to “Hadith”, 3 to “Figh”, 38 of them belong to “Literature”, 10 of them
belong to “Exact sciences”.

Reliability of the research results. The reliability of the study results is
explained by proceedings of the Republican International Scientific Conferences,
by articles published in special journals and foreign scientific journals on the list of
the HAC, by conclusions, suggestions and recommendations in published
monographs and pamphlets; as well as the results that are confirmed by the
competent authorities

The scientific and practical importance of the research results. Developed
theoretical and methodological conclusions of the research results and sources
included in the scientific circulation are determined by their important role in the
coverage of library history and culture in medieval Central Asia; in-depth study of
the history of the library on a scientific basis with the help of seals printed on
manuscripts of the XV-XX centuries, which are not reflected in written sources;

original source data for new research; describing historical processes that have not
yet been uncovered.

56 scientific papers were published on
the main content of the study, including 1 monograph, 6 catalogs, 19 articles in
scientific publications recommended for publication of the main scientific results
of doctoral dissertations of the Higher Attestation Commission of the Republic of
Uzbekistan, including 13 national and 6 foreign publications.

The volume and structure of the dissertation. The content of the
dissertation consists of an introduction, 4 chapters with 13 points, a conclusion, a
list of references and an appendix, the total volume of the work is 274 pages.

THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

In the Introduction part based on the relevance of the chosen topic, the goals
and objectives of the research, the object, and the subject of the study are defined.
The relevance of the research to the priorities of science and technology, the
scientific novelty and practical results of the work are described. Based on the
reliability of the results obtained, their theoretical and practical significance is
revealed. Information on the implementation of research results in practice, the
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approbation of the work, results, published works, and the structure of the
dissertation was provided.

The first chapter of the dissertation, entitled “Theoretical problems of
library historiography and manuscript research in Central Asia”, is devoted to
the analysis of theoretical problems of library activities and reading culture and
historiography in Central Asia.

The first paragraph analyzes the history and traditions of librarianship, as well
as historiography in the Muslim East.

The information about the first manuscript collections of scholars dates back
to the later period of the Umayyads and the first period of the Abbasids (20-70s of
the VIII century). A number of sources contain information about the storage of
manuscripts in several chests and saddlebags, and in some cases in rooms
overcrowded to the ceiling®.

Baghdad, the capital of the Khilafah, became the major political, cultural and
scientific center of the Near and Middle East at that time. At the end of the VIII
century, during the reign of Caliph Harun al-Rashid (786-809), the “House of
Wisdom™® (“Bayt al Hikma”) was established here, which served as a kind of
academy of sciences. The dissertation analyzes the activities of the observatory
there and the rich library, which has a collection of ancient manuscripts in different
languages of the peoples of the world, constantly replenished with new
manuscripts.

Al-Azhar University was founded in 970, during the Fatimid period, and was
originally called the Cairo Mosque and later al-Azhar.

Kurtuba (Cordoba) in Andalusia, the capital of the Ummayads (756-1031),
was one of the largest cities with a collection of scientific, cultural and book funds.
The largest library here belonged to the undisputed caliphs Abd al-Rahman Il
(912-961) and al-Hakam Il (961-976). Abd al-Rahman III’s love for books
prompted him to form a huge collection.

According to the Egyptian historian Ibn Asir in his work “Tarih al-Kamil”,
Ibn Miskawayh, during his adolescence, worked as a secretary, librarian, and
treasurer under Muhallabi (950-963), Abul Fazl (963-970), and Abul Fath ibn
Amid (970-976), ministers of the Buwayhid dynasty.

By the end of the 10" century, Khorezmshah Mamun ibn Mamun had
established an academy in the capital, similar to the Baitul Hikma in Baghdad.
“More than three hundred famous scholars of his time gathered under the
leadership of Abu Rayhan Beruni in this place of knowledge — “Majlisi Ulama”.
We know the names of 32 scholars”. 1

In the XI-XII centuries and the beginning of the XIII century, the waqgf
libraries in the city of Marv were very popular in the Near and Middle East with its
with rich collections of Oriental manuscripts. In the early 11th century, Merv

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became a residence for the Seljuk sultans. Nizamulmulk Tusi (1017-1092), a great
statesman, incomparable talent, author of the famous work “Siyasatname”, who
was a minister during the reign of Sultan Ali Arslan (1063-1072) and Malikshah,
established libraries in different parts of the Seljuk state, along with educational
institutions — “Nizamiyahs .

It is worth mentioning the existing libraries in Central Asia. In the 10th
century, the Samanid (875-999) dynastic library was the largest collection of
manuscripts in Bukhara. In 996, Abu Ali ibn Sina (980-1037) was privileged to use
this library in return for performing a miracle of medicine in the treatment of Amir
Nuh ibn Mansur.

The study of the history of libraries allows us to determine the level of science
and enlightenment in the countries of the East.

Library Activities and Reading Culture in Central Asia provides information
on the history of library work in historical sources. The first information about the
madrasa and its library in historical sources dates back to the X century. Abu
Rayhan Beruni's (973-1048) historical work “The Remaining Signs of Past
Centuries” (1000 years) is one of the first works that provides information about
the history of library work. Another bibliographer, Ibn Nadim*, was a thinker who
lived and worked in the Middle Ages and created a work on the classification of
sciences. He collected information about libraries and based on them wrote his
only work — “Fihrist™® . Yaqut Hamawi enjoyed conversations with leading
scholars of his time, read books day and night, and copied calligraphy from books
he considered important. It is also known that Yaqut traveled from city to city in
search of a library and books. Ibn Khalligan (608/1211-681/1282) in his work
Wafayat al-Ayan states: ... he reports that he saw in the book treasury of the
Madrasa of Adiliya in Damascus ‘“six volumes of the Kitab at-Taqrib, which
originally consisted of ten volumes.” Historian Narshakhi (899-959) reported that
during the fire in Bukhara at that time, the Forjik madrasah burned down along
with its unique manuscript library. The author of “Tarihi Masudi” Bayhaqi gave
information about madrasas and libraries. lbn Battuta's Journey to Central Asia
also contains a great deal of information about books and book culture. This
information plays an important role not only in the study of book culture, but also
in the development of Islamic sciences.

The authors of the above-mentioned sources have tried to provide more or
less information about libraries in Central Asia. It is natural that this information is
reflected in many other works, but we are content with the initial information that
Is now known and necessary for our work.

Studies on the history of library historiography and its theoretical problems in
Central Asia are analyzed in 4 groups..

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The first group: The research belonging to this group belongs to the first
period of research on the issue of libraries in Central Asia. In particular, there are a
number of researches of A.Kormilitsin, who has been working in this field for
many vyears. Chapter 8 of A.Khalidov's monograph “Arabskiye rukopisi i
arabskaya rukopisnaya traditsiya”**(Arabic Manuscripts and the Arabic
Manuscript Tradition) is entirely devoted to book collections and libraries.
E.Okhunjanov's research has been published. Among them: “Ocherki po istorii
knigi 1 knijnogo dela v Sredney Azii (Essays on the history of books and book
business in Central Asia)” (1993) “Kniga i knijnoe delo v Uzbekistane (Book and
book business in Uzbekistan)” (1978). O. Kasimova is also the author of a number
of studies in this area, including “Libraries in Turkestan” (1966), “Pre-
revolutionary libraries in Uzbekistan” (1966), “History of librarianship in
Uzbekistan” (1992). In addition, there are atudies of O.Akimushkin “Biblioteka
Shaybanidov v Bukhare XVI veka (Library of the Shaibanids in Bukhara of the 16™
century)”'®; and A.Garritsky's “Biblioteki v Sredney Azii do russkogo zavoevaniya
(Libraries in Central Asia before the Russian Conquest)” ' and other studies.

The second group: As for a separate special case, the first belongs to D.
Gramenitsky!’, the organizer and one of the first employees of the library. It is
followed, in chronological order, by N.Dmitrovsky!® and A.Dobrosmislov'st®
articles devoted to the analysis of the first 25 and 30 years of activity of the above-
mentioned library. Two special articles by the famous orientalist and historian
V.V.Barthold are also devoted to the activities of the Turkestan Public Library?.

The third group: Research in this group has been relevant in recent years, with
a new approach being used. This line is completely different from the previous
ones and allows the study of personal libraries, mainly by identifying which library
it belongs to, using new information, i.e., inscriptions or seals directly from the
manuscripts themselves. Several studies have been conducted on the famous
Muhammad Porso library, and a number of independent scholarly articles have
been published on the subject?’. Some more research on libraries identified in this
style is particularly noteworthy. These studies belong to Sh.Vahidov and A.

The fourth group: Dedicated to the theoretical issues of dissertations on the
topic. The dissertations of A.Kormilitsin?®(1969), E.Akhunjanov?®(1979), Stacy
Liechti?”  (2008), M.Matyakubova® (2008), H.Aminov® (2010) and
Kholnazarova®*were also studied and analyzed.

The first paragraph entitled “Information on manuscripts in Central Asia:
calligraphy, the history of stamping” of the second chapter, “The role of seals in
determining the types and composition of libraries in Central Asia” analyzes
the role of book art in the centuries-old cultural heritage of the peoples of the East.
In the Middle Ages, any work was copied and written by hand. Book copying was
a great craft and art. The owners of this profession have historically been known as
calligraphers or secretaries. In the East, every person who made a name for himself
as a secretary was known not only as an ordinary technical performer, but also as
an enlightened man and a great cultural figure who played an extraordinarily great
role in the cultural life of his time.

It should be noted that in the East there were many types of writing: kufi,
naskh, suls, nasta'liq, riga, basil and others. A person who called himself a
calligrapher had to be aware of the rules of calligraphy and the types of letters
mentioned above and be able to write in accordance with the rules.

In the first period, under the auspices of Shahrukh Mirza and his sons -
Ibrahim Sultan, Baysungur Mirza and Iskandar Sultan, the ground was laid for the
Herat school. In the second period, representatives of the Herat school of book art,
such as Mirak Nagqgash, Behzad, Mavlana Azhar, Qasim Ali chehragushoy, served
in the palace of Husayn Bayqgara (1469-1507). During this period, along with

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calligraphy and painting, such fields as bookbinding, tazhib (cover illuminating),
and carving also developed .

The second group consisted of famous musicians, singers and dancers of that
time. Works of Navoi, Khandamir, Babur, Mirzo Haydar and others, mentions
skilled performers of musical instruments - Sheikh Noyi, Quimuhammad Udyi,
Darvish Ali Changi, Abdullah Marvarid, Mazhari Udyi, Shohquli Gijjaki, Sayyid
Muhammad Gijjaki; singers - Hafiz Basir, Hafiz Hasan Ali, Hafiz Jami (except
Abdurahman Jami), Muhibali Balabani. During this period, along with the
development of musical art, musical instruments were also improved3?.

In sources written in the Central Asian region - manuscripts, court documents,
labels and other sources - there may be seals printed by book owners or certifying
the document.

There are historical facts about the movement of personal and foundation
libraries as well as book sales and manuscripts using a stamp printed on
manuscripts. This, in turn, provides a wealth of information for those involved in
Central Asian history and sphragistics and other fields of science. There were a
number of sealers in Central Asia who not only made seals but also was
calligraphers.

The change in the culture of Central Asia in the XVI-XIX centuries was such
that by this time, much attention was paid not only to the completion of works, but
also to their cover. By the 18th century, the covers of the works had their original
design. This peculiarity is primarily explained by the prevalence of a semi-circular
cover with a separate skin and a separate side.

The role of sphragistic materials in the identification of institutions and
private libraries, one of the main objectives of the study was the study of seals
printed on copied manuscripts in Central Asia. This is because most of the
manuscripts are sealed, which gives information about who donated manuscripts to
which educational institution or library (madrasa or khanagah). The seal is a
symbol of the library, and the seals on the manuscript pages can be used to identify
its owner. As a result, we were able to draw preliminary conclusions using
information about libraries and their owners. Examples include seals donated to
madrassas and khanagahs or printed on personal library manuscripts. With the help
of stamps we will be able to get information about the composition of the book
fund. We also learned what works the library owners were interested in and how
they used them in their creative work and in raising their education.

Other methods of identifying library owner’s special notes, memories and
recollections we have seen that many manuscripts contain seals, but there are some
manuscripts that contain inscriptions or notes of various contents in addition to
seals. The notes (records) in such manuscripts are important information about the
history of the book owners or the manuscript in general.

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We found this type of notes and data to be called records. They are found
mainly in the headlines of manuscripts and lithographs, but there are also notes that
is also found in the last or inner pages of the book. The records encountered during
the research period mainly consist of information such as the owner of the book,
exlibris, who the book belongs to, its price, to whom it was donated, and who
donated it. Naturally, we were able to get important information from them about
the migration of books and the libraries of the people who owned the book. As far
as we know, the records on the first (front page) or other pages of the manuscripts
belonging to the Porso library are the oldest. Researchers have so far overlooked
these records. We divided them into 5 types. From the information considered, it
was found that most of the manuscripts in the library belong to the library known
as “Khizanatul kutub ”, ie the Hanafi jurists of Bukhara - Sadrush Sharia dynasty.

The records of endowed manuscripts, records of endowments for descendants,
records of cases endowed by women, records of endowments to madrassas and
khanagahs or libraries, records of endowments by judges and sheikhs were
analyzed and the necessary conclusions were drawn. There are also reports that
some manuscripts were purchased by famous judges (gadi). They provide
information on the migration of books. There are also records that provide
information with the names of places, mosques or madrasas. The analysis of the
facts obtained for the above study shows that records written in manuscript and
lithographic sources have different contents and provide important historical
information.

The first information about the history of Bukhara libraries in the “Libraries
in the Bukhara Khanate ” paragraph of the third chapter “Libraries during the
Khanate and their role in the study of Islamic sources” dates back to the
Samanid period. In the 10th century, the Samanid dynasty library was the largest
collection of manuscripts in Bukhara. There were private and public libraries in the
area. They were organized by kings, sultans, princes, Sufi sheikhs, judges,
gadikalans, nobles or palace officials. It can be assumed that the existing libraries
in the region were also opened by rich maecenas — scientists, officials, religious
leaders. This tradition of being educated and knowledgeable is a remarkable legacy
from the heyday of the Muslim world in the IX-XIII centuries.

Information about the library of Khoja Muhammad Porso has been enriched
with new ones. Khoja Muhammad Porso was the successor of the Nagshbandi
tariga and one of the theoretical sheikhs. Thus, the total number of books in the
library that we have identified so far is 151 (106 of them in the Academy of
Sciences of Uzbekistan, 17 — in the St. Petersburg branch of the Institute of
Oriental Studies of the Russian Academy of Sciences, 1 — in Georgia, 6 — in the
French National Library, 3 — in the National Library of Uzbekistan named after
Alisher Navoi, 1 — in the fund “Golden Heritage”, 2 — in the Manuscript Fund of
the Academy of Sciences of Tajikistan, 4 — in the personal manuscript fund of
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A.Bayburdin, 1 — in the personal manuscript fund of Sh.Ziyodov, 5 — In the
scientific library of Kazan University, 3 — in Moscow 23, 2 — in Bukhara3*).

Another library - the library of the Govkushan (birdhouse) architectural
monument built in Bukhara in the second half of the 16th century, and the books of
the Juybor Khojas dedicated to the Govkushan library were identified and put into
scientific circulation for the first time.

Information about the dynastic libraries of the Bukharian gadikalans (high
judges): The famous gadikalan of Bukhara, the scientist Sadr Ziyo (d. 1932)
mentioned in 1921 that there were three large libraries in the city. In addition, a
separate study of Sadr Ziyo's private library has been published and is being used
by the scientific community °. The fate of the libraries of Qadi Burhaniddin,
Khishmat (1857-1927), Abduvahid “Sadr Sarir” Balkhi Bukhari (1233-1305 /
1817-1886) remains unknown to researchers. The study identified what books
were available in these libraries and their number.

Libraries in the Khiva Khanate examines the records of the owner of the seals
on the first page or at the end of the manuscripts in determining the existing
libraries in Khorezm. In Khorezm, such records are more common than stamps
indicating to whom the book belongs. Through these records, it is possible to
determine information about the palace library, as well as personal-dynastic
libraries, as well as who built them, what books are most common in libraries, and
so on. Sources analyzed for the study of library culture, book art and its history in
the Khiva khanate show that almost all members of the Kungrat dynasty, which
ruled in the late XVIII - early XX centuries, made a worthy contribution to the
development of library culture.

4 books were donated with the seal of Khan of Khiva Muhammad Aminkhan
Inoq (1845-1855), a representative of the Kungrat dynasty. In addition to the
palace library, Allah-Qulikhan (1825-1842) also donated books to the madrasa he
built. Their total number is 32. Kutlugmurod Inoq (1856) is also known to have
donated books to the madrasa he built. In general, all the khans and princes of the
Kungrat dynasty donated books to the madrasas they built. Muhammad
Rahimkhan 11 (1864-1910) had two libraries, one in the winter residence - inside
the Ark, and the other in the summer residence - in the Tozabog Palace outside the
city. Researchers Sh.Vakhidov and A.Erkinov found that by the end of the reign of
Muhammad Rahimkhan Feruz, the total number of manuscripts and lithographs in
the palace library was 914 (including 604 manuscripts and 310 lithographs). It was
customary for judges (gadi) to seal the books donated by the Khiva khans. There
was a tradiot of stamping the seal of the judge next to the seal of the khan
confirming this donation, as well as writing the order of the khan on donaton. It
should be noted, that this type of confirmation is not found among the donated
books of other cities.

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Libraries in the Kokand Khanate is devoted to private libraries in the Kokand
Khanate in the second half of the XIX century - early XX century. They belonged
to local aristocrats, influential officials, intellectuals and creative professionals,
ordinary book fans - a large number of educated craftsmen, scholars, teachers,
students, imams and others. These private libraries were almost indistinguishable
in their composition from those of the previous period - the Middle Ages. There is
little information about the libraries in the Kokand palaces and their fate, what
books are kept, and the achievements of this study are as follows:

Research on the seals of the khanate rulers and the information in them is
scarce. The same can be said of Umarkhan (1810-1822), the khan of Kokand, one
of the Mings: We have only some research on the seal of Umarkhan.

The role of seals in the study of a particular ruler and his political titles
(sometimes claims) is unique.

There were also a number of private libraries in the territory of the khanate.
The famous Dukchi Ishan Library houses works in various fields of science.
Among them, many works increase a person's worldview and potential.
Ibrahimkhodja Muhammadkhodjaev's library was famous in Margilan. It contained
Khandamir's manuscripts, collections of poems by Sultan Husayn Baygaraand
other poets of the 15" and 16™ centuries. It has been revealed that a large part of
the personal library of Yunusjon Dada Muhammad - Ogalik Hogandi oglu is kept
in the manuscript fund of the Beruni Institute of Oriental Studies of the Academy
of Sciences of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

The first paragraph of the fourth chapter, entitled “History of special
libraries in the late XI1X and XX centuries” is devoted to the history of “private
libraries in the Turkestan region.”

In the second half of the 19" century, the colonial period of Tsarist Russia
began in Turkestan. At the same time, there were private libraries in Turkestan,
and the study analyzed their historical data. There are a number of well-known
clergymen and enlighteners, whose manuscripts with their seals have also been
identified. Through a careful study of the libraries of these individuals, we have
obtained a number of new basic information about the history and culture of our
country. This, in turn, encourages the creation of catalogs of personal and small
manuscript collections and the study of the sources in them. An excellent study of
the subject in the future will provide an opportunity to study the fate of various
forms of libraries operating in the history of Central Asia, to determine the names
and owners of new libraries.

History of the establishment of non-governmental and private library
treasures, the amount of manuscripts stored in non-governmental and private funds
and the important information in them was obtained and analyzed.

The personal libraries of following scientist Identified and included in the
dissertation: Mirzhalilova S.N., Khakimdzhanov Yunuskhona from Tashkent,
descendants of Mukhiddinkhodzha Mukhammed Kh.Kabulniyazov and
Kabulniyazova Kh., Kamilov Nazhmiddin, Maruf Yuldashev, Doctor of Historical
Sciences Khaidarbek Bobobekov, famous historians from Samarkand Komilkhon
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Kattaev, Mehrojiddin Amonov, as well as Fakirsi, Ismail ibn Ibragimdzhodzha
Shakhrisabzi, Zainiddin Khodjakulov and Makhdum Vasily from Kashkadarya. In
order to provide information about the activities of these funds, the history of their
establishment was studied.

It should be noted that there is no specific system of legal and regulatory
documents on the maintenance or operation of funds. Experience has shown that
such personal manuscripts are rare not only in Central Asia but also in the world,
and it is extremely important to develop the necessary laws to preserve them and
pass them on to the next generation. This is because, in many cases, after the death
of the owner of the book or collection, the fund was divided and dispersed as an
inheritance among children or relatives. This spontaneously threatens the complete
disappearance of books.

Special state manuscripts in our country and the history of their formation
adoption of the Resolution of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan
Sh.M.Mirziyoev dated May 24, 2017 No PR-2995 “On measures to further
improve the system of preservation, study and promotion of ancient written
sources”, and in March 2018, with the financial support of the Sultanate of Oman
the move to a new, modern, well-equipped building opened a whole new era in the
Institute's activities.

Most importantly, in accordance with this decision, the Abu Rayhan Beruni
Institute of Oriental Studies was designated as a leading research institution in the
country for the preservation, study, research and promotion of ancient manuscripts,
modern written sources of historical and cultural significance, as well as a number
of new responsibilities were assigned to the institute.

Archaegeographocal expeditions to the Fergana Valley, Samarkand, Bukhara,
Khorezm, Tashkent, Syrdarya, Jizzakh regions and the Republic of Karakalpakstan
to monitor the state of the country's funds revealed 10080 Arabic manuscripts,
14,400 lithographs and 16,820 historical documents. It can be concluded that the
work on identification and acquisition of sources in the hands of the population to
enrich the Institute's manuscript fund has been organized and is continuing
effectively.

The scientific activity of the Institute of Oriental Studies named after Abu
Rayhan Beruni of the Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Uzbekistan is
mainly connected with the Manuscripts Fund. The collection of ancient Oriental
manuscripts preserved here is one of the richest and incomparable scientific
collections in the world. The most ancient works in the treasury of manuscripts
have a history of more than a thousand years. A good example of this is the copy
of the Qur'an copied in Kufic script in the ninth century. Manuscripts from later
periods date back to the first half of the twentieth century.
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CONCLUSIONS

The following conclusions can be drawn from the research and analysis
carried out within the goals and objectives of the dissertation:

Certain historical processes and traditions related to the emergence and
development of Muslim Oriental librarianship and librarianship in the Middle Ages
have been studied;

With the help of library activities and reading culture in Central Asia, the
functions and historical place of many schools and madrasas established in our
region from the 1X-X centuries and the libraries under them were analyzed,;

In Central Asia, which was active in the Middle Ages, library historiography
and its theoretical problems were a relatively new direction, and it was found that
there were great opportunities for its development;

In Central Asia, books of manuscripts has been studied through palaeographic
and codicological research of historical manuscripts, a number of scientific tasks
have been solved with the help of information on the activities of calligraphers,
sealers, bookbinders;

for the first time in the field of librarianship, using manuscripts and
sphragistic materials, the fate of various forms of libraries operating in the region
was studied, the names and owners of new libraries were identified,;

other methods of identifying library owners were highlighted using historical
manuscripts, special notes, memorabilia, and memaoirs;

The restoration of the history of libraries in Bukhara, Khiva and Kokand
khanates by means of seals printed on manuscripts opened new horizons for library
research by covering the state of dynastic and foundation libraries in the Central
Asian khanates;

The study of libraries in the region revealed new information about the fate of
private libraries of intellectuals and book lovers, the personal libraries of Dukchi
Eshan, Ibrahimkhoja Muhammadkhodjaev and Ogalik Hogandi, which emerged as
a result of reforms in the field of librarianship during the colonial period;

the history of the creation of non-state and private libraries has been studied, a
number of new libraries, still unknown to us, have been identified and introduced
into scientific circulation;

The special state manuscript funds available in our country and the history of
their establishment were studied.

On the basis of the analyzed problems and the obtained conclusions, the
following recommendations were developed:

1. To support the study of various manuscripts, historical documents and
lithographs inherited from our ancestors, based on the need of our people to study
their own history and national values.

2. Compilation of the National Register of Ancient Written Sources of the
Republic of Uzbekistan in cooperation with the Center for Islamic Civilization, the
Academy of Sciences, and the Imam Bukhari International Scientific Research
Center.
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3. Use of dissertation materials in higher education to open special courses
and compile manuals, in particular, at the International Islamic Academy of
Uzbekistan, Tashkent State University of Oriental Studies, Alisher Navoi
University of Uzbek Language and Literature in the field of “Textual Studies and
Literary Source Studies”, "History of Libraries in Central Asia”.

4. Creation of an electronic database of seals on the history of Uzbekistan.

5. Publication of the monograph “History of librarianship in Central Asia
from the XV century to the beginning of the XX century.”
