Introduction (Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) dissertation annotation)

The actuality and necessity of research. The works of Muhammad
Shaybani (132/749-189/805) serve as the basis for the representatives of the Hanafi
sect, which make up 47% of Muslims in the world, in the figh of prayer (3:k2) and
muamalat (&3wlall). Shaybani's works were considered the most authoritative
source in the formation of the system of international relations (L=) in medieval
Islamic states. The scholar's works served as the basis for legal norms related to
international relations of such great dynasties as the Abbasids, Timurids, and
Ottomans. Several commentaries on Shaybani's works on international relations
were written by jurists for twelve centuries. This fact also indicates the high
importance of these works. From this point of view, it is of urgent importance to
shed light on the legal, social, and diplomatic views of international relations
presented in the works of Muhammad Shaybani.

In scientific research centers of the world, research is being conducted on the
detailed study of the rules of Islamic law on international relations and on
revealing their essence. Researches in this process are interstate relations ( <Gkl
43 5all), research aimed at understanding each other between religions and nations
(zLdl)), prevention of various conflicts, population migration (3541 3 aall),
improvement of international humanitarian rules (Sbsdl Jsall o s5ll), women,
children and protection of the rights of the elderly. In these scientific researches,
special attention is paid to the historical foundations of international relations as
well as to the modern problems.

Wide opportunities are being created to study the sources of Islamic law and
peace-loving ideas in them to strengthen the traditions of inter-ethnic and inter-
religious harmony in modernizing Uzbekistan. As a result of this, scholars have
published such books as "al-Hidaya" (42¢d — "The Right Way") by Burhaniddin
Marghinani, "Jami' Ahkam al-Sighar" (i<l aSal asls — "Child's Rights Code™) by
Abul Fath Muhammad ibn Mahmud Ustrushani, "Education of a healthy child in
Islam”, "Kifaya", "Jurisprudential Directions and Books", and "Questions and
Answers from Hanafi Jurisprudence”. In the scientific heritage of Muhammad
Shaybani, who developed the theoretical foundations of Hanafi jurisprudence,
studies aimed at interreligious tolerance, prevention of wars, preservation of peace,
and development of diplomatic relations are of great importance.

This dissertation work serves to a certain extent in the implementation of the
tasks defined in the regulations such as Decrees of the President of the Republic of
Uzbekistan dated April 16, 2018, No. PF-5416 "On measures to radically improve
the activity of the religious and educational sphere”, No. PF-60 dated January 28,
2022 "On the development strategy of New Uzbekistan for 2022-2026", PQ-2995
dated May 24, 2017 "On measures to further improve the system of preservation,
research and promotion of ancient written sources”, and No.PQ 3080 June 23,
2017 "On measures to establish the center of Islamic civilization in Uzbekistan
under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan".

The relevance of the research to the main priorities of the development
of science and technology in the Republic. The dissertation has been carried out
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following the primary directions of the development of science and technologies in
the Republic I. “Formation of a system of innovative ideas and ways to implement
them in the social, legal, economic, cultural, spiritual and educational development
of an informed society and democratic state”.

Level of study of the problem. In Islamic law, in particular, in the works of
Muhammad Shaybani, issues related to the regulation of international relations
have been widely studied by Western and Eastern scholars.

European scholars such as M.Khadduri, H.Bashir, A.Davoudi, J.Esposito,
J.Johnson, and Marie-Louise Frick! conducted research on issues of war and peace
in Islamic law, the history of Muslim statehood and international relations. In
particular, Professor Khalid Ramazan Bashir from England tried to reveal the
content of historical sources of international relations, war and peace, and peace
rules in his treatise "Historical Foundations of Islamic International Law and
Shaybani's Siyar". However, this work does not focus on aspects related to
international relations presented in classical religious sources.

Eastern Muslim scholars Vahba Mustafa Zuhayli, Anke Iman Bouzenita,
Usman Juma Zamiri, Muhammad Dasuqi, Muhammad Munir, Muhammad Sadiq
Afifi, Isrofil Balchi, Ayten Vahapoglu Erol? and others tried to illuminate the role
of Muhammad ibn Hasan Shaybani in Islamic jurisprudence and the scientific
legacy of the scholar. Anke Iman Bouzenita, a professor at the International
Islamic University of Malaysia, researched the position of Abdurrahman Awzai, a
famous scholar of Islamic sciences, in siyar, i.e., Islamic international law, and
partially highlighted the influence of Shaybani in this regard. Egyptian professor
Dasuqi, in the process of researching Shaybani's scientific heritage, also partially
touched on the scientist's works on international relations.

In the works of Russian and former Union scholars - V. Bartold, O.
Bolshakov, Z. Buniyatev, P. Gryaznevich, I. Krachkovskii, M. Piotrovsky and A.
Khalidov, the main attention is paid to the historical development of Muslim
statehood?®. At the same time, the activities of Muhammad Shaybani were partially

In Uzbekistan, scientists such as A.Saidov,
A.Hasanov, J.Tashkulov, A.uzhoniy, Q.Zahidov, Z.Shokirova, A.Yunusov,
N.Ibragimova, A.Toychiboev carried out several scientific studies covering the
political, legal, social, economic and cultural history of the first Muslim state. In
particular, researcher A.Toychiboev published a series of articles related to the
research of Imam Sarakhsi's works by Muhammad Shaybani*. N.Ibragimova's
research entitled "Embassy relations of Mawarannahr with the Middle East Muslim
countries in the VII-XII centuries" deals with the concept of “ambassador" in
Islamic law, the requirements for the position of ambassador, and the
establishment of embassy relations during the rule of the Omayyads and Abbasids.

In contrast to the above studies, this dissertation reveals the role of
Muhammad Shaybani in the development of Islamic law and the scientific and
practical significance of the scholar's works in the regulation of international
relations in the history of Muslim statehood.

The relevance of the topic of the research to the research work of the
higher education institution where the research was conducted. The
dissertation has been carried out at the International Islamic Academy of
Uzbekistan in 2020-2022 within the framework of the scientific project FZ-
202002146 — "Creating a multimedia program and a mobile application that
includes the basics of educational and spiritual struggle against destructive ideas
based on the works of Central Asian thinkers".

The purpose of the research is to reveal the specific aspects of the
regulation of international relations in the works of Muhammad Shaybani.

The objectives of the study are as follows:

to classify the stages of formation and development of international relations
in the early Islamic period and the works written in this direction;

to show the concept of international relations and its specific aspects in
jurisprudence;

to determine works on international relations and their characteristics in
Islamic law;

to determine the methods of describing and regulating issues related to
international relations in the works of Muhammad Shaybani;

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to show the aspects related to the classification of the participants of
international relations in the scholar's works;

to reveal Muhammad Shaybani's views on the concept of territory and border;

to determine the place of Muhammad Shaybani's works in the formation and
development of diplomatic relations;

to reveal the relations aimed at preventing wars and maintaining peace in "al-
Siyar al-Kabir" and to develop proposals and recommendations for their effective
use.

The object of research is Muhammad Shaybani's works* on international
relations.

Subjects of the research are relations between representatives of different
religions, diplomatic relations, issues aimed at preventing wars and ensuring peace
in the works of Muhammad Shaybani.

Research methods. The dissertation used the methods of analysis and
synthesis, induction and deduction, abstraction, chronological, content analysis and
comparison of texts.

The scientific novelty of the research is as follows:

in the work "as-Siyar al-Kabir" (LSl ), in addition to the Ahl al-Kitab
(<usl daf —— Jews and Christians who were given the heavenly book), pagans and
fire worshipers who lived at that time were considered as the dhimmis (3} Jai —
non-Muslims under the protection of Muslims). It is revealed that these rules were
accepted by the Abbasid rulers and judges and it served to maintain an
environment of inter-religious harmony in the society;

the main reason for the recognition of Muhammad Shaybani's works "as-Siyar
al-Saghir" and "as-Siyar al-Kabir" as a primary sources in the international
relations of the Abbasid caliphate is proved by the fact that the Abbasid ruler
Harun al-Rashid introduced the system of educating future princes from these
books in the presence of scholars;

based on Muhammad Shaybani's views on the inviolability of children,
women, the elderly, and monks and ascetics dedicated to the service of religion,
the principles of international humanitarian law aimed at protecting civilians in
conflict situations were established in Islamic law as early as the 8th century;

the concept of "Dar al-Ahd" (2¢=! Jl2 — a peace agreement with non-Muslim
countries) introduced into the science of jurisprudence by Muhammad Shaybani,
due to its peace-loving nature, is justified by the fact that the principle of peaceful
coexistence with the countries considered as “enemies” due to religious differences
existed in the early Islamic states.

The practical results of the research are as follows:

although the "Treaty of Hudaybiyyah" (4:usll 33a24) seems to have worked to
the detriment of Muslims, the signing of this agreement by Muhammad (PBUH) to
prevent war has been revealed as evidence that peace is always an important factor
for the development of the Islamic religion;

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as a result of the violation of the rules related to "Dar al-Islam™ (2>« ,)2) and
"Dar al-Kufr" (L&) L)) in Islamic law, in the current period, when the process of
indoctrination is observed in some individuals, the issues related to inter-religious
tolerance and harmony in the era of Muhammad Shaybani are illuminated from a
scientific and theoretical point of view;

it is proved that the contents of the ideas about prevention of wars,
interreligious tolerance, interethnic harmony, and the need to approach every issue
based on science, described in the works of Muhammad Shaybani, should be
inculcated in the minds of students and young people in the process of education
and training;

it is substantiated that the issues concerning the right to inviolability of life,
family, and property of ambassadors, defined in the works of the scientist in the
8th century, were also emphasized by the principles of the "Vienna Convention on
Diplomatic Relations™ adopted in 1961.

The reliability of the research results. In the dissertation, the approaches
and methods recognized today in the science of history, the primary sources
relevant to the topic are used. The results obtained in the research process has been
confirmed by competent state and non-state agencies.

At the same time, the reliability of the research results was also proven by the
fact that they were published in national and international scientific, scientific-
practical conference materials collections, and scientific publications on the list of
the HAC.

The scientific and practical significance of the results of the research. The
scientific significance of the research results is explained by the enrichment of
scientific and theoretical knowledge on the study of the specific features and
essence of the regulation of international relations in Islam, the use of the results
obtained on the basis of the analysis of jurisprudential sources in the improvement
of the scientific concept of strengthening religious tolerance in multi-confessional
societies, and methodological approaches related to the field.

The practical significance of the research results is in the enrichment of the
content of subjects such as "Islamic Law", “Islamic Studies", "Figh" taught in
higher and secondary special secular and religious institutions with new theoretical
developments, in the development of field-related facultative classes, seminars and
special courses, as well as in the possibility of using it in educational institutions
and in the spiritual and educational promotion work carried out among citizens.

science of jurisprudence by Muhammad Shaybani were included in the contents of
the manuals called "Current refutations” and "Moderation against bigotry"
published by the Imam Maturidi International Research Center (reference of the
Committee on Religious Affairs under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
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Uzbekistan dated February 24, 2022 No. 02-03/1262). As a result, it served to
carry out analyzes to show the educational significance of the principle of
interreligious harmony put forward in the works of Muhammad ibn Hasan
Shaybani;

The facts that "as-Siyar al-Kabir" (L= ,=4ll) included among the dhimmis
(32 Jal — non-Muslims under the protection of Muslims) in addition to the people
of the book (Ul Jai — Jews and Christians who were given the heavenly book),
pagans and fire worshipers who lived at that time and these rules were accepted by
the Abbasid rulers and judges scientific conclusions about the cause of
interreligious harmony in the society were included in the content of the manuals
"Ma’rifat Gulshani" and "Ma’rifat Ziyosi" prepared on the order of the Office of
Muslims of Uzbekistan (reference of the Office of Muslims of Uzbekistan dated
February 28, 2022 No. 500). As a result, during the activity of citizen self-
management agencies and neighborhood activists, it served to prevent religious
tolerance, inter-religious and inter-ethnic conflicts, and to develop the activities of
assistants of chief imams on women's issues;

The main reason for the recognition of Muhammad Shaybani's works "as-
Siyar al-Saghir" and "as-Siyar al-Kabir" as a primary source in the international
relations of the Abbasid caliphate was that the Abbasid ruler Harun al-Rashid
introduced the system of educating future princes from these books in the presence
of the the scholar. These jurisprudential conclusions were used in the preparation
of the methodological and "Important questions and answers" training manuals,
which were prepared on the order of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the
Republic of Uzbekistan for combating terrorism and extremism (reference of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Uzbekistan for Combating
Terrorism and Extremism dated February 19, 2022 No.17/2-371). As a result,
fighting against crimes such as extremism and terrorism, explaining to the public
the religious aspects of the consequences of such crimes that threaten the
development of statehood, society, and individual life, served to raise the legal
consciousness and culture, and religious knowledge of citizens regarding these
ISSues;

The conclusions on Muhammad Shaybani's view that children, women, the
elderly, and monks and ascetics dedicated to the service of religion are considered
inviolable during the war, and that weapons should not be raised against them, the
principles of international humanitarian law aimed at protecting civilians in
conflict situations were formed in Islamic law as early as the 8th century were used
in the preparation of the scripts of the systematic show called "Buyuk Yurt
Allomalari”, which was broadcast by "History of Uzbekistan” TV channel
(reference of the National Broadcasting Company of Uzbekistan dated February
02, 2022 No0.06-31-231). As a result, it served to increase the spirituality of the
society by promoting the ideas of humanity, peace-loving, and enlightenment,
which serve to improve the spirituality and education of young people, which were
advanced in the scientific heritage of our scholars who contributed to the
civilization of world science and Islamic culture.
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Approbation of research results. The results of the research were approved
at 10 scientific meetings and conferences, including 4 international and 6 republic
scientific-practical conferences.

Publication of research results. A total of 21 scientific works were
published on the topic of the dissertation. In particular, 11 articles were published
in scientific publications and 1 article was published in a foreign journal, where the
main scientific results of doctoral dissertations of the Higher Attestation
Commission of the Republic of Uzbekistan were recommended for publication.

The structure and scope of the dissertation. The content of the dissertation
consists of an introduction, three chapters, eight paragraphs, a conclusion and a list
of references. The total volume of the dissertation is 146 pages.

THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

In the introductory part, the relevance of the selected topic is substantiated,
and the goals and objectives of the research and the object and subject of study are
defined. The relevance of the research to the priorities of science and technology
are shown, and the scientific novelty and practical results of the work are
described. The reliability, scientific and practical significance of the obtained
results are revealed. Information on the implementation, approbation, and
publication of research results, the structure and the scope of the dissertation are
given.

The first chapter of the dissertation entitled **Scientific-Theoretical Issues of
Regulation of International Relations in Islamic Law™ consists of three
paragraphs. It analyzes the formation and development of international relations in
the early Islamic period, the concept and specific aspects of international relations
according to jurisprudence, and works on international relations in Islamic law.

The first paragraph of the first chapter is called "Formation processes of
international relations in the early Islamic period”. It analyzes the stages of
formation and development of international relations in the early history of Islam.
The formation of international relations in the early Islamic period is directly
related to the Madinah period. On the eve of the establishment of the Muslim state
in Madinah, in the first year of the Hijri (623), mutual agreement agreements were
concluded between the representatives of the indigenous tribes living in Madinah -
Aws, Khazraj and Jewish communities®, as well as the immigrants”.

The text of this agreement known as "Al-Sahifa" (4=sall) or "Constitution of
Madinah" (Al 5iwa) has been preserved in the sources®, and it is noteworthy that

its content is in accordance with the generally recognized principles of
international law today.

This treaty, which united the tribes of different religions and nationalities on
the path of peace and common interests, concluded at the beginning of the 7th
century, was considered an important step in the regulation of international
relations by Muslims. The reason for this is that peace reigned for many years in
the city of Madinah, where the tribal disputes had flared up due to the treaty, and it
served to politically unite the tribes that believed in different religions and were
rivals to each other.

This agreement, made in the early Islamic period, has not lost its importance
even now. In particular, the "Declaration of Morocco" and "Declaration of Jakarta
(Nahdatul Ulama)" recognized by the UN were adopted in 2016 directly based on
this agreement.”

In addition, the "Treaty of Hudaybiya" (“xuwsll 32alxs) is an event that had a
unigue impact on the development of international relations in the early Islamic
period. As a result of this treaty signed in 628, Muslims and Meccan polytheists
agreed to live in harmony without conflict for 10 years. In the Hudaybiyyah
Treaty, the Makkah polytheists denied that the Messenger of God was a prophet
and included humiliating conditions for Muslims, but Muhammad (PBUH) signed
this agreement considering the great importance of peace in Islam. As a result of
this agreement, Muslim diplomatic relations with foreign countries were
established?.

After the death of Muhammad (PBUH), international relations developed
rapidly during the four Rashid caliphs who ruled the caliphate. Especially during
this period, the Muslim state expanded in terms of territory, and there was a need
to cooperate with different religions and nationalities. In this process, the
principles of tolerance, highly valued in the Islamic religion, created the ground for
Muslims to live in harmony with representatives of other religions. The researches
show that peace, tolerance, cooperation, and harmony with different nations have
been the main idea of Islamic international relations since the early stages of the
formation and development of international relations in Islamic law.

The second paragraph, entitled "Specific aspects of the concept of
international relations in Islamic jurisprudence”, explains the concept, origin and
definitions given by the jurists of international relations in Islamic law - "Science
of Siyar". This concept is derived from the root of the word "_=" in Arabic, which
in Uzbek means "walk" and "stroll"®. As a term, Muhammad's (a.s.) life path,
particularly his participation in battles, was represented. Muhaddis and historians

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first dealt with the "science of siyar", which represents international relations in
Islamic law. But in their works, they used the concept known as "seerah™ or "siyar"
mainly to express the image, life and character of the Prophet (PBUH). Among
historians, it was a tradition to write books in the historical genre called "Siyrati
Nabaviya". In particular, after Ibn Hisham (d. 218/833) wrote a summary of Ibn
Ishaq's (d. 151/768) work called "as-Seerah™ under the title "as-Seerah an-
Nabawiyya" genre "Siyrati Nabawi" began to spread widely*!,

"The use of the term "siyar" as a reference to international relations began in
the 2nd/8th century. The jurists tried to express the issues related to international
relations with the concepts of siyar or sirat and magazi. Abu Hanifa (d. 150/767)
introduced the term “siyar" into the science of jurisprudence as a concept
representing international relations*?, He called the series of lectures he conducted
on the jurisprudence of war and peace "siyar". Later, this term was widely used by
the disciples of Abu Hanifa. As a result of this, Shaybani's works called "as-Siyar
al-Saghir" and "as-Siyar al-Kabir" were written.

The third paragraph of the first chapter is called "Scientific-theoretical issues
of international relations in works on Islamic law" and analyzes the works written
by jurists on international relations. In the early works on international relations in
Islamic law, the terms "siyar" and "maghazi" meant the military campaigns led by
the Messenger of Allah (PBUH) and the general companions. Scholars have paid
special attention to the study of the shari‘a foundations of these military campaigns.

Some scholars are limited to the study of historical data, while some scholars
have shed light on the Shariah foundations of international relations. This, in turn,
created the basis for systematizing the relations of the future generation with other
peoples. Although Abu Hanifa is considered to be the first work on international
relations in Islamic law, Imam Sha'bi (d. 103/722), Imam Awzai (d. 157/774),
Sufyan Thawri (716-778), and Fazari (d. 186/802) were the first to pay attention to
this topic. In particular, Imam Sha'bi organized classes on the topic of siyar in the
city of Kufa. Imam Awzai is one of the mujtahid imams, who paid attention to
jurisprudential aspects of interstate border relations.

The jurists have written a separate chapter in their works called "Kitab al-
siyar" which deals with international relations. Usually, this chapter of the book
covers the jurisprudential aspects of cooperation with representatives of different
nationalities and religions in times of war and peace. In particular, jurisprudential
Issues such as ghazat, seerah, jihad, preparing the army for battle, organizing ranks,
distribution of booty, ruling on apostasy, as well as relations between Muslims and
representatives of other religions are covered in detail. Although many works on
international relations have been written by research scientists, the most detailed

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source in this regard belongs to the pen of Muhammad ibn Hasan Shaybani.
Shaybani first finished a work called "as-Siyar as-Saghir".

Later, at the end of his life, he wrote "as-Siyar as-Kabir" based on the
experience of himself and his teachers. It should be noted with pride that the role
of jurists from Mawarannahr in the development of this field of science is also
incomparable. In particular, jurists such as Abul-Lays Samarkandi, Abu Bakr
Kasani, Burhanuddin Marghinani, Muhammad ibn Mahmud Ustrushani, Shamsul-
Aimma Halwani, Alauddin Samarkandi contributed to the further development of
siyar science in their works. Although they did not write a separate book on siyar,
in their works on jurisprudence and fatwa, under the title "Kitab al-Siyar"”, the
relations between Muslims and non-Muslims, jihad and battles, and the rights of
non-Muslims (dhimmi) living in "Darul Islam" were discussed in separate chapters
in detail. Muhammad Sharif al-Bukhari, one of the scholars of Islam, wrote a work
on international law, "Fawaidi Haganiyyah" on the law of Siyar and Dhimmis in
Persian.

In general, the works on international relations written by jurists cover the
issues of war and peace, humanitarian aspects of the war process, the procedure for
concluding peace and its conditions, relations between Muslims and dhimmis and
those who do not believe in any religion, jizya and its amount, religious beliefs and
religious ceremonies of non-believers, marriage, issues of responsibility if crimes
are committed by them in Muslim countries, distribution of lands conquered by
Muslims, the legal status of captives, embassy relations with foreign countries,
immunity of the ambassador.

The second chapter of the dissertation, entitled 'Interpretation of the
Concepts of International Relations in the Works of Muhammad Shaybani®',
describes the general description of issues related to international relations in the
works of Shaybani, the classification of participants in international relations, and
the concept of state territory and its specific interpretation in jurisprudential
literature.

The first paragraph of the chapter is called "Description of issues related to
international relations in "Zahir Ar-Riwaya", and it analyzes the coverage of
international relations in Shaybani's works and some critical issues in this regard. It
Is known that Muhammad Shaybani's works included in the "Zahir Ar-Riwayah"
collection are among the main sources of jurisprudence in the Hanafi school.
International relations are described in detail in the works included in this
collection. In particular, in "al-Mabsut" or "al-As|"*3, which are among the greatest
works of "Zahir Ar-Riwaya", one can find some jurisprudential issues related to
international relations. For example, there is chapters on the entry of a person
belonging to "Darul Harb" into the land of Islam and receiving safety security,
dhimmi, that is, the testimony of representatives of other religions, the question of
responsibility for the crime committed by them, trading by a Muslim in the
territory of "Darul Harb", for committing a crime in this area.

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However, these issues are often discussed in general jurisprudential chapters,
such as the chapter on trade, the chapter on crime, and the chapter on testimony.
For this reason, "al-Asl" was recognized by jurists not as a book on international
relations, but as one of the most authoritative works on general jurisprudence.

Muhammad Shaybani wrote his works "as-Siyar al-Saghir"'* and "as-Siyar al-
Kabir" about the relations of Muslims with representatives of other religions
during peace and war. The work "As-Siyar al-Kabir" has reached today through the
book "Sharh as-Siyar al-Kabir" by Muhammad Sarakhsi from Mawarannahr (died
483/1090) *°.

The work "As-Siyar al-Saghir" was written before "as-Siyar al-Kabir", in
which the relationship between Muslims and representatives of other religions in
peace and war, the protection of the rights of non-Muslims in Islamic countries and
outside it, the immunity of ambassadors, peace and Treaties, prisoners and war
criminals, distribution of spoils and other sensitive issues are dealt with separately.
The solutions considered and proposed in the work began to be studied by Western
jurists only eight centuries after Muhammad Shaybani. "As-Siyar al-Kabir" also
describes other issues discussed by international experts and legal scholars, such as
neutral territories, which are the object of study of international relations, and the
determination of relations with them, agreements to regulate the state of neutrality,
rules related to ambassadors.

This work, along with all other books of Imam Muhammad, will be the main
source for studying international relations and its jurisprudence. This great
precious book has been praised by many scholars for the relevance of the issues it
raises and the clarity of the solutions presented.

The second paragraph entitled "Classification of participants in international
relations in the works of Muhammad Shaybani* describes the interpretation of the
concept of population as one of the main participants in international relations in
Islamic law. In particular, the concept of Dhimmiya is described in "as-Siyar al-
Kabir", the rights and freedoms assigned to dhimmi in Islamic law, the categories
entitled to receive the status of dhimmi, and the important issues related to
cooperation with the dhimmi in the way of peace are covered in detail. In Islamic
law, several rights and freedoms are provided to dhimmis. Their freedom of
thought and belief is ensured, and their property and lives are protected. Also,
some obligations that are obligatory for Muslims are not assigned to them. In
particular, no matter how much property the dhimmis had, they were exempted
from paying zakat and military mobilization against the enemy.

On the other hand, the jizya tax imposed on the dhimmis was not introduced
to humiliate them. It was not compulsory for everyone, but a certain amount was
collected from the able-bodied. In return for the jizya, Muslims protected the
representatives of other religions from any enemy danger and took upon

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themselves the protection of their property and family members®®. In addition, it is
established that the zimmis receive social security and are provided with an
allowance in case of old age and incapacity for work. If the Muslims could not
fulfill their obligations, they had to return the jizyas received from the dhimmis.
These rules, of course, led to the establishment of a healthy social environment
among representatives of different religions in the society.

The third paragraph of the second chapter is called "Scientist's method of
explaining the concept of territory and border", and in the works of Muhammad
Shaybani, jurisprudential issues related to the territory of the state are covered.

The terms related to the area covered in Islamic law were not developed
during the time of the Prophet or the Companions, but by later jurists in the 11/VI1I
century. In addition, since there is no specific verse or hadith on the issue of
territory in Islamic law, the approaches of the scholars to these terms were also
different.

In particular, in jurisprudential works, the regions of the world are studied by
dividing them into two types of land (dar”) from the point of view of statehood.
According to him, the first is the "Darul Islam" (land of Islam) areas, which are
safe for Muslims and where Islamic rules prevail. The second is "Darul Harb"
(land of war) areas, which are a danger to the lives of Muslims and violate the
teachings of Islam?'’.

In the past, Muslim countries took this classification into account in their
international relations with foreign countries, and "Darul Harb™ countries were
seen as enemies.

One of the important contributions of Muhammad Shaybani to the
development of international relations of Islamic law is related to the fact that he
showed the ways to enter into peaceful relations with the states regardless of their
religious differences. Shaybani further expanded the territorial rules of Islamic law.
He is the first jurist who founded the theory of the concept of "Darul Ahd" in his
works?,

According to Muhammad Shaybani, the territories of "Darul Harb™ countries,
which signed an agreement to live in peace with Muslims, will become "Darul
Ahd". As a result, it became important in establishing peace and harmony between
different religions and nations.

The third chapter of the dissertation entitled ""The Importance of Scholar's
Views on Peacekeeping in Diplomatic Relations' reveals the formation and
development of diplomatic relations in early Islamic history, as well as the rules
related to war and their interpretation in Muhammad Shaybani's "as-Siyar al-
Kabir".

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The first paragraph of the third chapter is called "The role of Muhammad
Shaybani's works in regulating diplomatic relations"”. It analyzes the views put
forward by Shaybani regarding the establishment of diplomatic relations between
states in the early period of Muslim statehood, the rights and obligations of the
ambassador, the requirements for the position of ambassador, and the development
of diplomatic relations.

In the early Islamic period, the propaganda of the new religion was
inextricably linked with the mission of the embassy®®. Because of this, the main
purpose of the ambassador's trips was to promote the new religion. According to
Shaybani, moral and beautiful human qualities are among the basic conditions
required of an ambassador?. At the same time, it is necessary for the ambassador
to know the language of the nation to which he is being sent, to be eloquent, to be
mature, to have the ability to express words clearly, and beautifully, to be able to
convince others of what he says, to be serious and, of course, to have a thorough
knowledge of the pillars of Islam. The reason is that in the early Islamic era,
Muslim ambassadors had to introduce the new religion to tribal and state structures
that had not yet accepted Islam?L,

Muhammad Shaybani in his work "as-Siyar al-Kabir" expressed opinions
about the ambassador's role in resolving issues of peace and war, his inviolability,
powers, and security measures, which have not lost their importance not only for
his time but even in the present era. He said that issues related to peace and war
should be resolved only through ambassadors??.

Also, the scientist wrote down important points about diplomatic immunity in
his work. In particular, regardless of whether the ambassador is a Muslim,
Mustamin or Dhimmi, his legal status is the same and his finances and life are safe.
In issue 89 of the work "As-Siyar al-Saghir"”, it was ruled that "if an ambassador
meets a soldier in a Muslim country and he says, 'l am the ambassador' and shows
the king's letter, and if it is confirmed that this letter really belongs to the king, his
safety will be ensured"%,

According to the work, the head of the state should ensure the full safety of
the ambassadors of the "Darul Harb™ who come to him; protection of the
ambassadors from various aggressions, until they reach their territory, it is the
responsibility of the head of the state receiving the ambassadors to ensure their
safety; the head of the state sending the ambassador to another country provides
him with a document with his own seal, this document is a guarantee of the
Immunity of the ambassador, and he enjoys the right of immunity until he returns

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to his country. Such views indicate that Muhammad Shaybani paid special
attention to the issue of humanity and justice in diplomatic relations.

In the second paragraph entitled “The essence of peacekeeping principles in
"As-Siyar al-Kabir"” by Muhammad Shaybani, issues such as the classification of
rules related to war in Islamic law and the focus on humanitarian aspects in this
regard are highlighted.

In Islamic law, special attention is paid to issues of war and peace, which are
the object of international relations. Muhammad bin Hasan, one of the ideological
leaders of the Hanafi school, classified the rules thirteen centuries ago in his
writings, focusing on the relations of Muslims with representatives of other
religions and living together with them in times of war and peace. At the same
time, the issues of preventing wars in the event of inter-religious and ethnic
disagreements and conflict situations, fighting wars, regulating them, and avoiding
various barbarities are also reflected in the works of Muhammad Shaybani?,

According to the international relations of Islamic law, the main reason for
waging war is not religious conversion, that is, because a person belongs to another
religion, it is not required to wage war with him. Muslims can fight only to repel
the attacks of those who are at war with them, to prevent sedition and oppression.

Those who do not understand the essence of this rule sometimes try to
interpret Islam as a religion of war. This situation is observed a lot, especially in
the Western press. It is worth noting that today Western experts are expected to
objectively study the rules of international relations in Islamic law, to study the
religious rules in the interpretation of Islamic jurisprudence and fanatical groups
separately from each other. For example, after the terrorist attack in the USA on
September 11, 2001, the American professor John Esposito (1940), a specialist in
Middle Eastern and religious studies, published a work called "Unholy War: Terror
in the Name of Islam"%,

He emphasized that the formation of traditions of war in Islamic law took
place in specific historical and political conditions, unlike jihad movements in the
interpretation of terrorist groups. According to Muhammad Shaybani,
representatives of several classes are considered untouchable in war and they do
not Kkill. According to it, women, children, old people, priests and asifs, i.e. blind,
deaf and other disabled people who were forced to fight in the war, even if they are
representatives of a different religion, will not fight with them and will not be
killed?®.

Such rules related to war are detailed in al-Siyar al-Kabir. This is a sign that
Muhammad Shaybani was ahead of the times with his views. Because these rules
are one of the important issues of international humanitarian law today, they were
taken under legal protection by the 20th century?’.

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CONCLUSION

The following conclusions were drawn from the analysis of the data
presented in the dissertation:

1. In the early Islamic period, the agreement called "Al-Sahifa" or
"Constitution of Madinah™ and "Hudaibiya Treaty" played an important role in the
formation of international relations. As a result of these agreements, Muslim
embassies were established in foreign countries. The works of Muslim scholars on
international relations were first described in the chapters of hadith and history
books known as "Jihad" and "Maghazi". Later, works called "Kitab al-Siyar"
reflecting international relations were classified.

2. From the 2nd/8th century, a special field of international relations known as
"Siyar" was formed in jurisprudence. This concept was introduced to the science of
jurisprudence by Abu Hanifa, the founder of the Hanafi school. The concept of
international relations in Islamic law initially meant the regulation of relations
between Muslims and the opposing side during wartime, and later included issues
of establishing relations with communities of different religions during peacetime.

3. lIssues related to international relations in the early Islamic period are
presented in the works in the form of "Kitab al-Jihad", "Kitab al-Maghazi" and
"Kitab al-Siyar". The chapters called "Kitab al-Jihad" and "Kitab al-Maghazi" are
limited to the military activities of Rasulullah (s.a.w.) during the Medina period,
while the works of "Kitab al-Siyar" deal with Muslims not only in times of war but
also in times of peace with others. dedicated to the relationship they lead.

4. Muhammad Shaybani used the verses and hadiths directly related to the
relevant jurisprudential question or the opinions of the Companions and
intellectual observation, i.e., the method of opinion, in elucidating the issues
related to international relations. In approaching the problem, the scientist paid
special attention to the argument based on strong logic and consistency.

5. In the process of classifying the participants of international relations in his
works, the scientist followed the priority of the principles of humanity based on the
essence of verses and hadiths. Especially, in contrast to the jurists of the Shafi'i and
Hanbali schools, the inclusion of fire worshipers and pagans among the people
under the protection of Muslims - dhimmis, in addition to the people of the books,
served to ensure religious harmony in their time.

6. Muhammad Shaybani took a more advanced approach to the science of
siyar than other jurists and introduced several innovations. In particular, he gave a
broader interpretation of the concept of "territory"” in international relations and
recognized the possibility of agreeing with the territories called "Darul Harb" in his
time. His opinion led to a change in the concept of territory in the international
relations of Islamic law, and since his time, the concept of dividing the world into
three territories - "Darul Harb", "Darul Islam" and "Darul Ahd" was adopted.

7. In his writings, Muhammad Shaybani highly valued the role of the
ambassador in the development of diplomatic relations and believed that his
inviolability, regardless of nationality and religion, should be fully ensured. He
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also emphasized that adherence to the agreements made with tribes and states is the
main requirement of Islam.

8. In the work "Al-Siyar al-Kabir" special attention is paid to the prevention
of wars and adherence to the principles of humanity in this process. In particular,
the rules of humanitarian law such as the implementation of Jihad only with the
permission of the head of state, not to take up arms against children, women, the
elderly, and monks and ascetics who devote themselves to the service of religion in
the course of the war, are described in detail in the work.

Based on the results and conclusions obtained during the research, the
following suggestions and recommendations were put forward:

1. Taking into account that the work "As-Siyar al-Kabir" is an important
source of international relations in Islamic law, preparing the selection of the work
in Uzbek.

2. Preparation of a monograph entitled "Mohammed Shaibani's Role in the
Development of the Science of Siyar" in order to convey the scientific heritage of
Muhammad Shaibani, which is important in the history of international relations,
to researchers in the field of Islamic studies

3. To introduce the subject of "Figh of International Relations” to the
educational programs of “Islamic Law" and "Figh" subjects held in educational
institutions based on the works of Muhammad Shaibani on international relations.
