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INTRODUCTION (Annotation of doctoral dissertation (PhD)

Actuality and necessity of research. Preservation of Islamic monuments on
the basis of the UNESCO list remains one of the prior duties in the world. There
has been an ongoing increase in the level of concern towards Islamic architectural
premises (2>l s_M0) built and rebuilt in Turkestan in the early XIX-XX centuries.
During that time, along with the demolition of mosques, madrassahs, shrines, and
tombs in the territory of Turkestan, matters of their preservation were on the
agenda. These architectural premises reveal the region’s history and local
societies’ scientific, cultural, and spiritual life. Throughout the history of
Uzbekistan, revealing the history of architectural premises, their role in the city
culture, and their contribution to the development of Turkestan has been one of the
vital tasks in strengthening the state.

Studying Islam having been absorbed into societies’ living, norms, traditions
for thousands of years, and patrimony affected by the development in the
architectural culture and passing this knowledge to the next generation are
important duties of the present. Today, there is active research carried out on the
monuments built during the first renaissance period, the complexes built during the
time of Amir Temur and Timurids time, their influence on the peoples of the
region, reasons, and factors for their construction. Scientific analysis of life in the
domains of social politics, cultural education, attitude to cultural values in the
colonial era, and making necessary conclusions for today's era is one of the
important stages in the study of history.

As a result of the reforms carried out in the new Uzbekistan in the religious
and educational spheres, it has become possible to fully study and promote the
culture created by the ancestors, to study the cultural and spiritual heritage of their
ideas in accordance with the spirit of the times, to raise the younger generation as
worthy successors, expanded. In particular, the huge monuments of Islamic
architecture on the territory of Turkestan are priceless property. Young people are
exposed to samples of civilization created by our forefathers, as well as their
scientific discoveries and contributions to development. Particular attention is paid
to strengthening the sense of national pride and pride. A unique and unique
scientific and spiritual heritage should become for us a vital program in constant
movement. This immortal legacy should always be with us and should always give
us strength and inspiration. This requires that our scientists and experts, respected
scientists, bring this spiritual treasure to today’s generations in a simple,
understandable, attractive form"!. In this connection, it is important to study in a
comprehensive scientific and theoretical manner the constructive ideas formed on
the basis of the history of Islamic architectural monuments, thus contributing to the
disclosure of the essence of splendor.

The exhibition of religious and agio graphic sources from the second half of
the XIX-the beginning of the XX centuries on the example of the territory of
Turkestan will allow us to study and restore the historical and national values of

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our people, their material and cultural heritage, and bring them to the next
generation.

The Relevance of the research to the priorities of the development of
science and technology of the Republic of Uzbekistan. The dissertation was
carried out within the framework of the priority direction of development of
science and technology «Ways of forming and implementing a system of
innovative ideas on the social, legal, economic, cultural and spiritual and
educational development of an information society and a democratic statey.

Level of study of the problem. Interest in historical and cultural monuments
in the territory of Uzbekistan began in the middle of the 19th century with the
conquest of Tsarist Russia. It is known from dispatches of members of Russian and
other foreign embassies located in the Bukhara and Khiva Khanates and other
regions of Turkestan under the protectorates of the Russian Empire? in the early
19th and 20th centuries. During scientific expeditions® organized by the "Turkestan
Circle of Archaeological Lovers," the "Russian Archaeological Society," and other
scientific organizations, the first scientific information about Islamic monuments in
Turkestan was obtained and collected®.

In the XX century, the preservation of Islamic architectural monuments was
considered by many historians, archaeologists, and representatives of other

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humanitarian spheres. They have not lost their scientific significance to this day. In
particular, since the middle of the 20th century, remarkable work has been done on
the historical study of the cultural monuments of Uzbekistan. The studies carried
out on this topic can be divided into three groups. The first group is the one that
can be said about the work done in the Soviet era. The works created during this
period include O.D. Chekhovich, R.Mukhminovas on endowments, S.Gorshenina,
V.L. Varanina, A.A. Sukhareva, M.E. Masson, G.A. Pugachenkova, L.Y.
Mankova, Lunkova, and other researchers of the material®.

Among the Uzbek scientists during the period of independence were
Mirzayev M.A., Baltabaev S.D., Rasulov B.M., Salijanova G.F., Mallaboev B.B.,
Alimova N.T., Babodzhonova F.H., Sultanov, Abrayev R. Ashirbek Muminov,
Nadirbek Abdulakhatov, Kashahara Yaya, Bakhtier Babadzhanov, and Jurgen Paul
were reflected in joint work with foreign scientists along with candidate and
doctoral dissertations of the 1990s°.

Although the questions of preservation, conservation, and restoration of
Islamic architectural monuments in Turkestan and the attitude of Tsarist Russia
towards these monuments were thoroughly studied in these studies, the attitude of
local residents and local governments towards these monuments has not been
studied as a separate object. This is the main factor determining the relevance of
scientific work.

Relation of the topic of the dissertation to the plans of research work of
the higher education institution where the dissertation was completed. The
dissertation was completed within the framework of the research project A-1-051 -
"Formation of a healthy faith in the younger generation on the basis of systematic
analysis of the problems of Islamic studies, primary sources and religious and
enlightenment heritage of our ancestors."

The purpose of the research is to study the history of monuments of Islamic
architecture in Turkestan in the second half of the XIX century through the beginning
of the XX century.

The research tasks are as following:

Study of the main stages and outcomes of the historiography of Turkestan's
Islamic architectural monuments;

Review of archival documents, personal funds, and manuscripts of the second
half of the XIX century-the beginning of the XX century;

A description of the equipment of mosques and madrassahs in Turkestan;

To study the main accents in the history of the restoration of Islamic
monuments in Samarkand;

Study of the state of Islamic monuments in Bukhara and Khiva vassals;

An Analysis of the Attitude of the Russian Empire to Islamic Monuments in
Tashkent.

The object of research is the history of the architectural monuments of
Turkestan.

The subject of research is the attitude of Tsarist Russia to the monuments of
Islamic architecture in Turkestan in the second half of the XIX-early XX century.

Research methods: The dissertation used such methods as complex analysis,
comparative analysis, biographical analysis, historical and comparative methods, as
well as content analysis of texts and historicity.

The scientific novelty of research is:

As a result of the chronology of the restoration works carried out on the
monuments of Islamic architecture (o) 1) in Turkestan in the second half of
the XiX-early XX century, some positive attitude of the Russian government
towards these monuments was revealed. The example of the restoration of the
Mirzo Ulugbek Tower and the restoration of the Bibibihanim Madrassah;

One of the leading scientists of Turkestan, M.E. This is proved on the basis of
archival documents and information from private foundations; in the cases of
Masson, N. I. Veselovsky, and V. V. Bartold, there were regular appeals by the
Russian government to repair and preserve Islamic historical monuments;

In Turkestan in the second half of the XIX century and the beginning of the
XX century, in order to preserve local Islamic architectural monuments, the
intelligentsia of the population allocated special wagfs (<is). Measures were taken
to protect patterns, inscriptions, and gravestones;

The regressiveness of the state and society in the Turkestan Territory and the
attitude of the local population towards its architectural monuments are determined
by the example of the decline of Islamic architectural monuments in the second
half of the XIX and early XX centuries.

The practical results of the study are as follows:

The results of the dissertation can be used to update information about this
period in textbooks and manuals in the system of the Ministry of National
Education. It can be used for subjects included in the curricula of higher education
Institutions.

Reliability of research results: Regarding the Islamic architectural
monuments of Turkestan in the late 19th and early 20th centuries, this is due to the
reliance on primary sources such as the archives of the Department of Historical
and Cultural Heritage Study, the National Archives of Uzbekistan, the protocols of
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the TKLA, the Turkomstaris collections, the Turkestan Gazette, and on the basis of
evidence.

Scientific and practical significance of the research results. The results of the
dissertation can be used in the preparation of lectures and special courses for
university students, as well as in the writing of chapters related to the history of
Islamic architectural art in the country. The information provided in the thesis is also
of practical importance in the creation of new tourist destinations and the
development of modern tourism in Uzbekistan.

The results and scientific and theoretical conclusions of this dissertation are an
Important source of objective information on the study, preservation, and promotion
of Uzbekistan’s rich Islamic monuments, both abroad and in the scientific community
of our Republic.

The scientific significance of the research results is based on scientific and
theoretical conclusions, proposals, and recommendations in scientific research works
related to the study of the essence of Islamic religion, theology, and philosophy, in the
activity of cultural and educational institutions, Neighborhoods, family centres, youth
creative centers engaged in the development of intellectual potential, and higher
education institutions can be used in the preparation of lectures and special courses for
students, as well as in writing chapters related to the history of Islamic architectural
art in the country. The practical significance of the research results lies in the creation
of textbooks, teaching aids in the areas of "Religious Studies”, "Cultural Studies",
"History of Culture and Art", "History of Architectural Monuments", improvement of
dictionaries on philosophy and art history, as well as the centers of "Spirituality and
Enlightenment", which is explained by the fact that they can be used in the activities
of prevention and spiritual education of the younger generation, in the organization of
cultural and educational events. The information provided in the thesis is also of
practical importance in the creation of new tourist destinations and the development
of modern tourism in Uzbekistan.

The results and scientific and theoretical conclusions of this thesis are an
important source of objective information on the study, preservation, and promotion
of Uzbekistan’s rich Islamic monuments, both abroad and in the scientific community
of our Republic.

Implementation of research results. On the basis of scientific conclusions
obtained as a result of research of historical sources of monuments of Islamic
architecture in Turkestan in the X1X-XX centuries:

As a result of the chronology of the restoration of monuments of Islamic
architecture in Turkestan in the second half of the 19th century - the beginning of
the 20th century, the dissertation revealed some positive attitude of the Russian
government towards these monuments, In the grant project to create an electronic
program and mobile application (reference 02-03/6696 of 16 August 2022 of the
Committee on Religious Affairs under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan). As a result, the attitude of the Turkestan Governor-General to
religious monuments served to identify on the basis of real reality;

In the cases of several of the leading scientists of Turkestan, M.E. Masson,
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N.I. Veselovsky, and V.V. Bartold, there were regular appeals by the government
of Tsarist Russia for the repair and preservation of Islamic historical monuments,
which is proved on the basis of archival documents and information from private
foundations. The "Islam" section of the book-album "Uzbekistan-a tolerant land"
of the center. It is scientifically and theoretically proven that the ideas of the thesis
calling for perfection have an essential basis for glorifying human dignity, building
an enlightened spiritual space, and educating young people in the spirit of
universal human values (Imam Buhari International Research Centre, document
02/379/1 of 10.08.2022). As a result, scientific novelties, theoretical conclusions,
methodical recommendations, and practical suggestions were widely used in
informing the scientific and cultural community of the International Research
Center of Imam Bukhari and improving the database of catalogues, albums, and
scientific and practical materials.

In the second half of the 19th century and the beginning of the 20th century in
Turkestan, in order to preserve the local monuments of Islamic architecture,
special donations were given by intellectuals of the population. Measures were
taken to protect the patterns, inscriptions, and tombstones in them. The scientific
conclusions of the dissertation were widely used to fill the contents of books and
brochures "Imam Termizi*, "Hakim Termizi*, "Khoja Alauddin Attar”, and "Sufi
Allaher”, prepared and published by the author, and to study architectural
monuments related to the names of these scientists. (Imam Termizi International
Research Centre, Act 01-07/136 of August 26, 2022). As a result, the reader was
introduced to the preservation and preservation of monuments of Islamic
architecture in Turkestan;

From the results of the restoration of the state and society in the Turkestan
region, the attitude of local residents towards their architectural monuments on the
example of Nurab Islamic architectural monuments of the second half of the XIX
and early XX centuries, Imam Moturidi invested in the contents of books called
"Important Questions and Answers" and "100 Historical Monuments” (Imam
Moturidi International Research Center, Document 01/160 of August 25, 2022) As
a result of the restoration work done on Turkestan's Islamic architectural
monuments in the second half of the XIX century, it was the beginning of the XX
century, which served to shape the imagination and expand the historical
knowledge of the reader about conservation and conservation.

The approbation of the research results. The main results of scientific
research were publicly discussed at 4 international and 3 republican scientific-
practical conferences.

Publication of the research results. The 14 scientific papers, including 1
monograph and 7 articles in scientific publications, recommended for publication of
the main scientific results of doctoral theses by the Higher Attestation Commission
under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan, have been published on
the main content of the study, of which 5 republican and 2 foreign magazines have
been completed.

The structure and scope of the dissertation. The structure of the dissertation
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consists of an introduction, three chapters, conclusions, used sources, and a list of
literature. The volume of the dissertation is 150 pages.

THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

In the introductory part based on the relevance and necessity of the topic of
the dissertation; the correspondence of research to the priority directions of
development of science and technology in the republic; the review of foreign
scientific research on the topic; the level of study of the problem. presentation of the
introduction, approval, publication, methods, scientific novelty, practical results,
reliability of results, scientific and practical significance, structure, and volume of the
dissertation.

In the first chapter of the dissertation, entitled "Theoretical and
methodological basis of studying Islamic Architectural Monuments in
Turkestan," consists of three paragraphs.

In the first paragraph, entitled «Historiography of monuments of Islamic
architecture: main stages and resultsy, the analysis of problems of historiography
concerning the history of the relationship to local monuments of Islamic architecture
in the second half of the XIX and the beginning of the 20th century in Turkestan
shows that while before the colonial period it was based only on constituent
documents and documents of heritage, since the 19th century, official reports of the
colonial administration and the first research methods and approaches of European
scholars have been added’.

Information on the history of the attitude of local residents, the Russian
government, and local khans and beks to the monuments of Islamic architecture can
be divided into the following periods:

1. Studies by medieval authors in this field;

2. Researches of Tsarist Russia:

a. the work of local researchers;
b. the work of foreign researchers;

3. Soviet studies;

4. Studies on the period of independence.

Interest in and study of this period has not diminished even after years of
independence. In the 1990s, great importance was attached to agrarian relations,
irrigation, the political system, banking, and education®, and by the 2000s, the focus
of history was on national liberation movements, agriculture, fundamental property

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relations, cultural life, trade relations, and much more other topics®. Starting in the
2010s, the emphasis is on extensive research, protection of candidate and doctoral
dissertations, revealing the historiography of the period, the education system,
entrepreneurship, traditionalism, periodical printing, Russian educational institutions,
economic policy, tax policy, foundation institute, and music culture?®,

In conclusion, there is a great interest in the historically and culturally important
Islamic monuments of the Turkestan period and a desire to study them. Foreign and
local scientists, studying the design, location, and architectural diversity of mosques
and madrasas, paid great attention to the preservation, protection, and protection of
these historical monuments.

During the period of Tsarist Russia, it was attested that the Russian government
held talks with local architects to study, measure, create albums and preserve
monuments of Islamic architecture in the territory of Turkestan. The study of the
monuments of this period revealed how many historical and architectural monuments
existed in the country.

The the second paragraph, entitled "Classification of archival documents and
manuscripts by architectural monuments in the territory of Turkestan”, provides
information on Islamic architectural monuments in Turkestan:

1) from a number of archaeological, geographical, ethnographic societies and
circles;

2) from the Turkestan Gazette;

3) From personal fund information:

4) Unique information about projects and albums can be studied in detail.

The first scientific information about Islamic monuments in Turkestan was
established in 1895 («Turkestan Circle of Archaeological Lovers» ', «Russian

We can see in the
protocols of the Russian Committee for the Study of "Turkomstaris"!? (Turkestan
Committee for the Protection of Nature, Art, and Historical Monuments)?3, and later
in "Sredkomsomostaris vestokki'* reports and information on scientific expeditions
organized by other scientific organizations. These reports, collected data, founding
waqfs'®, and archival materials formed the basis of the study.

To sum up, Tsarist Russia showed great interest in the study of ancient
monuments in Turkestan. A number of scientists, orientalists, engineers, architects,
and archaeologists were engaged, and an attempt was made to examine all the
monuments in the area. Russian scientists diligently made a drawing of each
monument, studied them, made plans for their preservation, prepared an estimate, and
presented them to the Russian government. It can be seen in the memorabilia and
correspondence of all Russian circles and organizations.

The third paragraph, entitled "Formation of attention and attitude to Islamic
architectural monuments in the Wagfnoms" among the documents of the National
State Archive of the Republic of Uzbekistan, along with the Waqf documents of
the IX-XV centuries and XVI-XIX centuries, there are also Waqf documents of
1867-1924 related to the periods we study. The foundation's documents were
signed in Bukhara, Samarkand, Khiva, Khorezm, and Tashkent, and some people
indicated that the real estate or a specific amount of money was intended for the
repair, restoration, and maintenance of mosques or madrassas; monthly payments
to muezzins and imams; and payment of scholarships to madrassah students.

In Turkestan, there are three types of donations, one of which is the name and
patronymic of the donor; the name of the mosque or madrasah in which the
donation is made; if the land property is donated, its boundaries, size, amount of
money, shop or rasta; and if it is located on the street and borders, everything is

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specified in detail in the donation. The conditions of the Waqf, named after a
mosque or madrasah, are listed one by one. How many parts of the tithe fell from
the earth and to whom it was written.

In the first paragraph of the second chapter ""Religious monuments in the
Turkestan region of the second half of the XI1X—early XX centuries", entitled
"The state and study of Islamic monuments in the Turkestan region", first of all it
IS necessary to highlight which monuments belong to Islamic architectural
monuments. These include mosques, madrassas, minarets, khanaks, mausoleums,
and tombs.

The first mosque®® built by Muslims in Islam is located on the outskirts of the
Medina city of Kubo, after the Prophet Muhammad (S.A.V.) mosque. In the
Muslim world, three mosques deserve special attention and are considered superior
to other mosques. These are: the Al-Haram Mosque in Mecca; the Prophet's
Mosque in Medina; and the Al-Agsa Mosque in Jerusalem. In the type of mosque
on the side facing Mecca (qgibla), there may be a mausoleum, a pool in the
courtyard, or one or more minarets. In some large mosques, to the right of the
mausoleum, there is a pulpit designed for preaching, and in some, there are even
special places for reading the Koran'’.

All these facts show that the Russian government treated Islamic architectural
monuments with an understanding of their place in Muslim society. The Islamic
monuments in Ettisuv province were given a lot of attention due to the seismic
activity in the area. The government has prevented anti-government propaganda in
sacred places. Although the preservation of historical monuments is the
responsibility of the Turkestan aborigines, the Russian government considered this
to be fulfilling its duty to the world community, despite the lack of funds. Thus, the
Tsarist government paid attention to Islamic architectural monuments in Turkestan,
carried out repair work and storage work.

The second paragraph of this chapter, titled "Religious organizations and
institutions of the Turkestan Governor-General™ notes that following the Russian
invasion of Turkestan in the late XIX and early XX centuries. Immigrants from
Russia came with their own religion and customs.

Interest in the Christian religion was awakened among the Muslim population
from the very beginning of the Russian penetration into Central Asia. The Senator-
Auditor of the Turkestan region, Girs, observed with great interest the Orthodox
services conducted by Muslims in churches in 18808, Protopresbyter of the
military and naval clergy, A. Zhelyabovsky, came to Turkestan at the beginning of
the XX century and witnessed how Muslims observed divine services in

churches®®. From this, it can be seen that "curious" Muslims regarded the traditions
of the Orthodox religion as an innovation.

To sum up, the activities of the Orthodox churches in Turkestan are confused
by the lack of churches. The first churches in Central Asia were built of clay and
quickly collapsed. Although the ones made of wood were more dangerous in terms
of fire resistance. The Tsarist government allocated little funds to the Orthodox
population of Turkestan, wishing to put the burden of construction on the
shoulders of the people. In large settlements, churches are built mainly with money
from the state treasury for the misappropriation of construction capital.

In short, other religious communities lived in Turkestan with their temples
and paintings. Yakuds and Buddhists also lived together with the Muslim
population.

European scientists have always been interested in architectural monuments
and monuments of Central Asia, according to the first paragraph of the third
chapter «Relation of the Russian Empire to the Monuments of Islamic
Architecture», under the title «History of Restoration of Samarkand Monuments
of Islam”. Visiting foreign tourists are struck by the historical heritage from
ancient times. From 1870 to 1917, Russian-language editions, including
"Turkestan Vedomosti,” published in Tashkent, gave notes on the ancient
monuments of Turkestan?°. In addition to "amateur" research in the field of
antiquities and archaeology, research was conducted by the "Russian Committee"
for the study of Central and East Asia (the former Imperial Archaeological
Commission). One of the ways of exporting unique exhibits from Tsarist Russia
were archaeological excavations funded by this committee (in Samarkand,
N.l.Veselovsky, V.V.Bartold, and V.L.Vyatkin). The Turkestan Circle of
Archaeological Lovers, which operated in Tashkent from 1895 to 1917, was
extremely helpful in the study of Turkestan's ancient Islamic architectural
monuments?L,

In general, during the colonization of Tsarist Russia, priceless books, rare
manuscripts, valuable objects, and monuments of decorative and applied art were
plundered by the colonists, most of which were taken away by the colonial
administration, Russian generals, orientalists, and other various figures to Saint
Petersburg, Moscow, and many Western countries. This fact, in view of the fact
that they have not yet been returned to their historical homeland, has naturally
deprived our people of the opportunity to benefit directly from the cultural wealth
exported. On the other hand, the study of the unique cultural heritage of our past,
priceless cultural monuments, makes their scientific research much more difficult.

In the second paragraph of the third chapter, "The State of Islamic monuments
in Bukhara and vassals of Khiva", the Sheki-Zinda Ensemble in Samarkand (XIV-

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XV centuries) is considered a major architectural complex, which has become a
place of tourist pilgrimage. The Samanid Tomb in Bukhara (XI century) is located
in its modern garden. As an alternative, the construction of modern buildings
eclipsed the mausoleum of Shayhantahur (XV century) in Tashkent. By Soviet
times, from this cemetery in the heart of Tashkent, among the modern buildings,
remained only the shrines of Sheikhantahur, the swallows, and Yunus Khan??,

Along with the architectural monuments in Samarkand, Bukhara, and Khiva,
there were also many historical architectural monuments located in small towns,
far from the caravan tracks. When the Turkestan Circle of Archaeological Lovers
was founded in 1895, the program of the club included the study of little-known
historical monuments of Turkestan.

In the second paragraph of the chapter, "The attitude of the Russian Empire to
Islamic monuments in Tashkent™ it is said that the Turkestan region possessed such
a rich and colorful historical and cultural heritage that it was almost impossible to
take them all to the territory of Russia. On the other hand, even due to the small
number of historical museums in Russia itself, most of the historical and cultural
heritage objects remained in extremely unfavorable conditions, in various
basements, and some of them disappeared there. Third, the dominance of
capitalism made every historical monument look like a treasure of great value.

The above reasons prompted the administration of Tsarist Russia in the
Turkestan Territory to create museums and other objects of cultural protection in
the country. On the territory of Turkestan, the first museums were founded during
the colonization of Tsarist Russia. The establishment of the Historical Museum in
Tashkent in 1880, although this museum served the interests of the colonial
administration, which exaggerated the cultural role of Russia in the occupied
territories, was an important event in the cultural life of the country.

The Shaikhantohur and Kaffol Shoshi ensembles are typical examples of the
historical "beautiful” urban ensembles of Central Asian architecture. Their self-
acquired buildings (except for the domed baroque) are quite simple. In comparison
with the magnificent complexes of Bukhara in the 15th century in Samarkand
horkhi, they are modest and squalid. But the strength of the overall impression lies
in their free and, at the same time, thoughtful arrangement between high baskets,
vines, and poplars. The lopsided outlines of the main avenues gave a certain
freedom to the composition of buildings—tombs, chortaghs, mosques, towers,
canopies, tombs, chillahons, and pilgrims—~but their location is not accidental, but
a certain plan of the ensemble.

The complex of monuments in Chorsu is built on completely different
principles. The basis of his composition is the creation of an architectural ensemble
of the central city, located at the busiest point of the feudal Central Asian city. His
monumental iconic structures, raised on a platform high above the walls of the
ancient fortress, dominated the silhouette of the territory of the whole neighboring
city, and their majestic volumes seemed to clearly confirm the place of the

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domination of Islam in the social ideology of the peoples of Central Asia in the last
feudal era?3.

The study of history, the reconstruction and repair of monuments, including
monuments that are part of history, will continue, and the status of history as the
foundation of the future will only grow.

CONCLUSION

The following conclusions and suggestions can be drawn from the research:

1. Historical-cultural and architectural Islamic monuments of the Turkestan
era were actively studied and appreciated by foreign scientists, especially Russian
historians and orientalists. Foreign and local scientists, studying the design,
location and architectural diversity of mosques and madrasas, paid great attention
to the preservation, preservation, and protection of these historical monuments.

2. During the reign of Tsarist Russia, the Russian administration conducted
such activities as holding talks with local architects to study, measure, plan, and
preserve Islamic architectural monuments in the territory of Turkestan. The interest
shown by Tsarist Russia was mainly political and academic. A number of visiting
scientists, orientalists, engineers, architects, and archaeologists were brought to the
country to try to study the monuments in the area. Russian scientists are highly
qualified and have made drawings of each monument. The monuments were
studied, and plans and estimates for their preservation were made. This can be seen
in the Russian correspondence of the time.

3. Special attention is paid to Islamic monuments in the Ettisow area, as they
are seismically active. Such importance and attention to Islamic monuments and
shrines should have shown, first of all, that the local population did not start
propaganda against the Russian administration from a political point of view and,
secondly, that there is some attention, even if it is superficial. That is why the
Russian government made a special allocation of funds for the preservation of
historical monuments. As a result, the Tsarist government paid attention to the
monuments of Islamic architecture in Turkestan and repaired and restored them.

4. Turkestan's first churches were made of clay and quickly fell into disrepair.
Later, there were more wooden ones, but they were dangerous in terms of fire. The
Russian government also allocated little to the Orthodox population of Turkestan.
There was a chronic absence of churches built in large population centres, mainly
at the expense of the state treasury due to the aimless expenditure of church-
building funds. The Orthodox churches were kept mainly by donations from some
wealthy merchants, and the Russian administration provided very little money for
their maintenance. Although there were also Catholic and Armenian-Gregorian
communities and other religious faiths in Turkestan, they received little attention
from the Russian administration. The administration wanted only to reduce the
influence of the Caucasian national centers in these communities.

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5. Non-Orthodox communities in Turkestan had limited contact with
Muslims; relations with Jews were rare, and relations with the Hindu religion were
not developed at all. But his relations with the Orthodox Church in Turkestan were
multifaceted, and he played a major role in the conversion of many Orthodox
Christians to Islam.

6. Among the archival documents, there are a number of documents
concerning Islamic monuments, mosques, and madrasas of Samarkand. It turned
out that these monuments of great interest were studied and repaired by the Tsarist
government. Among them, a number of Islamic architectural monuments were
saved. For the first time in history, Oriental monuments were preserved as
historical monuments. At the same time, during the period of Russian colonialism,
many priceless books, rare manuscripts, valuable objects, and monuments of art
and crafts in our country were appropriated by the colonizers, most of them sent to
Petersburg, Moscow, and many Western countries by the colonial administration,
Russian generals, orientalists, etc. taken away.

On the basis of the above conclusions, we offer the following practical
suggestions and recommendations:

1. Inclusion of a one-semester special course on "Islamic architectural
monuments™ in historical sciences specialties in the higher education system;

2. Organization of an international scientific and practical conference on
Turkestan's Islamic monuments in collaboration with the Institute of History of the
Academy of Sciences of Uzbekistan and the Center of Islamic Civilization;

3. The creation of a photo album of Turkestan's Islamic architectural and
historical monuments in collaboration with competent local and international
organizations.
