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INTRODUCTION (Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) dissertation annotation)

The relevance and importance of the dissertation topic. In the world, the
interest in studying the emergence and positive aspects of the Muslim Renaissance
of the IX-XII centuries 1s growing more and more. In this process, the spread of
Islam to Central Asia and the change of the local government system ( aSall olas
><ll) played an important role, and it is clear evidence that it was carried out due
to the high attention paid to science by the rulers and officials. As the Third
Renaissance approaches, it is more crucial than ever to study the processes of the
spread of Islam in Central Asia (“lss#) and the change of the administrative
system in the VIII-XII centuries on the basis of primary sources and to
scientifically and conceptually reveal its content.

Important research on the social, economic, political, and cultural history of
the Central Asian region in the Middle Ages is being conducted in a number of
scientific centers around the world. Special attention is paid in scientific research
dedicated to this period to the spread of Islam to the Middle East (Xaws¥! 34,
Khurasan (0 2) and Movarounnahr (&) ¢/ 5 W) the formation processes of the
administrative-management system based on it, and the impact of such
management on the development of the Muslim world. The desire to reveal the
historical significance of the Muslim administration system (4x3w¥15)l2¥1), which
has preserved its historical roots in a number of countries around the world since
the fourteenth century, is becoming more evident.

In recent years, in the modernizing Uzbekistan, great work has been done on
researching the rich history and culture of the Uzbek people based on primary
sources. In this regard, “Futuh al-buldan” (o)A zs¥) by Ahmed ibn Yahya
Balazuri, “History of Bukhara” by Abu Bakr Narshahi (s_%2 &) Ibn Havqal's
“Movarounnahr” (L&) &) 5 W) Nizamilmulk's “Politics” (4«b <wslus) are among the
medieval historians was translated into Uzbek and published. It is of particular
importance to study the fact that the management system formed in Central Asia,
which absorbed Islamic principles in the VIII-XII centuries, became one of the
important segments of national statehood, and the principles of the new national
management system that emerged as a result remained in force until the XX
century.

This dissertation serves to a certain extent in the implementation of the tasks
set forth in the Decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan No. PF-5416
dated April 16, 2018 “On measures to fundamentally improve the activities of the
religious and educational sphere”, PQ-5186 dated July 16, 2021 “To further
improve the activities of the Center of Islamic Civilization in Uzbekistan under the
Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan, Resolution No. 572 of the
Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan on August 2, 2017 “On the
organization of the activities of the Center of Islamic Civilization in Uzbekistan
under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan” on additional
measures.

Compliance of the research with the priorities of the development of
science and technology of the republic. The dissertation was implemented in
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accordance with the priority direction of science and technology development
called I. “Formation of a system of innovative ideas and ways to implement them
in the social, legal, economic, cultural, spiritual and educational development of an
informed society and a democratic state”.

The level of study of the problem. While determining the level of scientific
knowledge of the problem, it was consideredto analyze the relevant sources and
scientific research into four groups.

The first group consists of medieval sources and their translations. It
includes the works of The Middle age historians, that served as primary sources of
the research, Abdumalik ibn Hisham (691-743), Ahmad ibn Yahya Balozuri (d.
892), Muhammad ibn Jarir Tabari (839-923) and Abu Bakr Narshahi (899-960),
Abu Rayhan Beruni (973-1048), Abu Said Gardizi (d. 1061), Nizamulmulk (1018-
1092), Ibn Asir (1160-1233)"'. Furthermore, an integral part of this group are
sources that reflect the problems of the dissertation topic in Chinese and Persian.
Due to its proximity to the period under study and the absence of later scholars in
the interpretations, the information provided in these sources is of particular
importance.

The second group consists of scientific studies of the Soviet period. During
this period, Soviet oriental studies established one of the world’s leading scientific
Schools. This was reflected in the research conducted by representatives of this
School, and enhanced their credibility. The main reason for this is that the studies
of Soviet Orientalists focused mainly on primary sources. At the same time, they
also reflect the complications of the anti-religious ideological environment, which
should be considered while working with literature belonging to this category. The
scope of such studies is quite wide, among them the works of L.N. Gumilyov, B.
A. Litvinsky, V.V. Bartold, O.G. Bolshakov, L.S. Vasiliev are particularly
valuable®.

In the third group, it makes sense to include studies on history,

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ethnography, statehood, the judiciary, religious processes and other aspects of the
dissertation period, carried out during the years of independence and related to the
dissertation period in chronological terms. This is because, in addition to
information regarding the conquest of Central Asia and the system of
governmental administration, the works of Arab historians include valuable
information about the socioeconomic life, religious beliefs, and external relations
of the peoples of this region. This category reflects the situation prior to the Arabs.
This will enable to accomplish the dissertation's tasks more completely. Works by
K. Shoniyozov, Sh. Kamoliddinov, and S. Kasimov are examples of such
studies.The dissertations of Sh.Shayakubov, G.Boboyorov, and A.Atakhodzhaev
contain valuable material on the sociopolitical history of Central Asia during the
7th and 8th centuries. A. Ashirov and R. Urazova’s research on the pre-Islamic
religious beliefs of Central Asian peoples is noteworthy. The research of K.
Zakhidov, Z. Shokirova and N.Ibragimova on the history of the initial Islam and
the period of Rashidun Caliphate should be emphasized. Z. Joraev, who studied the
work “al-Ahkom as-sultaniyya wal-l-walayot ad-diniyya” (“The rulings of the
Sultanate and the rules of religious administration) of Abulhasan Movardi, one of
the authors who focused in the Middle Ages, and received the degree of Doctor of
Philosophy in History. It is appropriate to highlight that the work reflects the
Muslim administrative system of the 10th-11th centuries, the hierarchy of positions
in it, regulation of land and water issues, and valuable information about the
political and legal status of officials at various levels’.

The fourth group consists of modern foreign studies. Unique facts* such as
the period of the Samanids, political maps of the medieval states of Central Asia,
comparative comparisons of Muslim rule and non-Muslim world rule, and other
rare information about the country, including unique information about the
genealogy of Muslims of the dynasty, have been discovered in the studies of such
scientists as W. L. Treadwell, Y. Bregel, H. Vamberi, K. E. Bosworth, Ibrahim
Kefes oghlu.

Based on the above sources and research, the dissertation emphasizes the

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radical change in the system of local self-government as a result of the penetration
of Islam into Central Asia, as well as the fact that Islamic rules served as the basis
for the system of governing subsequent dynasties in Movarounnar.

The relevance of the study for the research work of the higher
institution where the dissertation was completed. The dissertation was
completed within the framework of the research project of the International Islamic
Academy of Uzbekistan on the topic Ne 24/8-2020, 24.08.2020 y. “The spread of
Islam in Central Asia: the formation and development of religious, spiritual,
scientific and cultural centers in Movarounnahr”.

The purpose of the study is to reveal the specific aspects of the evolution of
the processes of the formation of a new management system in the region as a
result of the introduction of Islam into Central Asia.

Research goals:

Conducting source studies and historiographic analysis of sources on the
history of medieval Central Asia in the administration system,;

the formation of critical and comparative generalizations of scientific and
theoretical approaches to the evolution of the Central Asian administrationsystem,;

Demonstratethe impact of Central Asia’s pre-Islamic religious situation on
governance;

Substantiate the characteristics of the Devonian system’s emergence and
development in the Arab Caliphate;

Demonstrate the impact of the accession of Central Asia to the Arab
Caliphate on the transformation of local self-government;

to reveal the essence of the Samanid state as the first local dynasty, under
which Muslim rule was introduced in Movarounnabhr;

to determine the features of the system of government of the Karakhanids,
Ghaznavids, Seljuks and Khorezmshahs;

Propose and develop recommendations regarding the expansion of the
scientific community in everything to justify the positive correction saved by the
new administration to the First Renaissance in Central Asia.

The object of the research is on the fundamental changes that have occurred
in the management system as a result of the spread of Islam in Central Asia.

The subject of the research is to identify the characteristics of the
formation and evolution of a new statehood based on Islamic teachings in Central
Asia in the 9th-12th centuries.

Methods of the research. The dissertation uses the methods of dialectics,
analysis and synthesis of scientific knowledge, logic and comparative analysis of
sources and literature.

The followingare the research’s scientific novelty:

Since the spread of Islam in Central Asia lasted for a long time, instead of
dividing it into 2 stages, it is proved to be historically correct to divide it into the 5
stages (644-705 AD - study of the military situation of the region, 705-715 AD -
conquest of Movarounnahr, 715-750 AD - military campaigns to apostate regions,
750-820 AD — suppression of rebellions and the period of active propaganda, 820-
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960 AD — struggle of the Samanids against foreign tribes);

It was determined that the system of mamluks (army made up of slaves) in
the Abbasid state was actually adapted from the type of army consisting of Turkish
and Sughd chokars, who were skilled in battles and loyal to their masters;

Although the Karakhanids adopted Islamic governance (4>w¥) 3,)3¥1) they
organized it on the basis of local nomadic traditions and values in order to
nationalize it as evidenced by the establishment of official positions such as
“biruk” (L), “aglichi” (»>7), “qushchi” (e>&s8), “chavush” (Uiss),
“khailboshi” (ALls);,

In the 8th-12th centuries, based on the interests of the state, mosques (23w),
madrassas (%) and scientific centers (“«2<Y!) were built only from private
funds in order to complete the reward in accordance with the Sharia and proved by
the example of Qusamiya madrasas built by Seljuk Sultan Sanjar.

The following are the practical results of the research:

The administration system of the Arab caliphate, which was formed during
the early Islamic period, was adopted by the rulers of Movarunnahr from the 9th-
10th centuries and reorganized in accordance with regional and national traditions
and as evidenced by historical data on official positions such as pardador (L2 e2),
dovotdar (Ui sl2), tashtdar (L&), jashnigir (,x5ada), qutvol (J)s¥) and salor (L),
sarhang (<5 ), sipohsalor (_Salus);

in the dissertation, the outcome of the new administration system formed as
one of the results of the conversion of Islam to the religious faith of the peoples of
Central Asia and its impact on socio-economic development is shown based on
primary sources and scientific research;

One of the main reasons for the crisis of the states of Ghaznavids (977-1186)
and Karakhanids (840-1212) was determined to be clan-feudal relations, which had
deep roots in Turkic tribes;

it is clarified that the meaning of such terms as amir(u=Y'), devon(J) s,
mukhtasib(uisall) igta(z U8V, waqf(é ), zakat(3\S)l), khiraj(z! ), introduced
in Movarunnahr during the Islamic period;

Reliability of research results. The research is based on the fact that
translations of primary sources written by medieval historians, researches
dedicated to them and modern scientific works are used, impartiality, objectivity,
historicity, comparative analysis methods are used in the research, and the results
of the research are applied in practice.

Scientific and practical significance of research results. The scientific
value of the dissertation is determined by the fact that the theoretical conclusions
and practical proposals presented in it serve as a basis for further scientific research
in this direction and a deeper understanding of the essence of the history of the
Uzbek statehood in the VI-XII centuries.

The practical importance of the research is determined by the fact that it can
be used in teaching basic and special courses such as “Religious studies”, “Islamic
History”, "Ethnography”, “Cultural Studies”, “History of Uzbekistan™, “Source
Studies” and “History”.

Implementation of the research results. Based on the conclusions and
recommendations developed as a result of research the spread of Islam in Central
Asia as well as changes in the governance system:

Although the Karakhanids adopted Islamic governance, they organized it on
the basis of local nomadic traditions and values in order to nationalize it. The
information about the establishment of official positions such as “biruk™ (receiver
of dignitaries), “ag'ichi” (treasurer), “birder” (organizer of hunting for the ruler),
“chavush” (junior officer), “khailboshi” (cavalry chief) is included in the content
of the textbook “Supplementary historical sciences” prepared on the basis of the
order of the Committee on Religious Affairs (Reference No. 02-03/6698 dated
August 26, 2022 of the Committee on Religious Affairs under the Cabinet of
Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan). As a result, this book served to perfect
the knowledge of the International Islamic Academy students of the political,
social and economic history of Central Asia in the Middle Ages.

In the 8th-12th centuries, mosques, madrassas and scientific centers were
built only from private funds in order to complete merit in accordance with the
Sharia, according to the conclusions of Imam Bukhari international scientific
evidence that it was proved by the example of the Tamgach Bugrokhan madrasa of
Ibrahim ibn Nasr and the Namazgoh mosque of Shams al-Mulk, as well as the
Qusamiya madrasas built by the Seljuk Sultan Sanjar. - it was used in the creation
of the encyclopedia “Middle-Age oriental Scholars™ prepared on the basis of the
order of the research center. (Deed No. 02/353 of the Imam Bukhari International
Research Center dated July 22, 2022). As a result, in today's conditions, when the
foundation of the Third Renaissance is being created, it served to increase the
interest of young researchers to further study the scientific heritage of their
ancestors.

Conclusions about the process of the spread of Islam to Central Asia, the
establishment of a new administrative system in its territory as a result of the
inclusion of the region into the Arab caliphate, the formation of the administrative
system of national states in Central Asia formally part of the Arab caliphate, but
practically independent from the 10th century, and its role in the First Renaissance
Center of Islamic Civilization published on the basis of order No. 24/8-2020,
24.08.2020 “The spread of Islam in Central Asia: the formation and development
of religious-spiritual and scientific-cultural centers in Movarounnahr” was used in
the album-book “Scientific-Research Centers of Movarounnahr”. (Deed No. 589 of
the Center of Islamic Civilization in Uzbekistan under the Cabinet of Ministers of
the Republic of Uzbekistan dated August 8, 2022). As a result, it served to enrich
knowledge about the organization and development of science centers in Central
Asia.

Information about the fact that the Mamluks (&ss) system (an army
composed of slaves) in the Abbasid state was actually assimilated from the type of
army consisting of Turkish and Sugdian soldiers who were skilled in battles and
loyal to their masters was included in the content of the textbook “Supplementary
historical sciences” prepared on the basis of the order of the Committee on
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Religious Affairs (Republic of Uzbekistan Order No. 676 of the Ministry of Higher
and Secondary Special Education of December 28, 2020). As a result, it served to
increase the knowledge of the students of the International Islamic Academy about
the spread of Islam in Central Asia and its influence on the administration system.

From the conclusions about the processes of the spread of Islam to Central
Asia, the establishment of a new administrative system in its territory as a result of
the inclusion of the region into the Arab Caliphate, the formation of the
administrative system of the national states in Central Asia that were formally part
of the Arab Caliphate, but practically independent from the 10 th century, and its
role in the First Renaissance =~ was used in the preparation of scripts for the
systematic programs ‘“Historical Question” broadcast on the “History of
Uzbekistan” TV channel (Deed No. 02-40-315 dated March 4, 2021 of the
National Television and Radio Company of Uzbekistan). As a result, the topics of
the show are scientifically based and served to increase the audience's historical
knowledge about the processes of formation of national statehood and the stages of
the development of science.

Approbation of research results. The results of the study were discussed at
a total of 6, including 3 national and 3 international scientific conferences.

Publication of research findings. According to the research topic 15
scientific-research works, 9 articles in scientific publications recommended for
publication of the main scientific results of dissertations of the Higher Attestation
Commission of the Republic of Uzbekistan, including 7 in national and 2 foreign
journals are published.

The structure and scope of the dissertation. The dissertation consists of an
introduction, three chapters a conclusion, a list of sources and references, and
appendices. The main text of the dissertation is 148 pages.

MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

The introduction is based on the relevance and necessity of the topic. The
purpose, tasks, object and subject of research, relevance to the development of
science and technology are indicated. There is also provided information on the
scientific novelty, structure, practical results of the research, the reliability of the
results, theoretical and practical importance, implementation and publication.

The first chapter of the dissertation “Source description of the history of
Central Asia in the VIII-XII centuries” describes the primary sources of
information about the system of government in Movarounnahr in the Middle Ages,
the scientific- theoretical approaches to the Islamic system of governance in the
region are considered.

The first paragraph analyzes the primary sources created by Arab, Persian
and local historians about the processes that took place in the social, economic and
political spheres after the inclusion of Central Asia into the Arab Caliphate and the
introduction of a new government in the region. It reveals the features, structure
and aspects of about a dozen primary sources related to the topic. The source
analysis of the works of Abu Rayhan Beruni's “al-Osar al-bakiya an al-qurun al-
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khaliya” which provides information about pre-Islamic religions in Central Asia
and their influence on the system of government, “Futuh al-buldon” by Abu Bakr
Ahmad ibn Yahya Jabir Balozuri (d. 278 / 892-93), which contains information
about the conquest of Mawarounnahr and the change of the system of local
government, Abu Ja'far Muhammad ibn Jarir al-Tabari (839-923), such as “History
of ar-rusul wa-l-muluk”, Abu Said Abulhay ibn Zahhak ibn Mahmud Gardizi (XI
century, d. 1061), “Zaynulakhbar” has been carried out. Works that reflect period
after the establishment of Islam, the origin of the Turkic-Muslim dynasties formed
in the region, the formation of semi-independent states, the characteristics of their
system of governance such as “History of Bukhara” by Abu Bakr Muhammad ibn
Jarir Narshahi (899-960), “History of Mas'udi” by Abulfazl Muhammad ibn al-
Husayn al-Katib al-Bayhaqi (995-1077), Izzuddin Abulhasan Ali ibn Muhammad (
1160-1233) “al-Kamil fit-history” were studied. The work of Nizamulmulk (1018—
1092) “The Politics” (“Siyar al-muluk™) that contains important information on the
structure of the Muslim dynasty in Central Asia, the political life of the Seljuk
period, the role of Turkish slaves in the Samanid system, the living conditions of
the Qarakhanid court staff, and titles in the Samanidstate was considered.

The second paragraphis devoted to the study of scientific and theoretical
approaches to the system of governance in Central Asia. No special comprehensive
study has been conducted on the governance of Central Asia in the IX-XII
centuries and its evolution. This scientific problem is partially considered in
general historical studies, as well as in works dedicated to a particular dynasty, in
which partial information related to the topic of the dissertation can be
found.Central Asian history, ethnography, statehood, legal system, religious
processes in the region and other aspects of local studies and researches in Turkish,
English and Russian languages are the essence of historiography.The paragraph
offers the author's interpretation of this controversial issue, based on a comparative
analysis of information presented in primary sources and modern research.In the
process of studying the issue, it was found that Uzbek scientists have not yet
created historical maps of the important periods of the history of the Uzbek
statehood, such as the medieval period of Central Asia, in particular, the Samanids,
the Karakhanids, the Ghaznavids, the Seljuks, the Khorezmshahs and it is
emphasized that maps developed by Russian and Western geographers and
researchers are still used in the study of historical cartography of this period.

The approaches are based on the fact that the rule of the Samanids was of
great importance in the establishment of a new political management system based
on Islam and in the emergence of the First Renaissance. From the materials
reviewed in this section, it was concluded that it is necessary to speed up the
translation of medieval sources on the history of national statehood into Uzbek.

The second chapter named “The Spread of Islam in Central Asia and the
System of Local Governance”, is about the political processes in the region on
the eve of Islam and the role of local religions in society and the system of
governance, aimed at revealing the historical significance of the establishment of
new procedures in the system.
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The first paragraph states that Central Asia was part of the Western Turkic
Khanate before the arrival of the Arabs and on May 15 was divided into
"independent" city-states. These included Bukhara regions, Samarkand and its
Sughd region, Ustrushana, Shosh, Fergana, Ilak, Kesh, Nasaf, Dabusiya,
Sagoniyon (Chaghaniyon), Termez, Qubodiyon, Akhsisak, Khuttal (Khuttalon)
and Khorezm districts’. In practice, however, the province was ruled by the Blue-
Turks or by Turkish rulers with titles such as khan, tarkhan, yabgu, tegin, tudun.

Based on historical sources and scientific works, it has been revealed that
some of the nearly a dozen religions and beliefs that preceded Islam in Central
Asia, such as Zoroastrianism, Buddhism, Monism, Mazdakism, Tengrist, and
Nestorianism, influenced the system of government. In particular, the belief in
tengrist in the Turkish khanate formed the basis of state governance, according to
which the sky (God), the power of land and water, the will of the khagan served as
an ideological basis for the Turkish people, the khagan was a symbol of unity,
freedom and independence in the ancient Turks. it was proved that the reign of the
khagan was a condition, and that it was regarded as a link between God (god) and
budun (people). Important information about the impact of the religious factor on
the life of the Turk people, including the attitude to the attempts to spread
Buddhism among the Turkic tribes, is covered. In particular, in the eighth century,
Bilge Hakan (716-734) consulted with his wise minister and father-in-law,
Tonyukuk, about the idea of building Buddhist temples in Orkhon. He stressed the
inevitability of defeat in the face of the Chinese, and concluded that the influence
of tlée religious factor on the political and military processes was great at that
time".

The second paragraph is mainly devoted to the processes of formation of
the Islamic-based system of government. Islamic civilization differs from other
civilizations in its specific focus on governance, legislation, economy, and science.
This chapter reveals the evolution of the formation of the Islamic government from
the establishment of the Abbasid caliphate to the extent that it was fully
assimilated by the "independent" Muslim dynasties. From the first days of the
Hijrah, under the leadership of prophet Muhammad (S.A.W.), an as-Sahifa
agreement was made between the muhajireen, the Ansar and the Jews.It should be
noted that 16 clauses apply to Muslims and 12 clauses apply to Jews who are the
closest neighbors to Muslims in Medina, and this agreement was the first step
towards the establishment of the foundations of Islamic governance.The first
Devon of the Khilafah was introduced during the reign of Caliph Umar ibn
Khattab (ra), which listed the state's pension and military salaries’. By the time of
Umar ibn Khattab (ra), the socio-economic structure of the state had changed
radically. Although the Devonian system was adopted from the Sassanid state, its

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essence was formed by the rules of Sharia. The aim of Caliph Umar ibn Khattab
(ra) was to ensure the construction of the most perfect, exemplary society in all
spheres of life in the world on the basis of the Qur'an and the Sunnah of
Muhammad (sav) and the teachings of the Shari'ah.Early Islamic governance
covered not only the development and enforcement of laws, but also social security
and educational issues. Especially during the time of 'Umar ibn Khattab (ra),
unprecedented work was done on social security issues. In particular, the Prophet's
(sav) wives, participants in the battles of Badr and Uhud, emigrants to Abyssinia,
those who took part in the capture of Mecca and its aftermath, widows of soldiers
and orphans, as well as the elderly, first weaned and then breastfed measures such
as the introduction of child benefits, assistance to those affected by natural
disasters, and the organization of humanitarian aid from one country to another
began from this period. During the time of 'Umar ibn Khattab (ra), the State
Chancellery expanded and the need for secretaries increased. By the time of the
period of Umayyads, the posts of secretary of letters, military secretary, secretary
of expenditures, secretary of the shura service, secretary of the judiciary were
established®. The detailed information given from the work done in the field of
governance, the monetary policy of the caliphate, the evolution of the position of
omil’, the activities of the devon in the administration of the caliphate during the
Umayyad period, the Abbasid caliph Abul Abbas MuttalibSaffah (104-136 / 722-
754) - the first minister in the Islamic state as well as the use of the word “Muslim”
instead of the word “Arab”.

The third paragraph describes the process of annexing Central Asia to the
Arab Caliphate, the implementation of new rules in cities captured by force or
peace, the activities of military alliances against the Arabs, revolts against the
Arabs in occupied territories, and the role of Qutayba ibn Muslim in the conquest.

The third chapter, entitled “The Impact of the Islamic System on the First
Renaissance in Central Asia”, describes the first Turkish-Muslim dynasty in the
region, the formation of the Samanid state, the territories under its control, the
reasons for the relocation of the capital from Samarkand to Bukhara by the
Samanid ruler Ismail ibn Ahmad, the reasons why the Samanids, as the Abbasids,
adhered to and served the Sunni sect, taught the sermon in the name of the
Abbasids, and minted their money in their name highlighted based on a
comparison of primary sources and recent research. Based on primary sources,
data-driven analysis revealed that one of the dynasty's founders, Ahmad ibn Assad,
who was known for his religiosity, did not tolerate corruption in the government
system during his thirty-year reign'’.

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According to the first paragraph, the Samanids assisted the caliphs in
overthrowing the governments that opposed the Abbasids, such as the Saffarids
and the Zaydis. In particular, the conquest of Khurasan by Ismail Somoni and its
annexation to his own state played a key role in the dissolution of the Saffron state
in the Shia stream. After the Saffarids lost control of Khorasan, the Samanids
became amirs as governors of Khorasan, one of the eastern provinces of the
caliphate known as Devon al-Mashriq. According to Narshahi, the Samanid rulers
before Nuh ibn Nasr (943-954) were called Amir, Abdumalik ibn Nuh (954-961)
and later malik''. 1t is also mentioned in this paragraph why the Samanids were
called by various titles and kunyas, including Isma'il ibn Ahmad with the kunya
“amir al-adl” (fair amir), Nasr ibn Ahmad with the kunya “al-amir as-sayid”
(delighted amir), Nuh ibn Nasr “Al-amir al-hamid” (praiseworthy emir), Abdul
Malik an-Nuh “al-amir-al-muayyad” (faithful amir), and Mansur ibn Nuh “al-amir
as-sadid” (successful amir), Nuh Ibn Mansur was called “al-amirar-riza” (amir
inclined to goodness) and “al-amirar-rashid” (intelligent amir), and after the death
of Ismail Somoni, he was called “Amirimaziy” or “deceased amir”.

This paragraph reveals that the Samanid system of government consisted of
a strong centralized regular army structure, the mainstay of which was the central
government, consisting of ten devons. Devonimustavfiy (devon of treasurer)
financial affairs, Devon of the al-insho(or amid al-mulk) official documents and
correspondence, devon of the chief of the ash-shurta- military affairs, devon al-arz
- army supply, devon of the chief of the al-barid - government correspondence,
devon al-mukhtasib- to control market issues and prices, devon al-mushrifin - to
control the spending of money in the treasury, devon al-qazi - to control
compliance with the law, devon ad-dia - to control government lands, devon al-
waqf - the introduction and operation of positions and positions dealing with the
control of lands belonging to religious organizations.

The second paragraph focuses on the evolution of Movarounnahr's public
administration system between the 11th and 12th centuries. The Samanids were the
first in the region to gain internal independence after the country became a part of
the Arab Caliphate. The caliphs’ loss of trust in officials of Arab and Persian
descent allowed Turkish commanders to rise politically and militarily. The section
contends that the governance systems of the Karakhanid, Ghaznavid, Seljuk, and
Khorezm Shahs were based on the Devonian system of the Samanid state. During
the Qarakhanid period, the main content of the Samanid-era governance system
was preserved. The central government system consisted of dargah and devon, and
the Karakhanid state was divided into two parts by 1042 as a result of the
appointment of representatives of the ruling dynasty to the khanate provinces and
cities.

The following iqta dynasties emerged during the Samanids, expanded during
the Qarakhanid, Ghaznavid, and Seljuk dynasties, and spread not only in Central
Asia but also in the MiddleEast. The essence of positions such as “biruk™, “agichi”,
“kushchi”, “chovush”, and “khaylboshi” is revealed.

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As mentioned in the third paragraph, the cultural upsurge in Central Asia
between the ninth and twelfth centuries, dubbed the "Triumph of Science" by
American scholar Franz Rosenthal, paved the way for the European Renaissance'”.
The spiritual awakening that occurred in Central Asia between the ninth and
twelfth centuries not only introduced the region to the rest of the world, but also
made an invaluable contribution to human civilization. At the heart of such great
achievements is a governance system based on enlightened and just Islam, the
policy of just rulers who see the advancement of science and enlightenment as an
important factor in societal well-being, and the emergence of a society thirsting for
in-depth religious study.

During the first three centuries of Abbasid rule, mediaeval Muslim culture
flourished in every way. The unprecedented rise of Muslim culture in the IX-XI
centuries peaked in Movarounnahr and Khorasan. At the end of the Hellenistic
period, Alexandria, Egypt was considered the centre of science and culture,
whereas in the IX-XI centuries, during the "golden age" of Muslim culture, the
development of science and culture shifted to Central Asia, particularly
Movarounnahr and Khorasan. The development of natural sciences was aided by
the establishment of land tenure relations and the expansion of trade and
handicrafts in developed cities. One of the key factors underlying this was that
these countries had a governance system based on Islamic requirements. As well as
the Khorezm brothers Ali ibn Mamun (997-1009) and Mamun ibn Mamun (1009-
1017)’s interest in science, Khorezm's capital became one of the most prestigious
scientific centers of the Gurganj (Urgench) period. Even during the Seljuk period,
when science and enlightenment were highly valued, unprecedented advances in
cultural development were made. Malikshah's name will live on in history thanks
to Nizamulmulk's wise and just rule as a minister for many years. Madrassas
known as Nizamiya were established during his ministry in Baghdad, Basra, and
Isfahan".

The KhorezmshahAnushtegins was also very interested in science.
According to sources, there were over 12,000 mosques, as many schools, and
4,440 madrasas during the Anushtegin period as well as there are nearly 700
madrassas in Gurganj alone'*.

CONCLUSION

The following conclusions were drawn as a result of an analytical
investigation of the transformation of Islam into the religious faith of the peoples
of Central Asia and the major changes that occurred in the system of local
governance in the VIII-XII centuries:

1. The works of historians such as Balozuri, Tabari, Beruni, Ibn Asir,

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Narshahi, Gardizi, Nizamulmulk, and Bayhaqi, who wrote valuable works on the
history of Central Asia between the VIII and XII centuries, have not lost scientific
importance over time. The information about the management system found in
these primary sources was critical in completing the tasks assigned to this study.
One of the logical conclusions drawn from their source study analysis is that after
the introduction of Islam, the national government system adapted to the needs of
the new religion played an important role in the overall development of Central
Asia. As a result of the region's socioeconomic development during thistime
period, the necessary foundation for unprecedented scientific and cultural growth
was laid. All of this fueled the development of a centralized local government
system tailored to Islamic requirements

2. It should be noted that primary sources created by Middle Ages authors
are underutilized in Uzbekistan's research on the history of Central Asian statehood
from the VIII-XII centuries. There are no historical maps of Central Asia's
medieval period, particularly the important periods of Uzbek statehood such as the
Somanids, Karakhanids, Ghaznavids, Seljuks, and Khorezmshahs. Russian and
Western geographers and researchers' maps are still used in historical cartography.
Recognizing the difficulty of reading medieval sources in Arabic and Persian, one
of the urgent scientific tasks is to accelerate the translation of untranslated
important sources into Uzbek.

3. On the eve of the introduction of Islam, there were many religious beliefs
and teachings in Central Asia, which played a vital role in social life. Some of
them rose to the level of the state religion and influenced the political
administration. In the region, a system based on the nomadic traditions
characteristic of the Turkic khanate was practiced. The presence of state
management experience here contributed to the acceleration of subsequent political
processes in this area. The implementation of the Khakhanid state administration
system in Central Asia led to the introduction of new official positions and titles.
The involvement of local dynasties in the management of the lands subjugated by
the Khaganate and keeping them in obedience through the institution of tribute was
also reflected in the activity of the management system. As a result, a certain
political stability and economic development was ensured in the settled countries
of Central Asia.

4. The essence of the Arab Caliphate's government, while based on the
Devonian standards of the Sassanid state, is determined by the Qur'an and the
Sunnah. The Islamic Sharia-based governance system was later implemented in
conquered countries as well. The Ottoman Empire existed in Andalusia from the
VIII to the XVI century, in Central Asia, with the exception of the Mongol period,
from the VIII to the XX century, and in North Africa from the VIII to the first
quarter of the XX century. Despite the transformation of Muslim countries into
colonies as a result of European empires' expansionist policies and attempts to
adapt their governance to Western standards, a number of Middle Eastern countries
have maintained a Sharia-compliant system of governance.

5. The primary data in Arabic and Persian, which embody fundamental
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changes in the region's governance system, including the historic Movarounnahr,
as a result of the Arab Caliphate's annexation of Central Asia, are still poorly
understood. As a result, conducting in-depth research on such original sources and
translating them into modern languages will contribute to a better understanding of
the stages of development of public administration in the Central Asian region.

6. The Samanid dynasty was Movarounnahr’s first non-Arab Muslim ruler,
governing for more than a century. The essence of the governance system during
this time period was the principle of power transmission from father to son. The
legitimacy of such a principle is also based on Islamic rules. The Samanids' special
services in spreading Islam in Movarounnahr also contributed to this. As a result,
this dynasty played a unique role in establishing an Islamic-based governance
system in Central Asia. His reign serves as a model for subsequent dynasties' rule.

7. Karakhanids, Ghaznavids, Seljuks and Khorezmshahs, which ruled in
Central Asia in the 9th-12th centuries, adopted the management system from the
Samanids and brought some innovations to the management while adhering to
their local traditions. A clear proof of this is the introduction of official positions
such as pardador, dovotdar, tashtdar, jashnigir, qutvol, salor, sarhang, sipohsalor,
biruk, agichi, qushchi, chavush, khailboshi. It follows from this that the
independent Muslim dynasties that emerged in Central Asia adopted the
management system from the Arab caliphate, but developed on the basis of
national traditions.

8. During the First Renaissance, most Central Asian rulers and high-ranking
officials sponsored science. The policy of just Muslim rulers who saw the
advancement of science and enlightenment as important devons in societal well-
being, as well as the emergence of a community of people eager to study science
through religion, religion through science, served as effective mechanisms for this
rise. The fact that religious figures have served the spiritual development of society
without interfering in political governance, relying not only on scientific
achievements, but also on exact and natural science achievements, has contributed
to the region's unprecedented growth.

Practical recommendations

- Development of an electronic platform that reflects, replenishes, and
enriches the transformation of the national system of government in the First
Renaissance and subsequent periods, with the participation of young researchers,
including university students;

- to create a special scientific and popular film that reflects the facts about
our centuries-old national statehood, including the stages of the evolution of the
management system, which is an integral part of it, and to take measures to
popularize it locally and internationally through social networks;

- to introduce a special course called “History of the National Management
System” into the curriculum of the Academy of Public Administration under the
President of the Republic of Uzbekistan in order to further improve the training of
personnel for central and local government agencies.
