Relevance and necessity of the topic. In the scientific research institutions of
the countries of the world, significant work has been carried out on the study of the
history, ethnography, values, as well as religious and hagiographical works of
Margilan. Among the religious scholars who worked in Central Asia, the works of
city scholars on the sciences of ageed (ue), figh (42), kalam (22X), tafsir (Lwes),
hadith (uw3s), pirs of Sufism, dervish (Jius,2), majzub (<«s2><), kharobotiy

judiciary and judges (=), chronogram (z_UY) of historical persons and events,
family tree (.>%) and genealogies were revealed, related to literature epic,
manzuma (4«sk«), gasida (ex8), pandnoma («Uay) and memory (c=) works
were studied.

In this series of processes, there are topics that are still neglected, which are
very relevant and necessary to study. In particular, there is a great need to research
the activity, religious and hagiographical heritage of Margilan scholars in the
second half of the 19th century - the beginning of the 20th century. Even after the
establishment of the colonial system of Tsarist Russia in Central Asia, the big
cities, which are considered to be the centers of ancient national culture, continued
to fulfill their role as scientific centers. In particular, Margilan, located near the
center of the General Governorate of Fergana Oblast, began to acquire the status of
the cultural center of the valley.

In this case, scholars who studied in Bukhara madrasahs filled the ranks of
Margylan (o> =) scholars and showed their potential to initiate a number of
reforms in the religious and social life of the country. Many scholars wrote tazkira

gained fame among the people of Turkestan. Almost the most important part of
this heritage is still waiting for its explorers as an undiscovered protected land.

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toponyms, literary environment. The works of these authors, although partially, are
distinguished by the fact that they provide important information and evidence
about the architectural monuments of Margilan, the history of mosques and
madrasas, which are of interest to the art of Margilan. Although these works
provide valuable information for research, in some of them opinions concerning
religious and educational life are biased from the point of view of classism.
Historians of this period followed a single methodological path in the study of
documentary materials. That is, they were all mobilized to confirm the general
conclusion and the conviction that finding rich archival documents, their study and
inclusion in scientific circulation will help determine the position of the peoples of
Central Asia during the period of joining Russia and the positive significance of
this event. The religious and educational features of these works, aspects related to
the events of that time, the spirit of nationalism, originality were not studied
scientifically as "works in a religious and mystical spirit™.

Domestic and foreign scientific studies written during the years of
independence objectively cover the ancient history of the city of Margilon and its
Muslim schools and madrasahs, crafts, trade, the development of historiography,
the administrative management system, people's movements and historical
processes. , civilized methods based on specific sources and archival materials.

The study of the nature and characteristics of the religious and educational
heritage created by the religious and educational intelligentsia living in Europe,
Russia, Japan in the last two hundred years in Turkestan, the history, theory and
practice of Sufism, its role in society, translation and publication of sources are
studied in parallel. An analysis of the level of knowledge of the problem shows
that although scientific works, textbooks, inayatnams (labels), literary works,
manokibs, genealogies, donations and testamentary documents about the religious,
educational and cultural environment of Margilan attract the attention of domestic
and foreign historians of the 19th century, the second half - the beginning of the
20th century, religious and hagiographic sources among Margilan were not studied
as a separate and special object of historical research.

The connection of the dissertation topic with the research plans of the
higher educational institution where the research was carried out. The dissertation
was completed within the framework of the research project A-1-051 - "Formation
of a healthy faith among the younger generation based on a systematic analysis of
the problems of Islamic studies from primary sources and the religious and
educational heritage of our ancestors."

The purpose of the study is a comprehensive study of transformational
processes in the cultural environment of the Margelan society in the colonial
period - in the second half of the 19th - early 20th centuries.

Research objectives:

show the theoretical and methodological basis for the study of religious
hagiographic sources;

determination of the role of mosques and madrasahs, residential buildings,
shrines in the city in the religious consciousness of the population;
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scientific substantiation of the methodological significance of the study of
cultural and legal documents;

reveal the main aspects of the scientific heritage of Muhammad Yusuf
Khazin;

displaying the history of Rajia Marginani as a religious hagiographic source;

coverage of specific aspects of religious beliefs in the scientific and literary
heritage of Abdurakhman Fahmi Marginani;

description of hagiographic works created among Margilan in the second half
of the 19th century - early 20th century;

to prove the scientific and practical significance of the “Ravzat ul-Ansab”
manoquib in the study of the history of Islam in the region;

conducting a scientific analysis of military novels by Abdukayum Vahmi
Marginani;

revealing the promotion of religious and educational sciences in the heritage
of Abdulkadir Makhdum Nozik;

present the classification of the works of Faziljon Makhdum Margilani as a
religious hagiographic source;

show the scientific and practical significance of religious and hagiographic
sources and develop proposals and recommendations based on the scientific
findings.

Object of study. The object of study is the religious and cultural
environment of Margilan in the second half of the 19th - early 20th century.

Subject of study. The subject of the study is archaeological, ethnographic
and folklore sources, manuscripts and lithographic materials, hagiographic, legal,
religious, Sufi, literary manuscripts (manokib, genealogy, irshandnam, Kazy
documents), archival documents stored in the personal libraries of Margilan
scientists.

Research methods. When studying sources about the activities and
scientific heritage of scientists who lived in Margilan in the second half of the 19th
- early 20th centuries, a comprehensive, systemic, problematic, historical,
comparative, logical approach was used and other methods of scientific knowledge
were widely used.

Scientific novelty of the research:

Through the study of the written heritage of 10 Margilan intellectuals who
created their works under the pseudonyms Khazin (¢2J=), Roji (>10), Nazik (&)L),
Vahmi (= s), Fahmiy (=¢?), Fazliy (1=s), Bekiy (), Mozori () %) Mominjon
Hakim (S~ olaies<) and Ghalib (<lle) it was proved that in the 19th century, under
the conditions of the political dominance of tsarist Russia, the scientists of
Margilan defended traditional national values, expressed a critical attitude towards
the norms of morality implanted in society and condemned the policy that was
carried out to destroy the foundations of traditional religion and morality.

Based on the analysis of the two works of Muhammad Ali Khoja Margilani
ivilni &If If mlie Jws JLule “Nisbat-i Masheyihi-Tazyrat Ul-Mashoyiy” and
“Shajara-nom” (Lb_=i) opinialogy was preserved until the end of the XIX century.
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They contain important information about the degree of influence of the 10
intellectuals listed above on the internal political life of regional societies.

The purpose of the “Kazi courts”, established by Tsarist Russia to discretize
and compromise traditional courts, was proved on the basis of chronograms (k)
by Khojajon Roji Marginani written in the abzhad style, dedicated to more than
200 people and more than 100 buildings in the Ferghana Valley;

The hagiographic work "Ravzat ul-Ansab" ¥ iz, provides information
about the genealogy of the Margilon Sayyids of Ubaidulla Khan, Podshahkhan
Torah, Valikhon Torah and shows that it is an important hagiographic source for
studying the toponomy of the city of Margilon in the second half of the 19th
century - the activities of the mystics of the Nagshbandi sect in the region;

The forms of the negative attitude of Margilan residents to the
transformational changes made by the new government in the areas of public
catering, clothing, transport, healthcare, education were established through the
analysis of the epics of Vahmi Marginani "Sayyid Jafar Gazi" ()& szs 2us) and
Fahmi Marginani "Yusuf and Zulaikha" ()5 <aws). Specific features of the
mentality of the Margilans in this era were identified;

The spirit and content of the Qur'anic verses was preserved in the traditions of
the Margilan school of interpretation of the Qur'an in the edifying works of local
poets, as evidenced by the study of more than 100 poems (4« k), such as "Ash'ar
talimat adab Nazik" (¢13b cal cilegdss Jel), " Fathul vadud a'la Sharhil Mavilud™ ( z
agdsall 7 8 Ao a5a4ll) gasida (s2x8),pandnam (4sba), etc.

Practical results of the study.

in the course of the study, religious-hagiographic historical sources ()
created in Margilon from the second half of the 19th century to the beginning of
the 20th century were introduced into scientific circulation, the historical
information contained in them was investigated, and opinions and conclusions
about the period were drawn.

analysis of the dissertation data (J:~3) showed that it provides comprehensive
and deep knowledge and ideas about the socio-political history of Margilan in the
second half of the 19th - early 20th century, the scientific and spiritual heritage
(&) of scientists, their role in the development of the Islamic religion;

the study describes for the first time more than 100 mystical literatures
(<o), hagiographic lamentations, memoirs (e_=%), handwritten documents (<as)
of the 19th-20th centuries;

it turned out that the intellects lived in Margilan in the second half of the 19th
- early 20th centuries; preserved; More than 200 cultural (), legal (852)
documents in the personal archives of the Sailov (x~), Khoja (4a!s8), scientists
(Lle), mutavassavuf, judges, letters (—sS<), vasika (4&ds), Irshad-nama (2L))) |
pedigrees

the practical significance of the results of the study lies in the fact that they
serve to improve the implementation of targeted state programs dedicated to the
history of the activities of scientists in Uzbekistan, the upbringing of spirituality,
the study of written sources of cultural heritage and bringing them to the younger
generation;
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from the information presented in the dissertation, hereinafter "History of
Islam, source study"”, "Religious studies”, "Islamic studies", research conducted in
the areas of "Religious studies"”, "Islamic studies", lectures read at special courses
for higher educational institutions, as well as the possibility of using when
preparing books.

Reliability of the results of the study. The reliability of the study is
confirmed by authentic lists of historical, hagiographic works of Margilan authors,
ethnographic and other materials stored in the funds of the Central Archival
Agency of Uzbekistan, the Institute of Oriental Studies, in private collections and
archives of the years. Ferghana, Namangan, Andijan, Margilan and Kokand.

Scientific and practical significance of the research results.

The scientific significance of the results of the study lies in the fact that the
environment of the ulema in Margilan was revealed, the main features of their
work were revealed, and their influence on the contemporary Muslim society was
established. The dissertation research also showed the potential of the written
heritage of the Fergana Valley in conducting promising research on lIslamic
studies, historiography, source studies and cultural studies, which is evident from
the contribution of Margilan scientists to the development of such branches of
Muslim literature as hagiography, history, fiction and mysticism.

The significance of the results of the study lies in its potential to be used in
the organization of the courses "History and culture of the peoples of the Fergana
Valley", "The contribution of Margilan scientists to the development of Islamic
civilization" based on the study of the scientific and literary heritage of Margilan
scientists of the second half of the 19th - early 20th centuries. Its significance is
based on the possibility of introducing it as a special course into the curricula of
higher and secondary specialized educational institutions in the specialty theology,
Muslim literature.

Implementation of research results.

Based on the developed proposals based on the results of studying the
religious, hagiographic and cultural environment of Margilan in the second half of
the 19th - early 20th centuries:

Among the theoretical conclusions made as a result of studying the religious
and educational heritage of Margilan scientists are the provisions from the books
published by the author of the dissertation “Documents of the mazar found in
Xinjiang and Fergana”, “Muhammad Yusuf Khazin - Hazrat Khanakahi Hazrat”,
“Khojajon Khoja Roji Marginani ”, “Abdusamad Koil Margilani” (Minutes No.
322/22 dated April 26, 2022 of the Center for Islamic Civilization in Uzbekistan
under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan). As a result, along
with the theoretical and methodological methods of bringing the sources of
hagiography to the population, these publications became an important stage in the
study of the social and political history of Margilan;

In the second half of the 19th century - the beginning of the 20th century,
special attention was paid to the culture of tolerance in relation to the colonialists
in order to maintain peace in the country, which revealed the possibility of using it
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to educate modern youth in the spirit of religious tolerance and respect for
universal values, in the fight against radicalism. Scientific findings were used in
the development of curricula for advanced training courses organized by the Center
for Advanced Studies at the International Islamic Academy of Uzbekistan and its
regional branches for state and public organizations (Minutes No. 02-03 / 3699
dated May 12, 2022 of the Committee on Religious Affairs under the Cabinet of
Ministers Republic of Uzbekistan). As a result, he served as a role model in
educating the younger generation in a spirit of respect for values;

The dissertation is based on positive examples of the educational activities of
Margilan scientists, their attitude to changes in time, adaptation to new conditions,
national pride through a satirical attitude to colonial policy, ideological struggle to
preserve their religious beliefs, a culture of tolerance towards the colonialists for
maintaining peace and tranquility in the Middle Ages. century. These conclusions
were used in the preparation of the encyclopedia “Scientists of the Middle Ages”
(certificate No. 02/273 dated September 23, 2020 of the Imam Bukhari
International Research Center). As a result, along with increasing the interest of
young people in science, studying the history of their people, scientists who acted
in Margilan contributed to the study of ideal norms in the lifestyle of saints

In the study of socio-economic, cultural and educational issues of the
history of Marghilan, documents related to land, water and other real estate
belonging to representatives of the Hakim Termizi family, i.e. charity
organisations. This information in the study serves as an important source for the
study and research of not only Marghilan, but also the social life of the peoples of
Turkestan in the 19th and early 20th centuries. As part of the dissertation, the
labels of the Termez Sayyids who worked in Marghilan and the activities of the
Termez Sayyids during the period of the Kokand Khanate and Tsarist Russia
served as the first scientific study. (Reference No. 23 dated April 2022 of the Imam
Termizi International Research Center);

On the basis of grants from the German Gerda Henkel Foundation and the
Japanese Toyota Foundation, the unique heritage of Marghilan scientists such as
Muhammad Yusuf Khazin, Abdusamad Kail Marghilani, Mirkhaydar Tali,
Mirkhalil Bukhari, Mulla Abdurakhman, Raji, Abdullakhan Makhdum, Beck,
Umidi, Khoja, Nami, Nozik and Fahmy, Mominjan Hakim and Nasimi published
more than ten papers.

— The Golden Heritage International Charitable Foundation uses the results
of this research to repair architectural monuments, discover and publish ancient
manuscripts, study the history of ancient artifacts and popularize them among the
population. (Certificate of the International Public Charitable Foundation “Golden
Heritage” dated September 9, 2021 No. 01 / -25-22.). As a result, the exemplary
aspects of the spiritual heritage of our ancestors, in particular the high moral
standards applied on the primordial path of devotion, enlightenment, generosity,
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diligence and interaction, have become one of the important factors in increasing
the social activity of society and modern youth.

— The National Television and Radio Company of Uzbekistan has published
a number of new scientific documents on the legacy of Muhammad Yusuf Khazin
Margin, Roji Margin, Abdukodir Makhdum Nozik, Vahmi Marginoni, Fahmi

Thus, the dissertation examines new information about the socio-political
and cultural life of Marghilan in the second half of the 19th - early 20th centuries,
the historiography of the cultural environment of Marghilan, the activities of
mosques, madrasas, shrines and their place in the spiritual life of the population.

Approbation of the research results. The results of the study were tested at
30 conferences, including 25 national and 5 international ones.

Publication of research results. As a result of the study, 45 scientific papers
were published, including 16 books. 19 articles were published in scientific
publications recommended by the Higher Attestation Commission and 10 in
foreign journals.

The structure and scope of the dissertation. The dissertation consists of an
introduction, four chapters, a conclusion and a list of sources and references, as
well as applications. The research part of the thesis is 256 pages.

Approbation of research results.The research results have been tested at 30,
including 25 national and 5 international conferences.

Publication of research results. As a result of the study, 45 scientific papers
were published, including 16 books. 19 articles were published in scientific
publications recommended by the Higher Attestation Commission, 10 in foreign
journals.

The structure and scope of the thesis. The dissertation consists of an
introduction, four chapters, a conclusion and a list of sources and literature, as well
as appendices. The research part of the thesis is 246 pages.

MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

The introduction of the dissertation describes the relevance and necessity of
the research topic, the level of knowledge of the problem, goals and objectives, the
object of research, the subject, scientific novelty, scientific and practical
significance of the research, reliability, approbation, implementation in practice,
publication of results.

The first chapter of the dissertation is entitled “Theoretical, methodological
and historical foundations for the study of religious hagiographic sources in
the Marghilan environment” and consists of three paragraphs. The first
paragraph is entitled "Analysis of theoretical and methodological problems and
research in the study of religious and hagiographic sources".
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In scientific, popular science literature on historiography, the historical
missions of rulers, generals, and high-ranking officials are analyzed. In particular,
there are countless works written in connection with the entire evolution of the
existing historical era to the ruler. However, if you think about it, this ruler is also
a product of his time. His style of government is in tune with the time, the socio-
historical environment surrounding him, and the aspirations of the political forces
he leads. At the same time, an analysis of the activities of scientists and the
contribution of their works to the development of society shows the need to study
not only Islamic studies, historiography, but also other social sciences.

As a result of the insufficient use of archival documents in the former Soviet
Union, the growing influence of the cult of personality, and the lack of field
research, the changes in the religious and educational life of Marghilan did not
receive full understanding. In this study, more attention was paid to archival
materials, handwritten sources of Marghilan scientists. This was an important
factor in creating a solid foundation for the objectivity of scientific work. In the
past, in the study of this or that historical problem, the works of Russian bourgeois
historians written before the "revolution” were excessively used. However, these
sources deliberately distorted events, justified the aggressive policy of the
autocracy, and discriminated against the indigenous population. However, by this
time, archival materials in historical works had become more objective, and
research - more objective.’

The city of Marghilan, the center of the Marghilan Bekstvo as part of the
former Kokand Khanate, was included in 1876 in the Marghilan district of the
Fergana region, which was part of the Turkestan Governor-General. Since that
time, the city of Marghilan has lost its significance as an administrative center.
Although Marghilan is a large city, the regional center was built on its outskirts,
where a Russian city was founded, which was called s » Su - “New
Marghilan” .2 Since that time, the city of Marghilan was called ;> x Sl - “Old
Marghilan”. However, despite the loss of administrative significance, the old city
of Marghilan retained its socio-economic and cultural status. During this period,
Marghilan was one of the largest cities not only in the Ferghana Valley, but in the
entire Turkestan region.

The tsarist administration of Turkestan included the posts of the governor-
general, military governors, the secret service of the Turkestan district, inspectors
of education and the police department. Under the conditions of such a new
political regime, the scientists of Marghilan sought to take an active part in the
events taking place in society, reflect the socio-cultural renewal, and reveal the true
suffering of the people. At the same time, they had to compromise with officials of
the tsarist government. This, of course, made their work difficult. In such a
situation, Turkestan intellectuals, including scientists from Marghilan, were able to
act wisely and prudently.

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Hazrat Khanakhi and his student Muhammadjon Asaka condemned a sermon
on religious issues that mentioned the name of the Russian emperor. The scholars
of Marghilan openly denied the reference to Russian power in the mosques and did
not obey the ruling on the mention of the king, stating that such actions are
contrary to Shariah and that whoever does this will be a grave sinner before Allah.®

Despite such a colonial order, the content of the works of Marghilan scientists
testifies to the adherence to traditions. This is manifested in the following aspects:

- strict adherence to the traditions of teaching teacher-student;

- students were constantly reminded of the need to follow the Hanafi School,
which is considered the most moderate of the four Sunni sects;

- strict attention to the Sunnah is encouraged in their activities;

- observance of the conditions of national-mystical education is required in
the process of studying in the madrasah;

- religious illiteracy and secular ignorance are regularly condemned;

- high piety has become an integral part of urban culture;

- noble people from among the local population, in accordance with the
requirements of Sufi education, sought to hide their virtues from the public in order
to avoid arrogance and ambition;

- sincere respect for thinkers and wise scientists is brought up in educational
and didactic works;

- scientists of the city professed devotion to universal values.

The listed features are illustrated by examples of the scientific, educational
and literary heritage of Marghilan scientists.

The second paragraph of the first chapter is called "The role of mosques and
madrasahs, houses, shrines in the city in educating the population”, in which
"Khonakoh™, "Khoja Maoz", "Naiman", "Chakar", "Shirmonpaz", "Khoja Porso"
in the city , mosques such as "Pur Siddik" (Kaptarlik Mazar), "Shaldirama",
"Gaziyan", "Toron Bazaar", "Moyi Mubarak™, "Egiz Tutt", "Jomi". "Uzun havuz"
and their scientists in the moral education of Margilans, economy, activities to
promote handicraft culture. Also, historical documents and records indicate that
these mosques are among the national architectural monuments of the valley in the
moral education of the inhabitants of Margilan, the culture of agriculture,
handicraft activities in propaganda are revealed. Also, historical documents and
records indicate that these mosques are among the national architectural
monuments of the valley.

To date, the architectural monuments of the city of Marghilan and related
constituent documents have not been fully studied. In this regard, a systematic
study of the history of the architectural monuments of Marghilan is part of the
current and promising scientific research. Visiting the graves of great people was
of great importance for all residents of the city of Marghilan. According to the data
of 1893, 352 people left Marghilan for Hajj. According to the statistical analysis of
that time, the city of Marghilan was the largest in terms of the number of
pilgrimages in all of Turkestan. This, in turn, testifies to the economic revival of

centuries, about a hundred shrines operated in the city of Marghilan.

The third paragraph of this chapter, entitled " Methodological significance of
the study of cultural and legal documents”, provides information on the historical
significance of 4t ali ) irshadname, 4l <ulic inayatname, 4lulu silsila, 4<ld@ s, in
the second half of the 19th - early 20th centuries.

The question of Marghilan's waqf documents as a historical source is
reflected, albeit partially, in the studies of such historians as R. Nabiev,® 1.
Alimov!!, Sh. Vakhidov!?. For the period 2007-2020 more than 160 new wagqf
documents in the city of Marghilan and the villages of the Marghilan district were
studied.

In the course of research in Marghilan and nearby areas and villages, more
than ten genealogies and inayatnames, letters and documents of sacred families of
various contents were discovered. The fact that they occupy a large place in the
spiritual life of Marghilan can be understood from the content of these revealed
documents®®. The significance of these documents is due to the fact that the
representatives of these blessed families, their words of truth, their instructions on
the right spiritual path determined their prestige among the local population.
Marghilan scientists, who worked in the second half of the 19th - early 20th
centuries, created works dedicated to these families - manokibs with hagiographic
content.

The presence of the descendants of Sayyids and Khojas in the city of
Marghilan had a great influence on the further development of Muslim traditions
here. The fact that representatives of such sacred families lived in Marghilan, and
their position among the people, especially among the ruling classes, primarily
served to maintain peace here. The sphere of influence of the representatives of
these dynasties was so strong that any ruler also sought to act, consulting with their

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opinion when governing the country. The rulers paid attention to the members of
these families and expressed their special respect to them.

Documents of this kind serve as important sources not only for Marghilan, but
also for studying and researching the social life of the peoples of Turkestan in the
19th and early 20th centuries. In our work, more than 50 4.L culie jnayatnams were
analyzed, we limited ourselves to describing some ideas about the importance of
grace in studying the history of Marghilan. Conducting in-depth studies of such a
valuable resource is a challenge for the future.

Wagf documents of Marghilan are one of the most widespread and interesting
types of written monuments. There is already an independent academic tradition of
studying this type of documents as a separate type of written monuments. A
detailed paleographic study of wagf documents allows us to learn many aspects of
the social life of that time. Everything is important here: the paper on which the
foundation was copied, the time and place of its creation, the style of the letters,
the color of the ink, artistic ornaments, and so on. In terms of content, our study
showed how these documents reflect the economic, cultural and religious life of
not only Marghilan, but the whole of Turkestan.

The second chapter of the dissertation, entitled “Research of religious
sources in the cultural environment of Marghilan”, examines the role of the
heritage of Muhammad Yusuf Khazin, Roji Marginani, Fahmi Marginani, who
lived in Marghilan in the second half of the 19th century and at the beginning of
the 20th century.

From the personal library of Rakhmatullo Fayzullaev, Marghilan scholar,
imam of the Robiya-on Mosque, 12 manuscripts about the heritage of scientists
who lived in Marghilan were found. These manuscripts include:

- a story written by Akhunjon kori Vaudili, a story written about the death of
Caliph Andijani, a story written about the death and mourning of Hazrat Domla
Khanakakhi, a story dedicated to the construction of the mosque and the Khanaka
minaret;

- poems by Qori Yusuf Hokandi, the story of Fazl Wahhab Mazari on the
death of Hazrat Domla, the story of the hotel Mansurkul ming-bashi, marsiya on
the death of Muhammad Obid, the teacher of Khanakokha Hazrat Domla.

- instructions on ethics, manners and duties of the Nagshbandi sect;

- "Hadisi arbain™ by Alisher Navoi and treatises on mysticism;

- Explanation of 108 hadiths in Turkish;

- Turkic interpretation of the Surah of the Qur’an and the instructions of
Hazrat Khanakai and Muhammad Musa Beki Polmoni;

- Poems of Hazrat Khanakaya and a poem dedicated to Hazrat Ali;

Edifying verses and marsiya Jalaliddin Kori Marginani, dedicated to the
scientists of Marghilan.

It can be seen from these manuscripts that the social and educational
environment of Marghilan in the second half of the 19th - early 20th century was
multifaceted. During this period, mature scientists studied in the madrasas of

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Kokand and Bukhara in the city, worked in mosques and khanakas, based on their
knowledge and teaching methods, provided religious education and upbringing of
young people.

The first paragraph of this chapter, entitled “The main aspects of the scientific
heritage of Muhammad Yusuf Khazin”, examines the scientific heritage of
Muhammad Yusuf Khazin, known as Honakohi Hazrat Domla.

The social and educational environment of the city of Marghilan in the second
half of the 19th - early 20th century was diverse. During this period, the clergy,
who were educated in the madrasas of Kokand and Bukhara, worked in mosques
and khanakas, teaching young people based on their knowledge and teaching
methods.1®

In this regard, the multifaceted activity of the mystical scientist Sheikh
Muhammad Yusuf Khazin Marginani, who lived in Marghilan in the second half
of the 19th - early 20th centuries, deserves special attention. Written sources
describe him as a sheikh, murshid, scholar, fagih, mufassir, mudarris, Sharia
expert, calligrapher, writer and poet?.

The main part of the written heritage of Khazin Marginani is poetic works. So
far, more than a thousand bytes of ghazals, mukhammas and rubaiyat have been
found.'” His works have survived to this day mainly thanks to the manuscripts of
his students and contemporaries. “Bayoz mahbubul-mahbub”, published in
Tashkent in 1912, includes four muhammas?®,

Khazin Marginani wrote muhammas in the ghazals of the great brilliant poets
of the East: Jami, Hafiz, Khisrav, Bedil, Nodirabegim, which indicates a high level
of knowledge of the scientist and poet. The prose works of Khazin Marginani
make up the bulk of the teaching materials used by the student-pupils of Hazrat
Domla. Among them is the poetic text of the book “Honakoh siigashi”, “Avomil”
on morphology?®.

Until now, the name of Khazin Marginani was completely unknown to
historians, source scholars, theologians and literary critics. Now he should take an
important place in the study of the literary environment of the Ferghana Valley in
the late XIX - early XX centuries.

In the second paragraph of this chapter, entitled "History of Raji Marginani as
a religious-hagiographic source", the works created in the field of history are
analyzed.

The city of Marghilan has long been the place of residence of many great
scientists, fugaha, poets and writers. Undoubtedly, one of such great figures who
made an invaluable contribution to the development of science, education and
religion was the scientist, poet and jurist Khojajon Khoja Raji Marginani (1834-

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1918). The invaluable works of Roji, especially in the field of history, are an
Important source of information about the socio-cultural processes that took place
at that time, the lives of many historical figures. According to reports, Raji
Marginani created over two hundred historical chronograms.

The history of the construction of the Raji of various buildings also contains
important information about the mosques, madrasahs and hujras built in the
Ferghana Valley in the second half of the 19th century and at the beginning of the
20th century?.

The significance of the stories of the Raji lies in the fact that they are an
Important source that gives a complete picture of the life and work of many
historical figures who lived at that time and played an important role in society.
These stories allow you to study and understand the worldview and beliefs of the
people of that time, to form an idea of the dominant system of government and the
real conditions of life?!.

The third paragraph of this chapter, entitled “Study of religious views in the
scientific and literary heritage of Abdurakhman Fahmi Marginani”, analyzes the
rich historical heritage of Fahmi Marginani.

The scientific and scholarly activity of the Sufi poet and historian
Abdurahmon Fahmi (1842-1899), who lived in Marghilan in the 19th century, has
not yet been studied by specialists. Abdurahman Fahmi Marginani left a rich
legacy throughout his life??.

The "divan" created during his lifetime is clearly written in black ink in the
nasta'lig script. In some parts of the Divan, comments in Persian are given in the
margins. This work covers issues of religion and education, topics such as
morality, divine love, purification of the soul, prayer, human qualities.?® The Divan
consists of 673 pages and is well preserved. The first page says “Kitab Mullah
Abdurakhman, who died under the pseudonym Fahmi”. The cover reads: “Written
in 1898 and finished. Mullah Abdurakhman Kurbon ogly. He died in the month of
Ramadan 1899 AD. "Divan" also includes a story about Yusuf and Zulaikha
written by Fahmi.

Fahmi’s “Divan” includes more than 11 thousand half-verses and contains a
detailed preface, 454 ghazals from classical genres - kita, mukhammasy, tarjeband,
masnavi, rubai and tuyuk, as well as the story &) s a5 “Yusuf and Zulaikha” .24
In the “Divan” there is a masnavi called Qbis Cis (O je i 23 “Tarifi Marginon
jannat nishon”, it consists of seventy-five bayts - one hundred and fifty lines with a
description of Marghilan and information about some mazars in it, as well as some
information about the poet himself. This masnavi describes the wonderful qualities

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of the inhabitants of Marghilan, including their commitment to prayer, fasting and
mercy. Abdurakhman Fahmi tried to reveal the national character of the inhabitants
of Marghilan, their beliefs, worldview, thinking and moral qualities.

It is clear from Fahmi's masnavi that the historical conditions, political system
and socio-economic changes that occurred after the invasion of Tsarist Russia did
not affect the national character of the Marghilan people, especially their faith in
Islam. Consequently, some features of the national character are relatively stable
and do not lose their qualities even in new social conditions; they served to transfer
national experience and heritage to the next generations, as well as to assimilate
the material and spiritual heritage of their ancestors.

In the third chapter of the dissertation, entitled **Hagiographic sources
created in the environment of Marghilan”, is devoted to the most cherished and
beloved among the peoples of the East —stis manokibs - hagiographic sources?.

The first paragraph of this chapter is entitled "Analysis of hagiographic works
created in Marghilan in the second half of the 19th - early 20th centuries™. In this
section, such hagiographic works are considered as ake¥) & e e "Hansul Azam
Manokyby", «ilia 4xi ) 0 "Bibi Roby Manokyby", Jdae 4a 6& élis "Khoja Attor”,
4L o »d "Shadjaranoma”, which contain information about socio- economic,
political and spiritual life of society.

Hagiographic works consist not only of the family histories of the sheikhs, but
also include other information that is not found in other sources.?® célia Zal )
"Bibi Robi'a manokibi" tells the life story of a Sufi woman, Bibi Robi'a.?’

Jtae 4s 8 dlie "Manokibi Khoja Attor", written by Roji Marginani, tells the
story of a saint named Muhammad Aminkhoja, known as Khoja Attor, who lived
in Marghilan in the late 19th and early 20th centuries.?®

Due to his high respect for the descendants of Gavsul Azam, who lived in
Marghilan, Roji Marginani also wrote another hagiographic work called
“Manokibi Gavsul Azam”, consisting of 3 parts and 280 half-verses. Later, this
tradition of writing manoqibs was also practiced by other Marghilan scholars.
Other prominent representatives of the cultural environment of Marghilan, Mullah
Umarjon Makhdum? and Golib Marghilani,*® also wrote ahell i (il
“Manokibi Gavsul Azam”.

Golib Marghilani writes in his hagiographic work Jess “Mash'al”: “The
reason for writing this book was the prayers of Sayyid Bahodirkhan Tur, one of the

great descendants of Hazrat Gavsul Azam, and the promise given to him”.%!

The scientific significance of the work of Mirsayyid Muhammad Alikhoja
Marghilani 4<b o >3 “Shajaranoma” is not only that it covers the history of the
house of Sayyids in Marghilan.®? This hagiographic work describes the historical
aspects of medieval historical processes in the Ferghana Valley, including the
history of shrines such as Shah Mansur (V111 century), Sheikh Zunun (XI century),
Hazrat Suriani (XII century), Nasirruddin Marginani, Ashik Yusuf (XIX century).
This hagiographic work is also important in the study of historical events
associated with the penetration of Islam into the Ferghana Valley.

The second paragraph of this chapter, entitled “Scientific and practical value
of the hagiographic work “Ravzat ul ansob” in the study of the Islamic history of
the region”, examines the hagiographic works dedicated to the famous Marghilan
scholar Sheikhul-Islam Sayyid Valikhan Ture (1812-1889). The manuscripts of
L) 4, “Ravzat ul ansab” were hidden until the 1980s. Valikhan Tura's
grandson, Kilichkhon Muzzafarkhanov (1892-1965), played an important role in
the preservation of the manuscripts.®® During the research, three copies of the
manuscript "Ravzat ul ansab" were identified.®*

Two of them are prose, and the third manuscript is written in verse. The
manuscript consists of 62 pages, and this hagiographic work was copied at the end
of the 19th century in Old Uzbek in Arabic script.®® They make available
information about the life and noble qualities of the saints who lived in Marghilan,
and also provide interesting evidence about the lifestyle and customs of the
inhabitants of the city.

The third paragraph of the third chapter, entitled “Scientific analysis of the
stories of Abdukayum Vahmi Marginani”, deals with the hagiographic works of
Vakhmiy Marginani, who lived in the second half of the 19th century. His works
include:

1. Lyric works (ghazals, muhammas, prayers, quatrains, fards).

At present, the only manuscript containing the poems of Abdukayum Vakhmi
has been discovered. The manuscript with verses by Vahmi Marginani is kept in
the house of Alimov Muhammadjon, born in 1949, a resident of the Sufilar
mahalla in the village of Suzak, Shakhrikhan district, Andijan region.

Manuscript size. 15x27 cm. The manuscript consists of 224 pages (448
pages). The manuscript includes the works of Fariduddin Attar, Abdulhak Dehlavi
and the rubaiyat of Hafiz Sherazi in Persian and Tajik, as well as the poems of
Wahmi in Uzbek, Persian and Tajik, including 6 muhammas, 2 munodjats and 22
ghazals. 2. "Haft ghazzat" story. The epic of Abdukayum Vakhmi "Haft ghazzat"
has not come down to us in full. The surviving passage contains an interesting
description of the battle between the son-in-law of the Prophet, Hazrat Ali, and the
Dragon.3.

It was copied in
black and red ink in Turkic in 1267 AH. In addition to the “Tale of the Battles of
Sayyid Jafar Ghazi,” the manuscript includes 20 ghazals, several quatrains, and 14
munajats of the epic. “The legend of the battles of Sayyid Jafar Ghazi” plays an
important role in the legacy of Vahmi Marginani. Two complete copies of this
military work have been preserved. Large manuscript, about 16,000 lines.

The hagiographic work “The Legend of the Battles of Sayyid Jafar Ghazi” is
written in the spirit of Eastern values and teachings, and much can be said about
the features and qualities of the work. In fact, the author mastered in his work the
experience of folk epos and written literature. The poet's observation, combined
with historical truth and the spirit of the folk image, the work acquired an attractive
spirit.

The works of Abdukayum Vahmi Marginani contain information about the
socio-cultural processes that took place at that time, about the lives of many
historical figures and are important sources in the study of the history of Islam in
Central Asia.

The fourth chapter of the dissertation “Religious and educational heritage
of the Marghilan ulama in the second half of the 19th century at the beginning
of the 20th century” examines the legacy of scientists who worked in Marghilan
in the second half of the 19th - early 20th centuries.

The first paragraph of this chapter, entitled “Advancement of Religious and
Enlightenment Sciences in the Legacy of Abdukadyr Makhdum Nozik”, refers to
the legacy of Abdulkadir Makhdum (1856-1914), the famous calligrapher, gaziy
and historian Nozik, who lived in the village of Kubo, Marghilan district at the
beginning of the 20th century.

Significant socio-political changes that took place in Turkestan in the second
half of the 19th - early 20th centuries were reflected in the work of poets who lived
and worked in Marghilan and its environs, including the poetry of Abdukadyr
Makhdum Nozik. In his poems, Nozik complained about the depreciation of
religious culture during the invasion of tsarism, about the detrimental
consequences of unbelief, and called on his contemporaries to be educated and
wise.3®

This literary heritage of Abdukadyr Makhdum Nozik acquired a social and
moral meaning. His &b ol clald jadl “Ash’aori talimot adab Nozik”, firstly,
increased the interest of Muslims in the education of their children, and secondly,
formed love for the teacher in the hearts of parents. This work greatly influenced
the development of self-education. Although the “Divan” of Abdukadyr Makhdum
Nozik was dominated by religious and mystical ideas, it also reflects many social
problems of that time.*’

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His “Divan” includes more than 4,000 half-verses and a preface, gazelles,
mukhammas, tarzheband, masnavi, rubai and tuyuk, stories, marsiya, translations
and the poem “Gulnoma” from classical genres. Abdukadyr Nozik describes more
than 50 colors in his epic <K “Gulnoma” and compares each of them with human
behavior.® "Gulnoma" has become one of the most important textbooks on Islamic
education. The works of Abdukadyr Makhdum Nozik, written in Arabic, Persian
and Turkic, are valuable as a rare and priceless treasure of our people.

The second paragraph of this chapter, entitled “Classification of the works of
Foziljon Makhdum Marghilani as a religious hagiographic source”, examines the
legacy of one of the scientists who lived and worked at the end of the 19th and the
first half of the 20th century, jurist and writer Faziljon Makhdum Fazli Marghilani.

At one time, Fazli Marghilani occupied a leading position among the
scientists of the Fergana Valley as an expert in Shariah and a virtuous sheikh, he
made an invaluable contribution to the formation of the spirituality of the local
population, the wider dissemination of the noble ideas and moral principles of
Islam.® In particular, as a legal scholar, he played an important role in the practical
application of the rules of the Hanafi School in the region.*

One of the greatest achievements of Faziljon Makhdum was the creation of a
number of scientific and theological works. Many of his works on tafsir, history,
literature, ethics and translation are remarkable as treasures of our spiritual
heritage. Many of his poetic works under the pseudonym "Fazli" contain
invaluable advice that encourages people to do good.

Among the works of Faziljon Makhdum Marghilani are the following:

1. Interpretation of the last part of the Qur'an, it explains the thirtieth chapter
of the Qur'an and Surah Mulk.2. Translation of “Nazmul Aqid” by Badul Amal,
which includes comments on the works of the scholars of Ahl al-Sunna wa'l-
Jamaa, Usman al-Oshi.3. "Fazli's Admonition™ - a review of about fifty wisdoms
and instructions on various general problems of social life.4. Special pamphlet on
the rule to draw beautiful conclusions from the verses of the Qur'an. It speaks of
the pious quality of acting in accordance with the meaning of the Qur'anic verses.5.
The work 251 sall 7 »& e 3534l =% “Fathul Vadud ala Sharhil Mavlud”.

6. Several poems written under the pseudonym Fazli.All of these works,
discovered during the study, are in handwritten form and not grouped, they are
kept in the hands of different people. All these works are written in the Turkic
language.

The study of the life and scientific heritage of Faziljon Makhdum Marghilani
leaves no doubt that the activities of Marghilan scientists will serve as an excellent
example for today's generation. It is gratifying that Marghilan scientists were able
to patiently and steadfastly withstand the hardships and trials that fell to their lot

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and overcome them with honor. That is why their sacred name is preserved today,
and the modern generation looks to them as an example for themselves.

The third paragraph of this chapter, entitled “Scientific and practical
significance of the study of religious hagiographic sources”, explores the specifics
of the heritage of Marghilan scientists.

Scientists of Marghilan in the second half of the 19th - early 20th centuries
sought to convey their religious skills to the people through poetry.

The study of this poetic heritage focused mainly on the artistic aspects of the
works. However, with the help of a poetic form, Marghilan scientists wanted to
convey their ideas and instructions. For this reason, this heritage is an important
research topic not only for literary critics, but also for the study of history, Islamic
studies, theology, cultural studies, sociology, musicology, and folklore.

As Polatjon Kayumov noted, "the absence of an artistic word turned into a set
of dry general words".*> Almost all theologians in the Marghilan madrasas were
poets and wrote equally in Uzbek and Tajik. In a letter to Pulatjon Kayumov,
Mufazzal Makhsum Marghilani noted that their love for poetry was more than
poetry.*3

At the end of the fourth chapter, it is said that this study revealed information
about almost a hundred scientists who lived and worked in Marghilan in the
second half of the 19th - early 20th centuries. Their lives and scientific activities
today are a classic example of knowledge, piety, humility and modesty, an
example of the biographies of people who have dedicated themselves to the service
of Islam. Today we must remember the names of these great sons of Marghilan,
collect facts about their lives, study the rich scientific and spiritual heritage that
they left behind, and pass it on to our people.

CONCLUSION

As a result of the study of the doctoral dissertation on the topic “Studying the
religious and hagiographic sources of Marghilan in the second half of the 19th -
early 20th centuries”, the following conclusions were made:

1. As a result of the political and economic changes that occurred after the
conquest of the Kokand Khanate by Tsarist Russia, Marghilan became one of the
largest cities in Turkestan, the center of spiritual and scientific life.

2. Marghilan scientists in the second half of the 19th and the first half of the
20th century experienced a period of historical change, when the Kokand Khanate
was conquered by tsarist Russia, and the Soviet government, built on the policy of
atheism, brought socio-political, spiritual and moral chaos to the region. However,
social disintegration under the influence of external circumstances did not affect

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the activities of Marghilan scientists, who devoted their entire lives to serving
religion and the people, striving to flawlessly fulfill their enormous social mission.

3. “Old Marghilan”, located next to the city of “New Marghilan”, which was
built on the basis of European traditions, functioned as a city that retained its
centuries-old national values, but the issue of the economic and cultural life of the
city still remains insufficiently comprehensive and systematically studied. In
connection with the revolutionary changes of 1917, the religious environment of
Marghilan under the communist regime was criticized, so this topic was ignored by
experts as an object of study until independence.

4. The city of “New Marghilan”, founded by Tsarist Russia, served as the
administrative center of the military governor-general of the Fergana region, and
“Old Marghilan” served as the religious center of the Fergana Valley and a refuge
for scholars of all Islamic disciplines.

5. In the second half of the 19th century, at the beginning of the 20th century,
Margilan was noted as a city that carefully preserved its national values, studied in
historical and source terms.

6. In the second half of the 19th century, by the beginning of the 20th century,
Margilan was one of the capital cities of the Ferghana Valley. A stable religious
and spiritual environment here served not only as an important factor in the
residence of many Sharia scholars and mature mystics, but also in the hagiographic
works associated with them in the series Ravzat-ul Ansab, Manokibi Gavsul
Azam, Mash'al, Nasabnoma, "Shajaranoma” also caused the creation.

7. The second half of the 19th century and the beginning of the 20th century,
in the hagiographic works of Vahmi and Fakhmi, created in Margilan, various
social events experienced by our people in the recent past, the worldview of the
people of that time, customs and traditions are described in a peculiar way. These
hagiographic works contain history, ethics, ethics, geographical and various
information about people.

8. The history and lamentations created by Roji, Nozik, Bekiy in the cultural
environment of Margilan need to be studied not only as a literary genre, but also as
a historical source. Since these marsia and stories not only reflect the socio-cultural
processes of that time, religious and moral knowledge, the spiritual and intellectual
level of the population, but also because they contain information about the lives of
many historical figures, they acquire an important initial value. research.9. The role
and significance of the scientific heritage of scientists who worked in Marghilan in
the second half of the 19th - early 20th centuries lies in the fact that their works tell
about the life and work of many historical figures who lived in this environment
and played an important role in society. The study of this heritage not only helps to
imagine their features, but also allows you to understand the worldview of the
people of that period, their attitude to the dominant system of power and the real
conditions of life.

10. Understanding the inevitability of the decline of Islamic culture, which
has been developing in Turkestan for hundreds of years, the scientists of Marghilan
were able to ensure the preservation and transfer of their knowledge to future
generations of scientists.
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11. The conviction of Marghilan scientists that if human development is not
carried out on the basis of Islamic morality, then atheism will lead to all kinds of
evil, and that Islam is the source of all good and human deeds, is still relevant
today. In their works, the idea is that Islam plays an important role in preventing
regional wars, economic crises and environmental tragedies in the world.

12. The works of scientists who lived in Marghilan at the end of the 19th - the
first half of the 20th century, which relate to visiting holy places, can be useful not
only in studying the history of Islam, but also in the development of modern
pilgrimage tourism.

Based on the findings, the following recommendations were made:

1. The materials of the dissertation can be usefully used for teaching special
courses on the history of Islam in Central Asia and creating teaching aids in the
specialty "History™.

3. Compile a catalog of sources, periodicals, documents of the works of
Margilan scientists based on research materials together with the International
Islamic Academy of Uzbekistan, the Center for Islamic Civilization, the Academy
of Sciences, the Imam Bukhari International Research Center, print facsimile
copies of manuscripts.

4. The State Museum of History and Culture of the Ferghana Region, the
Margilon City Museum of Local History and Local Lore can organize special
exhibitions and expositions based on the works and personal archives of Margilon
scientists.

5. Creation by the National Television and Radio Company of Uzbekistan and
the National Agency "Uzbekkino™ of feature films and documentaries about the
exemplary life and work of Margilan scientists with the help of memories
associated with the memories of Margilan scientists.

6. The Ministry of Tourism and Sports should develop tourist destinations for
shrines associated with the names of the allams of Margilan, and create special
booklets and works for tourists.
