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INTRODUCTION (abstract of DSc dissertation)

The actuality and relevance of the dissertation theme. In the world, the
application of transparent mechanisms of processes related to public approval and
state accountability (responsibility) to the parliament as important areas of
government organization and evaluation of its performance is becoming increasingly
important. In particular, today, the functioning of a compact government in public
administration in developed democracies, that one of the main tasks of the
Government is the transition from administrative management of the society to the
provision of targeted public services, the effective use of information
communication technologies in the activities of State authorities and its structural
structures, the gradual development of a system for the introduction of fast and high-
quality public services by further reducing the human factor through the transition
from the system «E-Government» to «Digital Government», as well as introduction
of specific mechanisms related to constitutional and legal responsibility of the
Cabinet of Ministers into our national legislation and practice of public
administration.

In the world, research is being carried out to improve its constitutional and legal
framework with a view to more effective organizational and legal organization of
State activities. In this regard, particular attention is paid to defining the independent
role and place of the Government in the system of state power, identifying alternative
forms of government formation and recommending the candidate of Prime-Minister
to the Parliament, to introduce effective mechanisms for the work of this body to
influence the life of society and the State, to shape the activities of the Government
more effectively, using democratic, non-objective forms and methods, acceptable to
the public in the provision of public services, setting clear limits on the powers of
the Government in its interaction with Parliament, the President and the judiciary, in
addition, by defining the precise scope of the Government’s law-making activities,
conducting research to improve the constitutional and legal framework for
Government accountability to Parliament and conducting political accountability
procedures.

In the process of socio-political and administrative-legal reforms in our
country, program measures aimed at achieving high efficiency through the new
organization of the government, the further development of procedures related to its
accountability to Parliament and the public, and ensuring effective implementation
of their decisions are being implemented. Important tasks such as: «Development
and implementation of a comprehensive program of measures to optimize and
improve the activities of the Government and its member ministries and
departments, increase the effectiveness of work, enhance personal responsibility and
accountability of management» and «Strengthening the responsibility and
accountability of public administration bodies in solving territorial issues on the
basis of the principle «The State - for people» and creation of a new system aimed
at planning their strategic directions, as well as the transformation of the activity of
the state administration bodies on the basis of the principle of «directing them to the
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service of citizens» have been identified. This means reducing the executive bodies
that overlap each other’s powers, broadly introducing the collective responsibility of
the Cabinet of Ministers and the individual responsibility of the heads of the
ministries and state committees that make it up, establishment of procedures and
mechanisms for the constant accountability of executive bodies to society, the
establishment of the consent of the population as a clear criterion for evaluating the
activity of the government shows the necessity in scientific research of systems of
transformation of state administration activity from «administrative management to
public service (service)».

This dissertation contributes to a certain extent to the implementation of the
tasks set out in the Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan, the Constitutional
Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan «On strengthening the role of political parties in
the renewal and further democratization of state administration and modernization
of the country», in the laws «On the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan», «On the Rules of the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the
Republic of Uzbekistan», «On Parliamentary Control», «On State Power on Local
Areasy, in the Decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated January
28, 2022 Ne-60 «On the Strategy of Development of New Uzbekistan for 2022-
2026», «On approval of the Regulation of the Cabinet of the Ministers of the
Republic of Uzbekistany» in accordance with the decision of the Cabinet of Ministers
of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated March 22, 2019 No242 and other normative
legal documents related to the sphere.

Compliance of the study with the priorities of development of science and
technology of the republic. The study was prepared within the framework of such
priority areas of scientific development as "l.

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The object of the research are social and legal relationships associated with
the improvement of organizational and legal issues of the Cabinet of Ministers of
the Republic of Uzbekistan.

The subject of the research is the organizational and legal aspects of the
activity of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan, the legislative
documents regulating these activities, the practice of their application, legislation
and experience of foreign countries, the current conceptual approach in legal
science, scientific-theoretical views and legal categories, as well as legislative
documents governing these relations, issues related to improvement.

Research methods. Such methods of research as system and functional
analysis of scientific knowledge, observation, historicity, analysis and synthesis,
induction and deduction, logic, comparative legal analysis, statistics were used in
the study.

The scientific novelty of the study is as follows:

the procedure for the election and appointment of the head of government, as
well as the expression of vote of no confidence in him, is determined by a majority
vote of the houses of parliament;

When considering and approving a candidate for the position of a member of
the Cabinet of Ministers, Parliament proceeds from the need to present an "activity
program”, which provides legal, economic, social, organizational and technical
measures to achieve the targets, calculated for the future;

The mechanism of the implementation by the Cabinet of Ministers of its powers
on the day of the first meeting of the newly formed Senate is based on the procedure
of the Prime Minister's written appeal to the chambers of Parliament;

Based on the results of the work of the body of state administration headed by
some members of the Cabinet of Ministers, the introduction of the right of the
chambers of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan to make a proposal to the
head of state regarding his resignation is justified;

In order to ensure transparency and accountability as the basic principles of
government activity, the Cabinet of Ministers considered the recommendations and
proposals of committees and commissions of the chambers of Parliament on the
activities of the Government, took action on them, introduced a procedure for
informing the parliamentary committees and commissions of the results;

It was substantiated that the activities of the Cabinet of Ministers in the
development of information technology can be implemented by creating an "e-
government" system and its implementation in such areas as the development of the
digital economy.

The practical results of the study are as follows:

A draft oath of office for the Prime Minister of the Republic of Uzbekistan and
members of the Cabinet of Ministers was developed at the session of the Legislative
Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan;

Developed requirements and criteria that candidates for the post of Prime
Minister and a member of the Cabinet of Ministers must be citizens of the Republic
of Uzbekistan, as well as know the state language and have higher education;
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Presented the procedure for the functions of the First Deputy and Deputy Prime
Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan by the Minister and the Chairman of the
State Committee, as well as the leadership of other state bodies;

Recommendations have been given on the implementation by the Cabinet of
Ministers of the unified state legal policy in the country, coordination of activities
of state bodies and organizations in the implementation of laws and other normative
legal documents, implementation of methodological guidance in this direction;

The order of protocol at the meeting of the Cabinet of Ministers has been
developed and the documents adopted on the issues under consideration should be
in the form of decisions;

Proposals were made to adopt Cabinet of Ministers documents protected by a
separate law and containing information constituting state secrets, in the form of an
order and not to require their publication in official sources and the media;

The procedure for adopting normative legal documents in the form of
resolutions and orders of ministers and chairmen of state committees has been
developed;

Article 31, part 3 of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On Sanitary and
Epidemiological Calm of the Population” states that the Cabinet of Ministers may
introduce restrictive measures (quarantine) even without the introduction of a state
of emergency in the country or its specific territorial unit;

according to the report of the parliamentary investigation, the procedure for
passing a vote of no confidence in the head of government was presented by the
deputies of the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of
Uzbekistan;

According to article 103 of the Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan and
article 2 of the Law "On fundamentals of local government”, if there are relevant
reasons for dishonest execution of duties imposed on him, as well as if deputies have
legitimate objections to the report on budget execution submitted by him, a vote of
no confidence was given.

Reliability of research results. Reliability of research results, methods used
in the work, theoretical and scientific conclusions used in the framework of
international scientific bases (https://www.scholar.google.com,
https://www.jstor.org, https://www.sciencedirect.com, https://www.proquest.com,
https://heinonline.org) and formed on the basis of reliable information from other
official sources. Some of the proposals made in the course of the study have been
implemented in practice, and this has been confirmed by the relevant authorities.
The results of the study were published in leading national as well as foreign
publications.

Scientific and practical significance of the results of the study. The scientific
significance of the research is expressed in the possibility of using scientific-
theoretical conclusions, practical proposals and recommendations in scientific
activity, in activity of the Cabinet of Ministers, legislative process, law enforcement
practice, in the analysis of legal norms on improvement of activity of the Cabinet of
Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan, in improvement of the national legislation
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and enrichment of scientific-theoretical modules such as "Theory of state and law",
"Constitutional law of the Republic of Uzbekistan", "Administrative law",
"Parliamentary law", "Comparative constitutional law" as well as in the designing
textbooks, monographs, teaching material, etc.

The practical significance of thesis results resides in the fact that their
implementation serves to improve legislation related to the activities of the Cabinet
of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan, to improve implementation mechanisms
of a number of laws and legislative acts adopted in recent years in the further
democratization of public administration, to expand knowledge about the role of
modern authorities in the system of public authorities, raising legal consciousness
and legal culture of citizens.

Implementation of the results of the study.

Based on the scientific results on improving the organizational and legal issues
of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan:

Proposals regarding the procedure of election and appointment of the head of
the government, as well as expression of vote of no confidence in him by the
majority vote of the chambers of parliament are reflected in the Law of the Republic
of Uzbekistan "On the Cabinet of Ministers". (Part 5, Art. 6) (Legislative Chamber
of the Oliy Majlis, Democratic Appeal No. 04/10-10-108 of 8 June 2022 of the
Committee of institutions, non-governmental organizations and citizens' self-
government bodies). Consideration of this proposal served to extend the right to re-
nominate the Prime Minister in case of non-approval by the Chambers of Parliament;

When the Parliament considers and approves a candidate for the Cabinet of
Ministers, proposals are made for him to submit a plan of action (“program of
measures"), which provides legal, economic, social, organizational and technical
measures to achieve the planned targets for the future™ (Article 6, part 8). (Report of
the Committee on Democratic Institutions, Non-Governmental Organizations and
Citizens' Self-Governance Bodies of the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of
the Republic of Uzbekistan, 8 June 2022, No. 04/10-10-108). This proposal served
to ensure the responsibility and accountability of members of government to
parliament;

The proposal for the Cabinet of Ministers to resign from its powers on the day
of the first meeting of the newly formed Senate by means of a written address by the
Prime Minister to the chambers of Parliament is reflected in the Law of the Republic
of Uzbekistan "On the Cabinet of Ministers" (article 6, part 16) (Uzbekistan, address
of the Legislative Chamber Committee on Democratic Institutions, Public
Organizations and Local Authorities of the Oliy Majlis, 8 June 2022, Ne 04/10-10-
108). Consideration of this proposal made it possible to preserve the current
government until a new Prime Minister and members of the government are formed
after the formation of new parliamentary chambers;

Suggestions that the Cabinet of Ministers of the Chambers of the Oliy Majlis
of the Republic of Uzbekistan may hear information from certain members of the
state administration body they lead and, if necessary, submit a proposal for its
dismissal to the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan are reflected in the Law "On
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the Cabinet of Ministers” (Article 38, part 5). (Report of the Committee on
Democratic Institutions, Non-Governmental Organizations and Citizens' Self-
Governance Bodies of the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic
of Uzbekistan, 8 June 2022, No. 04/10-10-108). Consideration of this proposal
served to increase the accountability and responsibility of members of the
government to the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of
Uzbekistan;

The Cabinet of Ministers shall consider recommendations and proposals of
committees and commissions of the chambers of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of
Uzbekistan on the activities of the Government of the Republic of Uzbekistan, and
take appropriate action on them. Proposals for the Cabinet of Ministers to consider
the recommendations and proposals of committees and commissions of the
chambers of Parliament on government activities, and the introduction of procedures
for taking measures and informing the committees and commissions of Parliament
on the results in an agreed time frame reflected in the Law of the Republic of
Uzbekistan "On the Cabinet of Ministers” (Article 38, part 9) (Report of the
Committee on Democratic Institutions, Non-Governmental Organizations and
Citizens' Self-Governance Bodies of the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of
the Republic of Uzbekistan, 8 June 2022, No. 04/10-10-108). The consideration of
this proposal served to empower parliamentary bodies, which is expressed in the
determination of the respective priorities with respect to government-related issues;

Proposals to create the necessary conditions for the formation of an information
society, the development of the digital economy, the introduction of e-government,
the establishment of effective interaction between the public, business and
government are reflected in the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On the Cabinet
of Ministers" (paragraph 3 of Article 17). (Reference No. 12-15-12 of October 28,
2022, Department of Legal Support of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan). Consideration of this proposal served the implementation of the "e-
government" system, as well as ensuring the rights and interests of citizens in public
life through the prompt service of government agencies.

Approbation of the results of the study. The results of this study were
discussed at two international, three national scientific and practical conferences and
roundtable sessions, as well as published and approbated in five scientific
collections.

Publication of research results. Total 25 scientific works on the subject of the
thesis, including one monograph and 23 articles (15 of which were published in the
journals registered by the Higher Attestation Commission of the Republic of
Uzbekistan).

Structure and volume of the dissertation. The thesis consists of an
introduction, four chapters containing twelve points, a conclusion, and a list of used
literature. The volume of work is 254 pages.
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MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

The introduction of the thesis covers the relevance and necessity of the
research topic, its compliance with the main priorities of the development of national
science and technology, review of foreign scientific research on the topic, the degree
of study of the problem, goals and objectives, object, subject, methods, scientific
novelty, practical results, introduction of results, justification, volume and structure
of the thesis.

The first chapter of the dissertation is entitled ""General description and
scientific-theoretical foundations of the activity of the Cabinet of Ministers of
the Republic of Uzbekistan, it covers the concept of government, the Cabinet of
Ministers, its structure, the legal basis and stages of development of relations
concerning the activities of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan,
the role and status of the government in the system of public authorities, the legal
foundations of government formation, the liability of the government and its
activities in developed democracies.

After gaining political independence, Uzbekistan formed its own bodies of state
power, and the Cabinet of Ministers was established as a structure representing the
executive power. From the first years of independence to the present, the researcher
analyzes the stages of development of this branch of government into 4 important
stages.

The researcher tried to reveal the essence of organizational and legal reforms
carried out by stages of distribution from the last years of the former Soviet Union
to 1992, when the Constitution of the independent Republic of Uzbekistan was
adopted as the first stage, the second stage - from 1992 to 2003 and from 2003 to
2019 as the third stage and 2019, showing the period after December as the final
fourth stage.

According to the theoretical analysis of the legal basis of executive power’s
activities until the moment of the proclamation of Uzbekistan as a sovereign republic
and for the years after independence, the researcher infers that the following
important processes have taken place, i.e.: (1) the implementation of active actions
on the transition of Uzbekistan to a new form of public administration even in the
pre-Independence period; (2) the fact that the Institute of the President as the head
of the executive power was one of the first to be established in the CIS countries in
1990; (3) the transformation of the Soviet of independent ministries as an executive
structure into a Cabinet of Ministers under the president through its annexation with
the presidential administration; (4) the establishment of the post of vice president
and the termination of this position in a short period of time; (5) with the adoption
of the Constitution, the principle of distribution of state power is reflected in the
main document and definition of the first legal framework of the Cabinet of
Ministers; (6) that the executive power was under the direct leadership of the
president for more than the first 10 years; (7) abolishing the rule that the president
Is the chairman of the Cabinet of Ministers; (8) abolishing the rule that the president
Is the head of the executive branch; (9) creating legal justification for directly
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appointing the leadership of the Cabinet of Ministers to the Prime Minister; (10) the
nomination of a candidate for Prime Minister by the party that won the election, or
by parties with an equal number of seats, and the determination of the procedure for
his resignation; (11) a detailed definition of the procedures, duties and functions of
the Cabinet of Ministers in the Constitution and in a recently revised special law.

The researcher analyzed the state’s role and importance in the system of state
authorities, based on the study of the nature of its relationship with the President, the
highest representative body of the Oliy Majlis and the judiciary, and stressed that
the importance of state activity is crucial to the effective organization of
government’s all branches.

First of all, by studying the opinions and scientific analyses of such scientists
as Y.Tikhomirov, D.Kovachev, V.Chirkin, S.Andras, N.Gorshkov, L.Kalinina,
A.Rakhmonov, R.Khakimov on the concept of executive power, and based on the
scope and scale of democratic reforms, the requirements that citizens' satisfaction is
the main criterion for the activity of each state body, the research work defines the
author's definition that the executive power is an independent branch of state power
that directs the effective activity of all spheres of state and public life at the central
and local level, ensures the execution of laws and presidential decrees, adopts
normative legal documents for the purpose of ensuring this execution, possesses
means of enforcement and expresses the right, freedoms, and interests of citizens in
its activity. At the same time, the thesis emphasizes that ensuring human rights and
freedoms in the activities of the executive power is a priority.

Also in studying the opinions of K. Belsky, R. Aslanian, L. Kalinina, M.
Akhmedshaeva, A. Rakhmanov, who investigated the differences and similarities
between the category of "public administration™ and the concept of "executive power", it
Is emphasized that the concept of management applies not only to the executive, but also
to all branches of state power, and that this phenomenon is characteristic of judicial
activity, supervision, control, and also emphasizes that state power must be manageable
to ensure all its activities exist.

The researcher summarizing the opinions and comments of M. Chudakov, R.
Yengibaryan, E. Tadevosyan, L. Entin regarding the central body of executive power and
the opinions of D. Vygolovsky, R. Aslanyan, R. Khakimov concerning the law
enforcement and public policy of the government, developed the following authorial
definition to the concept of the Cabinet of Ministers: the Cabinet of Ministers —the central
collegial body of executive power, which governs the effective functioning of all spheres
of state and society, the implementation of laws, decisions and orders of Oliy Majlis and
the head of state, adopts normative legal acts to ensure this implementation, where the
rights, freedoms and interests of citizens are expressed.

Also in the study, in accordance with the analysis of theoretical and legal bases, the
following attributes are given that define the status of the Cabinet of Ministers: (1)
determination of the legal status based on the decision and legislation of the highest state
bodies; (2) management, supervision and control of the activities subordinate executive
bodies of the government; (3) Coverage of almost all spheres and branches of public life
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by State activities; (4) to finance its activities at the expense of the state budget; (5)
perform the tasks assigned to it on the basis of the authority of state power and have the
instruments of enforcement; (6) take decisions in the form of normative legal acts, which,
according to the current legislation, must be fulfilled.

Analyzing the constitutional and legal framework of foreign countries, the
researcher emphasizes that the formation of government can be done in "parliamentary"
and "non-parliamentary" ways. Agreeing with the view that the "parliamentary" method
of government formation is a characteristic feature of countries with parliamentary and
mixed government, he emphasizes that in this system the political party that receives a
majority of seats in elections to the lower house of parliament forms the head and
members of the government.

The researcher also notes that the decision of the President or the monarch to
appoint the head of government in the following processes has a "symbolic" meaning:
the determination of the head of government by Parliament and approval by the Federal
President of the Federal Republic of Germany (Article 63 of the main law) or
appointment by the monarch in Japan (Article 6 of the Constitution), in Portugal the
Prime Minister is appointed by the President of the Republic after consulting the political
parties in the Assembly of the Republic based on the election results (Article 187 of the
Constitution).

The researcher analyzes in comparative legal terms the legal basis of the fact that
the "non-parliamentary” method of forming a government is used in presidential
republics and some monarchical states in which the executive power belongs to the sultan
and he forms his members (Constitution of the Bruneian Sultanate, part 3 of article 4,
articles 56, 57 of the Basic Law of Saudi Arabia, articles 117, 118 of the Constitution of
Qatar), and in the presidential form of government — the head of state forms members
of the executive branch in accordance with his will and dismisses his officials, the non-
existence of the government as a single collegial body in the United States, Brazil, and
Mexico, and emphasizes that the process of forming the Government of the Republic of
Uzbekistan is typical of the parliamentary method.

The second chapter of the dissertation is called **Organizational and legal basis
of the activity of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan', which
addresses such issues as the order and basis of formation of the Cabinet of Ministers,
mechanisms for implementing its functions and powers, responsibilities and authority of
ministries and state committees within the government, process and procedure for
lawmaking as one of the most important areas of the Government of Uzbekistan.

The researcher considers the need to form a candidate for prime minister by voting
only by the lower house and not by both houses of parliament, and stresses that the reason
for this question of the candidacy of the Prime Minister depends on the results of
elections, in which the candidate is nominated by the political party that won the largest
number of seats in elections, or several political parties that received the same number of
seats, and treats it as a means of implementing party goals. Under the Senate law, the
upper house is formed based on territoriality. It has no party purpose. Therefore, it should
not be associated with party affiliation. It should be emphasized that the practice of
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forming the head of government only with the consent of the lower house of parliament
exists in the practice of the CIS (Russia, Kazakhstan) and far abroad (Poland).

Accordingly, it was proposed to strengthen the legal basis for the President to
appoint a candidate for the post of Prime Minister only by obtaining a majority vote
of the legislative chamber in the Constitution and legislation.

The researcher notes that, based on the practice of several countries, the prime
minister and members of the government must be citizens of Uzbekistan, possess
the state language, and have higher education, and emphasizes that it is essential to
be legislated in the law the order of taking the oath by members of the government
before taking the post, as it exists in the constitutional practice of Poland, Greece,
Kazakhstan, Azerbaijan, Austria, Germany and a number of developed countries.

Based on the Prime Minister's role in the political life of the country and his
position in the life of society, the text of his oath can be quoted as follows:

| do solemnly swear to make all efforts and mobilize my abilities to faithfully
serve the people of Uzbekistan, to strictly comply with the Constitution and laws of
the Republic, to ensure strict respect for the rights and freedoms of citizens in my
work, to faithfully perform the duties assigned to the Prime Minister of the Republic
of Uzbekistan, to implement the action program of the Cabinet of Ministers for the
near and long term.

The text of the oath of office of the Cabinet of Ministers’ Member, however,
can be quoted as approximately:

| do solemnly swear to make all efforts and mobilize my abilities to faithfully
serve the people of Uzbekistan, to strictly comply with the Constitution and laws of
the Republic, to ensure strict respect for the rights and freedoms of citizens in my
work, to faithfully perform the duties assigned to the member of the Cabinet of
Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan, implementation of the action plan, which
includes legal, economic, social, organizational and technical measures to achieve
prospective targets and objectives associated with the program of activities of the
Cabinet of Ministers.

The researcher through the analysis of national and foreign legal documents
and papers of M. Toporkova, who studied the powers of the government, emphasizes
the need to include legal grounds under the Constitution of the Republic of
Uzbekistan and the Law "On the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan"
that the First Deputy Prime Minister and Deputy Prime Ministers can be minister
and the chair of a state committee, and heads of other state bodies, as deputy prime
ministers have additional powers and perform the duties of ministers and heads of
other state administration bodies, even if they are not specified in the legislation.

During the analysis of the views and judgments of such scientists as M.
Akhmedshaeva, S. Sosnovsky, S. Dmitriev, Y. Sokolova, A. Nechkin who studied
the functions and powers of state power in legal science, the researcher pays special
attention to the fact that within its powers, the government primarily focuses on the
organization of the implementation of laws, coordination and control of the activities
of lower executive bodies, and in the world the scope of its powers to solve political
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issues and general problems of governance as a collegial body is much depends on
the form of government of a country, the nature of the political system of the country,
the proportionality of political forces and direct dependence on historical traditions
and customs.

In the research work the law, which mentions the basic powers of the Cabinet
of Ministers, does not reinforce its very significant powers related to the
implementation of legal policy. In fact, according to Article 98 of the Constitution,
one of the main objectives and powers of the Cabinet of Ministers is the
Implementation of measures to protect the rights and legitimate interests of citizens.

Also, the law enforcement mechanism cannot be performed without the legal
policy of the state. Accordingly, the author's own text was proposed based on the
need to include in the law "On the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan™ a new article 20%, known as "The authority of the Cabinet of Ministers
of the Republic of Uzbekistan in the field of legal policy".

The researcher put forward the author's own definition that the law-making
activity of the Cabinet of Ministers is the implementation of state administration and
executive power and implement the function of legal regulation and activities aimed
at creating law, which is carried out in accordance with the Constitution and legal
acts and in connection with their application.

According to the legislation, the form of a legal document in the form of a
protocol is not defined. However, according to the legal basis of government
activity, in practice the decisions of the Cabinet of Ministers are formalized in the
form of protocols. The study substantiated the fact that, in accordance with the
requirements of legislative technique, the procedure for filing a protocol in the
meetings of Cabinet of Ministers and registration of government decisions only in
the form of decisions should be established in the law "On the Cabinet of Ministers
of the Republic of Uzbekistan™ and in its regulations.

The researcher put forward a definition that the law-making activity of the Cabinet
of Ministers is an official activity aimed at the creation of law, which is carried out in
accordance with the Constitution and legal documents in order to fulfill the functions of
state management and executive powers, as well as in order to implement the regulatory
and legal regulation function.

In accordance with the legislation, the form of a legal document in the form of
a report is not defined. However, according to the legal basis of government activity,
in practice, the decisions of the Cabinet of Ministers are formalized in the form of
minutes. It was proposed in the research that according to the requirements of the
legislative technique, the procedure for keeping minutes at the meeting of the
Cabinet of Ministers and formalizing government normative documents only in the
form of resolutions should be defined in the Law “On the Cabinet of Ministers of
the Republic of Uzbekistan and its regulations.

The third chapter of the dissertation is entitled “Mechanisms of the interaction
of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan with the state authorities”,
which includes the interaction of the Cabinet of Ministers with the President of the
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Republic of Uzbekistan, as well as the cooperation of the government with the Oliy
Majlis on the process of law-making and accountability, in addition to the executive
nature of relations between the government and judicial authorities in several
directions is analyzed.

Analyzing the scientific-theoretical opinions and opinions of H. Metin and M.
Sinar, L. Lawrence and K. Sanstein, G. Brianlar, V. Chirkin, A. Shipanov, V.
Prokofev, D. Vygolovsky, E. Osavelyuk and M.Akhmedshaeva, according to the
authority defined in the constitution, the president is the head of the state, his main
task is to ensure the cooperation of all branches of government, and for this, as the
author emphasizes it is essential to have certain constitutional and legal powers in
relation to all branches of government.

Also, by analyzing the interaction of the president with the Cabinet of
Ministers, noting that these relations can be conditionally divided into three groups:
the first group, the rules defining the mutual cooperation of the president’s powers
to form the composition of the Cabinet of Ministers; to the second group, the basis
of the president’s activity regarding their cancellation and presiding over the
government meetings, in relation to the normative legal acts adopted by the
government during its activities; the third group includes the legal bases of the
president’s activity in the case of a vote of no confidence in the government or his
own decision-making regarding the dismissal of the government.

Furthermore, it was emphasized in the study that considering the provisions in
the legislation that government decisions must be agreed with the presidential
administration before they are signed by the Prime Minister and the minutes of the
meeting chaired by the Prime Minister, it is necessary to review these procedures
before signing government resolutions, because the government is an independent
branch of regulation that represents the executive power according to articles 11 and
98 of the constitution, and notes with the existence of relatively important powers,
the president has the right to cancel the legal documents of the central body of the
executive power according to article 93 of the constitution and article 35 of the
special law.

According to the analysis of the legal practice of foreign countries, in the
research work, it is stated that the rules defining the procedure and mechanisms of
expressing a vote of no confidence in the head of the Government by the Legislative
Chamber of the Oliy Majlis in accordance with the results of the parliamentary
control should be included in the Law “On Parliamentary Control of the Republic of
Uzbekistan”.

The author points out that the task of executing court decisions should be
carried out not by the prosecutor’s office, but by the executive authorities, which in
turn is in accordance with the principle of separation of powers, it is especially noted
that abroad, in particular, in Turkey, Azerbaijan, Armenia, Georgia, Italy and
Germany, the documents of the judicial bodies are implemented by the executive
authorities.

In the study, the laws “On investigation activities”, ““On internal affairs bodies”,
“On the state customs service”, “Regulation on the Ministry of Justice” and the
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provisions of the Criminal Procedural Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan were
analyzed, branch bodies of executive power perform the function of law enforcement
according to the essence of their organization and for this reason, due to their
inclusion in the ranks of law enforcement agencies, it is emphasized that there is a
need to further improve the mechanisms for complaints to the courts by persons who
are dissatisfied with the procedural actions of all types and stages of the inquiry and
preliminary investigation carried out by these agencies.

Analyzing the opinions of A. Azizkho‘jaev, E. Khojiev, D. Ovsyanko about the
central bodies of the executive power, the researcher brings the definition of
authorship to the ministry, state committee, agency, state inspectorate and
emphasizes that they should be reflected in the relevant legal documents.

Moreover, according to the study, regulatory government activity is not defined
in the Law “On the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan, and there
IS a need to adopt a separate law “On the System of Executive Power Bodies”,
reflecting the system and structure of executive authorities and the main directions
of the activities of these bodies, their different characteristics, strengthening the
system of central and regional bodies, their rights and obligations.

According to the process of administrative reforms that are being carried out
today and the established legal framework, now the legal practice regarding the
leadership of the local councils of the relevant regions by the hokims and the
determination that they are only the head of the executive body of the region, and in
the case of not fulfilling the duties assigned to them in good faith, there is a need to
reflect in the constitution and laws the principles defining the legal practice of
prosecution by a vote of no confidence by the deputies of the relevant region against
them.

The author, after researching the works of researchers such as N.Danilov,
AYurtaev, S.Sodikov, |.Malgasov, came to the conclusion that digitalization of
“Electronic Government” system into a single platform affected the provision of
electronic government services, the system of tax and levy management, control of
budget execution, identification of citizens through digital signatures and other areas,
which significantly reduced the administrative burden on businesses and residents, which
ensured that working with state bodies would be fast, efficient, convenient and cost-
effective.

The researcher put forward a definition that the law-making activity of the Cabinet
of Ministers is an official activity aimed at the creation of law, which is carried out in
accordance with the Constitution and legal documents in order to fulfill the functions of
state management and executive powers, as well as in order to implement the regulatory
and legal regulation function.
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In accordance with the legislation, the form of a legal document in the form of
a report is not defined. However, according to the legal basis of government activity,
in practice, the decisions of the Cabinet of Ministers are formalized in the form of
minutes. It was proposed in the research that according to the requirements of the
legislative technique, the procedure for keeping minutes at the meeting of the
Cabinet of Ministers and formalizing government normative documents only in the
form of resolutions should be defined in the Law “On the Cabinet of Ministers of
the Republic of Uzbekistan™ and its regulations.

The third chapter of the dissertation is entitled “Mechanisms of the
interaction of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan with the
state authorities”, which includes the interaction of the Cabinet of Ministers with
the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan, as well as the cooperation of the
government with the Oliy Majlis on the process of law-making and accountability,
in addition to the executive nature of relations between the government and judicial
authorities in several directions is analyzed.

Analyzing the scientific-theoretical opinions and opinions of H. Metin and M.
Sinar, L. Lawrence and K. Sanstein, G. Brianlar, V. Chirkin, A. Shipanov, V.
Prokofev, D. Vygolovsky, E. Osavelyuk and M.Akhmedshaeva, according to the
authority defined in the constitution, the president is the head of the state, his main
task is to ensure the cooperation of all branches of government, and for this, as the
author emphasizes it is essential to have certain constitutional and legal powers in
relation to all branches of government.

Also, by analyzing the interaction of the president with the Cabinet of
Ministers, noting that these relations can be conditionally divided into three groups:
the first group, the rules defining the mutual cooperation of the president’s powers
to form the composition of the Cabinet of Ministers; to the second group, the basis
of the president’s activity regarding their cancellation and presiding over the
government meetings, in relation to the normative legal acts adopted by the
government during its activities; the third group includes the legal bases of the
president’s activity in the case of a vote of no confidence in the government or his
own decision-making regarding the dismissal of the government.

Furthermore, it was emphasized in the study that considering the provisions in
the legislation that government decisions must be agreed with the presidential
administration before they are signed by the Prime Minister and the minutes of the
meeting chaired by the Prime Minister, it is necessary to review these procedures
before signing government resolutions, because the government is an independent
branch of regulation that represents the executive power according to articles 11 and
98 of the constitution, and notes with the existence of relatively important powers,
the president has the right to cancel the legal documents of the central body of the
executive power according to article 93 of the constitution and article 35 of the
special law.

According to the analysis of the legal practice of foreign countries, in the
research work, it is stated that the rules defining the procedure and mechanisms of
expressing a vote of no confidence in the head of the Government by the Legislative
Chamber of the Oliy Majlis in accordance with the results of the parliamentary
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control should be included in the Law “On Parliamentary Control of the Republic of
Uzbekistan”.

The author points out that the task of executing court decisions should be
carried out not by the prosecutor’s office, but by the executive authorities, which in
turn is in accordance with the principle of separation of powers, it is especially noted
that abroad, in particular, in Turkey, Azerbaijan, Armenia, Georgia, Italy and
Germany, the documents of the judicial bodies are implemented by the executive
authorities.

In the study, the laws “On investigation activities”, “On internal affairs bodies”,
“On the state customs service”, “Regulation on the Ministry of Justice” and the
provisions of the Criminal Procedural Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan were

budget execution, identification of citizens through digital signatures and other areas,
which significantly reduced the administrative burden on businesses and residents, which
ensured that working with state bodies would be fast, efficient, convenient and cost-
effective.

To date, 349 types of services are provided in Uzbekistan through the Unified
Portal of Interactive Public Services (my.gov.uz). This is 30% of the services
provided by the state. For this reason, it is justified to provide more public services
to citizens by further improving public administration through the transition from
"e-government" to "digital government".

According to the author, it is possible to increase the responsibility of the
government to the supreme representative body by improving the legal framework
that defines the criteria and grounds for parliament to express a vote of no confidence
in the constitution. In particular, in the case of permanent conflicts between the
Prime Minister and the Legislative Chamber, i.e., the lower chamber, the annual
report on the implementation of the State budget of the Republic of Uzbekistan is
not accepted, the Cabinet of Ministers shall submit to the Legislative Chamber of
the Oliy Majlis, and that the Chambers of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of
Uzbekistan shall not, at their sessions, adopt the social policy of the Prime Minister
in cases, for example, of hearing a report on any or urgent issues of economic
development in accordance with the law and its rejection in connection with serious
objections, according to a proposal officially submitted by deputies of the
Legislative Chamber to the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan, the need to
include in the legislation the grounds for including the issue of the vote of no
confidence in the Prime Minister shall be discussed at the joint session of the Oliy
Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan on the basis of necessity.

CONCLUSION

As a result of research work, the following scientific-theoretical and practical
conclusions were drawn:

I. Scientific and theoretical conclusions

1. The author's definition was introduced that the executive power is an
independent branch of state power that directs the effective activity of all spheres of
state and public life at central and local level, ensures execution of laws and
presidential decrees, adopts normative legal documents for the purpose of ensuring
this execution, possesses means of enforcement and expresses the right, freedoms,
and interests of citizens in its activity.

2. The author introduced the definition that constitutional and legal status of
the executive power is the order of formation of executive power established by the
Constitution and laws, defining its rights and powers, as well as regulating its
interaction with other state bodies, as well as the totality of constitutional and legal
norms related to accountability and responsibility.
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3. The author's definition was introduced that the Cabinet of Ministers — the
central collegial body of executive power, which governs the effective functioning of all
spheres of state and society, the implementation of laws, decisions and orders of Oliy
Majlis and the head of state, adopts normative legal acts to ensure this implementation,
where the rights, freedoms and interests of citizens are expressed.

4. As the author's definition, the law-making activity of the Cabinet of Ministers is
a formal activity aimed at the creation of law, which must be carried out in accordance
with the Constitution and legislation, as well as their application, to implement the
activity of creativity - state administration and executive power, as well as how to
implement the function of normative legal regulation.

5. The purpose pursued by the activities of the Cabinet of Ministers in adopting
normative legal acts is as follows:

firstly, the development and implementation of state policy in management and
execution relations;

secondly, creating the organizational-legal mechanisms for the state program
implementation;

thirdly, the expression of the mechanisms of execution of laws in the law itself;

fourthly, the legal support of sectoral executive bodies activities under government;

fifthly, the prompt resolution of urgent issues;

sixthly, distribution of tasks among the central executive bodies to ensure mutual
cooperation in their activities and etc.

6. The author's definition was introduced that the agency is a body of executive
power that implements a unified state policy in public services, property management,
protection and defense of rights and performs law enforcement functions.

7. The author gives the definition that the inspection is a specially authorized
body of executive power, which implements state policy to control the regulations,
standards and requirements in a particular area of activity, issuing licenses for certain
types of activities.

I1. Proposals and recommendations for improving normative legal acts:

1. Foreign countries constitutional and legal experience in forming a Cabinet
with participation of only Lower Chamber of Parliament should be reflected in
national legislation. Therefore, the provision "Consideration and approval of the
candidate for the Prime Minister of the Republic of Uzbekistan on the basis of the
submission of the President"” of Article 78, part 1, paragraph 15 of the Constitution
should be reflected in article 79 of the Constitution, which determines the absolute
powers of the Legislative Chamber, and it would also be reasonable to delete the
sentences "Chambers of the Oliy Majlis", "Senate of the Oliy Majlis" and "Senate"
in Article 98, parts 7, 8, and 9 of the Constitution and Article 6, parts 2, 4, and 5 of
the Law "On the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan" and provisions
reflecting the Senate participation in the process of formation of Prime Minister in
other legal documents.

2. Part eleven of Article 98 of the Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan
and part 6 of Article 6 of the law "On the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
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Uzbekistan™ describe abstractly who represents the members of the Government to
the Parliament constituent structures. We suggest to add above-mentioned with the
following sentence: "Candidates for the Cabinet of Ministers shall be invited by the
Prime Minister of the Republic of Uzbekistan, namely, "Candidates for the Cabinet
of Ministers are invited by the Prime Minister to the responsible committee of the
Legislative Chamber, fractions of political parties and groups of deputies.

3. Article 6 of the law "On the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan™ in part 10 after part 9 is proposed to introduce new provision: "The
Prime Minister and members of the Cabinet of Ministers shall be citizens of the
Republic of Uzbekistan. They must know the national language and have higher
education”.

4. Article 98 of the Constitution states that, in order to eliminate ambiguities in
the legislative acts, when the President submits a candidate for the post of Prime
Minister to the chambers of Parliament, if this candidate is not approved by more
than half of the total number of members of the chambers, the President shall
nominate new candidates for the second and, if necessary, the third time, and shall
suggest the procedure related to his nomination.

5. Article 98 of the Constitution of Uzbekistan and the law "On the Cabinet of
Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan” also did not establish a legal norm
concerning the fact that deputy prime ministers may head a specific sectoral ministry
or state committee. Basing on legal formalities regarding the other positions of
government deputy heads, a provision should be included in Article 98 of the
Constitution and Article 22 of the law “On the Cabinet of Ministers” stating, “the
First Deputy and Deputy Prime Ministers may be ministers and chairpersons of state
committees, as well as head other state bodies™.

6. Since the foundations and activities of government organization are
established by the Constitution, and its activities are constitutional-legal activities,
it is essential that a special law regulating the executive power should also have
constitutional status. Considering the importance of foreign practice and government
activities, the law "On the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan"
should be given the status of a Constitutional law.

7. In order to strengthen the significant powers of the government in the
implementation of legal policy, a new Article 20?, titled "Powers of the Cabinet
Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan in the field of legal policy," should be added
to Chapter 3, and preferably expressed in the following content "The Cabinet of
Ministers conducts a unified state legal policy in the country; coordinates the
activities of state bodies and organizations to implement laws and other regulatory
legal acts and regulations; executive authorities coordinate the lawmaking activity
and take measures to improve its effectiveness; determine appropriate measures to
effectively organize these processes by controlling departmental regulatory legal
documents; implement measures to ensure consistent and unified practice of law
enforcement in the activities of state and economic administration, local self-
government bodies; defines organizational work in connection with the
implementation of legal advocacy, bringing to the attention of the population the
essence of the adopted legal documents.
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8. Based on the legal language and techniques requirements and criteria, part 2
of Article 31 of the law "On the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan™
and part 1 of paragraph 106 of the Cabinet of Ministers "Decisions of a meeting of
the Cabinet of Ministers shall be executed in the form of protocols”, and it is
preferable to change the rule, according to which "at meetings of the Cabinet of
Ministers statements are issued, and the documents adopted on the issues considered
are drawn up in the form of decisions.

9.Clarification of legal norm text in Article 21, part 1, paragraph 7 of the law
"On the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan", lists the powers of the
Prime Minister, "The Prime Minister shall decide on matters of state and economic
affairs not requiring consideration at a meeting of the Cabinet of Ministers" and it
must be formulated: "The Prime Minister decides on matters of state and economic
management not to be considered at a meeting of the Cabinet of Ministers".

10. Legislation defining the activities of the Cabinet does not establish legal
grounds for it to adopt documents of secret importance. We consider to supplement
Article 37 of the Law "On the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan™
with the following, namely: "Documents of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic
of Uzbekistan containing information protected by law, which is a state secret, in the
form of an order and does not require publication in official sources™,

11. The powers of the chairpersons of ministries and state committees, which
are part of the Cabinet, to adopt normative legal acts are not reflected in a specific
law that defines the activities of the government. We think it is necessary to set forth
part 4 of Article 24 of the law "On the Cabinet of Ministers" with a new rule that
"chairpersons of ministries and state committees adopt normative legal acts in the
form of decisions and orders", and designate part 4 of the law as part 5, respectively.

12. Due to the fact that the procedure for introduction of restrictive measures
(quarantine) by the Cabinet of Ministers, even without the introduction of an
emergency in the country or in its specific territory is not established by law, part 3
of Article 31 of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On Sanitary and
Epidemiological Welfare of the Population” should be changed to "In case of the
danger of emergence or spread of infectious and parasitic diseases the Cabinet of
Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan, the Council of Ministers of the Republic of
Karakalpakstan, local public authorities upon submission of the Chief State Sanitary
Doctor of the Republic of Uzbekistan and the Chief State Sanitary Doctor of the
Republic of Karakalpakstan, regions, Tashkent city, districts and cities, their
deputies may impose restrictive measures (quarantine) throughout the country or in
the relevant areas or facilities in accordance with the established procedure.

13. To eliminate diversity in the legal regulation practice to all the Regulations
governing the activities of ministries and committees that are part of the Cabinet of
Ministers it is necessary to introduce the same rule that "the ministry, the committee
is headed by a minister, the chairman, who will be approved and dismissed by the
President of the Republic of Uzbekistan by the submission of the Prime Minister,
which was submitted after the approval of the Legislative Chamber™.

14. It is necessary to eliminate provisions from the legislation such as part 3
Avrticle 35 of the Law "On the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan"
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"in cases stipulated by the law, decisions and orders of the Cabinet of Ministers shall
be coordinated with the Presidential Administration due to the established procedure
before signing by the Prime Minister", as well as part 3 of the Regulations of the
Cabinet of Ministers "President of the Republic of Uzbekistan is entitled to take
decisions on issues within the competence of the Cabinet of Ministers” and
paragraph 3 of the part 106 of these Regulations, "The minutes of the meeting under
the chairmanship of the Prime Minister shall be submitted to the Administration of
the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan due to the established procedure”.

15. On the basis of foreign practice, it is essential to include in article 93 of the
Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan a norm defining the purpose of the
organization of the Presidential Administration of the Republic of Uzbekistan and
the main direction of its activity.

16. According to the conclusion of the parliamentary control, it is necessary to
reflect in the legislation the procedure of notifying a vote of no confidence in the
Prime Minister by the Head of the State.

Accordingly, paragraph 1, part 1 of article 21 of the Law of the Republic of
Uzbekistan "On parliamentary control” should be defined as a new paragraph in the
procedure "Introducing the issue of vote of no confidence in the Prime Minister for
discussion at the joint session of the Oliy Majlis on the basis of the proposal,
officially submitted by not less than one third of the total number of the deputies of
the Legislative Chamber to the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan™.

17. We believe that the new article 241 of the Law "On the Cabinet of Ministers
of the Republic of Uzbekistan", known as "Legal status of the Ministry and state
committees”, should be presented in the following content, that is, the Ministry is
the body that develops and implements state policy in the sphere of activity defined
by legislation, and in this regard - the central body of executive power, which
provides regulatory and legal regulation and administration.

The State Committee is the central body of executive power, which develops
and implements state policy in the relevant areas of activity defined by law, provides
normative-legal regulation, carries out intersectoral management and coordination.

18. We consider it necessary to adopt a separate law "On the basis of the system
of executive bodies of the Republic of Uzbekistan”, which is not defined by the law
"On the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan", but regulates the
activities of the government, defines the system and structure of the executive
authorities and the main activities of these bodies, reflects their various
characteristics, strengthen the system of central and regional bodies, reflecting their
rights and obligations.

19. In order to eliminate some of the ambiguities in the legal definition and
regulation by legally correct definition, it is necessary to introduce a new provision
in Article 19 of the Law "On the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan", as part 5: "Ministries of Justice, Defense, Foreign Affairs, Internal
Affairs in their activities are directly accountable to the President of the Republic of
Uzbekistan and accountable to the Cabinet of Ministers, and the provisions regarding
them are approved by the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan".
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20. In Article 21 of the Law "On the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan™ it is reasonable to include a new rule as part 6 that “the Prime Minister
of the Republic of Uzbekistan participates on his own behalf as a representative of
the government in relations with other bodies of the system of state power,
regulatory bodies and other agencies, and may also delegate this representation to
another member of the government".

21. It is necessary to eliminate from the text of the constitution and the special
law the provisions that the khakims are the heads of the representative body of the
corresponding region and to define article 102, part 1 of the Constitution, "The
executive power is presided by regional, district and city khakims depending on their
competence” and article 1, part 2 of the law "Local State Authorities" “khakim of
the region, district, city is an official of the region, district, city and is the executive
authority in the relevant district."

22. As new part 2 to article 103 of the Constitution and new part 7 to article 2
of the law "On the fundamentals of local government” the issue of vote of no
confidence in the regional Khakim will be submitted for discussion at the meeting
of the regional Council of People's Deputies in case of presence of relevant grounds
for which the regional Khakim does not fulfill his duties in good faith, and also
presence of reasonable objections from deputies to his report on budget execution,
at the initiative of at least one third of the total number of deputies.

A vote of no confidence in the region's khakim is considered to be adopted only
if at least two-thirds of the total number of members of the Regional Council of
People's Deputies voted in favor of him. In this case the President of the Republic of
Uzbekistan decides to dismiss the regional khakim", and in turn Article 102, part 2
should be expressed as part 3 of the Constitution and Article 2, part 7 of the Law
"On the Bases of Local State Power" should be expressed as part 8. Establishment
of this procedure can serve to fully ensure the accountability of local khakims.

23. Our national legislation does not contain specific criteria and requirements
for expressing no confidence in the government by Parliament. Therefore, we amend
Article 98 of the Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan with the new content of
Part 13 and Article 6 of the Law "On the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan™ with the new content of Part 12 in the following edition: "In case of
permanent disagreement between the Prime Minister and the Legislative Chamber,
that is, in case of non-acceptance by the Cabinet of Ministers of the annual report on
the execution of the State budget of the Republic of Uzbekistan, submitted to the
Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis together with the conclusion of the Chamber
of Accounts of the Republic of Uzbekistan not later than May 15 of the year
following the reporting year;

We consider it necessary to supplement and designate the existing Article 98,
Part 13 as Part 14 of the Constitution and Article 6, Part 12 of the Law "On the
Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan™ as Part 13.also the chambers of
the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan, having heard at their meetings the
report of the Prime Minister on some urgent issues of socio-economic development
of the country in accordance with the law by way of parliamentary inquiry, will not
accept it because of serious objections, then not less than one third of the total
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number of deputies of the legislative chamber will include the vote of no confidence
in the Prime Minister in the joint session of the Oliy Majlis on the proposal, officially
submitted to the President of Uzbekistan™.

24. Article 24 of the Law "On the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan™ should be filled with its new part 5, that is, "1f a member of the Cabinet
of Ministers considers it impossible to continue to perform the functions assigned to
him, also a member of the government who does not agree with the policy pursued
by the government or does not carry it out, may apply to the President of the Republic
of Uzbekistan for his resignation"

25. Article 4 of the Law «On the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan» under the title «Basic principles of activity of the Cabinet of Ministers
of the Republic of Uzbekistan» should be completely revised based on the
requirements of today, and the principle of executive efficiency must be ensured.
Theoretically and according to the analysis of foreign legislation, it can be roughly
described as follows: that is, the principle of the effectiveness of the executive power
is the regulatory and legal regulation of relations related to a particular sphere of
public and State life and the formulation of State policy, as well as a system of
results-based measures and scientifically based decisions of executive bodies and
officials, aiming at achieving positive results by establishing a long-term vision for
the development of public administration in the process of defining and
Implementing special strategic programs and integrated measures.

26. Proceeding from the fact that the legislation reflects the principle of
separation of powers and that the main task of the executive branch is to ensure
execution of laws in accordance with Article 98 of the Constitution of the Republic
of Uzbekistan, the creation of a department for execution of decisions of courts and
other bodies of the Republic of Uzbekistan and its reflection in the legislation as an
executive body, a norm that “ensures execution of court decisions” should be
included in the Law on the Cabinet of Ministers as one of the tasks of the
Government.

27. It is necessary to ensure that the decisions and orders of ministries and state
committees that are part of the government, as well as other public administration
bodies, are subject to the control of the Constitutional Court. In this way it is
achieved that the activities of all bodies adopting normative legal acts are under the
direct control of the Constitutional Court. Thus, article 109, part 1, paragraph 1 of
the Constitution and article 4, part 1, paragraph 1 of the Law on the Constitutional
Court of the Republic of Uzbekistan must be redrafted to state that these articles
"shall determine the conformity" of "the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan and
resolutions of the Chamber of Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan, decrees,
resolutions and orders of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan, resolutions of
the Government, orders and resolutions of ministries, state committees and
republican bodies, decisions of local state authorities, interstate treaty and other
obligations of the Republic of Uzbekistan with the Constitution of the Republic of
Uzbekistan.

28. Based on the Prime Minister's position in the political life of the country
and his position in the life of society, it is necessary to introduce the practice of
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taking an oath in front of Parliament before taking office, and the text of the Prime
Minister's oath may be the eleventh part of article 6 of the Law "On the Cabinet of
Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan" and may be quoted approximately as
follows: | do solemnly swear to make all efforts and mobilize my abilities to
faithfully serve the people of Uzbekistan, to strictly comply with the Constitution
and laws of the Republic, to ensure strict respect for the rights and freedoms of
citizens in my work, to faithfully perform the duties assigned to the Prime Minister
of the Republic of Uzbekistan, to implement the action program of the Cabinet of
Ministers for the near and long term.

29. Based on the Cabinet of Ministers Member’s position in the political life of
the country and his position in the life of society, it is necessary to introduce the
practice of taking an oath in front of Parliament before taking office, and the text of
the Prime Minister's oath may be the twelfth part of article 6 of the Law "On the
Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan” and may be quoted
approximately as follows:

| do solemnly swear to make all efforts and mobilize my abilities to faithfully
serve the people of Uzbekistan, to strictly comply with the Constitution and laws of
the Republic, to ensure strict respect for the rights and freedoms of citizens in my
