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INTRODUCTION (Annotation of doctoral dissertation (PhD)

Actuality and necessity of research. In world history, special attention is paid to
the historical processes that took place in the cities and states located in the
Transoxiana region. The spread of Islamic culture in the country in the VIII-IX
centuries contributed to the further development of achievements in the fields of
statecraft and science. The works of Muslim historians are of special importance in the
study of the changes that occurred in the social life of the inhabitants of Transoxiana
with the introduction of Islam to Transoxiana. The work "olalll # 58" ("Opening of the
Countries") by Ahmad ibn Yahya al-Baladhuri (d. 892) was also written in this
direction, highlighting the entry, formation, and spread of Islam in Transoxiana, and
information on the history of the local government at that time is important in the study
of the country's history.

Systematic research on the history of Islam is being conducted in research
institutes and centers around the world. In them, during the period of ¢ su5l $lAl
(rightly guided caliphs) (632-661), the Islamic religion spread to Iraq, Syria, Palestine,
Iran, Egypt, Asia Minor, during the period of Yl 43 (Umayyad Caliphate) (661-
750) Libya, Algeria, Tunisia, Morocco, the process of penetration into Andalusia,
India, Khorasan, and Central Asia, the old beliefs of the land population and their
conversion to Islam, and the role of local peoples in the formation of Muslim culture
are studied. In the research in this field, special attention is paid to the spread of Islam
through military campaigns as well as to the spread of trade, economic and cultural
relations between peoples.

As a result of the reforms being implemented in the religious and educational
spheres in modernized Uzbekistan, some historical sources on the history of the
introduction of Islam to Central Asia have been translated. In this regard, such works as
"History of Bukhara" by Narshakhi (s &), "History al-Hulafo" by Jalaliddin
Suyuti (+&al) x: ,b), "Siyar a'lam an-nubala" by Shamsiddin Zahabi (sl 2del i) were
published with scientific explanatory translations in Uzbek. Shrines belonging to this
period were restored and beautification works were organized in them. One of such
shrines in Samarkand, the "Shahi Zinda™ memorial complex, where the tomb of the
famous companion Qusam ibn Abbas of the 7th century is located, has been extensively
renovated, and considerable work has been done to restore it to its original state.
Researching the work of Ahmad ibn Yahya al-Baladhuri (d. 892), "¢l - @ ™
("Opening of the Countries") is of great importance in the study of information about the
early medieval history of Uzbekistan based on primary sources.

This dissertation work serves to a certain extent in the implementation of the tasks
set out in the decisions of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On freedom of
conscience and religious organizations™ of July 5, 2021, the decrees of the President of
the Republic of Uzbekistan "On measures to radically improve the activities of the
religious and educational sphere” of April 16, 2018, PD-60 of January 28, 2022
"On the strategy of development of New Uzbekistan for 2022-2026, and PD-24
"On measures to further improve the promotion system", PD-3080 dated June 23, 2017

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The Relevance of the research to the priorities of the development of science
and technology of the Republic of Uzbekistan. The study was carried out in
accordance with the priority direction of development of science and technology of the
Republic I: «Formation of a system of innovative ideas in the social-legal, economic,
cultural, spiritual, and educational development of the information society and the
democratic state and ways of their implementation».

Level of study of the problem. The work of Ahmad ibn Yahya al-Baladhuri
«Futuh al-Buldon» was studied by Western and Eastern researchers, published
repeatedly, and translated into other languages.

Western researchers M. de Gu, F. Hitti, K. Morgitten, O. Resher, N. Mednikov, P.
Juz, S. Wolin, L. Kubbel, and L. Western and Russian researchers, such as Nadiradze,
have conducted initial research. In particular, in 1866, Michael Jean de Guet (1836-
1909) made a modern edition of the work with a foreword containing information
about the life of al-Baladhuri, his scientific activities, as well as manuscripts of the
work «Futuh al-Buldon». The book was translated into English by Philip Houry Hitty
(1886-1978) in 1916, into French by Clark Morgitten (1880-1960) in 1924, and into
German by Oscar Resher (1883-1927) in 1917-1924. Parts of the work relating to the
history of Jordan and Palestine were written by N.A. Mednikov (1855-1918) in 1897,
parts relating to the regions of Azerbaijan and Armenia were written by P.K. Dzuze
(1870-1942); parts relating to the history of Khorasan were written in 1939 by S. Volin
(1909-1943). The history of Turkmenistan and adjacent regions was translated in
1960 by L. E. Kubbel (1929-1988) and L. I. Nadiradze (1921-1993). In addition, Khalil
Azamina, Isak Hasson, Ryan Lunch, and other researchers studied the author and his
scientific works".

«Futuh al-Buldon» was studied in Arab countries, Iran, and Tajikistan. Research
in the Arab world is mainly reflected in the publication of contemporary editions of the
work. Among these is the publication made by Salahiddin al-Munajid in 1956, which
served as the basis for further research’. Also, researchers such as Safo Hafiz

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Abdulfattah, Nur Saad Muhsin, Salim al-Sayid, and Abdulaziz al-Dauri provided
information about the life of al-Baladhuri and the work «Futuh al-Buldon» in their
books and articles. Al-Baladhuri’s work was translated into Persian by Mohammad
Tawakkal and Ozartosh Ozarnush from Iran and into Russian by G. Goipov from
Tajikistan. Ozartash Ozarnush translated parts of «Futuh al-Buldon» about Iran, Iraq,
Azerbaijan, India, and Khorasan, all located on the Asian continent. G. Goibov
translated the part about Khorasan®.

In Uzbekistan, the life and activities of al-Baladhuri were studied by scientists
such as B. Akhmedov, A. Madraimov, G. Fuzaylov, S. Kamoliddin, and N.
Nasrullayev®. They gave information about the historian and his writings. In 2017,
Shamsiddin Kamoliddin published a book, «Futuh al-Buldon» based on the publication
of M. de Gue, in which he translated into Uzbek the history of the Khorasan territory.

Relation of the topic of the dissertation to the plans of research work of the
higher education institution where the dissertation was completed. The dissertation
was completed at the International Islamic Academy of Uzbekistan within the
framework of the 2020-2022 scientific project FZ-202002146 - "Creating a multimedia
program and a mobile application that includes the basics of education and educational
struggle against destructive ideas based on the works of Central Asian thinkers".

The aim of the study is to reveal the significance of the work of Ahmad ibn
Yahya al-Baladhuri "Futuh al-Buldon™ in the study of the history of Transoxiana.

identifying Muslim historiography and its directions in the 1X-X centuries;

analysis of information on al-Baladhuri's life and scientific activity, and inclusion
in scientific consumption;

to reveal the place of the information in the work in the development of Islamic
sciences;

to determine the specific aspects of the manuscripts and modern editions of the
work;

to elucidate the stages of the introduction of Islam to Central Asia based on
medieval eastern sources and the work "Futuh al-Buldon";

coverage of the participation of local rulers mentioned in the work in the political
and social processes that took place in Central Asia in the VII-I1X centuries.

The object of the research is the work «Futuh al-Buldon» Ahmad ibn Yahya al-
Baladhuri.

The subject of the study is information on the history of Transoxiana from
«Futuh al-Buldon».

Research methods: Historicity and logic, analysis and synthesis, comparative-
theoretical, a systematic, complex approach, and other methods of scientific knowledge
were used in the dissertation.

The scientific novelty of the research is:

in the late VII century and early VIII century, in response to the Turkish
Khanate’s sending of military force against the Chinese Tang Dynasty in support of the
Tibetan state, in 704, the Tibetan ruler sent a military force to Transoxiana to fight the
Arabs and helped the army reach 70,000, was determined on the basis of the “Futuh al-
Buldon”;

researchers such as Abdulaziz ad-Davriy (s_s¥ =) 2) and Mohammad Suhail
Tokus (st Jww 2ss), who regularly criticized the Turkish military in the Arab
Caliphate in the IX century, demonstrated that the Transoxiana positively assessed the
commanders' efforts and enthusiasm in suppressing the Babek uprising and
maintaining internal order in the caliphate;

In the early middle ages, not only Arab generals, but also local rulers carried out
military campaigns for the spread of Islam in Central Asia. In "Futuh al-buldan” in
839-year, the term “Fath” ( z&- open, conquering) was used in relation to Nuh ibn
Asad's campaign to Isfijab.

the fact that the city of Urasht (©&,) in "Futuh al-Buldon™ corresponds to the
city of Yershi, referred to as the center of the Fergana valley in Chinese sources in the |
century B.C., and the monument of Mingtepa in Marhamat district of the Andijan
Region is the etymological proximity of the two words and their references in the
sources, determined by the proportionality of the place description.

The practical results of the study are as follows:

based on the work «Futuh al-Buldon» and other historical sources, the history of
the Umayyad era has been studied, and the brochure «Golden Pages from the History
of Islam: The Umayyad Epoch» has been published, as well as information about the
history of Transoxiana during this dynasty was revealed,;

al-Baladhuri’s narrative of historical events using words such as S~ (he told
me), ! J& (he said to me) shows that he acquired these stories by hearing them from
his teachers, IS slia J& (Hisham al-Kalbi says) or ¢34l J& (Al-Wagidi says) after
the sentences, it was established that he spoke about the events and did not mention the
number of narrators in the place, which means that the author used a written source;

in the work al-Baladhuri, the word 4wl (city) is used in the sense of the center,
that is, the capital of the region, in relation to the cities of Koson (Fergana), Kot
(Khorezm), and Boomijkat (Bukhara), Samarkand (Sogd), Binkat (Shosh) in
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Transoxiana, historical notes in the source of early medieval Arabic, proved by
comparison with sources;

Since there are two different opinions about the death of the famous companion
Kusam ibn Abbas in Samarkand or Marwa, his death in Samarkand is mentioned in the
works of Futuh al-Buldon, Tabakat al-Kubra, the city of Samarkand as an absolute
(mulk - as basic information), Siyar alam an-Nubalo, The works of Tarikha Narshahi
prove on the basis that Mughayad (22« - as an addition to the basic information) was
quoted and that the mausoleum of the companion in Marwa was not recorded in the
Middle Ages.

The reliability of the research results is based on a handwritten copy of «Futuh
al-Buldon», stored in the library of Yale University (USA) under number 1262, and a
modern edition made by Abdullah Anis al-Toba and Umar Anis al-Toba in 1987, on
the basis of factual evidence, the present comparative is explained by the fact that
historical methods were used and a number of scientific methods developed in the
Eastern and Western schools of Islamic studies were applied. The results of the studies
were confirmed by authorized organizations.

Scientific and practical significance of research results. The scientific
significance of the research results is explained by the fact that the scientific-theoretical
conclusions about the fact that Al-Baladhuri's work "Futuh al-Buldon™ is an important
source in the study of the history of Transoxiana will serve as a basis for future
scientific research in the field.The practical significance of the research results is in
enriching the content of subjects such as "Islamic history and source studies™, "Islamic
history in Central Asia"”, "Uzbekistan history"”, "Source studies”, "Textual studies”,
"Geography" taught in higher and secondary special educational institutions with new
theoretical developments. It is based on the fact that it can be used in the development
of field-specific electives, seminars, and special courses.

Implementation of the research results. According to the scientific results of
the research conducted on the topic "Coverage of the history of Transoxiana in the
work “Futuh al-Buldon” by Ahmad ibn Yahya al-Baladhuri":

In the late XII and early XIIl centuries, in response to the Turkic Khanate’s
dispatch of military force against the Chinese Tang Dynasty to support the Tibetan
state, the Tibetan ruler sent military forces to Transoxiana to fight the Arabs in 704,
which helped the army reach 70,000. On the basis of scientific information obtained in
"Futuh al-Buldon", it was determined that No. 1-BV-2019-14, "Historical topography
and its transformation into a tourist object in the Akhsikent Karakhanid period
(XI-XI1 centuries.)" was used in the project (note 7 of 18 April 2022 by the
Department of Protection and Research of the archaeological heritage monument
"Akhsikent" Namangan regional khokimiyat of the Republic of Uzbekistan). As a
result, they helped to develop the tourism sector in Akhsikent;

in the IX century, researchers such as Abdulaziz ad-Dauri (s sl xe),
Muhammad Suhail Takus (wsib Jw~ 2es<), who regularly criticized the Turkish
military in the Arab Caliphate, positively assessed the courage and enthusiasm of the
commanders of Transoxiana in suppressing the internal rebellion and supporting the
internal order of Bobek Caliphate, the conclusions were included in the content of
textbooks and manuals "The Scientific Heritage of Eastern Thinkers"”, "Culture,
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Religious Traditions and Customs of the Peoples of Central Asia", prepared on the
basis of an order (Decree of the Committee on Religious Affairs under the Cabinet of
Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated November 14, 2022,
No. 02- 03/8705). As a result, the application of these scientific findings made it
possible for students to create the idea that the work "Futuh al-Buldon™ is one of the
main sources associated with the formation of the history of Islam;

In the early middle ages, not only Arab generals, but also local rulers carried out
military campaigns for the spread of Islam in Central Asia. In "Futuh al-buldan” in
839, the term fath ( =& — opening, conquering) was used in relation to Nuh ibn Asad's
campaign to Isfijab. The scientific conclusions revealed on the basis of the data are
included in the content of the scientific and explanatory translation of the work "Sunani
Termizi" prepared on the order of the International Scientific Research Center of Imam
Termizi (International Scientific Research Center of Imam Termizi under the Office of
Muslims of Uzbekistan in 2022 on April 13, (No. 01-07-40)). As a result, it served as
an additional source for experts studying the history of Termiz, the general public, and
visitors to the city;

the fact that the city of Urasht (<& LJl) in "Futuh al-Buldon" corresponds to the
city of Yershi, referred to as the center of the Fergana valley in Chinese sources in the |
century B.C., and the monument of Mingtepa in the Marhamat district of the Andijan
Region is the etymological proximity of the two words and their references in the
sources, determined by the proportionality of the place description. Scientific
conclusions were used in the preparation of the scenario of the systematic show
"Taqdimot" broadcast on the TV channel "History of Uzbekistan™ (reference book of
the national broadcaster of Uzbekistan dated July 30, 2021, No. 02-40-1247). As a
result, the location of the city of Ershi today and what its name was in the Middle Ages
contributed to its arrival in the scientific community.

The approbation of the research results. The results of this research have been
approved at 7 - 2 international and 5 national scientific-practical conferences.

Publication of the research results. 15 scientific works on the topic of research,
including 7 articles in the scientific publications of the Higher Attestation Commission
of the Republic of Uzbekistan recommended for publication of the main scientific
results of doctoral theses, 4 of them in the republic and 3 in foreign scientific journals.
Abstracts were published in 2 international and 5 local conference proceedings.
A pamphlet entitled "Golden pages from the history of Islam - Umayyad period" was
published.

The structure and scope of the dissertation. The dissertation consists of an
introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a list of references and appendices. The
volume of the dissertation is 152 pages.

THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

In the introductory part, the relevance and necessity of the thesis theme are
based on the purpose, tasks, object, and subject of research. The importance of research
in priority areas of science and technology development is demonstrated, and the
scientific novelty and practical outcomes of work are described. On the basis of the
reliability of the obtained results, their theoretical and practical significance is
disclosed. Information is presented on the implementation of research results, approval
of work, published works, and structure of a thesis.

In the first chapter of the dissertation entitled «Public-Political Situation and
Scientific Environment in the Middle East in the VIII-IX Centuries» were
analyzed information about the public-political processes that took place in the Middle
East in the VIII-1X Centuries, in the State of Abbasids, their influence on Central Asia
and other Eastern peoples, achievements in science, achievements and their causes,
early historical works on the history of Islam and their directions, role of Ahmad ibn
Yahya al-Baladhuri in the development of history, information about the activities of
the scientist.

The first paragraph of the first chapter is titled "Analysis of socio-political
processes in the center of the Arab caliphate” and it describes the Abbasid state in the
Middle East in the VII-1X centuries, its territorial borders, rulers, diplomatic relations
with neighboring countries, and social movements and other issues that took place
during this period. revealed. Relative political stability and peace were achieved in the
Arab caliphate during the rule of Abbasid caliphs such as Harun al-Rashid (786-809)
and al-Ma'mun (813-833). However, in the later periods, due to the struggle for the
throne and protest actions between the representatives of the dynasty, the caliphs were
always forced to maintain a large number of troops.

It should be noted that the Turkish soldiers brought from the cities of Transoxiana
made a great contribution to the maintenance of state security. They served as the
support of the state during the caliphs Al-Mu'tasim (833-842) and Al-Wasiq (842-847).
Only from the time of al-Mutawakkil (847-861), restrictions on their activities and
deprivation of certain powers caused internal disputes. As a result of the weakening of
the central authority, the regions of Egypt, Khorasan, and Transoxiana declared their
independence. Nevertheless, as a result of the improvement of relations between the
Abbasid caliphs and Turkish soldiers from the time of Al-Mu'tamid (870-892),
territories such as the Middle East, Sindh, and the Arabian Peninsula remained part of
the caliphate.

In the second paragraph, entitled "Muslim historiography in the early Middle
Ages and its directions"” the first written sources on early Islamic history and their
themes were studied. They were referred to by the name of the Maghrez or Sira. As
scientists, Urwa ibn Zubayr (d. 713), Wahb ibn Munabbah (d. 728), Muhammad ibn
Shihab az-Zuhriy (d. 742), Asim ibn Umar ibn Qatar (d. 738), and Moses ibn Ugba ibn
Abi Ayyash (d. 758) wrote works in the direction of Maghazi. Works in this direction,
with the goal of covering the history of military campaigns during Muhammad's
(s.a.w.) era. In the middle of the VIII century, the writing of historical works began
under the direction of Sira, in which provided information about the lineage, birth,
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prophetic activity, qualities, and death of Muhammad (s.a.w.). Also covered in the
works of Sira, such events as the political processes of the Arabian Peninsula in the
middle of the VI century, in particular the history of paganism in the Arabs associated
with Amr ibn Luhai, the story of Abraha and the Elephant, and the excavation of the
Zamzam well. Muhammad ibn Ishaq (699-769), Abdulmalik ibn Hisham (d. 833), Abu
Isaac al-Fizori (d. 803), and other historians wrote the work.

Part of the early Middle Ages literature focused on the history of military action.
They bring information about the history of the city and region that was marched, as
well as historical events and events prior to the arrival of the Arabs, the form of public
administration, the population, nature, beliefs, and customs and traditions of the
region's inhabitants. The work "Futuh al-Buldon™ by Ahmad ibn Yahya al-Baladhuri
was also written in this direction. Muhammad ibn Umar al-Wagidi (747-823),
Muhammad ibn Aiz ad-Dimashqiy (767-847), Ahmad ibn A'sam al-Kufi (d. 926), and
other historians classified a book on the history of military operations.

The third paragraph of the first chapter, entitled «Features of the life and scientific
activity of Ahmad ibn Yahya al-Baladhuri», contains sources containing information
about the life and activities of the scientist, opinions of historians about Nisab
Baladhuri, The teachers of the historian and his travels along the path of the teachings
of Caliph al-Mutawakkil (847-861), his appointment to the post of State Counsellor
during the reign of Caliph al-Musta'in and al-Mu'taz and other information were
studied on the basis of sources. The study found that more than ten books of tazkir
contain information about the life and work of Ahmad ibn Yahya al-Baladhuri. He first
studied with renowned scientists of his time in the city of Baghdad, where he was born
and raised, and then traveled in search of knowledge to Damascus, Hims and Antioch.

The paragraph also provides information on al-Baladhuri’s scientific activities.
Besides «Futuh al-Buldon» historian, «Kitab al-Buldan al-Sagir» («Small book about
countries»), «Kitab al-Buldan al-Kabir», («Great book about countries») «Ansab al-
Ashraf» (Ancestry of noblemen»). Ahmad al-Baladhuri also worked as a translator.
Abulhassan al-Masoudi al-Baladhuri says it was a work called «Kitab al-Shuubiyya»,
and quotes a large text from which Shuubi is denied®. However, K. Brokelman (1868-
1956) considers it not an independent work, but one of the themes in the work «Ansab
al-ashraf»°. As a translator he translated into Arabic the ancient epic «Kitab ahd
Ardashir» («The Book of the Reign of Ardashir»), written in the Persian language
(Pahlavi)’. Although historical sources mention several works by al-Baladhuri, only
«Ansab al-Ashraf» and «Futuh al-Buldon» have survived to this day.

The second chapter of the thesis, entitled ""The Role of ""Futuh al-Buldon' in
Islamic Studies' contains unique aspects of the work, sources, transmitters, and
narrative, and contains information about Tafsir, hadith, jurisprudence, history,
geography, literary studies, Futuh al-Buldon, the degree of their use in the later period,
the analysis of handwritten copies of the work and its modern editions, as well as the
scientific significance of the source.

The first paragraph of the chapter is called «The Sources of the Work and their
Uniqueness», in which the author used narratives transmitted by Muhammad and
historical storytellers, historical sources written at the end of the 8th and 9th centuries.
and the words of the people who participated in the historical event, and the way the
date of the narrative is quoted. The historian did not quote information from other
sources verbatim but used it in a condensed form, mainly emphasizing conclusions and
results. This situation can be seen by comparing "Futuh al-Buldon" and "Futukh al-
Sham™ by Muhammad ibn Umar al-Wakidi. Although the theme of the conquest of
Dimashq, Palestine, Busra, Homs, Kinnisrin, Ajnadin, and Busra, which is part of
Syrian territory, is consistent with the information in al-Wakidi's work, "Futukh al-
Sham", that it covers events in a concise form and detail, Futuh al-Buldon is notable
for not adding details.

The events experienced by the author are also important in the work. Because
Al-Baladhuri lived and worked at the Abbasid court, he was intimately familiar with
the Abbasid caliphs' government and the internal situation of the Arab Caliphate in the
9th century. He was aware not only of the political situation in Khorasan, Transoxiana,
the Middle East, the Caucasus, and Egypt, under the influence of the Abbasids, but
also of events in the Aghlavi State in North Africa, a splinter state from the Caliphate,
and the Andalusian Umayyad State®. From this point of view, this work of the historian
IS important.

In the second paragraph, entitled «Classification of the Sciences Covered by
Futuh Al-Buldon», it was substantiated that the work, in addition to historical science,
presents scientific information related to hadith, tafsir, jurisprudence, and Arabic
literature, which was used in later periods. In "Futuh al-buldon” historical events are
represented in one place, not in chronological order but according to one of the factors
that increase their scientific significance. The work also describes the Arab Caliphate’s
governance reforms, particularly the introduction of the press, coinage, and the Devan's
responsibilities under provincial governors. By providing information about the
toponymy of the names of cities, villages, fortresses, and rivers; information about
water structures; mosques; markets; roads; and other construction objects built in the
VIII and 1X centuries, it has ensured that it serves as an important resource for the
science of geography. As al-Baladhuri knew the Persian language, he used Persian
terms and expressions and explained them. He also commented on how difficult it is to
understand Arabic and emphasized the field of linguistics, discussing the stages of
development of the Arabic script.

Ahmad ibn Yahya al-Baladhuri also used many hadiths to explain historical
events. The mention of Al-Baladhuri Salahuddin al-Safdi as "narrator" and
Shamsuddin Zahabi as "hafiz" shows that the historian was also known as Muhaddis.
In addition to the Hadith verses relating to a particular topic, the work also contains the
Qur'an verses and their interpretation. Of course, this factor indicates the degree of
credibility of the author’s communication and that he was also a commentator.

The paragraph titled "Manuscripts and modern editions of the work™ in the second
chapter discussed handwritten copies of the work that are still available in collections

around the world, as well as modern editions published on their basis. Today, the
manuscripts of "Futuh al-Buldon™ are kept in the libraries of Yale University in New
Haven, USA,; Leiden University in Leiden, the Netherlands; the collection of the
British Museum in London; and other libraries. The oldest is the Yale copy, copied in
the 10th century by Abu Muhammad Abdullah bin Ahmad al-Farghani (d. 973), a
pupil of the famous historian Muhammad ibn Jarir al-Tabari.

Although published several times to this day, the "Futuh al-Buldon™ work is
mainly the basis for his publications published in Cairo in 1866 by Jan de Ge
(1836-1909) and in 1956 by Saladin al-Astrologer (1920-2010). These publications
used the manuscripts of the "Futuh al-buldon”, which are kept in the Leiden and British
libraries.

The third chapter of the study is called «Analysis of the History of Transoxiana
in Futuh al-Buldon» and describes the socio-political life in Transoxiana in the
second half of the VII century and the beginning of the VIII century, the introduction
and spread of Islam in the region, as well as information about the history of cities such
as Urasht, Shosh, Ustushon, Ahsikent, and Kason that were studied on the basis of
«Futuh al-buldon» and historical-geographic works of early medieval historians.

In the first paragraph, "Stages of the Introduction of Islam to Transoxiana", the
stages of the introduction of Islam to Central Asia, the cities and historical figures of
that period, and their role in social and political processes were discussed. The
information obtained in the historical works was compared, and the reaction was
expressed. Speaking of Musa ibn Abdullah’s rule in Termez, it was mentioned that his
indigenous inhabitants were Heftals and Turks and that the Tibetans came to their aid.
This means that the Turks have established relations with the Eastern peoples since
ancient times. Speaking about the march of Kutaiba ibn Muslim to Khorezm, the
historians talked about urban development in the region. The toponymy of the cities of
Central Asia, their names in the sources, and the role of such historical personalities as
Kusam ibn Abbas and Dashok ibn Muzahim in the history of Transoxiana were also
covered.

In the paragraph of the third chapter, "Coverage of socio-political and cultural life
of cities of the region in the work™ the information about the cities of Ustushona,
Shosh, and Fergana valley in "Futuh al-Buldon™ was compared with the works of
medieval historians and geographers. In particular, the Ostrich district, unlike other
districts of Transoxiana, has long maintained its independence. The efforts of
Khorasan’s governors to incorporate him into the Arab Caliphate failed. It was not
until the first quarter of the IX century that Shushan was occupied by Caliph Mamun’s
soldiers. The Shosh district is also one of the regions with an important political
position in Transoxiana and has strong relations with neighboring regions. This factor
can be seen in the example that, in 712, the ruler of Sogd Gurak wrote a letter asking
for help in fighting the Arabs and sent an army from Shosh to Samarkand. At the same
time, the Shosh people were a hostile people, and the Arabs undertook several
campaigns to conquer the region. This may be why Kutaiba ibn Muslim pursued a
policy of resettling Arabs in Shosh and Fergana.

Information about the early medieval cities of the Ferghana Valley, Koson,
Ahsikent, and Urasht, from historical sources was analyzed. The political processes
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that took place in the city of Koson, the center of the Fergana region, were covered in
different sources, and in the process of studying the topic, they were clarified with the
help of comparative analysis. The city of Urasht in the Ferghana Valley also has an
ancient history, and about it, "Futuh al-Buldon", "Hudud al-olam", "Surat al-ard",
"Nuzha al-mushtaq", "Ahsan al-tagasim fi marifatil-agalim™ and other sources provide
information. During the study of the city's history, it was revealed that the name of the
city is lexically similar to Ershi, the ancient capital of Fergana, and that they may be
the same city. This opinion was compared with historical sources and archaeological
research, and it was concluded that the place of the cities of Urasht and Ershi is the
monument of Mingtepa in Marhamat district of the Andijan region. In this paragraph,
the history of the city of Ahsikent was covered based on geographical sources. They
contain information about the structure, location, and population of the city. Yaqut al-
Hamawi gives information about Aksikati scholars, including writer and poet Abu
Rashad Ahmad ibn Muhammad and Abul-Wafa Muhammad al-Akhsikati, a leader in
history and vocabulary. The information about the city of Akhistent from the sources
was also compared with archaeological research, and conclusions were drawn.

In the third paragraph of the third chapter, entitled "The role of diplomatic
relations in the activities of local rulers”, the information about the Turkish rulers
mentioned in the work "Futuh al-Buldon" was analyzed based on historical sources. In
particular, Bukhara queen Khotun and her descendants, Samarkand rulers Tarhun,
Gurak, and Nuh ibn Asad, Bodghis ruler Nizak Tarkhan, and Ustrushana ruler Haidar
ibn Kovus are among them. Turkic rulers were named after a certain nisba, which was
more popular than the ruler's name. Based on the sources, it was determined that the
title of Tarhun, attributed to the ruler of Samarkand, did not belong to only one person
but to several rulers who ruled the city in the late VII and early VIII centuries.

Local rulers had their own positions in the field of political administration. They
worked, taking into account the political situation in Khurasan and Transoxiana. Queen
Khotun of Bukhara, ruler of Samarkand Tarhun and others made peace with the Arabs
for the peace of their people and country and chose the path of reconciliation. After
Tarhun, rulers like Samarkand ikhshidi Ghurak and Bodgis Governor Nizak Tarkhan
resisted them in order to preserve their independence. Each local ruler attempted to
stabilize the sociopolitical situation in which he lived.

CONCLUSION

Based on the scientific-practical research of Ahmad ibn Yahya al-Baladhuri's
work "Futuh al-Buldon" and the goals and objectives of the research, the following
conclusions were reached:

1. In the VII-IX centuries, the Middle East and its border areas were part of the
Arab Caliphate ruled by the Abbasid dynasty. There was relative political stability in
the Arab Caliphate during the reign of caliphs such as Abu Ja‘far Mansur, Harun al-
Rashid, and al-Ma'mun. From the time of the caliphs after Al-Ma'mun, protest
movements in the territory of the caliphate rose. For this reason, during the caliphs al-
Mu'tasim and al-Wasiq, the help of Turks was used in military operations. With their

help, the Abbasid caliphs were able to eliminate the protests and establish peace in the
country.

2. Most of the works on the history of Islam, written in the VII1-X centuries, were
classified by muhaddis, and their subject is aimed at illuminating the life and activities
of Muhammad (s.a.w.). They are called Magazi and Siira. Historians such as Urwa ibn
Zubair, Wahb ibn Munabbah, Muhammad ibn Shihab al-Zuhri, Asim ibn Umar ibn
Qatada, Musa ibn Ugba ibn Abi Ayyosh, Muhammad ibn Ishag, and Abdulmalik ibn
Hisham are recognized as the first sources of Islamic history. Although Ahmad ibn
Yahya al-Baladhuri's work "Futuh al-Buldon" is a work in the direction of futuh, it
uses the works of Maghazi and Siira.

3. Ahmad ibn Yahya al-Baladhuri lived in Baghdad, the capital of the Arab
caliphate, and learned from scholars and historians of his time. In addition, he traveled
to the cities of Damascus, Hims, and Antokia in Syria to learn. Due to his close
relationship with the Abbasid caliphs, he was appointed a nadim during the reign of al-
Mutawakkil. Al-Baladhuri, in addition to history, was also involved in sharia. That is
why he is mentioned in Tazkira books with the qualities of narrator, secretary, and
poet. Historical sources include the works "Ansab al-ashraf”, "Futuh al-Buldon”,
"Kitab al-Buldan al-saghir”, "Kitab al-Buldan al-kabir", "Kitab ahd Ardashir"
(translation) written by Ahmed ibn Yahya. Although it is mentioned, only "Ansab al-
Ashraf" and "Futuh al-Buldon" have survived to this day.

4. Most of the events presented in "Futuh al-Buldon" are made up of narrations
narrated by muhaddis and historical narrators. When al-Baladhuri narrated events
known to be reliable among historians, he stated the information in the form of “&dJ "
(they say) without mentioning the date of the narrators. In addition to muhaddis, the
historian also narrated the narrations he heard from state officials, including caliphs
and judges. Although the author did not disclose the use of written sources in the work,
his style of narration suggests that sources were consulted during the writing of the
book. At the same time, the author also used historical documents from his time.

5. "Futuh al-Buldon™ contains not only historical knowledge but also information
on Islamic sciences such as geography, tafsir, hadith, and figh. The work shows that it
was an important source of history and science in terms of containing socio-economic
events that took place in the Middle East, Central and South-West Asia, North Africa,
and the Iberian Peninsula in the VII-1X centuries. The fact that it provides information
on the toponymy of the names of cities, villages, forts, and rivers ensures that it serves
as an important source for the science of geography. Ahmad ibn Yahya al-Baladhuri
also used many hadiths to explain historical events. In addition to hadiths, the work
also contains interpretations of verses of the Holy Qur'an. Of course, this factor means
that the author was also a commentator. Another important topic in the work is the
science of jurisprudence, in which al-Baladhuri gave information about the procedures
for setting taxes such as khiroj, ushr, zakat, and jizya, which were introduced in the
Arab caliphate in the VII-IX centuries.

6. Several manuscripts of the work "Futuh al-Buldon" are stored in the world
manuscript fund. In particular, the manuscript funds of the Yale University Library in
New Haven, USA, the Leiden University Library in Leiden, the Netherlands, and the
collection of the British Museum in London contain manuscripts of the work.
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Although "Futuh al-buldon™ has been published several times in a modern form, they
were mainly based on the publications of Jan de Gue and Salahiddin al-Munajjid. The
manuscripts of "Futuh al-Buldon™ kept in the Leyden and British libraries were used in
these publications. Although the Yale University copy of the work is older than the
others, it has somehow not yet been referred to. Researching this overlooked copy and
making it available for scientific use would have served to enrich the research carried
out on its modern editions until today.

7. During the Umayyad period, the introduction of Islam to Transoxiana was
carried out in several stages. The first campaign of the Arabs in this country was led by
Ubaydullah ibn Ziyad in 673, and this campaign ended with the conclusion of peace
with Khatun, the queen of Bukhara. Following Ibn Ziyad, the Arab military campaign
was carried out in 676, led by Sa'id ibn Osman, in which the cities of Bukhara and
Samarkand were captured and peace was reached with the local rulers. In the 80s and
90s of the VII century, due to the escalation of internal struggles in the center of the
caliphate and Khurasan, the land of Transoxiana retained its independence. The
campaigns carried out up to this period were only military in nature, and they did not
aim to incorporate Transoxiana into the Caliphate. The governors of Khurasan made
peace with the captured cities in exchange for a certain amount of compensation and
went back. That is why the cities of Transoxiana kept their independence. The process
of the introduction of Islam to Central Asia ended with the military campaigns
organized by Qutayba ibn Muslim in 707-715.

8. "Futuh al-Buldon™ contains valuable information about the history of the cities
of Transoxiana. The place names mentioned in Al-Baladhuri's work were of special
importance not only in Central Asia, but also in the Arab caliphate. The cities of
Samarkand, Bukhara, Khorezm, Ustrushona, Shosh, and Fergana were considered
major cultural centers in the early Middle Ages. Since the information on the history of
Transoxiana cities, which came in "Futuh al-Buldon”, is a long-term study, the
dissertation compares the information on the history of the cities of Ustrushona, Shosh,
and Fergana, and their importance is revealed.

9. "Futuh al-Buldon" provides information about the activities of several local
rulers. In particular, Bodgis ruler Nizak Tarkhan, Samarkand rulers Tarhun and Gurak,
Ustrushana ruler Haidar ibn Kovus are among them. In some cities, phrases such as
"King of Termiz" or "King of Khorezm" are given, but the name of the ruler of that
city is not mentioned. The position of the local rulers of Transoxiana in the sphere of
political administration is of particular note. They worked, taking into account the
political situation in Khurasan and Transoxiana. Queen of Bukhara Khotun, ruler of
Samarkand Tarhun and others made peace with the Arabs for the peace of their people
and country and pursued a policy of conciliation. After Tarhun, rulers like Samarkand
ikhshidi Ghurak and Bodgis Governor Nizak Tarkhan resisted them in order to
preserve their independence. Each local ruler attempted to stabilize the sociopolitical
situation in which they lived.

Based on the findings and conclusions of the study, the following practical
suggestions and recommendations were made:
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1. Taking into account the importance of the work "Futuh al-Buldon™ in studying
the history of Islam, publishing a study guide and textbooks on the subject of Islamic
history for students studying the history of Islam in the institutions of Islamic
education under the jurisdiction of the International Islamic Academy of Uzbekistan
and the Office of Muslims of Uzbekistan.

2. Preparation of a monograph titled "Early Medieval Transoxiana Cities and
Their Socio-Cultural Life" based on Futuh al-Buldon and early medieval historical-
geographical sources, which will play an important role in the study of Central Asian
ancient cities' history.

3. To recommend to the researchers conducting scientific research in the field of
history and source studies that they study the work "Ansab al-ashraf" of Ahmad al-
Baladhuri, which is important in the science of history, as a separate research object.
