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INTRODUCTION (Annotation of doctoral dissertation (PhD))

Actuality and necessity of research. The scientific heritage of Muslim jurists (4.:28)
is of great importance in the development of world science. Islamic jurisprudence (4l
~c) has had a significant impact on the development of humanitarian law. It is necessary
to use the sources of Islamic law to solve the social problems that are emerging today, to
preserve family values, and to regulate financial relations between people. The scientific
heritage of Abulhusayn Quduri, who has contributed greatly to the development of
Hanafi jurisprudence, plays an important role in this regard. His work on Hanafi
jurisprudence (il 4adl) «Mukhtasar» («_<ise» — «Brief Text»), is particularly
important. From this point of view, it seems relevant to apply the questions that have
arisen in the works of scholars of Hanafi jurisprudence when solving religious and social
problems in modern society.

Within the framework of Islamic law theories (4:l) — usul al-figh (J sl 4ll) —
scientific research on methods for understanding Sharia texts and developing legal
norms from them, as well as identifying their unique features, is being conducted in
research centers around the world. The division of sources into separate topics, the
evidentiary presentation of the issues found in them, the comparative study of
jurisprudence (ot 4adl) and the analysis of topics are all important in studies on the
science of Furu' al-figh («&l ¢ 5%). Special emphasis is placed in this study on an in-
depth examination of sources in the field of Hanafi figh and the disclosure of their true
essence, as well as research conducted to reveal the history of the formation and
development of the science of Furu' al-figh (<3w¥) a8l & )6), writing styles, topics,
and features of the issues under discussion.

The reforms undertaken in the field of religious education in the context of the
modernization of Uzbekistan provide ample opportunities to study the scientific and
spiritual heritage of Hanafi jurists and religious scholars and to bring it to the attention of
the general public. As a result, the scientists published «al-Hidaya» (412} - «The Right
Way») by Burhaniddin Marginani, «Jami' ahcom al-Sighor» (sl alSal el - «Child
Rights Code»). An annotated translation of his work into Uzbek has been completed.
The analysis of the scientific heritage of Abulhusein Quduri, who occupies a special
position in the development of Hanafi Figh science as well as the importance of the
work of the scientist «Mukhtasar» in the solution of religious and social issues, will
serve as a consistent continuation of research in this field.

This research work serves to a certain extent in ensuring the implementation of the
tasks defined in the Decrees of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan No. PD-5416
of April 16, 2018 «On measures to radically improve the activities of the religious and
educational sphere», No. PD-60 of January 28, 2022 «On the development strategy of
New Uzbekistan for 2022-2026» , PD-2995 of May 24, 2017 «On measures to further
improve the system of preservation, research, and promotion of ancient written sources»,
PD-3080 of June 23, 2017 «On the establishment of the Center of Islamic Civilization in
Uzbekistan under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan».

The Relevance of the research to the priorities of the development of science
and technology of the Republic of Uzbekistan. The dissertation was carried out in
accordance with the priority direction of the development of science and technology of
the republic I. «Formation of the system of innovative ideas in the social, legal,
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economic, cultural, spiritual and educational development of the information society and
the democratic state and the ways of their implementation».

Level of study of the problem. The life, activities, and scientific heritage of
Abulhusayn Quduri have been studied by Western and Eastern Orientalists and
Islamists, and scientific articles and brochures have been published. Western scholars
such as K. Brockelman, Helmiss Rufer, Roz Guler, Shuleh, and Tagirov Ruslan,
Nurgaleev Rustam gave important information about Abulhusayn Quduri and his
scientific heritage?!.

Eastern Muslim scholars: «Tarikhi Baghdad» Khatiba Baghdadi, «Tazkirtul
Huffaz» Imam Zahabi, «Kashfus Zunun» Haji Khalifa, «Al-Fawud al-Bahia Tarajim al-
hanafiyah» Abdulkhanavi, Tabakat’s biblical works, Tabakkato Hus, and Husayn’s
works provides information. Modern researchers, including Dr. Said Bektash,
Dr. Salah Abulhoj, Samir Hijazi, and Baro al-Oniy, provided information on
Abulhusayn Quduri's life and work in a scientific study based on «Mukhtasar» by
Abulhusayn Quduri and comments written on it, as well as in many ancient and modern
commentaries to the work?,

Among the Turkish scientists: Hasan ibn Abulgasim, Ismail Mufid Efandi, Amin
Muhammad Fahim Pasha Muftizadeh, Sharif Mahribizada Abu Muhammad, Zeunep
Qorgmas, Chihan Dogan, Chengiz Kallek, Najmuddin Guney, etc. conducted research
on the life and works of Abulhusayn Quduri and their manuscript copies. Husamettin
Vanlioglu, Abdullah Hisdonmez, Fatih Kalendar, and Emin Ali Yuksel translated one of
the famous commentaries of «Mukhtasar» - «al-Lubab» into Turkish?®.

Although the work of scientists has not been studied in the framework of serious
research in our republic, a number of scientists and specialists in our country have
provided information in this regard in their research. In particular, it is possible to cite
the scientific research of Sheikh Muhammad Sadig Muhammad Yusuf, Abdulhakim

Relation of the topic of the dissertation to the plans of research work of the
higher education institution where the dissertation was completed. The dissertation
was completed at the International Islamic Academy of Uzbekistan within the
framework of the scientific project A-1-051 - «Formation of healthy faith in the young
generation based on a systematic analysis of the problems of Islamic studies from
primary sources and the religious and educational heritage of our ancestors».

The aim of the research is to reveal the influence of Abulhusayn Quduri's work
«Mukhtasar» on the development of Movarounnahr Hanafi jurisprudence.

The research tasks:

to illuminate the stages of development of the field of «F uru' al-figh»;

to reveal the emergence and development of the « Mukhtasar « genre in Hanafi
jurisprudence;

carrying out a comparative analysis of figh texts written in Movarounnahr;

to shed light on the scholar's practical activities and scientific heritage in the
development of jurisprudence;

to show the position of Abulhusayn Quduri in the class of Hanafi jurists;

scientific justification of the sources and writing style of the work «Mukhtasar»;

description of comments written to the source and their characteristics;

to reveal the description of trade issues presented in the work «Mukhtasar»;

scientific justification of the importance of the work «Mukhtasar» in the writing of
Hanafi jurisprudential sources.

The object of the research is the development of Movarounnahr Hanafi
jurisprudence in the XI-XII centuries.

The subject of the research is the influence of Quduri's work «Mukhtasar» on the
development of the Movarounnahr Hanafi madhhab, in particular, the field of Furu'-al-
figh.

Research methods. Research methods such as comprehensive approach,
historicity, logic, analysis and comparative analysis were used in the dissertation.

The scientific novelty of the research is:

It is proved that the book of Abulhusayn Quduri «Mukhtasar» served as the basis
for the formation of the genre of short texts (U—<i3«) in Hanafi jurisprudence due to the
brevity of its formulations, their broad meaning, and their reliability;

The “Mukhtasar” proves that the author is a mujtahid scholar based on the original
rules (&l Jsl) in four places and in six places he gave a fatwa (s si#) according to the
rule of «rasm al-muftiyya» (sl ~ ), not according to the founders Hanafi madhhab;

It is proved that Quduri's «Mukhtasar» served as a source for such works as
5 motamad («a<ize», «authentic») texts written by the jurists of Movarounnahr in the XI-
XV centuries: «Bidoyatul mubtadi», «al-Vikaya», «an - Nukoya», «Tuhfat al-fukaho»
and «Kanz al-dakoyk».

students were chosen in 15 places, and 8 of them follow in the Hanafi madhhab, «
Khidaya» and other («xi=e» «authentic») sources.

The practical results of the study are as follows:

it is substantiated that the services of Abulhusayn Quduri and the jurists of
Movarounnahr in later periods were great in the formation and development of the genre
of «mukhtasarnavislik» in furu' al-figh, which is one of the main fields of figh science,
and that their works related to this field were widely distributed in the Muslim world as
the main source of the Hanafi madhhab;

the scientific activity of the scientist was researched on the basis of historical and
scientific sources, and eight works attributed to him were identified. They are mainly
works written in different styles in the science of Furu'-al-figh: four in the style of
discussion on controversial inter- and intra-sectarian issues, one on regulating the
activities of judges, a commentary on one of the respected texts of the madhhab, and the
famous «Mukhtasar» work. It was found that the scientist's only work was a collection
of hadiths. All the works have been preserved. Four of them were published,;

«Mukhtasar» texts in furu' al-figh science are divided into three types: the first is an
independent text that does not rely on specific works; the second is a summary of one
work; and the third is a summary of several works. «Mukhtasar» is one of the first types
of texts, and it is determined that it is not an abbreviation of specific works but an
independent text;

It was found that Abulhusayn Quduri used two methods of summarization in his
work that were not used in previous texts. The first refers to information from chapters
not previously mentioned, while the second refers to information from previously
mentioned chapters. For example, in the «Book of Fasting», the expiation of a person
who broke his fast on purpose will be the same as in the «Book of Revelation», which
will be explained in the future. He also referred to the conditions stated in the «Book of
Negotiations» that «the negotiation, as we have stated, will only take place with the
goods that are valid in the company». It was found that this style was not used in the
authoritative texts before it. Later, it was proven that the subsequent generation of
summary books began to use this method effectively.

The reliability of the research results is based on the manuscript copies of the
work «Mukhtasar» stored in the manuscript fund of the Institute of Oriental Studies
named after Abu Rayhan Beruni of the Academy of Sciences of the Republic of
Uzbekistan under inventory numbers No. 4836 and No. 8554, as well as the modern
edition made by Said Bektosh in 2014. Based on the evidence, the modern comparative
approach is explained by the fact that historical methods were used and a number of
scientific research methods developed in the Eastern and Western schools of Islamic
studies were used, and the research results were confirmed by authorized organizations.

Scientific and practical significance of the research results. The scientific
significance of the research results is explained by the fact that the scientific-theoretical
conclusions about the place of Abulhusayn Quduri in the development of Movarounnahr
Islamic sciences and the fact that the work «Mukhtasar» is an important source in the
science of Hanafi jurisprudence serve as a basis for future scientific research in the field.
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The practical significance of the results of the research is «Islamic history and
source studies», «lslamic history in Central Asia», «Islamic studies», «lslamic
jurisprudence», «Methodology of Islamic law», «Basics of Islamic law», «Classical
jurisprudential texts (Furu' al-figh)», «Movarounnahr allamalari» is based on the fact
that they can be used in enriching the content of subjects with new theoretical
developments, in the development of field-related facultative classes, seminars, and
special courses.

Implementation of the research results. Based on the proposal and scientific-
practical recommendations developed as a result of the research conducted on the
specific features of mukhtasarnavism in Hanafi jurisprudence in Abulhusayn Quduri's
work «Mukhtasar»:

Conclusions that Abulhusayn Quduri's book «Mukhtasar,» which is short in words,
broad in meaning, and reliable, is the foundation for the development of the genre of
short texts in Hanafi jurisprudence, are embedded in the content of the book «Islamic
Encyclopedia,» which was prepared on the order of the Committee on Religious Affairs
under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan (reference No. 02-03/7585,
October 5). As a result of the understanding and correct interpretation of jurisprudential
texts from the main sources of Sharia, the essence of Islamic concepts was revealed
more widely, which served to increase the religious culture of the population;

5 texts of the motamad («x«i=e» «reliable») texts by Movarounnahr jurists:
«Bidayatul mubtadi», «al-Wigaya», «an-Nugaya», «Tuhfat al-fugaho», «Kanzud daqig»
in the XI-XV centuries were written, and the conclusions that Quduri's «Mukhtasar»
served as the basis for all of them were included in the topic of the seminar
«Classification of authoritative texts in Hanafi jurisprudence» at the Imam Bukhari
Islamic Institute under the authority of the Muslim Office of Uzbekistan. (Reference No.
2535 of the Office of Muslims of Uzbekistan dated October 5, 2022). As a result, the
most convenient and effective classification of short works for education in
jurisprudence and their general and specific aspects were introduced;

in «Mukhtasar,» he based his ijtihad on the original rules in four places (4&ll J swal)
and issued a fatwa in six places in accordance with the rule of «rasm al-mufti» ( ~~
44ll) and the fact that the author is a mujtahid scholar and the genre of «Mukhtasar».
Scientific conclusions about the importance of Islamic sciences are included in the
content of the book «Historical-philosophical heritage of the scholars and thinkers of the
Middle Ages» prepared on the basis of an order of the Imam Bukhari International
Scientific Research Center (November 9, 2022 of the Imam Bukhari International
Scientific Research Center under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan,
Reference No. 02/626). As a result, information about the role and services of these
Hanafi scholars in the formation of theories of Islamic law served to reach the scientific
community;

In «Mukhtasar» within the framework of «Zahir al-Rivaya» («a) sl jals» - «The
most reliable narration») issues, it was found that fatwas of senior students of Abu
Hanifa were selected in 15 places, and in 8 of them they follow the Hanafi Mazhab
based on «Hidoya» and other authoritative sources, Short texts on science and their
formation were included in the book entitled «Scientists of the Great Country» prepared
by the Imam Termizi International Research Center commissioned (Handbook 01-
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07/138 of 26 August 2022). As a result, readers are closely acquainted with the content
and essence of the work of the scientist.
The approbation of the research results. The results of this research have been

approved at 9 - 6 international and 3 national scientific-practical conferences.

Publication of the research results. 16 scientific works on the topic of research
were identified, including 7 articles in scientific publications recommended for
publication of the main scientific results of doctoral dissertations of the Higher
Attestation Commission of the Republic of Uzbekistan, 4 of them in republican journals
and 3 in foreign scientific journals. Abstracts were published in three local and six
foreign conference collections.

The structure and scope of the dissertation. The thesis consists of an
introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a list of used literature, and appendices. The
length of the dissertation is 134 pages.

THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

In the introduction, based on the relevance and necessity of the topic of the
dissertation, the purpose, objectives, object, and subject of the study are determined. The
relevance of the research to the priority directions of the development of science and
technology is shown, and the scientific novelty and practical results of the work are
described. Based on the reliability of the obtained results, their theoretical and practical
importance is revealed. Information is presented on the implementation of research
results, approval of the work, published works, and the structure of the dissertation.

The first chapter of the dissertation, entitled «Theoretical-methodological

foundations of researching the development of Hanafi jurisprudence» describes the
emergence and spread of the Hanafi madhhab, the formation and development of works
related to the «furu'« science of Hanafi jurisprudence and works of the «Mukhtasars»
genre, as well as their methodology and their classification according to different views.
and the comparative analysis of the texts created by Movarounnahr scholars.
The first paragraph of the first chapter is called «Stages of Development of the Furu' al-
figh». It describes the formation of the Hanafi school, writing books on figh, and also
classifies works into two periods. The first are the three-level works that form the basis
of the formation of the mazhab, which are called «Zahir ar-Rivaya» (also called «Usul»),
«Navadir» (Rare hadiths) and «Nawazil» (new fatwas). "Zahir ar-Rivaya" is a
compilation of fatwas by Muhammad ibn Hasan Shaybani, which consists of six
books. It is rated first because of the high reliability of the narration. "Nawadir" is
fatwas compiled by Muhammad and his disciples of this generation. According to the
authenticity of his narration, it ranks second. "Nawazils" were created by scholars
starting from the great-grandchildren of Abu Hanifa until the 12th century, in which
the first two contain fatwas on unimplemented issues. The last of these is the
masterpiece of Sadr Shahid (1090-1141) "al-Wageot". These three sources gave birth
to the Hanafi school of thought.

Second, legal writings that did not enter the above class were classified into two
styles. During the period when the fatwa books on "Nawazil" were written and later,
many works on furu' al-figh were created by the jurists, which combined the
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problems of the above three levels of sources and formed different genres in the
science of figh. In the research, these works were classified according to two styles.

The first is the method of division into «respected» (considered) and «disrespected»
(ignored), and the next is classification into types called «motamad» (trustworthy),
«makbul» (accepted) and «disrespected». mardud» (rejected). The research involved
works in six genres, each formed according to a certain style in the Hanafi madhhab.
These are: «texts» or «abbreviations», «comments», «khoshiei», «mabsuts»,
«environments» and «fatwas» (the difference of this genre from «navazila» is that it
includes new fatwas and original issues of mazhab).

In the classification of figh, works were initially divided into genres and defined.

Then questions in it were classified according to such factors as the compatibility of
fatwas «Zohir ar-Rivay», comprehensibility of expressions, level of scientific potential
of the author.
The second chapter, entitled «Emergence and Development of the Mukhtasar» Genre,
talks about the historical necessity, formation, and writing style that arose for the
creation of «mukhtasar» texts among figh books. Dictionary and terminological
definitions of this genre are analyzed. The general and separate meanings of the words
«Mukhtasar» and «text» were clarified as a jurisprudential reform. «Mukhtasar» books
in figh science are divided into three types. The first: works that are originally
abbreviated, including Kuduri's "Abbreviated”. The author did not comment on this.
The second is works that are abridgements of a specific work, including works such
as "Kanz ad-Daqig" by Abul Barakat Nasafi and "an-Nugaya” by Ubaydullah ibn
Mas'ud. Nasafi abridged this work from his work "al-Wafi". Ubaydullah ibn Mas'ud
created his work by reducing the book "Self-rivelessly al-Hidoya, the FI of the Fiith
Masau, Al-Hidoya," hikathya Qudrada, "of his work. The third is books that are an
abbreviation of several sources. It includes Burhoniddin Marginoni’s "Bylymic Al-
Mubtadiy". This masterpiece was based on two books to this work. One is a work of
"Al-maemu-es-afir" of Jahuri's "Halkaarak".

According to the results of the research, the formation of the genre was divided into
two periods and analyzed. First, it was the period when Muhammad al-Shaybani's al-
Jame al-Saghir, Tahawi's «Mukhtasar», Hakim Shahid's «al-Kafi» and Karkhi's
«Mukhtasar» were created, and although it was thorough in terms of the authenticity of
its narratives, it had flaws as a genre. The second is the period of «Mukhtasar» and the
period of brief writings written after it, when the genre was fully formed and embodied
the following conditions: the text should be short, based on reliable sources, cover the
main issues, be limited to the judgments, and be expressed in understandable short
phrases. Abulhusayn Quduri developed the style of previously written texts and
completed their perfect formation. Dozens of reliable texts were also written in the
following centuries. «Mukhtasar» was taken as a basis for them.

In the third paragraph of the first chapter, entitled «Comparative analysis of
jurisprudential texts written in Movarounnahr» the order of the statements of rulings in
Abulhusayn Quduri's work «Mukhtasar» and some issues in it were compared with the
most reliable sources of the Hanafi madhhab created in our country. Muvaroonnahr
jurists: «Bidayatul mubtadi» by Burkhaniddin Marginani, «al-Wigaya» by Tajush shari‘a
Mahmud ibn Sodrush sharia, «An-Nugaya» by Ubaydullah ibn Mas'ud, «Tuhfatul
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fugaha» by Alauddin as-Samarkandi, «Kanz ad-daqoeg» by Abul Barakat an-Nasafi
were involved in the research.

It is suitable for the condition of the text to be short. Only Al-Kahi and Tuhfat
al-Fugaho are expressed widerrather than others. The motivation to the reliable
sources of the sect is that all regulations are expressed in accordance with the
condition that only judges are reflected with short phrases that reflect multiple data.
Among the abbreviators, in al-Nugayyah, due to the fact that a lot of attention was
paid to the shortening of sentences, it created complexity. In the rest of the texts, the
phrases are explained in simple language. Since the works "al-Wigaya" and "an-
Nugaya" are limited to the issues of "al-Hidaya", they do not mention the topic of
inheritance. All other texts refer to this section.

The famous work of the Hanafi madhhab «al-Hidaya» and its text «Bidayatul
mubtadi» were compared in detail with «Mukhtasar». According to the research, it was
confirmed that all the issues except the Faraiz book (section) in «Mukhtasar» are
perfectly presented in «Bidayatul Mubtadi». In addition, the issues that appeared in
Muhammad al-Shaybani's work «al-Jame al-saghir» are described. «Mukhtasar» consists
of 66 sections; «Bidayat al-mubtadi» consists of 58 sections. Some sections have been
rounded up. Chapters are made in accordance with the order of «al-Jame as-saghir». It
has been confirmed that Mahmud ibn Sodrush Shari'a of Tajush described all the issues
of «al-Hidaya» in a concise form in his work «al-Wigaya» and added to it in some
places.

The third chapter of the dissertation, entitled «Abulhusayn Quduri's contribution
to the development of the Hanafi madhhab» reveals the life of the scholar, his
practical activities in the development of jurisprudence and the classification of his
works, his position among the jurists, and the sources and writing style of «Mukhtasar».

The first paragraph of the chapter is called «Practical activity and scientific
heritage of the scientist in the development of jurisprudence», in which the life and
scientific activity of Abu Husayn Ahmad ibn Muhammad Quduri al-Baghdadi al-Hanafi,
his teacher, and his students are compared and analyzed, and the biography of the
scientist is restored. It has been determined that Faqgih lived in Baghdad, carried out
scientific activities there, was born in 973, and died in 1037. The scientist made a
significant contribution to the development of the madhhab through his practical
activities and written works.

In the X-XI centuries, disputes between madhhabs developed in Baghdad. Kuduri
left a significant mark on the development of Hanafi jurisprudence, both practically
and theoretically, in the science of khilaf, that is, comparative jurisprudence, which
incorporates the fields of furu' al-figh and usul al-figh. In Iraq, the Hanafis and the
Shafi'is lived in common areas, and in many cases there were disputes between them
on controversial issues.

In order to prove the merits of the Hanafi madhhab, Quduri held discussions with
scholars such as Abu Tayyib al-Tabari and Abu Hamid al-Isfaraini, among the great
Shafi'i scholars. Due to his intelligence and potential, the scientist achieved great
achievements in the defense of the madhhab.

Abulhusayn Quduri is the author of eight works. The books «At-Tajrid», «at-
Tagrib», «at-Taqrib as-sani» and «Masoilul khilaf bayna ashobina» were written in the
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genre of jurisprudence. «Sharhi Mukhtasar al-Karhi» is a perfect commentary on
«Mukhtasar al-Karhi», one of the most respected works of the madhhab. The work
«Adabul Qazi ala Madhabi Abi Hanifa» describes the conditions and activities of the
gazi. «Juz fil hadith» is the only work of the scholar dedicated to hadith. His book
«Mukhtasar» is a text that contains the issues of furu' al-figh. Six manuscripts, five
lithographs, three manuscripts, and two lithographic copies of this work's commentaries
were involved in the research at the Institute of Oriental Studies, named after Abu
Raikhan Beruni of the Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

In the second paragraph, entitled «Quduri's ijtihad views based on Hanafism», the
scholar's career in the Hanafi madhhab is described based on different views. Scholars
such as Ibn Kamal Pasha (d. 1534) and Ibn Abidin mentioned that he was in the fifth
rank in the class of jurists. In this classification, Kuduri is said to be one of the
categories that separate some narrations from others by saying "this is better" and
"this is more authentic" and "this is better for people".

Accordingly, it was noted that Abulhusayn Quduri's book «Mukhtasar» in Hanafi
jurisprudence was able to compete in a positive sense with the books of jurists such as
Muhammad al-Shaybani of the second class and At-Tahawi and Abulhasan Al-Karhi of
the third class. This is evidenced by the fact that only his «Mukhtasar» is widely used
among jurisprudence texts written before the X-XI centuries.

Dr. Salah Abulhoj believes that the scholar was a mujtahid within the madhhab. In
«Mukhtasar» the Hanafi madhhab, contrary to the issues of «Zahir al-Rivaya» («_aua
415 » - «The most reliable narration») in 4 places with its own ijtihad, relying on the
original rules (usul al-figh) and in 6 places «rasm al -mufti» ()l ~ ) proves that he
issued a fatwa according to the rule. Within the framework of «Zahir al-Rivaya» issues,
in 15 places, the fatwas of Abu Hanifa's senior students, and not Abu Hanifa's, were
selected, and 8 of them are still followed in the Hanafi madhhab. These actions of the
scientist were not criticized by later jurists. Maybe they were allied with him on some
issues. This once again emphasizes that he was a scholar with the potential for ijtihad in
matters within the madhhab.

In the paragraph of the second chapter, entitled «Sources and style of writing
«Mukhtasar» of the work of Abulhusayn Quduri, the sources on which it is based are
discussed. The author himself did not leave information about the source of the work.
The issues of «Zahir al-Rivaya», which includes six books, which are the theoretical
basis of the madhhab, and the fact that it relies on the authoritative texts of its time, made
«Mukhtasar» considered «mo'tamad» (reliable) by the scholars. Since Abulhasan
commented on Karkhi's «Mukhtasar», it can be concluded that he used it in writing his
work. Abulhusayn Quduri was educated by Abu Abdullah Muhammad. He is a student
of Jassos, who commented on Tahawi's «Mukhtasar». Accordingly, it can be concluded
that Quduri used Tahavi's «Mukhtasar» as a source for his work.

There is no preface in any copy of Mukhtasar. Tabarrukan quotes the verse that
Is the proof at the beginning of the book before explaining the duties of ablution,
where the proofs are not stated. Evidence from the hadith is given in several other
places. In most copies, the book of ablution begins after the basmala. In some of
them, praise and blessings are also mentioned. The work ends with "Faroiz book".
The structure of phrases is different, the prayer part is small and complex, and then it
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becomes more detailed. The chapters from the beginning to the end of the book are
comprehensively explained.

The previous "abbreviations™ differed from the later ones in that repeated
issues were encountered, evidences from verses and hadiths were presented. The
characteristics of "Mukhtasar" that unites two eras are that it begins the work with a
verse, then quotes verses in two places and hadith in three places. This work was
described as a bridge between the "mukhtars™ of the two periods.

In his work, Abulhusayn Quduri used a method of covering many issues in one
sentence, which was not used in previous texts. Also, as a result of the research, it was
found that two more methods were used: referring to information from chapters that
were not mentioned before and using information from previous chapters. For example,
the punishment of a person who deliberately broke his fast in the «Book of Fasting» will
be the same as in the «Book of Revelation», which will be explained in the future. He
also referred to the conditions stated in the «Mudarabah Book» by saying: «The
negotiation, as we have stated, will take place only with the goods that are correct in the
company.» It was found that these styles were not used in earlier authoritative

texts. It began to be usefully used in short books written in the next period.

The third chapter of the study is called «The Role of the Work «Mukhtasar» in
the Development of Movarounnahr Hanafi Jurisprudence», and it reveals the
comments written on the source and their characteristics, the specific aspects of the trade
issues described in the work, and the importance of «Mukhtasar» as a source in the
writing of other works.

The first paragraph, entitled «Comments on the Source and Their Characteristics»,
describes the comments, margins, and annotations written on the work and their
characteristics. As a result of the research, it was found that 104 comments and
criticisms were written on the work «Mukhtasar». The work gained great fame during
the author's lifetime. Several reviews were published during that period. Quduri's student
Ahmad ibn Muhammad al-Aqgta’ (d. 1081) wrote the works «Sharhi mukhtasar Quduri»
(«The Big Commentary»)® and «al-Mugni' sharh mukhtasar al-Quduri» («The Small
Commentary»). Al-Aqgta devoted a lot of space to evidence in his work. He also
discussed with evidence the issues that Imam Malik and Imam Shafi'i disagreed with.
Alloma Kavsari said about this review: «This is certainly one of the best reviews of
«Mukhtasar».®

It was found that there are 18 commentaries written by scholars from
Movarounnahr and neighboring countries, and they belong to the period up to the IX
century of Hijri. It is known that Mahmud az-Zamakhshari (d. 1143) wrote a
commentary called «Sharhi mukhtasaril Quduri». Salah Abulhoj reported that Alauddin
al-Samarkandi (d. 1157) wrote a work called «Sharhi mushkilot Quduri».” Burhoniddin
Marginani's work «al-Hidaya» was also mentioned among the written comments.
Among the jurists who wrote commentaries on Quduri's "Mukhtasar", seven of them
wrote two and one three separate commentaries on it during their lifetime.

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Three manuscripts and two lithographic copies of comments written on
Abulkhusayn Kuduri's work "Mukhtasar" were found and studied in the resource
treasury of the Institute of Oriental Studies named after Abu Rayhan Beruni of the
Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

The third chapter, entitled «Description of Trade-Related Issues Mentioned in the
Paper», discusses the trade mentioned at the beginning of the source section as well as
related issues and regulations. Abulhusayn Quduri in his work "Mukhtasar" described
trade and related topics as the most important thing for the society after the prayer
section. In the work, the view that a person is not considered a perfect Muslim if he
only prays or prays five times a day, but if his property dealings between people are
not correct, was given priority.

The title of the chapter is "Book of Trades" in the plural. It is pointed out that
there are several types of trade. There are four types of trading, and each is named after
its own name: Bai'ul-mukaiza, consumption, selling for money, and Salam trading. The
author describes «Trade Book» in several chapters. The first chapter is followed by the
chapters «Conclusion of the contract», «Decision-making», «Aib Ichtiyar», «Corruption
Trade», «lkola», «Murobah and Tavlia», «Riba», «Salam Trade» and Traty». In some
manuscripts, the topic of expenses is allocated to a separate «books.

In the introduction to the "Book of Trades" section: the conditions of

correctness of trade, cases of cash and cash in trade, trade of food and grains, issues
of selling goods by covering, weighing, measuring in a container of unknown
capacity and weighing with an unknown stone, animal trade, gas trade, issues such as
the sale of real estate and the sale of fruit trees are described.
In the third paragraph, entitled «Meaning of «Mukhtasar» in writing Hanafi sources of
jurisprudence» it is revealed that «Mukhtasar» is one of the most used books as a source
in Hanafi jurisprudence. Based on it 104 comments and footnotes. "Mukhtasar" is a
reliable jurisprudential text, more than 10 other reliable texts were created based on
it, apart from writing commentaries on it due to the writing style and ease of use.
Scholars such as Ishag ibn Muhammad (d. 1660), Abu Bar ibn Ali (d. 1398),
Muhammad ibn Mustafaibn Zakariyya (d. 1234) and Muhammad ibn As'ad ibn
Muhammad (d. 1090) Abulhusayn Based on Kuduri's "Mukhtasar" they wrote poems
with the same name "Nazmun li-mukhtasar al-Kuduri”. Based on Abulhusayn
Kuduri's "Mukhtasar" Muhammad ibn Umar ibn Muhammad (d. 1219) was called
"Kashfu talhisi mukhtasar Kuduri" and Abdurrahim ibn Muhammad (d. 1272)
"Jawami'ul kalim ash-sharifa ala mazhabil Imam Abi Hanifa" created simplified texts
named. The work was written by Muhammad Ashiqg in 2004 as "al-Tashil al-Zaruri li
masail al-Kuduri”, Dr. Muhammad Mahrus in 2006 as "al-lzah wa al-Bayan al-
Zaruri" and Husain Hasani in 1911 as "Question and Answer". wrote response-style
works. The simple narrative style of the work, the wealth of information, and, most
importantly, the fact that it is based on credible narratives make it a source that is always
used in Hanafi jurisprudence.
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CONCLUSION

Based on the scientific and practical research of Abulhusayn Quduri's «Mukhtasars»
and the goals and objectives of the research, the following conclusions were reached:

1. The complete formation of the Hanafi school ended with the compilation of
fatwas issued by Abu Hanifa and his senior students into books. The writing of works on
the rules of issuing judgments from Shariah sources and the establishment of judicial
affairs according to the Hanafi school in the regions caused its practical development
and expansion. The first figh books are divided into three categories: «Zahir al-Rivaya»,
«Nawadir» and «Nawazil». The first two were written by students of Abu Hanifa at the
same time and differ from each other in the reliability of their narrations. A third type of
book was written later by the disciples of Abu Yusuf and Muhammad and later
generations of scholars up to the XII century, which contained matters not addressed by
Abu Hanifa and his companions. Works belonging to the type of «nawazil» were created
in parallel with the books, and in later periods, new styles of books were created in the
direction of furu' al-figh. They were divided into six genres and classified into two styles
according to their reliability. The first is the traditional style, in which works are
classified into «reputable» and «non-reputable». Dr. Salah Abulhoj, one of the modern
scientists, proposed to classify figh sources into three categories: «motamad», «magbul»
and «mardud». In the study, the classification of jurisprudence works was carried out in
both ways.

2. In «Mukhtasar»-style works, the cited judgments are stated without evidence,
directly, and in order. The reason such books should be short and contain many
meanings is to make it easy for the fatwa giver to find the issues he is looking for and for
the seeker of knowledge to memorize them. In usage, the words «brief» and «text» are
used both synonymously and as separate words. «Mukhtasar» works as a genre have
both meanings. The development of works in this style passed through two periods: the
first was the period of formation, the stage that created the works of Hakim Shahid «al-
Kofi», «Mukhtasar» of Ja'far Tahawi, and «Mukhtasar» of Abulhasan al-Karhi; the
second was the period of completion of the development, in which Abulhusayn Quduri's
«Mukhtasar» and the texts based on it were written.

3. The main characteristic of jurisprudential texts is their short and concise
presentation. All of the authoritative texts in Mowarounnahr are abridged, except for
Tuhfatul Fugaho, which is a little more detailed than the others. In the works «Bidayatul
Mubtadi», «al-Wigaya» and «an-Nugaya» the book of Faraiz is not mentioned. While
the authoritative jurisprudential works in Mowaroonnahr are mostly explained in simple
phrases, in al-Nugaya more attention is paid to shortening compared to others, creating
some complexity in the sentences. «Bidayatul Mubtadi», «Kanzud Dagig», «Vigaya»
and «An-Nugaya» work sections begin with «Nikoh Kitobi». «Tuhfatul Fugaho» begins
with the «Book of Trades» like Quduri's «Mukhtasar». Although Quduri's «Mukhtasar»
is the source for the reliable works of the «mukhtasar» genre created by Movarounnahr,
the order of the chapters and the structure of the sentences are different. Only in
«Bidayatul mubtadi» are the issues of «Quduri Mukhtasari» stated unchanged.

4. In the X-XI centuries, the center of the Abbasids, Baghdad, had various
jurisprudential schools, so there were disputes between them. Abulhusayn Quduri
appeared on the stage as a defender of Hanafi jurisprudence and had many fruitful
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scientific debates with Shafi'i scholars. His discussions on the interpretation of the
Hanafi madhhab as the quality of the perfect path became a factor in the further
development of the madhhab. Eight works by the scientist have been identified; seven of
them are works written in different styles on the science of furu'ul figh, and only one is
dedicated to the science of hadith. His works entitled «Tajrid», «At-Taqrib», «At-Taqgrib
as-sani» and «Masailul khilaf bayna ashobina» are devoted to controversial issues
between madhhabs. The work «Adabul Qazi ala Mazhabi Abi Hanifa» is a manual that
regulates the activities of judges. The works «Mukhtasar» and «Sharh Mukhtasar al-
Karhi» were written in the style of summary and commentary. His book, known as «Juz
fi al-Hadith» is the only work in the science of hadith, in which he collected the hadiths
narrated by him. The scientist's scientific legacy, as well as his practical arguments, had
a positive impact on the development of Hanafi jurisprudence.

5. All biographers unanimously recognized that Quduri was the leader of the
Hanafis of his time. In the books of Tabagat, it is said that he was among the jurists in
the rank of translators, that is, those who determine the merits of narrations and
distinguish them with the terms «this is better», «this is more authentic» and «this is
better for people». Based on modern research, it is revealed that «Mukhtasar» is one of
the most useful books in the madhhab, and because it expresses his opinion on more than
twenty issues according to the rules of usul al-figh and rasm al-mufti, the author is a
scholar who has the potential to do ijtihad within some issues of the madhhab.

6. In the work of Abulhusayn Quduri, although it is not stated which source it is
based on, as a result of the research, it was found that it is based on «Zahir ar-riwaya»
and the works of Tahovi, Hokim Shahid, and Karkhi, which were created later. It
differed from the later ones in that the earlier «<mukhtasar» contained repeated issues and
presented evidence from verses and hadiths. The characteristics of «Mukhtasar» that
unite two eras are that it begins the work with a verse, then quotes verses in two places
and hadith in three places. This work acts as a bridge between the «Mukhtasar» of the
two periods. The fact that only this work is used among ancient texts proves that its style
of writing is convenient.

7. Due to interest in «Mukhtasar», masterpiece of Abulhusayn Quduri, 104
comments and notes were written. Eighteen comments written by scholars from
Movarounnahra and neighboring countries, dating back to the 1X century of the Hijra,
were identified. Two commentators, Ahmed ibn Muhammad al-Agta and Abu Bakr al-
Haddad, wrote two different commentaries due to their great interest in the work.
Among the comments written for the work, «Al-Hidaya» also reached a high level.

8. According to tradition, in figh works, the prayer section is described first, and
then the muamalat section. Prayer is usually followed by business or family matters.
Abulhusayn Quduri considered it relevant and started it with trade. This is because
financial transactions between people are considered a very important and sensitive
matter in society. In the work, he described the issues of trade and cited factors that harm
and destroy it. The main principles of trade are trust between people, saving, and
keeping promises.These qualities create healthy competition in primary production and
trade, create confidence in the sale of goods, and create an environment conducive to
foreign investment. This is an important factor for the economic development of society.

9. «Bidayatul mubtadi» by «Mukhtasar» Burhoniddin Marginani, «al-Wigaya» by
Tajush shari'a Mahmud ibn Sodrush shari'a, «An-Nugaya» by Ubaidullah ibn Mas'ud,
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«Tuhfat al-fugaha» by Alauddin al-Samarkandi, «Tuhfat al-fugaha» by Abul Barakat an-
Nasafi, Kanzud Dagig, Al-Mawsili's «al-Mukhtar», Muzaffaruddin Ahmed ibn Ali
Saati's «Majmaul Bahrain», Haji Ali Halabi's «Multagul Abhur» and Abu Ubaidullah
ibn Muhammad al-Kashgari's «Munyatul Musalli» were found based on evidence. Five
of these are authoritative works by our country's jurists.

Based on the findings and conclusions of the study, the following practical
suggestions and recommendations were made:

1. Taking into account the importance of the scientific heritage of Abulhusain
Quduriy in the development of Islamic civilization, the preparation of a monograph
entitled «The Role of Abulhusain Quduriy in the Development of the Science of
Movarunnahr Hanafiy Figh» for specialists in the religious and educational sphere at the
International Islamic Academy of Uzbekistan.

2. Since the work «Mukhtasar» is a fundamental source on the science of Furu'al-
figh, its inclusion as an additional literature in the existing science of «figh texts» in the
higher and secondary special religious educational institutions under the International
Islamic Academy of Uzbekistan and the Muslim Office of Uzbekistan.

3. Translating the work of Quduri «Mukhtasar» into Uzbek to meet the needs of
our compatriots interested in figh science, taking into account the fact that the
information is consistently stated in a simple style and is based on reliable sources.
