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INTRODUCTION (Abstract of PhD dissertation)

Actuality and necessity of research. "Fara'id" (u=i_dl sl - the science of
inheritance), considered one of the important themes of Islamic law in world history, is
notable for having remained unchanged in Muslim countries to this day and has been
incorporated into modern inheritance law. The special role of Central Asian scholars in
this field, including those from Transoxiana, should be noted. The work Mugaddimatu
ilm al-faraiz (u=3_4 ale 4a284) by Basitkhan Shashi (1877-1956), a native of Shash (now
Tashkent), considered one of the historical centers of science, contributed greatly to the
development of religious and secular sciences in the 19th and 20th centuries, is a
inheritance highly acclaimed for its detailed coverage of issues related to the
fundamentals of law, the determination and distribution of heirs' shares, and the
information available in the sources systematized and presented in a user-friendly format.
This work is important for understanding the basics of heritage, for a correct
understanding of the norms of fara'id, for the protection of the interests of heirs in the
division of the inheritance, and for understanding the specifics of the teachings of the
Islamic religion.

In the research centers of Islamic studies of the world, studies are being conducted
to examine in detail the "fara'id"( (=4l ale - the science of inheritance) and to uncover
its true content. In such studies, attention is paid to the study of the specific norms of the
faraid "owners of faraid" (u=s,d —laal) and “asaba" (wlw=e), identifying sources
written on this subject and conducting their comparative analysis, assessing the current
state of Islamic inheritance law and its influence on the legislation of secular countries. In
addition, the scientific inheritance of Shash Oasis scholars and their contribution to the
development of Islamic sciences are in the focus of research. By studying Basitkhan
Shashi's “Muqgaddimatu ilm al-faraiz”, which helps in the practical distribution of
inherited property within the Hanafi madhab, and by analyzing the information about the
science of inheritance contained in it, one can thoroughly study the rules of the science of
inheritance in the Hanafi madhab.

As a result of the reforms carried out in the new Uzbekistan, great opportunities
are being created to identify the scientific and spiritual heritage of scientists, to realize
their modern interpretation and bring them to the attention of the general public. As a
result, Al-Faraid al-Usmaniya (4sliall (=) dll) was published and As-Sirajiya (4! )
was translated into Uzbek, and manuals on the science of inheritance , such as "God’s
Distribution”, "Heritage in Islam and its Distribution", were written and published. Also,
the works of Basitkhan Shashi "Qanuni Basiti", ""Farkhangi mabsut", "Favaid al-adwiya",
"Amali khandasa" and other works were translated from the old Uzbek script and
published with some commentaries. This is a direct result of respect for the scholar and
his legacy. In Basitkhan Shashi's scholarly legacy, “Mugaddimatu ilm al-faraiz” plays an
important role and is considered important in the field of "faraid" Islamic law.

Inheritance issues in the world are among the current research topics that are
being studied comprehensively not only in the Muslim world, but also in the Western
world. Among the disciplines of Islamic studies, the science of inheritance (faraid) is one
of the most important branches. This is because one of the important tasks in the
regulation of social relations, ensuring stability, mutual trust between people, the proper
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study of kinship is one of the important tasks in the proper establishment of kinship
relations. Manuscript collections contain thousands of sources on the science of
inheritance by Central Asian scholars. One of the urgent tasks is to study them and put
them into scientific circulation.

In the world, especially in the Islamic world, the science of inheritance and related
fields is being studied in depth. However, the work "Mugaddimatu ilm al-faraiz" by
Basitkhan Shashi, which helps in the practical distribution of inherited property within
the Hanafi school, is still ignored by experts. Therefore, the study of this source and the
analysis of information on the science of inheritance in it creates the need for a thorough
study of the rules of heritage science within the Hanafi school, modern understanding,
research that is accepted by ordinary people and experts alike.

In recent years, Uzbekistan has been paying great attention to the study of the
scientific and spiritual heritage of scientists. "The main purpose of this is to collect a page
of manuscripts related to our history, culture and religion, to introduce them to our
people, our youth, to show what a great and unique heritage we have, to bring up our
children worthy of this great heritage"?8. However, in the history of Uzbekistan, research
on the science of inheritance in the Tashkent oasis has not yet found its scientific
confirmation. At a time when the information society is rapidly developing in the context
of the current pandemic, it is important to conduct comprehensive and adequate scientific
research on the issues of Islamic heritage in the context of Uzbekistan. All of the above
factors, as well as the history of the formation of the legacy of Islamic law in the country
to date, testify to the relevance of the research topic, which is not sufficiently covered.

The present dissertation work to a certain extent serves to implement the
tasks defined in the Presidential Decree No.PF-5416 of April 16, 2018 "On
measures to radically improve the activities of the religious-educational
sphere”, No PF-60 of January 28, 2022 "On the development strategy of New
Uzbekistan for 2022-2026", as well as in Resolutions PQ-2995 of May 24,
2017. "On measures to further improve the system of preservation, research
and promotion of ancient written sources™. No. PQ-3080, dated June 23, 2017,
"On measures to establish a hearth of Islamic civilization in Uzbekistan under
the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan”. PQ-4068 of
December 19, 2018. "On measures to radically improve activities in the field
of protection of objects of tangible cultural heritage".

Compliance of the research with the main priorities in the field of science
and technology development in the Republic. The dissertation was carried out in
accordance with the priority direction of development of science and technology of
the republic I. "Formation of system of innovative ideas in socio-legal, economic,
cultural, spiritual and educational development of information society and
democratic state and ways of their implementation”.

Level of the research on the problem. In many countries of the world, a lot
of research is being carried out to study the issues of heritage of Islamic law. These

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researches are conducted within the framework of such issues as the formation of
Islamic inheritance law, the trends of development, the goals of Islamic inheritance
law, and its importance in the correct understanding of Islam.

In the East this part of Islamic law has been studied since ancient times. In this
connection, first Abu Abdullah Sufyan Sawri, later Abu Jafar Tahawi, Yusuf al-Qurtubi,
Abu Nasr al-Marwazi and a number of similar scholars carried out special scientific
research on this subject. Besides them, among famous jurists Burhaniddin al-Marginani,
Shamsul-aimma Sarakhsi, Abu Bakr Kasani, Imam al-Bukhari, Tumurtashi-Khawarizmi,
Abul Barakat Nasafi, one of the great mathematicians and encyclopedists Muhammad al-
Khawarizmi, the scholars of religious and secular sciences Sayyid Sharif Jurjani and
Abdurashid Sajawandi?® wrote works on this topic.

Western Islamic scholars such as R. Scharl, J. Schacht, W. Hallag, and A.
Masse®® have studied Islamic law and succeeded, also Alpaslan Alkish and Yazici
Abdurrahman have conducted extensive research on the subject in Turkey.

From the Commonwealth of Independent States, it has been studied by such
Islamic scholars as Academician V.Bartold, G. M. Kerimov, M. |. Sadagdar, L. R.
and R. Yu. Syukiyaynen.

The topic was researched in Uzbekistan by Uzbek scholars such as N. I.
Abidova, U. M. Akhmedjanov, T. Ayubov, and I. B. Zokirov before independence.

In the post-independence period, after opening a broad avenue for the study of our
religious and cultural heritage, a number of legal scholars carried out scientific work on
the topic. As an example, the activities of Academician H. Rakhmonkulov, Professors A.
Zokirov, A. Rakhmanov, A. Jurjoniy, A. Muminov, |. Bekmirzaev, B. Begmatova®!, and

In this research we
have tried to study the concepts of heritage before Islam and in Islam, to give a general
Idea about them. The listed history of Islamic inheritance law, its basic rules and general
Issues concerning the science of Fara'id have been studied.

Relevance of the research with the scientific-research plans of the higher
education institution in which the dissertation was carried out. The dissertation
was carried out in accordance within the framework of the Scientific project A-1-
051 — "Formation of a healthy faith in the younger generation on the basis of a
systematic analysis of the problems of Islamic studies, primary sources and religious
and enlightenment heritage of our ancestors" implemented at the International
Islamic Academy of Uzbekistan.

The purpose of the research is to reveal that the issues of heritage are
covered on the basis of the Hanafi school in the work of Basitkhan Shashi
"Mugaddimatu ilm al-faraiz".

Tasks of the research:

to research heritage issues in Islam and the determination of their
peculiarities;

to conduct a comparative analysis of the stages of development of inheritance
law and related court decisions;

to determin the source bases of Basitkhan Shashi's work "Mugaddimatu ilm
al-faraiz" written in Transoxiana,

to scientifically substantiate Basitkhan Shashi's unique views on heritage rights;

to determine the peculiarities of the explanation of the owners of faraid and
their rights in the work “Muqgaddimatu ilm al-faraiz”;

to cover issues related to heirs in the work.

The purpose is to develop suggestions and recommendations based on a
comparative analysis of the structural form of the heritage system in Islamic
teachings and the legislation of Uzbekistan.

The object of the research is inheritance law in Islam and related issues.

The subject of the research is Basitkhan Shashi's book "Mugaddimatu ilm
al- faraiz".

Research methods. In the course of the research methods of comparative and
problem analysis were used in compliance with scientific objectivity, historicity and
chronological sequence.

The scientific novelty of the research is that:

It has been proved that Basitkhan Shashi, by introducing the concept of
kismati riza (L=_ 4«8 in dividing heritage, justified the local custom of determining
and distributing their shares in heritage based on mutual consent when all the heirs
had reached the age of majority;

It has been established that in the late 19th century and early 20th century
when writing the book Basitkhan Shashi chose the middle of the styles of the text
fara'id and commentary, presenting the practical aspects of the distribution of

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inheritance and explaining them through mathematical operations, restored the style
of 4Ll 5 juall (al-Jabr wal-mukabala) written by Muhammad Musa Khawarizmi.,

In "Mugaddimatu ilm al-fara'iz"* (=34l ale 438s - introduction to the science
of the fara'id), the (U= wlsal) (holders of the fara'id - heirs with a certain share),
divided by the author into "o Y J) sl (Cases of forty) and their detailed coverage
proves that the work served as a guide for muftis dealing with the distribution of
heritage and students of this science;

It is revealed that Basitkhan Shashi's decision to refer to the judge's verdict
according to the era (actually four years) is related to the creation of convenience for
Muslims, and not to the 90-year-old fatwa ruling in the Hanafi mazkhab on the
division of the missing person's (233) heritage.

The practical result of the research:

The research describes the history of the development of heritage science as an
independent science, showing how the inheritance law was in the Meccan and early
Madinah stages of Islam, and how Islamic inheritance laws gradually came to perfection;

"Mugaddimatu ilm al-faraiz" (*Introduction to the Science of Faraid™) along with
other works such as "as-Sirajiyya" and Badakhshani's commentary to it titled "Taysiru
Faraiz as-Sirajiyya" can be used as a guide to the science of Faraid in religious
educational institutions of our country, that it is scientifically grounded,;

The study of "Mugaddimatu ilm al-faraiz" ("Introduction to the science of
Faraid") shows that the author's approach to solving problems of heritage is
more convenient for students studying this subject, so the work can be used to
create textbooks on faraid for students of Islamic educational institutions;

"Mugaddimatu ilm al-faraiz" (“Introduction to the science of Faraid") shows
the role of the clergy in the Muslim Board of Uzbekistan in resolving disputes over
heritage and testament to Muslims living in a secular state.

Reliability of the research results is based on the chapter on inheritance of
jurisprudence or rules of inheritance in the science of jurisprudence, periodical and
branch publications related to jurisprudence, manuscript copy of the work
"Mugaddimatu ilm al-faraiz" ("Introduction to the science of Faraid™) stored in the
Fund of the Republic of Uzbekistan under the number 11258 and explained by the
fact that copies of the work published in co-authorship with doctor of historical
sciences Mahmud Hasani were used, the tasks set in the thesis were approved, the
recommendations were implemented in practice, and the results obtained were
approved by the competent authorities. In addition, the validity of the results of the
dissertation is also confirmed by the methods chosen based on the nature of the
research and scientific search.

Scientific and practical significance of the research results.

The scientific importance of the results of the study is explained by the role of
Basitkhan Shashi in the development of the science of inheritance and by the fact
that the scientific-theoretical conclusions of "Mugaddimatu ilm al-faraiz"
("Introduction to the science of faraid") are an important source in the development
of figh and science of faraid and will serve as the basis for future scientific research
in this field.
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The practical significance of the results of the study lies in the fact that it can serve
as a practical tool for Islamic scholars, historians, lawyers at higher and secondary
specialized educational institutions, in teaching the disciplines of "Islamic studies”,
“Islamic jurisprudence”, "Jurisprudence™ and is determined by the development of new
textbooks, manuals and special courses for them and their use in the activities of the
Fatwa Center of the Administration of Muslims of Uzbekistan.

Implementation of the research results. On the basis of the proposals
developed in the work of Basitkhan Shashi "Mugaddimatu ilm al-faraiz" on the
study of heritage issues:

Basitkhan Shashi, introducing the concept of "L=a, 48" (gismati riso) in the
matter of division of heritage, proved that the local custom of determining and dividing
heritage shares is based on mutual consent in cases where all heirs have come of age is
in accordance with Shariah and his scientific conclusions are included in the content of
a customary textbook published under the title "Islamic Jurisprudence". (Reference Ne
02-03/654 from 01.02.2021 of the Committee for Religious Affairs under the Cabinet
of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan). As a result, it served to build students'
understanding that traditions come from the origins of Shariah;

The scientific conclusions that Basitkhan Shashi, while writing the book,
chose the middle styles of the text and commentary on the Faraid, included practical
aspects of the distribution of heritage, was able to explain them through
mathematical operations and managed to restore the style of the entire (al-Jabr wal-
mukabala) of Muhammad Musa Khawarizmi were included in the contents of the
book Faraid, published by the Muslim Authority of Uzbekistan. (Reference No.
1778 of the Muslim Board of Uzbekistan dated May 28, 2021);

As a result, this has served to expand the understanding of the importance of
the sciences of fara'id and calculus among students of higher and secondary
specialized Islamic educational institutions, such as the Tashkent Islamic Institute,
the Mir Arab Higher Madrasah, and the School of Hadith Sciences in the
Uzbekistan Muslim Board system;

The conclusions related to the proof that the author's distribution of the issues,
related to "u=s & laal" fard possessors-heirs with a certain share) to "Jisal
"o ¥)(akhwal al-arba'in - cases of forty) with heritage in "Mugaddimatu ilm al-
faraiz" (U=l ale 4e3ia - an introduction to the science of faraid) was the reason for
serving as a guide for practicing muftis and students, studying this science were
included in the content of the book "Distribution of heritage in Islam", published by
order of the Imam Bukhari International Research Center (No. 02 of the Imam
Bukhari International Research Center dated 08. 06.06.2021 /link No. 207). As a
result, it was achieved that it will serve as a guide for legal professionals when
studying issues related to the division of heritage;

Basitkhan Shashi's decision to refer to the decision of Qazi Jamaluddin Zailai
rather than the 90-year-old Hanafi mazhab's ruling on the heritage of the missing
(25%4), the relative certainty of the findings of the search for the missing as a result
of registering citizens in the late 19th and early 20th centuries and the conclusions
that it was found to be related to the promotion of religion to Muslims, were used in
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the preparation of the script for the series "The Great National Scientists" of the
National Television and Radio Company of Uzbekistan Television "History of
Uzbekistan” (Reference No. 02-40-95 dated 01/11/2021 of the National Television
and Radio Company of Uzbekistan). As a result, this activity served to shape the
notion of heritage fatwas in the work “Mugadimatu ilm al-faraiz” and to increase
historical knowledge.

Approbation of research results. The results of the research were approved
at 11 conferences, including 7 national and 4 international conferences.

Publication of research results. A total of 18 scientific papers on the
dissertation topic, including 7 articles in scientific journals recommended for
publication of the main scientific results of doctoral dissertations of the Higher
Attestation Commission of the Republic of Uzbekistan, of which 4 were published
in national and 3 foreign journals.

The structure and scope of the dissertation. The content of the dissertation
consists of an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a list of sources and
references. The volume of the dissertation is 126 pages.

THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

In the introductory part, based on the relevance of the chosen topic, the goals
and objectives of the research, the object and subject of study are defined. The
relevance of the research to the priorities of science and technology, the scientific
novelty and practical results of the work are described. Based on the reliability of the
results obtained, their theoretical and practical significance is revealed. Information on
the implementation of research results in practice, approbation of the work, results,
published works and the structure of the dissertation are given.

The first chapter of the dissertation, entitled "Theoretical Foundations of the
Study of heritage Regulations in Islam". In the first paragraph of the first chapter,
entitled "Methodological foundations for studying heritage issues in Islam™, the
importance of the subject of Islamic inheritance law for the legislation of modern
secular countries is explained by some aspects of Islamic inheritance law, including
its structure, the classification of relatives in it, as well as many other issues related
to the possibility of using the practical solutions listed, projection of such rules onto
the law of succession for secular states can create new opportunities.

The importance of research in the field of inheritance science is related to the
possibility of finding optimal solutions to integrate the provisions of Islamic
inheritance law into the political, legal, and spiritual spheres of multi-confessional
countries based on the results obtained.

Today, attempts to do so can be seen as a prime example of the application of
Islamic law in the contemporary Egyptian experience and in the activities of the
Wasatia Institute of Malaysia to prevent Islamic radicalization.

The second paragraph of the first chapter, entitled "Stages in the Development
of inheritance law and Analysis of Decisions Related to It", describes the gradual
formation of the science of heritage in Islam, some controversial issues related to
heritage, and the emergence of the science of faraid.
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First of all, the rules of heritage are described in detail in Surah An-Nisa of
the Qur'an. These verses made fundamental changes to the Arab norms of heritage,
and the first of those was that a woman had no right to inherit the property of her
relatives. The Qur'an abolished this norm. Another important feature of Islamic
inheritance law, which emerged in the seventh century, is that relatives not
mentioned in the will can also become heirs. It is therefore necessary to point out
that in Islamic jurisprudence, heritage by will is of secondary importance and
includes a number of important restrictions®2.

The further development of Islamic inheritance law is associated with the
emergence of the second important source of Islamic law, the Sunnah®. The Sunnah
Is a collection of hadiths describing the deeds and sayings of Muhammad (peace and
blessings be upon him) pertaining to a certain subject.

Most scholars like Sajawandi and Jurjani have emphasized that many figh
regulations, including those concerning heritage, are derived from the correct
interpretation of hadith. For example, the Sunnah has a rule that a Muslim cannot
bequeath his property to a non-Muslim, even if the latter is his brother. They refer to the
following hadith: A Muslim does not inherit from an unbeliever, and an unbeliever does
not inherit from a Muslim". Thus, the Sunnah was considered the main source of Islamic
jurisprudence. It contains many norms developing the Qur'anic instructions on heritage,
taking into account practical situations which could not be reflected in the Qur'an
because of their large number. For example, there is no direct rule in the Quran
indicating the need to determine the testator's legal capacity, but such a rule is contained
in figh, which states that "“The testator must be capable of disposing of his property, that
IS, he must be intelligent, mature, free, and have the right to choose.

A collection of Shariah articles on the contemporary legal relations of the
Muslim population in Turkestan, published in Tashkent in 1910 by a commission
sent by the Russian Emperor to Turkestan under the leadership of Count Palen, is
included in the list of heritage works. This compilation contains 294 articles of
Shariah law, of which 121 articles deal with matrimonial relations, 88 articles with
heritage rights, 33 articles with testamentary law, and the remaining articles with
social, economic, commercial, and other issues. If you look through the
“Introduction” of this collection, you can see that Count K. K. Palen paid much
attention to the articles of Shariah concerning the right of inheritance. On this issue
it states the following: “The Islamic law of inheritance is clearly a complex legal
issue, but it is handled with great skill®*.

This issue was also dealt with by another Russian scholar, L.V. Antaki, who
published a collection entitled «Co0opHUK mOCTaHOBIEHUS IapUATa — [0 CEMEHHOMY
Hacnencteennomy mpaBy (ITo yuenmio A0y Xaumdm)». “Collection of Shariah

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articles on family and inheritance law according to the teachings of Abu Hanifa” in
1913 in St. Petersburg.

The second chapter of the dissertation is called ““The role of Basitkhan Shashi's
work” “Mugaddimatu ilm al-faraiz” in the development of Faraid science”. The
first paragraph of the second chapter, wich entitled “the original basis of the work written
in Transoxiana” shows that the muhaddis, Qoran commentators, and fagihs who
flourished in Transoxiana, contributed to Faraid scholarship in a general and private
sense. In addition to religious scholars such as Imam Bukhari, Termizi, Marginani,
Kasani, Tumurtashi, the works of scholars of religious and secular sciences such as al-
Khawarizmi®* and Jurjani are shown. For example, Imam Zamakhshari in his
commentary “Kashshaf” explains that two daughters, which are not clearly mentioned in
the Qur'an, will have 2/3 of the heritage, unlike other scholars, by means of a reference in
the Qur'an.

Although it is said that the provisions of the science of heritage are mainly based
on the Quran, one can see that the place of the hadith of the Prophet (s.a.s.) is
incomparable in this respect. From this point of view, the muhaddiths of Transoxina have
also made significant contributions to the development of the science of inheritance. In
Imam Bukharis book of "' Al-Jami as-Sahih, considered the rules of heritage and legacy in
detail. He called the 85th chapter of his book "Kitab al-Faraiz". In this book, he cited 43
hadiths, one of which is mu‘aallag (mu'aallag (lit. suspended) hadeeth is one in which
one or more narrators are omitted from the beginning of its isnaad), the rest mawsul (a
hadith without an omission in its sanad): hadiths, and another 24 from the writings of the
Companions and those who followed them.

Imam Al-Bukhari's views on jurisprudence are taken from the chapter titles. It is
evident from this that Imam Bukhari held the same view as the school of Abu Hanifa,
contrary to the opinion of ordinary scholars, on the issue of the heritage of grandfathers
and brothers, which is one of the few controversial issues in fara'id. Therefore, the Imam
titled the chapter "about the heritage of the grandfather and brothers”. But under the
chapter, Abu Bakr, ibn Umar, and ibn Zubayr say that the grandfather is the father. In
addition, Imam Bukhari, in the case of heritage by the sons of two uncles of a dead
woman, which is one of the disputed issues among lawyers, according to a report from
Hazrat Ali, half of the property is given to the cousin who is the son and husband and
uncle of the deceased, and 1/6 to the third cousin, who is a half brother in the maternal
line, is in the middle of the property. They say that it is divided equally. He greatly
facilitated the work of the scholars of fara'id by trying to reveal rulings in such matters as
the heritage of Mula’ana, which is not covered in most books on Fara'id, the heritage of
one who claims lineage, the heritage of a lakit (found person), the heritage of a liberated
(saiba) provided that no one takes the property, the heritage of a captive, the issue of the
woman who claims the child is hers, and many more with the help of the ayats, hadith,
and asars.

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One of the scientists from Transoxiana who has done great work on the science of
heritage is the great mathematician, astronomer, and the founder of algebra and
algorithms, Abu Musa Muhammad Al-Khawarizmi (164/780-235/850). The great
scholar says in the preface to his work “Al-jabr wal-mukabala” that after Caliph Ma'mun
appointed him head of the Bait el-hikma, he ordered him to write a book that people
would need to facilitate such matters as counting real estate, commercial goods, and
bidding on a partnership basis and distributing property to heirs.

As a result, he publishes this work and uses it in his lessons on Fara'id. Al-
Khawarizmi stresses that his goal is to reflect on complex issues. In doing so, the scholar
states that he also intends to address the needs of the caliphate, issues arising from the
requirements of Islam and Shariah, and issues related to architecture and irrigation. He
says: "...I have written "The Short Book of Al-jabr wa and al-Mugabala Counting', which
contains simple and complex tasks of arithmetic, as it is necessary for people to distribute
heritages, make wills, distribute property and in matters of justice in trade and in all
transactions, in land surveying, canal construction, (practical) geometry and other such
diverse works".

Along with other areas of figh, the great work of the scholars of Transoxiana
on fara’id goes ack to the Middle Ages. But then, for a long time, almost no books
were written in this field. It was Basitkhan ibn Zahidkhan Shashi, who lived and
worked in the late 19th century and the first half of the 20th century and became
famous as a good healer, who revived this work.

Basitkhan Shashi studied religious and secular sciences at the Khoja
Ahrar Wali Madrasah in Tashkent. After his father's death, he received medical
education from Mullah Muhammad Rasul, a famous Tashkent physician, and
Siddiq khoja Hakim. Later, he went to Bukhara, enrolled in a madrasa,
expanded his religious knowledge, quickly graduated from the madrasa, and
returned to Tashkent. Shashi, who had a deep knowledge of the exact sciences,
literature, and the natural sciences, was now a mature scholar with a unique
perspective on the religious sciences.

In the second paragraph of the second chapter, which is called “the peculiar
views of the scholar on inheritance”, the jurisprudence of Basitkhan Shashi is
studied and investigated in detail, especially on the division of heritage. In Islamic
jurisprudence, family and property relations are the main cause of many disputes
and disagreements between people in society, so the Qur'an gives a broader and
more detailed account of these issues than any other. Islamic law takes social and
property relations, especially heritage, more seriously than other teachings. The
main reason for this is honesty and prevention of oppression of orphans and the
weak. This is a foundation that is directly required by Islamic teaching. It is in this
context that Shashi in his work focuses on the issue of women's heritage and warns
that it will be ignored by society.

Basitkhan Shashi's solutions to inheritance issues are not fundamentally
different from those of other Hanafi jurists. However, one can also find the
author's personal views in the work. He had his own views on a number of
issues, such as the conditions of heritage, obstacles to heritage, the heritage of
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the mafqud, the heritage of grandfather along with his brothers, and methods of
explaining the circumstances of his “ashabi Fara’id”, and these have been
shown in their place. According to Shashi the difference in the state of
residence can prevent Muslims from inheriting. Other minor differences are
indicated in their respective places. He approaches the opinions of other
scholars on the subject from a critical perspective and, like many Islamic
scholars, calls himself "infirm", "ignorant™ and uses the modest phrases "in my
humble opinion” when expressing his personal opinion.

In the third chapter, entitled '*Peculiarities of application of rulings on
inheritance in ""Muqgaddimatu ilm al-faraiz' there are three paragraphs. In
the first paragraph of which is called "Elucidation of the issues of the shares of
the owners of farz" in the work, the cases of each heir listed in the chapter
called ashobu faraiz (successors with a certain share) of the book are studied
one by one, and compared with the books of other Hanafi schools. A detailed
table of eight columns is presented, which includes "Ahwal al-Arba'in"
consisting of all the cases of Ashabi Fara’id. This table is meant to make it easy
to remember the share of each heir®

The cases of heritage, reduction of share, and even hajj from each share
mentioned in the chapter entitled Ashabu Faraid (heirs with a certain share) in the
work have been studied one by one and compared with other books of the Hanafi
school. There is a detailed table of eight columns, which contains the "Ahwal al-
Arba'in", which contains all the cases of the As’habi Faraid. It will be convenient to
remember the share of each heir through this table®’. The details of the introduced
concept of the "Ahwali arbain" are as follows:

Three cases related to Ab (father), four cases to jaddi sahih(gradfather), three
cases to ah and ukt li umm (mother, brother, sister), two cases to zawj (husband),
three cases to binti sulbiyya (daughter), six cases in bintul ibn (daughter of a son),
five cases in ukhtun li abawayn (parents have one sister), seven cases in ukhtun li ab
(father and cousin of a daughter), three cases in umm (mother), jaddai sahiha
(mother of father or his mother) there are two cases, forty cases in total, which in
Faraiz Istila are called "arbain situation". The heir who is a follower will first
receive the shares described in the arbaeen.

Shashi states that these heirs are allocated six shares in the Qur'an and lists
them. Nisf (half 1/2), sulusan (two-thirds 2/3), sulus (one-third 1/3), rub (one-fourth
1/4), sudus (one-sixth 1/6), and sumun (one-eighth equals 1/8). In addition to these
fractions mentioned in the Qur'an, there is also sulusul baki (one-third of the
remainder g1/3), which the Sunnah fixes. That is probably why it is not mentioned
here.

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Having given these shares, the author gives an important rule for calculating
the shares of the heirs. For this purpose he divided these six contributions (sihami
sitta) into two types:

1/2, 1/4, 1/8;

2/3,1/3,1/6.

If we look at these two types of numbers, each of the numbers in the first
row is twice as big as the number after it, and we can observe the same situation
for the numbers in the next row. It is very important to mention this relationship
between the numbers because solving Faraid problems begins by first finding a
common denominator for them.The author also emphasized this and pointed out
the choice of a common denominator for a number of questions below.
According to the book, if there is an heir who receives half the share of the first
type in any of the faraid issues, the denominator of the issue will be 2. In other
words, the heritage is divided into two: one is given to that heir, and the other is
dealt with as part of the comments above. If the sum is (1/6), the denominator is
6. If there is more than one share in the task, the denominator depends on the
smallest share. For example, if the first type of share is nisf and rub' (1/2 and
1/4), the denominator equals 4. If sudus (1/6) with one of sulus and sulusan (1/3
and 2/3), the second type, the denominator is 6.

If an heir with shares of the first and second order becomes the heir of the
deceased and is entitled to and owns two orders of shares in the case of faraid, that
Is, from the partition of the tarika, one must give him a share of both types, also if
1/2 of the first type and 1/3 of the second type, 2/3 and 1/6 or all are combined in
one set, then the denominator of the task is 6. If 1/4 of the first type is added
together with the contributions of the second type, the denominator of the task is 12.
If you add 1/8 of the first type to one or all of the contributions of the second type,
the denominator of the task is 24.

Emphasizing that it is essential to find the proper common denominator in
the distribution, Shashi says: to solve this question of the faraid, first of all, it is
necessary to look carefully at the class of relatives of the deceased and who among
them is closer to the dead in terms of kinship.

Basitkhan Shashi introduced special symbols that are needed when
distributing heritage to many relatives from askhabi faraid, asaba or zavul arkham.
If the heir is the owner of the fard, the fard due to him is put on him, for example,
1/3 or 1/6, etc. If the heir is asaba, then the sign " &" "ky" (giy), which is part of the
Arabic word " 8L" "baqy"” (remaining) is put, because the asaba heir is entitled to
the property left by the owner of the fard.

If the heir "hajb™ (falls out of the heritage) because of another heir, the letter
"t" of the Arabic word "kaw" (falling out) is put. They are presented in a table. Some
authors draw the line of the deceased and write the successors on this horizontal
straight line, and the account is given on the next line. But the tabular style is
somewhat easier to explain to present-day students.

It is evident from these that B. Shashi is, above all, a scholar well versed in
accounting. This is evidenced by the independent work on mathematics written by
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the scholar, "Amali Khandasa". Secondly, these works somewhat facilitate the
issues of hereditary science.

The chapter “on asaba (heirs who do not have a share in the Qur'an and
hadith, but who own the remaining property)” is studied in full and in detail, as
in the previous chapter, and the coverage of these issues is important in the
Hanafi school” was studied comparatively with the book. It describes in detail
the definition and distribution of the asaba. Information is given about who the
Asaba binafsihi (straight Asaba) are their classes, the names of each class, and
their representatives. The order of heritage is explained with examples. Asaba
bighayrihi (those who are asaba with another) and asaba ma'a gayrihi (those
who are asaba because of another) have the same definitions, examples, and
class representatives as above. The concept of Asaba was defined by Basitkhan
Shashi as follows: Asaba - in the dictionary means circle and relatives on the
father's side. However, in Shariah terminology, asaba implies the property of
the tarigah in excess of the obligatory shares of the ashabi fara'id, and in the
absence of ashabi fara'id, the relatives who are entitled to receive the entire
property of the tarikah. And the word asabat is the plural form of the word
asaba, and each one is an asaba. This definition does not differ from the
commentary of as-Syrajiyya. But some scholars have objected to this definition.
According to them, this definition does not include a sister who becomes an
asaba because of the daughter of the deceased. Because she will retain the
property left by her daughter, but she alone cannot be entitled to all the
property. Sayyid Sharif Jurjani in "as-Sharifiyya" responds to this legitimate
objection: "This definition refers to the heirs who are directly related to him,
and therefore this definition is correct”. And the asaba of a sister is caused by
something else, i.e., a daughter. The definition does not include such bilwasita
asaba".

A relative who is an Asabah heir does not have a definite share as an ashabi
faraid. Hence, the ashabs are not to be understood as second-class heirs as under
secular law. This is because the secondary heirs mentioned in secular law are
entitled to inherit in the absence of the heirs of the first order. This is not the case
with the asabahs. Some of them receive an heritage on a par with the ashabi faraid
and even more than them. For example, a daughter and a son. Sometimes this can
disinherit many ashabi faraid. An example would be the removal of a son's daughter,
a sister, and others because of a son. Therefore, first of all, from the wealth of the
tarikah, the mafrud shares of the ashabi faraid are given away. After that, if there is
no ashabi fara'id, all remaining tarikah's property is distributed among the asaba, in
the manner that will be mentioned below.

The author divides asaba into two main parts and says: Asaba Kkinship
(affinity) is a relative related to the deceased either by lineage or by reason, which
consists of two parts: asabai nasabiyya (asaba through lineage) and asabai sababiyya
(asaba by reason of the release of a slave).
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The author, in turn, divided asabai nasabiyya into three parts: asaba binafsihi,
asaba bi gayrihi, and asaba ma'a gayrihi and gave separate definitions and comments
to each part and listed its representatives.

This definition is might be incorrect for the second part of indirect
asabah, because the daughter making the younger sister asabah here is actually
the owner of fard and would get ' if she were alone and 2/3 if there were many.
Therefore, this definition in "as-Sirajiyya" can be considered appropriate. It
says that asaba ma'a rayrihi is a woman who becomes an asaba because of
another woman3.

The third paragraph of the third chapter, "Interpretation of Islamic inheritance
law norms in modern national legislation” examines the interpretation of Islamic
inheritance law issues in the current inheritance law in Uzbekistan. For this purpose,
similarities and differences of these two laws were identified.

Many researchers have worked to compare the similarities and differences
between Islamic inheritance law and existing inheritance laws in secular countries.
We see it in the works of Turkish researchers Alpaslan Alkish, Yazici
Abdurahman®, Russian researcher Sukiyanen L.R.*°, and others. Work in this
direction was also conducted in Uzbekistan.The works of B. Begmatova*' and
others can serve as an example. Here the similarities and differences between the
Islamic inheritance rules in work "Mugaddimatu ilm al-faraiz" and the current
heritage legislation in Uzbekistan are analyzed. For this purpose, the heritage issues
in Islam have been compared with Section V of the Civil Code (CC) of the Republic
of Uzbekistan, entitled "The Right of inheritance”. As is known, heritage under
secular law is made by will and by the law. In Islam, a person cannot bequeath all
his property, depriving it of heirs. But if we consider that Shashi took the fatwa of
Abu Hanifa that if the heirs agree, a whole will can be executed, we will see that the
situation in Islamic inheritance law in this respect is not much different from secular
law.

Under the law, heritage is by will and by law. Simply put, the execution of a
will made under the law is protected by the law regardless of its content. In the
absence of a will, the statutory rules of heritage are followed.

According to the law, only citizens (physical persons) are heirs, while
according to the will, state and public organizations, citizens' self-government
bodies, and other legal entities may also be heirs*.

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If there are debts of the deceased, according to the law. In that case, creditors
can present their claims to the executor of the will (the administrator of the inherited
property) or the heirs arising from the testator's obligations*:.

In Islamic inheritance law, it is obligatory to pay the debts of the deceased
before proceeding with the distribution of the will and heritage. Even all the
movable and immovable property of the deceased can be exhausted because of debt.
The faqgihs divide debt into two kinds: debt to Allah (zakat, atonement, offering,
etc.) and debt to people. According to Hanafis, the debt of the people is paid. If a
debt to Allah is bequeathed, it will be fulfilled to 1/3 of the property. But, according
to Shafi'i'ts, first, the debt is paid to Allah, and then, if anything is left of the
property, the debt to the servants is paid*.

A will is no different from the law in terms of its execution before the
distribution of the heritage among the heirs. But a person cannot bequeath all his or
her property to any one person. A will has certain conditions. First, it should not be
given to the heirl, and second, it should not be more than 1/3 of the estate left after
the payment of the funeral expenses and debts of the deceased. Even if it increases,
only 1/3 will be made. However, a deceased person may bequeath no more than
one-third of his estate to non-physical structures, such as madrasas, bait-al-mal, and
mosques. If there are no heirs, it may be transferred to the state to benefit all
Muslims.

There are many similarities between Islamic inheritance law and secular law.
For example, under both laws, the heirs of the first order are the same people. But
the distribution is different. Under the law, if the heritage is divided equally between
them, in Shariah, they will receive it according to the share specified in the Qur‘an.

In law, the main thing is heritage by will, while in Shariah, a will is similar in
execution to the heirs, but there is a difference in its aspects, such as not exceeding
1/3 and not being passed on to the heir.

According to the law, after the first-degree heirs receive the heritage equally,
the remaining relatives will be left without a share. However, in Islamic Shariah,
after the first-degree heirs (fard sahibs) of the deceased receive a share, the
remaining property is transferred to the second-degree heirs.

One can be sure that the Islamic inheritance law has always had a certain
influence on the heritage legislation in the existing countries by reading the
works of many Russian, Turkish and Uzbek researchers. In this work, we have
also devoted a detailed study of the impact of Islamic inheritance law on
secular law and the similarities and differences between them. To this end, the
issues of Islamic inheritance were compared with the section of the Civil Code
(CC) of the Republic of Uzbekistan, Part V, entitled "The right of inheritance".
It is well known that in secular law, heritage is made by will and law. In Islam,
on the other hand, a person cannot bequeath all his wealth without depriving
his heirs of it.

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CONCLUSION

The results of this study allow us to draw the following conclusions on issues
related to Islamic inheritance rights in the work of Basitkhan Shashi "Mugaddimatu
ilm al-faraiz™:

1. The foundations of Islamic inheritance law were developed in the seventh
and tenth centuries. Since most of its rulings are explained in the Qur'an and hadiths,
commentators and muhaddises, together with jurists who worked in the East, also
conducted studies on the science of heritage. In their books, many jurists have
touched upon fariz issues in such chapters as heritage and tarika, some of them like
B. Marginani, Temirtashii, and Jurjani have written independent books on this
science. In the West, there is great interest in Islamic inheritance law. Historically,
inheritance law norms played an important role in the development of inheritance
law in secular countries. Therefore it is admissible to carry out similar studies in
other multi-faith countries as well.

2. Islamic inheritance law passed through a number of stages in its
development. In the first stage, that is, at the beginning of Islam, as in the time of
Jahiliyya, heritage usually continued for reasons such as nasab, tabanni, and
covenant. At the same time, the question of the obligation of the will was added. In
the second stage, was added to the above due to the reason of mu’akhat
(fraternization between Meccans and Medinans), and the heritage of tabanni, that is,
an adopted child, was terminated. The third stage was considered to be the period
when the ayats on heritage were sent down, and judgments on heritage conditioned
by the obligation of will, brotherhood and covenant were rendered invalid, and
succession was given only on the basis of lineage, marriage and the release of
slaves.

3. In Transoxiana, great importance is attached to the collection of issues
related to the science of heritage in the form of a separate book. In particular, issues
of heritage are discussed in the works of Burhanuddin Marginani (d. 594/1197)
"Faraiz al-usmani”, Zahiriddin Tumirtashiy Khawarizmi (d. 744/1603) "Faroiz at-
Temirtashi™ and in works of the fatwa genre. In such sections as faraiz, tarika,
kisma. After that, the famous jurist, linguist, and mathematician Sayyid Sharif
Jurjani (d. 740/1340) wrote a large and detailed book on the Farai’d, “Al-
Sharifiyya”. This book has been used for many years as the basic textbook in local
madrasas. Later students had a need to write a smaller book than the extensive Al-
Sharifiyya of the textbooks. With this in mind, Basitkhan Shashi wrote a medium-
sized book, Mugaddimatu ilm al-faraiz. The book is valuable because it is written in
a textual style, with extensive commentary in appropriate places, and also touches
on contemporary issues.

4. In the book Mugaddimatu ilm al-faraiz, one can observe many unique
approaches to the presentation of heredity issues. In particular, unlike other
books on the science of heredity, this source first defines the concept of
science, talks about its parts and judgments about each of them. After that, the
concepts of movable and immovable property are described, which suggests
that the author may have intended his book for use as a textbook in a
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madrassa. An important part of the source is that the author gave convenient
ways to find the common denominator of fractional numbers, which greatly
simplified the mathematical calculations necessary in distributing inheritance.
Basitkhan Shashi also gave as much as possible solutions to contemporary
issues related to the period in which he lived. It provides an argument for each
case of succession, followed by illustrative examples.

5. It may be noted that Basitkhan Shashi's Mugaddimatu ilm al-faraiz
covers the duty-bearers and their rights in a peculiar way. First of all, men and
women are listed as a whole. Basitkhan Shashi introduced the concept of
ahwalul-arbain (forty cases) because the sum of their heritage cases reached
forty. The circumstances surrounding the heir's heritage were then cited in
each case, and he mentioned them in his testimony. This is a traditional
practice in jurisprudence books, that is, it is easier to remember than to first
mention the shares and then list the owners of those shares. The source also
provides a table containing all the cases of "Ahwalul-arba'in”, which is the
most appropriate way to visualize the cases pertaining to all the heirs in
Fara'id, and to use it when necessary.

6. In the work "Mugaddimatu ilm al-faraiz" one can see special approaches in
the coverage of the issues related to the heirs of "asaba". Basitkhan Shashi's
definition of nerves and division of them into genealogical and causal parts and
genealogical nerves into classes does not differ from other sources of the Hanafi
school. According to this classification, if the first part of them is present, the
representative of the second part cannot be an heir. If there is a second party
representative, he or she does not inherit a third party representative. Also, among
heirs of the same section, the plurality of bloodlines is preferred, i.e., a bilateral
relative is considered superior to a unilateral relative. Consequently, if the father and
mother have the same brother or sister, the father cannot inherit if the mother is
different. The source also provides a table to make it easier for students to remember
the nerves. Causal nerves (the heir who is nervous about emancipation) are also
discussed in detail. Issues of mass emancipation, rarely seen in other books, are also
explained in the work with examples.

7. There are differences and similarities between Islamic inheritance law and
existing inheritance laws in secular countries. First, in Islamic law there is no
bequest to an heir. Even if a will is made, it is executed with the consent of the other
heirs. Secondly, the property to be bequeathed must not exceed 1/3 of the total
estate. It may be observed that the will has a higher priority in secular law.
According to him, he can bequeath any amount to any person. In Islamic inheritance
law, the testator has no right to limit the number of heirs. There is also the concept
of "unfit heirs," consisting of non-Muslims, murderers of the testator, etc., who are
considered disinherited, although actually appointed heirs. In current inheritance
law, the concept of "unworthy heirs" includes a person who has committed murder
along with the murderer. In modern inheritance laws, first degree heirs initially
receive a share of heritage, whereas in Islamic inheritance law, first degree heirs
(obligatory) and second degree heirs (lines) may receive a share simultaneously. In
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modern law, heritage is divided equally among the first-degree heirs. Under Islamic
inheritance law, with the exception of some cases, one can see differences between
male and female heritage.

Based on the findings, the following recommendations were developed:

1. Taking into account that the work of Basitkhan Shashi "Mugaddimatu
iIlm al-faraiz" is an important source in the field of inheritance sciences, publish
this work in the modern Uzbek language in its entirety with the necessary
comments;

2. To include subjects from the book "Mugaddimatu ilm al-faraiz" in the
natural sciences programs of the International Islamic Academy of Uzbekistan, as
well as in higher and secondary Islamic educational institutions under the
jurisdiction of the Muslim Administration of Uzbekistan in subjects such as "figh",
"faraid";

3. Organization of training sessions on Islamic inheritance law based on the
book "Mugaddimatu ilm al-faraiz" for specialists working in the Mahalla, Women's
Committees, the State Cadastral Service, the Legislative Chamber of Uzbekistan,
notary's offices, and local conciliation commissions;

4. It is advisable to create methodological manuals for the Center of fatwas of
the Administration of Muslims of Uzbekistan, as well as to prepare brochures and
instructions for employees of the offices of the Administration in the regions to use
them when answering questions about heritage.
