5. Analyze animal-man relationships and demonstrate the traits animals possess toward men
The subject of the work is the animal stories which play an important role in understanding relationships between animals, the way they treat each other and compare those to human’s ones. The object of the work is the representatives who wrote about animals and who
contributed greatly to its evolution and Ernest Seton Thompson is among them.
The novelty of our work is that the concepts of animals and their relationships among themselves are compared to the ones of humans and that the analysis has been done from the viewpoints of a younger generation.
The importance of that comparison in the literature and human/animal relationships is taken into consideration while telling about the works of famous animal stories writer Ernest Seton Thompson.
The method of research is comparative-cognitive, based on the analysis of context.
The theoretical value of the work can be observed in the fact that integration and understanding other culture can be achieved not only through the observing and analyzing the way people live in the West, but also through interpretation of humans/animals relationships, which provides a clear picture of how some nations had gone many miles farther ahead in the modern world, starting from technology to education, then others.

In Chapter I we are providing information on animal stories of different nations during different time periods. Besides that, we analyze the life of the great animal writer Ernest Seton Thompson and concentrate on some of his distinguishing works.
More detailed analysis of Ernest Seton Thompson’s heroes of his book Wild Animals at Home & Wild Animals That I Have Known is given in Chapter II.
The outcomes of our research are summarized in Conclusion.

[bookmark: bookmark5]§1. Animal stories of different nations and their great impact on literature
In this part of our qualification paper we would like to concentrate on the animal stories by famous world writers whose works had great influence on the literature development and the development of animal stories.
Animal in literature acts as symbol and mirror, economic product and subject of natural history. They are worshipped and brutalized and simply described. They represent everything possible and rarely themselves. They find themselves inserted into poetry, prose and drama by writers who want to understand animals and to understand their relationship to the human. Primarily, however, they are inserted into writing for the human to understand the human.
Animals have served literature well. They have stood as allegorical figures to represent human nature and as a rich body of metaphors for the inanimate as well as the animate. Beyond their figurative uses, animals have been man's servants, his companions, the objects of his hunt, and the food on his table. And sometimes they have been allowed to play their own parts.
Before man could write he drew pictures of animals on the walls of caves in paint made of their blood, figures that transcend time in their immediacy. Man looked at the heavens and saw animals sketched in the stars. The spirit that could make the com grow was envisioned as a bull, a wolf, or even a dog.
Animals have held an important place in written literature for thousands of years and prior to written languages, ancient people told stories of animals’ by drawing symbolic visual narratives on the walls of their cave homes. These early examples of animals in literary history generally were imbued with strong religious and allegorical significance.
Composed around the sixth century B.C., Aesop's Fables continue to serve as standards of moral didacticism using animals as examples for humans to follow or avoid. Aesop was a keen observer of both animals and people. Most of the characters in his stories are animals, some of which take on human characteristic and are personified in ways of speech and emotions. However, the majority of his characters retain their animalistic qualities; tortoise is slow, rabbit is coward, fox is sly, etc. Aesop uses these qualities and natural tendencies of animals to focus on human traits and wisdom. Each fable has an accompanying moral to be learned from the tale. We decided to analyze some of his interesting fables. One of which is The Fox, the Cock, and the Dog. Here, the author portraits the fox as a very cunning, deceit, or treachery personage. She was going to trick the cock but when a matter of her own life was under the question, gave up and escaped. In other story The Fox and the Goat, fox successfully jumps out of the well, where she unluckily fell into, by deceiving the goat. Though, this success does not add any fame to her personage, she is not seen as a hero in the traditional sense. The fox’s slyness usually is accompanied by cowardice, disloyalty, greed, or dishonesty. These negative qualities often prove to be the fox’s undoing at the end of the story. The same happens with man: happiness and success cannot be achieved by bad and dishonest means.
The story The Boy Who Cried Wolf is centered on the protagonist, a shepherd boy who lied to kill his boredom and to entertain himself at the expense of the truth. One day he yelled that wolf is around his cattle, and the nearby villagers rushed to his rescue but only to be disappointed to find the lying boy laughed at them notwithstanding that they were so worried for the safety of the boy and his sheep. The boy learned that lying is a bad habit in the process he loses self-respect and the respect of the people around him. But he learned about it too late. He repeated the same lies again until the villagers stopped coming to help him. So when the true wolf came one day and ate all his sheep, the boy could only watch helplessly and cried.
The moral is stated at the end of the fable as: Even when liars tell the truth, they are never believed. The liar will lie once, twice, and then perish when he tells the truth.
This is the irony of honesty in the lives of many people who are seemingly misled in believing that to lie is a convenient way to escape the ugly truth. Allowing such mentality to persist will become a cycle of negative legacy as the youth tend to follow the doings of the old. Lying seems to be a scapegoat of people who want to cure conflict by such a careless palliative for words once spoken with ill-faith will have a life of their own. A spoken lie becomes a habitual lie for if reinforces the liar to accept that lying can temporarily save him from a scandalous situation; hence, the possibility of repetition is great.
Short-cut solutions to kill conflicts in relationships will temporarily conceal the tip of the iceberg but the whole iceberg though covered will certainly show once melted in time.
The author wants to highlight the importance of honesty for the truth should never be compromised.
For the ancient Egyptians and Greeks, animals such as bulls and lions, as well as hybrid creatures like the griffin and sphinx, played important roles in the development of complex mythological systems that influenced everything from the stories told to the study of the stars.
One of our biggest fascinations with Greek mythology was the intriguing array of creatures such as the unicorn (with the magical horn), Pegasus, the flying horse, the minotaur (a human male with the head of a bull), the Centaur (human male from the waist up and horse from the waist down) and the Golden Hind (female from the waist up and deer from the waist down).
We tried to analyze why some animals in Greek mythology were the way they were. Let’s take Pegasus, the flying horse. There is perhaps no animal more revered in mythology than the horse. To an ancient man, the horse was a helpmate and companion, the means to speedy, comfortable travel, and the source of nobility and devotion. Small wonder, then, that the most popular and enduring mythological of all creatures share their shapes with the beautiful, majestic beast of burden. We came up to conclusion that Pegasus was a distinguishing part of Greek culture, because of the great value of the horse among Greeks.
The next horse-like mythological beast is actually more of a man-beast. This creature, one of many formed by the fusion of human and animal features, is the mighty centaur. Centaurs are apparently Greek in origin, residing in the rich area of ancient Thessaly. They are recorded as fierce warriors with the torso, head, and arms of a man or woman, mounted on the four-legged body of a horse or, occasionally, some other hoofed animal. Perhaps the most famous of all centaurs in Greek mythology was the highly-respected healer Chiron, who was said to have instructed some of Greece’s most famous legendary heroes and demigods. Certainly, we have to mention unicorn with his magical horn. We came up to conclusion that Greeks as well as other nations felt great fascination to these unique animals, which have a single horn thrusting from its forehead. Many cultures granted many magical powers for his horn. Most of those powers have to do with healing and childbirth. A powder made from the unicorn’s horn was said to protect against
poisoning, and if water or wine were drunk from the hollowed-out horn, it was believed to cure and prevent convulsions and epilepsy. The touch of a unicorn’s horn to a pregnant woman was said to impart great wisdom upon the unborn child. There is now no wonder why he became one of the heroes of the Greek and many other nations’ Mythology.
The Judeo-Christian tradition introduced other symbolic animal figures into literature. Stories in both the Old and New Testaments of the Bible have provided vivid and lasting images of animals that represent various human and godly attributes, including the snake, the swine, and the lamb.
We found out that sheep and lambs are also important in the Bible. Jesus is described as being like a lamb for slaughter. Lambs were slaughtered for sacrifice in that era. Jesus spoke of being a shepherd and his people as being like sheep who need guidance and direction in life.
Similarly, Native Indian cultures have used stories of animals to help explain the mysteries of life and the universe, as have people in Asia, India, South America, and Africa.
According to Native Indian stories, before people and animals became fixed in their present forms—animals could change their appearance whenever they wished. Some stories tell of an Animal Wife or Animal Husband, as when a human marries a deer who is disguised as a person. Moreover, animals are very significant for Native Americans because their tradition provides that each individual is connected with
nine different animals that will accompany each person through life, acting as guides. Different animal guides come in and out of the lives depending on the direction that they are headed and the tasks that need to be completed along their journey. People connected to a certain animal bear its qualities, as an example a cat represents guardianship, detachment, sensuality, mystery, magic, and independence and having connection with a deer means compassion, peace, intellectual, gentle, caring, kind, subtlety, gracefulness, femininity, gentleness, innocence, and seller of adventure.
In the European Middle Ages literary animals were placed into the formal structure of the bestiary, in which different animals were categorized according to the single trait unique to each of them that might teach a moral or religious lesson. Here we can provide some examples of animals which were popular during the Medieval Times. First among these creatures is the majestic gryphon. The gryphon has very distinct characteristics, with the body, hind legs, and tail of a lion, conjoined to the head and claws of an eagle. It is also said to have the wings of an eagle and feline ears. Gryphons run rampant in Medieval art and literature, although the exact origin of the gryphon is a mystery.
Another popular creature of Medieval European art, as well as late twentieth-century literature and fantasy gaming, is the cockatrice. The cockatrice is said to have the body of a Medieval wyvem, head and legs of a rooster, and the wings of either a dragon or a chicken. This strange creature often decorated the family crests of notable Medieval figures.
Though little true mythology of the period survives where this bizarre creature is concerned, modem myth has more than made up for the lack, ascribing many strange abilities to this rather unique fowl.
In the late seventeenth and eighteenth centuries—the Age of Enlightenment—moral allegories gave way to satire, which served not so much to teach lessons as to ridicule human foibles and political corruption. Frequently angry and cynical about the state of the world, satirists such as Jonathan Swift used some of the less desirable traits of animals to skewer the less desirable traits of humans. The nineteenth century ushered in an era of Romanticism, where poets such as William Wordsworth, Percy Bysshe Shelley, Lord Byron, and John Keats wrote of the beauty and freedom of animals in their natural wild state and the potential for humans to unleash their creativity by emulating that wildness. In Victorian England and America animals in literature took on a more literal meaning, in part because of the publication of Charles Darwin's shocking and controversial On the Origin of Species (1859), which advanced the theory that human beings had not been created separately from animals in order to lead and dominate but had instead evolved from animals and were thus merely another link in a chain millions of years old. Over a century later, Darwin's theory continued to generate bitter debate between evolutionists and creationists. But in the years immediately following its publication, the work through much of Western society into turmoil as many began to question their own metaphysical and ontological beliefs. With science elevating animals to a new level in the human and natural worlds, and rapidly spreading industrialization exploiting both humans and animals, concern for animal welfare became a major social issue. Humane societies and anti vivisection organizations sprang up around England and the United States and writers began to include examples of noble and heroic companion animals in their works. Similarly, tales of animal abuse arose, in which animals were seen as the victims of human greed, ignorance, and brutal industrialization. In the twentieth century many writers turned to old animal stories and genres to produce revolutionary works dealing with the uniquely modem themes of paranoia, alienation, and futility.
Animal Farm is a fable of our time full of meanings and messages relating to the importance of freedom in any society. The story light-heartily uses a farm and the rebellion of its mistreated animals to symbolize a much more serious issue. George Orwell, the author, expresses his own political opinions in a clever and interesting way, that allows readers of all ages have an understanding of what really is a complex situation. As the author, Orwell successfully combines the characteristics of three literary forms: the fable, the satire, and the allegory, to create a book that is like no other.
The story is a fable, a story usually having a moral, in which animals talk and act like men and women. Orwell’s animal characters are both animal and human. For example, the pigs, eat "mash" (real pig food) with milk in it that they have persuaded the other animals to give them (a human action). The dogs behave like animals by growling and biting, but
it is only in support of Napoleon’s struggle for political power. Orwell balances the way real animals actually behave and the human qualities they are supposed to represent.
Part of the fable’s humorous charm lies in how the characters are depicted. Each animal character is a type, with one or more human traits usually associated with that particular kind of animal. Orwell keeps his hatred and anger against exploiters under control by using the animals as types. Instead of saying All political bosses are vicious pigs!, he keeps a sense of humor and says In future, all questions relating to the working of the farm would be settled by a special committee ofpigs.
Animal Farm is a story about a revolution for an ideal, and about how that ideal is betrayed until it disappears altogether from the new society after the revolution. Since Orwell attacks that new society, and despite the grim picture he paints of it, he attacks it with humor: We can also call Animal Farm a satire.
The object of Orwell’s political satire is actually the real life situation of the society that was later on created in Russia after the Bolshevik Revolution. The events narrated in Animal Farm continuously refer to events in history, the Russian Revolution. In other words, Animal Farm is not only a charming fable and a political satire; it is also an allegory.
Throughout the ages animals are used for different purposes: the story telling, religion, politics and everyday human life. They are used to
help us record national and humanitarian accomplishments, as well as being a reminder of where we came from. 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§2. Ernest Thompson Seton - true animal lover and writer
Now we would like to concentrate on one of the greatest animal writers - Ernest Thompson Seton who contributed greatly to literature written on animals and whose stories have great success even through many years.
Thompson was a bestselling author of animal stories, spellbinding storyteller and lecturer, an award winning wildlife illustrator and naturalist.
He was born on August 14, 1860, in South Shields, Durham, England, of Scottish ancestry. He was the eighth of ten brothers in his family. The family, with the exception of a couple of the older brothers, went to Lindsay, Ontario (Canada), a small town surrounded by forests which is an ideal site for a boy who had become fascinated with wildlife. Joseph (father) did not make a good farmer, so by 1870 they had moved to Toronto where he was employed as an accountant. Earnest went to Toronto schools for his basic education.
They left the woods in 1870, but Earnest had already learned many skills in woodcraft that would make him an acknowledged expert in the field. Thomson discovered his artistic talent and began sketching birds and animals while a student in the Toronto public schools. He studied at the Toronto School of Art from 1877 to 1879 and at the Royal Academy of Painting and Sculpture in London in 1881. In 1882 he joined his brother Arthur, who was homesteading near Carberry, Manitoba, in south- central Canada. There he found in abundance the animals that fascinated him: wolves, grizzlies, moose and buffalo.
Thompson traveled to New York City in 1883 in an effort to sell his sketches to publishers and artists. Some of his first sales were to Sachet, Williams & Betzig, a lithographic publishers. Thompson also won a contract to produce one thousand sketches for Century Publications' new twelve-volume dictionary, and he began selling nature stories to such magazines as St. Nicholas. After a return to Toronto in April 1884,
Earnest again joined his brother in Manitoba. He shuttled between Carberry, New York City, Washington, D.C. and Paris for several years, studying and producing art. His Birds of Manitoba was submitted to the Smithsonian Institution at the end of 1890, and in 1892 one of his paintings, The Sleeping Wolf was accepted and later hung for exhibition at the Grand Salon of Painting in Paris. Earnest also continued to write, and in 1898 his first book of stories, Wild Animals I Have Known, was published. It quickly became a best seller and is now regarded as a classic.
In 1902 Earnest Thompson Seton founded the Woodcraft Indians, the first outdoor organization for boys. Later incorporated as the Woodcraft League, this organization was the forerunner of the Boy Scouts of America. Thompson was chairman of the committee that established 
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the Scouts in 1910, and he was soon installed as chief scout, a post he held for five years. In 1911 he was largely responsible for the publication of the first Boy Scout's Handbook.
In 1896 Thompson married Grace Gallatin, a strong advocate of women's rights and an author of popular travel books. They had one child, Ann, who in the 1940s and 1950s became a best-selling writer of historical romances. In 1930 the Thompson’s were divorced and Earnest moved to New Mexico. He married Julia Buttree, his former secretary, in 1935.
Earnest Thompson Seton died in Santa Fe, New Mexico, on October 23, 1946.
Thompson through his entire life’s action was a true animal lover. He dedicated his life’s work to bringing back endangered animals from the brink of extinction. His actions were not something that he wanted to bring change just for himself but for the sake of his family and future generation through co-founding of the Boy Scotts of America and other conservationist societies, which still provide an advocates voice for the wild.
His biggest testament he had towards being an animal lover was displayed in his writings; whether it is the telling of a family of skunks that lived with his family or writing about how the Coyote is a admirable creature to convince people not kill them off, display the passion he had for trying to convince people to co-exist and respect the beauty of animals in the wild.
We would like to mention some of his great works, which had great impact on the development of the literature and especially, literature of natural world. Certainly, one of his first and greatest works is the book Wild Animals that I Have Known.
Wild Animals I Have Known gives detailed descriptions of the lives of several animals by a skilled writer who has an artist's eye for precise detail. As a scrupulously scientific writer, Thompson depicts the animals and their surroundings with precision; as a romantic naturalist, he focuses on the drama and beauty of nature. Informative, lively and moving, Wild Animals I Have Known enables readers to learn about life in the wilderness of New Mexico and Canada.
Ernest Thompson Seton was an advocate of animal rights long before this issue became a popular cause. As Redruff struggles in the snare, for instance, Thompson comments: Have the wild things no moral or legal rights? What right has man to inflict such long and fearful agony on a fellow-creature, simply because that creature does not speak his language? 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Thompson hunted and trapped for many years, and was highly skilled at both pursuits. He came to maturity when the buffalo herds of the West were being slaughtered and other game animals were becoming rare. After a moose hunt in 1884, he looked down on the animal's corpse and in

Thompson was very much a conservationist in 1898 when Wild Animals I Have Known was published, and the book reflects this attitude. One of Thompson’s lesser-known works is Natural History of the Ten Commandments, an argument that animals deserve protection in the Christian scheme of morality. Thus, although Wild Animals I Have Known depicts violence and death in the animal world, Thompson handles his depictions of these incidents with grave sensitivity.
Animal stories have delighted readers since antiquity, but the characters featured in them have often behaved like people dressed as animals. Aesop's fables, for example, were written to teach humans about morality, and the medieval "Beast Epic" satirized the society of the day. In Thompson’s stories, animal characters are allowed to be themselves. Thompson believes animals lead lives as interesting as those led by most humans and he carefully selects details to highlight the interesting features of his subjects' lives. For the most part, too, he avoids the cuteness that characterizes many animal tales, although he does use expressions such as "thimblefuls of down" and "sweet little 'peep, peep'" to describe baby animals. Thompson conveys his love for all natural things in Wild Animals I Have Known, despite the fact that he sometimes casts animals in the role of villain for dramatic effect. The homed owl in
Silver spot, for example, is called a "murderer," and the foxes in Redruff are "vicious killers."
Thompson sets his stories against the vividly described background of the American Southwest, the Canadian provinces or the English countryside.
He uses local dialects and characters to make his narratives more colorful and effectively captures the speech of subjects ranging from cowhands to crows.
This book has several settings. Northern New Mexico is the background for Lobo: The King of Currumpaw and also for The Pacing Mustang. Most of the stories have western Canada, Ontario, or Manitoba as their locale. One story—Wully: The Story of a Yaller Dog—is set in northern England. This tale opens in the Cheviot district of Northumberland and moves south into Derbyshire. All the stories take place during the 1880s or 1890s.
In all of his work Thompson displays the poetic ability to imagine himself as another, non-human creature. In his prefatory Notes to the Reader in Wild Animals I Have Known, he explains, Man has nothing that animals have not at least a vestige of the animals have nothing that man does not in some degree share}
Lobo: The King of Currumpaw, the first story in the book, is Thompson’s most famous animal biography. Lobo, a wolf, is a notorious predator that for five years has claimed the lives of cows and sheep almost nightly. The ranchers of northern New Mexico hire Thompson to do what all other hunters have failed to do: trap and kill the beast. Lobo eludes all traps and baits, until Thompson takes advantage of a force stronger than the wolfs cunning: his love of his mate.
Thompson kills Blanca, the white wolf, and using one of her paws, spreads her scent over an area of carefully laid traps.
In the past Lobo has quickly detected such traps and sprung them. This time, following his mate's scent, he walks into them and is captured. Through his action, like many humans’, Lobo display the personality of someone who would do anything for the person he loves, no matter what the cost.
As Thompson depicts him, Lobo is a king who does not cease being royal, even in captivity. After one angry howl when he sees his enemies approaching the spot where he lies helpless, Lobo never speaks again.

Chained in a field where it is hoped that he may lure others in his pack to their destruction, he does not call for their help. Next morning he has died. He refuses to live as a prisoner, and wills his own death. He has been a relentless destroyer, and has died heroically.
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Even though we see Lobo as a terror to the rancher’s animals, we are shown that Lobo is a true romantic; he shows great love and loyalty to his mate and his species. By his action he would rather die than server the evil purpose of the human’s to betray other wolves. Through this trait we can see that Lobo display valor, loyalty and honor when he refuses to do the bidding of his capture.
Silverspot, the hero of the second story, is the wisest member of a flock of crows that rests on Frank's Castle, a mountain near Toronto. This old chief teaches young crows the art of survival in a dangerous world. Silverspot, however, meets a tragic end in a confrontation with the crows' main enemy, the great homed owl. In telling Silverspot's story, Thompson provides a brief dictionary of the sounds crows make when they communicate with one another.
Wild animal mothers are a favorite subject in Thompson’s stories. Raggylug: The Story of a Cottontail Rabbit, describes the heroism of Molly Raggylug's mother, who lures the fox away from her concealed little ones. In The Springfield Fox, Vix, a mother fox, carefully trains her cubs for their future lives as predators. When they are killed by a hunter, her grief is as intense as that of any human mother.
Redruff: The Story of the Don Valley Partridge depicts a mother partridge and her brood struggling to survive against predators both animal and human.

Redruffs mother outwits and outmaneuvers a fox to defend her chicks. As he does in several other stories, Thompson shows in Redruff how the animals communicate with one another. It also shows the cunning skills they posses to protect their family in the wild. We also see the same bond humans have with their young to protect them against anything that does them harm.
Dogs are the subjects of two of Thompson's stories. The first of these illustrates the unbreakable bond between a dog and his master. Thompson raises Bingo himself, but the author's travels force him to find a new home for his pet. Years later, however, Bingo comes to Thompson's rescue when Thompson is caught in a trap and surrounded by wolves. When Bingo eats poisoned meat, he drags himself back to Thompson's cabin, seeking help from his former master. Wully, the Yaller Dog, is also loyal to his owner, but begins slipping out nights to kill sheep on neighboring farms. Dorley, his master, has killed him after Wully is caught with the blood of his victims on his coat and tries to attack his master. Between these stories Thompson equates two very familiar human traits, good versus bad.
Next to Lobo, Thompson’s favorite character is the beautiful black horse in The Pacing Mustang. This mustang exemplifies the determination of a wild creature to remain free; he paces like a racehorse rather than gallops and for years all attempts to capture him fail.
Like Lobo, he lives in northern New Mexico in the 1890s.
Caught by an old wrangler called Turkey track, he is roped, branded and
herded to a corral when, in a final burst of strength, he escapes and leaps over a cliff, landing a lifeless wreck—but free.1
Thompson maintains that animals can on occasion display some of the qualities most prized in humans: loyalty, courage, and resourcefulness. He wants his readers to recognize something of themselves in these wild creatures. His book makes the case that animals should be free to live their lives in their natural habitats without human interference. But also shows a quality that all humans are capable of, but rarely use with dignity. Some may see the inability to conform the humans’ will and choice death, which people may see as a form of stubborn pride, but through Thompson writings we can see the beauty of living and dying for your way of life as honorable. We also see passion and true love that animals have in one another with the sacrifices they make for the survival or death of their family.
Through his writings and we can observe animals are a lot like us. In the stories Thompson shows his characters to be heroes and villains. They are victims to many of the same character flaws as humans.
The most significant statement Thompson is making through his writings and his actions is that we should treat animals as humans and their lives with the same respect we do with all human lives; that we should not kill them so recklessly and not treat them as expendable
commodities. Being a champion of animal rights, he spread his message that if we look at the wild animals a little closer, we can see ourselves in them, but not as some nuisance.

Works of Ernest Seton Thompson - immeasurable treasure for analyzing human and animal personalities and relationships
§1. Animals’ personality compared to human ones
We would like to analyze stories of Ernest Seton Thompson, which were gathered in his book Wild Animals at Home & Wild Animals That I have Known and which brought him his first success and recognition among the readers worldwide. The book consists of twelve chapters each devoted to a different animal.
We identified that in his book, the author gives a detailed look at the personality of the animals in which he studies. Through his writing it was very easy for us to pick up the similar human traits in the author’s description of the animals’ behaviors throughout the book, as well as relationship between animals. We will analyze the relationship between animals in the wilderness and determine their personality through their behavior and how that relates to their actions. We were very surprised throughout this study that in some ways animals act more humane than we do.
There are two types of the stories in the book, the ones where the author compares animal behavior to human’s and that behavior is very
similar, and the ones where he wants to pinpoint some of the human evils through description of animal qualities and style of living.
First, we would like to concentrate on the stories where people and animals have a lot in common. Among those stories is a story of a family of coyotes, An Exemplary Little Beast, My Friend the Coyote. In this story Thompson explains that the Coyote is a native Mexican contribution to the language, and is said to mean half-breed1, possibly suggesting that the Coyote looks like a cross between the Fox and the Wolf.
We would like to compare the family of coyotes to a family, where parents come from different cultures - half-breed, just like the coyote from the story. We found out that the way Thompson describes the personality of the Coyote is very similar to the characteristics parents usually display toward their children. As well as the Coyotes in the story, parents faced a trouble with their children, try to help children to find right way and establish themselves as independent members of society.
Now we are going to analyze the family relationships of humans and animals, and find the way they are similar in them. Couples who are together for a long time are extremely committed to each other and their family throughout their marriage. They work hard in order to provide their children with good education, help them find their own ways in the life. When parents and their children are many miles apart, both are
sure that they will always be close to protect each other if they are in danger. The Coyote are very similar to people in the way they treat their spouses and family, and this feature of their personality is clearly explained in the story, the Coyote is an exemplary and moral little beast who has only one wife; he loves her devotedly, and they fight the life battle together1.
The Dangerous Night Visitor also celebrates commitment of couples. The bull in this story is like a outrage husband looking for revenge against the men who molested his wife, in this case took her milk without her consent. Even though the bull was whipped by the cowboys but he kept coming back like a fearless soldier. This bull showed true devotion towards his man obligations.
But we know a lot of families are not like that and that there are a lot of broken homes because of loose morals that are celebrated in the media and the cinema. We feel that as a race we failing in the sense that we don’t have the moral sense the coyote exemplifies.
Now we would like to move on to another story The Prairie- Dog Outwitted, where we can find an example of animal behavior which is very similar to human one. The story is about a family of Coyotes (a mother and a father) that outwits the wily prairie dog in their hunt for food for their family. The same thing happens very often with people as
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well. Every single family and person cares first about his/their own living and later about others.
In life we have all learned that people who commit crimes are usually not as smart as the people who investigate their actions and bring them to justice. Here we have a story of two Coyotes (a mother and a father) who are hunting a prairie-dog who thinks he’s smarter than his hunters. But at the end of the story the dog becomes a tasty meal for the whole family of coyotes.
The maternal love for her offsprings is depicted in the story The Mother Blacktail ’s Race for Life. In this story we learn about the Black tail deer and her two little fawns as they run desperately for their lives from the invading Greyhounds. Here we see a very protective and cunning mother as she negotiates and guides her children through the plains towards terrain that will provide her and her family refuge from their predators. There is a natural instinct with animals whether they are human or deer to protect their offspring. Like today’s mother she is protective and caring as she gets her children to safe distance away from the charging dogs.
One more story Further Annals of the Bear Sanctuary tells about maternal love of Mama Bear. Here the mother’s paternal instincts are kick in and like a human she fights to protect their child. With a whack of her paw teaches the aggressive photographer a lesson on not to disturb the baby cub while mama is nearby. The mother in this book continues to use good judgment regardless of what comes here way. She
is a very caring and loving mother that will do anything to protect her babies, just like any other human mother in the world.
Throughout the story The Squirrel and His Jerky-tail Brothers the squirrels are shown to be hard working, knowledgeable and creative. They are most like hard working farmers; they are consistently working from sunrise to sunset; building and fixing their homes throughout most of the spring and summer, while harvesting a storage of food for the long cold months off late fall and winter. But also the watchful eye of any watchman for any unexpected noises that may travel to their ears. We can see that through their work ethic, they have created a very harmonious life for them and their family. As before, the author wants to pinpoint that people working hard and honestly without deceiving anybody, can be successful at the job they are doing, and the efforts spend are being paid back by the harmonic life they leave.
The story of The Rabbits and Their Habits shows a very organized and prepared race of rabbits, as they gather for the upcoming winter and work hard in order to be ready for it. They are shown as very smart creatures whose each step of work is reasoned and no time is wasted. They do posses human traits like reasoning in their choices and work ethic.
The little rodent from The Jumping Mouse learns by experience and that sometimes leads to great fortune or certain death. These little animals remind us of young person who is just going out there for the first
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time and leams by experience and his choices will make the outcome of his life.
The Ghost Rabbit provides us an example of albino rabbit that author and his dog have never seen. This dog is a bit scared of the unknown as he comes across an albino rabbit that no one has ever seen before. Dogs are known to be loyal companions to their master and also to look upon them for protection. Ranger had no idea how to react to a creature he had never seen and coward behind its owner. The same happens in the life, people usually scared of odd peers, while those have to intention to harm anybody except for having their own point of view to the world or having a strange appearance.
The stories like The Bobcat or Mountain Wildcat and Bears of High and Low Degree also have examples of false opinions made on appearance.
The cat in the first story is described as three times bigger than a usual cat, but his appearance gives him no confidence. He never hunts a big prey, and stays away from man or any other large beings. In the real life similar situations happen very often. People huge in appearance are considered by others as very confident and dangerous ones; though, those people are very shy and diffident. The bear from Bears of High and Low Degree reminds us of a young curious child exploring his surround and at the slightest sound of trouble he flees for his life from the displeasing grown-up. Even though this monstrous creature could rip apart the author and ever member of his crew with a smile on his face, he is a gentle giants that just likes to check out his surroundings and live in peace.
There are some scientists among the animals as well. One of those inquisitive animals is described in The Shyest Thing in the Woods - Mountain Lion, Puma or Cougar. Even though the mountain lion poses a threat, but his threat is very limited. We can tell he knows the order of things and through his observation of humans, if he ever attack one, many would come after him, looking to bring this cat to justice. The cat is extremely wise in not disturbing the sleeping men and going about his way. He is like a very curious anthropologist trying to study how humans live and interact in the outdoor environment.
Some people are very creative and have rich imagination just like a rabbit in Ernest Seton Thompson’s story The Rabbit that Wears Snowshoes, where this small critter is very resourceful that uses little branches in between the web of its feet to glide across the snow more easily than the normally rabbit. Moreover, this rabbit is very social and likes to have fun with its friends. This feature of the animal illustrates a very typical outdoorsman who looks to have fun outside with his friends.
Some animals are very extraverted and like to be in touch with their friends and get the latest news, just like the bear from Bear-Trees. This bear is like a person writing a diary or leaving a message to a family member or friend whenever he goes on a tree, to let his fellow friend of the forest what he is up to and where he has been, kind of like Facebook.
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We gathered stories where the author implied human evils and weaknesses through illustrating animal qualities and behavior into the second type.
One of bad qualities of men is exemplified in the story of coyotes, His Distinguishing Gift. The story gives us a hint that coyotes make the most of their gifts and celebrate them in the way they live their life, where we as humans do not take full advantage of them and many times allow them to go to waste. They are more like over achievers; the type of people that are bom into a lower class, but with their work ethic move up to a higher level.
Moreover, not only the ability to be happy with the things we have is underlined in the story, but also ability to live united and tolerant to each other. This behavior is nicely exemplified in the story where three different creatures Prairie-dog, Rattlesnake, and the Burrowing Owl live in the same den on a basis of brotherly love and Christian charity}
Even though they are different creatures they look at themselves as a family that looks out for one another for the common good of survival. Whereas we, humans cause division within our races and instead of creating for the common good, we cause destmction and war in the name of God. Imagine if the Christians, Muslims and Jews in Israel could show the same type of unity and love for one another like the snake, owl
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and prairie-dog did, maybe there wouldn’t be an unrest in the Middle East the last 2,000 years.
Besides the unity, the story exemplifies thankfulness of animals. Prairie-dog, Rattlesnake, and the Burrowing Owl live in the same den on a basis of brotherly love and Christian charity quite rich in facts illustrating how animal (little prairie dog) is happy even grateful for the blessing he has in life; even though the world seems be against him and he has really little to no comforts. But this little fellow makes the most of what has been giving to him and is extremely happy. We as humans do not show as much gratitude to the simple things in life we take for granted. We let the smallest things bother us and do not really look at the blessing we have been given with being the dominate species. Even though, these little animals only have a hole to live in a mound of grass to eat, they are still fat and happy; while we can have everything we ever wanted and still be sad. We as humans really need to look at animals to learn how to enjoy life, especially the simple things we constantly overlook.
One more story of the book Old Silver-grizzle—The Badger, provides an example of animals who co-exist serenely. Here we see the Badger and Coyote two different races/breads and who are an unlikely pair develop some type of friendship/partnership. The Coyote at first is a little annoying (like a little brother) but the Badger got used to him and like any human eventually enjoys and appreciates his companionship. We think it’s very admirable that the Badger can allow this annoying and
strange animal to become his friend, something most people in the world have trouble doing with people who are not of the same make or race. We believe, the author wanted to show that if two different races that have nothing in common and are more or less enemies can live and work together in peace, people are able to do so as well.
The coyotes in The Prairie-Dog Outwitted tale are very cunning and noble creatures, more so than humans. Humans are not as self-reliant or as driven as the coyote. People tend to rely more on others to do the work for them, where the coyotes do everything for themselves. Contemporary people go out to eat at restaurants and employ workers to do the tasks like cleaning and driving, that they are very capable of doing themselves, but have become lazy and feel entitled to have others do the work for them. As a society we could only hope that everyone was empowered as the coyote and less dependent upon the work of others to survive because we would achieve so much more than we have today.
During this tale the coyotes take their time to get the job done right, where humans are more impatient and want everything done quickly. The quality of this hunt is sublime, every detail is carefully orchestrated to perfection and as a result they catch the prairie-dog to provide their children a tasty meal. Humans with their rush on everything have brought down the quality of the workmanship they prided themselves many years ago, where the coyote has the natural instinct to prefer quality of quantity for its survival.
We analyzed the other story of the book The Pack-Rat and His Museum and found one more very interesting personage such as a small rat, whom we can describe as a trader and collector. There are so many people in the world who are so fanatic about certain things to collect, and we are drawing parallel of that addicted man and this little rodent.
However, in some cases, animals are different, e.g. this little rodent does not discard anything he finds, where we as human throw away items we deem we may never need. But this rodent even though he may take items that are left around, he feels obliged to leave something in its place that he feels may be an equal value. Humans often take everything for granted and do not feel obliged even to thank someone for the help or support.
Now we are going to analyze a story The Ground-Squirrel That Pretends It’s a Chipmunk. Here, a ground-squirrel pretends to be a chipmunk; however, she does not follow the habits of the model rodent, like eating fresh food and being grain-eater. Some people also try to behave like others from authority or create an idol for themselves, while they have no talents and creativity of those famous people. We think, Thompson, wanted to show how absurd this simulation is.
One of the greatest weaknesses of the man is unwilling to change or give up something such as an idea or attitude when it is wrong and accept somebody’s help and opinion. The grizzly from The Grizzly and the Can has the same qualities. This grand monstrous bear reminds us of a man who can’t come to grips that he needs help and is unwilling to accept it. In his stubborn pride the bear’s foot gets infected. Finally the park rangers come and subdue the Grizzly with the help from a couple of his scouts and relieve the beer of his agonizing afflictions. The bear consumed with rage because being suborned he does not want help, tries to go after the help to prove his dominance. At peace with his retribution to the scouts he goes back into the woods, the king of the park with his stubborn pride intact.
Thus, we analyzed different stories from the book Wild Animals at Home & Wild Animals that I Have Known in order to highlight some human qualities and traits through animal behavior. The positive qualities include humans being sociable, loyal, trustworthy, loving and kind. We have also been able to observe the bad side men’s actions through reverse animal traits. We have also been able to observe through the author’s writing the evils that humans are capable like cowardice, irresponsibility, ungratefulness, impatience and dependency.
§2. Relationships of a man and an animal
Here we will look at the animals that Seton writes about and determine through their actions what traits they possess in their relationship to man.
The story Bingo, The Story of My Dog by Seton talks about a bond he had with a dog he once owned, called Bingo; he raised Bingo from a puppy and tells about his life’s experiences with him. Even though he gave him away to his neighbor because he had to travel for two years the connection with Bingo was strong and the dog proved his love to his original owner.
This dog displays the most profound sense of love and loyalty to his former owner. Throughout the story the dog is displayed as a very cunning and fierce hunter which shows great pride and dedication to the work that he does, which transcends to the love of his owner at the end. Although Bingo had a great sense of love for his original master, he also had a great sense of duty to his current owner and was very steadfast and diligent at job as a hunter and went back to his current owner out of sense of obligation. But when the dog was dying from some poisoned meat he ate, he sought to be with the person he loved most and was found at the threshold of the door of his original owner’s home.
We can identify that this dog relates to his owner as almost like a human looks to a God through his steadfast love and devotion to him, but also only to call upon him during the greatest of needs. This is a love story between man and beast that mirrors the relationship between father and son. Like a son that goes off into the world, as he was sold to another master; he goes on upon his life, but always returns. But also we can refer to the loyalty and devotion shown by a faithful servant who always comes at the calling of his master. Throughout Thompson’s stories about animals, there is nothing more common than the devotion and love of animals to their owners.
We can find an example of great animal love to its master in the story of Snap, The Bull Terrier. In the beginning of this story we have a young Bull Terrier being given to the narrator of the story. We find this dog to be at first vicious and non-trusting. The dog was at first not trusting his new owner, but through some tricks, the owner was able to establish a trusting and caring relationship with the dog. It just took some time develop trust and respect.
The dog has developed dependency with his owner not just with someone to take care of him, but also companionship. As we look into this matter a little deeper, we can see that the dog’s nature is not to trust so willingly. So it is evident to see he must have deep feelings or trust for his owner.
But the dog isn’t the only one having to commit to trust, but also with the owner and with knowing his dog’s ability, he calls him to action
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and Snap did not disappoint his expectation. In hunt for a large wolf Snap is injured and being wounded. His owner paid back to his trust and love, and dressed his wound and nursed him back to health, this action strengthened the trust and love in their relationship.
Being a dog, used for tracking and killing great wolfs is a dangerous duty, even if you have a pack of dogs of all different roles. Snap knew his role and that was to be the first strike no matter the size or terror of the target. And being brave and a fierce warrior, as he was, there was nothing his owner could do to stop him from being so aggressive, because he accepted that in him, just as Snap accepted his owner.
A sad ending, as Snap dies from the wounds. At the end not only does Snap have the love and respect of his owners, but also of that of the ranchers who went along with the hunt. This dog like a lot of dogs in Thompson’s writing always finds a way into the hearts of men, with their steadfast loyalty to their owners and their job. But the truest connection was shown when we read how Snap last action after being picked up by his owner, was to lick his hand as sort of a kiss goodbye to the only person this warrior let himself love.
Upon further analysis we can see the dog takes on the trait of a dutiful and fearless soldier, who takes great pride and identity in his job. This was shown every time Snap led the charge in going after the enemy (wolf), but just like a true soldier he has rule of engagement that he must follow and no how big the enemy he always the first blow.
The Hoodoo Cow story says about how the author was miraculously able to get close enough to a big healthy elk to take his picture, which according to any wilderness expert is almost unheard of because they are nervous around strangers. Through the author’s writing there was a connection between him and the “Cow” elk, as he kept moving closer and closer. This elk had the ability to interpret and gauge this man’s action to determine it was ok for him to approach him a little closer. We feel this beast shares the same type of curiosity as the author in that he probably has never gotten that close to another human before. The story perfectly illustrates a connection or bond that both the elk and the author have as he comes ever so closely so he can take a few pictures with his camera. The Elk displays a sense of trust and calm that humans do have when approached by a stranger. The connection is highlighted by the author’s non verbal communication that the beast can go about its way and off it goes.
The cow elk takes on the personality of a child who is very curious but also very nervous in meeting something he has never seen before.
There are three main characters: Harry, the mother badger and Mr. Grogan , in The Story of the Kindly Badger. Harry, a boy who is very young, wanders off from his home and gets lost and who, most certainly, would of died if not for the compassionate and maternal instincts of the mother badger that lost all her family to the cruel badger hunter Mr. Grogan.
The mother badger plays a very heroic and loving role in the survival of Harry; her accepting the boy as one of her own children, after another human whipped out her family and just about killed her, goes above and beyond any compassion we have ever known. It is the human who plays the more animalist behavior with Mr. Grogan’s blood thirst for baggers’ skin.
The Badger so desperately wants to be a part of Harry’s life that she almost goes against her natural animal instincts and becomes domesticated and acts as a paternal figure to the boy and an accepted member of the family. But due to the reckless and evil nature of Mr. Grogan the Badger dies and the boy is left mourning his adopted mother and cures his neighbor in an almost badger way. The story goes to prove that animals have a very profound and lasting effect on the people, with the love and care they give to those they look out for. But again it just shows that even humans can be as wild as uncaring as the most ruthless of animals.
There is no doubt that this heroic figure takes on a maternal and protective role with the way she looked after and loved the boy. She was fearless and protective of the boy she adopted as her own. She showed great signs of humility in acceptance of being a part of the boy’s human family, even though it was a human that killed her family and caused great injury to herself. This type of love and acceptance is something you rarely hear about with humans and goes to underscore how wild animals can really change the way you perceive them.
In his other story A Peep into Bear Family Life author walks into the wood and meets the family of bears. The reaction of mother bear is typical on any mother being human or animal, when watching over her children. She watches her playful cubs play fairly with one another, who look and act like little children having fun in the park without a care in the world. But then a sense of danger comes when a strange creature comes near; first she looks to the safety of her children then she worries about her own peril. Surprisingly, she doesn’t attack the stranger, but confronts him in a civilized way and then when she determines the author possess no threat does not attack. The black bear is very human in the sense that it loves and cares for its family.
The mother here uses good judgment in moving her children away, even though the author poses no threat. It’s a right decision to scram because not every human comes in peace. It is very endearing that like in today’s family it is wise to discipline their children so they learn very important life lesson and also to remember to respect their elders. These children had been obviously waked before with the way they did not question their mom.
The mother bear displays a very lady (human) like approach to the way she looks after her children and displays the same protective personalities of any single mother looking after her children. The bear cubs display a playful and mindful way about themselves, just like normal youths. Reading this story you can very easily determine that the traits of theses bears are almost identical to humans.
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In the story Snapping a Charging Bull the author tells of an adventure he had in trying to take a picture of a very proud “Bull Elk”. This elk shares the same destructive and proud nature of any man and manifested this characteristic during his raging charge at the author, once the author disturbed its environment. We can see that this elk wants nothing to do with the author and expresses his rage, to let him know he is not welcome there and to never do that again. We can also see that the author respects the Elks furry, the way he scurries up the tree and understands he probably should never do that again.
The Bull Elk represents a very stubborn and selfish personality, kind of that of a bully in the way he intimates the author when he tried taking a picture. But also shows a great sense of protection, like a father looking after his family in fending off any unwanted intruders.
The friendship and unity of people and animals are depicted in the story The Well-meaning Skunk. The author feels almost a kinship between man and skunk, but admires its aggressive stance towards attackers and his desire to leave things alone and not disturb his surroundings. If only more people in this world could be like the skunk. Unfortunately man has the nature to fight and conquer where the skunks just want to be left alone.
Another story We Share the Shanty with the Skunks illustrates social qualities of animals. A good comparison is that skunks can be extremely friendly and very helpful in co-existing with surrounding animals, they are like the ideal neighbors who are courteous and friendly.
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The skunk appears to be a trusting useful part of the wilderness and the creatures they surround themselves with, not to mention the author.
The author breaks down a confrontation between the skunk and some type of a wild cat; as we can tell the skunk walks away victorious and display a lot cunning effort into driving away the rude visitor. But what can be also learnt is the grace under pressure the skunk displays dealing with an animal that is vicious and much bigger than him and displays almost a human like sense of humor with authors’ account of his actions.
Throughout the writing of this tale, the author really shows similar traits with skunks as it relates to humans’ and are shown to have qualities of the ideal neighbor. Here the author shows skunks displaying intelligence with a desire to live in peace and harmony.
Here we turn to the story Wully, The Yaller Dog, in which there is the betrayal of man’s most trusted animal companion, his dog. The story starts off with Wully as a good and dutiful dog, who served his master with great devotion. In the beginning, he looked at his first owner Robin (who was an old drunken Sheppard) as a God and showed him great love and loyalty. His behavior is nicely explained in the paragraph: The old shepherd, with all his faults, his continual striving after his ideal state—intoxication—and his mind-shriveling life in general was rarely brutal to Wully, and Wully repaid him with an exaggerated worship that the greatest and wisest in the land would have aspired to in vain. “ To Wully the voice of Robin was the voice of God1.
With honoring his master Wully took the role of a true Sheppard in the looking after of his owner’s flock and did it with great devotion.
But this love and devotion unfortunately lead the dog to great disappointment and sadness when his owner abandoned him, leaving poor Wully to fend for himself out on the street.
While searching the ferrys for his owner’s return Wully was honored with respect of the ferryman, for displaying so much fidelity. Wully spent two years looking for his master, but to no avail and that caused a change in Wully’s heart and his relationship with people which during his youth was friendly, had now changed to display more of an unpleasant presence by growling when strangers would approach.
His former owner was like a God to him that he so much believed in and he turned out to be false and hurtful lie, leaving Wully to become angry and confused. The good that was in this dog was slowly starting to turn to bad.
He was eventually taken in by another owner, with whom he severed as a guard to watch over his master sheep. The abandonment of his original owner caused Wully to loose all perspective of right and wrong and committee an unforgivable act of treachery as he viciously goes after the daughter of his owner and the owner himself, which leads to his death.
Here we see some of the worst attributes every imagined in humans, that result in betrayal and murder. Wully turning on his master was like another fall of man.
Wully the Yaller Dog that was praised and honored for his steadfast devotions and love of his owner and work, but was nothing more than a villain at the end, as he tried to bite that hand the fed him. If only Robin, Wully’s owner had been true to his dog, Wully would have never lost his perspective and lived his life as a true and honorable companion.
The story The Boy and the Lynx tells us of sickly boy by the name of Thor who encounters a mother Lynx looking for food for her cubs in the woods one day. The mother Lynx who shows no compassion for the boy as she taunts and stalk the boy and his sickly sisters, who are left to fend for themselves after their older brother is forced to leave their shanty. The boy himself shows signs of compassion when his heart is stayed from shooting the Lynx when it caring and protecting its cubs, as it was mentioned in the story Her mane bristled a little; she sniffed and looked inquiringly at him. Her big soft eyes touched his heart, held back his hand; she took a cautious step nearer, got a full whiff of her mortal enemy, bounded behind a big tree and away before his merciful impulse
was gone. "Poor thing," said Thor, "I believe she has lost her little one."]
In desperation for food, Lynx steals the remaining farm animals Thor and his sister have for food, which they so desperately needed in helping to fight off an illness that has struck their shanty. Incapacitated due to their illness Thor and his sisters are left at the mercy of cat, who stalks them for three days waiting for a chance to strike. But at the end, Thor with his last ounce of strength mortally wounds the Lynx as it tries to strike Thor.
Even though Thor showed great compassion for this animal when he saw it vulnerable with its children, this cat displays a ruthless and uncompassionate trait when it tries to attack Thor in his most vulnerable state. But karma had a strange twist of fate for the cat as Thor stabs it with a fishing spear. Through this story, even thought Thompson is an animal rights supporter and champions their ability to co-exist with humans, he warns us that with human, there are animals that are truly terrors and this Lynx was no exception to this story.
The Winnipeg Wolf is the story of a grey wolf that was horribly treated by his owners and a love he had for his owner’s son Jim, who was abused by his father.
The boy was very taken with the wolf and treated him as a pet, when every adult male would mock and beat him. The love they shared 
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was highlighted in the boy rushing into the wolfs kennel for protection when his father came to strike him and the wolf growled furiously to protect him. The chunk from the story proves his loyalty One day, seeking safety in flight with his father behind him, he dashed into the Wolfs kennel, and his grizzly chum thus unceremoniously awakened turned to the door, displayed a double row of ivories, and plainly said to the father: "Don'tyou dare to touch him.1
But the young boy also proved to be the wolfs protector by trying to free the wolf who was being beaten by an angry drunkard and at the mere thought of the wolf being set free, the drunkard out of fear for his life ran away. The boy also displays this protective love by coming to the rescue of his “Wolfie” when German hunters try to kill him. Throughout the story there is an obvious fellowship of love and friendship in the way the wolf and the boy look out for one another. The boy in this story dies because of illness and leaves the wolf heartbroken, but with a sense of purpose to watch out for the young.
The Winnipeg Wolf is shown to have great instinctual abilities in rooting out this evil’s (Paul) attempt to deceive and ruin the life of the fair girl (Ninette). He also displays an extreme attachment to the young, due to his life with the young boy who loved and protected him.
The wolf displayed great parental judgment in determining that Ninette should not be with the unrighteous Paul and also displayed a
tremendous amount of love for the boy that can only be described as enduring.
We can summarize that the traits animals possess toward their masters mainly depend on their mutual feelings. Our study has shown that animals in the stories of Thompson have a great love to their owners, are loyal, trustworthy and protective.

The concepts of animals are different from culture to culture, and through our analysis we tried to pick up some distinguishing features of animal behavior which reflect human actions of stories of American author Ernest Seton Thompson.
We devoted the whole first chapter of our qualification paper to works of different nations on animals. We concentrated more on animal stories through different time and their influence on literature and the reasons of illustrating the certain animal personages in the stories of different cultures in the Paragraph 1. Here we tried to take a deeper look to the reasons which made people of that time write about certain animals, like horse stories were at the great interest among Greeks, because it was difficult to imagine life without it at that time. Moreover, animal stories served different purposes in different writing, e.g. Middle Age literature highlighted the importance of the cattle and home animals, while nowadays more attention is being paid to rights of animals, which can be observed in the works of modem animal writers. We came up to conclusion that every country was very interested in the life of animals’ and the personalization of animals to show the common behavior they share with humans is very popular with writers through the ages.
In the Paragraph 2 we mentioned an exceptionally talented animal writer Ernest Seton Thompson. His life proves his tme dedication and great love to animals. He was among first people who started to care

about animals rights. Also, we analyzed some of his works in order to understand what influenced him to write his well-known stories and include philosophy in his works.
The Animal in the book Wild Animals at Home and Wild Animals that I Have Known by Ernest Seton Thompson were analyzed in the second chapter. We tried to compare animal and human personalities in the Paragraph 1, where stories of the book were divided into two groups: first, where the author tried to provide examples of human behavior through animal style of living; and the second, where the author wanted to imply some of the human weaknesses through human actions. Thus, first type of the stories exemplified human qualities in animals such as paternal instincts, family commitment, curiosity, sociality, friendliness, trustworthiness, tolerance and creativity, while the second type of the stories tried to imply weaknesses and evils of the men unlike animals’ actions. The negative traits of men like cruelty, ungratefulness, impatience, irresponsibility and dependency were highlighted in the stories of second type.
Traits animals possess toward their masters were studied closely in the Paragraph 2. We realized that some animals are very open-hearted creatures; they love their masters sincerely and ready to die for them.
The outcomes of our work are that animals in the truest form behave and act not so differently than us. They have all sorts of personalities and display broad forms of emotions. We feel that animals have a set of natural instincts to create a shelter or build a structure. But
they also display a very creative and thoughtful work ethic that leads to true craftsmanship in their finished product.
We think that animals never display any type of personality. They are very much like human, with their actions and relationships among themselves. We know a lot of people who possess the same qualities as animals in the stories of Ernest Seton Thompson. They also love like humans, but without conditions.
Even though wild animals are dangerous and we avoid them whenever we can, we should all look at them with a better understanding and respect.

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THE GRIZZLY AND THE CAN
