It is not all easy to toss and catch a pancake
when running a race! The most famous race takes place at Olney,
Buckinghamshire, and it is said to date from 1445. The Pancake Bell is rung
to summon competitors, and starting time is five minutes before noon. The
participants wear an apron and head-covering. The course is over a distance
of 415 yard, during which the pancake must be tossed three times.
