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INTRODUCTION (abstract of doctoral dissertation)

The urgency and relevance of the theme of dissertation. The process of
globalization, the threat of «mass culture» taking place in the world is raising the
issue of widely researching integration of cultures and preservation of ethno-
cultures, their philosophical and aesthetic, as well as gnosiological features. At the
same time, attention has increased to the study of conventional (ethnic and
national) foundations of ethno-cultures, philosophical significance and aesthetic
functions in the world.

After our country has gained independence, a huge amount of work has been
done to restore and further develop the invaluable spiritual heritage created for
centuries. The restoration of national values and traditions, international
conferences and festivals, various exhibitions and competitions devoted to the
Uzbek culture and art are becoming important not only in the lives of the Uzbek
people, but they are gaining significance at the international level as well. The
recognition of such examples of our rich heritage by UNESCO like the people’s
creativity of the people of Boysun (2001) the «Shashmagom» classical music
(2003), the national holiday «Navruz» and «Katta ashula» (2009), «Askiya» (2014)
as the pearls of the world culture was an important historical event. These values of
the Uzbek people have become the property of all mankind as invaluable aesthetic
heritage of the world culture. The «Sharq taronalari» («Oriental melodiesy)
international music festival, which is held once in two years in Samarkand, is the
recognition of the Uzbek ethno-culture, and expression of interest to it, as well as
the cultures of peoples of the world ensures international cooperation.

Acrticle 42 of the Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan «guarantees that
everyone has the freedom of scientific and technical creativity and has the right of
using cultural achievements»'. This proves that it is aimed at «...ensuring the
citizens’ peaceful and ethnic coexistence», which is mentioned in the Introduction
of the country’s Constitution. For this reason, the issue of studying the Uzbek
ethno-culture — the nation which is uniting nations and ethnicities living in our
country and leading them towards taking an active part in reforms — has both
scientific and practical significance.

This thesis to some extent serves implementing a decree of the President of
the Republic of Uzbekistan No 4210 of 30 March 2010 «On further supporting the
development of people’s artistic handicraft and applied arts», a resolution No 47 of
23 February 2011 of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan «On
approving legal enactments on the protection of non-material cultural heritage»,
and a resolution No 232 of 14 August 2014 «On measures to organize the activities
of a youth cultural and art centre» and other legal enactments which are relevant to
this topic.

Relevant research priority areas of science and developing technology of
the republic.

educational functions of ethno-culture; cultural globalization, the syncretic
influence of national and common to all mankind factors.

The degree of stady of the problem. Conceptual ideas mentioned in the
works and speeches by the President Islam Karimov of the Republic of Uzbekistan
on the issues of restoring and developing our national culture serve as scientific
and methodological foundation for this research®.

The scientific heritage of our great ancestors also serves as an important
source in covering the topic of the research. In particular, such scholars like Abu
Nasr Forobiy and Abu Rayhon Beruniy paid a special attention to the issue of
culture. Namely, the issue of culture are researched in relationship with social
environment, human being and people’s way of lifestyle in Forobiy’s works®. He
was the first who included the issue of culture in the agenda. In his work entitled as
«Qadimgi khalglardan qolgan yodgorliklar» («The relics left from ancient
peoples») Abu Rayhon Beruniy wrote detailed description of the development of
customs, traditions, legends and sayings of various nations. According to Beruniy
«the relics» are linked with the peoples’ social and cultural life, religion, belief,
customs and traditions.

At present, the researches done by philosophers and scholars on Uzbek
culture and ethnic issues could be classified as following:

the genesis, evolution and regularities of formation as historical and cultural
paradigm of the Uzbek culture have been studied in the works by such scholars
like l.Jabborov, D.Muhitdinova, A.Ochildiyev, S.Shermuhamedov and
U.Khasanov®.

Such scholars, who had carried our researches on elegance, like
M.Abdullayev, N.Agzamova, S.Agzamxodjayeva, I.Arzimatova, A.Kurban-
mamedov, T.Mahmudov, G.Mahmudova, M.Nurmatova, D.Tashbayeva,
E.Umarov, A.Sher, B.Khusanov, D.Qodirova played a special role in the scientific
researches devoted to the study of people’s creativity, art, artistic and aesthetic
peculiarities of the Uzbek culture. It is namely in these researches where artistic
and aesthetic values, which had played an important role in the formation of the
Uzbek culture, have been covered from philosophical point of view®.

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The integration processes in the Uzbek culture, traditional and modern
creativity of people, in particular a) the evolution way of development of the
national culture and its transformation in conditions of democratic reforms; and
b) the issues of restoring the social and spiritual development concept of the
national culture have been analyzed in researches by V.Alimasov, G.Najimov and
U.Qoraboyev.

If G. Najimov wrote that people’s culture are seen in such types of activities
like traditional, professional and amateur arts, people’s music, dances, traditions
and applied arts’, U.Qoraboyev analyzed mutual links between ethno-culture and
traditional holidays, traditional games, people’s mass recreation, people’s
medicine, people’s creativity, people’s education (ethno-pedagogics), people’s
applied art, national clothes and the culture of wearing clothes, ecology and
development of people’s social culture®. He stresses that ethno-culture is a
phenomena linked with all branches of education and science, religion, literature,
arts, creativity, people’s traditions and other fields of life of people®. V.Alimasov
classifies people’s culture based on «traditional creativity of people» and «modern
creativity of people» and pays attention to the formation of people’s creativity
during the process of market economy™®.

Researches devoted to promoting a close mutual link between the Uzbek
culture and spiritual culture which is progressing during the years of independence
and the process of formation of a younger generation could be seen in works by F.
Atamuratova, U.Otanova and O.Gaybullayev'. For example, U.Otanova says that
people’s culture is about social and economic life, agriculture, life in cities and
towns, politics, society and state management, democracy, education and
enlightenment, social life, literature and art, amateur creativity. The researcher
draws a conclusion that while a nation and people exist, their ethno-cultural

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peculiarities will never disappear™. Though these approaches differ from each
other, they do not deal with the aesthetic features of ethno-culture.

Such foreign scholars like G.Gadamer, K.Levi-Stross, A.Toynbi, Y.Hayzing
and O.Shpingler have investigated some ethno-cultural processes in connection
with primeval imaginations, traditions, ways of lifestyle, the stages of formation of
conscience, creation of tools of labour, language, social and historical processes,
spirituality, society and development®®. Their scientific conclusions serve as
theoretical foundations for studying and objective assessment of the ethno-culture.
At the same time, on the one hand, in their works one can see that some empiric
materials, ethn-cultural processes are presented as something general to all
mankind and based on this they drew global conclusions; on the other hand there is
an attempt to abstract the topic and promote a private thought as the only scientific
truth. Whereas approach to ethno-culture requires ensuring relationship between
the empiric material and private thinking.

Such scholars from the CIS like Yu.B.Borev, L.N.Gumilev, S.N.Ikonnikova,
M.S.Kagan, L.N.Kogan, D.S.Likhachev, M.O.Shavayeva'® have carried out
various researches related to this topic. Among them L.N.Gumilev’s researches on
the role of ancient Turkic tribes in the formation of the Euro-Asian civilization are
worth mentioning.

The analysis of researches related to this topic done by scholars of our
country shows that the studying of aesthetic aspects of ethno-culture was not their
scientific aim. We can say that without aesthetic aspects, our knowledge on ethno-
culture will not be complete and their significance will not be fully understood. So
that ethno-culture could take its place in the memories of people and their lives as a
stable historical and cultural paradigm, this depends on ethno-aesthetic factors. For
this reason, we tried to analyze the aesthetic features of ethno-culture in this
research work.

Communacation of the theme of dissertation with the scientific-
research works of higher educational institution, which is the dissertation
conducted in:

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The aim of research work is to reveal the significance of the Uzbek ethno-
culture and its aesthetic functions in historical-cultural and national-spiritual
progress.

The tasks of research work:

to cover the immanent characteristics and mutual links between people’s
culture (ethno-culture) and people’s aesthetics (ethno-aesthetics);

to identify peculiarities of the emergence of such aspects of ethno-culture
like national and common to all mankind, traditional and modern;

to identify transformation processes in ethno-cultural heritage;

to study the appearance of such concepts like beauty and ugliness, greatness
and meanness, tragedy and funny as the expression of national mentality in ethno-
culture;

to work out ways of establishing aesthetic values and preserving our
people’s artistic-aesthetic heritage;

to define advanced traditions, values and artifacts of ethno-cultural and
ethno-aesthetic heritage;

to substantiate from scientific point of view the link between the aesthetic
functions of ethno-culture and social-spiritual life and development of society.

The object of the research work is the Uzbek ethno-culture and its
aesthetic functions.

The subject of the research work is the role of the essence and
peculiarities and aesthetic functions of ethno-culture in national and spiritual
progress.

Methods of research work. Such research methods like a complex
approach, historical, logical and systemic approach, comparative analysis,
observation and interviews were used in the dissertation.

Scientific novelty of the research work is as follows:

It has been substantiated that ethnoaesthetics is the gnosiologic foundation
of perceiving such aesthetic realities in ethnoculture like beauty and ugliness,
greatness and meanness, tragedy and fun;

the scientific foundations of effective influence of ethnocultural values and
aesthetic ideals in the fight against antihumane threats in the form of “mass
culture” have been improved;

the concordance of artistic feature, artistic image and artistic skill in ethno-
culture has been worked out based on the principle of ethno-aesthetics;

the gonosiologic and axiologic peculiarities of ethno-culture have been
revealed based on the systemic-functional principle.

Practical results of the work:

the mechanisms of effective use of Uzbek ethno-culture’s artistic-aesthetic
education opportunities have been worked out;

suggestions and recommendations have been worked out on further
expanding and improving such functions like the preservation of ethno-culture’s
aesthetic values, making them public, organizing recreation and formation of
aesthetic ideal.
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The reliability of the results. Articles published based on materials of local
and international scientific conferences, as well as articles published in special
magazines registered with the Supreme Attestation Commission and foreign
scientific magazines, a published monograph and reviews on it, question-and-
answer sessions with respondents, interviews, conclusions, and implementation of
suggestions and recommendations into practice and the approval of gained results
by the relevant bodies show the reliability of results of the research.

Theoretical and practical significance of the study. The philosophical and
aesthetic ideas, generalized scientific conclusions promoted in the dissertation can
be used in philosophical researches on ethno-culture, ethno-aesthetics and
ethnology. The scientific conclusions drawn in the work can be used while
working out textbooks, teaching programmes and methodological
recommendations on such subjects like philosophy, aesthetics, cultural studies,
ethno-culture and ethnography; they can also be used at universities, institutes and
colleges training such professions like culture, art and people’s creativity.
Theoretical and philosophical ideas and recommendations about ethno-aesthetics
further enrich such subjects like the study of arts, the history of arts and ethnology
with new approaches.

Educational and enlightenment establishments promoting ethno-culture,
centres of people’s creativity, palaces of culture, national cultural centres,
neighbourhoods, educational establishments and creative associations can use the
results of the research in their activities.

Implementation of the research results. Philosophical and aesthetic
suggestions worked out based on the aesthetic essence and functions of ethno-
culture:

suggestions and recommendations on such positive features like ethno-
aesthetic beauty, greatness, nobility, and through them, making people’s creativity
and art eternal, developing high ideals and aesthetic functions in people have been
used in screenplays of such TV programmes (2015-2016) like «Tamaddun timsoli»
and «Charkhpalak» of Uzbek TV’s «Dunyo boylaby» channel (certificate No 08-14-

recommendations raised the programmes’ aesthetic efficiency, their artistic-
emotional and educational sides;

recommendations on the theoretical foundation of the effective impact of
aesthetic ideal as a reflection of rational idea and discursive experience on the
education of a person with high spiritual manners were used (2014-2016) in the
broadcast of such educational-musical programmes like «Millat va manaviyat»

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THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE RESEARCH PAPER

The topicality and necessity of the problem, to what extent it is studied, its
scientific novelty are substantiated in the introduction. The relevance of the
research with the basic fields of the development of science and technology in the
country, its object, subject, methods, aims and tasks are also defined in this part.
There is also information about scientific and practical significance of achieved
results, their implementation into practice, approbation, publications and about the
structure of the dissertation.

The first chapter of the dissertation is called «Theoretical and
methodological foundations of ethno-culture». The concept of «ethno-culturey,
its genesis and subject, the immanent features of ethno-culture and ethno-
aesthetics, a dialectic link between them, the issues of national and common to all
mankind in ethno-culture are researched from theoretical and methodological
points of view.

As is known, «ethno-culture» consists of two words: «ethnosy» and
«culture». Ethnos means «people» and culture means material and spiritual riches
created during social activities. However, this etymological and social feature does
not impede retrospective and philosophical analysis of ethno-culture, on the
contrary, the historical approach widely used in researches helps to clearly
understand and deeply cover it from scientific point of view.

There is dialectic link between ethno-genesis and ethno-cultural processes.
While people, nations create ethno-culture, at the same time, ethno-culture also has
impact on their development.

At present, it is an axiom, that the essence of social development is defined
by cultural riches created by people, that culture is the result of human activity.
Who is the subject of culture? Are they certain individuals, groups, layers or
people, crowd or a nation? These questions could be answered differently. The
analysis ethno-cultural processes prove that the subject of social relations in them
is not unknown or abstract. The authors of people’s poems, carving schools and
samples of artifacts are clear. Thus, the subject of ethno-culture is not always
abstract. An individual, a group can be the subject of ethno-culture, however, their
creativity, works should go through the synthesis of ethno-culture and become the
peoples’ heritage.

The dissertation, above all, reveals that in ethno-culture people’s perception
of the world, their gnosiological experience are closely linked with aesthetic
conscience and aesthetic intellect.

Second, ethno-culture is not simply a collection of material and spiritual
riches, but it is a clear set of ethno-aesthetic values as well. Leaving aside these
ethno-aesthetic values will decrease the effect of ethno-culture’s not only aesthetic
but social and educational, psychological and spiritual efficiency as well.

Third, people’s life in the past, their imaginations about future, hopes and
desires are all in ethno-culture. Today, ethno-culture serves to solve social-
educational, as well as artistic-aesthetic tasks.
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Based on thoughts expressed above, the following description could be
given to ethno-culture: Ethno-culture is material and spiritual wealth formed as a
result of artistic-aesthetic, philosophical-gnosiological activities during people’s
lives. It includes not only life in the past and imaginations about future, but it helps
to solve tasks that people come across, it also includes the goal of enriching
people’s hearts with beauty, aesthetic feelings and ideas as well. This type of
aesthetic approach to people’s culture does not ignore others like social and
philosophical, social, pedagogical, historical and retrospective, culturological,
anthropological, semiotic and ethnographic approaches. It substantiates that there
is another very important social side in people’s culture.

The dialectic link between ethno-culture and ethno-aesthetics in the
dissertation is presented in the following way:

First, both ethno-culture and ethno-aesthetics are the reflection of social
relations, empiric searches, practical activities and real life necessities. Though,
there are transcendental motives, scenes, pictures and ideas in people’s culture,
they are not phenomena which are cut off from real life needs. The history of
culture and aesthetics shows that cultural riches, aesthetic conceptions and ideas
have emerged at the very beginning of human society as a product of real life
needs.

Second, cultural and aesthetic riches, values as a form of social conscience,
depict ethnos’ perception of the world, their hope to change it, imaginations and
hypothetic views. Though ethno-culture and ethno-aesthetics are the product of
social relations and real life necessities, one cannot ignore the existence of
subjective factors, that is to say, social conscience, aesthetic intellect, hypothetic
dreams and imaginations related to gnosiological searches.

Third, ethno-culture and ethno-aesthetics are the set of values aimed at
making the world humane and making peoples’ lives more beautiful. These
artistic-aesthetic and cultural-aesthetic values are created through through
perceiving and getting excited about natural beauty, expressing the uniqueness of
natural beauty. As regards aesthetic ideas which are not related to the nature,
people create them based on their artistic-aesthetic needs and aesthetic intellect and
experience. He gets excited about nature’s beauty, but this is not the limit for him,
he tries to raise this beauty to the level of perfection. It is true that not all
aspirations of human being get fixed in people’s culture as artistic-aesthetic values,
a unique and eternal piece of work. For example, not all people’s poems have
become so hugely popular from artistic and aesthetic points of view like
«Alpomish» and «Gorogli». The most important point is that in these epic works,
the people’s heroes (Alpomish, Barchinoy and Gorogli) are described as the most
beautiful, the most humane and as a symbol of braveness, patriotism, justice
seeking and humaneness for younger generation. Similar cultural and aesthetic
values could be seen in other nations as well. This means the purpose of making
the world more humane, making it more beautiful unifies people’s culture and
people’s aesthetics together into one root. This is why in this dissertation we have
substantiated from scientific point of view the thought that people’s culture and
people’s aesthetics should be studied and researched based on this root.
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Fourth, ethno-culture and ethno-aesthetics are closely linked with creative
activities. Doing creative job, creating new artistic-aesthetic riches is a process
which unites ethno-culture with ethno-aesthetics and which defines people’s
aesthetic activities.

It is not always easy to trace this process in ethno-culture and ethno-
aesthetics. For example, it is not easy to establish who and when and how people’s
fairy tales, holidays or games and what stages they had passed through. This is
why, the creator of ethno-culture is people, its authors are nations and ethnicities.
Some types of art which are peculiar to some people, for example, though tomosha
(a mass show) and carnivals are not considered to be part of art, their participants,
people and crowd, «live in this art». The viewers might not consider themselves as
creators, but they with their movements join the participants and create carnival
and art. The aesthetic point of this art is that people while participating in it feel
themselves that they are united with others, everyone is equal and free, they are
free to express their feelings of happiness and freedom, they laugh at shortcomings
and enjoy being alive and their successes. In people’s tomosha as an art, aesthetic
values express people’s attitude towards life freely, people feel mutual relationship
and spend their time in high mood. The immanent peculiarities of tomosha are high
mood, freedom, solemnity, decoration, using various types of art freely, festive
environment and being united, wishing each other good things.

Five, ethno-culture and ethno-aesthetics are phenomena which are clear and
have national and local character.

It has been defined in the dissertation that the unified feature of ethno-
culture and ethno-aesthetics are expressed in the following:

Ethno-culture serves the demonstration of ethno-aesthetics and it is a space
which ensures its existence with real events and artifacts;

Ethno-aesthetics is a phenomenon which expresses such aesthetic categories
like beauty and ugliness, greatness and meanness, tragedy and fun in ethno-culture.
It is a constituent part of ethno-culture and it assesses artifacts, traditions, mass
holidays from the point of view of aesthetic values. This is why ethno-aesthetics is
an aesthetic-axiologic part of people’s culture.

There are no cultures which are not assessed in line with aesthetic values.
However, not all artifacts, samples of works, even certain things, which are related
to ethno-culture, cannot be the subject of ethno-aesthetics. For example, a car
design or computer design cannot be assessed by ethno-aesthetics, it can be
assessed by the modern art of design.

The object of ethno-aesthetics is stable material and spiritual riches and
values. This is why it deals with types of creativity which have solid place in the
life of peoples. This is a priori law of people’s ethno-aesthetics.

When aesthetics takes people’s culture as an object of its research, it relies
on the methods, categories and conclusions of aesthetics. For this reason, even if it
becomes a separate field of science or a theory in the future, it cannot distance
itself from the social and cultural space.
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Ethno-aesthetics relies on such ethno-stereotypes like the specific experience
of people to assess beauty and ugliness, on ideas of greatness and meanness in
their mentality, tragedy and fun.

Ethno-culture, only when it is assessed from ethno-aesthetic point of view,
its real essence, functional significance, its role in the development of people could
be understood more completely and deeply.

The criteria of ethno-aesthetics and methods are searched from the essence
of ethno-culture, samples of works, artifacts and traditions which had become its
constituent part. Only in this case one can objectively study ethno-culture without
a pressure from outside, without artificially created theoretical models.

The most important aesthetic value in the Uzbek ethno-culture is harmony
between the beauty and education. It is namely beauty in the Uzbek people’s
creativity and art, which come in harmony with nobility and humaneness.
Humaneness in the Uzbek ethno-culture is seen as an expression of this harmony.

The second chapter of the dissertation called «Transformational and
innovational changes in the Uzbek ethno-culture during the years of
independence» studied the national idea and researches and transformation
processes in the Uzbek ethno-culture, the function of forming aesthetic ideal is
revealed.

Ethno-culture is the result of people’s gnosiologic research on the perception
of the world and social environment. This subjective foundation of ethno-culture
are seen in certain material and spiritual riches as an expression of specific idea
and ideology.

Ethno-culture, on its essence, is linked with national idea and ideology.
Thoughts and ideas in it, the fight for freedom, features in the picture, even colours
in decorations, the technology of their usage all speak about national spirituality.
Even touching melodies in Uzbek music, shyness, fineness, even kindness in the
form of obeying in Uzbek women’s dance are all because of social ideas followed
by our people, aesthetic views and ideological factors in ethno-aesthetic heritage.

Our people’s aspiration for self-perception and preservation are consistently
described in the Uzbek ethno-culture. This, above all, is seen in people’s creative
works and art promoting the fight for Motherland and freedom. Such epic heroes
like «Alpomishy», «Qirqqiz», «Gorogli», «Yodgorkhon» and «Rustamkhony are
symbols of patriotism.

In people’s sayings and epic works, the fight for Motherland and
independence are presented in exaggerated form. The main hero or a group of
strong men fight against whole armies and defeat them. This type of artistic
description causes astonishment and people never forget heroes fighting against
evil and merciless forces. Only heroes whose hearts are filled with love to
Motherland and freedom of people can defeat such evil forces. These heroes are
described as very powerful, who are able to dig mountains and bring water to
people, who are able to defeat «thousands of warriors», who can «work day and
night» and who can «cover 40-days-of-walking distance within one day». And this
type of description fits people’s social, artistic-aesthetic ideals. The people instill
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their ideas, cultural and aesthetic views in heroes who fight for their Motherland
and freedom.

Educational and spiritual values are of great importance in the Uzbek ethno-
culture. In a struggle between such ambivalent phenomena like the good and evil,
great and mean, noble and ignoble, fine and rude, features that express high
educational and spiritual values will be the winner. Such immoral phenomena like
evil, meanness, ignoble and rudeness almost never become winners in people’s
creative works and art. It is true that in some episodes they are stronger than high
spiritual values, create sadness for positive heroes, create problems, dangers and
obstacles for them, but the people’s heroes win them with their noble and beautiful
goals and fair actions.

Though it is mentioned in the dissertation that ethno-culture is a stable
phenomenon, traditions and values, imaginations and concepts may undergo
transformation under the influence of time.

It has been researched that the transformation of ethno-aesthetic heritage
takes place in the following changes:

cultural and everyday matters;

social and cultural life;

diachronic and synchronic communication;

transcendental and theomythological conceptions;

customs, traditions and mass tomosha;

traditional people’s creativity and art;

significative processes in ethno-culture;

ethno-cultural and ethno-aesthetic changes.

This classification takes into account the formation of ethno-aesthetic
heritage during certain period and its rise to ethno-aesthetic ideal. Transformation
envisages not only changes, but the phases of evolutional development as well. For
ethno-aesthetics, which is being just created, observation of primitive aesthetic
conceptions during their transformation, and them growing stronger and
developing during the demand of historical phases and reaching the level of ethno-
aesthetic ideal, is very important.

The function of ethno-culture to form spiritual-aesthetic ideal is considered
in harmony with social-spiritual development in the dissertation. Spirituality is a
wider concept compared with aesthetic ideal. Aesthetic ideal serves spirituality and
enriches it with means of artistic-aesthetic and emotional influence.

The influence of ethno-culture on the formation of spiritual-aesthetic ideal
could be seen in the following three phases:

ethno-aesthetic ideal;

national aesthetic ideal;

common to all mankind aesthetic ideal.

Ideal on the ethno-aesthetic ideal mainly includes the way of lifestyle and
peculiarities of one ethnos. This type of ideal on the one hand serves to preserve
and maintain historical-cultural root, on the other hand may be an obstacle to
cultural integration, exchange of experience, innovational changes in the process of
social-cultural development. The important point is that there are no static images,
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pictures and works in the first phase in Uzbek ethno-culture. This shows that our
people live in harmony with other nations and their ethno-cultures. However, in
some ethnos which promote nationalism, one can notice that there are enough
examples of attempts to preserve the first phase ethno-aesthetic ideal. Thus, in
order to understand correctly the essence of the first ethno-aesthetic ideal we
should compare it with other phases.

The national aesthetic ideal in the second phase is seen as image expressing

one specific ethnos of nation;

artistic-aesthetic values, experience, material and spiritual riches of all
nations and people.

For example, Alpomish is a national hero and national ideal of the title
nation of Uzbeks.

The aesthetic ideal in the Uzbek ethno-culture is seen in:

respecting people’s creativity and art formed in historical-cultural paradigm;

believing in the reality of artistic-aesthetic values adored by people;

assessing people’s internal educational and spiritual features in harmony
with outer beauty;

preserving natural beauty and harmony in the nature, enjoying them, and
aspiring to creation of beauty;

achieving mutual accord, cooperation, taking care of each other and
devotion in relations with each other;

making national aesthetic values common to all mankind by means of
introducing innovations to them.

Ideal hypothetic image, this is why it is difficult to see his spiritual face in
one person. Forobiy, lbn Sino and Alisher Navoi mentioned 10-12 positive
features of an ideal king. By this they stress how hard it is to be an ideal person
and ideal leader.

Aesthetic ideal can be seen not only in the image of heroes, but they can be
seen in works created by artists, in artifacts of people’s ethno-cultures, in artistic-
aesthetic values as well. The works created with high skill and aesthetic taste, filled
with good deeds and noble ideas, which tell the true story of life are considered
such an ideal.

The terrace of the applied arts museum in Tashkent, the portal of memorial
to Bahouddin Nagshband, decorations on the walls of Gori Amir and Shohi Zinda
in Samarkand, memorial to Mahmud Pahlavon and Tosh Hovli in Khiva with their
richness and perfection are considered ideal works. Perfect works at the level of
ideals could be seen in the field of stone carving, coining, pottery, jewelry, golden
embroidery, carpet weaving and wood carving as well.

Ideal cannot stay on the first and second phases, as any ideal seeks to be
ahead of existing traditions and even well-developed schools. In general, the most
important feature of an ideal is its becoming common to all mankind value, wealth
and artifact. Works, symbols, images and artifacts in ethno-culture turn into
aesthetic values and ideals during centuries. At the present stage of global
communication systems it is also a complicated process to raise ethno-cultural,
national aesthetic ideal to a level common to all mankind. Because, there is a kind
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of “self-preservation” in ethno-cultures, there is a mechanism of resistance against
alien symbols. Ethno-cultures are inclined to voluntary-creative integration rather
than to assimilation. This is why, in people’s creativity and art, which have passed
through tests during centuries and become historical-spiritual paradigm, there is
aspiration towards aesthetic ideal common to all mankind.

In general, aesthetic ideal fulfills its function only when it serves social and
spiritual perfection of people and individual. Any ideal far from humaneness leads
to the loss of positive notions. There have been many such cases in the world of
creativity and art. Thus, the essence of humanism in the roots of ethno-culture is
the only foundation for the formation of aesthetic ideal.

The third chapter of the dissertation called “Artistic-aesthetic reality in the
creative activities of Uzbek people” studied such aesthetic categories like beauty
and ugliness, greatness and meanness, tragedy and fun in people’s creative
activities and art, and topics were researched based on five system which are the
objective reality - subject of people’s creative activities and art — artistic-aesthetic
searches — a work — viewer.

Objective reality is philosophical concept expressing entire existing things
and living being. Human’s aspiration towards changing the objective reality and
using it for his own goals is a slow process. First of all, he observes, studies, comes
to some conclusion and then works out a mechanism of carrying out his purpose.
This is a gnosiological process.

In people’s creativity and art this process is seen in the objective description
of reality; in the expression of mutual relations between objects; in the creation of
live faces, artistic-aesthetic images of objects; the subjects goals as a creator,
whether these goals are rational or irrational, social or asocial.

Objective description of reality helps to find out the origin of a work related
to people’s creative activities and art, where it was created, the nature and
geographical features and weather of that country. For example, events in the
“Alpomish” epic in Boysun, are linked with the geographical environment of
Surkhon valley, the nature and geographical environment described in the
“Gorogli” epic are related to the Chambil area. Not only experts, but ordinary
viewers-recipients also can differentiate the Fergana art of carving from Khorezm
and Karakalpak school of carving. In general, these local-ethnographic and ethno-
aesthetic features have been formed through the perception of objective reality by
masters. It is true that it is difficult to find objective perception from all types of
people’s creative activities and art, but from such ethnographic and ethno-aesthetic
features like the language described in them, selection of colours, creation of
compositions one can define the subject’s attitude towards objective reality.

The subject of people’s creative activities and art — people’s master, story-
teller-poet, clown, singer or musician do not simply imitate the reality and do not
simply copy colours and beauty in the nature to their creative work. First of all, the
creator should perceive and understand the existence of beauty in the nature. This
Is not a limit for the creator. As if he will try to complete beauty that the nature
could not finish. This way artistic-aesthetic creation begins and the person
becomes the subject of creation and art.
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The subject gets topics which meet his artistic-aesthetic needs and interests
from the nature and objective reality. In its turn, this requires rational approach to
reality from him. Rationality saves the subject from being dependent on the reality.
There is no difference between a fanatic realist who focuses all his conscience and
thoughts on reality and does not see and recognize anything else, and an imitator
and a copier. Thus, a real artist, on the one hand focuses his conscience and
thoughts and creative aspirations on the perception of reality, on the other hand,
does not become totally dependent on reality. Thesubject overcomes this by means
of distancing this dichotomy from reality and object, by perceiving that he is a
creator. Painters call this method as “looking at mosaic from distance”.

Beauty and ugliness as the main concepts of aesthetics and their reflection in
ethno-culture have been researched in the dissertation. While aesthetics studies the
laws of beauty and fineness, in social reality and human’s actions, beauty and
ugliness emerge as a phenomenon which require and ignore each other. This is
why aesthetics study beauty and ugliness next to each other, sees them as
conceptions which cause ambivalent conditions in their actions.

When aesthetics studies such negative phenomena like ugliness and
meanness, it tries to reduce their opportunities to take place in common to all
mankind values. This is done by more promoting beauty and nobility, and focusing
peoples’ and nations’ attention on them. The fact that ugliness and meanness exist
around us does not mean that they should necessarily be depicted in artistic-
aesthetic works. For this reason, ugliness, meanness and villainy are described not
in all fields of people’s creative activities and art. There are no topics in people’s
art of carving, coining, art of pottery, holiday shows, embroidery, traditional
folklore, singing, people’s medicine and cooking which describe them. They form
people’s artistic-aesthetic taste, call for perceiving the facts that life cannot be
repeated and that the world has been created based on the laws of grace, and sing
of beauty. Artistic-aesthetic essence is not forgotten even during funerals.

A creator does not describe ugliness because it is ugly, or beauty because it
Is beautiful, his purpose is to cause negative attitude towards ugliness and awaken
positive attitude towards beauty. This purpose of creative activity and art are
clearly perceived and expressed in ethno-cultural and ethno-aesthetic heritage.
Take any piece of work, any struggle between beauty and ugliness, between evil
and good, meanness and nobility ends with the victory of positive artistic-aesthetic
values.

The problems of greatness and villainy have been researched in the
dissertation. Greatness is a feeling peculiar to human being. During his life he
might consider any object as great and get inspired from it. Greatness can be seen
in artifacts created by people and nature, in human’s subjective world, in his spirit,
imagination, behavior and belief in future.

Greatness in people’s creative activities and art can be seen in patriotism,
generosity, devotion to people’s free and prosperous life, endurance to all tough
and merciless tests, dedication, love and humaneness. Alpomish unites all tribes
and generations which became separated because of a minor offence, Farhod
brings water to Shirin’s country through mountains, fights against the army of
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Khisrav and defeats them, Shirin’s servants demonstrate brevity in the fight against
an enemy. All this is a clear expression of greatness.

Greatness is linked with demonstrating devotion in protecting the interests,
freedom and liberty of people and country. Greatness in human’s actions should
contain great goals, noble will, brevity that could serve as sample to others.
Showing dedication in achieving one’s own interests cannot be described as a great
event. For example, when a house catches fire and if a man puts his life in danger
trying to save a box full of precious things, this action cannot be described as a
sample of greatness. Or “the brevity” of a man who jumps into a river to rescue his
own hat also cannot be a sample of greatness. In both cases mentioned above, there
are no aims to serve people’s and country’s interests. In greatness, society’s
interests should be more important than private interests, and there must be a
motive to serve noble deeds and goals. Thus, the roots of greatness include, on the
one hand, expression and observing of objective, social interests, values and
requirements, acting based on ethical and legal rules established in social space, on
the other hand, relying on human’s own life experience and ethical-aesthetic values
formed in his heart.

Meanness is the contrary of greatness. They do not always require the
presence of each other and they are not linked with each other from dialectic point
of view. Greatness is great in itself and meanness is mean. We do not look for
meanness from where there is greatness, and we do not look for meanness from
where there is greatness. Meanness is seen in human’s actions, in anti-humane and
anti-spiritual relations. In the character of even the most mean person, who is far
from being humane, there are some spiritual-aesthetic signs, feature in him.
Meanness is not something natural, it is an acquired disease. And if it is an
acquired disease, it can be changed to a positive side. However, in people’s
creative activities and art meanness rarely change into positive. In most of the
cases, any mean person in a piece of work remains mean till the end of it or
defeated due to his mean actions.

Greatness and meanness are to contradictory features peculiar to human
being. Greatness is the result of will to create a well-developed, perfect and
incomparable world which is different from what exists around us. Human being
was never satisfied with the existing environment, and this is why he always tries
to improve it, make it more beautiful, great and unique. Whereas meanness rejects
this ideal of human being and resists against it with all might. It is aimed at
destroying beauty, nobility and great goals. Namely this psychological state turns
the human’s actions into meanness.

In people’s creative activities, meanness is described grotesque. A human
being is never born as mean. Social manifestations of meanness could be seen in
the fight for property, throne, religious fanaticism and violence. People always
lived side by side with merciless and dangerous reality. Only heroes with fantastic
power and boundless strength, incomparable beauty and nobility could stand
against them. People receive fantastic images, hyperbolic heroes as real figures and
respect them as figures who had played an important role in history and in their
lives. This is why greatness and meanness are not only allogenetic (based on
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people’s actions and activities), at the same time it is idiogenetic (based on
people’s imaginations, ideas and fantasies) phenomena.

The issues of tragedy and fun have also been studied in the dissertation.
Philosophical-fatalist topics and such views like “the life of human being is itself a
tragedy” are rarely seen in the Uzbek ethno-cultural heritage. However, in love
stories the issue of tragedy sometimes occupies the entire topic of the story. In
particular, in «Layli va Majnun» epic, Majnun’s life is full of tragedies. All his
thoughts are about Layli and being with her. He does not think about anything and
anyone, even about his parents, people and country. His place of living is a desert,
deers and tigers are his fellow travellers. The dream of being with her never seems
real. There is no doubt that the epic will end with endless sufferings and serious
tragedy. Majnun’s sufferings and the torture of isolation could have brought the
epic to such an ending. Though the ending of the epic is positive, one cannot forget
that the heroes’ lives were tragic.

It becomes clear from this thought that a tragedy does not have to be death.
Tragedy can be expressed in the form of people’s sufferings, problems that emerge
one after another and losses. Human being tries to liberate himself from sufferings,
takes various measures, but cannot change his life and sufferings become stronger
than their opportunities. As a result, some stage of life will pass in sufferings, and
human cannot get rid of them, no matter how hard he tries. Namely this state turns
into a tragedy.

Majnun’s tragedy is not in him falling in love with Layli and failing to be
with her, but it is in the fact that he became isolated from his parents, people,
relatives and society. Majun forgets that he has parents, relatives and even people
and fellow countrymen. This is a tragedy without a doubt.

Ethno-aesthetic peculiarities of tragedy could be seen in the following:

It appears in harmony with systems, types and forms of ethno-culture, as
their constituent part;

It appears as contrary to aesthetic values of nation and people, as a big
obstacle with more opportunities than the hero;

According to its ethno-aesthetic essence and as a phenomenon which
expresses sufferings, problems and losses it causes a feeling of sorrow.

Tragedy affects spirit and causes a strong feeling of sorrow. Even when it is
replaced by happiness, the feeling of sorrow, mercy and love in people’s hearts
remain for a long time.

It should be separately stressed that tragedy is linked with the defeat of ideal.
It is true that two contradictory views clash in a serious battle. In this battle, it is
not the heroes’ biologic death, but the ideal’s defeat is a tragedy. This is why, in
the Uzbek ethno-culture, especially in people’s fiction, even if the hero comes
across with obstacles and tragic situations, he never dies. People love their heroes
and consider them as their ideals. The death of a hero means the death of an ideal.
People cannot allow this tragedy to happen and by saving their heroes they save
their ideals. Though tragedy described in Uzbek people’s literature and fiction
increases dramatic effect, it gives the ideal a humanist essence, raises its spiritual
and aesthetic values.
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It has been substantiated that fun is an attitude towards the logic of events,
actions and communication. The breach of logic or its incompliance with reality,
demands of life, adopted spiritual-aesthetic measure causes laugh. Fun, as artistic-
aesthetic phenomenon, can be clearly seen in such creative events and shows like
telling anecdotes, buffoonery, game of words, funny tales and stories and jokes.
Usually awkward actions are sources of fun. Humaneness is more expressed in
anecdotes and funny stories. For this reason, stories which have the same content
could be heard in different nations as well. At the same time, one can notice ethno-
cultural and ethno-aesthetic features, too.

Laughter is people’s protection of their ideals by means of jokes, game of
words, criticism and laughing at someone. Philosophers call this as «a culture of
laughing». In culture, national and common to all mankind features come next to
each other.

In the Uzbek ethno-culture, laughter and jokes are directed not to human
being, but to his shortcomings and negative actions. Even in the game of words,
the object of fun is not a human being, but it is shortcomings in life, such negative
phenomena like self-seeking, bribery, laziness, ugliness and greediness.

The harmony of aesthetic categories and their transference to each other as a
result of the influence of social environment are truth of life.

The fourth chapter of the dissertation called «The aesthetic functions of the
Uzbek ethno-culture» is devoted to the classification of preserving aesthetic
values (museums) of Uzbek ethno-culture; promoting the people’s creative
activities and art (making it popular); organizing holidays and functions of
aesthetic ideal.

Though aesthetic functions have their own stable functions, they are in
harmony with ethno-culture’s general functions. The general functions of ethno-
culture are seen in protecting cultural riches (museums), perception of the world,
cognition (gnosiologic), communication, socializing, making it public, creation of
artistic-aesthetic riches (artifacts), integrative and re-creative (rest and holidays).

Based on these general functions, ethno-culture’s private-aesthetic functions
are classified in the dissertation. They are:

preserving aesthetic values (museums);

promoting the people’s creative activities and art (making it popular);

organizing holidays and functions of aesthetic ideal.

Ethno-culture’s preservation function of aesthetic values (museums) is based
on historical-cultural paradigm’s stable reality. The function of preservation
(museums), on the one hand, protects aesthetic values as they are, maintains their
nationality, on the other hand, fulfills the task of handing over the historical-
cultural paradigm to the next generation as a whole.

Ethno-aesthetic values include artistic-aesthetic views, searches, their
material and spiritual wealth, works and artifacts in historical-cultural paradigm.
These riches and experiences go through the synthesis of ethno-culture, ethno-
aesthetics and ethno-psychology, and become historical-cultural heritage.

Ethno-culture’s function of preserving aesthetic values under the conditions
of globalization, becomes even more topical and significant since ideological
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threats under the cover of «mass culture» are gaining momentum. «Mass culture»
Is affecting human consciousness and spirit negatively. «lIt is natural that under the
cover of ‘mass culture’, such dangerous threats like spreading the ideas of spiritual
dissipation and violence, individualism, ego-centrism, and making profit through
this, if you like, showing disrespect to thousands of years old traditions and values
of other people aimed at destroying them, make people worry»™. Actually, “mass
culture” deviates people from objective reality, leads them to the world of
Imaginations and promotes violence.

The Uzbek ethno-culture does not support chaos, arbitrariness, promoting
individualism and disorder which lead to destruction. It always reflects high
morale and order.

Promoting people’s creative activities and art, making them public are
ethno-culture’s main functions. If the function of preserving (museums) supports
stability, its function of promotion serves to spread artistic-aesthetic riches and
artifacts and making them public. These two functions turn heritage into people’s
property.

Promoting people’s creative activities and art is linked with handing ethno-
cultural, ethno-aesthetic values and riches, artifacts over to the next generation. By
means of inheriting, it ensures eternity of ethno-culture. When we say promoting
people’s creative activities and art we mean activities aimed at making public
riches related to people’s creative activities, art and traditions, and ensuring
diachronic and synchronic inheritance between the generations. These activities
include holding of people’s holidays, various shows and ceremonies, organizing
exhibition of people’s applied arts, delivering the secrets of creativity to young
people, publishing epics, fairy tales, anecdotes and parables, launching of special
pages in newspapers and magazines, organizing TV and radio broadcasts on
people’s pedagogics and people’s medicine, international festivals, exhibitions and
meetings.

Promoting people’s creative activities and traditions has become especially
significant during the years of independence. The systemic implementation of
measures aimed at restoring, developing and promoting the Uzbek ethno-culture
have been raised to the level of state politics. That is why, the main attention in the
research was focused on the restoration of people’s ceremonies during the years of
independence and their significance for the education of young people. Because,
ceremonies contain people’s spirit, good deeds in their hearts, their hopes and
wishes, their memories and ways of lifestyle in the past.

Ceremonies have syncretic nature. People’s fiction, songs, music and dance,
applied arts (for example, doppi — national cap, romol — scarf, beshik — cradle,
mahsi — national footwear, ton — robe are specially prepared, and their usage are
the attributes of ceremonies), re-telling epic, laparchilik — singing in chore,
superstition, customs and traditions all come together in syncretic order. From this
point of view, we look at ceremonies as part of people’s creative activities and art

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(people’s culture). Ceremonies, through organizational and educational measures,
fulfill the function of making ethno-culture public.

Ethnographic sources related to ceremonies have been analyzed and their
ethno-aesthetic features have been revealed in the dissertation. Ceremonies, as part
of Uzbek ethno-culture on the one hand, reflect our people’s traditions, worldview,
life and aesthetic ideal, on the other hand, they are filled with aspiration towards
making social reality more beautiful, reinforcing mutual relations between people
and as a result preserving national originality.

Ethno-culture’s function of organizing recreation gives people aesthetic
pleasure, spiritual health and meets psychophysiological needs of the body. From
ancient times, our people pay attention to ensuring balance between labour and
recreation. For this reason, people’s holidays and shows are attributes meant to
organize people’s leisure time. Though for some time, holidays and shows relieved
people from hard labour and problems of everyday life, used to give them spiritual
happiness and an opportunity to communicate freely.

Recreation and spiritual happiness are linked with each other from dialectic
point of view and their harmony reflects ethno-culture’s social-spiritual function. It
IS true that recreation and having rest as traditional parts of ethno-culture fulfills
other functions as well (communicative, educational, cultural-creative and
spending leisure time). However, at events aimed at organizing recreation and rest,
especially at people’s holidays and shows related to ethno-culture, it is very
difficult to substantiate that a certain type of function is more important than
others. This is why recreation and rest are in harmony with other functions.

In the dissertation, the Uzbek ethno-culture’s function of recreation and
spiritual happiness has been researched in relation with seasonal holidays, shows-
outdoor parties and ceremonies related to nature. Seasonal holidays are people’s
holidays and shows held in specific seasons of the year. These ethno-cultural
measures had seasonal character. As people realize and understand that their way
of lifestyle is closely linked with the nature, they skillfully reflect them in colourful
views, customs, traditions and shows.

The majority of seasonal holidays were widely marked during the
Zoroastrian times. At many holidays-ceremonies devoted to extolling fire (the
Sun), water, air and earth during the Zoroastrian times contain real life necessities,
good and evil, especially ideas about education of young people.

Thus, the Uzbek ethno-culture’s function of organizing recreation and rest
leads to perceiving people’s harmony with nature, calls for maintaining good
spirits under any circumstances and strengthening will.

CONCLUSION

The following conclusions have been drawn based on research carried out on
doctoral dissertation called «The aesthetic essence and functions of the Uzbek
ethno-culture»:

1. During many years of social-historical development the Uzbek people
have created specific ethno-culture. Ethno-culture is the root of national culture, its
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pier. While there are people, based on the principle of history and inheritance,
ethno-culture will be transferred from one generation to another. The material and
spiritual riches created during these years will give people and nation opportunity
to realize themselves; will turn people into a subject moving social-historical
processes. However, how ethno-culture takes a solid place in people’s hearts, spirit
and their lives, and its turning into a historical-cultural paradigm, depends on
aesthetic factors — artistic-aesthetic thinking, experience, taste, picture, skill and
ideals. The eternity and stability of ethno-culture are because of the influence of
artistic-aesthetic factors which have ensured their place in people’s hearts and
spirit. These artistic-aesthetic factors express the Uzbek ethno-culture’s essence
and uniqueness.

2. Ethno-culture and ethno-aesthetics are mutually related dialectic reality,
phenomena. During historical-cultural development, they, on the one hand, have
developed as specific realities, on the other hand, they mutually enriched and
served each other, turned historical-cultural experience into eternal paradigm.
Ethno-aesthetics is a part of ethno-culture which creates artistic-aesthetic,
emotional paintings. By means of forming such positive feelings like beauty,
greatness and nobility, it makes people’s creative activities and art eternal and
forms people’s high ideals.

3. Though ethno-culture has a stable nature, it cannot stay away from the
people’s lives and changes taking place in them, from the processes of
transformations. The manifestation of nationality and common to all mankind,
traditional and modern, stability and change gives task and goal to aesthetic values,
artistic paintings and processes. These tasks and goals proceed from the demand of
social development and express them. Influenced by social processes, ethno-
culture undergoes transformations. This means there is a stable root part in ethno-
culture which saves people and nation, and upper part, which is susceptible to
transformation, and which serves the development of national culture. Aesthetic
factors serve both of them.

4. Ethno-aesthetic features, images and artifacts are clearly seen in the
Uzbek ethno-culture. Such aesthetic categories like beauty and ugliness, greatness
and meanness, tragedy and fun find their reflection in people’s epic, fairy tales,
applied arts, music and songs and dance. These aesthetic realities differently
appear in genres, they cannot be brought under one pattern and ready system.
However, aesthetic ideas have their own ideas, artistic and descriptive methods and
expression mechanisms. That is to say, they make people’s hearts and spirit
beautiful and noble and inspire for great things, create eternal and unique aesthetic
riches and inspire them to love life. People’s creative activities and art are not
limited to satisfying everyday practical needs and goals, through them a creator
contributes to creating eternity.

5. The essence of ethno-aesthetics is seen in the harmony between artistic
features, images and skill. People do not create an image just like that, but they
decorate it with the skill of artistic-emotional and aesthetic images, turn it into their
hero and ideal. Even «several groups of warriorsy, tricks of the enemy and betrayal
of close ones cannot stop this image from his life goal, he overcomes countless
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number of obstacles and carries out his goals. These beautiful and noble features
turn the hero’s wishes, actions and life goals into an example to learn.

6. The Uzbek ethno-culture’s function of preserving (museums) aesthetic
values (in general, all values included in historical-cultural paradigm) is of special
Importance. Stability in ethno-culture is seen in this function. Aesthetic values
occupy a special place and include such things like the people’s perception of
artistic-aesthetic world, artifacts created during this process, material and spiritual
wealth and aesthetic ideals. In the Uzbek ethno-culture, they could be seen in
beautiful and noble deeds by people’s heroes and their way of ensuring harmony
between nature and society.

7. Ethno-culture has the function of promoting people’s creative activities
and art (making them public), organizing recreation and forming an aesthetic ideal
as well. The wide range of ethno-culture makes these functions moving, artistic-
emotional and admiring from aesthetic point of view. What makes people’s
holidays, shows and weddings memorable are artistic-aesthetic means, methods
and images.

8. The aesthetic essence and functions of the Uzbek ethno-culture help to
perceive the hearts, spirit, spiritual, cultural and artistic world of the Uzbek people
and to perceive the reality with the help of aesthetics. In our people’s ethno-
culture, there are not only rational good wishes, hopes and wills, but irrational and
spiritual imaginations, religious and spiritual views are also of special importance.
Namely aesthetic factors give irrational and spiritual ideas impressionability,
elation, vitality and beauty.
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
