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INTRODUCTION (abstract of doctoral dissertation)

The urgency and relevance of the theme of dissertation. XX century in the
world linguistics is considered the time of formation of the history of language and
its transformation into the independent discipline. This area, which studies the
language of the ancient written sources in the diachronic aspect, is raising new
challenges for science. The study of the lexical-semantic features of the ancient
sources is from a number of selected issues. «Qisasi Rabghuzi» by Burkhoniddin
Rabghuzi, which is equally valuable to all Turkic nations who live in the Middle
Asia, occupies a special place in the world literature. Because this monument is
one of the spiritual riches, which tells the story of the development of society in the
Turkic language, also familiarize Turkic peoples with religious and educational
values of the world. That’s why it is important to study of scientific issues related
to the contribution of our great ancestors of the Uzbek and world spiritual treasury
of scientific heritage, location and prestige of our native language at the
international level, its relationships with other languages, the prospects of
development of the Uzbek language and literature.

Independence gave a chance to study enormous spiritual heritage, rich history
of our nation. As stated, «We have to emphasize, that independence gave us a
chance in understanding our national mentality, our value, our customs, our holy
religion Islam, to re-establish the names and heritage of our great antestors, saints
and scientists, our pride, and to raise our children with our national and general
human values»'.

XIH-XIV centuries were the difficult period in history of Turkic languages.
In this period in the territories of Middle Asia and Golden Horde the number of
masterpieces was written, and their language peculiarities differed from each other,
and phonetic, lexical, and morphological features of Oghuz-Qipchag, Qarlug-
Uyghur groups were reflected in all of them. The majority of these works were the
basis of the foundation of Uzbek literary language. One of them is «Qisasi
Rabghuzi». Various lexical units of such fields as social politics, social-economics,
military, culture, religion, daily life, occupation and handicraft, geography of our
ancestors lived during XIII-XIV centuries are used in «Qisasi Rabghuzi» by
Burkhoniddin Rabghuzi, one of the first prose works of Turkic literature. These
lexical units, in turn, provide important information about the mode of life,
language, culture, traditions of our nation in those times. Thus, studying the
vocabulary is important not only in deeply elucidating the history of Uzbek nation
scientifically, but in studying the history of Uzbek language and literature.

This thesis is served a certain extent for the implementation of the tasks
defined by the Decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated by July
8, 2014 PP-2204 «On measures to improve the structure of the Academy of
Sciences of Uzbekistan, also strengthening the integration of academic science and

(Denmark), Moscow State University, Sankt-Petersburg State University, Kazan
Federal University, Institute of Linguistics of the Academy of Sciences of
Tatarstan (Russia), Kazakhstan Institute of Education (Kazakhstan), Tashkent State
University of Uzbek language and literature carried out researches in Lexicology,
Turkology studies.

The following scientific results on subject of the thesis have been achieved in
the world, in particular: elucidated philosophical and artistic properties of narrative
in the work devoted to Iskandar Zulkarnain and methodical features of poetry of
Rabghuzi (Hamburg University in Germany); studied syntactic properties of the
work based on a comparison of the London manuscript with other versions
(University of Strasbourg); in the book «Samples of Turkic dialects» justified
reasonably place of ideas in human civilization, expressed in narratives in the
work, devoted to prophets Ismail and Joseph (Ankara University); published a
facsimile of the oldest manuscript of the work, totaling 248 pages, each page of
which consists of 21 lines (University of Copenhagen); elucidated linguistic
property of book sections devoted to Prophet Ismail, construction of Ka’ba and
sons of the prophet Isaac by comparing original manuscript in the library of Asian
Museum and another version stored in the State Public Library (Moscow State
University); justified artistic property of the narratives of Jesus and Mary through
comparative analysis (State University of Sankt-Petersburg); determine the textual,
phonetic and morphological aspects of the book (Kazan Federal University); for
the first time published full text of the «Qisasi Rabghuzi» on the basis of the St.
Petersburg and Kazan manuscript versions (Institute of Linguistics of the Academy
of Sciences of Tatarstan); defined artistic and ideological properties of the «Qisasi
Rabghuzi» (Kazakhstan Institute of Education).

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functional-semantic, comparative and historical methods in the methodological
approaches in study of written monuments, justification of theoretical lexicography
rules through learning language of ancient works, definition of place of manuscript
sources in the development of language and society.

The degree of study of the problem. It is acknowledged specialists in Turkic
philology such as A.Borovkov, S.Mutalibbov, Gh.Abdurakhmonov, A.Najib,
E.Fozilov, Q.Makhmudov, Q.Karimov, H.Nematov, H.Dadaboev, Q.Sodiqov,
Aysu Ata' played an important role that in studying vocabulary of Old Turkic
language. But still «Qissasi Rabghuzi» was not an object of a special study.
Because in Soviet period the work was considered as a religious book and even
studying the language of the work was not allowed. Therefore the study of this
subject should be considered as a result of lifting the study of the spiritual heritage
of our country to the level of state policy.

There are several manuscript copies of the work rewritten in various times,
and they are in different libraries and founds of manuscripts of the world. The
earliest version of the work was compiled as a book in XV century and it is in
British museum. Another one of the oldest copies is in Saint Petersburg department
of the institution of oriental studies of Russian Academy of sciences; the number
of this copy is C-245, it is assumed that this copy belongs to XV - XVI centuries.

In 1948 the Danish textualist K.Gronbech published the facsimile of the
London version of the manuscript, which is considered the ancient copy of the
manuscript’. Y.Schinkewitsch® analyzed the syntax of the manuscript comparing
the London version with other versions, A.Abrajeyev* studied compound words of
the manuscript. In 1969 O.Mirzakarimova defended candidate’s thesis devoted to
the morphological features of the work®.

In 1990-1991 the book based on London version of the manuscript was
published in Cyrillic alphabet by the group of researchers in the Institution of
Manuscripts named after Khamid Sulaymanov of the Academy of Sciences of
Republic of Uzbekistan®. Based on that version, in 1993 I.Ostanaqulov defended
the candidate’s thesis the subject of which was «Qissasi ar-Rabghuzi is a literary

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work»'. A.Khalilulina studied writing, phonetic and morphological features of the
work comparing the Ilminscki’s version, London version and two Kazan versions®.
Moreover, H.Boeschoten (Germany) and M.Bandamme (Belgium) published the
number of articles devoted to «Qissasi Rabghuzi»®.

In the period after Independence Kh.Dadaboev studied social-political and
social-economical terms and astroponims”® and the number of articles devoted to
the vocabulary of the work was published®. N.Khusanov studied the antroponyms,
I.e. the names of angels, prophets and their relatives, family members, caliphs,
saints used in the work®. Moreover, in the years of independence the monument as
an important source of Philology was included in textbooks and manuals.

We can see from aforementioned facts, that «Qisasi Rabghuzi» was not the
object of the special study. That is why in this thesis, in exploring lexical units
used in the book statistically, thematically, genealogically, and semantically we
took under consideration those studies, and express our opinion about them.

Turkic words by using Turkic affixes, also clarifying the etymology of certain
loans;

to compare the lexical units with the first manuscripts of ancient and old
Turkic language as well as with the materials of XIV century;

to determine the factors influence narrowing and widening of the sense of the
words;

to elucidate lexical semantic processes occurred in the vocabulary of the work
in relation with the social-political, economical, religious, cultural factors of that
period.

As The object of research work is «Qisasi Rabghuzi» written by Nosiriddin
Burkhoniddin Rabghuzi.

As The subjects of research work is elucidating specific features of Uzbek
literary language of the end of XIII century and the beginning of XIV century by
studying linguistically the vocabulary of «Qisasi Rabghuzi» by Nosiriddin
Burkhoniddin Rabghuzi, and to define the work’s role in formation and
development of literary Uzbek.

Methods of the research work. The scientific-theoretical method, the
method of description, classification, functional-semantic, comparative-historical,
historical-genetic, and statistic methods are used in the research.

Scientific novelty of research work is defined by following:

We evaluated the role of «Qisasi Rabghuzi» in development of Uzbek literary
language by scientific analysis of its vocabulary, also language statistics;

based on the theoretical rules of historical lexicology, argued the scope of
using the novel lexical items related to socio-political, economic, religious,
military, cultural, household, geographic, diplomatic, artisan areas;

proven semantic properties of lexical richness «Qisasi Rabghuzi» and genesis
of lexical units used in the text of the work;

we determined the characteristics of the language side, also its organic link
with the ancient Turkic and old Uzbek languages;

we grounded the relationship between form and meaning of words used in the
story word stock and vocabulary, the artistic possibilities of the Uzbek language in
the XIV century.

Practical results of the work are following:

National-spiritual heritage is invaluable treasure of the nation, the power
which exalts and unites the people, that is why it is vital. The lexical units used in
«Qisasi Rabghuzi» which belong to social-political, social-economical, military,
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cultural, religious, domestic, profession-handicraft, geographical fields is essential
in understanding the life, language, culture, customs, traditions, history of society
and language. All this information is helpful in developing world view of young
generation. Studying the vocabulary of «Qisasi Rabghuzi» is important in
understanding and assimilate our ancient history and rich culture, rich heritage of
our ansestors, to purify Islam, to defend it from mercenary attacs, to form adequate
viewpoint to our religious manuscripts.

The materials of the research can be used in linguistics in studying linguistic
phenomena, development of meaning of lexemes, determining the levels of
formation and development of literary language, historical terminology, and
lexical-semantic processes in lexicology.

New information about historical lexicology obtained in this research,
studying the vocabulary of «Qisasi Rabghuzi», language issues in the second half
of XIII century and the beginning of XIV century are useful for philological
students, researchers, and specialists in this field.

The reability of the results is justified by elucidating the history of Uzbek
literary language, the levels of development scientifically, conceptual novelty of
the methodological approach to manuscripts, using of scientific-theoretical,
functional-semantic, comparative and historical methods, and diachronic study of
«Qisasi Rabghuziy.

Theoretical and practical significance of the study. The results of the thesis
can be used in periodization of history of Uzbek literary language, to write a
history of vocabulary and terminology of Uzbek literary language, and the results
can be used in comparative works in lexicology.

Practical value of the thesis is that the materials of the current thesis are useful
source to be used in lectures of the courses historical grammar of Uzbek, the
history of Uzbek literary language in philological faculties of organizations of
higher education, and in compiling textbooks and dictionaries.

Implementation of the research results. On the basis of the results obtained
by studying the language works «Qisasi Rabghuziy:

explained more than twenty scientific concepts and terms in the «Explanatory
Dictionary of the basic concepts of spirituality» (Academy, 2010), which addresses
issues related to the value and meaning of spirituality, its place in human life and
society, the restoration of the national heritage, increase youth spirituality. The
conclusions of the theoretical language issues related to identity, an expression of
national thinking, providing spiritual and educational links between generations is
reflected in entries on the letters A, D, F, I, M, P, W, V. The dictionary used in the
analysis of the essence of the basic concepts and terms related to spirituality, as the
language of communication, process improvement in the course of historical
development;

prepared and published a commentary on the modern Uzbek version of a
handwritten version of «Qisasi Rabghuzi» in Arabic script, rewritten in 1904 in
Samarkand (Qisasi Rabg 'uziy, MUMTOZ SOZ, 2009). Using research results
provided the opportunity to give an accurate assessment of the historical and the
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contemporary language of, as well as to educate and acquaint them with the
spiritual heritage of their ancestors;

concepts associated with existing manuscript versions of the product «Qisasi
Rabghuzi» and their publications, artistic and ideological and linguistic properties,
used in scientific project F.1-02 «fundamental history of literature» (2012-2016) in
the light of problems of poetic literary sources XIII-XIV centuries, the results for
the scientific classification of vocabulary work «Qisasi Rabghuzi» used in the
project F.1-136 «The place of Turkic documents created in the Middle Ages, in the
history of Uzbek statehoody» (2012-2016) in the light of the historical development
of words used in the Turkish documents (Help FTC-02-13/Ne776 of the Committee
for coordination of science and technology on December 2, 2015). Using scientific
results made it possible to assess the linguistic situation in Central Asia in the XIII-
XIV centuries, reveal the features of the formation and development of Turkic
languages, in particular, starotyurkskogo literary language and old Uzbek
language.

Approbation of the research results. The reports were made in the
conferences, as well as in international conferences such as «XX mexayHapoaHoOM

Publication of the research results. On the theme of dissertation has been
published 38 research works including 1 monographs, 15 articles in the academic
journals entered in the registered list by the Supreme Attestation Commission, 12
of them in scientific journals of the Republic of Uzbekistan and 3 articles in
foreign scientific journals.

The structure and volume of the thesis. The thesis is consisted of four
chapters, conclusions, reference and appendix. The total size of the thesis is 259
pages.

THE MAIN CONTENTS OF THE DISSERTATION

In the introduction of the dissertation, the topicality and relevance of the
research are substantiated, the aim and objectives of the research, its object and
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subject are formulated, its conformity with the priorities of development of science
and technology of the Republic of Uzbekistan is shown, the scientific novelty and
practical results of the study are described, the theoretical and practical
significance of the obtained results are revealed, a list of introducing the research
results into practice, published works and information on the structure of the
dissertation are provided.

The first chapter of the work is called «The vocabulary of «Qisasi
Rabghuzi» and its statistical analysis». In this chapter, gained experience in
statistical analysis in the field of Turkic philology is discussed and the vocabulary
of the book is analyzed statistically.

There are following reasons to apply statistics to linguistic units: language
expression has public character; the linguistic units used while expressing are
repetitive; and use (repetition) or omission of those linguistic units do not follow
any rule’. In total, 5511 lexemes were used in the book: 2950 of which are Turkic,
2151 are Arabic, 329 are Persian, 55 are Old Hebraic via Arabic, 14 are Greek, 3
are Chinese, 4 are from Sanskrit, and 5 are from Sughdi.

In defining the parts of speech morphological feature, especially, lexical
meaning and syntactic features of the word are used as a base in Turkic languages,
in Uzbek as well.

«Qisasi Rabghuzi» was written on the basis of wonderful samples of general
language of nation, and there are lexemes which belong to independent parts of
speech (noun, adjective, numeral, pronoun, verb, and adverb), helping parts of
speech (postposition, conjunction, particle), modal words and interjection. We will
talk about each of them separately.

Independent parts of speech have an independent lexical and grammatical
meaning, and their meanings change according to their position in the text. Nouns
of Uzbek literary language have a long history. They developed according to social
development and changes in daily life by using internal potential of language. We
can witness it while observing the old manuscripts. In the vocabulary of the work
there are 3067 nouns in total, 2517 of them are common nouns, 550 are proper
nouns. Among 2517 common nouns 2252 are primary words, and 265 are derived
lexemes. Among 550 onomastic terms 402 are anthroponyms, 83 are toponyms, 33
are astroponyms, 19 are zoonyms (special names of pets), 13 are names of idol-
stone images. 29 attributive combinations of nouns were used. The nouns used in
the book according to their meaning can be classified as following:

Common nouns: barmaq (121v1) — «finger», bitig (63v1) — «script» and etc.

Onomastics. The proper names used in the book can be grouped as
following: 1) anthroponyms: Atika (184v1) — «the aunt of the prophet(p.b.u.h.)»;
2) toponyms: Bagdad (176r2), Xitay (68v2); 3) astroponyms: Korid (66v7) —
«Marsy; 4) zoonyms (special names of pets): Buraq (5v10) — «the flying horse
rode by Mohammed (p.b.u.h.) to the sky».

Adjectives express the features of the things from different points of views.
These features can belong directly to human or to living and non-living things.

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According to mentioned features it is reasonable to classify adjectives to following
groups:

a) adjectives, which express the color: iriin (6r3) — «white»; b) adjectives,
which express the characteristics of the things: agin (39r8) — «bad»; c) adjectives,
which express appearance, size of the things: 4did (5r21) — «great», yassi (18v12) —
«smoothy; d) adjectives, which express states of the things: isig (68v8) — «hoty,
korklik (13r5) — «beautiful»; €) adjectives, which express the taste of the things:
acig (6rd) — «bittery, siicik (88r21) — «sweet»; e) adjectives, which express the
smell of the things: anbar (12v14) — «fragranty.

258 adjectives of 521 used in the studied work are primary words, and 253 are
derived words.

The system of numerals in Turkic languages was formed and changed step-
by-step as in any other language. We can witness it while studying the language of
the old manuscripts. Several types of numerals were used in those manuscripts.
143 of 169 numerals used in the book are derived words, and 26 are primary.
Following groups of numerals according to their semantic and grammatical
features were used in the work:

1. Cardinals: on (7v14) — «teny, sikiz//sdkkiz (13v10) — «eighty.

2. Numerals counting by piece: altisi (118r5) — «six of those (things)», ekki-
ekki (110v2) «twoy.

3. Collective numerals: altagu (86v18) — «six of those (people)», onagu
(63r4) — «ten of them together», besagi (130v12) — «five of those».

4. Enumerative: diram (128r18) — «dirhamy, yiga¢ (8r18) — «the distance
equal equal to 6 kilometresy, bolak (19r8) — «piece, party, asr (52v5) — «century.

5. Ordinal numbers: i¢liné//i¢iinéi (13v1) — «thirdy, tortin¢//tortiinéi (13v3)—
«fourthy, on yetin¢ (241v19) — «seventeenthy, ikindiik (21r12) — «secondy.

6. Indeterminate numerals: bir-ikki (196v2).

7. Fractions: Gi¢ lisdin biri (19v2)- «one thirdy, qirqdin biri (166r5) — «one
of forty», {i¢ yarim (142r3) — «three and half».

Pronouns are used in place of nouns, adjectives, numerals, and other parts of
speech, they express the existence of a thing and its characteristics. Pronouns
express the object and its characteristics in definite contexts, pronouns do not
express them permanently. Therefore, even though pronouns are considered as an
independent part of speech, they cannot have concrete meaning. The main meaning
of pronoun and the part of speech to which referred by pronoun will be elucidated
within a context.

There are 65 pronouns in the language of the book, according to their
meaning we can group them as following:

a) personal pronouns: men (5r4), ul (6rl); b) reflexive pronouns: kendu
(31r20) — «oneself», 6z (6v11) — «oneslefy; ¢) demonstrative pronouns: bu (4r17),
mu (6v17); d) interrogative pronouns: kim (4r4), netdk (6v8); e) reciprocal
pronouns: gamug (6r2), tekma (4v2) — «eachy; f) indefinite personal pronouns:
kimersd (7v4), birdgii (22v21); g) negative pronouns: he¢ (11r21), he¢ kimersa
(199r10).
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Verbs have central position in syntactic constructions, they define the
structure of sentence, and verbs have opportunity to hint which kind of words will
participate in the sentence’. If we consider that verbs and nouns are the main parts
of speech, we can explain broadness of this field. In «Qisasi Rabghuzi», 991 verb-
lexemes were used, 976 of them are derived from pure Turkic, 4 are derived from
Arabic borrowed words, 11 are derived from Persian borrowed words. According
to their semantic and grammatical meanings it is reasonable to group them as
following:

I. Speech verbs: arsig- (243r21) — «to be cheatedy, tan- (26r10) — «disclaimy.

II. Condition verbs: tiind- (86r6) — «to spend the nighty», kidla- (76v8) — «to
hide», onalt- (46v5) — «to repair», bolal- (25v2) — «propagate.

[1l. Activity verbs: izala- (5v17) — «to sendy, irga- (135r8) — «to swingy,
gumrul- (206r6) — «to movey, anuqla- (92v9) — «to preparey.

IV. Lexical units which belong to work verbs: ter- (142v4) — «to picky; tok-
(86v14) — «to throwy», sag- (157v20) — «to milk».

V. Verbs which belong to group of feeling verbs: bur- (77v2) — «to stink»;
iriklan- (67v13) — «to protuberate»; sez- (82v20) — «to feel».

VI. Verbs of vision: bag- (27rl) — «to look at»; telmiir- (74r3) — «to starey;
kor- (29v2) — «to seey; yiizlan- (113v12) — «to face, to looky.

VII. Verbs appeared on the basis of imitation: ingran- (16v4) — «t0o moany,
¢irla- (32v19) — «to chirpy, urla- (103v20) — «to howl.

VIII. Verbs of listening: eSit- (32v7) — «to listeny; tanna- (19v19) — «to be
surprisedy»; tapglan- (130r1l) — «to be amazedy; tinla- (19v17) — «to listeny.

Adverbs in Turkic languages consist of words which originally belonged to
other parts of speech. Most of those adverbs are formed on the basis of nouns, and
some of them are formed based on verbs. Moreover, adverbs’ vocabulary were
widening and enriching on account of borrowed words. We have to note that in 55
adverbs were used in «Qissasi Rabghuzi», 33 of them are Turkic, 11 of them are
Persian, and 8 of them are Arabic. There are several types of adverbs according to
their meanings: 1) Adverbs of condition: aqru (231v6) — «slowy», tark (27r2) —
«fast»; 2) temporal adverbs: kedin (52v4) — «after», asnu (8v5) — «before»; 3)
adverbs of degree and quantity: ks (13r6) — «manyy», kam (152v9) — «fewy,
bisyar (219v9) — «manyy, en (20r1) — «very», 6ti (80v16) — «tooy.

Helping parts of speech do not have lexical meaning, they have grammatical
meaning. They do not have a system of morphological change, and they are not
derived, they cannot function as a part of sentence. They function for connecting
words and sentences, to give additional meaning to words and sentences, to
subordinate words and sentences.

In Turkic languages prepositions are formed from independent parts of
speech. But this process took place for a long time. In the beginning those kinds of
words meant their main meaning, and functioned as particles as well. In the book,
there are 38 prepositions. 14 of them are pure prepositions, 12 of them are noun-
prepositions, 8 of them are adverb- prepositions, and 4 of them are adjective-
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prepositions. They can be divided into 2 groups: 1) pure prepositions iiciin (7v5),
taba (6r9) — «sideways»; 2) functional prepositions, in turn, are divided into
following groups: a) noun-prepositions: basida//basinda (69r2), i¢idd//i¢inda
(6v19); b) adverb- prepositions: burun (90r4) — «beforey, berii (9r14), ¢) adjective-
prepositions: 6zga (8v14), azin (10v14) — «anothery.

According to literary monuments, the majority of the conjunctions of modern
Turkic languages was borrowed from Persian or Arabic in certain periods, and they
have been widely used since XIII-XIV centuries’. Therefore, in “Qissasi
Rabghuzi” we can see Turkic conjunctions as well as borrowed conjunctions. The
conjunctions used in the book can be divided into 2 groups:

1) Coordinating conjunctions. These conjunctions, in turn, are divided into
following groups: a) copulative conjunction: taqi//dagi (5r2) — «also», yema
(9r12); b) disjunctive conjunctions: yahud (52v14) — «or», ba’zi (31v 18) —
«somey; ¢) adversative conjunction: amma (7v4) — «but», valekin (36122) - «buty;
d) conjunction of negation: ne (9v1) - «noty.

2) Subordinating conjunctions: kim (6v7), agar (6v2) — «if», teb (12r18).

Thus, 27 conjunctions were used in the vocabulary of the book, and 18 of
them are coordinating conjunctions and 8 of them are subordinating conjunctions.

The particles used in the language of the memorials of XIII-XIV centuries
have specific features in terms of formal expression, usage, and the meaning. There
are 5 particles in the book, and they were used to add additional meaning to phrase
or to the sentence. The particles used in the book are followings: -mu/mii//-mi//-mi
(153v13), -la//-1a (22r18), -qina/-kind//- gina/-gind (19r18), -oq/-6k (6v6), -ma//ma
(5v16).

It is known that, modal words belong to the entire idea or to its part, their
form cannot be changed, they do not function as a part of speech, and they are not
bound syntactically to the other parts of speech. We observed 9 modal words in the
book: magar (27r14), balki (191v20), bar (11v9), yoq (7v5), kerdk (8v21), kaski
(23r2), sayat (128v3), illa (37v2), nest (207r4).

Very few interjections were used in the book. They functioned to express the
excitement, emotions, and feelings. Some of 6 interjections used in the book
express the appeal to the reader, exclamation, the intention to occupy readers’
mind: ey (5v20), ya (19r9), hay (81v5). There are another group of interjections
used in the book which expresses the emotions and astonishment of the speaker: ah
(70r4), vay (124v9), ya (245rl).

The second chapter of the research is devoted to the subject «Thematic
groups of the vocabulary «Qissasi Rabghuzi». In this chapter, the researcher
shows the importance of identifying to which fields the words used in the book
belong for linguistics as well as for other sciences. Moreover, it is argued that this
kind of grouping is important in understanding spirituality of those nations, and
their collaborations with other nations.

Grouping the words thematically helps in defining the vocabulary of which
branch is rich or poor in a language of certain nation. In addition, this provides an

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opportunity to define which kind of words remained in own layer of the
vocabulary and which kind of words were out of use historically, and which kind
of borrowed words replaced them®. We observed following thematic groups of the
words in the book (in turn, each group was split into smaller groups in the study).

I. Anthroponyms: Ténri (11v1), Qur’an (66r1), Isa (20v21).

I1. The words used to express a person: kim (12v6) — «whoy, yar (197r17) —
«friendy, dusman (7v9) — «enemyy, ortaq (5r6) — «friendy.

I11. The names of man and parts of the body: erin (87v4) — «lips», aya (18r5)—
«handy», en (61v11) — «shell», erndk (37v10) — «finger».

IV. The words expressing relationships and closeness: gavm (34r10) — «kiny,
ogus (168v16) — «relativey; endgid (80v3) — «midwifey;

V. The lexemes related to the conception of age: yas (9v5) — «youngy, yigit
(25r15) — «guy», abusqa (11v12) — «old «, qurtga (28r16) — «old womany.

VI. The words expressing sexual differences:: er (7v18) — «many, evlyjk
(83v1l) — «womany, aygir (116r2) — «stalliony, biya (17v8) — «horse».

VIl. The names of the things created by human: ¢aruq (154v7) — «shoesy,
konldk (20r1) — «shirty, kopriig (28v17) — «bridgey.

«educationy, ustad (4v7) — «teachery, sagird (19r1) — «studenty.

XXXII. The terms which belong to study of literature: gazal (83r14) —
«gazaly, se’r (16v10) — «poemy, vazn (222v5) — «metrex, bayt (50v10) — «couplet,
distichy.

XXXIII. The lexemes expressing feature: koni (8v11) — «right», essiz (6r4)—
«cruely», adiy (30v9) — «bad», kahi 1(212v2) — «lazy».

XXXIV. Digits, the words expressing amount and measurement: toquz
(29r9)— «nine», yeti yiiz (62r8) — «seven hundred», tiimén (181v20) — «ten
thousandy, arSun (62v13) — «measurementy, ii¢ iliisdin biri (19v2) — «one thirdy.

XXXV. The lexemes expressing action and activity, and their features: ez-
(192r5) — «weigh upony, bezi- (7r12) — «to decorate», kends- (42v15) — «advicey,
sol- (80r15) — «fadey, busuqg- (63v8) — «get nervousy.

In the third chapter of the study which is called «Genealogic analysis of the
vocabulary of «Qissasi Rabghuziy, the author noted that studying of the language
vocabulary in historical and etymological aspect helps to define the connection of
Uzbek with kindred and non-kindred languages, and which languages had the
influence on Uzbek. Also the lexical units which belong to Turkic language and to
borrowed layer are studied in diachronic aspect in this chapter.

Own layer

Own layer is consisted of lexemes originally belong to this language, as well
as the lexemes derived from borrowed words by adding them own affixes.
According to this statement we can divide the words of own layer into following
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groups: a) Turkic primary words; b) new lexems derived from Turkic primary
words; ¢) the words derived from borrowed words by adding Turkic affixes.

In total, 2950 Turkic lexems were used in the book, and 2795 of them are
pure Turkic, 108 are derived from borrowed arabic words, 47 of them are derived
from borrowed persian words by adding Turkic affixes.

Turkic primary words. The history of Turkic words used in the book goes to
ancient written sources. Considering this fact, comparing the vocabulary of the
book with lexical units fixed in the first records of ancient Turkic language and
Old Turkic language helps to determine the archaic words and the words belonged
to XIV th century in the vocabulary of «Qissasi Rabghuziy.

As a result of formation of a new word (it can be derived by inner capacity of
a language or it can be borrowed lexeme) which has the same meaning with the
certain lexeme, the field usage of the lexeme reduces. In the semantics of the
words which were used frequently with various semes can be occurred narrowing.
Passive lexemes go out of use and become archaisms. These processes happen by
inner law of a language.

The archaisms and old words in the language (text) of «Qisasi Rabghuzi» can
be devided into following groups: a) the names of human body’s parts: alin (77r5)—
«foreheady; b) the words which express notion of person: es (91v14) — «friendy; c)
the terms which express the things which were created by human hands: gapug
(19r2) — «doory; d) the lexemes which express the abstract notioins: 6g (79r20) —
«knowledge»; €) zoonims: iwuq (157v6) — «saiga antelope»; f) the notions related
to the socio-political avtivity of the nation: ¢igay (128r18) — «poory, téra (37v14) —
«customy; g) the words which express the relations of trade and money: baqir
(41r9) — «copper», tavar (115v3) — «commodity, merchandise»; h) the lexemes
which express the characteristics and quality: adiz (4r8) — «grand, greaty, arig
(6r2)— «cleary; 1) the terms which related with the feature of action and activity:
anut- (44v2) — «preparey, adir- (46r10) — «separatey.

In the work one can see the lexemes which were used in the first written
sources of ancient Turkic language and Old Turkic language. And they kept their
original meaning: tegrii (37v13) — «untily», telim (4r21) — «many» etc. Besides,
some old words used with the phonetic changes: adin (JITC,18) — adin (10v14)
«othery, ud (ATC,605) — ud (51r1l) «cowy. At the same time, in the meaning of
some archaisms of the story occurred changes i.e. narrowing and widening of the
meaning. Particularly, we can see the narrowing of meaning in the semantic
structure of several lexemes which were used in the ancient Turkic language. For
example, in the ancient Turkic language the word arig meant «clear», «generousy,
«genuine» (JATC,51-52), and in the works this word used with the semes «clear»
(100r20), «honest/pure, innocent» (84r9). In the result of our research it is revealed
that in the meaning of several lexical units of the work occurred widening of
meaning. Particularly, the lexeme bul- used with the meanings «seek,
«reach/achieve» (ITC,121) in the ancient Turkic language. And but in the work
which we are studying now this word used with the semes «seek» (25v16),
«obtain» (122v9), «shut off, close» (25v10).
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The lexemes derived from primary Turkic words. Deriving new words by
affixation is one of the active methods of derivation. We have to note that in the
vocabulary of «Qisasi Rabghuzi», there are a lot of lexemes derived from primary
stem by Turkic affixes. We will discuss them below:

1) the nouns derived by the affixes -¢i/-¢i: as¢i (85r5) — «cooky» (<as — «food,
something to eat»), tilanc¢i (124r3) — «beggar» (<tilan- — «beg»), yonuci (163v8) —
«carpenter, master» (<yon- — «square»);
field: altunciliq (124r17) — working up gold (from <altun — «gold»), yumus¢iliq
(187v14) — field of working (<yumus — «worky);

3) the words derived from the nouns, adjectives, verbs by the affixes -lig/-
lig//-lig/-lik//-lug/-lig//-lug/-lik, which mean abstract nouns, profession and
handicraft, rank, state, relation, relatedness: a) the nouns derived from nouns:
agrigliq (80r17) — «sick» (<agriq/g — «painy); 0) the nouns derived from
adjectives: aqliq (171v6) — «whiteness» (<aq — «white»); B) the nouns derived
from verbs: sagliq (13v10) — «ewe» (<sag- — «to milky).

4) the words derived from nouns by the affixes -das/-das, which mean
closeness, togetherness: emiikdds (227v9) — «foster brother/sister» (<emiik —
«breast»), qoldas (22v21) — «friend» (<qol — «hand);

5) the nouns from verbs by the affixes -k//-uq/iik//-ug/tiig-/I-aq/-ag//-ig//-igl/-
ig/-ik: anuq (651r2) — «ready» (<anu- — «to prepare»), bicaq (50r10) — «knifey
(<bic- — «to cuty);

6) the nouns derived from verbs by the affixes -$/-u$/-is//-i8/-18//-as8/-4s,
which mean the name of action: ini§ (225v8) — «lowering» (<in- — «to come
downy), kenas (78rl) — «gathering» (<kepad- — «to confer»), kiri§ (211v8) —
«entering» (<kir- — «to entery);

7) the nouns derived from verbs by the affixes -ga/-gé//-qa/-ka//-gu/-gii//-qu/-
kii: buzagu (126r8) — «calf» (<buza- — «to give a birthy), korgii (230r10) —
«performance» (<kor- — «to seey), kiizdgii (27v16) — «groomy (<kiizd- — «to
waity);

8) the nouns derived from verbs by the affixes -guci/-guéi (-gu/-gu+c¢i/ci),
which mean the name of person: alguci (75r7) — «customer» (<al- — «to take»),
saqlaguci (24v9) — «guardian» (<saqla- — «to save, to guardy»), ickii¢i (212v1) —
«drinkery (<i¢- — «drinky);

9) adjectives derived from nouns by the affixes -lig/-lig//-liq/-lik//-lug/-liig//-
lug/-lik: adaqlig (44r3) — «with legs» (<adaq — «leg), qazgulug (33r7) — «sad»
(<qazgu — «Sorrowy);

10) adjectives derived from nouns by the affixes -li/-li//-lu/-li: koniilli
(195r2)— «hearty» (<koniil — «hearty), s6zli (195r2) — «wordy» (<séz — «wordy);

11) adjectives derived from nouns by the affixes -siz/-siz//-suz/-siiz: asigsiz
(40r10) — «useless» (<asig — «use»), emgéksiz (130r11) — «without any troubley»
(<emgik — «troubley), korksiiz (8r14) — «ugly» (<kork — «beauty»);

12) adjectives derived from verbs by the affixes -g/-g//-q/-k//-ig/-ig//-iq/-ik//-
ug/-lig//-ug/-tik: acig (6r4) — «bitter» (<aci- — «to turn sour») (DTS,4), tolik
(115v18) — «whole» (<tdl- — «punch outy);
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13) verbs derived from nouns and partially from adjectives by the affixes -la/-
14, which mean the action is done through the instrumentality of the object
expressed in the stem, and owning some state and feature: a) verbs derived from
nouns: agula- (72rll) — «to poison» (<agu — «poisony); 0) verbs derived from
adjectives: arigla- (83v16) — «to cleany (<arig — «cleany).

14) the affixes -da/-da//-ta/-td as phonetic variant of -la/-1a affixes derived
verbs from some words: alda- (126r5) — «to deceive» (<al — «ruse»), linda-
(40r15)— «summony (<iin — «sound).

15) the verbs derived from nouns by the affixes -lan/-1an mean to get the state
which expressed in the stem or to own the thing expressed in the stem: azuqlan-
(129r19) — «to eat» (<azuq — «foody), cecaklan- (67rl5) — «to blossomy» (<Cecdk —
«flowery).

The words derived from borrowed words by adding Turkic affixes.
«Qisasi Rabghuzi» as a monument of XIV century contains many Persian and
Arabic words. Majority of those borrowings got implanted to the language of the
book; they combined with the Turkic affixes and took active part in derivation new
words as much as primary Turkic words. In the vocabulary of «Qisasi Rabghuzi»
there are 108 derived words from Arabic by Turkic affixes, and 47 derived words
from Persian by Turkic affixes. Turkic affixes used to derive new lexemes from
Arabic and Persian are given below:

1. The affixes derived nouns from names:

The affixes —lig/-lig//-lig/-lik//-lug/-lig//-lug/-lik derived abstract nouns
which mean owning the thing expressed in the stem. At the same time these affixes
derived lexemes with the seme of relatedness, relationship, rank, profession and
handicraft: a) Persian words: gabrlik (203v1l) — «paganismy; 0) Arabic lexemes:
maliklik (131v8) — «imperiousnessy;

The affixes -¢i/-¢i in combination with Persian-Tajik words derived nouns
which mean profession and work: zindanci — «prison-keeper» (87r16); yaric¢i —
«helper» (197r13); falci — «clairvoyanty (227v12).

2. The affixes derived adjectives from names:

The affixes -lig/-lik/lig/-lik//lug/-lig. These affixes in combination with
borrowed words derived lexemes which mean ownership, tenancy or
corresponding to the thing expressed in the stem: a) adjectives are derived from
Persian words: andazalig (209r8) — «commensurate»; 6) adjectives are derived
from Arabic words: imanlig (37r7) — «faithful»; mallig (29v18) — «having
commodity, richy.

-siz/siz/suz/-siiz. These affixes in combination with borrowed nouns derive
adjectives which mean the lack of the feature expressed by noun: 1) derive
adjectives from Persian words: umidsiz (34v3) — «hopeless»; hussuz (72rl15) —
«unconscious»; 2) derive adjectives from Arabic lexemes: hujjatsiz (241r19) —
«prooflessy; rahmsiz (185v20) — «pitilessy.

3. Affixes which derive verbs from nouns:

In the studied source, the affixes -la/-1a derived imperative verbs from
borrowed nouns: a) derived verbs from Persian words: arzula- (14v17) — «to
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dream»; 6) derived verbs from Arabic lexemes: anbarla- (90r16) — «to be
fragranty; izzatla- (227 r4) — «to reverey;

The affixes -lan/-1an derived verbs which mean ownership from Persian-Tajik
words and Arabic words: 1) derived verbs from Persian words: xoslan- (120v4) —
«to be happy»; 2) derived verbs from Arabic words: gaviylan- — «to gain a power»
(84v18).

Layer of loanwords

Borrowing words from foreign language differs according to the field of
usage. For example, military terminology was widened in terms of Mongolian
words, administrative, political, commercial-financial, scientific, religious voca-
bulary enriched itself with Arabic and Persian loanwords. Presence of Sughd,
Sanskrit, Chinese loanwords in Turkic languages is estimated as a product of
connections of these nations with Sughd, Indian, Chinese, Khorezm nations®.

In the studied source, 2561 loanwords were used in total, 2151 from them are
Arabic, 329 from them are Persian, 55 of them are originally Hebrew words
borrowed via Arabic sources, 14 of them are Greek, 3 of them are Chinese, 5 of
them belong to Sughd language, 4 of them belong to Sanskrit.

Loanwords belonged to Sanskrit. While turning over the pages of «Ancient
Turkic dictionary» we can see clearly that in Turkic inscriptions, loanwords which
belong to Sanskrit are different. Naturally, translations which were made from
Sanskrit to Turkic played a great role in it. In Old Turkic language, loanwords
from Sanskrit were decreased. Later on, they were not able to consolidate its grip
on usage. Sanskrit loanwords saved in Turkic were in the level turning to original
word. Our observations showed that there are very few Sanskrit loanwords in
«Qisasi Rabghuzi». For instance, the lexeme fil written in «Khibatul-khagojig» by
Akhmad Jugnaki first (ITC, 194) is seen in «Qisasi Rabghuzi» as pil (209v8), in
different phonetic version. In «Guliston bit-Turki» by Saifi Saroji, fil (10162) is
used as well. According to A.M. Shcherbak, the probability of belonging pil to
Iranian languages is very little. That is why, we can compare it with Sanskrit pilu
and Assyrian piru (MPJIT,139-140). In addition, the Turkic synonym of this word
yagan (148r14) was also used in «Qisasi Rabghuzi».

Loanwords from Sughdi. As a result of mixing 2 nations, their collabo-
ration, their religion, and bilingualism words had been exchanged. In other words,
Turkic people used Sughdi words, and the other way round. Particularly, Sughdi
loanwords ué¢mah/us$tmah/usmah meant «paradise» (71r2) in «Qisasi Rabghuzi».
These words were used as ustmah (JATC, 617), uzmaq (JITC, 621) in «Qutadghu
bilig». In Khoresm manuscripts of XIV century,we can see phonetic forms u¢mah
(H®,19617); u¢tmah (XII1,15613); ustmah (19614); uémaq (M#.,307065) of this
loanword. Moreover, in «Qisasi Rabghuzi». Arabic synonym jannat (2r6), and
Persian synonym bihist (3v4) were widely used.

Chinese loanwords. Social-political, economical, and cultural ties of Turkic
people and Chinese people have ancient history. As a result of these ties Chinese

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loanwords were borrowed to Turkic vocabulary. According to Kh.Dadabojev, there
are around 240 Chinese lexemes in “Dictionary of ancient Turkic words», and they
belong to cultural field". Our studies showed that in the «Qissasi Rabghuzi»
following Chinese words were used.

The loanword yinjii (146rl6), which meant «jewel» used in «Qisasi
Rabghuzi», is written as yenjii (ITC, 256) in Uyghur manuscripts which are kept
in Berlin fund of manuscripts. In «Divany, phonetic versions of this word yenjii,
Jjinjii were mentioned, former was used in Turkic language, the latter was used in
Oghuz language (1,67). At the same time, there is information about that the word
yenjii had the seme of «housemaidy in the dictionary by Makhmud Koshghari
(JATC, 256). We could also observe the synonym of this word gavhar (96v6)
which is originally Persian was used in «Qisasi Rabghuzi».

Greek loanwords. Historical sources says that in VI-Vcenturies B.C., i.e. in
the epoch of Akhamanids Greek caravans traded along the Great Silk Road, via
Iran and Central Asia, to India, China, Altai, until the South Siberia. It is widely
known different Greek sources were translated into Arabic. Therefore, Greek
loanwords in Turkic vocabulary were borrowed under the influence of Arabic and
cultural ties during many centuries.

Greek loanwords used in «Qisasi Rabghuzi» are not many, and they were
borrowed via Arabic. Particularly, the term zumurrud (218v9) meant «light green
and premium stone». In the Khoresm manuscripts from XIV century there are
forms zumarrad (H®,19616), zumurrud (XI1I,14a10). In addition, Arabic synonym
of the word zabarjad (119r17) used in «Qissasi Rabghuzi».

Arabic loanwords. As a manuscript of XIV century «Qisasi Rabghuzi» is
devoted to the life and activity of prophets, and based on Holy Quran, Hadith, and
other religious sources. It explains why Arabic words used in the book are so
many. The number of Arabic terms used in the manuscript takes second place after
Turkic lexemes.

Rabghuzi used Arabic term kalima (52v19) in explaining the seme of
«wordy. The loanword was used in «Nakhjul-farodis» to express mentioned seme
(8365). Therewith, the lexeme was used in «izafet» combinations (attributive
combinations) and meant «short speech»: Rasul kalima-i tavhid qildi (197r4) ‘The
prophet did kalima-i tawhid (fixed expression of tawhid)’. Kalimat — is a I chapter
infinitive of kalim(un) (is derived from the meaning «to speak» of the verb
kalama) by adding —at(un) suffix, in Arabic it means «wordy», «words», «short
speech» (YTDJI, 11,193). In the studied manuscript there are synonyms of the
word: Turkic séz (120v4), sav (59r16), Arabic kalam (120r13), qavl (146r12),
lugat (37v18), ibarat (84v2), lafz (179v3).

Hebrew loanwords borrowed via Arabic sources. There are 49 lexemes
borrowed from Holy Quran and from other religious sources, which originally
belong to ancient Jewish. Basically, they are anthroponyms which express the
names of angels, prophets and their relatives: Jabrail — «the angel who bring

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message», Nuh — «prophet’s namey, Hajar — «prophet Ibrahim’s wife», Maryam —
«prophet Jesus’ mother», Sam — «prophet Noah’s son» and etc. The names of
prophets were borrowed to Turkic people’s language in VII-VIII centuries. We
have to mention here, that prophets’ names used in Holy Quran came from other
God-given books such as «The Psalms of Salmon», «The Old Testament” and
«The Bible». The words were changed phonetically while transferring from one
language to another and for Central Asian people they were considered as Muslim-
Islamic names. Probably, that is why they were used as proper names later™.

Persian loanwords. In borrowing Persian words to Uzbek following factors
played an important role: a) the same (or neighbor) area of living, the same social
order, and the same economical, cultural and spiritual environment shared by
Uzbek and Tajik people; b) wide spread of Uzbek-Tajik and Tajik-Uzbek
bilingualism; c) long-lasted tradition of creativity in Tajik and Persian; d) definite
importance of Tajik in Kokand khanate and Bukhara Emirate; €) common features
of literature, art, culture, and traditions.

There are 321 pure Persian words, and 9 derivational Persian words derived
from Arabic. For example, yaban — «desert» (41,3) which was used first in
«Tafsir» was used in «Qissasi Rabghuzi» in original meaning: Meni yinjuldrim
birld yabanga izgil (69r9). In the Khoresm manuscripts of XIV century, yabau
(H®,105615), yapan (XI,54a6) forms were used. Turkic synonym of the word
yazi (61v15), and Arabic synonym sahra (138v1) were also used.

The fourth chapter of the dissertation is «<Semantic features of vocabulary of
«Qissasi Rabghuzi». In this chapter, we paid attention to such issues as the words
which used in language appear under demand of life that is why historical
processes influence the meaning of the word, the new terms which appeared as a
result of development in science and techniques are formed by using words in new
senses. At the same time, in this chapter, we analyze polysemantic words and the
words which had not changed their meanings, events such as meaning reducing
and meaning widening, gaining new meaning by lexemes, and lexical-semantic
processes.

Lexical-semantic processes (polysemy, homonymy, synonymy, antonymy)
happened in the lexical system of «Qisasi Rabghuzi». Below we talk about each of
those processes separately.

Polysemy. Even though polysemantic lexeme has more than one meanings it
Is considered as one word. We know that polysemy can be identified only in a
context. In other words, usage of polysemantic words increases attractiveness of
the text. We can see it in the sample of «Qisasi Rabghuzi». We have observed
polysemy in lexemes which belong to nouns, adjectives, verbs, numerals
(partially). For example, in the manuscripts in ancient Turkic and old Turkic, and
in Uyghur legal documents of XII — XIV centuries, the term altun meant 1)
«gold»; 2) «golden coin»; 3) «made from gold, gilled» (JITC, 142). In «Tafsir»
(139613; 136610) and Khoresm sources of XIV (XIII,11a6; H®,213a14), the

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former two semes were used. In «Qisasi Rabghuzi» the lexeme has following
meanings: a) «gold» (109v18); b) «golden coin, money» (46v16); c) «gilled»
(125v9).

Even though the lexical meaning of the word is stable, during long time it will
be changed under influence of many factors: 1) extra linguistic factors — social and
economical life, mind, and its development, etc.; 2) linguistic factors — relations of
language units within a language system®. Therefore, changing of word meaning is
considered as a divers and complicated process. For example, widening or
reducing the meaning of the lexeme is a result of long lasting process. So we can
divide lexemes which had changed their meanings into three groups: a) the words
which have reduced semantic structure; b) the lexemes which have broadened
meaning; c) the lexemes, which have new semes.

Lexemes which have reduced semantic structure. Meaning reducing is
transition of meaning which expressed wide event into meaning which express
narrow event with the lapse of time. In meaning reducing some parts of referent
expressed by lexical meaning is differentiated and is called by another name. As a
result lexical meaning reducing occurs. Meanings of the number of lexemes in the
vocabulary of «Qisasi Rabghuzi» had been reduced, i.e. several semes of the words
went out of use. For example, the verb artat used in the number of Turkic
manuscripts and in «Qutadghu bilig» by Jusuf Khos Khodzib to express following
meanings: 1) «to destroy»; 2) «to ruiny; 3) «to spendy»; 4) «to break»; 5) «to
misinterpret» (in a figurative sense) 6) «tear to pieces»; «to make someone to go to
the bad» (JITC, 127). Even though this lexeme was not used in «Tafsir» and in
Khorezm manuscripts of XIV century, in «Qisasi Rabghuzi» it saved the only
meaning «to breaky»: ... men namaz qilurda bir dev kirdi namazimni artatgali...
(146r13). Here, it developed the synonymous row with the verb buz Qurtqa buzar
miy isni qayra tizdr tildsd (80v14).

The lexemes which have broadened meaning. In this process, the word with
only one meaning went towards multiple-meaning enriching with various
meanings, semantic structures of polysemous words were widening and figurative
meanings were forming. For instance, the lexeme tutug meant «pledge, payment»
in the primary sources of Turkic (JITC, 592). In «Tafsir», the word continued
expressing the original meaning (118,6). In «Nakhdzul farodis» this word meant
«pledge, payment» (NF, 82b10), in «Khusrav and Shirin» meant “the part of jurt
(X1I11,103b10). We observed the semes of «pledge, payment», «prisoner» of the
word in «Qisasi Rabghuzi»: ... men ne sendin tutug qolarmen...tedi (230v19); Ular
Ka’bniy tutuglari arasinda olturur erdildr (227r21). The analyzed word was
formed from the verb tut- (JITC,591) which meant «to catch, to hold» and the affix
-(u)g which derives nouns.

The lexemes, which accepted new meanings. During comparing lexical
units used in «Qisasi Rabghuzi» with the vocabulary of the primary sources of the
old Turkic literary language we witnessed that the semantic structure of some
words have been changed. We have to note that such kind of lexemes are not many

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in the language of the book and the primary meanings of these words got out of
use, and they started to express new senses.

The word yasimuq expressed the meaning «pea» (JTC,245) in the
manuscripts written in Uyghur. Phytonim used as yasmug in Khoresm manuscripts
of X1V century and expressed «the plant which belongs to legumes family, and its
seed» (H®,2261): ...ortancisi noxud andazasincd, kicigi yasmuq andazasincd
(KP,180v9). This noun was derived from the verb yas- which meant «spread over
the surface» and the affix -muq (YTDJLL 145).

Homonymy. There are two phenomena in homonymy: homonyms and
homoforms. Homonyms are the lexemes which have similar forms, but distinct
meanings (are not related to each other). They are also called homonym
homolexemes. Homoforms are the words which are similar in some grammatical
forms. They are also called homoform homolexemes®.

To consider two lexemes with similar form as homonym homolexems they
need to be similar from grammatical viewpoint, which means they need to belong
to the same part of speech; if they belong to different parts of speech, then they
should have the same grammatical form?. In the source we studied there are
following homonym homolexemes:

1) noun+noun: adaq «leg» (36r2) — adaq «goblety» (249r12); 2) verb+verb: ap-
«to remember» (11v7) — an- «be out like a light» (76r9); 3) adjective+adjective:
yaslig «with ages, old» (28r12) — yaslig «with tears» (75v15).

To consider two lexical units with distinct sides of expression as homoform
homolexemes, they must be different in terms of grammatical form?®. For this, they
must have different grammatical forms. In the language of the monument several
homoform homolexemes used:

a) nountverb: ag «snare» (144v14) — ag- «to get over» (53r7); b)
noun+adjective: Ogsiiz «orphan» (131r2) — ogsiiz «unconscious» (72rl); c)
noun+number: yiga¢ «tree» (11v5) — yigac «9 km distance» (23r10); d)
noun+verb: qo§ «pairy (77v2) — qos- «to add» (210v17); e) adjectivet+verb: aq
«white» (16v7) — ag- «to flow» (16v6); f) adverb+verb: az «few» (106r20) — az-
«off the rails» (190v21); g) numbertverb: qirq «40» (12rl0) — qirq- «to cut»
(179v10) etc.

Synonymy. We can divide the synonyms used in the current source into two
groups: Turkic layer and borrowed layer, which contains Arabic and Persian
borrowings.

1. In the book, which is the object of the study, the synonymy of Turkic
words is as follows: a) noun: barmag (208r16) — erndk (37v10) «finger»; b)
adjective: aq (16v7) — irin (13v4) «whitey; c¢) adverb: adin (10v14) — 0Ozgd
(23v6)— basqa (122v13) «another»; d) verb: at- (41v20) — cal- (17v16) «to throwy;
gar- (182rl) — qos- (210v17) «to mix».

2. Synonymy of Turkic terms and borrowings. In the current source Arabic
and Persian-Tajik borrowings in some sense served to enrich the group of

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synonymic lexemes. For example: a) synonymy of Turkic and Arabic words: tar
(33v3) — xatipart (139v11) «to be surprised»; b) synonymy of Turkic and Persian-
Tajik words: aga¢ (120r20) — daraxt (148v15) «tree»; c¢) synonymy of Arabic
words: axirat (53r4) — qiyamat (123rl) — ugba (10v18) «afterlife»; d) synonymy of
Arabic and Persian lexemes: abdal (201r7) — darvi§ (124r7) «dervishy; e)
synonymy of Persian words: gabr (122v19) — mug (231v2) «fire worshipper»; ¢)
synonymy of Turkic, Arabic, and Persian words: yazuq (21v22) — ayb (21r19) —
gunah (98v21) «siny.

Antonymy. The most part of the antonyms used in «Qissasi Rabghuziy» are
Turkic words, and they formed the row of antonyms. And borrowed words serves
to enrich these rows. During our study it became clear that in the system of
antonymic words used in the source antonymy expressed by the words with one
and two stems. They include Turkic words and borrowings — Arabic and Persian-
Tajik layers. The following pairs of antonyms can prove our words.

1. Antonyms of Turkic lexemes. Lexic antonyms used in «Qissasi Rabghuzi»
consist of nouns, adjectives, adverbs, and verbs: 1) nouns: yagi (32r20) «enemyy —
e§ (46rl7) «friend»; 2) adjectives: acig (13r7) «bitter» — siiciik (6rl) «sweety; 3)
adverbs: oksiik (215r 16) «few» — iikiis (19v12) «manyy; 3) verbs: urus- (133v3)
«to fight» — yaras- (77r6) «to be reconciley.

2. Antonyms of Turkic and Arabic words: toqus (50r5) «battle»» — sulh
(226v1) «reconciliation»; asig (161v11) «profity — zarar (25r1) «damage».

3. Antonyms of Turkic and Persian words: bulun (46v7) «prisoner» — azad
(166V5) «a free many; qarabas (36v7) «maidservant» — banda (102v20) «slavey.

4. Antonyms of Arabic lexemes: ajiz (48v9) «weak» — qgaviy (61v13)
«powerfuly; alim (19v18) «knowledgeable person, scholar» — jahil (145r10)
«ignoranty.

5. Antonyms of Arabic and Persian words: habib (122v19) «friend» — dusman
(67v9) «enemyy; jannat (2r16) «paradise» — dozax (3v4) «heaveny.

6. Antonyms of Persian words: kam (152v9) «fewy — bisyar (219v9) «manyy;
xaja (163v9) «owner, boss» — banda (102v20) «slave, servanty.

CONCLUSION

1. To study «Qissasi Rabghuzi» statistically gives us precise information
about the number of the lexical units used in this manuscript of XIV century, to
think about the ratio of Turkic and borrowed layers, helps to understand specific
sides of the author’s mastery of word using. In total, 5511 lexemes were used in
the book: 2950 of which are Turkic, 2151 are Arabic, 329 are Persian, 55 are Old
Hebraic via Arabic, 14 are Greek, 3 are Chinese, 4 are from Sanskrit, and 5 are
from Sughdi. We can see that in enriching the vocabulary of the book loanwords
also were important as well as Turkic words.

2. In the vocabulary of the work there are 3067 nouns in total (2517 of them
are common nouns, 550 are proper nouns. Among 2517 common nouns 2252 are
primary words, and 265 are derived lexemes. Among 550 onomastic terms 402 are
anthroponyms, 83 are toponyms, 33 are astroponyms, 19 are zoonyms (special
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names of pets), 13 are names of idol-stone images), 521 adjectives (258 of them
are primary words, and 253 are derived words), 169 numerals (143 of them are
derived, 26 of them are primary), 65 pronouns, 991 verbs (976 of them are pure
Turkic, 4 of them Arabic, 11 of them are derived from Persian loanwords), 52
adverbs (33 of them Turkic, 11 of them Persian, 8 of them Arabic), 38 prepositions
(14 of them are pure preposition, 12 of them are noun-preposition, 8 of them are
adverbial preposition, 4 of them are adjective-prepositions), 27 conjunctions (18 of
them are coordinating conjunctions, 8 of them are subordinating conjunctions), 5
particles, 9 modal words, 6 of them exclamation words and 29 izafet combinations.

3. To study the vocabulary of the work «Qissasi Rabghuzi» dividing into
thematic groups proves the efficiency of the current method in defining the modern
and historical state of the language, as well as to see historical development of the
words, and to determine lexemes of which field of social life are used in the work.
Our observation showed that there are 114 thematic groups of the words in the
book. In addition, in forming these groups the importance of borrowed lexemes is
high.

4. As a result of studying the words used in the book in genetic approach we
revealed Turkic layer was the basis of the book, in turn, Turkic layer, consisted of
primary words which were used in the manuscripts of ancient Turkic and old
Turkic as well as in manuscripts of XIV century, also derived lexemes from Turkic
primary words and from loanwords with Turkic affixes (in total, 2950 Turkic
lexemes, 2795 of them are pure Turkic, 108 are derived from borrowed Arabic
words, 47 of them are derived from borrowed Persian words by adding Turkic
affixes). Moreover, there are Sanskrit, Sughd, Chinese, Greek, Arabic, ancient
Hebrew, and Persian words which were used to express the new concepts appeared
as a result of social and political, economical, scientific and cultural relations, and
various changes in the different fields of social life.

5. Archaic words used in «Qissasi Rabghuzi» had various forms during inner
development of the language; it is observable as determination of the relations
between ancient Turkic and old Turkic literary language. In the book, the majority
of them saved their meanings, some of them went through meaning reducing and
meaning widening, some of them took part in deriving new lexemes. In enriching
the vocabulary of the book, inner facilities of the language were important, that is
deriving new words with the affixes used actively in ancient Turkic and Old Turkic
was influential. The affixes -¢i/-¢i derived nouns from verbs and nouns, -lig/-lig//-
lig/-lik//-lug/-lig//-lug/-liikk derived nouns basically from nouns, adjectives, and
verbs, as well as adjectives from nouns, -k//-uq/iik//-ug/iig-//-aq/-ag//-ig//-ig/l-iq/-
ik derived nouns from verbs, -siz/-siz//-suz/-siiz derived adjectives from nouns, -
la/-1a derived verbs from nouns and adjectives. These affixes are active in word
derivation and are considered as productive affixes.

6. The loanwords used in the vocabulary of the work also participated in new
word derivation. Particularly, Arabic and Persian loanwords derived 155 new
words together with the affixes -1ig/-lig/-lig/-lik//-lug/-lig//-lug/-lik, -¢i/-¢i, -siz/-
siz//-suz/-siiz, -la/-14, -lan/-1an and these derived words used as often as Turkic
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lexemes. In addition, the affixes -ba, -na, -gah, -zada derived new lexemes from
Arabic and Persian loanwords, but they are only 9.

7. Observing formation and development of lexical fund which consists of
2561 loanwords is important in defining the role of other languages in the
development of Uzbek literary language. In comparative analysis of borrowed
layer and the words used in the sources of Korakhani’s period, we have found out
that the majority of the terms are expressed their primary meaning, and some of
them had experienced meaning widening.

8. To study the words by dividing them into semes gives us the opportunity to
define their connected points and their differences. This, in turn, helps us to
identify which semes serve to form lexical meaning and which one serve to form
figurative meanings, and to analyze the ways of sense transformation. In addition,
our study showed that polysemy occurred in the network of lexemes, which belong
to nouns, adjectives, verbs, numerals (partially). Polysemy gives us an opportunity
to understand about semantic development and the sources of enriching of the
language.

9. Change of lexical meaning is a long lasting process. In «Qissasi Rabghuzi»
we observed three types of meaning changing: a) the words which have reduced
semantic structure; b) the lexemes which have broadened meaning; c) the lexemes,
which have new semes.

Meaning reducing which we have observed in «Qissasi Rabghuzi» is a result
of development of society. Basically, it happened because of moving polysemous
words towards monosemous words, and expressing their meanings by the other
primary and loanwords. Meaning widening has occurred on the basis of widening
of semantic structure of polysemous and monosemous words, and developing
figurative meanings as well as formation of various new semes. In addition, using
the lexemes fixed in the sources of ancient Turkic and Old Turkic to express
different meaning tells us about specific style of the writer.

10. The number of homonymous, synonymous, and antonymous words is
weighty. They are important in studying the vocabulary of the Old Turkic literary
language, particularly in determining homonymous, synonymous, and antonymous
rows. To depict the events, to increase their impressions and figurativeness, to
describe precisely the life of prophets, their emotional state, the author used these
homonymous, synonymous, and antonymous lexemes.
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
