Introduction (Annotation of PhD dissertation)

The actuality and relevance of the dissertation theme. Global cybercrime
Is becoming increasingly trouble by taking more than 200,000 casualties, causing
nearly 500 billion property damage® to individuals and businesses as a result of
these crimes, and by Juniper Research in 2016, the loss from computer fraud by
2019 is about 2.1 trillion dollars, the crime rates by 10-15% each month? indicate
that the fight against these crimes is internationally recognized. The sharp
development of social relationships has resulted in the expansion of forms and
forms of crime related to the plundering of others' property. In particular,
modernization of computer equipment, in turn, contributes to the expansion of its
capabilities and the increase in the number of offenses, in particular the usage of
computers facilities, and the increase of their social danger.

In the Global Information and Computerization Age in the world, along with
the most prominent discoveries in our life, it is necessary to determine the
criminal-legal and criminological aspects of embezzlement of one’s belongings by
the use of computer tools by threatening information security, and to
counterbalance bank plastic cards, which are non-cash payments. defining criminal
responsibility for conducting fake bank plastic cards, analyzing the situation and
dynamics of these crimes, the causes and conditions of the disease, the study of the
criminality and the elaboration of recommendations for their prevention.

As a result of the judicial reforms in Uzbekistan during the years of
independence, certain progress has been achieved in ensuring the compliance of
society members with the law, raising the responsibility of law enforcement
agencies, protecting citizens against external threats and harassment and combating
crime. As the second priority point in the priority areas of the law-making and
further reform of the judicial-legal system of the Strategy of activities for 2017
-2019 approved by the Decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated
February 7, 2017, PF-4947, is the priority task of «strengthening the effectiveness
of coordinating the activities of crime prevention and combating offenses»’ as a
priority for the continuation of reforms.

Using a computer technologies in our country to spoil others' property or
embezzlements (in accordance with «g» part of 3 chart of 167 article), by 10.5% in
2010-2016; Theft (robbery) by using these devices (in accordance with «v» part of
the second chart of 168 article) by 20.6%, unauthorized entering the computer
system and made theft (in accordance with «by» part of the third chart of 169
article) by 16% increased. The majority of these cases are unchangable, so that it is
impossible to restore the violated property rights of individuals due to the large
number of damages inflicted on legal entities and individuals. There is a need for

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further improvement of criminal responsibility for these crimes in the course of the
ongoing judicial and legal reforms.

This dissertation research will serve to a certain extent for the fulfillment of
tasks mentioned in Criminal code of the Republic of Uzbekistan (1994) and laws
of the Republic of Uzbekistan «On prevenion of offenses» (2014), «On internal
affair bodies» (2016), Presidential Decree «On measures to further improve the
system of crime prevention and combating crime» (2017), the Decree of the
President of the Republic of Uzbekistan on the «On the Strategy for Further
Development of the Republic of Uzbekistan» (2017) and other legislative acts.

The connection of research with the priority directions of the
development of science and technology of the republic. This dissertation was
executed in the priority direction of development of the science and technology of the
republic in the spirit of spiritual and moral and cultural development of the democratic
and legal society, the formation of an innovative economy.

Linkage of the dissertation theme with the works of scientific research of
higher institutions, where the dissertation is carried out. Some issues of
responsibility for spoiling the property of others by the use of computer-assisted
computers are leaned by our national scholars such as: A.P.Allaberganov,
P.Bakunov, Sh.Yo.Abdugodirov, R.Kabulov, U.M.Mirzaev, information
technology crimes were learned by A.K.Rasulev and other scientific researchers.

Theoretical aspects of the specific and related issues of computer crime in
foreign countries have been researched by V.D.Dudenko, T.L.Tropina,
A.L.Osipenko, A.Egoryshev, V.V.Hilyuta, E.Melik, A. S.Sorokin, P.B.Gudkov,
S.G.Spirina, D.Suoll, T.Kroun, S.M.Farnell, D.Merfi, S.Morgan, F.Barlou,
D.Heyton, N.Batley, Xuey Shen Wu, U.Ziber.

However, the work of the scientists mentioned above is dedicated to general
offenses or crimes in the field of computer science, and is not a comprehensive
approach to liability for the use of computer facilities. Therefore, a comprehensive
study of this issue is concerned as actual.

Any special monographs and researches haven’t been undertaken in our
country on the topic of the responsibility of embezellment of the property of others
by using computer technologies.

The theme of the dissertation is included in the research plan of the Tashkent
State University of Law and carried out under the directions of «Problems of
improving the Criminal Code and its application practice in the Republic of
Uzbekistan», «lssues of improving the fight against crime under globalization
conditions», and «The problems of reforming the penal system in the sphere of
reforming the judicial-legal sphere and liberalization of criminal lawy.

The aim of the research is to develop proposals and recommendations to
improve the responsibility for the spoiling of others by using computer facilities.

Tasks of study:

defining the criminal-legal and criminal-law aspects of stealing other
people's property by using computer facilities;

giving a criminal defination to the extortion of others’ properties by means
of computer facilities;
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justification of the necessity of introducing a new article in the Criminal
Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan titled «Thieving of the one’s property by using
computer facilitiesy;

working out of the project the Supreme Court of the Republic of Uzbekistan
«On the criminal procedure on criminal cases on embazellment of one’s property
by means of computer facilitiesy;

establishing criminal liability for damage to bank plastic cards or
counterfeiting bank plastic cards, which are non-cash payment instruments;

to give a general description of the spoiling of others by using computer
facilities, to analyze the state and dynamics of these crimes;

analyzing the causes and circumstances of such crime, the development of
proposals for the study and prevention of a criminals;

rendering main basis for improving the fight against these crimes based on
the experience of developed foreign countries;

elaborating concrete proposals on improving the existing legislation, making
recommendations on improving the law enforcement practice.

The object of the research is the system of relations in the field of fighting
against embezellmemnt of other peoples’s properties by using computer facilities.

The subject of the study consists of the norms regulating the legal relations,
the law enforcement practice, the legislation and practice of foreign countries and
the conceptual approaches existing in the legal field, scientific theoretical views
and legal categories, which are responsible for the spoiling of others property using
computer facilities.

Research Methods. Historical, structural, comparative legal, logical, exact
sociological, complex research of scientific sources, induction and deduction, and
statistical data analysis were used in the research.

The scientific novelty of the research is as follows:

reasons for the crime, the circumstances of the crime related to
embezzlement of one’s belongings by the use of computer tools, the identity of
criminals and the recommendations for their prevention possess thoeritical basis;

fraudulent use of computer techniques is based on the concept of loot, which
is carried out by manipulating financial, banking institutions, foundations, etc, by
deceiving computer technologies;

based on a proposal that a computer fraud will be processed by computer
system, by transferring false information to the computer system, by way of the
information stored on the media or by the data transmission networks;

it is based on the fact that a person using a computer technique to produce
fraudulent documents and subsequently using it to acquire property can not be
regarded as a malicious computer fraud,;

recommendations thoce when a large amount of fraud is committed, a fine of
one hundred to three hundred minimum monthly wages or correctional labor up to
three years, or imprisonment from three to five years, or imprisonment from three
to five years posess their theoretical basis.

Practical results of the research:

a proposal was made to establish responsibility in a separate article of the
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Criminal Code for embezzlement of one’s belongings by the use of computer tools;

to propose a resolution of the Supreme Court of the Republic of Uzbekistan
«On the criminal procedure on criminal cases on embazellment of one’s property
by means of computer facilities» for the correct qualification of such offenses and
for just penalty;

well-based recommendation for liability in the existing Criminal Code for
fraudulent use of plastic cards for cashless settlement instruments;

and proposals for the improvement of the prevention of these crimes have
been developed.

The reliability of research results. The results of the research are based on
international law and national legislation, experience of developed countries, law
enforcement practice, sociological research based on questionnaires, interviews
and expert evaluation forms, results of analysis of statistical data and documented
with relevant documents. Conclusions, recommendations have been appraised and
their results were published in leading national and foreign publications. The
results have been approved by the competent authorities and put into practice.

Scientific and practical significance of the research results. This research
will help to develop the theoretical foundations of responsibility and prevention for
embezzlement of one’s belongings by the use of computer tools and to improve
criminal law enforcement practices

Dissertation rules, conclusions, developed proposals and recommendations
should be based on scientific research on this issue, perfection of existing criminal
law, preparation of relevant decisions of the Supreme Court of the Republic of
Uzbekistan, the work of the bodies of internal affairs and prosecutors as well as
criminal law and criminology modules and in the process of teaching them in
higher and secondary specialized educational institutions of law, in the preparation
of educational literature on the studied problems.

The significance of the recommendations and directions developed during
the research will be reflected in the activities of lawmaking, law enforcement and
judicial bodies, as well as for the improvement of the activities of prevention
subjects and the use of legal education institutions in the learning process.

Implementation of research results. On the basis of the scientific results of
the study responsibility for embezzlement of one’s belongings by the use of
computer tools:

the causes, circumstances of the crime, the identity of criminals and the
prevention of crimes related to embezzlement of one’s belongings, are based on the
relevant documents of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Uzbekistan (certificate
from December 01.12.2017., Ne7). The adoption of these proposals will help to
prevent crime related to the embezzlement of one’s belongings;

reccomendations on fighting against the use of computer techniques to
commit fraud, theft, and theft of financial assets, bank institutions, foundations,
etc. by means of manipulation of computer hardware through the use of computer
hardware, were used in the new Resolution of the Plenum of the Supreme Court of
the Republic of Uzbekistan dated October 11, Ne35 «On judicial practice on
fraudulent matters» (certificate from 04.12.2017., NePL-78-71). Adoption of these
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proposals will help to understand the correct and unambiguous understanding of
fraud by using computer techniques;

adoption of proposals for false information on the computer system by
means of computer fraudulent processing of information stored on the media or by
data transfer networks may be made in the new Resolution of the Plenum of the
Supreme Court of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated October 11, Ne35 «On judicial
practice on fraudulent matters» (certificate from 04.12.2017., NePL-78-71).
Adoption of these proposals will help to identify fraudulent methods using
computer techniques;

suggestions that a person can not be regarded as a computer fraud, if the
person using a fake document using a computer technique then used it for
possession of property are evaluated in the new edition of Resolution of the
Plenum of the Supreme Court of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated October 11,
Ne35 «On judicial practice on fraudulent matters» (certificate from 04.12.2017.,
NePL-78-71). Adoption of these proposals positively influences the practical
application of the law, promotes proper qualification of the committed crimes;

if the fraudulent crime is committed in a large amount, the penalty of a fine
from one hundred to three hundred minimum monthly wages or correctional labor
up to three years, or imprisonment from three to five years, or imprisonment from
three to five years is envisaged by Article 168 of the Criminal Code of the
Republic of Uzbekistan (reference of the Senate of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic
of Uzbekistan dated July 26, 2017, 04/780), which provides for a faihtful penalty
for the persons who committed these crimes.

Approbation of the research results. The results of the research were
discussed at 10 scientific conferences, including 2 international and 7 republican
scientific-practical conferences.

Publication of research results. 23 scientific works, including 1
monograph, 13 scientific articles (1 foreign publications) on the theme of
dissertation were published.

The structure and volume of the dissertation. The introduction of the
dissertation consists of three chapters, summary, a list of references, and an
appendix. The volume of dissertation is 156 pages.

THE MAIN CONTENT OF DISSERTATION

The introduction of the dissertation is based on the relevance and necessity
of the research topic, the relevance of the research to the main priorities of the
national science and technology development, the review of foreign research
related to the topic of research, the level of studying of the problem, the relevance
of the dissertation topic to the research work of the institute of higher education,
goals and objectives of research, object and subject, methods, scientific novelty
and practical result of research, the reliability of the results of the research, the
scientific and practical significance of the results of research, and the
announcement of the results, the size and structure of the dissertation.

The first chapter of dissertation entitled «General characteristics of
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embezzlement of one’s belongings by the use of computer tools» analyses the
concept and social danger of crimes of embezzlement of property by means of
computer facilities; liability for embezzlement of one’s belongings by the use of
computer tools in foreign countries.

In this chapter, computer crime, embezzlement of other people's property;
the concepts of embezzling others' property by using computer tools, and the views
of scientists have been thoroughly analyzed and described, based on the author's
point of view. In particular, the following signs of embezzlement are defined in the
research paper: 1) embezzlement of the property or property rights; 2) other
person's property is illegally seized and / or convicted or transferred to another
person; 3) the looting is illegal; 4) the property is seized for free; 5) property
damage is inflicted to the proprietor or another owner of the property; 6)
Embezzlement is intended for intentional, cruel purposes.

The following peculiarities of the robbery committed by computer
technology are highlighted:

First of all, the subject of the offense is primarily money in the electronic
form (non-cash) and that cashless funds are separate information in the form of
personal accounts or plastic cards, which are considered as non-cash settlement
instruments;

Secondly, embezzling the property of others by means of computer facilities
differs from other offense crimes due to the following methods: a) damage caused
by use of the equipment (weapons that can be utilized by means of a computer-
computer programs) to the properties in the form of information; (b) The
identification of the method of offense shall allow to identify the scope of persons
who may be sought as the suspect; (c) indicate the means by which the offense was
effected; g) detect traces (virtual traces) and identify other important facts; d) the
probability that the subjects of the criminal proceedings are distorted or attempted
to mislead;

Third, due to the fact that the crime was committed in a virtual cyber
condition, the perpetrators are not known for a certain period of time or there is a
high degree of latentity;

Fourthly, the possibility of unlawful action at a particular distance, the speed
of committing an offense and the possibility of hiding identity, as well as the
excessive amount of damage to the victim;

Fifth, it is impossible to uncover and expose criminal offenses without the
use of special knowledge in the field of information technology;

Sixth, the victim of the offense is not any person but a bank or a credit
institution; individuals and legal entities with a bank account.

The author stresses that there are some difficulties in applying articles of the
Criminal Code for the proper qualification of the offenses related to the
embezzlement of property of others by using computer tools. This is, firstly,
related to the fact that the Criminal Code imposes the liability not as a single item,
but the substance as separate items that is responsible for the total embezzlement;
Secondly, in the new chapter known as the IT sector included in the Criminal
Code, the problem is not solved; Thirdly, the peculiarity of the criminality

component of embezzlement of others' property by means of computer tools (that
differs from general penalties and crimes in the field of information technologies);
Fourth, the growing number of cases of embezzlement of the property of others by
the use of computer equipment in the practice of judicial investigation; fifth, the
plenary session of the Supreme Court of the Republic of Uzbekistan does not have
a separate decision on crimes of extortion, embezzlement, fraud or theft by using
computer tools; Sixthly, the existing Criminal Code implies embezzlement of the
property of others by the use of computer means as a result of aggravating
circumstance, regardless of the amount of damage.

Based on the above, it is suggested in the research that it is necessary to
introduce a separate article in the Criminal Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan that
establishes liability for the embezzlement of others' property by using computer
facilities. The author suggests that: Firstly, the extortion of others' property by
means of computer is a very dangerous transnational crime, which is now rapidly
growing globally; Secondly, due to the fact that the crime is often not reflected in
the official statistics there is high degree of latency, which requires to fight against
this crime, Thirdly, since this offense is distinguished by a number of features of
looting, it justifies the expediency of establishing liability in a separate article for
its proper qualification.

In this chapter computer crimes based on the analysis of foreign criminal
law is divided into the following groups: 1) illegal acquisition, acquisition,
destruction or damage to computer equipment and data carriers; 2) illegal use of
computer information, modification, development, use or dissemination of viruses,
computer information is an object of criminal offense; 3) crimes against computer
ownership by means of modification of information in the computer system using
computer hardware as a tool or means of crime.

The author after having examined the laws of foreign countries, where there
is a liability for the embezzlement of property of others by means of computers,
divided them into the following groups: 1) States, where crimes against property
and embezzlement with the use of computer facilities are qualified by analogue of
law; 2) States that qualify embezzlement of property as crimes against property by
aggravating or alleviating state; 3) the states in which special laws are binding for
crimes against property; 4) States with a special substance in the criminal law for
looting by computer.

In this regard, in connection with the experience of foreign countries, the
Criminal Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan should be supplemented with new
Article «The embezzlement of others' property by means of computer technology»,
hence Article 167, part 3, «g», Article 168, part 2 «v» and Article 169, part 3 «b»
should be included, as well as proposals for the improvement of Articles 139, 159,
162, 247, 251, 252, 271, 273, 278 are motivated.

In the second chapter of Dissertation called «Legal analysis of the crimes
of embezzlement of one’s belongings by the use of computer tools» the objective
and subjective features and the qualification of the crime of embezzlement of the
property of others by using computer tools have been studied.

This chapter outlines the object, objective side, subject, and subjective
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aspects of the offense. The specific features of non-cash money in the form of
computer information, which are considered as subject of crime, are the following:
1) consideration of computer information, which is a subject of the crime as a
personal data; 2) information that has been subjected to criminal offenses - as a
subject of extortion there is absence of the symbol of asylum (physical form); 3)
Computer information is protected by a series of other laws (such as «On
Informatization", «Legal Protection of Software and Databases», "On
Telecommunications», «On Electronic Payments» and others. ); 4) the storage of
such information on the media (plastic card), computer system or network.

Based on the study of the experience of foreign countries, Section XII of
Criinal Code has to set liability for the preparation and falsification of credit cards,
and the title and the first part of the clause has to be submitted in the following
wording:

Article 176 Creation, transfer, sale of fraudulent money, excise stamps,
securities, credit or debit card or other payment document

Making or handling counterfeit banknotes (banknotes), metal coins, excise
stamps, as well as securities or foreign currency or foreign currency securities,
credit or settlement cards or other payment documents not as counting securities.

According to this disposition, acts of the guilty person has been recognized
as a committed crime since one’s preparation of a fraudulent bank credit card. If
the guilty person has symptoms of another offense (for example, fraud, abuse of
authority), his actions shall be dealt with liability for these acts.

The specific feature of the deception by computer fraud has been for the first
time proved in the dissertation, which is: 1) transmission of false information to the
victim through the computer (eg sending a certain amount to a winner in a lottery
or hiding a prank, etc.); 2) The computer should facilitate the commission of a
crime as a means of fraud (that is, the alienation through the modification
(modification) of information stored in the computer information system); 3) as the
result of the modification of computer information, the owner or the person
entrusted with the property voluntarily gives the subject of the offense to a
fraudster, like these signs should be present simultaneously.

The research highlights that not only a theft, fraud, and embezzlement, but
robbery can also be done using a computer. In other words, the use of computer
resources to seize the property by means of computer literacy, without the
backbone of its own computer information, by means of a computer-generated,
intentional attack on the computer system, for the purpose of causing pecuniary
damage to the proprietor, free of charge, without any compensation is called the
embezzlement of the property of other person by means of computer tools.

The author examined the objective side of the offenses of embezzlement
committed by the use of computer tools: a) a guilty person on possession of
property of others by means of utilization or embezzlement of computer tools,
legally enters into the database, illegally misappropriates or embeds non-cash
funds through modification; b) a guilty person on embezzlement of property of
other person by fraudulent use of computer facilities, illegally accesses the
computer database, deliberately enters information to the database, which misleads
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the victim and seizes the property or right to the property; c) seizure of property of
others by illegally entering into activity of the information system, by means of the
information security system destruction and data modification of the information
stored in the information system; g) by knowing that the others are aware of his/
her actions, perpetrator illegitimately attacks the operation of the information
system, violates the security system and modifies the information stored in the
information system.

It is a deliberate act of guilty to seize property by means of computer
hardware or to exploit property illegally. In this case, the guilty person's conscious
intention is that he understands the socially dangerous nature of the act committed
by him: First, the guilty person realizes that he is illegally occupying another's
property; Second, he realizes that he or she has no real or assumed rights to occupy
the possession of the property from the owner's possession; Thirdly, he knows that
he has his or her special authority over the property that is being smashed (the
guilty person is entrusted with or is in custody); Fourthly, he understands that this
will result in material damage to the proprietor. That is, he knows that he has no
right to dispose of the property of others for his or her own free will, even though
the person who is guilty of such a right has the right to carry out certain actions
over the property because of his rights in the form of computer information (non-
cash).

The use of computer means is contrary to Article 167 (embezzlement or
embezzlement) in part 3 «g» of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan,
Article 168 (fraud) part 2 «v», «Use of computer equipmenty, article 169 (theft),
part 3 «b», «unauthorized access to the computer systemy». Taking into account the
fact that the use of computer facilities by others is characterized by the nature of
the offense (object of crime, objectivity), it is desirable to merge these criminal
offenses into a single substance and to establish accountability in this article. That
is, «Article 169'. Embezzlement of one’s belongings by the use of computer
facilities.

Stealing or obtaining the right to possess another's property by modifying
(altering, damaging, deleting, or deliberately false information) stored, processed,
or transmitted information stored on the computer system, shall be punished with
fine from one hundred to three hundred minimum monthly wages, or correctional
labor up to two years, or forced labor of up to three hundred forty hours, or
imprisonment up to three years.

The same actions:

a) by previous concert by a group of persons;

b) repeatedly or by a dangerous recidivist;

C) using the service position;

d) in large amount -

shall be punished with fine from three hundred to four hundred minimum
monthly wages, or correctional labor up to three years, or imprisonment from three
to five years, or imprisonment from three to five years.

The same actions:

a) by an organized group or in its interests;
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b) by a special dangerous recidivist;

¢) in large amount -

shall be punished with fine from four hundred to six hundred minimum
monthly wages, or imprisonment from five to ten years. No penalty of
imprisonment or imprisonment shall be imposed if the damage is caused».

Significant evidence suggests that the use of computer facilities by a host of
other countries, including the Republic of Belarus and the CIS, has been reinforced
as a separate crime.

The third chapter of the dissertation titled «The criminological
characteristics of crime embezzlement of one’s belongings by the use of
computer tools» examined the causes of spoiling the property of others and
preventing them. Based on the criminal case analysis, the main causes and
conditions to exploit others' property by using a PC were identified: 1)
uncontrollability of employees allowed to work on a computer, which is used as a
separate workstation for distant transfer of primary accounting documents in the
course of financial operations; 2) discontinuity of service personnel. This allows
the offender to use the aforementioned computer hardware as a means of crime; 3)
a low degree of software protection; 4) incompleteness of the system of passwords
protecting against unauthorized use of the workstation and its software; 5)
Insufficient level of responsibility and responsibility of the official responsible for
confidentiality and safety of the commercial information and its security; 6) non-
cellularization of employees who are permitted to use firm financial reporting
available in the form of car information.

According to many scientists, special measures include the prevention of
special criminological prevention, conditions and causes of offenses or direct
neutralization. The dictatorial measures to prevent crimes are as follows: 1) to take
measures to prevent the spoilage of others by utilizing computer facilities such as
sustainable growth of the economy, development of production, employment of the
population, economic efficiency and social justice, and strengthening of the
spirituality of the population. 2) learned by special measures to prevent others from
looting their possessions using computer equipment.

Precautionary measures against investigative crimes include the following
three main groups:

a) Legal remedies - Prevention of computer crime is based on the
introduction of norms of criminal responsibility for illegal acts in the field of
computer technology;

b) organizational and administrative measures: 1) to prevent information
leakage, spoofing, loss, misrepresentation and counterfeiting; 2) prevention of
destruction, modification, distortion, copying, blocking of information, illegal
interference into information resources and systems; 3) provision of legal regime
for electronic information as a private property object; 4) maintaining the secrets of
state secrets and documented confidential information; 5) ensuring the rights of
subjects in information processes and the development, production and use of
information systems, technologies and facilities; c) technical measures: 1)
Development of information exchange regime in the field of combating criminal-
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artistic use of high technologies in the international cooperation of law
enforcement and other interested ministries in the field of combating the use of
computer facilities; 2) Conducting scientific-practical conferences with
participation of practitioners on problems of detection, cessation and investigation
of crimes in high technology; 3) preparation of methodological recommendations
on identification, prevention and disclosure of crimes in high technology; 4)
Creation of subdivisions for expertise of criminal cases in the sphere of high
technology in the structure of expert criminalistics institutions; 5) development of
programs for training specialists in the field of high technology; 6) maintaining
official statistics of offenses related to the use of computer facilities by others; 7)
based on the views expressed in the preparation of allegations of crime and their
consequences and the need to pay particular attention to regular media coverage.

CONCLUSION

As a result of the research on «liability for embezzlement of one’s
belongings by the use of computer tools», the following theoretical and practical
conclusions were reached:

1. The following signs are separated: 1) in respect of the property or
property rights of a spoil; 2) other person's property is illegally seized and / or
convicted or transferred to other persons' property; 3) the looting is illegal; 4) the
property is subject to free transfer; 5) property damage is inflicted to the proprietor
or another owner of the property; 6) Embezellment is intended for intentional,
cruel purposes.

2. Computer offense is a socially-guilty act committed by means of
modification of information stored in a computer information system by means of
computer-aided means of infringement by a criminal act that is prohibited by the
criminal law.

3. The need to include a separate norm in the Criminal Code, which is liable
for embezzlement of one’s belongings by the use of computer tools, is explained
by the following factors:

First, it is a very dangerous transnational crime that is rising rapidly in the
world at present, the spoiling of others by using computer facilities;

Secondly, because of the high degree of latency due to the fact that the crime
is often not reflected in the official statistics,

Thirdly, it is based on the expediency of establishing accountability in a
separate article for the correct qualification as this offense is distinguished by a
number of features of looting.

4. The use of computer equipment to communicate the property of its owner
shall be invoked intentionally, mercilessly, free of charge, non-repudiation by
lawful modification of the information stored in the computer information system.

5. Crimes of computer crimes are based on the study of criminal law of
foreign countries, which are responsible for the spoiling of the property of others
by means of computer facilities:

1) unlawful possession, removal, destruction or damage to computer
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equipment and data carriers;

2) illegal use of computer information, modification, development, use or
distribution of virus programs (computer information is an object of criminal
offense);

3) own property or property rights by modifying information on the
computer system using a computer or other computer hardware as a tool or
instrument for committing a crime.

6. Responsibility for the use of computer facilities by the expertise of world
experience: 1) States where legal norms for property crimes are widely practiced
and those which are subject to computer analogies according to law analogy; 2)
States that are subject to liability for crimes against property as a condition of
aggravating or alleviating computer looting; 3) the states in which special laws are
binding for crimes against property; 4) For spoofing of computers is divided into
the states which are subject to liability in a separate article of the criminal law.

7. Embezellemnt of the one’s property with the use of computer
technologies. Property relationships, which are characterized by specific features,
which are directly related to any form of computer embezellment, which are
directly addressed to the subject of robbery; and the direct accessory object is
social relations in the field of information technology.

8. Embezellemnt of the one’s property with the use of computer
technologies. The subject of inquiry shall be property of material or computer
information (non-cash money, intellectual property) that has a definite economic
value, which is not a guilty party, or a lawful possession of the defendant, without
the right to dispose of it.

9. The following specific peculiarities of non-cash money in the form of
computer information have been identified as the subject of spoiling the property
of others:

1) Computer information as the subject of the offense is personal property in
electronic form;

2) Information that has been subjected to criminal offenses - does not have
an ascetic (material) designation as a subject of extortion;

3) in the form of computer information in the data carrier (plastic card),
computer system or network.

10. Use of computer facilities means to seize, detain, or inflict property
damage to the proprietor, without the implied warranty of any kind, for the purpose
of preventing the return of the property (non-cash funds) in the form of computer
information that is entrusted to or It is understood that the intentional modification
of the computer system, which determines the fate of this property, is in the
interest of the enjoyment of this property by its own interests.

11. The use of a computer to seize a person's property by means of a
confiscation of property, without prejudice to the rights of the proprietor, in order
to prevent the return of his property (non-cash assets) in the form of computer
information, through the modification of the information on the computer system
to determine the fate of that property in order to cause property damage, the
alienation of such property in favor of third parties or it is understood.
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When plundering of property by means of computer technologies is carried
out by means of embezzlement or it is transferred from the moment of receipt
(acquisition) of the property (non-cash) entrusted or at the disposal of the guilty to
another account of non-cash money is considered to have expired, that is, from the
moment of the alienation.

12. Using fraudulent possession of a person's property by means of a
computer, by means of modification of the information stored on the computer, or
by misuse of confidence, intentionally, mercilessly, to free property of the other
person by property damage. Computer fraud is a crime that has been committed
since the moment when the guilty person was able to dispose of the real estate.

13. To consider as a computer fraud committed by deception:

1) Not transferring false information to a victim through the computer (eg
sending a certain amount to a winner or winning a prank, noting that the winner in
the lottery was victimized) did not constitute computer fraud;

2) the computer should facilitate the commission of a crime as a means of
committing fraud, that is, through the modification (modification) of information
stored in the computer information system;

3) the modification of computer information has proven that simultaneous
existence of the subject must be present, as if the owner or the person entrusted
with the property voluntarily gives it to a fraudster.

14. Intentional, non-violent, free use of the property by the use of a PC, by
stealing someone else's property, illegally using the computer information system,
and modifying it in the property.

The offense is considered to have been completed from the moment the non-
cash money has been credited to the account of the perpetrator or another person.

15. Spoofing of the property of others by means of computer facilities,
without the illegal (unauthorized) attack on the computer information system, the
return of the property by modification of the information, the property damage to
the owner, is the occurrence of

16. In connection with the complementation of the new Article of the
Criminal Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan, article 167, part 3, «g» of the
Criminal Code, «commited by using computer facilities»; Article 168, part 2, «v»
of the "commited by using computer facilities", article 169, paragraph 3 «by,
"unauthorized access to the computer system" should be excluded from the
Criminal Code;

17. It is recommended that using a computer to differentiate criminal
responsibility for illegal possession of firearms, ammunition, explosives or
explosive devices, for this purpose it is proposed to supplement Article 247 part 2
of the Criminal Code with «e» below:

«E) commited by using computer facilities».

It is considered more proper to supplement illegal acquisition of forceful or
toxic substances (Article 251) or inclusion into circulation (Article 139),
infringement of the constitutional system of the Republic of Uzbekistan (Article
159), disclosure of state secrets (Article 162) (Article 251, illegal possession of
radioactive materials (Article 252) with aforementioned norms;
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18. It is desirable to differentiate responsibility for the misappropriation of
narcotics or psychotropic substances, as well as for criminal offenses, based on the
experience of foreign countries. For this purpose, it was suggested that Part 2 of
Article 271 be complemented by the words «g'», part 3, Article 273, «d».

19. It is proposed to declare Article 176 of the Criminal Code in the
following wording:

Article 176 Creation, transfer, sale of fraudulent money, excise stamps,
securities, credit or debit card or other payment document, making or carrying out
fraudulent bank notes (banknotes), metal coins, excise stamps, as well as securities
or foreign currency or foreign currency securities, credit or debit card or other
payment documents,

shall be punished with the deprivation of liberty for a term of two to five
years, or imprisonment up to five years.

20. It is reasonable to supplement Criminl Code with the new edition of the
following article:

Article 169'. Embezzlement of one’s belongings by the use of computer tools

Stealing or obtaining possession of others' property by storing, processing,
or transferring information stored on the computer system, or by misleading
computer systems -

shall be punished with fine from one hundred to three hundred minimum
monthly wages, or correctional labor up to two years, or forced labor of up to three
hundred forty hours, or imprisonment up to three years.

The same actions:

a) by previous concert by a group of persons;

b) repeatedly or by a dangerous recidivist;

¢) unauthorized access to computer information;

d) using the service position;

d) in large amount -

shall be punished with fine from three hundred to four hundred minimum
monthly wages, or correctional labor up to three years, or imprisonment from three
to five years, or imprisonment from three to five years.

The same actions:

a) by an organized group or in its interests;

b. by a special dangerous recidivist;

¢) in large amount -

shall be punished with fine from four hundred to six hundred minimum
monthly wages, or imprisonment from five to ten years.

No penalty of imprisonment or imprisonment shall be imposed if
compensation for the damage is caused. "

21. Spoils the property of others using a computer

The following reasons and conditions of detection were determined:

1) uncontrollable staffing of the computer controller (keyboards) used as a
separate and workstation for distant transmission of primary accounting documents
in the course of financial operations;

2) discontinuity of service personnel.
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This allows the perpetrator to use the aforementioned computer hardware as
a weapon for committing a crime;

3) a low degree of software protection;

4) imperfections of the system of passwords protecting against unauthorized
use of the workstation and its software;

5) the organization's confidentiality and confidentiality of commercial
information and the absence of official responsible for his / her security;

22. The public-private and special measures on the seizure of the property of
people by computer facilities have been studied, and proposals and
recommendations have Dbeen developed to improve their efficiency and
effectiveness of preventive measures.
