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Since ancient times, corruption exists in human society, thereby creating a
barrier to rapid development. It has a negative impact on the economy and
primarily erodes the social infrastructure of the state. In the modern period, the
fight against corruption is relevant and this issue is in the focus of the scientific
community of Uzbekistan. But it should be noted that the study of the problems of
the fight against corruption is impossible without defining of its concepts and
essence. This social phenomenon to this day does not have a standard definition
and this forms the complex process of perception of corruption. What people
should understand by corruption? We should note that the views of foreign and
national scientists on the concept of corruption differ significantly.

The term of "corruption” comes from the Latin "corruption” — bribery,
which means "destruction™ or "violation”, and was formed from combining the
Latin words "corei" — "several participants in a mandatory relationship, about the
single subject of dispute"” and "rumpere™ — "to break something" for profit.

According to foreign authors, the shortest definition of corruption is the
definition given by J. Century: “the abuse of public power for private benefit”.°
This definition does not fully disclose the nature of corruption, but however,
covers the main features of corruption crimes.

Among the foreign scientists, Myrdal, and S. Rose-Ackerman noted hidden,
the secret nature of the action as the most important signs of corruption.” What is
not hidden from the public eye and is acceptable from the point of view of society,
has nothing to do with corruption.

Among the Russian scientists, in particular E. A. Rusetsky noted that
corruption is a synthetic concept - both social and criminal, so it should not be
viewed as a specific crime. It should be viewed as a collection of related types of

acts against society and state. Corruption as a social phenomenon, characterized by
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bribery of state and other officials and based on use of their official powers
associated with the authority and capabilities on their personal, group or corporate

interests.® Another Russian author V. A. Nomokonov defines corruption "...as
trading of public power in the state (primarily) and non-governmental sectors ... as
the decomposition of authorities, attracted in the illegal market of power,
possibilities to exchange that power for benefit in violation of the principle of
social justice".®

It should be noted that corruption have to be studied from different
approaches. For instance, you need to make a sociological approach to the study of
corruption as a sociological analysis can provide objective data about the patterns
of existence of corruption and ways to overcome it.

I. S. Kupriyanov, who examined “street” corruption, offers several
conceptual approaches to the definition of corruption from the sociological aspect.
The first aspect interprets the phenomenon in a broad sense as direct use of official
position by a public servant for his personal gain. Officer ex officio manages
resources which do not belong to him through the adoption (or rejection) of certain
decisions. The second approach describes corruption as a certain type of socio-
economic relations. Here bribery is understood either as a specific market of
goods and services where periodically agreements between the actors are drawn
under the laws of supply and demand, or corruption of relationships embedded in
the system of social organization. From the perspective of the third approach,
corruption is considered in the framework of two strategies of social groups:
capture the state by the business, i.e. commercial structures act in order to
implement shadow control over the state (municipal) officials; the capture of
business entities by state structures in which officials are trying to arrange control
over commercial companies, for the purpose of their personal enrichment. The
fourth approach is based on the definition of corruption as a systemic phenomenon:

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the defect of the whole system of social relations (public administration,
economics and social morality).°

However, some researchers points that the adoption of the legal concept of
corruption with its specific characteristics, will lead to the fact that some acts of
corruption will be outside the Penal code or another law. It should be noted that
legislation tends to fill omissions, as with the development of public relations there
is a need for new regulatory standards.

As mentioned above, the existence of corruption in society creates a barrier
for normal social relations. As a consequence of the corruption of public servants,
citizens are displaced from the sphere of free and compulsory services. In the same
way the “corruption” creates the conditions for violators of the law to evade legal
responsibility for their illegal actions. That is, a cycle is formed in social
relationships, in simple words: “people take bribes and give bribes”, turning it into
a tradition. All this is reminiscent of the pattern of infection of the entire
population, in the end, it turns into an epidemic, and the chance of escape from
infection is very small. The outcome of such a situation suggests a picture where
the first infected people are people with weak immune system, ultimately, there is
a mass infection, in such situations, and only people can consciously heal
themselves, consciously passing vaccination and thereby stop the process of
infecting others. In cases when corruption has a traditional form, ultimately there is
a legal nihilism. This, in turn, breeds impunity and contributing to the decline of
efficiency of judicial and law enforcement bodies, as well as the whole
government. But, as a rule, the government is developing a set of laws on
combating corruption. Makes different approaches for eradicate bribery in the field
of public administration. It is necessary to connect all institutions of civil society to
efficiently combat corruption. To eradicate a form of social relations in which
corruption has become a tradition, each member of the society should clearly know

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the rules of conducting with members of the authority, set themselves clear and
realistic goals, not to provoke corruption situation.

Speaking about the definition of corruption, it should be cited that currently
this definition is given in the law "On combating corruption”, which after years of
heated debates was adopted in our country for the first time. It can be concluded
that the legislative definition of corruption mainly focused on the criminal aspect
of the phenomenon. But it should be noted that the scope of corruption is much
broader and may apply to various aspects of social life, as well as different spheres
of public administration, therefore, in our view, to solve the problem of corruption
in the government and management with only some criminal law measures is quite
difficult.
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
