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INTRODUCTION (annotation of PhD dissertation)

Actuality and necessity of the theme of the dissertation. The issues of
conducting linguistic researches depending on the laws of objective world and
mind are contemporary issues of the present time in the world linguistics. It is
known that the things and events in the objective universe are in constant changes.
Therefore, they are closely connected with the transition of quantity changes to
quality changes and the phenomenon of negation. Of course these processes and
relations are reflected in human mind and language. The concepts formed on the
basis of objective things and their features, making one concept from the other
ones, the identity and distinction in them make the foundation of language
synonymy and graduonymy. Therefore, in the late linguistics semantic
relationships between the words have broadened, not being limited by studying the
phenomena of synonymy and antonymy, it has been noted that there is a semantic
relation such as graduonymy in the language-lexic system too.

Since the last century the anthropocentric approach to the study of the
language and its relationship with the language and the society, culture, mentality
have become the min issues of investigations in the world linguistics. From the
second half of XX century the formal features of the language units as well as their
inner meaning features began to attract the attention of researchers. Especially, in
linguistics there are researches related to the comparative analysis of the
constructions expressing the relation of identity and distinction in the semantics of
lexeme. The expression of the lexemes performing the relation of identity and
distinction, which were built on the basis of the interaction of complex condition
as a functional-semantic category, by means of what kind of linguistic devices and
their complete study by semasiological aspect bring out the necessity of
researching as an important problem.

Today, in the process of carrying out the reforms in the socio-political,
cultural-educational fileds a number of new tasks are being assigned before the
Uzbek linguistics. «Today we are passing through the way of innovational
development aimed to totally innovate all the fields of state and society. It is not
without reason, of course. Because who will win in the present time
developing rapidly? The state which is relied on the new ideas and innovations
will win»®. The present time highlights the problem of enriching the Uzbek
linguistics with new research methods. The increase of attention to the
semantics of the language units makes necessary to investigate the vocabulary
of the language on the basis of generality, privacy and the language-speech
dichotomy. And this shows the actuality of studying the problem of semantic
gradation among the words (graduonymy) and its relation with its adjacent
lexical synonymy.

The given dissertation has been fulfilled according to the requirements of the

The link of the research with the priority areas of science and technology
development of the Republic. This research was done appropriate to the priority
branch of science and technology development of the Republic 1. «Forming the
system of innovational ideas in social, legal, economic, cultural, spiritual
development of the informational society and democratic state and the ways of
their realizing».

Degree of study of the problem.

In the world linguistics the research conducted on the basis of the problem of
noting the existence of the relations of semantic gradation among words was first
noted in the theories of the linguists such as O.Espersen, L.B.Sherba,
S.D.Kasnelson, O.S.Axmanova, V.G.Gak, V.M.Solntsev, Yu.D.Apresyan,
Y.S.Stepanov, N.l.Kondakov, F. ne Saussure and later A.A. Ufimseva,
L.A.Novikov, E.Sepir, EN.Miller * and other linguists developed this theory
again.

The great attention to the study of semantic-functional relations of the
language units was also paid in Uzbek system-structural linguistics. This issue was
opportunely investigated in the article “Lexical micrisystem and its research
methodics (theses of the system lexicology)” and its authors corroborated the
importance of studying the graduonimic, partonimic, functional relations in the
lexical units®’. Nowadays the issues of graduonymy® and lexical synonymy have

However, he existence
of graduonymy in the synonymic rows has not been studied yet.

Links of the theme of the research with the scientific-research works of the
higher educational institution, where the dissertation is conducted. The research
work was conducted appropriate to the scientific-research works plan of Kokand
state pedagogical institute in the sphere of the project on the theme «System
research of the Uzbek language».

The aim of the research is the study the case of emergence of graduonymy
on the bases of the examples of the synonymic rows, denoting the thing and sign.

The tasks of the research:

to reveal the author’s attitude to the problem of the traditional and modern
interpretation of synonymy;

to define the similar and differential features of the semantics of the lexemes

to define the existence of identity and distinction in the semantics of lexeme;

to substantiate that the distinction in the synonymic row is the factor of
making graduonymy;

to denote the relative independence and composition of lexical synonymy and
graduonymy;

to show and explain the existence of the phenomenon of graduonymy in the
semantic components of the synonymic row denoting things and sign;

The object of the research as the object of the research the lexical units in
the «Explanatory dictionary of synonyms in the Uzbek language»™ and
«Explanatory dictionary of the Uzbek language»** were used.

The subject of the research is the graduonimic features of the lexical
synonyms in the Uzbek language.

Methods of the research. Methodological basis of the dissertation comprises
the transition of quantity change of a dialectics to quality change, the laws of
negation, the concepts like the whole-piece, form-meaning, general-particular
notions, essence and phenomenon, opportunity and reality, reason and
consequence. The achievement related to semantic analysis gained in the
linguistics up to now served as a theoretical source for the research. The meaning
of the work was clarified by system-structural, componential, oppositional and
descriptive methods.

the semantic-structural features of similarity, difference and graduonymy of
the synonymyc rows of the Uzbek language have been revealed;

the differential semes in lexical synonyms were defined, their connection with
the phenomenon of semantic gradation among the words was substantiated;

the relation of lexical synonymy (equivalence) with the phenomenon of
graduonymy (gradation)was defined;

the simultaneous functioning of graduonymic and synonymic relations in the
semantic system of words was corroborated;

the graduonymic features of the 149 synonymic rows out of the 436
synonymyc rows denoting things and sign were defined.

Practical results of the research.

The dissertation materials could be used in giving lectures on the subjects as
the Theory of Linguistics, Semasiology, Modern Uzbek language, for organizing
special courses and seminars, for improving the textbooks, manuals and practical
recommendations as well for the students of Philology;

The research materials and coclusions will serve to enrich the theoretical
basis of synonymy, graduonymy and semantics.

Reliability of the research results is explained by that the conclusions were
drawn considering the nature of the Uzbek language, the objectiveness of the
materials, methodological perfection of the grounds of the research and the
exactness of the problem.

Scientific and practical significance of the research results.

The materials and conclusions of the dissertation will serve to improve the
theory of synonymy, to study the semantics of synonymic rows in detail, to
improve the new opinions about graduonymy to give effective results of
approaching to the language units from the point of view of identity and
distinction.

Practical significance of the dissertation includes the issues of compiling the
synonymic and graduonymic dictionaries of the new type. Furthermore, the
materials of the dissertation are a source of organizing the practical cources on the
isuues of lexical semantics in the philological departments of the Higher
Educational Establishments.

Implementation of the research results. The results of researching the
interrelation between lexical synonymy and graduonymy:

The materials about the interrelation between lexical synonymy and
graduonymy in the Uzbek language were used in «Developing principles of the
Uzbek language lexics and terminology» multi volumed «Explanatory dictionary
of the Uzbek language» of fundamental scientific research project in Latin
alphabet (Data Ne 3/1255-988) As a result the dictionary was used in clarifying the
semantics of lexemes;

The author’s theoretical conclusions about graduonymic units were used in
the innovational scientific research project «Opposition in semantic development
of a word. Explanatory dictionary of enantiosemic words in Uzbek (Report
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Ne 3/1255-988). As a result the explanation of the meanings of enantiosemic units
was scientifically proven;

The materials on studying the interrelation between lexical synonymy and
graduonymy in the Uzbek language were widely used in making the script of the
programs such as «Adabiy mubhit» (Literary environment), «Qadriyat» (Values)
and «Ma’naviyat — qalb ko’zgusi» (Spirituality is the mirror of soul) of Fergana
teleradiocompany in 2018. (Data Ne22 of Fergana teleradiocompany). As a result
the materials prepared for those programs were enriched on the basis of new ideas.

The dissertation consists of
introduction, three chapters, general conclusions, the list of used literatures and
appendixes. The total volume of the dissertation is 125 pages.

MAIN CONCEPT OF THE DISSERTATION

In Introduction actuality and necessity of the dissertation was grounded, the
aim and tasks, the object and subject of the research were clarified, its
appropriateness to priority areas of science and technology development of the
Republic was shown, scientific novelty and practical significance of the research
were stated, scientific and practical significance of the research results was
revealed,the information about the implementation of the research results into
practice, published works and the structure of the dissertation was given.

In the first chapter of the work named «The theoretical bases of
investigating the gradual synonymy» the questions such as describing synonymy
on the basis of sema by the component semantic analysis of lexeme, defining
identity and distinction in the synonymic line and depending on this distinctions
relative independence and interelations of synonymy and graduonymy were
studied.

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The definition of the synonymy in the traditional Uzbek linguistics in the 70
of the last century was given in this way. During the further development of Uzbek
linguistics in the recent stages the approaches to the definitions of synonyms have
also changed. The traditional linguistics could not give the gradual definition to the
synonyms and could not ivolve the problem of it.

The further definitions to the synonymy are distinguished by the absence of
“the single meaning” and the attention is given to the stylistic differences,
distinguishing of the meaning and expressing of connotation.

The semic analyses of synonyms in Uzbek linguistics lead to the
investigations of the semantic differences.It is important to cite the article by
Sh.Rahkmatullaev, where the main issues of investigations are the distinguishing
of the lexical meaning in defining synonymy, considering that the synonyms
consist of their composite parts or semes™.

During the 80" of the last century the semantic structure of the words began
to be studied on the bases of the semic analyses. Sh.Rakhmatullaev, Kh.Nematov,
E.Begmatov and R.Rasulov’s theoretical view took the place in Uzbek
linguistics**. The notions of the semantic structure of the word, sememe, seme,
nomeme appeared in their works. The parts of the meaning have been substantiated
as the semes (the composite part of the sememe) *.

The principle of identity and difference in the relations of the language units
was also observed in the rows of the lexical synonyms. The linguist O.Bozorov
ascertained that the word (lexeme) can change and develop in its semantics and
function; and it is natural that on the bases of it the new forms of the words (types
of lexemes) can appear. He suggested to consider this theory in the following:

Meaning (sense): identity — distinction — contrast.

Form (sound form): identity — distinction — contrast®.

While the attention is paid it can be observed that the identity peculiar to the
lexemes is moving to the distinction in order to show the contrast.

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In this perspective, the general meaning peculiar to the paradigm parts in the
synonymic row has the distinctive parts showing the contrast. However, this case
cannot be used in all synonymic rows.

Having appeared in the correlations of the meaning and form in measure of
the definite quantity and quality, showing the similarity, the identity prepares the
ground for forming simultaneously with its distinctive part*’.

Developing this theory, O.Bozorov enunciated that in the result of
developing the subtle changes within the identity, the distinction shows the relative
changeability of the object; it is linked from one side with the identity, and from
the other side with the contrast, forming the disinctive forms, which can be shown
through the examples of synonymy and polysemy in the language®®.

Thus, the distinction is a sign, which paves the way to the contrast.Having
appeared on the bases of the identity, the distinction is in dialectic relations with
the identity. The distinction increases the identity according to the qualitative
changes, promoting the appearance of the new essence. As E.N.Miller cited, the
distinction is the dialectic contrast of the identity, the unsimilar view of the
identity. The contrast forms the chain through the variant of the identity and the
distinction (by evolutionary way), illustrating the following process (identity —
distinction — contrast)®.

The principle of distinguishing in the relations of lexemes is seen through
the antonymic units. In most cases in the antonymic lines some of the interspaces
can be observed. For example, in the antonymic line myn—caxap—xyn the lexeme
caxap, in the antonymic line sxwu—xonuxapru—émon the lexeme xonuxapiu
have the status of the interspace. In other words, existence of dawn between the
day and night, satisfying state between good and bad can represent that the
antonyms cannot appear in pairs, but they can form the line or the row, pretending
to be the third member in the interval position. The third member can avoke the
gradual relations in the antonymic lines.

Similarly, the existence of the interval in the synonymic rows can be
resulted in the distinction, furthering the relation of contrast. For example, in the
synonymic row xopowuzu — 3umucmon — sum-3ué the unit sumucmon has the
interval positions. Or, in the synonymic row wypau — épye — nypaguon the
lexeme épye is in the interval position.

This case is a reason for emerging the gradual relations of the lexical units.
In the result of it, among the initial members of the synonymic row the strong
contrast occurs according to the degree of sign. Particularly, in the lexemes
koponeu and sum-3ué the difference in showing the degree of being dark represents
their gradual relations and forming the contrast. Accordingly, in the synonymic

lexeme nam and wana660 form the contrast.

As it is known, not only in the rows of the antonymic relations, but also in
the rows of the synonymic relations (especially in the synonymic rows, denoting
the quantitative distinction of the sign) emergence of the interval lexemes brings to
the forming of the gradual synonymy in the relations of the lexemes of this type.

The gradual synonymy is a linguistic event, reflecting the distinction in the
language layer. As B.A.Bulgarova cites, the bases of the gradual synonymy is the
distinction in the gradation of the evaluation and gradational sign°.

The characteristic feature of the gradual synonymy is that the quantitative
distinction emerges among the identity. Or, in other words, among the identities of
the units of the lexical layers the distinction can emerge. This case paves the way
to forming the graduonymy in the synonymic layer. According to O.Bozorov, “the
linear relations of the semantics of the lexical graduonymy comprise the
continuous transferring of the substance from one type into the other, from one
relative case into the other, which is shown in presenting the lexical nomination” **.

The gradual synonymy in the lexical layer reflects the process of transferring
the identities to the distinction. The important point in the gradual synonymy rows
Is that the distinctive feature dominates the identical features.

The distinctive principle in the reations of the language units, particularly,
the theories of the gradual relations were observed much earlier in the world
linguistics. The graduality in the relations of the language units was firstly
mentioned in the work by N.S.Trubetskoy, devoted to the study of the
distinguishing relations in the phonological layer®. Later, this problem was studied
by E.Sepir and D.Bolinger as the functional-semantic category, which reflects
graduliy of the object, sign and features™.

This issue was studied in the monographic aspect as the functional-semantic
category and the semantic field by S.M.Kolesnikova, M.V.Bondarenko,
B.A.Bulgarova, P.P.Bereznitskaya in the Russian linguistics™.

The initial studies of these issues in the Uzbek linguistics were mentioned by
E.Begmatov, Kh.Nematov and R.Rasulov in the article “Lexical mycrosystem and
its research methodology (theses of the system lexicology)” .
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In Uzbek linguistics the notion of grauonymy was briefly mentioned in the
works, devoted to the study of graduonymy in the semantic rows of the lexemes
denoting the thingness, sign and feature, expressing of the connotation in the
graduonymic rows>®. However, the gradual synonymy of the lexemes under the
general meaning, denoting the thingness, sign and feature has net been thoroughy
investigated. Mainly, O.Bozorov in his research named “Graduonymy in the
Uzbek language” touched upon the matters of the linguistic graduonymy and the
use of graduonymy in the phonological, morphological, syntactic layers. The
sholar showed the lexical graduonymy in the lexemes, denoting the thingness, sign
and feature, countable quantity, action, sign of action, descriptive and
onomatopoeic lexemes, interjections and modal meaning lexemes and the lexemes
of functional parts of speech, mainly, conjunctions and particles. He defined the
inner graduonymy of the each lexical type. Mainly, he distinguished the
graduomyny of the thing, event, place, time, measure and person’s mentality,
personal relations, mental, spiritual, physical graduonymy and showed their
results. Or, he defined the types of draduonymy in the features of the natural things
and events among the lexemes, denoting the sign and state alongwith the signs,
defining the person®’. Though, the matters of the interrelations of graduonymy and
synonymy have been mentioned in the present research, the synonymic relations of
the semantic rows have not been thoroughly studied.

The research “Lexical graduonymy in the Uzbek language” by
Sh.Orifjonova involves the issues of the essence of graduonymy, the gradual
relations between the words, the principle factors of lexical graduonymy
distinguishing (factors of paradigmatic relations between words and meanings).
The author shows his oipinion to the relations of synonymy and graduonymy.
While the theme of the research was dedicated to the lexical graduonymy, the
gradunymy of the nouns, adjectives, pronouns, adverbs, verbs, interjections and
onomatopoeic words were analyzed. 52 nouns, 73 adjectives of the graduonymy
rows were discussed®®. However, the rows, showing the gradual synonymy and its
peculiar features have not been considered.

The research work “The means of distinguishing the meaning of the
thingness and the feature” by N.Shirinova the lexical, morphological and syntactic
ways of distinguishing the meaning of the thingness, sign and feature; the means
which help to distinguish the meaning have been identified. The author shows her
attitude to the graduonymy in the semantic rows, denoting the thingness, sign and

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feature®®. However, the meaning of thingness, sign and feature within the gradual
synonymy has net been considered.

The research work “Lexical graduonymy in the Uzbek and English
languages” by J.Jumabaeva the problems of graduonymy were investigated in the
languages which are not kin to each other. Such matters as the interrelations,
distinctions and stylistic opportunities of the graduonymy and synonymy were
considered, however, the gradual synonymy as one type of the synonymy was not
studied through the examples of the materials Uzbek language®.

It is obvious that the graduonymy and synonymy are the independent
linguistic events. The graduonymy can form the line according to a gradual
increase of the language units denoting the object and thing, sign, action and state
of the definite or different essence; while the synonymy can form the line
according to the general semantic feature of the object, thing, action or state. In
spite of it, these two linguistic phenomena have interelational features too.

The interelational features of graduonymy and synonymy can be observed in
the gradual synonymy. The features peculiar to the two linguistic phenomena can
be combined in the gradual synonymy. The peculiar thing is that the graduonymy
in the synonymy can evoke the antonymy. B.A.Bulgarova enunciates:
“Considering the graduonymic feature in the forming of the graduonymyc scale
helps find out the zones of contrasting. In this case the synonymy can shift to
antonymy. The qualitative sign and feature form weak and strong antonymic pairs
according to the contrasting power” ",

Though the lexical synonymic and graduonymyc paradigms are interrelated
in one point, they cannot be considered one phenomenon.The synonymy is based
on the task and menaing semes, while the graduonymy is based on the lexical
graduonymic paradigms’ denotational semes related to the quantitative index.

The secon chapter of the dissertation «Interrelation between synonymy and
graduonymy in the lexemes representing the object» is dedicated to the
occurrence of graduonymy in the synonymic lines in the lexemes representing
paradigmatic relation name in the lexical meanings of the word.

Synonymy is based on the identical, close or similar meaning, graduonymy is
based on the distinctions. So, synonymy and graduonymy are strongly
differentiated. In reality as it is possible to use the second synonym word
contextually instead of one of the synonyms, it is not possible to do that in
graduonyms which are based on the denotative meaning, but in all cases the
difference of gradation between graduonyms can be strong or weak. In such cases
similarity in the sememas increases and it causes semantic closeness (not identity
as in synonyms) that as a result they can be used instead of one another on account
of contextual factors. Thus, it is necessary to realize the inner distinctions of
interchange in the sphere of synonymy and graduonymy, on the other hand, in

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such cases the increase of similarity between graduonymic and synonymic pairs,
and even contiguity of these two linguistic phenomena must be taken into account.
However, synonymy and graduonymy should always be considered from the view
point of identity and distinction which is the main factor of their formation. The
crossing point of these two semantic phenomena as mediatorial phenomena should
be interpreted on the basis of gradual change of dialectical identity to distinction,
distinction to identity.

The linguist O.Bozorov mentioned that this is peripheric features of
graduonymy, not synonymy®.

All the lexemes in the synonymyc row in the gradual synonymy denote the
general notion according to the lexical menaing and are characterized by the
differential features of the gradual index. This difference in the synonymyc row is
the reason of emergence of the graduonymy.

There are information on the denotational and connotational semes of the
lexemes, in particular, the differentiating features of the connotational meanings of
graduonymy. They are logical-semantic meanings made by intelligence or
language thought, that their entire system creates the main meaning of the word, -
claims the linguist O.Bozorov. Connotative semas are additional meanings to
denotative meanings accompanying in different features like subjectiveness,
(socialness), stylisticalness, emotiveness, expressiveness and original meaning
(presuppositveness)®®. Below we will give a glance, first of all, at how
graduonymy occurs in the synonymic lines in the sphere of semantic units —
nominal lexemes on the basis of the gradation of above mentioned features, that’s
the gradation of denotative and connotative semas. In «Explanatory dictionary of
synonyms of the Uzbek language» the number of synonymic lines in nominal
lexemes is 247. While analyzing these synonymic lines we defined that 71 of them
can have a relationship with graduonymy. In the 71 lexemes in these synonymic
lines it was observed that the nominative (denotative) semas are the same, and the
the expressive (connotative) semas are different. For instance, when we analyzed
the synonymic line ovora(vagrant), sarson(outcast), sargardon(adrift), the
nominative semas of the words in this line can be shown as in the followings: 1.
State, 2. Physical state, 3. State of wandering, 4. State of adrift or astray. These
nominative semas are general for all the words in the synonymic line above. The
connotative sema is distinguished by the state above the norm. That is, in the
lexeme ovora (vagrant) the state is normal, in the lexeme sarson (oucast) the sate
is one level above the norm, and in the lexeme sargardon (adrift) the state is twice
as much above the norm.

Thus, the words in this synonymic line in the sphere of connotative sema, that
IS, according to the feature of expressiveness, represent graduonymy in themselves.
Therefore, the graduonymic position of the lexemes in this synonymic line is set as
in the following.

In the «Explanatory dictionary of synonyms of the Uzbek language» there are
18 synonymic lines of denotative lexemes of things. According to our
observations, we can see the phenomenon of graduonymy only in the 9 of these 18
denotative lexemes of things.

Two or more words comprising semantic synonyms in the synonymioc line
are distinguished according to the expression size in their lexical meanings,
pragmatic semas and stylistic aspects. For example, the synonymic lines buyum,
narsa, mol,mato(h) are distinguished by their pragmatic semas, the synonymic
lines bezak, ziynat, hasham are distinguished by expression size, the synonymic
lines osmon, ko’k, gardun;pul, aqcha, mullajiring, yakan;sovg'a, hadya,
tortiq;khat, noma, maktub are distinguished by their stylistic aspects. In these
synonymic lines graduonymic feature is not seen fully like in those nihol(sprout)—
ko’chat (transplant) — daraxt (tree); kulba (shelter) — uy (home) — hovli (house)
but it can be seen partially. For example, if we analyze the synonymic line buyum,
narsa, mol,mato(h) in the semema «a necessary thing (used) in the household» we
can observe that the lexemes in this synonymic line are distinguished by their
emotive meanings (features). We can see that in this semantic line the lexeme
narsa(thing) has a normal emotive feature, in the lexeme buyum emotiveness
passes to personal positive attitude, in the lexeme mol emotiveness passes to
negative attitude at one level from the norm, and in the lexeme mato(h) the
meaning (emotiveness) passes to the negative attitude two level above the norm.

So, the lexemes in this synonymic line are distinguished by their pragmatic
semas, therefore, the representation of graduonymy in them can be seen as in the
followings.

In the «Explanatory dictionary of synonyms of the Uzbek language» we can
see more that 200 synonymic lines under archisema of event. When analyzing
these synonymic lines distinguishing into groups by the denotation of sign-feature,
action, state, event and place it was defined that 14 of the 38 synonymic lines
denoting sign and feature, 29 of the 90 synonymic lines denoting action and state,
8 of the 30 synonymic lines denoting events, 2 of the 12 synonymic lines denoting
place can be differentiated on the basis of differential semas and can have the
opportunity of representing the phenomenon of graduonymy.
By semantically analyzing the synonymic line denoting the denotation of
event from the synonymic line under archisema of event, the representation of
graduonymy in them is given below as an example. For example, in the sema
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«horizontal movement of weather flow» shamol, shabada, yel, sabo (wind, breeze)
synonymic line is given. The integral sema of the lexemes in this synonymic line is
the same, they are also differentiated by their diffrential sema. In the lexemes
Shamol and yel the speed of blowing is normal, in the lexeme shabada the speed of
blowing is one level below the norm, and in the lexeme sabo the speed of blowing
is twice below the norm. If this synonymic line is turned into graduonymic line,
the lexemes bo 'ron, dovul, to’fon (storm, tempes, typhoont) should also be
included. Then, we can see the speed of blowing in these lexemes is above the
norm. The linguist D.V.Vaqqosova separates the gradation on the basis of action
(movement) as shabada(breeze) — shamol(wind) — bo’ron (storm) —
dovul(tempest). She claimed that if the lexeme Shabada is compared to the
lexeme shamol, they are distinguished by a number of semas as «natural
phenomenon», «movingy, «blowing»**. Thus, the phenomenon of graduonymy in
the synonymic line united under the archisema of this «natural phenomenony is as
in the folowing:

There are 59 synonymic line of lexemes denoting person in the «Explanatory
dictionary of synonyms of the Uzbek language». The 15 integral semas of these 59
lexemes denoting person are the same, that is, general, and their differential semas
are seen in the individual meanininf of each word in these lines.

For example, in the sema «a person who acts for his sake by deceiving, fraud
and deception» for all the words in the synonymic line aldamchi(deceiver),qallob
(fraud),tovlamachi( swindler) the denotative semas are general, that is, «master of
deceiving». And the connotative semas are distinguished by the fact that deceiving
iIs above the norm. That is, in the lexeme aldamchi (deceiver) inclination to
deceive or cheat is normal, in the lexeme tovlamachi(fraud) one level above the
norm, because in it deceiving is carried out by frightening. In the lexeme Firibgar
(swindler) inclination to deceive is two level above the norm, because in it
deceiving is carried out by trickery, deception, and in the lexeme gallob (fraud)
inclination to deceive is three level above the norm because deceiving is carried
out by different tricks and cheats. So, all the members in this synonymic line form
graduonymy in themselves according to their feature of expressiveness.

Thus, graduonymy in this synonymic line is as in the following:

Chapter 1lIl of the dissertation «The interrelation of synonymy and

graduonymy in the lexemes denoting a sign» is devoted to the occurence of
graduonymy in the synonymic lines of the lexemes denoting sign.

In the «Explanatory dictionary of synonyms of the Uzbek language» there are
149 synonymic lines in the lexemes denoting sign. While semantically analyzing
these synonymic lines we defined that 81 of them could come into relationship
with graduonymy. It was defined that the integral, that is, nominative (denotative)
semas of the lexemes in the synonymic lines of those 81 lexemes denoting sign
were the same, the differential, that is, expressive (connotative) semas were
distinctive. Depending on this distinction, we assigned the occurrence of
graduonymy in them as in the followings. For example, while analyzing the
synonymic line yaxshi,durust, tuzuk, binoyi, ajabtovur, qoyilmagom® the
nominative semas of the lexemes in this line can be shown as followings:
1) «sign»; 2) «steady sign»; 3) «quality sign»; 4) «personal evaluationy,
«positivey; 5) «internal — external». The nominative semas are general for all the
words in the above synonymic line. But the connotative semas are differentiated by
the sign below or above the norm.That is, in the lexeme «yaxshi (good)» sign is
normal, in the lexeme «durust (fine, decent)» sign is one level below the norm, in
the lexeme «tuzuk (well)» sign is two level below the norm, and in the lexeme
«ajabtovur (amazing)» it is on the contrary, sign is one level above the norm, in the
lexem «goyilmagomy sign is two level above the norm. The words in this
synonymic line are differentiated by connotative semas, that is by expressiveness,
and form graduonymy in themselves.

So, the features in the denotative meanings of these synonym words can be
united in the following gradation line:

There are 36 synonymic lines denoting characteristics in the «Explanatory
dictionary of synonyms of the Uzbek language». We can see graduonymy in 21 of
these 36 synonymic lines. For example, the the sema «inability to do something
normally, opposite of adroitness» the integral semas of the lexemes in the
synonymic lines lapashang(muddler), lavand(shiftless), yepashang(indolent),
landavur(mudler), noshud(inept), so tak, bo’sh-bayov(inept), latta (imbecile) are
the same, they are differentiated by their differential semas..
If we pay attention to the lexical meaning of the lexemes in the synonymic
line above, the degree of «inability to do something» is differentiated partially

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according to the feature of expressiveness. In this synonymic line the lexeme
bo’sh-bayov(inept)is differentiated from the lexeme bo shang (weak-willed,wimpy,
the lexeme noshud (inept)is defferentiated from the lexeme lapashang(muddler),
the lexemes lavand(shiftless)/yepashang(indolent) are differentiated from the
lexemes landavur(muddler) and latta (imbecile) by the meaning «inability to do
something» rising from below to above and perform gradation. Therefore,
depending on the differentiation of the lexemes in this synonymic line according to
their expressiveness, we tried to show the occurrence of graduonymy in them as
following:

There are 71 synonymic lines of the lexemes denoting state in the
«Explanatory dictionary of synonyms of the Uzbek language». We can see the
occurence of graduonymy in the 35 of these 71 synonymyc lines according to their
defferential semas. For example, in the sema «having strength more than normal,
opposite of weak» the differential semas of the lexemes in the synonymic lines
kuchli(strong), baquvvat(robust), zabardast(powerful) are also distinguished. If we
pay attention to the lexecal meanings of the lexemes in this synonymic line, the
meaning (sign, feature) «how strength is above the normy» is expressed in the
lexeme kuchli (strong) «relatively morey, in the lexeme baquvvat (robust) «having
great physical powery and in the lexeme zabardast «the power, strength is too
high from the normy, that is «powerful» is expressed. According to this, in the
lexemes denoting state in this synonymic line the occurence of graduonymy is as
in the below:

There are 29 synonymic lines of the lexemes denoting form-appearance in the
«Explanatory dictionary of synonyms of the Uzbek language», the lexemes in the
14 of these 29 synonymic lines are distinguished by their differential semas and
function to provide the occurrence of graduonymy.

For example, in the sema «big body» if we pay attention to the lexical
meanings of the lexemes in the synonymic line gavdali (big, hefty), jussali(big-
bodied), barvasta (strapping, broad-shouldered), norg’ul (muscular), gomatdor
(tall, handsome-figured), barzangi (gaint), we can see the distinction according to
their feature of emotiveness. In the lexeme gavdali (big, hefty)in this synonymic
line the degree of «expressing the bigness of the body» is moderate according to its
emotive feature, we can say it normal. In the lexeme jussali(big-bodied) the
degree of the sign (meaning) is positive shade (colour) according to its emotive
feature, we put it to the right of from the norm. Because in the lexemes norg 'ul
(muscular), barvasta (strapping, broad-shouldered), gomatdor (tall, handsome-
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figured) the degree of expressing the bigness of the body denotes positive attitude
according to emotiveness we put these lexemes to the right from the norm too. And
in the lexeme barzangi (gaint) it is vice versa, the degree of sign (meaning)
denotes negative attitude according to its emotive feature (meaning). According to
this, we put this lexeme to the left of the norm denoting negativeness. Depending
on the above mentioned explanations, the occurence of graduonymy according to
the features of emotiveness of the lexemes in this synonymic line is as in the
below:

There are 3 synonymic lines of the lexemes denoting size-measure, 1
synonymic line denoting taste and 2 synonymic lines denoting colour in the
«Explanatory dictionary of synonyms of the Uzbek language».
Being formed in the lexical synonymic rows the semantic graduonymy has its
own features of emergence and usage.
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CONCLUSIONS

1. The principle of the uniqueness and differentiation in the language layer is
also observed in the lexicon of synonyms. The general meaning of the paradigm
members in the synonymic line creates the uniqueness. The sign, which is the
bases of the contrast and difference of paradigm members is a reason of the
contrast.

2. By means of the method of component analysis separation of lexical
meaning into parts (semas) put forward the problem of defining lexical synonymy
on the basis of semas, this, in its turn, afforded an opportunity to define
graduonymy in the synonymic lines.

3. The difference in language associations is an important factor that
contributes to contrast. As the differences arise in the same context, these two
aspects are in dialectical relationships. The contradictory differentiation lies in the
fact that the linguistic unit is transformed into a qualitative change, and linguistic
unity is certainly a new one in this process

4. The occurrence of intermediate states in the synonymic sequence of the
lexemes causes a difference based on contrast. Intermediate cases illustrate the
degree of marking in the semantics of the lexemes. In this case, there is a strong
contradiction between the initial members of the synonymic line.

5. The gradual synonymy in the lexical relations is the linguistic feature
expressing the difference in the language layer of synonymy.

6. The character of gradual synonymy is that there is a quantitative
defference in the lexical semantics. It furthers forming graduonymy in the lexical
synonymy.

7. Having the differential features the lexical graduonymy and synonymy
have also the interelational features, which can also be seen in the gradual
synonymy. The two features of the linguistic phenomenon is in gradual synonymy.

8. The gradual synonymy is the semantic phenomenon being formed on the
bases of the quantiatative changes of one semic sign in the synonymyc row.The
semantic changes denoting the opposite directions or one direction can be observed
in this gradual relationship.

9. It is impossible to name the row formed on the bases of gradualness of the
general seme as synonymyc or antonymic. Indeed, the semantic row can be formed
in interrelation of synonyms and ntonym.

10. In the «Explanatory dictionary of synonyms of the Uzbek language»
there are 287 synonymic line among the words denoting things and thingness and
there is graduonymy in 52 of them. They are formed in the topic groups denoting
things and events, sign and features, action and state, events, place and person.

11. There is graduonymy in the 81 of the 149 synonymic lines among the
lexemes denoting sign . they are represented in the topic groups denoting feature,
state, form and appearance, size and measure, tatse and colour.

12. The graduonymy has the differential features in the row of synonymyc
lexemes denoting the object and sign. The gradual synonymy in the lexemes
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denoting the object is formed according to the degree of the concealed sign. In the
synonymyc rows denoting the sign the graduonymy can be identified according to
the degree of the definite sign.
