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INTRODUCTION (Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) dissertation annotation)

Actuality and necessity of the dissertation subject. One of the reasons for
the phenomenon of globalization in the world being the complex and controversial
nature of the extremist grou activities pretending to act for religion in the different

The current investigations focus on the historical,
religious, philosophical, sociological, and psychological aspects of the events
related to the Jadid situation. Jadid situation, which is a phenomenological state in
modern political processes, makes it the urgent study necessity on the agenda to
the research the geostrategic history of religion in the area of pragmatic and
development and degree thought systematic analysis comprising the national,
universal, and social development interests on the basis of up-to-date approach and
methodological basis and objectives.

In Uzbekistan, spirituality, especially in the religious sphere, and the revival
and fullfledged study of our national and religious values, communication of our
pure values to our people have been given considerable attention since
independence. The establishment of Islamic civilization center in Uzbekistan,

B.Kosimov, Z.Abdurashidov!® contributed the field. Although, one can find direct
articles on the religious situation in Central Asia during the Soviet period in
M.Bazarov's'” scientific works, still, there are theoretical, methodological, and
empirical gaps regarding the religious political situation that need to be addressed.
In particular, the existing and neatly gathered documents on religious political
situation of the time show that new approaches are needed to create a more
objective landscape of the society. In particular, at present, when the religion
related social situation, while Uzbekistan is moving towards globalization, while
science, education, gender, youth policy being sophisticated embraced by new
context and aspects, creative thinking and democratic principles it comes to agenda
that the religious aspect that deeply aggregated with the conscious and cultural life
of people must be studied in complex in the totality with its historical roots.

The linkage of the dissertation research to the research plan of the higher
education or research institution in which it is being carried out. The
dissertation research was carried out within the framework of the Plan of Research
of the International Islamic Academy of Uzbekistan on the theme: «Fundamentals,
Directions, Research Principles, History, Philosophy of Islam, their Role in the
Life and Development of Society».

The Goal of the Research is to study the religious political situation in
Turkestan in the late 19th and early 20th centuries on the historical and
retrospective basis from a philosophical perspective based on primary sources and
to reveal its transformation in the modern Uzbek society.

The Objectives of the Research:

To study of religious factor, historical and political situation in Turkistan in
the period of Russian colonization and Soviet rule;

to cover the factor of religion social development and its political, social and
historical development mechanisms on the basis of scientific evidence;

to analyse of religious political condition in Turkestan in the early 19th -
early 20" centuries and study the results the occupation policy attitude towards
religious beliefs of the local people;

to expose the role of the religious factor in the life of society and scientifically
and theoretically substantiate the essentials and importance of the approach to
religion in the Jadid policy;
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to demonstrate the role and importance of the ideas of the «Islamic Council»
(Sho‘roi Islom) in the pursuit and development of religious values.

The object of the research is the problems caused y the religious political
situation in Turkestan in the late 19th and early 20th centuries and their impact on
the life of the society.

The subject matter of the research is philosophical analysis of socio-
historical patterns of religious political situation in Turkestan in the late 19th and
early 20th centuries.

Methods of research. The study used such methods as historicity, logic,
contrastive analysis, comparative analysis, discursive analysis, systematic analysis,
hermeneutics, and framing.

Scientific novelty of the research consists of the following:

It has been substantiated that the transformation of traditional gender relations
of the late 19th century in the socio-cultural life of Turkestan happened in the early
20th century on the background of the religious political situation;

the religious historical aspects of the categories of religious situation and the
religious political situation appearing at the cross-section of the local religion and
colonial policy relating to generation of constructive environment and bringing to
being the political contradiction have been identified;

the desecularization characteristics in the emergence of the religious political
situation related to extremism, extremist group, extremist activity and their
consequences in the form of political tension and social instability have been
shown;

on the example of weddings and funerals, it has been revealed that the
development of religious and national values on the basis of succession principle is
a phenomenon securing stability of the religious situation.

The practical result of the study. An efficient mechanism of using the
Jadids’ ideas, as well as use of the ideas of Eastern and Western scholars on the
basis of discursive method for deeper understanding of the concept of «religious
political situation», to prevent falling under the extremism influence in the process
of globalization. Besides, the reflections expressed in the study on the impact of
Jadid factors that the religious political situation is capable of producing can be
used by the neighborhood community activists, prevention inspectors, imam
khatibs, to organize refresher courses for educators at higher educational
institutions.

Reliability of research results. Reliability of the research results is supported
by the fact that they have been discussed at national and international scientific
conferences, the implementation of conclusions, proposals and recommendations,
and the approval of the results by the competent organizations.

Scientific and practical significance of the research results. The scientific
significance of the results of the research is supported by the fact that the ideas put
forward in the dissertation can be used to improve research and methodological
approaches in the field of philosophy, history, history of Islam, religious studies,
spirituality.
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The practical significance of the research results is that they can be used in the
relevant ministries, military units, at the thematic events, roundtables, in the
organization of spiritual and educational activities of the National Center for
Spirituality and Enlightenment, the Committee on Religious Affairs under the
Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

Introduction of research results. Based on the philosophical and conceptual
analysis of the Jadid situation in Turkestan:

The results of the scientific analysis of the transformation of traditional
gender relations of the late 19th in Turkestan socio-cultural life in the early 20th
century on the background of religious political situation were used in the
preparation of information and analytical materials of the National Center for
Human Rights of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated May 24, 2014 No. 05/610). As
a result, the role of women in the society increased and they have the opportunities
were created for them to their status in society and to contribute to the
development of the state;

the religious historical aspects of the categories of religious situation and the
religious political situation appearing at the cross-section of the local religion and
colonial policy relating to generation of constructive environment and bringing to
being the political contradiction are used to prepare of item 9 of the program under
the slogan «Enlightenment against ignorance» given in the paragraph 4 of the
Action Plan of the National Council for Coordination of the Activities of the
Citizens Self-Government Bodies. (Certificate No. 02-01 / 398 of June 27, 2019, of
the National Council for Coordination of the Activities of the Citizens Self-
Government Bodies). As a result, the philosophical content of the program was
enriched and the ideological immunity of people has been enhanced;

the results of study of desecularization characteristics in the emergence of the
religious political situation related to extremism, extremist group, extremist
activity and their consequences in the form of political tension and social
instability have been used in developing of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan
«On Combating Extremism» from No. ZRU-489 of July 30, 2018, in amending the
Articles 1, 3, 5,5, 2,9, 11, 13, 2 of Article 15, Article 4, paragraphs 17, 18, 19, 20.
(Certificate of the Committee on the Issues of Defense and Security, the
Legislative Chamber, the Oliy Majlis (Parliament), No. 06 / 2-06 / 978 dated
September 24, 2018). These research findings have contributed to a positive
change of the religious thinking level of people prone to extremism;

the results of scholarly theoretical analysis of the desecularization
characteristics in the emergence of the religious political situation related to
extremism, extremist group, extremist activity and their consequences in the form
of political tension and social instability have been used in Section 8 of the Road
Map on the Submission of Proposals and Recommendations International Islamic
Academy of Uzbekistan in the area of state and freedom of religion in order to
implement the Joint Resolution No 2300-III/QQ-492-III of January 18, 2019, of
the Council of the Senate, the Oliy Majlis (Parliament) of the Republic of
Uzbekistan, in «Preparation of Analytical Information on Improving the Religions

Education Practices» (Certificate No. 4313 July 26, 2019, of the Committee for
Religious Affairs under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan).
As a result, the methodological foundations of the practice of religious education
have been strengthened, and the opportunities for young people to counter the
extremist threats have increased;

The materials on the development of religious and national values on the basis
of succession principle as a phenomenon securing stability of the religious
situation have been used for preparing scenarios of «Ogshomga Qadar» (Till
Evening), «Dars» (Lesson), and «Yoshlar mehmonkhonasi» (The Youth Sitting
Room) progammes of «Yoshlar» (The Youth) radio channel.(Certificate of
«Yoshlar» (The Youth) tv and radio channel Joint Stock Company, Uzbekistan
Nationa TV and Radio Company, June 25, 2019, No 14-03-227). As a result, the
theoretical level of the content of broadcasting has increased and has helped to
broaden the world outlook of the youth.

Approvement of the research results. The results of this research have been
tested at 5 international and 8 national scientific conferences.

Publication of results. 18 scientific papers have been published on
dissertation topics. In particular, 5 articles were published in scientific (4 in
national and 1 in foreign) journals recommended by the Supreme Attestation
Commission of the Republic of Uzbekistan for publication of the main scientific
results of dissertations.

Structure and volume of the dissertation. The thesis consists of an
introduction, three chapters, six paragraphs, the conclusion, the list of sources and
references. The volume of the dissertation is 126 pages.

THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

The introductory article is based on the urgency and need of the research
topic, its connection to the priority areas of science and technology of the Republic
of Uzbekistan is shown, the comments of foreign scientific research and the degree
of knowledge of the problem covered, the purpose and objectives of the work, the
object and subject of the research is determined, the practical results of the
research, the reliability of the obtained results, the scientific and practical
significance of the results are explained, information on the practical application of
the research results, publication, structure and volume of the dissertation is given.

The first chapter of the dissertation entitled «Religious Factor in the Social
and Historical Life of Turkestan in the Late 19th and Early 20th Centuries» is
dedicated to the analysis of transformation processes in the social and religious
political situation in Turkestan generated at migration from the traditional society
to the colonial system that had taken shape under influence of the Russian culture,
to situations of its social, legal, cultural, educational issues that came to being in
the transition period.

In the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries, the religious factor, on the
b of a background of policy of annexation of Turkestan, in the complex historical
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context, created specific patterns of social life. The state of the religious
environment at that time intertwined with its political objectives and further
complicated Turkestan's colonial life. Not well developed Europeanized Russian
culture with traditional Islamic society in the colonial mix began to bring about
living and cultural, social and political problems. These problems, in turn, created
the religious political situation that was typical of Turkestan.

It was found out in covering the religious political situation that a complex
historical process was going on in Turkestan, and historical, logical, comparative,
synergistic, hermeneutic and discursive methods played a great role in its analysis.
These methods played an important role in the objective analysis of the social,
political, and religious situation of that period.

As Islam in Turkestan has high standing for centuries and because of its
consolidation power, the Russian Empire, first of all, realized that the only
possibility was to eliminate this powerful factor first and then pursue its policy.
Because the notions of «motherland», «nation», «state», «politicsy, «valuesy,
«education» were perceived in the minds of Turkestan Muslims through the
Islamic religion, Shariah, religious spirit and morality, and any condition that do
not comply with the religious beliefs were measured by the norms apprehended at
the margin of life and death. As a result, the policy pursued by the colonial system,
being in conflict with the local religion, created a symbiosis of the religious
political situation. The situations that were considered as separate religious or
political situations in all other historical processes and territories, in the Turkestan
example, acquired the complexion of a religious political situation and manifested
a specific nature in Turkestan political history. This is because the religious
political situation in the case of Turkestan forming a complex combination
manifesting the syncretism of local religion and colonial politics that deny each
other, at the same time, cannot exist without each other, and sometimes creates
new unpredictable phenomena due to correlating with each other as two major
opposing factors. This analysis that we authored also determines the principle of
interaction in the whole dissertation as a definition describing the Jadid situation.

This chapter explores Turkestan's historical life, its colonization by Russia,
crack-down on the rights of local populations, the overthrow of religious and
national values, the targeted use of religion by the Tsarist Russia, the defamation
of Islam in the Central Asia, particularly in Uzbekistan, for reasons of promoting
the idea of atheism, destroying national identity and pursuing the Russification
policy 1is reflected as interrelated social process. It was also revealed that the
Russian Empire had taken over the country as a result of education, family, gender,
and legal reform in Turkestan. Different approaches to the factor of religion during
the colonial and Soviet rule was studied by means of discursive method.

The introduction of the book by the Russian statesman and scholar of Islamic
Nikolai Tornau, entitled «The Explanation of the Fundamentals of Muslim Law»!2,
is devoted to Nikolai Pavlovich, the Emperor of Russia, and it analyzes data
collected by Western scholars and travelers about the East and states: «As colorful

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and comprehensive the information collected by Western scholars and travelers
about the East may be, the European countries cannot credit to themselves even a
single work of correct description of Muslim law in all its pars, but even a separate
section or trend, leave alone one that would comprise peculiarities of the Islam as
a whole, both in the dogmatic and applied jurisprudence of»'°. And, the author
points out, no complex source existed in the West clearly revealing manifestation
of not only the Islam, but the Islam in the Central Asia. Therefore, till the
colonization of Turkestan, no information about the Islamic faith of this country
was available in the Russian Empire. In the country annexed without that
knowledge available, an arrow of problems with this regard emerged and
difficulties were run into while addressing those problems. These problems were
particularly noticeable in the Jadid situations of the late 19th and early 20th
centuries.

In the dissertation, the different types of policies during the Tsarist Russia
invasion and the Soviet colonialism were analyzed separately as two stand alone
ones and, at the same time, logically complementary policies.

Proceeding from various approaches to the notion of religious situation and
religious political situation that emerged in Turkestan, it has been shown through
the patterns of the philosophy of history that the introduction of the concept of
«religious political situation» into scientific circulation will provide the
opportunity of forecast of religious political situation with regard of the religious
factor in Uzbekistan that may emerge in future.

Chapter II of the dissertation, entitled «Philosophical Analysis of Internal
and External Factors that Shape the Religious Political situation in
Turkestan», focuses on the analysis of historical internal and external factors that
caused the religious political situation in Turkestan.

In the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries, Turkestan had a number
of problems, the majority of which were the situations that resulted from abrupt
utilization of the religious factor or national and religious values were attacked. the
The Tsarist government’s ignoring the national and religious values, ways and
habits, and the situation when that in the end of day caused people’s protests and
the latter grew into political upheaval have been analysed. Although, the religion,
which was a powerful factor in Turkestan, was not fully explored by the Tsarist
Russia in the early years of the invasion, but, by the end of the 19th century, the
Tsar’s government was forced to pay attention to it. The fact that the Tsarist
invaders understood the power of Islam in the country and its actions against it
have been studied on the basis of historical facts.

During the Soviet era, though, the uprisings intensified and they were used
by the government for sabotage ends, their understanding of the impossibility to
pursue the assimilation policies without strike at the religion that was a strong
factor in the country, prompted aggressive action and the religious political
situation aggravated due to erratic political action , Vabo (Cholera) riot, the

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National Liberation Movement, Basmachi (Robbers), and the Paranji tashlash
(Paranji throwing) have been systematically analyzed.

The Cholera (Vabo) riot in Turkestan in 1892 was not just a riot because of
disease, rather a result of the trample of religious values of the population. 3136
people died of plague. Statistical data in the newspaper «Turkestanskie
Vedomostin®® have been organized in the tables and analyzed by the author. The
above-mentioned figures have created destructive features in the minds of local
people who have realized their identities through the Islamic religion and
traditions. It has been reported that the strike and oppression of the occupation
policy in Turkestan created controversial situations in the form of modernization.

Depriving of the independence and robbery of wealth of the people of
Turkestan, the torture and oppression of the people, sudden arbitrary dismissal of
the religious leaders and officials that always took high positions caused the
National Liberation Movement.

In the liberation of women, the Soviet government carried out reactionary
activities. As a result, 2,500 women became victims of this policy. Such hasty
measures began to stir up protest against the decisions of the totalitarian Soviet
system among the majority of layers and social groups of the population. The
clergies’ baffling of the liberation of women by the government representatives
was considered by the Soviet authorities as criminal activity. Women, who are
considered the victims of religious fanaticism and Soviet-era violent policies,
reached liberty through a series of tragic fates.

Leading intellectuals of the last century, especially the Jadid educators,
foresaw this situation in Turkestan, and tried to substantiate the evolutionary path,
that is, the gradual development of women in their journey towards modernity.
They could foresee that a sudden, extreme approach to this issue without the moral
and political preparation of the local population would lead to tragic situation.
Unfortunately, the Soviet government chose a revolutionary path and made the
situation even more acute, and the interference between Western and Oriental
views led to the Hujum (Attack), which caused confusion among the local
population.

The factors of the above religious political situation have been covered on
the basis of analysis of materials from the Central State Archives of the Republic
of Uzbekistan, the Stacs of the Manuscripts, Rare and Especially Valuable
publications of the Alisher Navoi National Library of Uzbekistan, and the Cinema,
Photo, and Phono documents of the Republic of Uzbekistan, and Paranji cinema
chronical material stored under No 1811 in the Central State Archives and
scholarly opinion has been provided.

Attempts to influence Turkestan's social and spiritual life and to strike the
Russian Empire from the outside, as well as the religious political situation that
emerged at transforming the country based on sacral principled into secular

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condition, and the factors generated that condition have been objectively covered
using the periodicals of that time and on be basis of historical examples.

Religious political situation in Turkestan was evident during the colonial
period, i.e. in the late 19th century. Because of the Russian Empire's disregard for
Islam and the beliefs of the people, several upheavals took place. Especially, the
unwillingness of the indigenous people to live as slaves to non-Muslims caused
emergence of dangerous situations. Especially, trampling on the religious and
national values of the Turkestanies, the humiliation and neglect by the Russians
laid the ground for the Muslims to come out and fight for freedom.

Chapter III of the thesis entitled «Succession Principles in the Experience
of Religious Political situation in the History of Turkestan» deals with rain of
governance based on the atheistic principles in the ideological policies entailed by
separation of the religion and state in Turkestan in the early 20th century, artificial
aversion of the population from Islam, and the spiritual impact of the various
prohibitions, and patterns of functioning in the real life of the decrees enacted in
the country by the Soviet government. It has been shown that as a result of the
adopted decrees religion was expelled from the state and attempts were made to
change the attitude of the population towards religion. It has been shown that by
this the Soviet government attempted to bring the society to a new shape by
removing the Islamic religion that secured the traditional unity of the Muslims, the
condord in its customs and rituals, and the mutual social cohesion.

As the Soviet government realized that religious and national values were the
unifying factor of the people, they created legal prohibitions to destroy these local
values, to hinder their implementation, and to form an atheistic worldview. The
controversial aspects of funerals, commemorations, and mourning were
periodically brought to agenda transmitted through the reflections of the Jadid
enlighteners as a reflective phenomenon of cultural life in the transition period and
in the process of gaining identity, in the late 19th and early 20th centuries. The
paradoxical conditions of the past, namely polygamy and divorce maters, has been
revealed as a destructive state of religious and moral values.

The real goals and objectives of the laws enacted by the Soviet government in
transition for a sacral society into a secular one society during the Turkestan
colonial occupation, the policies pursued by the Soviet government tried to shape
atheistic work outlook, and the impact of reflection of desecular conditions after
Uzbekistan’s gaining independence have been examined. It has been studies as
well that re-Islamization in Central Asia, particularly in Uzbekistan, has become a
common trend as a general pattern.

It has been demonstrated through revealing the nature of extremist threats that
came to being under influence of the religious political situation in the early years
of independence that decay of the Soviet state for the reason of desecularization in
Uzbekistan, moving to practicing Islam without correct understanding on the basis
on ignorance led to multiplication of the various extremist groups in the territory of
the Central Asia and threats to development of the region. Attempts have been
made to substantiate the importance of understanding the difference between Islam
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and politicized Islam, i.e. practicing Islam and radicalism, and that it wrong to
perceive that Islam can be only radical form. Uzbekistan also experienced similar
dangerous times among the states of the Central Asia. In addition, the interest of
foreign political forces in the country manifested in the activities of a number of
groups in Uzbekistan.

The revival of national, religious and ethnic values in the states as a result of
the collapse of the Soviet socialist system caused tensions between the state and
the people. It has been analyzed that blindfold re-entry of the population to Islam,
that is, the laws of the state policies of the former Soviet Union were not
harmonized with the mentality in the situation of secularization and
desecularization contributed to the ethnic explosion. This led to the emergence of
verification process in the spiritual and psychological state of indigenous people
and religious and theocratic tendencies.

As a result of various ethical problems at the intersection of secular and
desecular situations, political issues in the political governance of the Republic of
Uzbekistan have been complicated by religious issues. One of such problems is the
stark choice of need to rule Uzbekistan as a secular or religious state (eclectic
position).

It has been revealed that the development of religious and national values
based on the principle of succession is a phenomenon that determines the stability
of the religious political situation. Taking into account that religious extremism
and terrorism are the threat to the national and spiritual development of young
people and undermine the unity of the nation, today we must strive to maintain the
purity of islamic religion and live in tolerance with people practicing other
religions. In today's globalization, securing the religious tolerance is important.
Moreover, if peace and harmony are not established, the philosophy of history
demonstrates that the grounds are created for various religious conflicts and seeds
of hatred are inseminated. The potential of the national conflicts to lead to religious
conflict and create a religious political situation has been reflected in the
conclusions of Chapter 3 of the thesis, based on a number of arguments.

CONCLUSION

As a result of the analysis of religious political life of the past, the
following conclusions have been reached in solving the problematic situations
related to the religious factor in Uzbekistan:

1.The use of of the intersection of the colonial culture and traditional Islam
led to a number of problems that arouse in the country in the late 19th and early
20th centuries.

2. Metaphrastic views of Islam, the instances of its adjustment to the
personal interests of some ignorant and fanatical clergy, and the attitude of Jadids
and Qadimists towards madrassahs and the new method schools has led to a
discursive approach. It has been realized that the teachings of Jadid educators who
were trying to preserve the democratic aspects of Islamic values were an important
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factor in preventing misinterpretation of Islam and in clear explanation of the
religious political issues of the past century.

3. Comparative analysis in the study of Turkestan's religious political
situation, the principle of continuity, the role of Islam in the country and the
secularist nature of the newly introduced policies; the dominance of atheism on the
colonial policy of the country; that the religious political situation was influenced
by the violent actions of the Russian Empire during the colonial period; that the
Islamic religion that had been suppressed by the Russian Empire had enormous
potential in the country; showed that these conditions served as the basis for
desecular patterns of the new era.

4. The reluctance of the indigenous people to obey, trampling of religious
and national values, humiliation, humiliation and disrespect by the invaders pushed
to the civil war. Religious values of the population were trampled during the
«Cholera» and «Attack», and the Russian Empire's non-competent approach to
Islam based on its interests in implementing colonial goals led to actions turning
into religious political situations in extreme manner.

5. It has been proven that various controversial approaches to women in
social politics of early of 20th century undermined the idea of national unity, and
that the Soviet government could use various opposing opinions for its ends, and
could obtain workforce through women’s refusal to wear paranji.

6. The phenomenon of Islamic religion, as well as the synthesis of national
and religious values, which have entered into the history of Turkestan with the
peculiarities of Arabic culture, have shaped the specific religious and national
identity of the country. The approach to coverage of the socio-political life of the
local population with regard to the category of generality and identity in
philosophy, the analysis of the harmonious state of national and religious values,
and the direct approach to the religious political situation of the past, has shown
that Islam and gender have been violated.

7. Today, when the scholarly and theoretical reflection on the causes of
coming to existence of problems related to the past in the emergence of religious
extremism and terrorism in the Central Asian region ways of eliminating them,
their coverage by local scholars and experts and foreign scholars brought about
objective and non-objective conclusions that need deep examination.

The following recommendations have been developed based on the issues
analyzed in the study and the conclusions drawn from them:

1. To hold roundtable talks, seminars, conferences, and spiritual and
educational event on religious and political views of Jadid educators of the past
century, taking into account that the critical analysis of Jadid situations put by the
Jadid educators have to do with the present situation continuing, on the basis of
succession, and still is a progressive teaching.

2. To shoot a historical video showing the phenomenon of the religious
political situation in Turkestan.
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3. To organize scientific and educational activities in conjunction with self-
government bodies and special units of the Interior to clarify that the term religious
political situation is not the same with the terms religious situation and political
situation.

4. to collaborate with self-government bodies and special units of internal
affairs to create questionnaires on the basis of sociological questionnaires to
identify and rehabilitate those affected by extremist ideas, and to study their
problems based on the scientific and theoretical analysis, and to assist to address
their problems.

5. To establish Women's Social Protection Center and its Fund to further
accelerate the role and contribution of women in the life of our society in a time of
rapid social and economic growth in today's globalization.

6. To publish manuals serving to reject today's hold-backs and helping to
understand the true essence of Islam, exploring the socio-political life of the past
and shaping the ideological immunity of young people.

7. Taking into account that women's themes are relevant not only in the last
century, but also today, to launch tele and radio broadcasts to enhance their
spiritual capacity, and reminding their critical role in the upbringing of future
generations, with reference to historical facts.

8. To hold research that highlight the mistakes of the past century, taking
into account the factor resulted from the religious political situations in the fight
against religious extremist movements, and publish the results.

9. Explain the essence of the concept of «religious political situation» in
spiritual and educational activities in connection with the past century, and use the
situations referred to in the dissertation as a source in the explanation and
propaganda activities.
