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INTRODUCTION (Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) dissertation annotation)

Relevance and necessity of the dissertation topic. An analysis of the
events that took place in the world over the past 20 years, the impact and
significance of which is extremely important, has shown that extremism and
terrorism have emerged as ideological tools, an instrument of political pressure, a
major threat to global security and stability. This threat is particularly noteworthy
for its devastating effects on the Arab-Muslim world, which has left the Muslim
world decades behind in material and spiritual development, undermining Islamic
teachings, a powerful source of culture and high civilization. In his speech at the
72nd session of the United Nations General Assembly, the President of the
Republic of Uzbekistan Sh.M.Mirziyoev said: "We strongly condemn those who
equate our sacred religion with violence and bloodshed, and we will never
reconcile with them", expressing his firm view on the necessity to distinguish
between Islam calling upon peace and tranquility and militant groups serving
selfish political ends®.

The socio-political situation in the Middle East has also had a negative
Impact on other parts of the Muslim world. This problem, by its very nature,
concerns not only the region of the Middle East, but also other countries of the
world, especially Central Asia, in terms of their militancy. Therefore, the activities
of extremist and terrorist organizations in Syria and Iraq require increased research
to prevent extremist activities.

In recent years, the forms of religious, spiritual and ideological threats
against the countries of the region, in particular Uzbekistan, are changing.
Therefore, it is important to analyze the propaganda of “ISIS”, to study in depth
the causes of radicalization on a scientific basis, to reflect its results in measures
aimed at improving the socio-spiritual environment. In this situation, there was a
need to reconsider previous views on the problem of international terrorism in
general. There is also a lack of comprehensive research on various non-religious
information attacks and their impact on Central Asia and ways to address them.

Extremism®2, The UAE's Sawab>® and Hedaya®* centers have conducted research
on the information attack on the “ISIS” terrorist organization.

It is noteworthy that Al-Azhar Observatory for Combating Extremism in
Egypt monitors “ISIS’'s multilingual media propaganda online and issues daily
denials of its ideas that run counter to Islamic teachings. The results of the study
will be published in the monthly electronic journals of the Center.

The UAE's Sawab Center publishes interactive information on Twitter,
which serves as the main platform for “ISIS” propaganda, to protect young people
from radical ideas. The research of the Hedaya Center is of practical importance
and serves to reject the false ideas of the terrorist organization and to prevent
extremism and terrorism in society.

His handbooks, “ISIS Conspiracy” and
“Protection from Internet Threats”, served to inform Uzbek readers about
information attacks by terrorist organizations.

However, in our country, the media strategy of the terrorist organization
“ISI1S”, its goals and ways to prevent information attacks by militant groups have
not been studied as a whole as a separate research topic.

The purpose of the study is to prove that the “ISIS” terrorist organization's
religious content on media platforms is not based on religion and to develop ways
to prevent it.

Research objectives:

to study the evolution of radical propaganda during the formation of a new
militant group claiming the caliphate from the terrorist organization Al-Qaeda as a
result of political instability in the Middle East;

to study the organizational structure, methods of activity, sources of
propaganda of “ISIS”, to conduct a comparative analysis of their propaganda with
the propaganda of other radical groups operating in the region;

demonstrate propaganda methods of militant groups in Iraq and Syria to
provoke ethno-confessional conflicts;

disclosure of the political, military and religious content of the content
prepared by the terrorist organization for the population of the illegally occupied
territory and foreign audiences;

scientific substantiation of the fact that religious claims are not the factor
that ideologically supports the complex political processes in the Middle East in
the example of “ISIS”;

analysis of methodological norms of media coverage of information on the
activities of terrorist organizations;

coverage of “ISIS™'s methods of attracting new members through popular
social networking platforms and development of comprehensive measures to
prevent this activity;

The object of the study is content prepared by the media outlets of “I1S1S™.

The subject of the study is the impact of media products of the terrorist
organization on the radicalization of the individual.

Research methods. In the preparation of the dissertation used methods of
observation, comparison, analysis, content analysis, generalization, empirical
description and other methods of scientific knowledge in the field of history,
Islamic studies and political science.

The scientific novelty of the research is:

The fact that the Sunni scholars of the Ahl as-Sunnah wa'l-Jama‘ah denounce
“ISIS's religious content is a phenomenon that determines the stability of the
religious situation is revealed in the fatwas of the world's scholars as well as an
«open letter» of more than 120 scientists from all over the world.

It was alleged that the transformation of ethno-religious relations in the
Middle East in Irag and Syria took place against the backdrop of the religious-
political situation, and that the religious ideas and claims of the terrorist
organization were not religious, a politico-military and used religion only as
propaganda;

Further improvement of the social and spiritual environment in the country
and prevention of extremism and terrorism, especially misinterpretation of
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concepts such as «caliphate», «jihad», «martyrdom», «nonbelieversy,
«pilgrimage» Vvia the Internet and social networks, and that this contradicts the
essence of our sacred religion is based on the verses of the Koran, the hadiths and
the opinions of famous scholars.

“ISIS” propaganda in the media has been shown to misinterpret the
foundations of religion, to bring some of the minor differences between sects to the
level of religious hatred, and to tend to make the rules issued by the founders of the
organization even higher than the state’s laws.

The practical results of the study are as follows:

- given the high role of religious leaders in limiting the dissemination of
extremist information on the Internet and the loss of their influence, practical
suggestions were made to strengthen the information creativity of religious leaders;

- in order to achieve political goals, to justify their criminal actions“ISIS™'s
distortion of Islamic ideas, in fact, the activities of the terrorist organization have
nothing to do with Islam, was analyzed on the basis of content analysis;

- in order to effectively and efficiently fight “ISIS” in the media, there are
instructions on the use of tools that affect young people more quickly and
effectively, alerting them to extremist ideas, than traditional methods of
propaganda.

The reliability of the research results is explained by the fact that the
collections of materials of national and international scientific conferences, special
journals listed in the Supreme attestation commission and articles published in
foreign scientific journals, conclusions, suggestions and recommendations are
Implemented in practice.

Scientific and practical significance of research results. It was
scientifically and theoretically substantiated that the scientific significance of the
results of the study is that the formation of “ISIS” does not have an Islamic basis,
but is a global project aimed at deepening the socio-economic and ideological
weakening of the Muslim world.

The practical significance of the results of the study is grounded by its
application in public awareness campaigns aimed at building ideological immunity
against extremism and terrorism, its use in training of religious workers and law
enforcement officers and the media, as well as comprehensive measures to
improve the socio-spiritual environment in society, and the possibility of
resignation in the development of measures to combat prevent radicalization.

Implementation of research results. On the basis of scientific conclusions
and recommendations developed as a result of the study of the information attack
of the terrorist organization and ways to eliminate it:

On the basis of fatwas of the clergy of the world and «open letter» of more
than 120 clerics from all over the world, the Republic of Uzbekistan has developed
a special programme of the Cabinet of Ministers (certificate of the International
Research Centre of Imam Bukhari 02/69 of 25 February 2020). As a result, imams
developed skills to refute the false ideas of terrorist organizations such as “ISIS”
through popular social media platforms;

The transformation of ethno-religious relations in the Middle East in Iraq
and Syria took place against the backdrop of the religious and political situation
and Statement of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan «On
measures to ensure the stability of the social and spiritual environment and to
strengthen interreligious and inter-ethnic harmony» Used in the elaboration of
measures to that end «Organization of educational events and prevention of
information attacks». The introduction of these scientific results has helped to
maintain the stability of the religious situation in the country, spread the humane
message of Islam to the population and prevent threats such as extremism,
terrorism, fanaticism, missionary work and proselytism;

Misconception of religion in “ISIS”-promoting media, bringing minor
differences between sects to the level of religious hatred and the fact that the rules
issued by the founders of the organization were used in the preparation of such
programmes as “Two fates” and “The snare of ignorance” broadcast on the
National Television and Radio Company of Uzbekistan. (The Law of Television
and Radio Channel «Uzbekistan» of March 30, 2020 01-15-629). It concludes, for
the public at large, that the main purpose of the hostilities in the Middle East is not
religious, but the pursuit of power and the exploitation of the rich resources of the
countries of the region.

Approbation of research results. The results of the study were discussed at
1 international and 3 national scientific conferences.

Publication of research results. A total of 15 scientific papers on the
research topic, including 10 articles (8 national and 2 foreign journals) were
published in scientific publications recommended for publication of the main
scientific results of the dissertation of the Supreme attestation commission of the
Republic of Uzbekistan.

The structure and scope of the dissertation. The dissertation consists of an
introduction, three chapters, conclusion, list of references, appendices and a
volume of 152 pages.

MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

The introductory part is based on the relevance and necessity of the
dissertation topic, the purpose and objectives of the research, as well as the object
and subject, the relevance of the work to the development of science and
technology, and the scientific novelty, practical results, reliability, theoretical and
practical significance of the results, published, information on the structure of the
case.

The first chapter of the dissertation, entitled “Emergence and development
of the media propaganda of the terrorist organization “Islamic State of Iraq
and the Levant”. The stages of formation of “ISIS” media propaganda, the
media's resources, the specifics of propaganda through social networking platforms
and attracting new members via the Internet and hiring methods.

In this chapter, militant activities involving “ISIS” and other terrorist
organizations in the Middle East are described as the most widely used media
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conflict in human history®®. The media propaganda of “ISIS” militants is not a new
phenomenon. While operating as an al-Qaeda affiliate in Iraq, the terrorist
organization began to use online propaganda methods.

During its existence as “the Islamic State of Iraq”, the terrorist organization's
propaganda was based on a complex media structure. This media structure
consisted of separate divisions such as the media, film groups, advocacy groups,
and the Internet®®. The multidisciplinary media structure of the terrorist
organization was built in the form of a pyramid, with each department and the
officials serving in it operating on the basis of a clear division of responsibilities.
This ensured that the terrorist organization would work effectively to achieve its
goals®,

Although “ISIS™'s Internet activities have adopted and effectively used its
own media propaganda achievements, it differs from similar jihadist groups in the
style, means, goals, scope, and a number of other aspects of its propaganda. While
Christina Schori Liang points out the differences between the use of the Internet by
al-Qaeda and “ISIS”, Al-Qaeda generally views the network as a means of
delivering information and focuses on the confidentiality of those who
communicate with the ‘soft marks’, “ISIS” militants have made extensive use of
platforms such as self-promotion, blogs, messaging apps, video distribution sites,
Twitter, Facebook, Instagram, WhatsApp, Tumblr, and Ask FM®?, “ISIS™'s rise to
prominence on Twitter and other social networking sites is unimaginable,
according to analysts®?,

The transformation of “ISIS” media propaganda took place from April 2013
to February 2014. The political crisis in Syria, the reorganization of the Islamic
State of lIraq terroristic organization under the name of the Islamic State of Irag and
the Levant (ISIL), the distribution of high-quality media products, and the active
promotion of “ISIS” on social media are evaluated as key factors in “ISIS™'s
success online.

The terrorist organization considers its activities in the media field to be
two-thirds of the war®. “ISIS” has several sources for disseminating information
about its ideas and activities, which can be divided into major media centers and
regional media outlets. Central media outlets include “Al-Furqan Media”,
“Fursanul Balagh Media”, “Asavirti Media”, “Al-Ghurabo Media”, “Al-Hayat
Media Center”, “I’tisam” and “Ajnad”, and “Bayan” Radio, “A'maq” news

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agency®. Central media outlets are responsible for preparing and disseminating
important information about a terrorist organization®.

“ISIS™'s media network center is the Media Office, which oversees the
production and distribution of the terrorist organization's products. Each illegally
occupied territorial unit of “ISIS” has an independent media unit®. As of March
2016, there were 60 “ISIS-affiliated propaganda outlets in Irag, compared to 25 in
Mosul®’.

Social media, as a source of distribution of “ISIS” products, clearly shows
the following features:

- social media keeps a person under a certain ideological shell in order not to
extinguish the growing tendency of the person to the terrorist organization, not to
be distracted by other problems;

- a person is under the ideological influence of certain forces by spending
most of his time on social networking sites. The more time is spent in this source,
the faster the person will fall into the trap of purposeful propaganda, the further
strengthening and consolidation of the formed views;

- social media creates the most favorable conditions for like-minded people
to easily find, unite and enrich each other ideologically;

- Social networking sites compete to influence the user. Such competition
affects a person's thinking, worldview.

Here are some ways in which “ISIS” can recruit new members via the
Internet®s;

1. At the “First contact” stage: a) “ISIS” searches for its prey on the Internet,
tracks them; b) Communicates “ISIS” with prey searched on the Internet.

2. At the stage of “Create micro-community”: a) constant communication
with the prey; b) the prey is called upon to limit other contacts so as not to be
exposed to external influences;

3. The stage of “Shift to private communications”. At this stage, in order to
attract the attention of strangers and to prevent various suspicions and suspicions,
the prey enters into a specific communication through social networking sites or
messenger programs.

4. At the stage of “Encourage action”: a) propaganda of a terrorist
organization through social networking sites; (b) Relocation to “ISIS-held
territory in lraq and Syria; ¢) propaganda for organizing terrorist acts.

The terrorist organization's various propaganda campaigns among young
people through popular media platforms, its portrayal as a defender of Muslims
who have been humiliated by the violent, its false claim to restore the Khilafah

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state, which guarantees Muslim rights, have not found a place in society. It was
analyzed that it was the reason for joining “ISI1S”.

The second chapter, entitled “Content, audience and methods of media
propaganda”, provides a scientific analysis of the content, audience, propaganda
of the terrorist organization “ISIS” on the topic of women and children in the
propaganda of the terrorist organization.

Different topics were relevant in different periods of “ISIS” media
propaganda. In the early days of its existence, it focused on establishing itself as a
state, but later on the issue of illegal occupation of Iraq and Syria, the brutal
punishment of “enemies” of Islam, and the establishment of justice. During the
crisis of “ISIS”, there were calls to carry out terroristic acts on behalf of the
terrorist organization in any part of the world.

The terrorist organization’s propaganda materials, which use religious texts,
aim to create the religious foundations of the caliphate, first, through
misinterpretation of Islamic sources. Second, it tries to justify the militant actions
carried out by the terrorist organization. In this chapter, it is scientifically
substantiated that the primary goal of “ISIS” is to gain power by destroying its
political rivals, regardless of any quotations from religious sources®.

Researchers at the Counterterrorism Center (USA) have analyzed more than
9,000 pieces of information published by “ISIS™. During this period, 89% of the
distributed visual content - photos, 10% - video products. In terms of content, 48%
of these products are military, 20% are public administration, 7% are purely
religious, 7% are information about social life in areas illegally occupied by
“IS1S”, and 19% are information of other content™.

The majority of young people joining “ISIS” are illiterate and have a
misunderstanding of jihad’. Andrew Lebovich, relying on the personal data of
more than 3,000 militants involved in military operations in the ranks of a terrorist
organization, points out that their religious literacy is low and their understanding
of Islamic sciences is shallow’.

¥4 part of the militants operating in the ranks of the terrorist organization
revealed that their religious literacy is unsatisfactory™. 70% of those who joined
“ISIS” said they had primary religious education and 23% had secondary religious
education. While 5% of them were found to be well-educated individuals, 2% did
not disclose information about it

- demonstrate its potential as a “real” state, spread the ideas and goals of the
terrorist organization among the general public, imagine in the minds of Muslims
as a long-awaited Islamic state - the Khilafah, which has been described in
religious sources;

- Target upbringing of a new generation that supports the ideas of a terrorist
organization, which can later join its ranks;

- aim to inspire people affected by radical ideas, to encourage them to carry
out individual acts of terrorism.

“IS1S” has paid great attention to the ideological education of the population
in the illegally occupied territories. Achieving the support of the local population
without the help of the armed forces was one of the first tasks for the terrorist
organization.

The participation of women in the activities of a terrorist organization is of
strategic importance’. The constant coverage of the involvement of women in
“ISIS” in various sources has been an important factor in the recruitment of
members of this sex to the terrorist organization.

For “ISIS” leaders, the production of wild media products with the
participation of children and attracting the attention of the world community is,
first of all, a matter of psychological significance. In this way, the terrorist
organization seeks to demonstrate its spiritual superiority over the other side, to
attract all the attention and to spread panic and fear among the people®.

Chapter Il analyzes the fact that “IS1S” has been able to raise its crimes to a
new level and gain the attention of the world community, especially the media,
through media products depicting various atrocities committed by children’”.

The third chapter of the dissertation “Peculiarities of the relationship
between the terrorist organization “Islamic State of Iraq and the Levant” and
the media” is devoted to the information and psychological features of media
coverage of the terrorist organization “ISIS”, the consequences of media coverage
of the terrorist organization.

Today, visual information is becoming the most important component of
advocacy activities and is widely and effectively used to convince the public of an
idea that meets the interests of the disseminator. “ISIS™'s high-quality videos,
impressive photos such as “Dabiq” and “Rumiya”, and colorful magazines with
infographics have served to spread the terrorist organization's ideas to a large
audience.

“ISIS” has transformed today's image of terrorism into a modern way of
portraying savage Kkillings in a way that frightens and terrifies people, and

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disseminates them to the general public using the capabilities of information
technology’®.

“ISIS” has made savagery and fear the main tool in the fight against those
who want to block its path?™. It was argued that the popularization of the
billboards, which were deliberately distributed by the terrorist organization, had a
strong psychological effect on people, causing mental trauma and making them
feel helpless in the face of violence®.

According to Diana Mugallid, “ISIS's media activities are based on a well-
thought-out strategy. The militants are well aware of how the scenes depicting the
atrocities committed against young children, women, and various murders will
resonate in a world other than their own, and are working hard to make that
happen. As a result, their products have become quality and scary looking. Had it
not been for the means and opportunities to film and demonstrate these killings to
the whole world, so many innocent people would not have died at the hands of
ISIS militants®?,

The atrocities perpetrated by “ISIS” are the result of the terrorist
organization's strong desire for recognition and the media's desire to publish any
material on extremist topics in order to increase its rating. In this process, such
activities of information sources are in the interests of the terrorist organization and
serve to create panic among the population and spread the name of the criminal
organization.

There are different views among experts on how the media should react to
“ISIS” products. In particular, given the fact that the information disseminated by a
terrorist organization can cause serious psychological harm to people, the position
of non-dissemination and non-disclosure of threats against certain countries and
individuals is supported. However, no clear recommendations have been developed
in this regard that can be applied by all media outlets. As a result, various sources
of information also publish sensational, inhumane information in order to increase
the popularity of the publication and for advertising purposes®?.

It is also inappropriate to exaggerate unnecessary coverage of “ISIS” in the
media. Some experts believe that this situation leads to an increase in people's fear
of terrorist organizations®®. On the other hand, such a situation can lead to the
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formation of negative attitudes towards Muslims in societies with a complex
confessional structure and serious socio-political consequences. Such activities are
also prone to militant groups, socially isolated groups are perceived as the easiest
and most acceptable solution to their problems, and serve to form a new member of
the terrorist organization.

This idea does not lead to the conclusion that information critical of the
activities of militant organizations such as “ISIS” should be limited. Perhaps the
propaganda against terrorist organizations supports the idea that a thorough study
of its weaknesses and vulnerabilities can give the desired audience the expected
effect if done in a timely, targeted manner.

Despite the effective work of the media outlets organized by “ISIS”, as well
as the complex online propaganda carried out through social networking sites, the
terrorist organization felt the need for media and journalistic activities on the
following grounds®4. First, the terrorist organization has forced local journalists in
Irag and Syria to carry out propaganda in their own interests®®. They brutally
executed journalists who did not comply with their terms and refused to join the
terrorist organization®®.

CONCLUSION

Based on the results of theoretical and scientific-practical study of the
research problem, the following conclusions were drawn:

1. Instability in the Middle East is achieved primarily through the derailing
multi-confessional harmony in Irag and Syria as well as the centuries-old values of
tolerance and mutual understanding within society, the outbreak of civil war, and,
consequently, it turned out to be a global issue posing a real threat to the
realization of the world political landscape, peace and stability. An analysis of
these processes shows that the media, in particular the Internet, has played an
important role in exposing “ISIS” crimes to the general public and in inciting
radicals to terror.

2. The media structure of “ISIS” has a complex structure and specializes in
the preparation and dissemination of quality information suitable for audiences in
different languages. Central and regional media outlets have actively pursued
“ISIS™'s intimidation and recruitment strategy. As an evolution of the propaganda
of the terrorist organization Al-Qaeda, the media activities of “ISIS” are mainly
aimed at disseminating information on social networking sites, taking into account
the psychological characteristics of the audience, with a strong psychological
Impact on them. The media structures of the terrorist organization involve qualified
specialists in the field, most of whom are professionals with experience in
European countries.
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3. It has been observed that materials covering and promoting the activities
of caliphate-minded militants in Irag and Syria on two most popular social network
in the Central Asian region, particularly in Uzbekistan, “Facebook” and
“Odnoklassniki” have become widespread. Special groups set up on social media
sites disseminated information about the armed conflict in the Middle East in the
interests of the sect, discrediting clerics and religious figures in the region, and
urging them to oppose the current constitutional authorities.

4. Political technologies used in the Middle East, in particular media
strategies, can be used as a successful experiment in the activities of other terrorist
organizations. In this context, it is important to identify in advance the negative
consequences of ideological influences on the individual's consciousness by radical
groups through the Internet and to take timely, effective measures against them.

5. A terrorist organization pays great attention to propaganda on the Internet
in the context of a reduction in illegally occupied territory or a decrease in the
number of militants. Because despite the losses, the terrorist organization manages
to survive because of online propaganda. In this sense, the Internet and social
networking sites serve as oxygen for terrorist organizations such as “ISIS”.

6. Given the large flow of information on social networking sites and the
potential for harassment of radical content, “ISIS” focuses on creating high-
quality, audience-oriented information that has the potential to have a
psychological impact on them.

7. In the counter-propaganda work aimed at exposing the baselessness and
falsity of “ISIS's ideas, telling the story of those who were convicted for their
activities and sincerely regretted their actions, their difficult and dangerous lives in
the militant areas and conveying information about their dreams that have become
a mirage will deliver a positive effect.

8. Comprehensive measures to limit the harmful effects of extremist content
on the mind of the individual should not depend on the decisions of political and
governmental organizations in this area or the result of political will. Perhaps the
practice of rapid response to an unexpected ideological threat in this area should
reach the level of a process that occurs naturally. In the fight against extremism,
the process of restricting the media propaganda of terrorists and activities to
increase the ideological immunity of individuals prone to radical ideas should be
organized in parallel.

Based on the results of the dissertation, the following recommendations
can be made:

1. Presentation of lectures on "Media propaganda and effective technologies
against terrorist organizations™ at the training center for specialists on religion at
the Center for Professional Development of the International Islamic Academy of
Uzbekistan. It provides detailed information on strategy and tactics of radical
groups on the Internet as well as scientific and religious analysis of extremist
content and measures to discredit it.

2. The Informational and Analytical Center for the Study of Religious and
Social Processes under the Committee on Religious Affairs has developed
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recommendations and guidelines for interested state and public organizations, in
particular, media, to work with information on extremist and terrorist organizations
on the basis of regular monitoring of terrorist organizations on the Internet.

3. Organize trainings with the participation of psychologists, experienced
bloggers and qualified theologians, Islamic scholars, taking into account the
occurrence of cases of observation as a result of information attacks on imams and
preachers on social networking sites, in particular Facebook, where Uzbek
audience is active, it is observed that some clerics have come under intense
psychological pressure, resulting a weak stance in radical discussions and
indifference to erroneous religious correspondence.
